New York, June. (Canadian Press) 
—A new cause for enmity between 
the North and South has arisen In 
the controversy over the migration of 
Southern negro laborers to Northern 
states.

Protection
Against Fires.

The protection of property in 
• St. John's against fire has been 

so much increased during the 
past ten years chiefly by the 
utilization of new methods and 
new apparatus in fire fighting 
that it looks as though the city 
has come to the point that a ser­
iously destructive fire is not pos­
sible. The use of a pumping 
truck whereby the salt water of 
the harbor as well as the.fresh 
water in the mains can be utiliz­
ed will afford additional protec­
tion against serious fires on 
Water Street, and we have no 
doubt will before long result in 
e reduction of premiums now 
paid for fire, risks there. The ex- 
tperiment with salt water pump­
ed from the Harbor a few weeks 
age showed that six streams 
<could be used at one time and the 
[waiter sent up to the face of the 
clock on the tower of the Court 
House, the highest building on 
the street. In another experi­
ment made from the fresh water 
from the hydrant near the head 
'of Garrison Hill the water was 
sent to the top of the Cathedral 
tower. It makes no difference 
whether the water is at a high 
pressure or not in the hydrant 
pipe the pump does the work of 
bringing its own high pressure. 
Besides other up-to-date appar­
atus the Chief of the Fire De­

Free Codfish
1 Entry in Italy.

X cablegram was received yesterday 
from Mr. Bernard at Naples saying 
that "Free entry of all codfish will 
be allowed In Italy from to-day, June 
loth." This Is çood news tor New­
foundland and comes like a ray or 
sunshine after a long spurt of murky 
weather. The duty heretofore paid on 
our fish going into that country was 
five lire per MO kilograms. The gold 
lire Is 914 pence, which Is 19 cents. 
This means 95 cents per 100 kilos, or 
220 lbs. and comes to 47W cents per 
our quintal of 112 lbs. During the war 
and since gold Is practically unob­
tainable In Italy and all Importers 
have had to pay duties In paper lire, 
which has depreciated to about one- 
fifth of the gold standard. This means 
that Instead of Importers having to 
pay about 50 cents per quintal they 
had to pay $2.00 per quintal. This two 
dollars Is the duty that has been re­
mitted and the consumption of codfish 
In Italy ought now to increase.

ed to Roman Catholicism, when he 
heard the news his father was furious 
and promptly informed the College 
authorities, and Gibbon was expelled, 
no Roman Catholic being allowed in 
the eighteenth century to be an Oxford 
under-graduate. For punishment and 
repentance his father sent him to 
Lausanne, where he learned to speak 
French with a fluent accuracy rare in 
mi Englishman. At Lausanne, too, he 
was cured of Roman Catholiclsi#, and 

! fell in love with Mile. Curchod, the 
daughter of a Protestant minister at 
Cransier, or, as Gibbon always called 
it, Cransy. Once more his father Inter­
fered and declined to consent to hid 
son’s marriage with a foreigner. Gib­
bon says that he resisted his father's 
wishes for two whole hours, a charac­
teristic confession from an essentially 
cold-hearted man.

Curchod married 
1764, and she met Gibbon once again 
in Paris in 1765. She wrote to a 
friend: —

L do not know whether I told you 
that I hfive seen Gibbon. I cannot ex­
press the pleasure it gave me, not that 
I have any remains of sentiment for a 
man whoifi 1 believe to be unworthy 
of it, but my feminine vanity never 
had a more complete and honourable 
tirumph. He stayed two week in Paris. 
I had him ever day at my house. He 
had become gentle, submissive, and 
decent even to prudery. Continual wit­
ness of my husband’s tenderness, of 
his talent and . his devotion, a zealous 
admirer of wealth, he caused me to 
notice for the first time that which 
surrounds me, and which, it it had in 
pressed me at all, had impressed /me 
only disagreeably.

“Dearest Moments of my Youth.”
Gibbon himseF was annoyed as the

Necker the second and third volumes 
of his history, Gibbon said-:—

Both men were serving four years 
for burglary committed in Montreal 
over a year ago.

With a number of other convicts, 
they were working under guard dig- 
ginr » trench for a water main in the 
warden's garden. Both crept around 
to the protection of the adjacent con­
vent wall, and made their way to the 
river bank, where they jumped Into 
a host and made off m the direction 
of Montreal North.

They were well acress the river 
when they were missed. The guard 
who was In charge of them was un­
able to leave hie other prisoners and 
fired a couple of «hots at random. An­
other guard came to his assistance, 
and Cel. Girouard, warden, was at­
tracted by the sheottng. He joined in 
the fusillade hut. the pair kept on 
rowing to the other shore. They were 
last seen lust before 2.30 o'clock as 
they left the boat.

McDonald Is said to have been a 
native of Hamilton and Clark of De­
troit.

McDonald was 27 years of age; five 
feet eight inches tall: weighed 152 
rounds; brown hair, eyes and com­
plexion. His number Is 8,£09; his left 
small toe is off; there is a scar from 
an operation on his left side; scar on 
his left shoulder and left knee and 
above his right eye.

The Habit Clinic, of which Dr. Mun­
die is in charge, deals with problem 
children referred for treatment by 
the schools as well as other agen­
cies. Mentioning the case of one 
boy. Dr. Mundie said: “The boy 
was attending school; was backward 
In his studies; an examination show­
ed that he was not mentally deficient. 
He played truant from school, grad­
ually, inducing other boys to do like­
wise, until finally his mother took 
him to the Juvenile Court tor steal­
ing. Investigation showed that there 
had not been complete understanding 
between the boy's parents in regard 
to his training. On account of his 
low standing in school he had be­
come discouraged; his work not ap­
pealing to his capabilities at all. 
This boy’s problem is still unsolved 
under the present methods of educa­
tion.

“The biggest problem, however, Is 
that of the care of the mentally def­
icient child. An attempt should be 
made to educate these children ac­
cording to their capabilities, so that 
later on they will become self-sup­
porting citizens, and not cases for our 
social service agencies. Under the 
preseat 'methods we are trying to 
educate mentally deflcient children in 
the -y» way as normal children. Un­

On general principles I object to 
paying steamship companies passage 
but I was in New York and wanted 
to get to London and there was no 
berth available. It seemed there was 
no other coarse open to me, but pne 
evening st the sailors’ institute a 
bearded Russian captain offered me 
a passage and fifty dollafs for the 
run across.

This suited well enough, and so 
for the first time I sailed under the 
red flag.

It was a novel experience. The 
ship was a fine ten thousand tonner 
and had once been in the passenger 
trade, though it was now employed 
as a freighter. 'Çhere was ample 
cabin accommodation (of- everybody 
aboard.

The strangest feature of the ship, 
however, was that she was without 
discipline as we know it. There 
were no distinctions between officers 
and men—we were all comrades and 
all equals. ... • I

The officers’ job was merely to na­
vigate and fix the position of the ship. 
Even the captain had no authority 
over the crew. The deck hands and 
the engineers and stokers elected de­
puties, and these, with the Old Man 
formed a Soviet committee which con­
trolled everything.

How often we have heard tuts expres­
sion on a rainy day. That’s all right 
for ducks. They take to the water al­
most from the shell. Their instinct 
tor water and tor swimming is very 
strong. They will not be injured by 
wet ground or rain unless it is very 
cold at the time. This must be guard­
ed egainet eve» with ducks.

But young chicks are different. 
They must h»ve their weather made 
tor them. They at% often as tender 
as .an infant No mother would ex­
pose her week-eld infant to a draught 
or a chill, damp ait. The mother hen 
is equally solicitous and keeps her 
young family under her wings as 
much as possible when the days are 
dnll and the nights are chill. Many 
chicks are drowned in thunder 
storms because shelter is not acces­
sible or convenient It is not neces­
sary for them to be entirely submer­
ged to be drowned. Let them be 
thoroughly soaked and they will drop 
in the mud and succumb—practically 
drowned.

Wet and cold, under certain condi­
tions, will give the chicks digestive 
and bowel trouble. Before the symp­
toms become very marked the case 
may progress beyond recovery. Hence 
the need of a watchful eye In this re­
gard. The poultryman should be a 
weatherman as well. If he cannot 
control the weather he can at least 
provide against its rigors. In spring, 
celd and sudden changes may affect 
old as well as young birds. Croup, 
diptheria, tuberculosis, rheumatism)

MUNICH, June 2.-The peaks of the 
Bavarian Alps soon will be flashing 
wireless messages to all parts of the 
world if an expensive experiment by 
theT-orenz firm of wireless construc­
tors which is nearing completion, is 
successful.

The summit of the Herzogstand 
Mountain, south of Munich, is being 
used for the construction of a huge 
wireless station under the Lorenz ex­
periment, which will lift the antennae 
higher than those of the Eiffel Tower ! 
or the Nanen tower, Germany’s pres­
ent transatlantic station.

Herzogstand Mountain is 8,000 feet 
above sea level and on the other side 
of a narrow valley is another peak j 
nearly as high. 'Ey stretching a wire , 
cable between these two peaks the 
cqptly construction of steel towers is , 
avoided and the damp valley gives , 
every possible advantage for the re- | 
ceptlon or dispatching of radio waves. , 
In addition, me enormous electrical j 
energy required to operate a station ; 
of this magnitude will be developed 
from water power exploitation in the j 
Walchensee. t

length of the wire cable an ingenious t 
arrangement Is used by which the 1 
ends of the cattle are attached to de- i 
vices like wagons, heavily weighted c 
with stones so as to compensate the e 
wind pressure.
