Kins was born in Shirminster-New-
ton, Dorset, England, in 1808, md
came to Trinity wheu he was seven-
teen years of age. He came to Trin-
ity, consigned to Mr. Slade; but he
spent some time with Mr, Richard
Brown in Trouty. Then he moved
back to Trinity, and hecame onme of

. Mr. Slade’s faithful servants Yor sev-

eral years. The following entry in
the old Church register, tells -of his
hame.making and settling down for

e:—*1828, Married, Thomas Jenk-
ins, of Shirminster-Newton, Dorset,
England and Ann Elizabeth Damplier,
of Trinity. Witnesses: Charles
Granger, Richard W. Hibtich.”

In 1885, he decided to leave Trln-
ity, and go to New York to live; but
after he had mada all arrangements
tn do so, he changed his mind, and
did not leave Trinity: thongh in after
vears he went alone to New York,
and visited his sister there. At this
time he owned all the waterfront land
in Goose Cove. A part of this he
gave to old Mr. Dampier—and the
Dampiers still ‘own it—whilst that
now owned by the Bartletts was
bought from Mr. Jeakins by old Mr.
Bartlett In 1885, Afler selling this
property, he bought the land known
to-day as Jenkin’s arm, including
that on which the Railway Station is
built. This property at the time in-
cluded land . belonging to George
Churchill, Charles Granger, Captain
Facey ,and Rev. William Bullock.

Mr. Jenkins was in charge of the
Stores belonging to Slade, and later,
with- Messrs. W. Grieve and Bremner,
on Slade’s premises; and when Mes-
srs. W. Grieve and' Bremmer moved
down to Garland’s premises, he went
there in the same position. He gave
up the: work about 1890, and lived
quietly amid home surroundings, °till
he was called to rest in 1894, aged 86
years. -Mrs. Jenkine had died ten
years before, aged 75 years. . ¢

The same voice that struck ter-
ror into those whom he caught idle-
ing during working hours, was not
wanting in sympathy and affection in
home and social life; nor was it lack-
ing in devotion whilgt taking his part
in the prayers and responses of the
Services of the Church.
