Enforce the Laws
Motor mishaps have been oc­

curring so frequently during the 
past few weeks, that there is 
considerable misgiving in 'the 
city as to the condition which 
will exist when the' season is 
more advanced and the number 
of cars has increased. Is it not 
reasonable to assume that many 
of these accidents are due to 
negligence, or to a violation of 
the rules of the road either by a 
deliberate act, through igno­
rance, or because the driver is 
not in full possession of his or 
her faculties ? *

What is the obvious remedy? 
There is an Act on the Statute 
Book which clearly defines the 
rules to be observed, and any 
driver who is not conversant 
with these regulations has no 
right to be in control of a car. 
Most drivers rigidly observe 
them ; others, who either believe 
that they are too important for 
the laws to interfere with them, 
or who are too stupid to realize 
that such laws are necessary, 
disregard them day in day out. 
Because of these individuals, the 
Act has been provided with for­
midable teeth, but it requires 
the whole strength of public op­
inion and prompt and vigorous 
application of the law by the po­
lice to make those teeth effec­
tive. The former as yet has not 
made itself sufficiently felt, and 
while the authorities have in­
stituted many improvements in 
the control of traffic, they seem 
somewhat loath to exercise their 
atithority to the full.

So far one child has been kiU»d. 
this season, two or more chil­
dren have been injured, one man 
more by good luck than good 
management escaped with his 
life, several cars have been 
damaged, and in one case at 
least the occupants are fortunate 
to be aliye to tell the tale. Other 
drivers have informed us as well 
of barely averted collisions.

In some of the mishaps there 
were apparently unavoidable 
circumstances ; in others, the 
published reports, which have 
not been denied, would make it 
appear otherwise, but in how 
many instances have the parties 
involved been called upon to give 
an explanation? Surely law abid­
ing motorists are entitle to a 
greater measure of security and 
the pedestrians to more adequate 
protection against jhe persons 
who are a menace;

Accfdents are unavoidable, and 
• ail that can be done is to take 

precautions to reduce them to a 
minimum by eliminating every 
factor which is inimical to 
safety. It is not with an idea of 
criticizing the police but rather 
to show the authority which 
they possess that we ask how 
many drivers of vehicles during 
the course of a day fail to give i 
signal when approaching an of­
ficer on point duty? How many 
who neglect to do so are stop­
ped, turned back, and made to 
approach the point again and 
signal properly? How many 
motor drivers have been pulled 
up during the past week. and 
told to take their cars back to 
the garage by the shortest route 
because their number plates 
were missing?

Reflecting the improvement In the 
motor industry, the company la doing 
a good business at the moment, and 
will very likely earn Its full $6 divi­
dend in the first half of the year. In 
the first three months of 1926 It re­
ported profits after depredation, fed­
eral taxes, etc., of fl,803,972, as com­
pared with «1,496,700 in the first quar­
ter of 1924 and 21,827,973 in the cor­
responding period of 1928, an unusual­
ly good automobile year.

These earnings were equivalent to 
22.17 a share on the 699,990 shares of 
stock outstanding. In the final quar­
ter of 1924 the corporation reported 
net at 2838,684, equal to 21.39 on the 
number of shares at present outstand­
ing.

MOTOR OUTLOOK CONTINUES 

GOOD.
Prospects Are Bright For Record 

Earnings this Season.
Boston, May 27—The astonishing 

vitality of the motor Industry ancj Its 
sound fundamentals have again been 
illustrated by Its rapid recovery In 
recent months from the upset condi­
tions of last year. The industry Is 
never without Its confirmed pessi­
mists when the outlook is uncertain, 
end never fails to attract a host of 
enthusiastic followers when condi­
tions are booming. Its answer to the 
dire predictions concerning Its future 
which were rampant at this time last 
year is the new high record in mon­
thly output In April with production 
in United States and Canada plants 
totalling 391,301 passenger cars and 
47,644 trucks.

This output compares with the 
previous record of 358,686 passenger 
cars and 46,804 trucks established In 
May, 1924.

Notwithstanding the April record, 
production of passenger cars In the 
first four months of 1925 was still 
below the total for the correspond­
ing period of 1924, total passenger 
car turnout being 1,189,176 against 
1,340,734 last year. With prospects 
of a new high record In the current 
month, however, output tor the first 
five months will cross last year’s 
figures and exceed any correspond­
ing period In history, as output in 
1924 began its decline In, March, 
whereas all Indications at present 
are that It Is still on the upgrade.

Truck Production.
Truck production, on the other 

hand, Is running substantially ahead 
of the corresponding period In 1924. 
For the first four months total truck 
output was 166,268 against 137,984 
last year. While truck production in 
the-4>asf closely followed passenger 
vehicle output, the Increasing use of 
busses in the past two years has ten­
ded to Increase the proportion which 
trucks bear to passenger car output.

Record production figures are again 
suggesting to some of the more con­
servative automotive executives, who 
follow conditions closely, the pros­
pect dt overproduction. There seems 
to be less likelihood of this with its 
attendant losses this year, than there 
has been in the past due' to more 
stablised manufacturing conditions 
and the fact that current production 
in a majority of cases is strictly in 
line with conditions In the retail field.

Reports from dealers throughout 
the Country show that the public is 
absorbing new cars at a rapid rate, 
keeping stocks at a minimum. In 
some cases there is an actual short­
age of cars with factories as much 
as two months behind in deliveries. 
While figures for the industry as a 
whole are not available, the results 
experienced by General Motors Cor­
poration. which is doing more than 
20 per cent, of the business in all 
price ciaeses, are Illuminating,

General Motor's Business.
In 1924 the corporation's dealers 

sold to the public about 70,000 cars, 
more than they purchased from the 
factory. In the first three months 
of this year, during the winter sea­
son when retail demand normally is 
low, there was a slight accumulation 
Of car# as dealers bought 19,600 
cars fcaore than they sold. In the

Why Cut Down the Amplification ?
EDITED BY JOHN. M. CLAYTON.

Now and then some good circuit Is 
developed, discovered, brought out or 
re-hashed (they are all the same 
nowadays) In which the inventor has 
really accomplished something.. Sig­
nal strength is much hotter, music 
much louder and reception clearer on 
the headset but When we try It on an 
audio-frequency amplifier we get a 
iot of distortion, and so does the 
“inventor." The obvious thing Is to 
re-design the audio-frequency ampli- ! 
fier so that this distortion will not * 
appear hut the signal strength will 
come up as it should. Right here is 
where they fall down.

Take the Cockaday circuit. It’s a 
good one. There is plenty of volume 
available and it Is selective. But 
why, oh why, do we have to spoil the 
audio amplifier by using a few tricks 
to cut the distortion and cut down 
the volume instead ot making the 
amplifier right In the first place?

There are two things which are

ought to cease. One Is the insertion your audio transformers, 
of a shunt capacity across the sec- probably had—very bad.

* Collecting the News.
Editing a paper at sea has many

Struck by Lightning.
Bede says that Ethelbert of Kent 

and Setoa, King of the East’ Angles, 
built the first Christian church here, 
probably on the site of a heathen 
temple.

The- great cathedral which took its 
place whs begun in 1087 by Maurice, 
Bishop of London. The work was 
far frorit complete when, in 1136, 
another great fire devastated London 
from London Bridge to "the church 
of the Danes.” The fire severely 
Injured the cathedral, but it was not 
totally destroyed, and the work on it 
was resumed. The spire was of 
wood, covered with lead. Its height 
is not accurately known, but it prob­
ably reached yèry nearly five hundred 
feet. *' !

This glorious spire wig Injured by 
lightning in the fifteenth century, and 
totally destroyed by the same cause 
(or, as some say, by the carelessness 
of a plumber) in 1561.

' Boys as Bishops.
Many details have been preserved 

of the Boy-Bishop customs at St. 
Paul’s Cathedral in the thirteenth 
century. It had apparently been usual 
for the Boy Bishop, who was one of 
the choristers, to make1 the cathe­
dral dignitaries act as taper and in­
cense bearers, thus, reversing matters 
so that the great performed the func­
tions of the lo’wly. In 1263 the dig­
nitaries struck, and clerks of lower 
rank were chosen for these offices. 
But on the evening before Holy Inno­
cents’ Day the Boy Bishop demanded 
a supper for himself and his train 
from one of the Chapter. On the fol­
lowing day he was given a dinner, 
after which he rode in state through 
the city. He also preached in the 
cathedral.

From the time of the Reformation 
all reverence for the sacred edifice 
was lost, though proclamations 
against brawling in the church were 
issued from time to time. "Paul’s” 
became a favorite meeting place of 
fops and gallants, of lawyers and 
men of business. John Evelyn even 
says that it had become “a stable of 
horses and a den of thieves.”

A Performing Horse.
In Queen Elizabeth’s reign a man 

named Bankes was the owner of a 
performing horse called Marocco, of 
which wonderful stories are told, 
among others that the horse climbed 
to the top of St. Paul’s—to the top 
of the steeple—one account says; hut 
we must remember that the spire 
was no longer standing. The horse 
may have walked up the staircase to 
the top of the toréer, and there have 
shown itself to "a number of asses 
who stood braying below.”

After the great fire. Wren at first 
thought that restoration was possi­
ble, but eventually the architect was 
directed to design a new cathedral.

The cathedral contains several fine 
pictures, round which visitors are to 
be found at all times of the day. Of 
these, Holman Hunt’s "Light of the 
World" is evidently the popular fa­
vorite.

There is one monument in St. 
Paul’s which stands quite alone, the 
tomb of the Duke of Wellington, by 
Alfred Stevens. It must, however, 
be confessed that it is quite out of 
place between two piers of the nave. 
The head of the horseman almost 
touches the top of the arch. A pro­
posal was once made to place this 
monument under the centre of the 
dome, which would have made the 
whole cathedral a mausoleum to the 
Iron Duke.

The packing of figs is a much more 

complicated business than that of sul­
tanas.

The first process is to throw the figs 
on to the floor, and the figs already 
spread out are frequently tramped on 
by the porters coming in with more 
sacks from the hot and dusty street.

Women sit round <n heaps, take up 
the figs, squeeze thorn with their hands 
into n pair shape, and then sort them 
into sizen in baskets placed at hand.

The next process is carried out by 
men sitting at tables who take the 
figs from the baskets sorted out by 
the women, flatten out the fig on the 
table, and place it in a tray or direct 
into a box. It is during this second 
manipulation of the figs by men that 
the teeth are not infrequently used to 
press the figs into shape. The men 
work with their hands frequently wet­
ted with salt water which stands li. 
buckets beside them.

The primitive drains of Smyrna' dis­
charge into the sea immediately in 
front of the quay and a regulation ex­
ists making it obligatory for the salt 
water used to be obtained from a 
barge sent out some distance to sea 
for the purpose. Alternatively com­
panies’ water, salted, may he used. 
It may be doubted, however, whether 
this regulation is always observed. 
The quay is very handy.

Thousands Of Flies.
The high-pressure work takes place 

during the hottest part of the year, 
when flies exist in thousands, when 
sweat pours off the workers, and when 
sanitary rules are most needed. But 
the most competent observers do not 
think that such sanitary rules are 
applied.

The aprons supposed to be provided 
are mostly absent. Clogs for lavator­
ies do not exist and lavatories are fil­
thy beyond European belief. Windows 
and doors are not (as regulations pre­
scribe) covered with gauze. Nor is 
there a daily medical inspection.

The only sanitary pressure applied 
to improve conditions appears to have 
come from the Americans, who have
