Further Particulars of the Wreck of 
the ‘•‘Atlantic.”

Halifax, April 4.
Captain Williams reports that tho p«.

One hundred and sixty Lotlies were re­
covered up to 10 this morning, and their 
interment"bad commenced.

The robberies and mutilations reporter 
aie also exaggerated, and the crew tv 
whom they are attributed aVe very indig­
nant at the charge. It appears that 
some stowaways, who escaped, commenc­
ed to plunder the exhausted living a- 
well as the dead at first, kLut were pre­
vented by tho Prospect people and th«.

Among'a large number of peophrTroirr— 
the surrounding shores and country, who 
flocked to the locality, some rilled the 
dead bodies when they could.

The captain can give no satisfactory 
explanation of the cause of the disastc 
except a miscalculation of the current' 
and the ship’s speed. Many of the bv 
dies recovered are bruised, swollen, torn, 
and discolored. Some of them arc 
hardly recognizable, and, of course, tht; 
names of all the steerage passengers art- 
unknown. A great many enquiries con­
cerning the lost and saved come from 
New York and other places. The pul-- 
lished list of the saved had full circula­
tion ; that of the lost must be got from 
Liverpool. The crew will be sent ther# 
by the first steamer.

In the House Friday afternoon the pro­
priety of bringing the bodies to the city 
for burial was discussed. The agent of 
the White Star Line having stated that 
there was a difficulty in getting a burial 
place at Prospect, or men to bury them, 
the opinion prevailed that it would to 
well to bring them to the city and bury 
them in the public cemetery, and erect k 
monument over them.

resolved to grant a lot in the cemetery 
should it be required.

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England and Canada.
Mr. Wm. Johnston, M. P , who 

paid a flying visit to Canada last 
summer, lias embodied the result in 
a lecture lately delivered before the 
London and Westminster Working- 
men’s Constitutional Association, a 
synopsis of which we give below:—

Mr. Johnstone, M. P., who was well 
çeôeivecl* gave his impressions of our 
great colony in an interesting narra­
tive, entitled “ A run through Cana- 
da.” He described the climate, vary­
ing from that of the Arctic regions 
to that of southern Europe, the na­
tive riches, and contented population 
ofdne country. She possessed most 
of the valuable metals, apd unrival­
led natural means of communication, 
in the shape of rivers and lakes, while 
the soil was as rich as any in the 
world. The towns were growing in 
importance, and several now flourish­
ing places of business stood where, 
but a few years since, was a wilder­
ness.. The several public institutions 
he visited were admirably managed, 
and ift: a small town in the Province 
of Ontario, students were prepared 
for the University for one shilling a 
month. He expressed his belief that 
:: mighty nation was growing up as 
loyal as ourselves ; and trusted that 

-nothing would be done m the name 
of statesmanship to sever its connec­
tion with us. (Cheers.)

Mr. Morgan Howard proposed a 
vote of thanks to the lecturer, and 
said they would never cease to con­
sider Canada a part of the old coun­
try. The lecturer had not only ad­
ded to our historic knowledge of the 
I lominion of Canada, but had , raised 
an interest in the country which he 
hoped would not be^confined to the 
metropolis alone. . ■ ■

Sir J. E Wilmot seconded the 
motion, which having been duly put 
and carried,

Mr. Johnston acknowledged, and 
•dated that his great object in visit­
ing Canada, With which he trusted 
iiis hearers would sympathise, was to 
meet the Orangemen of that country 
on behalf of tlie Orangemen of Ire­
land. (Cheers.) He encountered 
but one feeling amongst all—a wish 
to retain the British Connection and 
the integrity of the empire.—

Mr. Johnston's ’* Lecture of Cana­
da" is a contribution of importance 
at this moment. Each day invests 
the Dominion with pew interest for 
us. Every • traveller who has been 
up the St. Lawrence comes-<back to 
tell of the undeveloped uative riches, 
o.‘ va-t deposits of mineral. wealt’lty- 
ni;d of up rivalled means of commu- 
ni •ation in its expansive rivers and 
p:vture.<i|ue lakes. T° tliese natural 
advantages are added a fertile soil, 
every variety of climate found be­
tween the tropics and the poles, and 
an iiulu'trious and thriving popula­
tion. (ities are springing up in the 
wild erne-vs aPd a mighty nation 
which- will yet make its 'malic upon 
the world- With all its material pro- 
giess and evidence of prosperity, we 
are, of course, the hotter able to 
sympathise because of the loyalty 
o' the Canadians.

Since the 
destruotion of bis,third Museum, last 
December, he has written a second Ap­
pendix to his Autobiography, a volume of 
880 pages, from the proof-sheets of which 
we make the following extracts. They 
give us an inkling.of what Barnum ac­
complished last year, while the idomi- 
table pluck and perseveranca of the great 
showman are exhibited in the remarkable 
programme which he has laid down for 

, the coming summer. As we ave informed 
his exhibitions will visit these parts with­
in a few months, these extracts are in­
vested with a peculiar interest to our 
readers :

APPENDIX II.
WRITTEN ÜP TO FEBRUARY, 1873.

THE GREAT SHOW CAMPAIGN OF 1872—THAT 
OF 1873 FAR TO SURPASS IT.

On the 10th of April, 1872, my great 
travelling Museum, Menagerie and liip- 
poprome moved westward. We travelled 
entirely by rail. I carried 460. horses,and 
nearly a thousand men, women and chil­
dren, besides by far the largest number 
of rare wild beasts that ever travelled in 
one concern. Added to this was the 
Museum collection, and it is no wonder 
that I was obliged to use ninety-five cars 
and five locomotives. In order to ex­
hibit only in large towns, it was frequent­
ly necessary to travel one hundred, miles 
in a single night, arriving in season to 
give three exhibition^ and thé usual 
street pageant, at 8 o’clock a.m. By 
means of cheap excursion trains, thou- 
sands of strangers attended daily from 

' along the lines of the various railroads, 
for a distance of fifty, seventy-five and 
even a hundred miles. Other thousands 
came in waggons, on horseback, and by 
every means of conveyance that could 
be pressed into service* until by 10 
o’clock, —the hour for the morning exhi­
bition—the streets, sidewalks and stores 
wore, filled with Etrangers. Tho great 
“ show day” thus always proved profi­
table to those doing business in towns 
where we exhibited.

Some idea of the excitement .through­
out the country may be formed from the 
fact that, upon arriving at daylight, we 

Usually found waggon loads of rural 
strangers—men, women and children- 
who had come in during the night and 
“ pitched camp.” Tho publfc and press 
universally acknowledged that 1 showed 
all I advertised, and much more. No 
.travelling exhibition ever before gave such 
universal satisfaction.

The gross receipts for- 174 days (29 
weeks) were perfectly enormous : and al­
though my expenses exceeded 8'»,000 per 
clay, I found an aggregate profit at the 
end of the season that was as surprising 
as it was gratifying. I will say that the 
gross receipts of my world-renowned 
musical tour with Jenny Lind, in 1*50-1, 
although hitherto - uuparalle’ed, were 
scarcely half so much as the amount 
taken at iuÿ Fëtïfr doors in the summer of 
1872.' Of course, no other .travelling ex­
hibition in the world ever received or 
pended one-quarter of such enormous 
sums in a single teutvag season, indeed, 
it required my forty years reputation usa 
liberal exhibitor of a ttractions worthy of 
public support, including fhe moral and 
religious, classes, to.v.'ammt such an uu- 
prerouted expendituve. But my example 
is infectious. Half the menagories of. the 
country now boast of their “Hippodrome,’ 
Aquaiiii and “Museum,” and absolutely 
attempt to draw comparisons with my 
establishment; one . tent of which would 
swallow up half a. dozen of thvso petty 
imitators. An ordinary waggon would 
held all tho curiosities contained m these 
pretended “Museums,” and the public! 
are too wary robe taken in by such “vain : 
boasting. V
