The new custom and land
offices are being built on this property ;
and had it not been for an earnest and
just protest, the post-office would have
been moved from the present centre of
the city to fully three- fourths of a mile
nearer the Hudson Bay Fort. The post- .
office question is not settled yet, and
Mr. Mackenzie's Government is greatly
blamed for their dilatoriness in this and
other questionsrof vital impo ce to
the city. The city is well governed,
having a full staff of police ; and the va-
rious street improvements show that no
time will be lost on the part of the citi-
zens to do their duty.

The land around Winnipeg is all first-
rate prairie, and all fit for settlement ;

Leaving bebind it flourishing colon-
ies, it entered Towa in 1861, and crossed
the Mississippi into Illinois 1n 1865, reach-
| ing Canada and New England by slow
| marches in 1870, It is said that its pas-

tion of time, if it has not already been
effected. Ifit enters Europe and finds
there a congenial home the potato crop
and garden crops generally must suffer
immense depredations.
