New York Doctor Says It Wil
Bring Them to Maturity at
Earlier Age

New York, July 2.—A novel poultry
farm, in which electricity will be uti-
lized to hasten the growth of the chick-
ens, is bteing equipped by Dr. Rudoiph
C. Lienau, of 137 Bainbridge street,
Brooklyn, at Great River, L. L The
electric farm is the result of observa-
tions made by Dr Lienau in Europe,
where experiments with the electric
current in stimulating the growth of
chickens have beén very successful
If the Great River undertaking comes
up to his expectations other farme will
be established on the same plan, with
the result that the supply of poultry
will be greater and the price conse-
quently lower. ° ;
" WWhile Dr. Lienau is giving no guar-
antee that the workingman is going to
have & hen in the pot for every meal
if his, expectations are realized there
is unquestionably a eolar plexus blow
coming to the beef trust.

“The principle ‘s simple,’ said Dr.
Lienau last night. . “It is just a ques-
tion of stimulating the fowl with an
electric current so that its circulation
will be increased, The result will be
increased assimijation. The power of
the fow].to assimilate more food and
assimilate {t more quickly means that
it will increase in weight and increase
quickly. Not only will the product be
marketable sooner than otherwise, but
the chances of loss by death will be
greatly lessened.”

By-the electric system chickens will
develop to the. broiler stage in about
\half the time they develop maturally,
In the FEuropean experiments of treat-
ing checks to’ practically continuous
dioses of a high-frequency electric cur--
rent, they have put on from thirty--
eight-to forty per cent more weight
within a given period than thelr non-
Lienad ‘brethren. -

The Jules Michelet explosions are
said to have been causeéd by a defla-
gration of the famous French B black!
powder, which was the cause of the
accident to the cruiser Gloire and af.j
terward resulted in the disaster to the |
battleship Liberte, |

The firing on the Michelet wasg beum
carrid out with sixteen meter guns at|
the rate of eix shots a minute. The
best gunners in the Mpditm‘rahe”ﬂﬂ
fleet were competing under the com-
mand of officers from the special gun-
nery school.

Chief Gunnrer Pﬂli who is considered |
the best marksman in the French
navy, at the moment of the explosion|

Drumm told a reporter yesterday af-
ternoon. ‘“We fonce them to sell pa-
pers, .to shine shoes, to work for small
wages when they should be obtaining
an education. I want these fellows to
get out in the country, to roam around
the woods, to fish, to swim, to learn
books away from the city’'s dust and
noise. Orphans, destitute boys and
boys whose parents are not fit to raise
them wil be admitted.”

Major Drumm is 84 years, old and
active in his business at the stock-
vards. The purchase price of the
Fraser place was $85.000.
