“ after destroying our outside work, the 
Turks attacked the work we were carry­
ing on in our homes. This failing, they 
attacked me personally, making all 
kinds of charges and insinuations 
against me, and denied me every 
they possibly could. I appealed 
government in vain.”

At last the department of state ordered 
two cruisers to come to Morsini, examine 
our aSairs and hear any complaints we 
wished to make. Admiral Kirkland, 
who is a bitterjenemy of missions and 
missionaries, made a cruise .but did not 
call at Morsini. We protested against 
this discrimination. Consul Gibson 
took up the matter with great vigor and 
sent a protest to Washington. The 
naval department ordered Admiral 
Kirkland to return from an Italian port 
to Morsini. The consul came from Bey- 
rout, secured a list of our complaints and 
worked with great energy, firmness and 
prudence.

The governor of the state was ordered 
on board the cruiser. He presented a 
list of complaints against me personally, 
which were proved before his face in the 
presence of the naval consul to be ut­
terly untrue and preposterous. Oh the 
other hand, every claim I made was sus­
tained, my points were all granted. 
The Sultan had demanded my deporta­
tion from the country, but the grounds 
of this demand having been proved base­
less, the United States declined to allow 
it. Now the U. S. cruiser Marblehead 
is anchored in front of our home where 
we can signal if needed. I feel assured 
that but for its presence there would 
have been another massacre in Morsini, 
and other places. No city now of any 
considerable size has escaped massacre 
in the interior.

William Pur­
vis, for ten» years mayor of the town, 
presided, and Rev. Isaac Murray, D.D. ;

At another 
time, when Mr. Laurier’s name was ap­
plauded, Sir Charles said he was glad to 
see the Liberal leader cheered, for if his 
constitutional principles were only as 
sound as he was eloquent, he would be a 
very valuable public man. Sir Charles 
quoted figures showing that the shipping 
tonnage entering Sydney harbor last year 
was greater than that at Halifax.

Replying to what he described as the 
vile personal attacks upon himself, he 
said he could quote higher and better 
authority for the statement that Mr. 
Laurier was a traitor to the British 
crown, than his enemies could give for 
the scandalous personal attacks made 
upon him. He quoted the New York 
Sun of the 16th instant, which spoke of 
“Sir Wilfred Laurier,” the Liberal lead­
er, as an ardent annexationist. Sir 
Charles said he did not believe 
this. He believed Mr. Laurier to 
be a loyal man, and he only 
quoted this because of the unfair 
and mean attacks the opposition were 
making against him. The dragging of 
the disembodied spirits of these dead 
and buried old scandals would, how­
ever, only recoil on the heads of the 
man and'the party who engaged in that 
kind of warfare as they had acted as a 
boomerang in the past.

Messrs. Mclsaac and Devlin spoke at 
Bras d’Or this afternoon, at Sydney 
mines this evening.

New York, Jan. 30.—The National
Board of Trade at its closing session to­
day by a unanimous rising vote directed 
the President to send the following 
pacific sentiment to the Associated 
Chambers of Commerce, London, Eng­
land : " The National Board of Trade of 
the U. S. assembled in annual meeting 
at Washington, sends greetings to the 
Associated Chambers of Commerce of 
Great Britain, reciprocating all the 
friendly sentiments uttered by the Eng­
lish commercial bodies, and expresses 
the earnest wish that commerce and re­
ligion, representing the great progres­

FIGHTING AT FORMOSA.

San Francisco, Jan. 30.—The steamer 
Rio Janeiro arrived to-day one day over­
due from Hongkong and Yokohama. 
The Japan Mail says : “ In the northern 
districts of Formosa, where it was sup­
posed that order had been completely 
restored, a general insurrection has 
broken out. The Chinese are making 
desperate efforts to drive out their 
Japanese conquerors. The Japanese 
troops which have just returned from 
the subjugation of the island, will return 
to Formosa and a permanent garrison 
will be established.”

London, Jan. 30.—John Seaton, charg­
ed with endeavoring to set fire to a 
hotel and opera house owned by him in 
Strathroy, appeared beforg Country 
Judge Elliott and was discharged. The 
chief witness, G. Mitchell, swore to 
the prisoner conspiring with him to fire 
the place but was flatly contradicted by 
others. In dismissing the case the judge 
remarked of Mitchell “ he is more dis­
honest than Judas Iscariot.”

Sir Joseph Barnaby, principal of the 
Guild Hall School of Music, London, is 
dead.

The poll resulted as follows : Hubbard, 
Conservative, 4,493; Munn, Liberal, 
2,131 : Conservative majority, 2,362. In 
the late general election the Marquis of 
Carmarthen was returned by a majority 
of 2,000.

The Westminster Gazette says it is 
almost certain that Justin McCarthy 
will not resume the leadership of the 
Irish party in parliament after the re­
assembling of that body.

The reply of the Sultan to the letter 
of the Queen on the subject of the Ar­
menian troubles has been dispatched to 
Castaki Pasha Anthopoulo, Turkish am­
bassador in London.

From information obtained on the 
best possible authority it can be stated 
that nothing is known in St. Petersburg 
about the supposed treaty between Rus­
sia and Turkey. The report caused a 
great deal of attention in diplomatic 
circles, but in the view of those best in­
formed there is nothing more behind 
the report than the good understanding 
which prevails between the two coun­
tries. This was outlined ten davs ago 
in an article referring to the visit of 
Aariff Pasha with presents to the Czar, 
a display of friendliness that arose be­
cause of the kind spirit shown by Nicho­
las II toward the Sultan at the time 
when other powers adopted very men­
acing attitudes. In diplomatic circles 
here the supposed treaty is not credited 
at. all.

While King Charles of Portugal was 
returning to the palace to-day after a 
drive in an open carriage accompanied 
by an aide-de-camp, an anarchist work­
man threw a stone at His Majesty. The 
missile, however, hit the aide-de-camp, 
who jumped from the carriage and seized 
and held the anarchist until the latter 
was arrested.

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MYSTERIOUS MEDICAL MEDIUM.

Vienna, Jan. 29.—A further distinct 
advance in the new “ Photograpa ” of 
Professor Pontgen was scored to-day, 
when Dr. Neusser, professor of medicine 
jn the Vienna university, showed, by 
means of the Crooke’s tube, the presence 
and position of calcareous substances 
in the bladder, liver and kidneys of a 
subject. The success of Dr. Neusser’» 
experiment indicates the probable great 
value of the discovery to medicine as 
well as to surgery and metallurgy. The 
nature of the strange medium, which is 
neither light nor electricity, is still a 
mystery.

Death of Rt. Hon. C. E. Childers— 
To Relieve Depression in 

Germany.

ine Kaiser Orders Torpedo Destroy­

London, Jan. 29.—Right Hon. C. E. 
Childers, ex-member of parliament and 
the occupant of several offices in former 
Liberal cabinets, died at 5 o’clock this 
afternoon from congestion of the lungs.

It is stated by a member of the Col­
lege of Cardinals that Pope Leo will 
positively refuse his consent to the pro­
posed baptism of Prince Boris of Bul­
garia into the Greek Catholic church. 
It is thought that the Pope’s refusal, 
coupled with the opposition at home, 
will cause Prince Ferdinand to forego 
his intention in that direction, even at 
the cost of incurring Russian dis­
pleasure.

During the discussion of the estimates 
in the Landtag, Deputy Lueckhess 
thanked the government for having put 
a stop to the uncontrollable systems of 
business pursued by American insur­
ance companies which had amassed 
large fortunes from Russian clients.

A dispatch to the Pall Mall Gazette 
from Cairo, Egypt, says a serious revo­
lution has occurred at Khartoum. The 
disturbances grew out of the difference 
between the Mahdi and the tribes be­
longing to the interior of the Soudan. 
The result of the uprising, it is further 
stated, was that the Mahdi is practical­
ly overthrown.

The resolution introduced by Herren 
Barth and Rickert in the German 
reichstag to amend the election law With 
the view of further protecting voters and 
their rights, passed its second reading 
to-day in the reichstag.

The Minister of Agriculture, Baron 
Hamerstein-Loxten,in the Prussian 

diet to-day, replying to questions on the 
subject, asserted that the government 
was doing all that .vas possible to re­
lieve the agricultural depression. He 
added that it had endeavored to effect 
an increase in silver, but, he explained, 
it had always been confronted by the 
opposition of those states whose co­
operation was admittedly essential in 
order to bring about the object in view.

A Berlin despatclpto tne Times says : 
“The statement that the Bundesrath 
has rejected the proposal adopted by the 
reichstag last February for a currency 
conference is now contradicted by in­
fluential parties. It is to be hoped 
Chancellor von Hohenlohe will soon 
make public an announcement on the 
subject.”

Senor Florelli, the Italian archaeol­
ogist, is dead.

A semi-official announcement has been 
given out at St. Petersburg that the re­
ports that a partition of Turkey is con­
templated or that an alliance has been 
formed between Russia and Turkey are 
absolutely unfounded. It is, however, 
generally believed in Constantinople that 
a tacit entente exists between Russia 
and Turkey, by whose terms Russia, has 
engaged to support Turkey in certain 
events, such as the passage of the Dar­
danelles by a British fleet. On the 
other side it is understood that Turkey 
has agreed to permit Russia to occupy 
and pacify Armenia. The position of 
France in regard to the understanding 
between Russia and Turkey is much dis­
cussed here, and it is thought in certain 
circles that the republic will be con­
strained to separate herself from Russia, 
as the latter’s policy is held to be op­
posed to French interests.

The Constantinople correspondent to 
the Times says that although no definite 
agreement exists for the immediate or 
proximate Russian occupation of Ar­
menia, “ it is certain there is a private 
understanding between Russia and the 
Sultan which gives the Sultan confidence 
in Russian friendship and disposes him 
to conform to Russian advice in matters 
of foreign policy.”

A dispatch from Berlin to the Times 
says a semi-official statement has been 
published warning President Crespo of 
Venezuela that he cannot count. on the 
help of the United States to enable him 
to shirk his obligations supposing Ger­
many takes measures to enforce the pay­
ment of the railroad claim. The Mon­
roe doctrine may, perhaps, be applied to 
territorial disputes, the statement says, 
but it cannot be invoked to protect de­
faulting debtors against the claims of 
European states. Germany’s claim 
against Venezuela is in connection with 
the construction of the great Venezuela 
railway by German capitalists.

The financial article in the Daily News 
this morning says : “ The White Star 
line steamship Majestic, which sails for 
New York on Friday from Queenstown, 
will take $2,500,000 in gold to New York. 
The statement that gold is being shipped 
to America direct from Berlin and Paris 
is unconfirmed.”

We have all seen >vith what a light 

heart many politicians and journalists 
of the Great Republic appear to con­
template a war between Great Britain 
and the United States. They seem to 
think that such a war, while it would 
afford them a good deal of intense and 
pleasurable excitement, would not be at­
tended bÿ circumstances or followed by 
results that would be regarded with 
horror and bitterly deplored by every 
truly patriotic and really humane 
man and woman in the two 
countries. Distance and uncertainty 
lend to them enchantment to the 
view of a war which, besides being 
fratricidal and most destructive to both 
life and property, could not fail of be­
ing a sore, perhaps a deadly blow, to 
the cause of freedom, progress and en­
lightenment in every part of the world 
Such a war would be certain to do a vast 
amount of harm to many, and however 
it might result do good to none.

The prospect of war was regarded with 
very different feelings by thoughtful and 
large-minded men on the other side of 
the Atlantic. The Right. Hon. Arthur 
Balfour spoke of the dreadful contin­
gency in Manchester on the 15th of last 
month, when the war fever in the 
United States was at its height. He

We publish in another column a copy 

' of the report of the Commissioner cover­
ing the first instalment of the work, 
which fills a volume considerably larger 
than the Consolidated Acts of 1888 now 
in use. As our readers are already 
aware, the revision now being proceeded 
with is not of the laws of the Province 
only, but of the statute law of England 
bo far as it is applicable to British 
Columbia. The law of England, as it 
existed on the 19th of November, 
1858, is, so far ' as applicable, by 
an early Colonial Act 
to be the law qf British Columbia. 
Hence the revision now undertaken 
necessarily covers the entire body of 
English statute law from Magna Charta 
to the nineteenth century, minus such 
portions as pertain exclusively to the 
Dominion.

A perusal of the volume covered by 
the report shows that the work has been 
entered upon in the spirit of industry 
and research and that every section of 
the law has received at the hands of the 
Commissioner careful thought and 
searching scrutiny, 
of explanation 
most
portance, and while the spirit of 
existing legislation has been faithfully 
preserved, yet where scope has present­
ed itself for improvement the Commis­
sioner has introduced suggestions and 
proposed changes, which are printed in 
different type so that the Legislature can 
readily adopt or reject them.

This revision is certainly no work of 
scissors and paste, but the whole vol­
ume is the result of careful study and 
solicitous care. We observe that there 
is a complaint that departure, are made 
from the text of the law as it 
exists and that the work is un­
satisfactory on that account.

THE ALASKAN BOUNDARY.

The following telegram which is said 
to be a special to the Montreal Star ap­
pears in the Tacoma Ledger of the 30th 
ult. :

Lord Salisbury and the Rt. Hon. Mr. 
Chamberlain have been considering the 
result of inquiries into the records made 
here on behalf of British Columbia, 
which show that the United States has 
no right under the Anglp-Russian treaty 
of 1825, to three million acres of land of 
Prince of Wales island, on the Pacific 
coast, which is of great strategic and com­
mercial value, and which the United 
States has usurped since buying Alaska. 
The records of the despatches of Bagot 
to Lord Canning show that Clarence 
straits and not Portland inlet is the cor­
rect boundary. It is suggested that the 
Canadian members of the Alaskan 
boundary commission have been misled 
into assuming the correctness of the 
United States’ assumption.

There is evidently an error in the 
transmission of this telegram, for the 
boundary line mentioned in the latter 
part of it is east of Prince of Wales 
Island, and could not, therefore, include 
in British territory a single acre on that 
island. The three million acres alluded to 
must therefore be on the mainland be­
tween Portland Canal and the sea coast.

The conclusion at which Lord Salis­
bury and the Hon. Mr. Chamberlain are 
said to have arrived, is the only one to 
which they could have come if the lan­
guage of the treaty describing the east­
ern boundary of Alaska is to be under­
stood as the language of any other

Proceedings of the Meeting Held at West­

minster—Some VitaUy Important 
Matters Considered.

spoke of the ready aid of the govern­
ment which, together with the hard 
work of the association had carried them 
past the days of experiment and uncer­
tainty to practical results. He spoke of 
the horticultural board and its work in 
exterminating insect pests and disease 
in trees and fruit, and keeping fruit dis­
eases out of the country ; and the im­
portant aid to farmers rendered by the 
pest inspector. He also referred to the 
•fact that farmers had been learning the 

, best means of packing and grading fruit, 
and how to care for their orchards.
They had also enabled them to name the 
different varieties of fruit and to choose 
suitable soil and location for the differ­
ent varieties. He spoke of the co-opera­
tive scheme. He believed the country 
until now had not been ready for this 
union of interests, but great and benefi­
cial results would now follow. The vast 
fruit market of Manitoba and the North­
west was spoken of. Last year the 
comparatively enormous amount of 
fruit shipped East was only a “ drop 
in the bucket.” He had then 
realised what a great market we had to 
the east of us. But it was necessary to 
study the art of fruit shipping and study 
it unitedly, for British Columbia fruits 
were too perishable, and freight and ex­
penses too great for promiscuous ship­
ping. He believed the scheme of the 
association in sending expert judges to 
the agricultural shows was a great benefit 
to the farmers. The valuable literature 
they had been sending out was also a 
great advantage to all concerned. This 
literature was bringing fruit growers 
into the country. The condition of the 
fruit trade was simply this, “ United we 
stand, divided we fall.” He approved 
of the idea of having a permanent fruit 
exhibition not later than the end of 
August.

In the report of the transportation 
committee it was stated that transporta­
tion matters had been fully discussed in 
committee, and with the C.P.N. and 
with shippers. It had been arranged 
last season that less than carload lots 
should go by express accompanied by a 
representative of the association. In 
fact much of the produce shipped as 
“ first class ” would be considered “ third 
class.”

It was urged that Okanagan and 
Shuswap valleys are the natural feeders 
of Kootenay, and a full consideration of 
this statement was promised, and as a 
result considerable/reduction in freights 
had been made.

The chairman of the committee, T. G.
Earl, spoke of the alleged necessity of a 
reduction of th6 passenger rates between 
points West of the Rocky mountains and 
that East of the Rockies. A three cent 
per mile rate should rule. He referred 
to the fact that a return rate of $6.30 
was charged between Yale and Van­
couver, while he paid $15.90 return from 
Lytton, fifty miles further. He thought 
the high passenger rates discouraged 
people from coming into the country.

Mr. M. Baker, Victoria, -spoke on 
; lacking. The most suitable size boxes 
for strawberries was mentioned. A val­
uable lesson was also given in packing 
plums. He advised the growing of more 
prunes suitable for carrying to distant 
markets. He commended the use of 
baskets holding 8>£ pounds for shipping 
long distances. He acknowledged an 
improvement in packing apples, but pro­
per grading had not ueen attended to.
California fruit brought better prices 
owing to its being excellently packed 
and graded. For the Coast trade boxes 
should be used, not barrels. The best 
time to pick pears and the way to pick 
them was described. He thought the 
Fraser Valley apples firmer and of finer 
flavor than the imported apple.

Lord Salisbury then turned abruptly 
to the Armenian question, and re­
proached the religious communities 
with laboring under a mistake when 
they supposed that England had bound 
herself in honor to succor the Armen­
ians, which means to go to war with the 
Sultan in order to force him to govern 
the Armenians well. The Berlin treaty, 
lie said, merely bound the signatory 
powers that if the Sultan promulgated 
certain reforms they would watch over 
the execution of those reforms—nothing 
more. He did not think any one could 
interpret that as undertaking to go to 
war. As to the Cyprus convention, 
Lord Salisbury continued, ^ contains no 
trace of an undertaking to interfere in 
behalf of the Sultan’s subjects.

“I was concerned in the drafting of 
both these conventions,” Lord Salisbury 
said, “and nothing would have induced 
me to pledge my country to such a des­
perate undertaking.” The speaker re­
minded his hearers that the reforms 
which the Sultan had recently accepted, 
although very good reforms, could 
not be expected to produce good 
government in two months. “ They re­
quire time to work out,” His Lordship 
went on to say ; “ they would require 
time in a civilized community, and 
much more so in a savage and fanatical 
community. I hope they will have a 
beneficial result as the time progresses.”

Lord Salisbury then continued :
“ Meantime by spreading among the 
Turks the feeling that their dominion 
was threatened, the reforms have un­
fortunately led to the perpetration of 
horrors, which can only be compared 
with the days of Genglus Khan and 
Tamerlane. I am aware that many in­
fluential people aver that this 
was done by the Sultan and 
his government with a set pur­
pose. My own opinion is that the 
Sultan’s government is weak, wretched, 
impotent and powerless, but it is a 
dream to imagine that he ordered the 
perpetration of these cruelties. In my 
judgment there is no ground for think­
ing so. It was race faction and creed 
faction driven to the highest point in 
their most corrupt and most horrible 
form which brought upon the wretched 
Armenians these terrible sufferings.

“ If you ask why we have not inter­
fered, I can only answer for England, 
that we could have threatened what I 
may call annoyances in the seizing of 
customs here and there ; but when you 
are dealing with the rising of a whole 
fanatical population against a popula­
tion with whpm they have been at 
bitter enmity for ag;es, and who are 
situated in mountains far removed 
from the seashore, you are de­
ceiving yourselves if you ima­
gine that England’s arm, long 
as it is, could have done anything in 
mitigation. Nothing but a military oc­
cupation could have done it, and Eng­
land does not possess the power for 
military occupation at that distance. 
Mr. (Gladstone wrote in a letter 
that England could cope with five or 
six Turkeys. That was a most ill-judged 
and rash observation. If the Sultan 
would meet us on the open sea undoubt­
edly we could cope with five or six Sul­
tans. But it is not worth arguing the 
possibility of England occupying these 
inaccessible provinces.

I am not bound to answer the ques­
tion why Europe did not interfere. I 
say confidently that none of the powers 
wished to interfere, and I believe their 
view is that with patience the Sul­
tan’s prestige, which is the only power 
left in the country, will ultimately re­
establish order and allow industry and 
commerce to take their usual secure 

This is their view and it is our

pur­
chasers buy their produce at the differ­
ent cities and take it away. Imported 
fruit sold better here on account of the 
reputation of the shippers. In the same 
way B. C. fruit-growers must establish a 
reputation.

A large quantity of butter was im­
ported. This was because there was not 
sufficient local butter to supply the de­
mand, and it was practically barred 
from the market on account of the big 
shipments from the East. He thought 
the local legislature should aid the dairy 
association by appointing an inspector 
to examine all separators and test the 
milk from each cow, reporting all milk 
on a standard. The assistance given 
shquld be educational not financial. The 
dyking of the Eraser would in his opin­
ion depend more on the farmers than 
the business men, and it required all 
their attention and energy. They had, 
he considered, a strong moral and legal 
claim on the provincial government to 
aid them, and also had a right to expect 
aid from the Dominion government.

Considerable discussion followed Mr. 
Eldridge’s address. Mr. E. Hutcherson 
spoke at length against the proposal to 
urge the provincial government to give 
a bonus per pound on all butter manu­
factured in the province. This would 
not be the most useful aid the local leg­
islature could give them. It would be 
better if the government would exempt 
all dairying from taxation. A provin­
cial dairy commission should also be 
appointed.

Mr. W. P. Jaynes, Cowichan, sup­
ported the bonus scheme.
Wells, Kipp, Higginson and Lee thought 
government aid should take the form of 
Fraser dyking and dredging.

A resolution was passed asking the 
government not to support the proposal 
to bonus the butter manufactured.

In W. H. Lee’s paper on cold stor­
age, one of the chief points was the fact 
that farmers putting fruit or other per­
ishable stuff into cold storage must see 
that it is in absolutely perfect condition. 
Fruit can be kept irozen from two to 
three months without beiqg impaired.

A resolution was adopted that the 
local legislature be asked to assist dairy­
ing by loaning money to farmers on 
easy terms for the purpose of enabling 
them to purchase machinery, Ate., for 
creameries. The government is to be 
further asked to amend the dairy act, to 
enable dairy corporations to buy, 
feed, raise, care for and dispose of hogs 
and hog products.

Mr. A. A. King, manager of theJDelta 
creamery, in his paper said when wheat 
was taken to market or sold, it repre­
sented so much capital being disposed 
of. When butter was made, however, 
grain was fed to cattle, cattle gave milk, 
the milk made butter, and the refuse 
was fed to swine, until by scientific 
farming the loss of capital was reduced 
to a minimum. Mr. King mentioned 
that last )>ear $400,000 was sent out of 
the country for butter and cheese—a 
sum which should have enriched local 
farmers and not outsiders. He urged 
that a ci eamery should not be built un­
dess it is absolutely certain that the milk 
of 300 cows can be obtained.

The president in his address urged 
that a permanent veterinary staff is not 
now necessary. Cattle raiser should, he 
further said, study the Silo system 
which will soon be in universal use. He 
thanked Professor Robertson for bis 
assistance to British Columbia farmers, 
and strongly advocated the establish­
ment of creameries.

A resolution was passed to call the 
attention of all the boards 
the province to the fact that the C.P.R. 
charged two cents per mile more in 
British Columbia than in any other part 
of Canada, and asking them to take 
action.

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WORK OF THE SESSION.
The proposals of the government, the 
Gazette adds, will deal with four groups 
of subjects, namely : The defence and 
increase of the navy ; measures for the 
relief of husbandry ; Irish land legisla­
tion, and the question of the support of 
voluntary schools.

The failure is chiefly Lord 
Rosebery’s and Lord Kimberley’s, but 
the Marquis of Salisbury is also responsi­
ble. If-he had retired from an impossi­
ble position five months ago the autumn 
massacres would have been avoided, and

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Prince Luigi’s Birthday Modestly 
Celebrated on Board the Italian 

Cruiser at Esquimalt.

The Visitor to Remain Until Satur­
day—Captain Bertolini’s Distin­

guished Service Record.

The Italian cruiser Christofero Col­
ombo now lying at anchor in Esquimalt 
harbor was Wednesday the scene of un­
usual festivities, occasioned by the fact 
that it was the birthday of her distin­
guished lieutenant, Prince Luigi. Just 
twenty-three years ago this young noble­
man, who is a nephew of King Humbert 
of Italy under whose flag he serves, was 
born in the royal palace at Madrid, his 
father, Prince Amedeo then being the 
ruling monarch of Spain. Great honor 
and attention were his birthright, for 
there was then no thought of the King, 
his father, abdicating his throne, and 
that throne was therefore looked upon 
as the inheritance of the infanta, the 
young Duke of Abruzzi, who is now Vic­
toria’s guest, he being by right of birth 
according to Spanish law entitled to suc­
cession to the throne. Soon, however, 
came changes, and with the kaleidescopic 
shifting o: affairs his twrentv-third birth­
day finds Prince Luigi a most popular 
and capable officer on board an Italian 
cruiser.

Yesterday a dinner was given on the 
ship in honor of the Prince-Lieutenant, 
and hearty congratulations were shower­
ed upon him. It is doubtful indeed if 
there is a more esteemed officer in the 
Italian navy, according to the report of 
his associates on the Colombo, his affa­
bility, his freedom from ostentation and 
his kindliness of disposition having en­
deared him to all on board. While 
afloat, much of Prince Luigi’s time is 
occupied in study, his intention being 
to thoroughly master the " mysteries of 
navigation, for he aims at being a prac­
tical officer and a capable seaman.

Though her coming was long delayed, 
the arrival of the Colombo was none the 
less welcome when she did make her ap­
pearance in Esquimalt yesterday and let 
go her anchors to the accompaniment of 
the regulation salute from the British 
ships at headquarters. She proves to 
be a trim and well-equipped cruiser of 
the fifth class of the Italian subsidiary 
navy. Her experiences at Vancouver 
had all been of a most pleasurable char­
acter, and Captain Bertolini and his 
officers are unanimous in their expres­
sions of regret that they cannot make a 
long enough stay here to become 
thoroughly acquainted with Victorians.

According to present arrangements 
the ship will remain at Esquimalt until 
Saturday afternoon, proceeding 
to San Franciseo, San Diego and other 
Califerhia ports—afterwards Central 
America will be visited and a fortnight’s 
stay at Valparaiso will enable the resi­
dents of that city to see more of the 
Italian officers than Victorians possibly 
can. Buenos Ayres is also on the list 
of calling places and then Montevideo, 
where the Colombo is to await further 
orders.

Captain Bertolini, who commands the 
visiting warship, is an officer with a 
-distinguished service record, having 
been entrusted with many important 
diplomatic as well as naval commis­
sions. During the Chino-Japanese war 
he served in the disturbed waters of the 
Orient as commander of the Umbria, 
one of the largest and best vessels in the 
Italian navy. On the termination of 
hostilities he was detached from the 
Umbria at Shanghai and by order of the 
Minister of the Navy took command of 
the Colombo. Of the other officers of 
the ship Captain Presbitero is next in 
authority, ranking as captain corvetta. 
and Chevalier Cogni is first navigating 
officer and first aide de camp to the 
Prince. The Colombo also carries six 
lieutenants, six sub-lieutenants and a 
crew of 225 men.

THE SHOOTING MAY BE FATAL.

Ever since the arrest of Albert Men- 
zenmeyer for the shooting of John R. 
Perkins at Lorin, Cal., on Christmas 
eve, the Victoria police have been con­
siderably mystified by the apparent lack 
ot interest taken in the matter of secur­
ing possession of the prisoner by the 
Alameda county authorities. It now 
seems plain, thanks to a flood of light 
thrown on the matter by last Sunday’s 
Chronicle, that’there is method in the 
delay that has so exasperated the Vic­
toria officers.

Perkins is sinking fast, and the only 
hope of saving his life is, in the 
opinion of the doctors, an operation, 
to locate the bullet. This is regarded as 
a forlorn hope, butas there is at present 
frequent gushing of blood from the 
mouth and nostrils the patient’s doom 
is sealed otherwise.

The Alameda county grand jtiry 
have found an indictment against 
Menzenmeyer for assault with intent 
to murder and have fixed the bail at 
$15,000. Menzenmeyer will be extra­
dited at the earliest opportunity, but 
here the complication arises. If the 
formalities are disposed of as the case 
now stands, no more seriouqjriiarge than 
assault with intent to murder can 
be preferred even should Perkins die— 
as it is all but certain he will. No second­
ary or more serious charge could be 
laid, for this is especially guard­
ed against by the extradition 
law. Should Perkins die the hour 
after extradition is secured upon the 
present status of the case, his slayer 
could only be tried on the indictment 
already found.

Mrs. Menzenmeyer is reported to be a 
frequent caller at the home of the 
wounded man, and a welcome visitor. 
She denies, however, as do all of 
Perkins’ relatives, that there has been

any compromise discussed in Oakland. 
The Oakland police, as well as Mr. Per­
kins’ family, say that such a thing is 
not to be thought of.

Finding of the Committee of the 
N. Y. Yacht Club on Dun- 

raven’s Charges.

New Yobk, Jan. 31.—The committee 
appointed by the New York Yacht Club 
to investigate the charges made by the 
Earl of Dunraven in ref erence to the late 
America’s cup races, has made its report 
to the club. The finding is adverse to 
Lord Dunraven. The charges as they 
appear first in Lord Dunraven’s pamph­
let are, in brief, that in the first race, 
sailed September 7, the Defender did not 
sail on her measured load water line 
length ; that she was floating about four 
inches deeper in the water than when 
measured. The committee reviewed at 
length the evidence heard at the investi­
gation, which continued from December 
27 to December 31, 1895, in the club 
house of the N.Y.Y.C., with the Earl of 
Dunraven present in person, and repre­
sented by counsel, Mr. Asquith.

The following is the official finding: 
“ Upon a careful consideration of the 
whole case, the committee are unani-. 
mously of the opinion that the charge 
made by Lord Dunraven and which has 
been the subject of the investigation 
had its origin in a mistake; that it is not 
only not sustained by the evidence but 
is completely disproved ; that all the cir­
cumstances indicated by him as 
giving rise to his suspicions, are 
entirely and satisfactorily explained. 
They deem it, therefore, but just 
to Mr. Iselin and the gentlemen con­
cerned with him, as well as the officers 
and the crew of the Defender, that the 
committee should express emphatically 
their conviction that nothing whatever 
occurred in connection with the race in 
question that casts the least suspicion 
upon the integrity or propriety of their 
conduct.

“ And the committee are not willing 
to doubt that if Lord Dunraven had re­
mained present throughout the investi­
gation, so as to have heard all the evi­
dence that was introduced, he would of 
his own motion have withdrawn a 
charge that was so plainly founded upon 
mistake, and that has been so unfortun­
ate in the publicity it has attained, and 
the feeling to which it has given rise.”

BASEBALL.
It has Seen definitely decided that 

Victoria will form one of the cities to be 
represented in tue new Pacific Baseball 
League. Portland, Tacoma and Seattle 
have been fixtures from the time the 
venture was first broached, and the com­
petition between Spokane, Walla Walla 
and Victoria for a place in the circuit 
has been ended by the league’s unani­
mous acceptance of Victoria’s applica­
tion. Great interest is taken in the 
prospects of the league in the Sound 
cities, and much pleasure was expressed 
in the announcement that there was a 
strong probability of Victoria putting in 
a bid for one of the franchises, as the 
presence of the British Columbia team 
would render the pennant race most ex­
citing, and lend international rivalry to 
the contest. The games in Victoria are 
certain to draw large attendances from 
Seattle and Tacoma, as it is understood 
that special rates will be given by the 
railways and steamers in order to en­
courage travel. Much, of course, will 
depend on the position that the Victoria 
team will be able to hold in the league. 
With the object of getting as near the 
front as possible, the men playing for 
Victoria will be selected with as much 
care as possible. Preference will, of 
course, be given to Canadian players, and 
it is said that the local management 
will try to put in the field Canadians 
who have won reputations in Toronto, 
Hamilton, London, Guelph, Galt and 
other Ontario cities. Mr. S. D. Schultz 
returned from Tacoma yesterday morn­
ing. Whilst there many questions con­
cerning the formation of the new league 
were discussed with Mr. James Ross, an 
attorney representing some Taco­
ma people. Mr. Schultz states 
that he is not the holder of 
the Victoria franchise, as erroneously 
stated in the Portland and Seattle 
papers, but is merely representing Vic­
toria parties in the preliminary arrange­
ments. Mr. Schultz left for Portland 
last evening in order to attend the meet­
ing to be held there to-moirow. It is 
understood that the draft agreements 
have been approved, and that they will 
be formally executed at the Portland 
meeting.

A"t a special general meeting of the 
Victoria Wheelmen’s Club yesterday 
evening a committee comprising Messrs. 
Thomas W. Edwards, S. P. Moody, 
Thomas A. Johnson and Charles Bush, 
was appointed to take in hand the work 
of closing up the affairs of 1895, so that 
the club of 1896 may enter upon exist­
ence with clean hands and a clean heart.

Two new mining companies have this 
week secured incorporation, both 
with their head offices at Vancouver.

Judgmemt was given by the Full court 
yesterday in Edison Electric Co. v. 
Bankc^ British Columbia and Westmin­
ster Tramway Co. The action was 
brought by plaintiffs to set aside a judg­
ment obtained in 1894 by the bank on a 
confession of judgment by the tramway 
company. Plaintiffs brought suit to 
have the judgment set aside as a fraudu­
lent preference. Mr. Justice Walkem 
gave judgment for defendants, hence the 
appeal, which the Full court yesterday 
dismissed with, costs, Mr. Justice Mc- 
Creight dissenting, he being in favor of 
granting a new trial. Mr. L. G. Me- 
Phillips, Q.C., and Mr. E. V. Bodwell 
appeared for the plaintiffs, and Mr. E.
P. Davis, Q.C., and H. D. Helmcken,
Q. C., for defendants.

In Garesche v, Garesche,the Divisional 
court, consisting of the Chief Justice 
and Mr. Justice MeOeight, gave judg­
ment yesterday. This was an appeal 
from Mr. Justice Drake, to strike out 
certain allegations in plaintiff’s state­
ment of claim as- being improper and 
embarrassing. The appeal was allowed, 
costs to plaintiff in any event. Mr.
R. Cassidy for plaintiff ; Mr. A. P. Lux- 
ton for defendants.

The appeal of Kane v. the City of 
Kaslo was heard yesterday in the Full 
court before Chief Justice Davie and 
Justices McCreight' and Drake. This 
was an appeal from a judgment of Mr. 
Justice Walkem dismissing the applica­
tion of George T. Kane to quash by-lawr 
31 of Kaslo providing for the deflection 
of the Kaslo river into a new channel, 
so as to avoid flooding the town 
in the future, and for the 
expropriation of certain lands within 
the city limits for that purpose. 
The corporation raised a preliminary 
objection that the application was too 
late, not having been made within one 
month from the passing of the by-lawr, 
as provided by section 128-of the muni­
cipal act, 1892, though it was made 
within one month from the date of its 
publication. This objection Mr. Justice 
Valkem held was well founded, and dis­
missed the motion without hearing ar­
gument on the merits.

For the appellants yesterday Mr. Cas­
sidy contended that the word “ passing ” 
meant the doing of everything required 
to bring the by-law into effect, and there­
fore included publication, and particu­
larly as section 125 of the municipal act 
provided for a notice to the public that 
a motion to quash could be made within 
one month from publication. Mr. E. V. 
Bodwell and Mr. G. H. Barnard contra.

The Court intimated that their de­
cision would be delivered on Monday.

Re Thunder Hill Mining Co., the Full 
court yesterday intimated that they 
desired to hear further argument, which 
was accordingly fixed for Monday.

Since the appointment of Mr. M. T.
Drake as school attendance officer, the 
board of trustees have found themselves 
confronted by an excuse for non-attend­
ance which they little anticipated. In 
not one but half a dozen cases where 
children of school age are reported 
among the absentees, the explanation is 
forthcoming that the circumstances of 
the parents prevent the purchase of the 
necessary books. A fresh case of this 
kind was reported in a letter from Mies 
M. A. Richardson, one of the staff of the 
South Park school, to which the board of 
trustees gave consideration at their 
meeting in Secretary Williams’ office 
-yesterday. The teacher in this com­
munication told of how two children in 
her charge had been sent home for 
books, which their- parents could not 
provide, and how upon calling to investi­
gate she found the family absolutely 
destitute.

The members of the board were quite 
agreed that it was a hardship that child­
ren should be debarred from receiving 
the advantages of education through the 
poverty of parents, and a motion was 
made to refer Miss Richardson’s com­
munication, with the cases previously 
reported by Mr. Drake, to the supply 
committee for action. The books re­
quired by the two pupils in Miss 
Richardson’s division would cost, it 
was explained, about $7, though very 
possibly second-hand books could be 
obtained for less, that would answer 
quite as well—if indeed they could not 
be secured as a donation.

The Chairman thought it would be an 
excellent plan to have the secretary 
authorized to buy, at say five cents 
each, discarded school books which 
would come in very useful in cases such 
as those under consideration.

Trustees McMicking and Mrs. Grant, 
while willing to have these cases referred 
to the supply committee, foresaw a pos­
sibility of youngsters realizing cash upon 
their school books before they were 
through with them—and possibly spend­
ing the proceeds in ci

Mrs. Grant hoped/that the committee 
would take no action without very care­
ful investigation. At was a dangerous 
precedent, she held, for the board to buy 
books for pupils, no matter how unfor­
tunately they were circumstanced. Pub­
lic funds were nob-intended so to be ap­
plied, and again It was very often only 
an excuse that books could not be ob­
tained. She knew of a case m point, 
where the pupil who so commanded the 
sympathy of the teachers and trustees, 
was at the same time taking music les­
sons and paying for them.

The committee promised to makecare- 
ful inquiry before taking action.

His Worship Mayor Beaven by letter 
addressed the board as follows, in con­
nection with the recently published 
estimates of revenue and expenditure 
for the current year :

“ In the estimate of expenditure for 
1896, published in the Colonist of the 
28th inst., I observe that the charge for 
interest and sinking fund on the educa­
tional loan 1893, amounting to $4,402, is 
not included. I also observe in the 
estimate of receipts that the amount to 
be collected by the city under the head 
of revenue tax is all appropriated as 
being applicable solely to education.
These two items, I think, create an er­
roneous impression ; I admit that the 
statements published by the city have 
equally an erroneous tendency.

“ The revenue tax is simply a per 
capita tax which the legislature author­
ized the city to collect and apply to its 
revenue. It is true this was done at the 
time that the government cast a large 
portion of the cost of education upon the 
city, but it is not a school tax as some 
persons suppose from seeing it always 
included in the trustees’ estimate of 
receipts. If it were a school tax it would 
be so named, and kept as a distinct fund 
by the city, and the cost of collecting it 
charged to the cost of education.

“As a special tax of two mills is now 
levied on land for educational purposes, 
if it were a school tax property owners 
could then truthfully say that they 
paying a dual tax in support of the

“6. That section 29 of the school act

In connection with this letter Chair­

MRS. WORK DEAD.
After a long and useful life-Mrs. Work 

passed away yesterday at the- good old 
age of 87. Connected with a number of 
the best known families of Victoria, and 
a resident here for many years, the de­
ceased was one of the best known per­
sonages in this part of the province. 
She was born in Colville, Washington, 
and married the late Hon. John Work, 
who was chief factor of the Hudson’s 
Bay Co., and from 1853 to 1861 sat as a 
member of the Council of Vancouver 
Island. Mrs. Work was of a most kindly 
and helpful nature, and many times 
gave a helping hand to the earlier set­
tlers. She married Mr. Work in 
the early forties, and made many 
trips with him far into Alaska 
and south to California. She did a great 
deal towards civilizing the Indians, and 
when her husband was placed in charge 
of the post at Fart Simpson helped very 
materially to put a stop to the barbar­
ous system.of slavery formerly practised 
by the tribes,. Mrs. Work also devoted 
a great deal of, time towards teaching the 
Indian women useful things, such as 
sewing and cooking. Her hus­
band died in 1861, and ever since 
Mrs. Work has lived here. She died at 
her residence, Hillside house, old age 
being the cause of her, death. Of her 
ten children John David, Mrs. Tolmie 
and Mrs. Wallace, mother of Mrs. E. E. 
Blackwood, are dead, the survivors be­
ing Mrs. C. S. Jones, who lives in Eng­
land ; Mrs. Jackson,. Hillside avenue; 
Mrs, R; FSnlayson. Mrs. J. A. Grahame, 
Mrs. E.. Huggins of-Tacoma, and Mrs. E. 
G. Prior. The funeral takes place from 
the residence to-morrow at 2 p.m. and 
from St. John’s church half an hour 
later.

It affords an instance 
also of the assurance in the commission­
er’s report (page 4) that “the aim of 
the consolidation throughout has been 
to retain the spirit of the law as it ex­
ists, and where changes or alterations 
have been made or suggested they have 
been indicated in different type, so that 
the legislature can readily either adopt 
or reject them.” It is furthermore to 
be observed that the act now under 
consideration obviates the necessity of 
passing the “Religious institutions act.” 
Mr. Eberts in conclusion said he had 
taken the trouble to write out his views 
on this important matter, and that they 
may be printed and laid before the mem­
bers he moved that the committee rise 
and report progress.

Thursday, Jan. 30, 1896. The Freight Steamer “ Lakme ” to 

Make Regular Trips To and 
From San Francisco.

■Vancouver Forms a Jockey Club-

ley—Smelter Propositionsises.

News comes from the Sound that an­
other steamboat line is to be established 
between Northern ports and San Fran­
cisco, and that the steamer Lakme is to 
inaugurate this service. She is to ply 
regularly, making the round trip be­
tween the Sound and San Francisco 
every ten days, but whether 
Victoria is to be made one 
of her ports of call, as expected, has not 
been definitely decided. The Lakme 
was built at Port Madison and made her 
first trip in February, 1889, with Cap­
tain Harrison. She is 176.8 feet long, 
38.8 feet beam, and 12 feet hold. She 
was chartered by the Oregon Railway & 
Navigation Company in September, 
1889, and was engaged in their service 
for a long time in connection with the 
steamer Michigan, which was wrecked 
near Cape Beale in January, 1893.

NOT THE “ CADZOW FOREST.”
That thè British bark Cadzow Forest 

is not ashore at Clayoquot Sound, as 
was supposed, is now an assured fact, for 
the steamer Maude, which arrived 
almost direct from there last night, re­
ports not having even heard the news. 
The Maude was at Clayoquot on Wednes­
day and had learned nothing whatever of 
a vessel being in distress there or else­
where along the coast. Where the 
vessel can be is now a bigger mystery 
than ever, for it is now over a month 
since she put in an appearance off the 
Columbia and took on a pilot for 
the purpose of entering the river. 
The Cadzow is an iron bark, 1116 tons 
register and 1068 tons below deck. She 
was in North Pacific waters nine 
years ago commanded by Capt, J. M. 
Innés, her present skipper, 
last survey was made at Belfast in De­
cember, 1861, when she was rated A 1 
at Lloyds’. She was built by Russell & 
Co., at Glasgow, in 1878. Her dimen­
sions are : Length, 207 feet; beâm, 34 
feet; depth, 21 feet.

SAILS FOR THE YUKON.
Another dog-sledge expedition started 

for the Yukon country by the steamship 
Willapa, which sailed for Alaskan ports 
on Wednesday. C. K. Zilly and Charles 
Yaeger own the outfit and both were 
aboard. It is their intention to strike 
across country as soon as possible after 
arriving at Juneau. The Willapa went 
away loaded, having a hold full of cargo 
and a partial deck load. Her passenger 
list was also unusually large.

THE LAST SAlMON SHIP.
A Westminster special to the Colonist 

says ; The last salmon ship of the 1895 
fleet, the British bark Ardmore, cleared 
for England from Westminster to-day 
with 45,523 cases of salmon and 99 back- 
ages sundries, of a total value of $228,- 
640. Since September 5 cargoes have 
been packed valued at $1,250,000.

Vancouver, Jan. 30.—Mr. W. A. Car­

At a meeting last night of representa­
tive citizens steps were taken to form a 
club to be known as the Vancouver 
Jockey Club; capital stock, $25,000. 
Messrs. J. A. Fullerton, C. J. Loewen 
and J. G. Woods were appointed pro­
visional trustees. Vancouver has joined 
the Northwest circuit. Three thousand 
dollars’ worth of purses will be offered.

The secretary of 
O.G.T., has written to the city council 
to ask them to place greater restrictions 
on clubs, and that saloon keepers who 
are selling liquor to minors be prose­
cuted.

The News-Advertiser and World de­
cline to accept advertising contracts at 
the low rates suggested by this year’s 
council.

\f VERNON.
(From the News.)

The impression is gaining that there 
is more than a possibility that a smelter 
will be built somewhere in the Boundary 
Creek or Kettle River districts, Midway 
and Grand Forks being spoken of as the 
most probable sites. A number of East­
ern capitalists who have,it is stated,about 
completed arrangements for the • pur­
chase of over a dozen valuable claims in 
the Boundary Creek section, have been 
looking over the field with a view to 
locating one at Midway of a similar 
nature to the Trail Creek smelter : while 
Mr. J. Manley, of Grand Forks, Kettle 
River, is responsible for the assertion 
that during this year a smelter will be 
built at or near that town.

A. Morden, sr., of Port Morden, was 
in town this week with some fine look­
ing samples of free milling gold quartz 
from a ledge recently located by him on 
the west side of Okanagan lake, about 
twelve miles from this city. An. assay 
showed the rock to contain about $9.20 
per ton in gold, and as the ledge is a big 
one, starting almost from the shore of 
the lake, the find is likely to turn out to 
be of considerable value. There must 
have been fully 100 locations made on 
the west side of the lake during the past 
six or eight months, and the spring will 
see a lot of prospectors at work in this 
district.

J. Monahan, one of the owners of the 
famous Cariboo claim, at Camp McKin­
ney, was in town for a day last week. 
Monahan has nothing to say regarding 
his own property, but speaking gener­
ally of the lower country he expresses 
the opinion that a wonderful future is 
before it, and that as soon as railway 
transportation is furnished, the country 
will assume a foremost position amongst 
the mining districts of the world—not 
excepting South Africa or Coolgardie. 
He also feels well assured that such a 
railway enterprise as will open up this 
district of stupendous mineral resources 
is on the eve of being inaugurated, and 
that this season will see work well under 
way.

VANCOUVER RESIDENT JUDGE.
Mr. Williams asked: What action, if 

anv, has been taken by the government 
to ensure the appointment oi a Supreme 
court judge resident at Vancouver? 
Also, does the government intend to 
take any action whereby the Supreme 
court judge to be appointed to fill the 
vacancy caused by the resignation of 
Sir H. P. Pellew Crease shall be required 
to reside at the city of Vancouver?

Mr. Eberts — The retirement only 
took effect on the 20th inst. The matter 
will be considered in due course.

MISCHIEVOUS ANIMALS BILL.
On motion to go into committee on the 

mischievous animals bill,
Mr. Semlin asked for an understand­

ing with respect to this and other bills 
brought in because of the consolidation 
of the statutes, because he did not wish 
to be understood as by any action on this 
bill supporting the revision as brought 
down.

Hon. Mr. Eberts suggested that if 
the acts as revised are to be taken up 
here one by one, the second reading 
shall be taken pro forma and no amend­
ment proposed in committee except with 
respect to matter introduced or omitted 
in the revision.

The house then went into committee 
on the bill named, Mr. Kellie in the 
chair. A long and fruitless discussion 
ensued as to the running at large of 
swine and stallions, and at length the 
committee rose and reported progress.

INCORPORATION OF SOCIETIES.
The house went into committee on the 

bill respecting the incorporation of 
benevolent and friendly societies, Mr. 
Macpherson in the chair.

Mr. Kitchen wanted to know if the 
effect of the provisions of this bill will 
not be to give to certain societies who 
cannot now hold property except in the 
name of trustees, the right to hold lands 
in their own name ; and thus do away 
with limitations now in the statutes.

Mr. Hunter and Dr. Walkem 7 pro­
tested against any such enlargement of 
the powers of religious societies as just 
suggested.

Hon. Me. Eberts could not see any­
thing like this in the bill, and could not 
fancy that the commissioner would take 
it upon himself thus to interfere with 
the legislation of the province. He 
could not think that the section can be 
held to apply to churches or societies of 
that nature, but simply gave to societies 
already incorporated the right to hold 
land in their own name.

Mr. Cotton pointed out that there 
are now certain limitations upon the 
extent of the lands which some societies 
may hold, and he rather thought that 
this bill if enacted would remove those 
limitations. Section 6 gives power for 
the establishment of religious societies.

Mr. Helmcken said it seemed to him 
that this bill might enable certain so­
cieties to act as real estate agents with-- 
out any limits, and seemed more cora- 
Drehensive than the provisions of the 
present statutes.

Mr. Turner, after further discussion, 
moved that the committee rise and re­
port progress, to give the government 
time to examine the several bills based 
upon the consolidation commissioner’s 
report, to ascertain precisely what pro­
visions are new and the sources from 
which they have been derived.

The committee thereupon rose. 
public school bill.

Hon. Col. Baker moved the second 
reading of the bill to amend the public 
school act (in the respects detailed in 
yesterday’s issue). The bill would result 
in reducing the expenses of education 
borne by the province.

Mr. Semlin opposed the bill as in­
fringing in certain particulars upon the 
liberties of the people and the trustees.

Mb. Forster differed from the leader 
of the opposition in the matter of his 
objection to the proposed supervision of 
the choice of school sites, but he objected 
to the proposition to increase the average 
attendance required to secure the gov­
ernment grant.

Dr. Walkem held that the bill pro­
poses to retrench in the wrong place.

Mr. Huff favored the bill, speaking 
from his experience as a school trustee 
for nine years.

Mr. Kellie thought it would be better 
to make the municipalities contribute 
more largely to the cost of education 
than to cut down expenses by reducing 
the number of schools.

Mr. Kitchen would rather see re­
trenchment in other departments than 
in the schools. He thought, however, 
that the salaries of many of the younger 
teachers might be cut down. He ap­
proved of the government having some 
control over the choice of school sites as 
proposed. He expressed disappoint­
ment that nothing has been done to 
remedy the defect of the bill of last year 
allowing women to be members of city 
school boards, but omitting to make 
that provision with respect to rural dis­
tricts.

Hox. Mr. Turner pointed out that it 
is out of place to discuss the salaries 
now, as the education act does not con­
trol them ; no member can now say that 
the estimates when they appear will not 
show a reduction in this respect. He 
justified the amendments propo 
creasing the minimum attendance re­
quired in order to entitle a school dis­
trict to a government grant, because the 
education expenditure of this province 
is so exceedingly large in proportion to 
that of other communities. As to the 
election of women as trustees in rural 
districts, the great objection urged 
is that a man and his wife 
being elected, on a board of three, would 
have the whole control in their hands, 
and this difficulty would have to be got 
over in some way.

Mr. Hunter held that the sooner re­
trenchment is begun in the education 
department the better, for at the present 
rate of increase the appropriation asked 
will amount to all of $360,000 in another 
year. He asked why this province 
should give, as so often stated, a better 
education than else where provided, and

No sum has 
been agreed upon, but it was stated in 
the house last session that the total cost 
will not exceed $25,000.

Williams, said the total defalcation of 
W. H. Falding, the district registrar of 
the Supreme court at Westminster, was 
$1,416.27; of J. C. Prévost, ex-registrar 
of the Supreme court, $22,596,14.

REVISION OF THE STATUTES.
The house again went into committee 

on the benevolent and friendly societies 
bill, Mr. Macpherson in the chair.

Hon. Mr. Eberts said that since the 
discussion yesterday he had made an 
examination into thë-effect-ef section 5,- 
with the result that he could firmly 
state his opinion that it is in keeping 
with the law now on the statute 
book, and that the revision has 
been correct in every particular.
The section marks no departure what­
ever from the spirit of existing legisla­
tion upon the subject of benevolent and 
other societies and institutions, but, on 
the contrary, is in strict keeping with 
the existing statutes upon these sub­
jects. Previous to the year 1891, the 
policy of the statute law of British Col­
umbia was to restrict these associations 
and institutions in holding land, and to 
exempt them from taxation in respect 
of the limited quantity of land which 
they were permitted to hold, and 
the usually recognized manner of 
holding land was through trustees.
Hence the “ Religious institutions act ”
(Con. Stat. 1888), c. 100, sec. 2, required 
the consent of the Lieutenant-Governor 
in Council to holding lands; sec. 4 re­
quired the trustees to register, and sec.
8 made provisions for selling land which 
it became unnecessary to hold for the pur­
poses of the institution. Similarly, the 
act relating to “Charitable, philanthro­
pic and provident associations” (Con.
Mat. 1888, c. 17, as amended by 1889, c.
3), under sections 12 and 13, restricted 
the power of these associations in hold­
ing land (unless by license of the 
Lieutenant-Governor) to ten acres ; and

OUR KOOTENAY COUNTRY. I
Only the Guard Board Saves Him 

From Sudden and Awful 
Death.

(From the Spokane Chronicle.)

“During the year 1890, besides the 
Cœur d’Alenes one diligent writer actu­
ally compiled a list of five other mining 
districts tributary to Spokane — the 
Seven Devils in Idaho, the Metaline, . 
Colville and Okanogan in Washington; 
and the British Columbia Kootenay, 
which he thoughtfully subdivided into 
Warm Springs and Toad Mountain dis­
tricts. And with these six “ well-de­
fined mineral regions ’•’ in sight, so 
promising was the showing that he con­
fidently asserted : * There is not another 
portion of the United States where min­
ing lands of so rich and extensive char­
acter can be found.”

“That was in 1890—six Spokane years 
ago ; but they have been years of explor­
ation and development in spite of mono­
metallism and “ financial stringency ” 
throughout the nation. Instead of six 
regions of “ well defined” mineral pro­
clivities from thirty to forty must now 
be listed as tributary to Spokane, and 
the end of the list is not yet in sight.

“Across the boundary, Kootenay, which 
claimed two mining regions in 1890, now 
claims a dozen at the very lowest count ; 
though there is a growing suspicion that 
in a few years there will be but one— 
and that one will take in all Kootenay.

“ Eastward along the upper Kootenay 
in the old placer country, the long 
neglected ledges are at last drawing at­
tention, and enough ore has been pro­
mised for shipment this year to justify 
the building of a new steamer at Jen­
nings. Warm Springs, now Ainsworth 
camp, is steadily increasing its output, 
and the enormous Bluebell mine is 
alone sufficient to make another big 
camp across the lake at Pilot Bay. The 
Slocan district, not dreamed about till 
1891, is now one of the most famous as 
well as one of the richest in America. 
Above the north end of the lake the Lar- 
deau and Trout Lake districts are known 
to contain strong ledges and rich ore 
though little development has yet been 
possible.

“The Toad Mountain district, long re­
tarded by delays in the development of 
the Silver King, is once more enjoying 
great prosperity, and the smoke of the 
100-ton smelter which was blown in this 
month is as the sweetest incense in the 
nostrils of Nelson folks.

“ Then there is the great Trail Creek 
district ; but it would not do to forget 
the Salmon river placers with their 
promise of an increasing output of yellow 
metal ; Grouse mountain, discovered last 
summer but already justifying its first 

"startlingiboast of ‘ ten miles of gold’ ; 
nor Kettle river, Rock creek, Boundary 
creek, Osovoos lake and Fairview camp 
—regions not yet half 
where the great ledges o 
copper promise to make 
famous as Kootenay before the close of 
1897, if not before the end of 1896.”

The 
guard board of the front wheels was 
luckily close to the rail, otherwise the 
flanged wheels would have passed over 
the man’s head and he would have been 
instantly killed.

Medical aid was at once summoned 
and the victim of the accident was re­
moved to St. Joseph’s hospital.

He Promptly Disposes of the Divorce 
Proceedings the chief Justice 

Declined to Hear.

The Difference of Opinion as to the 
Jurisdiction of the Provin­

cial Courts.

Yesterday Mr. J. P. Walls, acting for 
the defendant in the suit of Mrs. 
Matilda Levy against her husband, 
Joseph Levy, for judicial separation, 
made application to Mr. Justice Drake 
to strike out certain paragraphs in the 
petition, referring to events antecedent 
to the marriage. This was the applica­
tion which came before the Chief Jus­
tice on Wednesday, but which .His 
Lordship declined to hear on the ground 
that doubts having arisen as to the juris­
diction of the courts of the province 
under the English divorce law, he pre­
ferred to wait till that question was de­
termined before hearing any case under 
the divorce act.

There has been a difference of opinion 
among the judges upon this question, 
some holding that the Provincial 
Supreme court had full power to act, 
while others have believed and con­
tended that the English divorce act was 
inapplicable to local circumstances, and 
therefore the courts could not deal with 
questions of divorce.

Mr. Justice, Drake evidently holds that 
the courts of British Columbia have full 
jurisdiction, for yesterday he heard the 
application and made an order to strike 
out the paragraphs complained of, and 
for the petitioner to give particulars of 
the alleged acts of cruelty since the 
marriage. Mr. J. A. Aikman appeared

The subject having been broached in 
the legislature in connection with the 
consolidation of the statutes of the prov­
ince, it seems likely that something will 
be done to settle the question, which is 
a highly important one. Much general 
interest is taken in the matter, not of 
course because any great number of peo­
ple are anxious to initiate divorce pro­
ceedings, but because it affects a most' 
important power that has, hitherto, 
been exercised by the Supreme Court of 
British Columbia.

Were they 
to attend more lectures they would find 
a wonderful world of which they know 
nothing. Is there really any ardent de­
sire for learning or is it merely attend­
ance at school for education they get» 
for nothing and therefore undervalued? 
The cost of attendance at a lecture is 
merely twenty-five cents. When we 
see our theatres full ; concerts well at­
tended ; hundreds of little entertain­
ments well patronized, all of which have 
to be liberally paid for, it 
cost of the lectures that keeps people 
hway—away from a vast amount of 
tertainment, strange metamorphoses, 
and possible knowledge most valuable 
for all classes. It may be that these 
lectures have not been sufficiently ad­
vertised and so the fountain of knowl­
edge is not known by those who wish to 
slake their thirst.

that the percentages of assets to liabili­
ties in the several provinces of the Do­
minion were : Ontario, 73.10 ; Quebec, 
71.50: Nova Scotia, 48.50; New Bruns­
wick, 61.80; British Columbia, 99.00; 
Manitoba, 93.60 ; Prince Edward Island, 
53.50.

The Trade Review then proceeds to 
say: Thefee percentages represent the 
amounts available for paying the credi­
tors. At the head of the- list stands 
British Columbia, whose insolvents had 
assets equal to the payment of 99 cents 
on the dollar, which suggests many hav­
ing gone into insolvency under slight 
provocation. Nova Scotia stands at the 
foot of the list the, insolvents in that 
province having only enough assets to 
pay 48% cents on the dollar, which con­
veys the reverse impression to those of 
British Columbia, as it seems to show 
that traders there can go on doing busi­
ness until over one half of their liabili­
ties are unrepresented by assets.

The number of failures in this Pro­
vince in proportion to the population 
seems very large. The number of 
failures in British Columbia was 66 ; in 
Manitoba, with a population consider­
ably larger, the number was 53, and in 
Prince Edward Island, with a popula­
tion about equal to that of this Province, 
there were last year only 9 failures, and 
the gross amount of the liabilities was 
trifling, being only $40,500.

It is certainly a matter of congratula­
tion that assets and liabilities here so 
nearly balanced each other, but the 
large proportionate number of failures 
shows that sufficient prudence has not 
been exercised by many of those who go 
into business. We should say, if the 
figures are correct, and we presume they 
are, there were last year quite a number 
of unnecessary failures in this Province. 
The average of assets in pro­
portion to liabilities is so high that the 
assets of many who failed must have 
exceeded their liabilities, and when a 
man in business has property enough to 
pay one hundred cents in the dollar and 
more, he can hardly be called a bank­
rupt.

OUTSPOKEN REPUDIATION.',

Col. O’Brien, M.P., is not a very able 
man or a very eloquent man, but though 
often a mistaken he is always an honest 
and an outspoken man. When in the 
House of Commons he spoke, the other 
day, about the Manitoba school ques­
tion, what he said was neither logical 

constitutional, but he no doubt 
blurted ou 
politic opponents of the Government 
thought, but kept to themselves. He 
struck the right nail on the head and 
was unconsciously ironical when he said 
“ he did not want a commission to tell 
him how to act when he was determined 
not to act.” This is the most effective 
criticism on the demand of the Grits for 

commission that could be uttered. 
The great majority of them are deter­
mined not to act in the way of remedying 
the grievance of the Manitoba minority, 
but to hide their determination and to 
keep up an appearance 'of fairness they 
demand a commission in order that they 
may not be called upon to act.

He no doubt expressed what was on 
the minds of a large proportion of those 
who oppose the Government on the 
school question when he said : “ He had 
heard a great deal about the rights of 
minorities, but they had no rights ex­
cept those that they enjoyed in common 
with their fellow subjects. It was this 
theory about the rights of minorities 
that got them into so much trouble.”

This was cutting the gordian knot 
with a vengeance. The constitution 
does not stand in Col. O’Brien’s way nor 
in the way of very many others who 
have made up their minds to set at 
naught its provisions which secure to 
denominational minorities their rights 
and privileges with respect to education. 
According to them minorities were made 
to be kicked about and jumped upon, or 
at the very best to be ignored. They 
have no rights that are to be respected. 
The difference between these opponents 
of the Government and the in­
dignant Colonel is that he is bold 
enough to give utterance to his 
outrageous views and they are too 
cowardly to say what they think and to 
give expression to the principle on which 
they act. They, instead of pluckilv de­
claring that they are determined to act 
the part of covenant breakers and ty­
rants, hypocritically declare then inten­
tion to stand up for provincial rights, 
and hysterically protest against “ coer­
cion.” Of the two Col. O’Brien, who 
openly proclaims his contempt for the 
Constitution and his determination to 
violate its terms, is more respectable

This, of course, is a high 
estimate. Many of the vessels that 
swell England’s total are torpedo boats 
and other small craft costing much less. 
Suppose we cut the amount in two. 
For $375.000,000 we would be equipped 
to meet the British on the seas.

Then our neighbors are beginning to 
inquire into the merits of the dispute 
between Great Britain and Venezuela, 
arid they are finding out that there is 
much more to be said on the British 
side than they had any idea of. One of 
the strongest presentations of the British 
case is from the pen of an American geo­
grapher.

Then again they are getting informa­
tion as to the character and habits of 
the people for whose sake they have ex­
pressed their willingness to make such 
great sacrifices, and as the truth dawns 
upon them their rashness and their folly 
appear in a very strong light.
