London, Oct. 31.—Yesterday’s engage- 

iment at Ladysmith which despite the 
rather heavy losses roust be regarded 
rather (as an extended reconnaissance or 
skirmish than a battle, seems to make 
little change in the actual position. It is 
disappointing to the British public 
again revealing tactical skill of 
expectedly high order on the side of the 
Boers.

“ The British government has received^ 
positive information that a corps num­
bering about 1,000 has secretly been 
raised in Holland to help the Boers. 
Wealthy Amsterdam merchants found 
the money for the equipment, and over 
200 men are already en route. The re­
mainder will follow in small detachments 
as they can obtain transportation, the 
rendezvous being Koomati I’oorte, on 
the Transvaal-Portnguese 
where the commandant has been in­
structed what to do with them.

“ The men travel as returning Trans­
vaal citizens, and it is believed that the 
Portuguese government cannot prevent 
them from proceeding over the railway 
to the frontier, 
government has already made some sort 
of representations to the Dutch govern­
ment, but the first confirmatory news 
will iikely come from Delagoa Bay in an 
announcement that the Dutch have been 
prevented from landing at Lorenzo Mar­
quez, where the Governor is as zealous 
as though he was a British agent, acting 
presumably on instructions from Lis­
bon.

“ It is asserted that the Transvaal is 
prepared to issue letters of marque, their 
accredited envoy, Dr. Leyde, being fully 
empowered in that regard, and that ar­
rangements are being made at Amster­
dam to fit out a swift steamer. It is 
believed, however, that this part of their 
project has been abandoned, owing to 
the vigilance of British ships of war in 
the Channel, which would have made it 
hopelAs for any privateer to get clear 
away into the open sea unobserved. 
Except as to Holiond there appears to 
be no popular sympathy with the Boers 
sufficiently strong to induce the sympa­
thizers to run the risk.
“In Germany it is understood that a 

number of officers on the retired list have 
gone to the Transvaal and others are 
preparing to go, all carrying commissions 
in the Boer army, given through Dr. 
Leyds. The arrangement in each case 
is that the officer is to pay his own trans­
portation as far as Koomati Poorte, but 
is to receive pay on taking duty. These 
men are actuated purely by professional 
interest, and doubtless would as readily 
have accepted commissions in the British 
army, if they could have been obtained.

“ In Italy there has been some talk 
among Socialists and republicans about 
helping a republican people struggling 
against British despotism, but it is of no 
practical importance. The calibre of 
the Italian sympathizers may be esti­
mated by the fact that three young 
socialists, students, were arrested at 
Naples yesterday when about to embark 
for Delagoa Bay, as they had proudly 
told their friends that they were going 
to join the Boer army. It was found 
that the youngsters had booked passage 
only for Suez, and had no money to take 
them further. The magistrate lectured 
them and then packed them home. It is 
worthy of note that the Italian govern­
ment has not issued a declaration of 
neutrality, and the purchase of mules 
by the British agents continues 
checked, on the ground that they are not 
contraband.

“ The Boer losses during Friday’s en- 
gagement at Talana Hill are estimated 
at 500 killed and wounded.

“ Yesterday the divisional staff was re­
constituted. The country was clear of 
the enemy eastward, but as big forces 
were reported closing in on Dundee from 
the north and west, it was considered 
advisable to have the British force 
across the railway to a new position, 
south of the camp. During the after­
noon the infantry moved out and began 
entrenching a new position. All avail­
able transports were utilized to carry 
stores.

“ At 4 in the afternoon the enemy 
opened fire on the entrenchments and 
camp from the shoulder of Impati 
Mountain with two six-inch guns, get­
ting fairly accurate aim over a range of 
7.000 yards. The soft ground rendered 
the percussion fuses useless. In spite of 
the faffing shells the wagons were loaded 
with stores. Lieut. Hannah and an ar­
tillery sergeant were killed.

“ During the night of October 22 a 
fresh position was occupied about 7,300 
yards from the enemy’s guns.

“ News was received at 8 o’clock Mon­
day morning (October 23) of the victory 
at Elandslaagte, and a division was 
moved towards Glencoe Junction for 
the purpose of cutting off the retreating 
enemy should they use Glencoe Pas§). 
Two fugitives were captured.

“ We moved our guns down the ridge 
to the west of Impati Mountain, and our 
artillery exchanged shots with the enemy 
who brought six-inch guns to bear on 
the transports. Rain and mist coming 
on, it was deemed advisable to concen­
trate on the positions occupied that morn­
ing. The movement was completed at 
noon, the British troops having marched 
ten miles. The column was en route 
for Ladysmith at 11 o’clock that night, 
passing through Dundee into the Help- 
makar road without attracting the at­
tention of the Boers. Major Wickham, 
of the Indian commissariat corps, joined 
the column with 53 wagons from the old 
camp.

“ Moving eastward through Blesbok 
Pass, Beith was reached, and here the 
column rested, after which the night 
march was resumed, and Waechbank 
river reached the following morning at 
9 o'clock.

“ At 11 o’clock two batteries, two 
squadrons and all the available infantry 
were moved towards Elandslaagte in 
the hope of co-operating with the Lady­
smith forces, whose guns could be heard, 
but as the firing moved in the direction 
of the Orange Free State, the troops re­
turned from a six-mile tramp in a heavy 
rain. At 10 o’clock Wednesday morning 
the force was on the Ladysmith side of 
Sunday river. All that day and the day 
following the column plodded along 
muddy roads, until Ladysmith 
reached at 5 a. m. Thursday.

“ The whole transport was utilized for 
stores, which just sufficed, but onlv at 
the cost of the entire kit of officers and 
men.

All behaved splendidly, though prac­
tically under arms continuously for six 
days.”

AN IMPROBABLE STORY. 
Berlin, Oct. 29.—It is reported from 

Hamburg and elsewhere that the Brit­
ish recruiting officers are busy engaging 
German under .officers for service in 
South Africa, offering £20 per month.

The British force was disposed in the following order:
On the right three regiments of cavalry, four batteries of the Royal Field Ar­

tillery, and five battalions of infantry.
In tlie centre, three batteries of the Royal Field Artillery, two regiments of 

cavalry and four infantry battalions. j
And on the left, the Royal Irish Fusiliers, the Gloucester Regiment and the 

Tenth Mountain Battery.
This force had been detailed to guard our left flank at a late hour last night. 

Gen. White’s plan of operations was that as the movement developed the 
ferce constituting our centre, which was disposed under cover of a kopje about 
three miles from the town, should throw itself upon the enemy, while the left 
flunk was being held by the Fusiliers and the Gleueesters.

The plan was well devised, but failed in execution, owing to the fact that the 
Boer position which formed our objective point was evacuated. ‘

Our artillery quickly reduced the volume of the enemy’s fire, but the at­
tack delivered on our right flank was the principal one, and the column 
compelled to change. The Boer attack had been silenced for a time, and our 
infantry advanced, covered by cavalry.

The enemy now began to develop a heavy counter attack, and as they were 
in great force numerically, Gen. White gave orders for the infantry to be gradu­
ally withdrawn. The movement was carried out with great steadiness and de­
liberation, under cover of out guns, which made excellent practice.

Some shells were thrown into the town from the enemy’s 40-poônders at 
a range of over 6,000 yards, but no damage was done.

The engagement lasted several hours and resulted on our side in casualties 
estimated at from 90 to 100. The Boer loss must have largely exceeded this 
total.

PHILIPPINES A BAD JOB.

Subjugation Seems Hardly Commenced 
and Insurgents Capable of Re­

sisting Indefinitely.

Chicago, Oct. 29—The Tribune prints 
a summary of the situation in the Phil­
ippine islands from its special 
pondent there, Richard H. Little. The 
letter is dated Manila, September 14, 
and among other things the writer says 
that, after several months’ fighting the 
Americans control 117 of the 4,210 
square miles in the island of Luzon.

St. Andrew’s, New Brunswick, is one 

of the most beautifully situated towns in 
the whole of Canada. It is perhaps the 
one place that can claim -to rival Vic­
toria in the attractiveness of its ■ sur­
roundings. The scenery comprises mag­
nificent stretfches of water interspersed 
with islands, and there are some high 
hills behind the town, which in that low- 
lying country pass for mountains. The 
harbor is exceptionally good. It is spa­
cious and with a good depth of water 
affords admirable anchorage. The ap­
proach from the ocean is all that can be 
desired. It was once an important com­
mercial centre. About twenty-five years 
ago one of thé older residents said to a 
visitor: “From the point where we now 
stand, I have counted thirty-five ships 
lying in this harbor at one time; now 
you see what we have—a worn-out 
schooner lying on the mud flats.”

Where it 
stopped it was only about eight miles of 
the St. John river, and if that eight 
miles had been built, St. Andrew's would 
have controlled the trade of one of the 
finest sections in Canada. But unfortu­
nately Mr. Wilson and his contempo­
raries, who had made the town what it 
was, had been gathered to their fathers 
and left what -they possessed to children 
who did not know what it meant to work 
for a living. These sat quietly down 
and waited for some one to puH the town 
out of the whole into which it was being 
rapidly put by more ambitious and more 
progressive neighbors. They would not 
consent to their broad acres being taxed 
to promote the establishment of new 
routes of traffic.

Of ground suitable for 
such cultivation, there is practically an 
unlimited amount immediately avail­
able.

A surprising amount of development is 
being done up the North Fork which 
joins the main Kettle river just below 
Columbia. The Hummingbird mine in 
Brown’s camp 10 miles north of the city 
has an incline shaft in 200 feet. At this 
point the vein has become almost verti­
cal, and is very strong, fully 12 feet, and 
running on an average $46. The walls 
are granite and diorite. There are 2,000 
tons on the dump, and 4,000 in sight. 
This fine property was located by Morris 
J. O’Connor in 1895, and having been 
floated as a company by Smith Curtis of 
Rossland, is now owned largely in the 
Coast cities, Spokane, Montreal, Toron­
to, and locally. The Hummingbird is now 
ready to ship 100 tons a day.

Other properties ' awaiting shipping 
facilities in the neighborhood are the 
Pathfinder, B.C., Yankee Boy and Girl, 
Strawberry, Knob Hill and Ironsides. 
The mines are further advanced than 
the smelter, though a big force of men 
are pushing this latter work with dili­
gence. It will hardly be blown in before 
next spring, and even then will be total­
ly unable to treat more than a small per­
centage of the ores likely to require 
smelting. It is said it will be kept at 
work exclusively upon ores produced by 
the company mines such as the Knob 
Hill, Ironsides and City of Paris, and 
that the custom work will have to go 
to Trail, or the new Loder furnace 
which is spoken of.

The Hummingbird, Seattle and Belle, 
of Ottawa, are making a showing which 
is more promising than either the Le 
Roi or War Eagle at a similar period of 
development. The Seattle gives average 
assays of $57.

Mr. Henry White, owner of the Ban­
ner and other clflims in Franklin camp, 
has let a contract for a 200 foot tunnel, 
to be completed as soon as possible. He 
has built camps and is now engaged in 
improving the trail into the mine. Gov­
ernment aid has been given, but more 
money wiH ;be required if the trail is to 
be finished this fall.

The Seattle, of Brown’s camp, has a 
wonderful surface showing; unfortunate­
ly litigation between the owners has 
kept the property from making the pro­
gress it otherwise would have, but these 
troubles have been passed, work is being 
pushed vigorously. A tunnel is already 
in 100 feet, and the ledge should be cut 
within a few days.

The contract for the school house at 
Columbia has at length been given the 
successful bidders being Messrs. Young 
A Hilderbrand. It is wanted badly, as 
the little folk of Columbia will fill every 
seat the day it is opened, and by next 
January an addition and, a second teach­
er will certainly be required.

Mr. F. W. Peters, freight superintend­
ent of the C. P. R., is in the city on his 
way to Republic. Col. Heustis, U. S. 
collector of customs at Port Townsend, 
Wash., the official having jurisdiction 
over the state customs, came in over the 
Robson branch to-day and will go with 
Mr. Peters to Republic. Bonding mat­
ters will be discussed.

Columbia, B. C., Oct. 23.—Saturday 
was a red-letter day in the history of this 
young city. Hitherto it has been de­
pendent upon a miserably inefficient, 
second-hand telegraph service, conduct­
ed through a rival city, but on the 21st 
the C. P. R. opened a telegraph office 
here and Columbia was placed in touch 
with the outside world. The first mes­
sage over the new wire was one sent by 
Manager A. W. Ross, of the townsite 
company, to Mr, C. R. Hosmer, mana­
ger of the C. P. R. telegraph service at 
Montreal, congratulating the company on 
its enterprise. The reply received was 
characteristic; “Wish every success to 
Columbia. The name seems to be a 
winner on the sea; why not also on the 
land?” Mr. W. J. MacGregor, late of 
Rossland, B. C., has been placed in 
charge.

The rapid growth of Columbia has de­
cided Mr. G. O. Buchanan, the well 
known lumber operator of Kaslo, to start 
on a large scale in Columbia. , He was 
here on Saturday arranging for space for 
a lumber yard and, shed. A company will 
be incorporated immediately, which will 
be known as the Columbia River Lum­
ber Company. It will probably control 
all the present mills, each one taking 
stock in it pro rata, and in addition wifi 
oqpupy several desirable points now va­
cant. As the growth of the city has been 
much retarded by a lumber famine, the 
arrival of a strong Kootenay Company 
is very welcome. The timber around is 
mostly bull pine though there is a large 
body of white pine up the north fork of 
the Kettle river.

Mr. J. Anderson is driving a tunnel to 
develop the Sultana and Oregon mineral 
claims on Hardy mountain, just one 
mile from the end line of the city plot. 
These daims adjoin the Yankee Boy, 
which is now a shipper, and very satis­
factory assays, running high in gold and 
copper have been obtained.

Joe Gilinas, Colin Campbell, Alex. 
Onion and Paul Gautier, joint owners of 
the Herald and three other claims on 
Lime creek, a tributary of the North 
Fork, are showing some very handsome 
ore. They are down 10 feet and the 
average of several assays is $3.50 in gold 
and 21 per cent copper. The vein seems 
to be a very strong one, neither wall 
having been uncovered as yet. Gelinas 
is also a owner in the Montreal and Que­
bec daims, almost in town. A 20 foot 
shaft is down, and assays running from 
>'8 to $18 in gold have been had. Tihe 
property is a big contact vein.

GRAND FORKS.

Grand Forks, Oct. 22.—W. L. Hogg, 
of Montreal, has bonded from Randolph 
Stewart the Oalumet and Heda group 
in Wellington camp for $60,000. The 
property will be developed on an exten­
sive scale. Mr. Hogg recently floated 
the Sunset, a well-known Deadwood 
camp property. The company that took 
it over, was the Montreal-Boundary 
Creek Company.

The Eastern Townships Bank Jias pur­
chased at par a $30,000 issue of civic 
debentures. The money will be devoted 
to general improvements and the pay­
ment of a subsidy to the Granby Smelter 
Company.

James Tichener, New Yor,k a leading 
shareholder in the British Columbia 
Copper Company, which owns the 
Mother Lode, has organized the No. 7 
Mining Company under the laws of 
West Virginia, to operate the No. 7 and 
other claims in Central camp- On the 
No. 7 is a 139-foot shaft, at the bottom 
of which are 450 feet of drifts and cross­
cuts. The principal values are in gold 
and silver. The lead on the surface has 
been opened by means of open cuts for 
a distance of 700, feet. A mining plant 
has been ordered, and the property will 
be'a shipper at an early date.

The London & British Columbia Gold 
Fields will shortly resume work on the 
Norfolk, in Central camp.

The ore in the Mother Lode at a depth 
of 285 feet,is said to be greatly improv­
ing in value.

A. L. Watson, formerly of Rossland, 
has secured the contract to sink the 
main working shaft of the B. C., in 
Summit camp, and additional 100 feet.

H. N. Galer, secretary of the Granby 
smelter, and Eastern capitalists have 
just made the first payment to John 
Rogers and H. L. Jones on the Hartford 
and Ranger group, in Wellington camp. 
An option of the properties was obtained 
last July by Alexander Miller and G. M. 
Fripp, of the Merchants’ Bank of Hali­
fax, and J. W. Jones, who subsequently 
admitted Mr. Galer to an interest. After 
development work had proceeded for a 
short time, Mr. Galer bought the rights 
of his associates, and afterwards secured 
the co-operation of wealthy Eastern par­
ties. The payment on the bond was 
made on account of success achieved in 
opening up the properties. The C. P. R. 
graders, while building the spur to Cen­
tral camp, uncovered several rich-ledges 
on the Hartford—in fact they performed 
thousands of dollars’ worth of work 
gratuitously. The group will be a ship­
per in the spring.

A charge ef forcible entry was pre­
ferred several months ago by residents 
of Columbia against Messrs. Sutton and 
Gault, barristers, agd Constables Kelly 
and Mills, all of Grand Forks, in con­
nection with replevin proceedings at the 
Columbia hotel. When the accused ap­
peared for trial at Kamloops last week, 
Attorney-General Henderson entered a 
nolle prosequi.

A brick kiln inside the city limits has 
turned out over 300,000 bricks for the 
Granby smelter smoke stack within the 
last two weeks.

The telegraph line of the Yale and 
Kootenay company from Marcus to Re­
public will be abandoned as soon as the 
new line from Republic to Marcus via 
Grand Forks and Cascade is completed. 
The linemen are now east of Cascade. 
Owing to the heavy snowfall on the 
summit it was found impossible to keep 
communication open over the old route.

Hon. Sydney Fisher, minister of agri­
culture, during his recent visit here with 
Hewitt Bostock, M. P., expressed him­
self as delighted with Grand Forks and 
the Kettle River valley. What ap­
pealed to him most as a practical farmer 
was the magnificent and fertile ranches. 
He considers the soil admirably adapted 
for fruit culture, and was astonished at 
the samples of fruit and vegetables 
shown him. He visited the fruit farm 
of Mr. Covert, who has 300 teres under 
cultivation.

George Findlay, who is building a gov­
ernment trail from Bannock City to 
Franklin camp, on the east fork of the 
north fork of Kettle river, reports that 
he has completed the work as far as 
Rock Slide, a point half way between 
the two places- He says an additional 
$500 will be required.

A rich strike of copper-gold ore is re­
ported from the Majestic, in Central 
camp.

Among the recent visitors here were 
A. W. Crookston, of Glasgow, Scotland, 
and John Stevenson, of Newcastle, Pa. 
They were shown the big mines of the 
Boundary and the Reservation by John 
McICane, the Rossland operator. Mr. 
Crookston, who is a mining engineer, 
visited British Columbia last year and 
made numerous investments. He was 
the first European to open up rich phos­
phate deposits in Algeria that have to a 
large degree supplanted the South Caro­
lina article in the world’s markets. His 
companion, who was also looking for 
investments, is a Pennsylvania manufac­
turer. In Republic they visited the Re­
public, Quilp, Black Tail, Sans Poil and 
Lone Pine before proceeding to Sheridan 
camp to examine the Zela M. and the 
Discovery. On the return journey the 
party stopped a day at Phoenix, going 
through the Knob Hill and Old Iron­
sides. Mr. Crookston is interested in 
the Zela M., which he described as a 
promising property.

“ I will return home more fully con­
vinced than ever of the great mineral 
wealth of the Boundary and Northern 
Washington districts,” said he to your 
correspondent. “ bundant capital for 
good mining properties can bç obtained 
in England and Scotland if the flotation 
is undertaken by reputable parties—this 
despite the fact that the British public 
has had many unfortunate experiences 
in mining speculation. The Scottish in­
vestor has a decided preference for 
dividend-payers. I was greatly im­
pressed with Republic and think the 
camp is only in the infancy of its de­
velopment.”

Satisfactory reports of the progress of 
development work on the Strawberry, in 
Brown’s camp, north fork of Kettle 
river, have been received here. There 
is five feet of shipping ore at the bottom 
of a 60-foot shaft. The ledge has been 
opened up by a series of open cuts on the 
surface.

Î ■;COMING TO BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Party of British Colonists in South 
America Looking for Homes 

Here.

Mr. Percy Wharton who is at present 
in London is a delegate from a colony in 
the Argentina. He is looking oat for 
a suitable location, to which these Brit­
ish Colombia, who went out to ($outh 
America, about fifteen years ago to 
under the government a rebellion ai 
the Indians on the frontiers about 1.500 
miles from Buenos Ayres. On condition 
of their assisting and succeeding in 
quelling the rebellion, the government 
agreed to give them about 7,000 acres 
each man, which they could chose on the 
slopes of the Andes. The expedition 
successful, and they located some excel­
lent land and settled down. Many of 
them have prospered, and reared large 
bands of cattle, which are driven north 
along the east side of the Andes, for a 
distance of 600 miles, when they are put 
on the rail and taken to Santiago. The 
distance was usually travelled in aibout 
six weeks, doing twelve miles per day. 
The distance by rail being the second 
part of the journey, and being about the 
same distance taking two and a half 
days. The prices they got at Santiago 
was about $18 per head, or about £4 in 
the Argentina. On the spot they could 
only get about half that price. The 
country is excellent for grazing and they 
could feed while on the journey. It is 
an ideal country for ranching, but the 
instability of the government, and the 
many broken pledges already made to 
this colony has unsettled the minds of 
these pioneers, and they have decided to 
leave the country. Mr. Wharton has 
been persuaded by Mr. Frank Richards, 
of Vancouver, who is interesting capital 
in British Columbia, to thoroughly inves­
tigate the locality around the Chilliwack 
district. He is also going to the Okana­
gan and Ashvroft districts.

Mr. Richards has also invited Mr. 
Wharton to make acquaintance of the 
Pemberton Meadows, and it is under­
stood that, he has also a letter of intro­
duction to well known persons in the lo­
cality of Bute Inlet.

Mr. Wharton is a man of about 35 
years of age, well built, and pleasant 
looking, with dark hair and moustache. 
A typical rancher and just the class of 
men British Columbia needs.

Dixi H. Ross & Co. 4-trustees yesterday waited on 
Semlin, the minister of education, to 
urge for the re-organization of the High 
school system ; professional training for 
teachers and the establishment of a 
school for deaf mutes in the province- 
There were present Chairman McMick- 
ing, and Trustees Belyea, Hall, Mes­
dames Grant and Grant.

The recommendations regarding the 
High school and teachers’ certificates 
follow:

The curriculum of all High schools to 
comprise two consecutive courses, junior 
and senior.

Both courses to be essentially non- 
classical, providing, however, for ele­
mentary classics as options.

Junior course certificates to be award­
ed by the council of public instruction 
to all students who satisfactorily com­
plete the junior course.

Senior course to be open only to those 
who hold junior course certificates.

Senior course certificates to be award­
ed to students who complete the senior
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course.

In addition to the junior and senior 
non-dassical courses High schools with 
four teachers to provide an essentially 
classical course, open to students who 
have taken the junior and senior course 
with the classical options.

Classical certificates to be awarded on 
completion of the classical course.

All candidates for teachers’ certificates, 
except university graduates, to be re­
quired to hold High schooll certificates. 
No further scholarship tests to be neces­
sary.

Holders of junior course certificates to 
be considered as having satisfied the 
scholarship requirements for second-class 
teachers’ certificates.

Only university graduates to :be eligi­
ble for certificates as regular High 
school teachers.

A course of professional training ex­
tending over, say, fifteen weeks, to be 
given every year in Victoria, Vancouver 
and Nelson (or Rossland) by a specially 
qualified instructor appointed for that 
purpose.

This course of training, consisting of 
l« I'agogical instruction, together with 
• : .-ervation and practice in the Public

•hoois, to be open to those who hold 
I ! igh school certificates.

No one, other than teachers of experi­
ence, to be certificated as a Public 
school teacher, who Ms not had profes­
sional training equivalent to that provid­
ed for as above.

In regard to the establishment of a 
school for deaf mutes, it was pointed out 
that the amount required to sendffour or 
five mutes to Eastern schools, would be 
sufficient to maintain one here.

Premier Semlin promised to carefully 
consider the recommendations.

Protectorate—Nyassaland—is administer­
ed by an Imperial commissioner. The 
natiVjp population is estimated at 4,000,- 
"00, but there are large areas of fertile 
land that has been depopulated by the 
slave raiders. The trade of the Protect­
orate is now about $500,000 a year.

British East Africa.—The importance 
of this large strip of territory lies in two 
main facts-: communication with the Up­
per Nile and the Soudan, ,by the Victoria 
Xyanza, and the Imperial need of a 
naval station on the east coast of Africa. 
Chief products: gold, ivory and coffee.

British South Africa.—During 1893-4 
one of the most striking changes in the 
history of British colonization occurred 
iu that part of British Central Africa, 
which lies south of the Zambezi river;

opened to settlement. In 1890. a pioneer 
'■xpedition of 200 armed and mounted 
Europeans and 500 mounted police, open­
ed the road to Mount Hampden.

“Koot- Fervent Protestations of Jubilee

From Toronto Mall and Empire
Sir Charles Tapper was greeted with 

an outburst of applause, lasting for sev­
eral minâtes. He said: I desire in the 
first place to thank you out of the bot­
tom of my heart for the kind and flatter­
ing reception I have received here to­
night. They say that everything comes 
to him who waits, and on the last occa­
sion that I had the honor of standing 
on this platform I met with a somewhat 
different reception. (Laughter.) I en­
tertained no doubt in that hoar of dis­
comfiture that the time would come when 
I should receive at the hands of an even 
greater assembly in this buildings such 
a reception aa you have given me to^ 
night.

I have come here to make a party 
speech, but before 1 deal with party 
questions, I venture to ask you to permit 
me to refer for a few minutes to a ques­
tion that is not a party question, but a 
national question, in which all parties 
are alike interested, and in which I hope 
all parties will take an equal interest. 
1 desire in the first place reverently to 
thank God for the great victory which 
has been vouchsafed by Providence to 
British arms at Glencoe. (Cheers.). I 
daresay you know that the parliament of 
Canada, by a unanimous vote of both 
houses, expressed their deep sympathy 
for the grievances suffered by the Out- 
landers, and the hope that Her Majesty’s 
government would not abandon the strug­
gle to secure redress for those griev­
ances. I may say that a representative 
of South Africa visited not only London, 
but Ottawa, and I had an opportunity 
of learning from that gentleman 
sitiou of British subjects in the 
vaal, 1 was asked by him if I would 
give expression to these views, as I had 
already to some extent done on the floor 
of the House of Commons, by moving 
a resolution. I said at once that noth­
ing would give me greater pleasure if I 
thought that the best way of serving the 
interests of the loyal British subjects in 
the couiitry. But I did not think so. I 
advised him to go to Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
and explain to him the great import­
ance of coming to the aid of the Imperi­
al government, and showing the sym­
pathy of Canada with the present state 
in the emergency, and I asked him to as­
sure the leader of the government that 
he would find m myself a warm support­
er aud advocate of any measure that he 
might take, having that object in view. 
(Applause.) Nothing more was done for 
some little time, and after I received a 
copy of the Star newspaper, containing 
a very important telegram from London, 
indicating in my judgment the great im­
portance of Canada acting without de­
lay, I crossed the floor to the Prime 
Minister, and told him I thought the 
time had come vrhen it was the absolute 
duty of the Canadian parliament to act. 
He read the telegram with attention, 
and said to me: “On Monday I will move 
a resolution, and I will ask you to second 
it, having in view the objects which you 
state.”

I said: “It will be imnossibie for me 
to do that, because I am expected to ad­
dress a great mass-meeting in Toronto 
on Monday afternoon.”

He said : “I will send you a copy of 
the resolution, and you must write me a 
letter which I can read on the floor of 
the house.”

I said I would* do so with great plea­
sure. Subsequently, I received a copy 
of the resolution, and I wrote a letter, 
which he read on the floor of the house, 
when Mr. Foster, in my absence, second­
ed the resolution. That resolution, and 
the subsequent resolution of the Senate, 
in my judgment committed both 
branches of parliament to the heartiest 
sympathy with the Ontlandcrs, 
tamed a pledge of our great desire to sup­
port and sustain Her Mejesty’s govern­
ment in such measures as might be 
found necessary to redress the wrongs 
under which they suffered. (Cheers.) I 
may say that shortly before that occur­
red, Col. Hughes, a member of the House 
of Commons, drew the attention of the 
Prime Minister and parliament to the 
tion of Queensland in having vyted to 
send a contingent to support Her Maj­
esty’s government in the Transvaal. But 
the Prime Minister did not receive that 
communication, and that expression of 
hope by Col. Hughes that the parliament 
of Canada would take similar action with 
quite the warmth that I thought was 
desirable. He said he hoped that there 
would be no war, and that without 
resorting to war means would be 
found that would be effective in accom­
plishing the object in view. I took the 
opportunity at once of saying that if 
there was no war it would be because 
peace would be attained by the remark­
able indications of unity of all parties 
and classes in Great Britain on the ques­
tion, and that in my judgment nothing 
was more calculated to prevent a resort 
to arms than the course that Queens­
land had adopted, and if adopted by the 
other great outlying portions of the Em­
pire, would serve to show those who were 
resisting British authority that they had 
to deal not only with the British Islands, 
but with the Mother Country supported 
by all the outlying portions of the Em­
pire. (Cheers). I was compelled 1 to 
make a rapid visit to the Mother Coun­
try about the time the house rose, but 
when I returned I went to Halifax to 
fulfil an engagement to deliver an ad­
dress at the provincial exhibition, and 
being satisfied that war was inevitable,
I there took the opportunity of giving to 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and his government 
and the people of Canada the assurance 
that if the government acted as I 
thought the honor and interests of Can­
ada required in this emergency, they 
could rely upon the heartiest support I 
could give them. And I believed the 
resolution passed by parliament had re­
flected the sober second thought of the 
people of Canada, and that any action 
taken by the government to show that 
they were willing to do all that was in 
their power to sustain and support Brit­
ish arms in that struggle would meet 
with the hearty endorsement of the 
people of Canada. (Cheers).

SIR WILFRID’S QUIBBLING.
I don’t think that looked very much 

like a desire to make a party question 
of this. I think that volunteering my 
statement before any question had arisen 
in regard to this was the best evidence 
I could give that whenever and wher­
ever I thought the interests of Canada 
were at stake I was ready to give a 
hearty support to the government, 
strongly as on general questions I was 
opposed to them. At Yarmouth I

Season’s Experience Indlcaties 
Greatest Hydraulic Camp 

In the Province. .

Special to the Colonist.

Atlin, B.C., Oct. 20.—From all indica­
tions, the cold weather has set in for 
good. The thermometer registered four 
degrees below zero and the weather is 
cold and dry.

All sluicing has been stopped for the 
season, and the miners are flocking out 
from the creeks, trusting to get out be­
fore the lakes freeze. It is expected 
though that the boats may make two or 
three trips more before winter sets in in 
earnest.

Several familiar faces may yet be seen 
at this place, among them John Grant, 
who is yet the same jolly fellow as of 
old; W. Pollard Grant is fast becoming 
a promising young lawyer and intends 
staying in all winter; Norman Rant will 
also winter in Atlin, while his partner 
has gone below to put through some min­
ing deals in which they are interested.

The exact output of gold from the 
Atlin district has not yet been estimated, 
but it is expected that it will be in the 
neighborhood of one million dollars. Pine 
creek probably takes the lead, then 
comes Spruce, McKee, Boulder and 
Wright.

As a hydraulic mining camp Atlin has 
a great future; a future, probably that 
no British Columbia camp can rival.

It is to be hoped that the government 
will during the next session of the legis­
lature pass more liberal mining laws 
which would be beneficial to this camp.

Majesty’s government of their aid. Had 
that been all that was done, had it re­
mained that that was all the government 
çould do, England would have been grate­
ful. The moment that the government 
stated that they were prepared to equip 
and send a force of one thousand men, 
they got from Mr. Chamberlain a tele­
gram, which was read by the Premier 
on the platform at Bowmanville, thank­
ing them warmly for thus acting. I say 
that I do not understand the public sen­
timent of the people of Canada if the 
mere equipment and transportation of 
one thousand men to the Transvaal is 
to be the measure of all that we offer to 
the Mother Country, ana if that is afl 
that we are willing to give.

I quite understand that a member of 
the government had previously put his 
veto on the sending of a contingent. 
“Not a man, not a cent,*’ said Mr. Tarte.

VICEROY OF CANADA.

May Be Minto’e Title in Near Future-
Lord Lome Booked for Australia.

it is repotted in London that the Mar­
quis of Lome is on the eve of appoint­
ment as the first Viceroy of federated 
Australia. For Australia is from hence­
forth to be governed by a Viceroy, who 
will have much the same powers as Lord 
Minto enjoys in Canada. It is said that 
on the occasion Of Lord Lome’s nomina­
tion to Australia, the opportunity will be 
seized to transform- the title of Lord 
Minto from that of Governor-General to 
Viceroy of the Dominion of Canada. 
There will in that event be four viceroy­
alties, natoely, Ireland, India, the Do­
minion and Australia, while it is prob­
able that a fifth will be created at the 
conclusion of the present war, to take 
in the whole of South Africa, including 
the conquered , Transvaal and Orange 
Free State.

Of- course, the only reason for the 
choice of Lord Lome to the post of first 
Viceroy of Australia, is because he hap­
pens to be a son-in-law of the Queen, and 
it is hoped that the presence of a royal 
Princess in Australia in the person of 
the so gracious and still charming Prin­
cess Louise will tend to increase the loy­
alty of the Australians to the crown, en­
dow the office of Viceroy with proper 
prestige and prevent the possibility of 
any disputes on the subject of prece­
dence, which would otherwise be- almost 
certain to arise. Australians are quite as 
democratic as Canadians, and while they 
may be ready to go to great lengths to 
demonstrate their loyalty towards the 
reigning family, they would be disposed 
to manifest independence, and wen Ill- 
will, to any mere nobleman guilty in 
their eyes of undue assumption of auth­
ority. -

-Lord Lome himself is not a very im- 
presive personage, nor is he brilliant. 
But his father is on the very brink of the 
grave, and when he succeeds him as 
Duke of Argyll, he will be, in point of 
rank and prestige, one of tire very 
grandest nobles in the kingdom, a noble, 
indeed, who is but one removed from 
royalty. He was not much of a success 
as Governor-General of Canada. But he 
has learned much since then, and been 
sensible enough to devote himself to 
the study of colonial questions, on which 
he is now able to speak as an expert.

The fact of the matter is that the gov­
ernment is resolved that the First Vice­
roy of Australia should be a member of 
the royal family, and as the Queen will 
not hear of her favorite son, the Duke 
of Connaught, going so far, there is 
practically no one available for the pur­
pose but the husband of Princess Louise, 
to whom the emoluments of office will be 
very welcome. For the Princess and her 
Marquis are very poor for people in 
their position, and she is glad to 
accept pay for her sculpture from any­
body who cares to give her orders for 
work.—Cor. St. Louis Globe-Democrat-

be behind in preparing to participate In 
such a glorious and patriotic effort.

The truly noble enthusiasm at present 
prevailing in connection with the organiza­
tion and despatch of the Victoria contingent 
of volunteers for service at the front is a 
most conclusive proof that such will not 
be the case.

It has occurred to me that an acceptable 
and popular means of securing the required 
funds would be a festival performance of 
Handel’s oratorio, “The Messiah,” In the 
Drill hall in January or February next.

At Lethbridge on Wednesday last Mr. 
W. G. Dickenson of this city was united 
in marriage to Miss Jessie Deane. The 
Lethbridge News says of the event:

“A pretty wedding was solemnized in 
St. Augustin’s church yesterday after­
noon when Miss Jessie, eldest daughter 
of Oapt. Deane, was married to Mr. W. 
G. Dickenson, of Victoria, B. C. 
interior of the church hud 
tastily decorated with flowers, ever­
greens and plants of various kinds, the 
sweet fragrance of which was in perfect 
harmony with the happy event. Shortly 
before 4 o’clock relatives of the con­
tracting parties, invited guests and the 
many friends gathered in such numbers 
as to well fill the church. Promptly at 
that hour the bride entered, leaning on 
the arm of her father, who escorted 
her to the altar as the sweet strains of 
appropriate music rendered so nicely 
by the choir, filled1 the building. Rev. 
W. Ridley Beal then .performed the 
pleasing ceremony, and hand and heart 
joined in saying “until death do us part.” 
The bride looked very handsome in a 
becoming costume of ivory satin, the 
skirt being completely covered with very 
old and valuable Limerick lace, the gift 
of her great aunt. The bodice was 
trimmed with lace to match, and made 
all the more beautiful with some lovely 
sprays of orange blossoms. The sleeves 
were made of muslin de soie. She wore 
a tulle veil fastened with a spray of or­
ange blossoms. The bride’s sister, Miss

neatly attired in a gray cloth suit, trim­
med with pink satin and chiffon.

“Almost everyone thinks that perforce 
a river must be of water,” said a man on 
the little car that winds up at Mount Lowe, 
in the Sierra Madrés, “but it is by no means 
necessary. As an example, look at this,” 
and the speaker pointed up the steep slope 
of the mountains as the car passed the curve 
Beaching from the track which, indeed, 
had crossed it, was a mass of stones, some 
larger, some smaller than a walnut, that 
extended upward as far as the eye could 
see. The grade was very steep, and to 
all Intents and purposes a river of stone 
was imperceptibly flowing down.

“It’s a perfect river of rock,” continued 
the passenger. “Some peculiar atmospheric 
effect is continually wearing it away or 
breaking it out, so that it crumbles and 
gradually rolls down in a well defined shape 
—a veritable stream gradually making its 
way into the canyon botom. Just such 
a river was discovered by Agassiz in Pàta- 
gonia when he landed there from the Blake, 
though in this case the so-called river was 
of great size and the rocks all large and 
moving In a given direction with irresis­
tible force.

“In a few quarters of the globe similar 
rivers can be seen, and nowhere are they 
more interestl 
The site of 
is the bed of an interesting sand river 
that even to-day is flowing in from the 
Pacific toward the city. If an excavation 
is made in the heart of San Francisco 
to-day beneath the pavements will be 
found a vast deposit of sand, and this 
can be traced from the bay to the sea. 
about six miles, forming a well-defined 
stream. The city has covered up much 
of it, but out near the park the strange 
waves of the sand river are seen in 
mounds, heaps and dunes carved into cur­
ious shapes by the wind, and by watching 
these during the prevelance of the almost 
constant trade wind the passage of the 
river of sand can be observed. Over the 
surface a constant flow of sand is ever 
moving on to the east. The sand river a>f 
San Francisco is formed by the trade wind. 
Hundreds of years ago it began blowing 
the light sand from the sea shore near the 
famous seal rdeks, and unchecked, it trav­
elled on in a never unceasing stream until 
it reached the bay of San Francisco, five 
miles away. This river of sand forms the 
sand lots of San Francisco history.”

Sand rivers of remarkable size and in­
terest can be observed on the island of 
San Clemente. From the summit of some 
of the hills the island on the west slope 
appears to be covered with glaciers that 
fill the deep canyons which at one time bore 
water down to the sea. They are of sand, 
and instead of flowing down, they flow 
upward. Some are evidently 100 feet in 
depth, and filled from top to botom with 
sand that Is ever reaching up, threaten­
ing the island, or portions of it, with des­
truction. Some of the rivers are so in- 
crusted that they resemble frozen snow, 
the surface in places being covered with 
small shells in such numbers that they can 
be scooped up in hundreds. The animals 
have evidently died and been burled in the 
sand, which gradually blows away, leaving 
the shells in relief.

That these sand rivers have been here 
for ages Is evident from remains found 
of the ancient inhabitants of the island. 
In one spot which had apparently been 
a battle field appeared, two score or more 
skeletons being piled together in confu­
sion. Skulls were crushed and broken 
and leg bones fractured. Some of the bod­
ies lay on their faces; others were dou- 
led up, as though after a battle they had 
ben covered with sand. In the river bed 
were found many curious implements, 
mortars of stone and ornaments of pearly 
haliotis. The writer found a 
with beads near a skull, and by one skele­
ton, buried in a sitting position, were 
two flutes made from bones of a deer, 
each inlaid With 
lected for Its beauty.

In walking over the surface of one 
river the writer suddenly found himself 
on the edge of a remarkable pit or de­
pression 100 or more feet deep and per­
haps 100 feet across. The sides were of 
pure grey sand, carved by the wind so 
perfectly that the surface was smooth as 
though polished. It was a pit or cone 
hollowed out by the wind, and at the 
very bottom was a small bare place and a 
tree showing how deep the sand deposit 
v as. The p*t was at an angle of pernaps 
60 degrees, and by jumping from the edge 
one could slide the SO or 40 feet and find 
it difficult to make the return in the slid­
ing sand. Near here several smaller pits 
w*ere found, illustrating the peculiar power 
of the wind.—New York Sun.

Absent Schoners Reported on Coast— 

Libbie Towed Back to Port.

Not wishing to trust any longer than 
necessary to threatening weather while 
in a disabled condition, the schooner 
Libbie, Capt. Chas. Hackett, came home 
yesterday in tow of the steamer Willapa. 
She was picked up at Hesquoit in such 
shape as to make it unwise to attempt 
to weather a storm. Her steering gear 
is crippled, her main boom split and her 
foremast carried away. This is about 
the condition she was in when picked up 
by H.M.S. Pheasant and towed to Ouna- 
laska after a storm in Behring sea; but 
temporary repairs were there made and a 
start made for Victoria on October 4. 
The weather experienced on the voyage 
was fortunately not rough but on the 
coast much fog was encountered. The 
Penelope and Mermaid were in company 
with the Libbie on the coast. The Mer­
maid was off Hesquoit and the Penelope 
off Kyuquot. Thus the whole fleet of 26 
schooners, which went to Behring sea 
this year are accounted for. The Mer­
maid, however, has not the catch she 
was expected to get to make her top 
liner. She has 818 skins, the Libbie 799, 
and the Penelope 612. Until these latter 
vessels arrive the official statement of the 
catch will not be obtainable but an aver­
age struck from the reports already re­
ceived places the average catch in Behr­
ing sea at 1,153 skins and the total 
catch for the sea at nearly 30,000 skins. 
The schooner Geneva with a total catch 
of 2,453 skins, of which 1,582 skins were 
taken on the coast, is top liner of the 
fleet.
