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THE BXECOUTION OF O'ROURKE.

For the murder of Edward Maker and
Bridget, his daughter, Michael O’Rourke
yesterday paid the penalty of death. The
crime was cold-blooded and the condemned
man has had little public sympathy. One
thing, however, the prisoner shonld not
have been made to suffer. Sentenced to
be hung on the 9th of June last, the poor
man has been living in his cell for seven
months with grim death for his only com-
panion, while lawyers and judges were
quibbling away at Osgoode hall over some
point about the selection of jurors, without
the least hope being entertained by any one
that any illegality had been committed by
which the prisoner's life would be spared.
Fearful enough to die a murderer’s death
without going through the terrible scene a
thousand times in imagination ! O'Rourke
met his death much in the same stolid, in.
different way that he murdered his iono-
ocent victims. He is a man of a low, igno-
runb type with a mind that is apparently
as little disturbed by the shedding of human
blood as that of hogs. It was in this
spirit he went to the seaffold at Milton yos-

The
action of the senate finance committee yes-
terday, in reporting the tariff bill and giving
netice that it wonld be called up next Wed-
nesdsy and kept before the seaate till
disposed of, excited great  interest
and comment. There is now every proba-
bility ‘that the bill in some shape
will be passed by the senate and sent
to the house before the latter body shall
have acted on the bill reported by the ways
and means conmittee.

plicated, but the upshot will be that the
house, after a long wrangle over the ways
and means committee bill, will throw it
aside, and as & last resort take up the sen-
atebill, and try to send it to the conference
committee. The bill can be shaped to suit
the desires of protectionist leaders. There
is reason to believe that this is the scheme
of the controlling spirits of the majority of
both houses,

This ** latest from Washington” bears all
the marks of truth about it, A tariff bill of
some sort will be passed befors the clock
strikes twelve on the fourth of March. And
it will not be a free trade bill, of that let
everybedy rest assured. Canadian free-
traders who have been looking to Washing.
ton for aid and comfort to their cause are
likely to be disnppginhd.

FEVER! FEVER! FEVER!

(To the Editor of The World.)

Sik: A popular lecturer a few years
ago, while tracing the progress of fever ia
its direful and disastrous course, exclaimed;
“Look at the east and the west, the silent
cities, untrodden streets and dismal, dark
array of travelers on the path of death—
and ask, who hath done all this ? ‘What
enemy hath been here? Echo, from her
thousand caves,would ring out the response,
fever! fever! fever!” Dr Gregory says :
“Some idea may be formed of the great
mortality of fevers from the statement of
Sydenham (made over two hundred years
ago) who calculated that two-thirds of
mankind die of acute diseases properly so-
called, and two-thirds of the remainder of
that lingering febrile disease consumption.”

I find that the ‘‘death report” for 1880
recently published shows very nearly the
same facts—that Sydenham’s caloulation is
true to-day ! Right-nineths of those who
died in 1880, died of forms of, disease in
which fever or inflammation were present,
The report shows another very mblagcholy
fact, viz, that a great majority ‘die from
early youth up to the prime of life. Most
of those dying ¢f typhoid fever died in the
prime of life,

Wity the apove statements before us may
we not (with yery great propriety enquirg,
What 1e thig terrible scourge, this cruel
monster that/has caused so many hearts to
bleed over beloved friends, over children
dearer (han their own souls, over wives and
husbands of their youth? And how many
have seen all their earthly comforts wither
under the sweeping sirocco of this pervad.
ing and desolating storm ?

Tis true we have had long dissertations
upon the subject of *“ malaria” and ** mias.
mata” (time-honored scapegoats for profes-
sional ignorance), and upon * bacilli” and
‘‘ the germ theory”—upon drainage, ventil-
ation and impure city water as causes of
disease. But in reference te the essential
nature or tendency of fever, or how to cure
it, we have had nothing satisfactory either
in our public priats or in medical works,
much less in the practical application of
‘‘ fine spun theories” in the attempt o cure,
All fully appreciate the importance of the
subject, and guring thousands of years ** the
most devoted industry and the greatest tal-
ents have been exercised upon it,” hoping
to arrive at sometking definite and certain,
but alas, alas, even now much in reference
to it ““is still ineffectual specu-
lation,”

Gregory on the general doctrine of fever
writes—*‘ Fever is the most important be.
cause the most nniversal, and the most
fatal of all morbid affections of which the
human body is susceptible.” He also writes
‘‘ How difficult, lastly, is the study of fever
may be inferred from this, that though so
much has been written concerning it, there
is no one subject in the whole circle of
medical science, which - still involves so
many disputed points,” andjyet declares,
* In every view the doctrine of fever must
be considered of paramount importance,
and they constitute with great propriety
the foundation of all pathological reason-
ing.”  Thatcher says: ** Notwithstanding
the great prevalence of fever in all climates
and the universal attention which it has
excited among medical observers ever since
the days of Hippocrates, the disease still
remains the subject of much discussion; and
its essential vature or the approximate
cause of its symtoms, is still a problem in
medical science.” ‘“ Numerous hypotheses
or opinions respecting the true nature and
cause of inflammation have for ages' been
advanced, and for a’time sustained : hut
even at the present day the wvarious doc.
trines appear to be considered altogether
problematical.”

In a late work on diagnosis I find the
above opinions confirmed. The author says,
‘' The essential element of fever is 80 en-
tirely beyond the reach of our present means
of investigation that its diagnosis is partially
imperfect,” and that ‘‘accurate diagnostic
signs, which in their totality give [only]
pretty sure evidences of other diseases,
scarcely existin fever,”

While eminent medical men have deplored
the defects of the healing art and have
denounced the so-ealled science of medicine
as ‘‘an incoherent assemblage of incoherent
ideas,” and expressed themselves as being
*‘disgusted with so much absurdity, contra-
diction and falsehood,” and ‘“‘deplored the
fact that the premature death of medical
men brings with it the humiliating conclu-
sion that while other sciences have been
carried forward within our own time and
almost under our own eyes to a degree of
unprecedented advancement, medicine, in
regard to some of its professed and impor-
tant objects (the cure of disease) is still an
ineffectual speculation.”  OQthers have
claimed that it is a demonstrative science,
and all its processes should be proved by
established principles and be based on pos;.
tive inductions; and believe further that the
reagon why the proceedings of medicine are
oot of this character is to be attributed to
the manner of its cultivation and not to the
nature of the science itself, and that *‘there
may and will be formed a system which
shall stand a tower of strength unharmed
by the rude shock of oppositions bursting
wave, through all succeeding time ; and a
theory of therapeutics will be formed,
which shall be as immutable as any other
other natural law.” Such a system and
such a theory will need no % legal enact-
ments” to sustain and protect it.

Surely the reason why more definite
knowledge has not been arrived at in the
science of medicine must be on accoufit of
the *‘ manner of its cultivation and not the
nature of the science itself.” There are
several systems or schools of medicine

so large and of such a kind that it ought
to have a free charter, Mayor Edson, in his
recent message, alluded to the claims of the
city for self-goverument, and his language
was said to represent thoroughly the metro-
politan sentiment on this question. He
said: “I believe that the time has arrived
when we must demand, as we have the right
to demand, at the hands of the people of the
state represented in their legislature, the
adoption of such measures as will not only
give to us, but will secure to us, the right
of self-government,. "’

The-gxciting - causes that repder
such disturbed/actions possible or nece: ary
are innumerable; and may be anything and
everything that may in any way interfere
with the free and full action of any or all
parts ot the organism.

The Real Meaning of This Mystorions Mar-
kot Gambling Phrase—How rhey Work.

From the New York Sun.

What, really, are futures? How hLave
they grown up, and what practical effects,
good o revil,have they produced or are likely
to produce ! The interests they involve
are 8o vital to the whole business of the
community that they ought to be thor-
oughly understood by every one, Yet a
large part of the testimony taken by our
legislative investigating committee only
serves to befuddle the subjsct. The public
has, indeed, obtained rather a knleidolcopic
view of the matter from the various witnes-

ses examined, many of whom have been
more couceraed to guard their own private
interests than to elucidate the question
under investigation,

Here is an actual transaction which took
place twenty-tive years ago, long before the
business of arrivals, as they are called, or of
fatures, had been introduced into the
methods of commerce. A Chinese merchant
asked A & Co, an American firm in Canton
to contract to deliver to him 300 bales of
cotton cloth per month, at a given price, for
ten succeeding months, A & Co’s Boston
agent offcred the contract to a Lowell cotton
mill. The mill's agent got his cotton buyer
in the zouth to contract for the future ge.
livery of the raw material, as wanted.. at a
fixed price. The contfse? was carried out
to the end, and yet when the agreement was
made not a yard of cleth was in existence
and most of the raw cotton was still in the
field. From the Chinaman to the southern
planter, however, every party to the trans.
action knew just what would be his profit
and was insured against any changes in
value or price.

The gist of the whole business of futures,
legitimately used, was in that transaction
of a quarter of a century ago, be'ore the
time of ocean cables, and when steam
transportation, both by land and
o - :emptlioyed to S:mcompmm-e-
y modera egree. -$hat da
the methods of commerce ha e 2
veloped by the use of steam and-electr city
at a rapid rate, but no faster than the re.
quirements of the world have demanded.
The selling of merchandise only on the spbt
cessed to be the rule when samples and
mail advices arrived days, weeks or months

rhaps, before the actunal consignment,

hen it became not only desirable but often
necessary also, in a business sense, to sell
to arrive, to sell good= or crops in advance
of their arrival. In this way the risks of
change were reduced to a minimum. The
seller was not obliged to store his goods
while awaiting a purchaser, but delivered
them directly from the car or vessel to the
customer who had contracted to take thewm.
The seller, therefore, could enter with
safety intoc new engagements, and the
buyer, purchasing at favorable moments
ahead of his wants, could yet so time the
arrivals as to meet his regular require.
ments,

That is what ‘‘arrivals” are in the
phraseology of modern commerce. They
are still in use to a considerable extent in
all the principal markets, The main por-
tion of the business of the world in the
staples furnished by this country is dous
under the contract system in one shape or
another. Italy, France, Austria and Spain,
for instance, for the past twenty-five years,
at least,have contracted for their tobacco in
the United States months before it came to
market, and Spain for even two and three
years supply ahead, The whole tendency
of trade in these days is to distribute crops
a8 rapidly as possible and equalize prices
throughout the world.

The uncertainty as to the time the
buyer would receive his merchandise and
the circumstance that it often arrived ina
damaged ocondition were, however, con-
tinual sources of anxiety, and made the
opening for present methods easy., The
enormous increasein the volume of trade
and the necessity for a quick release from
responsibilities on any ene transaction
aided the movement; and when commer.
cial correspondence came to be done almost
exclusively, in large affairs, by telegraph
the exchamges were forced to adopt what
is known as the future contract system—
that is, the futures, so called, which are
now under investigation.

Daily and hourly reports from every mar-
ket in Europe and America are posted in
the exchange rooms, so that superior in-
formatiun is almost a thing of the pastand
the man of moderate meacs has a charce
with the capitalist.

Now, the present dealing in futures sim-
ply covers all the points of safety made in
the illustration we have given of the con
tract of the Chinese merchant and the
Southern planter through its various stages.
The future, in fine, is a contract on papcr
for the future delivery and reccipt, within
a specitied time, of a specified qu ntity of
merchandise at a specified price. The
actual merchandise may not be delivered on
that zontract, however, for futures are use.!
as a means of insuring actual transactions
as well as carrying them out.  For wstaucr,
the man who receives an order to buy or sell
may not be able, for varisus reasonms, to
maie the transaction at the moment, though
the price may be at or below Lis limit '!'he
exact goods he wants, in the exict quaniity,
may not be available at the momout. He
therefore buys or sells a future contract for
a like amount. As soon 2s he has after-
ward carriel ont his order in the “‘spot”
market—that is, by buying or gelling the
actual merchandise, he closes out his future
contract, and the transaction is completcd.
He has, in fine, used the future simply as
an insurance against possible or probable
fluctuations in the market while he was
executing his order.

There are other uses of futures as a
method of insurance against loss, For in-
stance, - a commission merchant has
advanced on a quantity of wheat ninety
per cent of its New York value. He sces
the market deciining aud its margio disap-
pearing. He must then, to save Aluvuself,
sell out the wheat at current prices, get
more margin - from the consiguor, or sell a
future for the same amount at the ruling
price. He may be unable to at once close
out the wheat, and the extra margin may
not be forthcoming. If Le sells a future
however, his advances are rendered secure.
He is insured. By that means, too, the

interests of the consignor are protected. He
may also thus gain time to make up the
extra margin, and so be able to get the
advantage of a possible rixe by carrying
his wheat as he originally intended.

The farmer or planter may make the
profit on his crop certain before it is har-
vestad by seiling a future contract which his
crop will meet. He can thus secure him.
self. For instance, cotton planters this
year have sold futures on their crops at
perhaps 114 cenws a pound, giving them
nearly a eent and a half above the present
prices, The same thing is still more true
« f our cereal crops, though small farmers
yuust eell the'r product for what it will
bring at the nearest market, :

The miller an¢ manufacturer can with
1 e1fect safety make engagements for their
Jroduct weeks and moaths ahead, for they
Luow exactly tha price of tneir raw mater-
ial. They can assure themselves by buying

That every person of the full age of twenty-one
years, and being a tax-payer, 8 all be entitled to
vote at icipal elect 5 hood suffrage at
parliamentary elections; and in voting in bonuses
orany grant of money none but freeholders, as ut
present, shall be entitled to vote,

They also recommended the following as
being the best means of getting a representa-
tive vote on the selection of candidates for
parliamentary honors, viz :

Thata vote be taken by each union on the names
to be submitted by the council, and that the dele-
gates from said union support the candidate who is
the choice of the union, and in the event of that
candidate not being the choice of the council, then
the candidate who Poiled the next largest vote, and
80 on until the idates are selected—one candi-
date at a time hein(i selected, and each uniop to have
the privilege of again nominat‘ng a defeated candi-
date—meaning a canlidate who was defeated at the
telection of the first candidate.
