It was to this silly telegram
that 1 am indebted for being despstched so
suddeply to Congo sgaiv, when I was very
_ mofi$ as you know. The news was grave,it

appear in force enough to do reliable and

_ efficient eervice. Now Iam ‘hopeful,

Since I arrived on the Congo iast Decem-
‘ber I have been up as far as the equator,
and have establ.shed two more stations, be-
sides dincoverinf another lake, Mavrtumba,

or one hundred miles or
hereabouts . the river known on my map
s’ the lkelambu, but which is really the
Malundu. It is not as large es I st:ted in
mmy *book, but a etream the siz: of the
Arkansas, deep, broad and very navigable.
The big stream which I expect mu:t drain
the largest pait of the south Congo basia
must be somewhere higher up. Having
become better acquainted with the country
1 am really struck with the dense popu.a-
tion of the equatorial part of the ba:fn,

which, if it were uniform throughoit,

-would give 49,000,000 souls. The number
of products and the character of the people
are likewise remarkable, The gums, rub-

* ber, ivory, camphor, wood and a host of
other things would repay transportation,
even by the very expeusive made a$ pre-
sent in use. The people are born traders,
snd are, for Africans, very enterprising and
industrious, They are bold im their expe-
ditions, and risk evervthing to turn an hon-
est penny. -

My reception by this people was very
flatterivg, Two incidents which occurred
will kegp my memory green for some time.
A populous district was divided against
itself, and there was nothing bui war,
throat cutting, carrying off of women, ana
much _other atrocious evil, One of the
chiéfs in more prosperous times had visited
one of my stations below, and we bad pur-
chased a fine, large canoe from him, which
we had with us. He recognized it as we
were sailing past, and called out. We wert
ashore and made up our minds to balt and
buy provisions, It was then I learned that
the chief was at war with his former friends,
and smong the nemes of the chiefs thut he
mentioned was one who had pledged bro-
therhood with one of my subordinates. The
causes of the war and all clse I soon learned,
and I then asked :

+« How long have you been fighting ?”

“Two months.” .

“ Qan I not do something to stop it ?”

“Qh, yes, if you will. Tney will all lis-

“ten to you. We are well tired of it, because

we lose money and lite, but we dare not-ask
for peace first,” T

1 sent two of my boats to the rival ‘chiefs
and told them if they wished to see me and
to make brotherhood with me t> etop the
war, . “Weé leave it to you,” they said.
%7 on decids as to who is-wrong, and let
the guilty: party pay a fie,” Three days’
talk sattled the mait r, peace was declared,
and I was elected favher and mother of the
country. A little below there was anotber
populous dirtiet called Hoiudi. They
heard of what I had done aud sent me 3
very hearty welcome.

1 have been delight:d with my trip and
enjoyed robust heaith, Indeed I feel at
this moment as strong and.as active as ever.
The only anxiety I have is for the new
Europeans, who, b:f.re they are acclimated

Gould's Gigantic Gains.

New Yok, Oct. 10,.—THe annual report
of the Western Union shows that the com-
pany holds the securities of various tele-
graph, telephone, and cther vorporations,
the remarkable value of which is over

310,90(?,000, and the most of which is ap-
preciating rapidly in value, These do not
represent the stocks of the telegraph com-
panies leased t» the Western Union, most of
which are owned by it, aggregating $12,—
000,000 more. The ecompany has 432,706
miles of wire,and 12,017 officers; 40, 581,177
messages are handled during the vyear,
receipts from which are. $19,454,902, as
against $17,141,650 last year. The expenses
this year are $11,794.553,net profit $7,660,-
849, Since July, 1866, the lines have been
increased fourfold, with nearly six times as
much wire facilities and six times as many
offices, handling seven times as many m-s-
sages, and earning three times as mich
gross revenue and making three fold as mi ch
net profits in one.year, The net earni :8
last year were over nine per cent. on ‘the
capital stock above fixed charges, and the
management believes that 16 wili be consi-
erably increased for the eprrent year.

PARis, Oct. 10.-~The governor of Cochin-
China reports that be has completed an
agreement with the king of Cambodia by
which the latter will introduce a new con-
stitution. 'The ment confirms the
e:tablishment of a French protectorate, pro-
vides liberal iuti\lgona for the people,and
measures for secarity of property, entirely
abolishes slavery, and provides the collec-
tion of indirect taxesto be entrusted to
French officers and that France shall receive
6600 piastres annually.

Cruelty to Egyptian Recruits.
Cairo, Oct. 10,—Recruits from Upper.
Egypt for Soudan are being brought here in
batches of twenty or thirty, chained to-

gether by the necks, Many of them, in-
cluding gray-beard«d mep, are handcuffed
to huge blocks of wood. They are followed
to the station by crowds of women and
children raising loud lamentations. Al-
though the attention of the minister of war
has been called to the matter nothing has
been done to alleviate the sufferings of the
recruits.

Hungary and Croatia.

Prsti, Oct, 10.—The lower house of diet
has passed a resolution of the prime
minister .providing that the Croatian in-
gcriptions be retained and the Hungarian
and bi lingual ivscriptions discontinued.

©f this City Not 1n a Heatihy State—Several

Fallures—Bogus Warchouse Recelpts.

The pork and provision trade of this city,
which seems o centte round the eorner of
Church and Front streets, is in a demoral-
ized condition. Thegreat dropin the Chicago
market a few weeks ago has had something
to do with it,but other causes of & question-
able character have been at work, First
there was the failure ‘of Wm. Monbsith of
Church street for $30,000 to $40,000, fol-
lowed by Nizon & Co., Victoria street; for
a large sum; next James Hersor; 78 Col-
borne street, for $25,000 or more; and now
another Church street firm has been fur fwo
weeks trying £3 comprofiiise with éreditors
holding c'aims of $25,000 or moe,
Besides these are a number of dealers who
were involyed, and who only -got through
by their bark aécount or friends coming to
their assistance.

THE TELBPHONE SI{UATION.

T'ne claims of the Bell telephone company
are disputed in the United States patect
olfiee with considerable prospect of success
b . unle’ of - rival companies recently
8ta  he Bell Co.now controls the tele-
phoae business of the continent by means

of ita patents and connec'ion Wwith the

local “‘exhanges,” the sggregate capital of
which is said to be nearly one hundred
million dollars, e
Some time must elapse before a final de-
cision in the matter of these conflicting
claims can be reached by the court of last
resort. It does not appear that the people
will lose anything by defeat of the Bell Cos
The people desire that telephoning
shall be dong at the lowest reasonable
ratzs,and that no influence shall prevent the
fall development of the telephone’s powet.
The contract betwesn the Bell Co. and the
Western Union Co., which also covers the
Osnsdian telegraph compaaies, must be re-
garded s an agreement that tends to re-
tard the progress of tslephonic st and to
confine the t2lephene t the field it now
cccupies. . When the two companied wefe
at war in the courts, some years 8go, 2
compromise was made, and the concessions
are embodied in this contract, which pro-
vides that the Bell Co. shall pay the West-
ern Union Co. 20 per cent. of all money
received for the, use of its instrumerts,
and that the Bell Co. shall npot
“‘permit the transaction of general busi-
ness messages, market quotatione, or news
for sale or publication over lines owned by
it, or by corporations in which %it owns a
controlling interest, nor license the use of
its telephones or patents for the transmis-
sion of general business messages, market
quotations, or news for sale or publication,
in competition with the telegraph business
of the Western Unioa " tslegraph Co.,
or that of the Gold and Stock telegraph
company.”’ .

1t will be seen that this contract, entered
into by the companies that ab presént con*
trol telephoning aud telegraphing and tele-
phone patents, effectually prevents an en-
largement of the telephone’s field. It pre-
vents the use of the telephone for long
distance communication, and for the trans-
mission of business messages or news, and
and discourages any improvement of the tel-
ephone that would bring it into competition
with the telegraph. An independent com-
pany that could carry on the business with-
out being restricted by a covbract like this,
would welcome all improvements and
strive to bring the telephone into direct
competition with the telegraph. 1t is pro-
bable, therefore, that if either?‘?'bf the new
companies shall be successful, the people of
this country as well as those of the United
States will reap some benefit by means of
resulting competition either between tele-
phone companies ur between the telephone
and the telegraph.

BANKS AND BANKERS.

The manager of a bank is not allowed to
engage in any other business. He is paid a
good salary, and in retutn is expected to
give his undivided attention to the duties
of his position, Of late years, however,
this obligation has been overlooked by
many bankers, the dszzling prospects in
the field of speculation having blinded
them to their duty. This is & great mis-
fortune, and it is to be hoped that share-
holders will yet combine to effectually pre-
vent it.

A banker is a trustee: he receives the
surplus funds ot the well-to-do and lends
them to the necessitous, On his honesty

tion depends, He cannot possibly entertain
ahsorbing and feverich thougbts about
private ventures in the stock market and at
the same time ealmly and judiciously attend
to official business. With a specu-
lst)r at the helm a bavk is always
in danger of going on the rocks. Its interests
wll suffer from neglect, and possibly its
funds from misappropriation, . With an eye
to present profits: rather than the perman-
ent good of their institutions,cert iin bankers
have evaded the law forbidding loans on
banks ttrcks, by forming companies t> act
as mediums, It is known that the said
companies are run in the interest of rings
While it\is stated the profits of the company
go to increase the profits .of the bank, in
reali'y the bank only charges tae company
alow rate (5 or 6 p. c.) and the company's
surp'us profits are divided among the bavk
officials who own its scock.
