Compose the board of those who can give
their time to the work, guarding against
anvthine < which can give it a sectarian
bus. | Provide it with a regular officer or
officers for visitation, for inspection,
for kéeping records, for giving information
abont characters and cases, for the sup-
pres-ion-of mendicity, for the prosecution of
imposture, and for all purposes for whicn
such officers are vequired. Its members
should be appointed by the Mayor
or by some responsible  authority,
not elected by popular  suffrage.
The present House of Industry is not large
enough to meet demands upon it. Mr.Smith
advised taking the institution out of town
rather than enlarging it on the present site.

The question whether churches are good
organs of charity was often mooted at the
conferences. That they are not seems to be
the general ovinion of those who look at the
question in the intel est  of charity alone.
Relief given under the impulse of relizious
sentiment is apt to be profuse. Religious
benevolence may say that if one soul outof 10
is saved, the waste of money on the other
nine matters little. But assuming that the
soul is saved, and does not only profess to be
saved, is it lawful and right to weaken
in the other nine the loyalty to labor
on which mnot only ‘their material well-
being, bht their moral health must de-
pend? Cases there are no doubt in which
special privacy and delicacy are required
and with which the eburch may most fitly
deal; but asa rule the opinion of the best
judges seems decidedly to be that churches
are not good organs of charity. It is diffi-
cuit to speak on this subject without some
danger of misconstruction, but he was sure
they would not think that he disparaged the
ministrations of the clergy in the spiritual
sphere. . £

Thousand Manipuris with a Force
of Ninety Men,

CALOUTTA, May 26.—Lieut. Grant, who
showed such skill and bravery in defeating
an intrenched position near Thobal, with 50
Sepoys and 40 Ghoorkas, against almost the
entire Manipuri army, has been decorated
with the Victoria Cross, and . has been pro-
moted to the rank of major.

viz., $810,882, the net total in favor of the separate
schools is $599,499.

DOCKING HORSES' TAILS,

To Be Consistent Mr. Kelso and His Re-
gulators Must Eat Ball Beef.

A. F. Campbell, V.., was in the Police
Court yesterday for docking a horse’s tail.
The case was remanded.

An indignant citizen, who likes to drive a
good horse, called on The World yesterday,
and said: ‘““Why are Mr. Reguator Kelsoand
his society interfering with the practice of
docking & horse’s tail?f We d ock a horse’s
tail as a matter of convenience, His tail
may be of use toswitch flies, but a long tail
is also a nuisance, and at times causes run-
aways. I mignt ask Mr. Keiso and s fel-
low-regulators why they refuse toeat ram
mutton and bull beef, and why they insist on
a class of meat being served up to thewm that
involves a much mors cryel operation than
tail-docking? The horse does not know
what is going to happen, a little
piece of his tail is off by _the
machine before you can say Jack
Robinson, and he never misses it or feels the
pain. He is a better borse and a more useful
horse, and as long as horse-owners think so
they will insist on docking them. For if
there is a market here for docked-tail horses
they’ll only be docked before they come here,
and certainly the regulators will never be
able to prevent people from driviug docked-
tail beasts. I am with the police in prevent-
ing the cruelty of overloading, the driving
of galled horses, the overloading of cattle
cars, the not feeding of stock in transit and
the like; but these are the very things they
do not interfere with,but seem to set after a
veterinary who docks a horse’s tail scientifi-
cally and pracsically causes no pain.

No hearse was big
enough to accommodate the coffin, and an
undertakers’ wagon carried the body to
Calvary Cemetery, followed by five carriages
of mourners,

A grave is ordinarily dug 24 inches wide.
Ground had been bought for two graves,
giving a width of 48 inches. Sixteen of the
cametery employes lowered the coffin into
the double grave.
