Roms, Aug. 95.—The constitation of
Gladstone Ministry in Engiand has caused
the relations between Kogland and the
Vatican to enter upon a new phase.

HOUSEBREAKERS ARRESTED.

Hamilton Detectives Recover a Lot of
Stolen Property.

HamirroN, Aug. 25.—The detectives
succeeded last evening in arresting two of
the parties who broke into Hon. More-
ton’s residence and recovered all the plun-
der.

ding and so forth taken from the Moreton
residence. ~ After the recovery of the stolen
roperty the prisoners practically admitted
their * guilt. It appears they went to the
Moreton house on Monday, and
breaking in selected all the stuff they
desired: to  take away and prepared.
it for removal. On Tuesday they went
arourd with a wheelbarrow and carted
it off. This statement conflicts with
the report of Caretaker Oblender, who says
he visited the house late on Tuesday night
and that everything was all right then.

Keyes is the husband of the notorious
Maggie Keyes, who was sent down to the
Mercer not lo:% ago for being mixed up
with a couple burglars who entered 2
house in the east end one Sunday morning
while the occupénts were at church,  The
Henderson woman has also been in trouble
before.

At the Police Court this moruing the
prisoners were brought up and remanded
until Wednesday, Aug. 31, as the detec-
tives are not ready to proceed.

Mr, Herbert, the British Charge at Wash-
ington, Defines Canadu's Position, But
Secretary Foster Discards Afgument in
the Insistence That Rebates Should Be
Abolished, Ty

W ASHINGTON, Aug. 25.—Additional cor-
respondence with _reference to tolls on
vessels passing through the St. Mary’s
Canal, between Secretary of State Foster
and Mr. Herbert, in charge of the British
legation, brings information from the latter
that the Canadian Government desire to
poinut out that the United States Govern-
ment may be unaware that the tolls for the
Welland and St. Lawrence ca are of a
temporary nature and that it is not intend-
ed to re-establish them in their present
form after the expiration of the season of
1892, -
Mr. Herbert goes on to say: *The Cana-
dian Government state that grave difficul-
ties present themselves to an alteration
of the tariff of tolls during the present
season. Contracts and ents have
been entered into in various parts of this
country and in Great Britain, based on the
continuance of this tariff during the whole
of the present season. The rights which
have been established under these contracts
and engagements cannot be interfered with
without great confusion and detriment and
apparent breach of faivh. They believe,
therefore, that the United States . Govern-
ment will recognize the importance of the
difficnlties which stand in the way of an
immediate repeal of the present tariff,
and that the assurance of its
termination st the end of the

resent season will be regarded as satis-
actory evidence of the desire of the Gov-
ernment of the Dominion to remove any
round which has a tendency to disturb the
riendly interchange of trade between the
two countries.”

Secretary Foster’s reply to Mr. Herbert
contains the following statements:

“The information which you new convey
to me is that ‘the features of the present
tariff, giving preferéntial treatment to
certain routes and ports and providing for
transhipment at Canadian ports only, will
not be readopted wufter this sea-
son,’ and you add, ‘this undertaking,
however, would not be binding on
the Canadian Government if the Presidens
of the United States should, in the mean-
while, proclaéim and enforce the imposition
of tolls in the Sauls Ste. Marie Canal as
authorized by the recent act of Congress.

«] am at a loss to understand why the
Canadian Government should attach such
& condition to its proposition. All that is
contemplated by the esident’s proclama-
tion is to establish in the American canal
named the same conditions as now exist
and have existed on the Canadian canals
for years past. Besides, I have already

iven you the assurance which I now repeat,
that the President’s proclamation will re-
main in force no longer than the discrimi-
nations complained of are maintained by
the Canadian Government.

The man
who struck Sweeney was  Arthur
%uinn of 175 Smith-street, one of the
rckel Plate switchmen who went out on
striké, As soon as Quinn was pulled away
from Sweeney he started on & run down
Main-street, and one man started after him.

GRIT LEADLERS AT WAR,

Attorney-General Longley Attacks Sir
QOliver Mowat, .

The World heard a rumor last evening
that in the forthcoming September number
of The Lake Magazine the Grit Attorney-
General of Nova Scotia, Hon. J. W. Long-
ley, would attack Sir Oliver Mowat, on the
ground of his action in the Elgin Myers
case.

Mr. J. Gordon Mowat, the editor of The
Lake Magazine, was interviewed, but refus-
ed to say more than that he had succeeded in
getting Mr. Longley to contribute an article
on the “Future of Canada,” Later on, how-
ever, by the merest accident, The World was
enabied to glean enough of the substance of
the article to show that this attack of
Attorney-General Longley’s will pro-
bably make an interesting  ques-
tion for the great Grit convention, if
it ever comes to pass. For when doctors
disagree so radically as do these two great
Liberals, what is to be done for their com-
mon cause of Gritism, indeed!

Mr. Longley writes with a legal entle-
man’s cautiousness. He does not declare
himself, but by reading between the lines it
can be easily seen that, though he way not
have gone all the way, Mr. Longley has
strong leafings toward annexation.

He says that the subject of the Future of
Canada is one that capnot be shirked. The
time for discussion has arrived, and what is
got wroug in a private citizen cannot be
wrong in a paid official. In ringing tones
be calls out for unharassed discussion of
publi¢ questions by every man, be he citizen
or official.

He says that he “knows no law, civil or
moral, to prevent Mr. Eigin Myers or any
other Canadian from advocating litical
union witl the United States, and t his
position as a sworn official has nothiug
to do with .the case.” While uot saying
the straight words, by relative phrases he
characterizes Sir Oliver Mowat’s action in
the Myers case as ‘‘gag-law,” and that his
act practically means that Sir Oliver is an
opponent of free speech. He furthermore
states that the premier of any provinee iu
Canada has a perfect right to hold annexa-
tion views even while hoiding office.

HIS SKEULL CRUSHED IN.

A Man Killed in an Explosion of a Tank
at Hamilton.

HamiuToN, Aug. 25.—Shortly before 8
o’clock last night a frightful accident oc-
curred at Freeman’s fertilizing works in
Wentworth-street. On the third story of
the building was a huge boiler or tank,
used for the purpose of reducing by steam
the remains of horses and other animals.
This tank was attended by the nightwatch-
man, Albert Babcock, whose duty was to
look after the building at night and attend
to the steam tank. Last night he allowed
too great a pressure of sieam to accumaulate,
and the result was disastrous to himself.
The big iron cover of thé tank was blown
off, aud was driven against the roof with
such force as to leave a jagged hole in it.
The cover fell back into the room.

The noise of the explosion was heard
many blocks away and soon attracted o
large crowd to the spot. Poor Babcock
was found in a corner of the room. -He
presented a terrible appearance. The top
of his skull was ‘crushed in and his brains
were exuding. An arm Wwas broken, his
face was black and bloody and he was ter-
ribly scalded by the steam. He was still
alive, however, ‘though unconscious, and
the city ambulance was hastily sent for.
Babeock was conveyed to the City Hospital,
where he died half an bour after his ar-
rival. It is supposed that at the time the
accident oeccurred he was standing ina
stooping position over the tank, and that
the edge of the cover struck him in the fore-
head as it flew up, crushing in his skull
and hurling him ioto the corner where he
was found. There were safety valves ‘and
a sveam gauge attached to the tank and the
inference is that the poor fellow’s death
was the result of his own carelessness.

Babcock was 26 years of age. He came
to Hamilton from. England 18 months ago
and had for 10 months been in the employ
of Mr. Freeman. . A year'ago he was mar-
ried and he became a father a few weeks
ago. He lived at 185 Simcoe-street.

HAMBURG, Aug. 25, —Considerable excite-
ment has been caused among the military
suthorities by the appearance of cholera
among the troops. Three cases of the
disease and one death have oceurred in a
regiment that was temporarily quartered
here. Topreveut, if possible, the spread
of the disease among the soldiers she regi-
ment has been ordered to leave Hamburg
immediately. They will proceed to some
point in ‘the imterior, where aTclose
watch for the appearance of the iilmgd
will be kept on them. The weather cont
tinues intensely Hot, and the sun unforta-
nately is favorsble to the growth of “the
cholera germs. So many warnings have
been given of the danger lurking in water
that thousands of peoplé ' have abandoned
its use as a beverage, quenching their thirst
with beer and light wines. Lime juice and
lemons are also in demand. Yesterday
there were 82 new cases of the disease re-
ported and the deaths amonnted to 31. The
steamship service between Hamburg and
the Island of Heligoland has been suspended
in quence of the cholera here.

HamBUure, Aug. 25.—The newspapers
here attack the authorities for persistently.
denying the presence in Hamburg of
Asiatic cholera until the violence of the
outbreak made concealment no longer pos-
sible. They claim if the authorities had
admitted at the start that the disease was
true cholera sanitary measures might have
been enforced that would have pgg\vented
the spread of the disease. g

During the repeal movement Father Davys
was one of the most familiar faces on the
repeal platforms of County Longford. Not
content with the platform, it is said that be
never preached a sermon without some poli-

tical reference in it, and so persistent did
this habit become that the Government stop-
ped sending the Catholic soldiers to 12 o'clock
mass, and{sent tead to 10 o'¢lock,
lest their loyalty to ‘the crown should be
corrupted by listening to the patriotic elo-
quence of Father Davys.

One of the most interesting stories about
bim relates to his travels in America. In
conipany with another iest he came here
to colleet funds for the cathedral. They
failed at Boston, His companion went south;
Father Davys came north, In the course of
his travels he visited Montreal.

A Priest at an Orange Lodge,
During his stay in that city he met with

To. all he had a ready amswer, and finally
appealed to all the Irishmen to nelp him, al-
though the majority were Ulster Protest-
ants.
Sing Us an Irish Song.

Oné of the members tald the father that
he would give him a subscription if, he
would sing for them a song about Ireland,
which proposition was loudly applauded by
all present. The priest said he had no ob-
jection, and asked if .there would be suy
musical accompaniment, A piano standing
in a corner of the room was pointed out to
nim, and at'this he took his seat.
If there- was anything Father Davys ex-
celled in it was music. In a soft aud clear
voice he began the plaintive air of Camp-
beil's *The Exile of Erin.”

1t was in vain those who were merry tried
to laugh; gradually a solemn stillness per-
vaded the whole assemblage, and as the song
proceeded, Mr. Farrell avouches, bhandker-
chiefs were brought into requisition until
by the time Father Davys bad concluded
no dry eye was seen in the aundience,

Protestants and Orangemen have often
been taunted with theirreligious intolerance,
but here was an instance where men in a dis-
tant land had their souls stirred to the depths
by a simple’Irish " ballad, recalling to many
of therc the huppy days of ehildhood when
they" had wandered by the F! or Bann.

Father Davys’ simple, argless appeal to
their Irish sympathies went hom® to their
very hearts, and in a pecuniary sense was
the very bestone he made while in Canada
on behalf of Longford Cathedral,

Such is the influence of music:

The muse, by fate's eternal plan, designed
o light, exalt, and humanize the mind;

To bid kind pity melt, just anger glow;

To kindle joy, or prompt the sighs of woe;

‘Po shake with horror, rack with tender smart,
And touch the finest strings that rend the heart.
He Came to Toronto,

Father Davys visited Toronto and obtained
some substantial aid towards the building
fund of the cathedral dedicated to St. Mel.
So, in addition to Hon, Edward Blake's re-
presentation of South Longford, here is
anuther link binding the Queen City of the
West to the ancient capital of Annaly in
mid-Ireland,

1 have spoken to several priests in Toronto
since my return who know this glorious
cathedral with its eight massive Corinthian
columns supporting its facade.

There are several priests in Canada who |

are familiar with tbhe adjoining St. Mel’s
College, an institution which,during the past
quarter of a century, has sent forth alumni
who have distinguished themselves in church
and state and the learned professions,

But to return to Father Davys. He died
of heart disease in Boston in 1846 after a
three years' collecting tour, and the light of
a noble, generous, patriotic. soul was
guenched, His memory, however, I found
was still green in the hearts of the Long-
ford people.

Another Story of a Longford Man,

Rev. D. O'Beirne was Protestant rector of
Longford at the same time that bis brother
was Catholic parish priest there, The rector
afterwards became Protestant Bishop of
Meath, and beéreby hungs a tale which is ot
interest to Canadians. It is this:

The history of the Bishop in early life was
that traveling ou foot through Wales he
stayed ut a roadside inn. Having ordered
his dinner he went into the sitting-room
when two gentlemen came in um‘r asked
what they could have for dinner. .-The
woman said she could give them nothing, as
the only piece of Welsh mutton she had
was roasting for an Irisbman. They said
they would take it and Paddy migbt go
hang; whereupon O'Beirne walked in and
asked who was banging Paddy; told them
that they cauld not take his dinuer by force
from hjm, but if they would" takel it by in-
vitation they were welcome,

He, Too, Came to Cavada.
The invitation being accepted they began

to converse in French, when O'Beitne
wld them he was familiar =~ with
it, too, This led to confidendes,
the result beimg that on his way to Paris
O’Beirne passed through London, where he
called st a house on & card given to him by
one of the gentlemen. There be learned that
he had become acquainted with the Duke, of
Portland, who subsequently introduced him
to Lord ﬁowa, with whom he came to Can-~

& 4

Here he became a Church of England min-
ister, and on his return, through the in-
fluence of the Duke of Portland, then Lor
Lieutenant of Ircland, he became first rector
of Templemichael (Longford) and afterwards
Bishon of Meath, i which last office be died

e Bishop married the niece of the Earl
of Moray. He was very genial and popular,
and besides bis episcopal duties ‘he wrote -
comedy, entitied **The Generous Impostor,
which was performed in Longford.

To the unco this was @sgreat a sur-
prise as that Hon, Edward Blake, a Pro-
testant, should be the nominee of the Roman
Catholic Bishop of Ardagh.

Strands From Canada to Longford.

During Mr. O'Beirne’s stay in Longford as
rector he was on the best of terms with his
brother the priest. It was profanely said av
the time that if the people were not properly
shepherded it was the fault of the Brothers
O'Beirne, for each labored hard to house
them in the rival folds. After Denis’ re-
moval to Meath he was neighbor and inti-
mate  friend of Dr. Plunket, | the
Catholic bishop. From all which it appears
that it is not true that Catholics and Protest-
ants are and always have been at daggers
drawn in Ireland.

Now, here is a three-fold cord connecting
Caoada with Longford: First strand—Hon.
Edward Blake and Most Rev. Bartholomew
Woodlook; second strand—Father Davys
aod the money collected in Toronto and
Montr for ngford Cathedral; third
strand—Bishop O'Beirue and his conversion
to Protestautism while in Canada.

Now, the wise man says, ‘a three-fold cord
is not quickly broken.” Btill, time alone is
the solver of many problems, not excluding
Mr. Blake's championship of Irish Home
Rule, the result of the accession of the Glad-
stonians to power and the fusion of the two
internecine Irish parties into one _homogene-
ous whole.

The World Interviews the Comtractors
and Architect—Statement of Their Re-
spective Views—What the Mayor said
—A Very Pretty Quarrel as It stands—

¢« How Will It Ead?

Building operations are still practically at
a standstill around ~the new court ‘house.
Architect Lennox and Contractor Nealon
continue at daggers drawn.  The citizens in
the'meantime are getting restive, and many
of them arp regretting that they ever voted
the authority for the work to be done. The
civic authorities are catching the fever, and
there is little wonder matters sre approach-
ing a crisis,

Yestorday one of The World’s young men

interviewed the different parties concerned,
and subjoined are their views.
What Architect Lennox Says.

Architect E. J. Lennox demurred about
making a statement, but eventually he said:

In my original specifications® and plans we
prepared for Credit Valley #tone’ with Ohio
cut stone dressing. Then it was thought
well to embody Canadian stone, and when
estimates were asked for the contractors
were asked to make the desired substitute,
80 thav it might be said that the building was
erected with Canadian material, They ac-
cordingly substituted New Brunswick brown
stone for Ohio, at the same time showing o
sample of the stone they pruposed to use.
The specifications were accordingly changed
to suit, The clause o the specifications thus
changed read:

All stone th frrespective of
kind is adopt ‘li:o;'tggm' hi muast be select-
od with regard to its durability, strength,-
weight, appearance, working and mineral qunl‘
tles.

“That gives you the quality of stone, you
ses, Tho contention lics here: Stone up to
the sample My. Neelon sent in would be ac-
ceptable; and, in fact, 1 would be willing
to give and take, even from this sample.
But the quality of stone which the contrac-
tors have been furnishing is not within 80
per cent. as good a quality as the sample,
Indeed some of it is mere rubbish, p

“What toe contractor has contended all
along is that no better stone could be fur-
nished than what be had farnished previous
to this year, But since that trouble has
arisen the contractor has sent to the quarries
more experienced men, and the consequence
is that this year we got a very superior
quality of stone to what we had previously,
and if the quality we are now getting bad
been furnished from the first there would
not have been very much diffi-
culty. But the contractor seems to
take the stand that as he has got in this bad
quality of stone he should be allowed to put
it in the building without any selection
whatever, It would be impossible to bave
this stone used, assome of it now has de-
teriorated so much with the one winter that
it would be only a year or two until it would
crumble away, Now we have proof
that better quality of stone is in"the quarry
(than we have been reciving, and = what
we ask is that a Dbetter quality
be supplied, and one. generally speaking in
keeping with the sample that tractor

with,
Where the City Stands.

“Now the city is just in this position: It
has got to stand by the specifications and the
contraet, If. it doesn’t and allows
any vafiation to crawl in it will
simply be led into the mercy of
the contractors. I also comtend that even if
the stone in the quarry could not be got in
accordance with the ssmple—we don’t hold
that the contractor must actually supply
that stone—but what we say is that the con-
tractor must supply stone as good as provided
for in his contrgct»withonn extra costs to the

ty.

“Even the countractor himseilf, in making
his arrangements with his quarrymau, has
bound him to m;g:cl‘{ stone in accordance with
plans and specifications and samples sub-
mitted. And, even though he has bound the
quarryman tightly in tbis way, he has
allowed bim to pass upon him stone of such
bad quality that it is unfit for any class of
building whatever. Some is no better thar
hardened sand, and now Mr. Neelon expects
the architect to turn round and pay him for
the mistake he has made,

“T'he contractor disputes that there was
a sample, but there was a sample, Now, it
doés not matter how the sample came to the
architect’s office, but suffice it to say that
when the contract was accepted this sample
was brought forward by the contractor and
acknowledged by him to be the quality of
stone he was prepared to use on the building.
As soon as the contracts were signed in
the architect’s office the sample stone
was broken in two and one balf was
taken away by the City BSolicitor and de-
ited in the vault of the City Treasurer,
while the other half was retained by the
architect as a guarantee that should the
question be raised the two samples could be
vrought and fitted together and thereby de-
termine that it was the original sample
stone. Then also I had the original plans
signed by the contractors deposited in the
c“g’ vauits as a still furtber guarantee and
safety that nothing could open the original
drawings,

in the Vaults of the City,

“Now neither sample of stone nor,the plans
have been removed out of the vaults of the
city since they were placed thers some three
years ago. 8o there was no chance of dis-
pute gn that point. 4

“A  difficulty of this kind has
to go through a legal form. ‘hig
takes time, for every step is taken
under legal advice, and in the
meantime matters stand in abeyance. The

ot

d | question arises why the architect has not

taken possession of the work., Well, here it
is. The contract stipulates that the archi-
tect mus®give ten days’ notice to the coun-
tractors before cancelling their work, I
gave notice that if the work was not pushed
on and the J)roper number of men put
on I woul take possession of the
work. In the meantime vhe contractor re-
mained obstinate and applied to the court
for an inter-injunction to prevent my doing
8o, In the meautime the case pro and con
was being prepared by tLe solicitors, when
the contractors® solicitors came forward and
offared terms of settlement and I met them
aud a settlement was the result, On ac-
count of this settlement the injunction was
removed, The trouble arises pow from the
fact that the contractor will not carry ous
his last agreement, so it will probably
necessitate my taking some definite action
again.” -
What the Contractor Said.

Capt. Sylvester Neelon, the contractor for
the work, was found last night seated in a
chair in front of the Palmer House quietly
enjoying the evening breezes; *‘Itis a per-
fect bumbug,” he guickly replied to The
World’s query. *‘"l'is true the New Bruns-
wick stone bas defects and would discolor
the stoue placed below of a lighter color, but
the fault is not ours. It is the fault
of the architect in choosing. ic, and
there is not a condemned stons on
that place but that ‘we can get
from it as large as the sample Mr, Lennox
talks about and equal in quality. * The archi-
tect, first by corresponding and interviews,
secured a samples—first 4 small sample, and
seconaly a large one—from the quarrymen
before he wrbte the specifications or asked
for tenders, We have aflidavits to prove
that the architects secured these samples
and made a contract for using this
stone, the delivery of which be-
gan in July of - 1800, and coutinu-
ed without objection until the fail of
1891, by which time between forty and fifty
thousand cubic feet was approved of, passed
and paid on by the architect without an
notice to the contractors of the archiwctz
dissatisfaction, And even as late as this
spring the president of the Quarry Com-
pany states he was advised by Architect
Jennox to rush as much of the stone
in as possible this' summer. During the

“When the poles for the electric railway
were being set the_residents of a prominent
avenue asked for iron ‘Eolu in place of the
wooden poles which h just been set, and
the street railway went to the cxpense of re-
moving the wooden and substituting iron.
After the iron had been set they were found
to be so unn!xhba as well as dangerous from

of e trolley curreat that
the citizens  of the avenue petitioned
the company to remove em and
replace the wooden ones first set. This was
done, and no further objections have ever
been raised to wooden poles, which, to my
mind, are greatly preferable to iron on the
score of looks alone, to say nothiug of con-
siderations of safety, which certainly should
fiot be ignored. The ootagonal poles are
more symmetrical than iron, and when they
are properly set, back of the kerb, and in
line with trees, can goarooly be distinguished
from trees, hitching posts, ete.
