The Egyptians embalmed their dead
for the purpose of preserving the
bodies for the day of resurrection,
placed 3,000 years ahead; hence the
most terrible calamities were to be
visited upon the heads of any irrever-
ent enough to interfere in any man-
ner with the program. The case is
cited by the lid of a sarcophagus, now
in the British Museum, which has
engraved on it the effigy of a priestess
of Amen-Ra. ‘This was discovered in
1889 and trouble began at once.

The five men who found the cover
died all within a short time.of each
other; the men who transported it
from its place of discovery were like-
wise unfortunate in various ways,
while the servant who took the object
to the museum, the photographer who
was called in to take & picture of it,
and the archaeologist who translated
the inscription were one by one over-
taken by a series of disasters.

The late S8hah of Persia possessed
a dagger which, according to tradi-
tion, would make invincible whoever
concealed it about his clothing, but
if once used the person using it would
die by it. It is said that this dagger
is one of the oldest in the Orient and
has been ‘‘used” but five times in
history—always justifying the pro-
phecy that it would likewise cause
the death of the user.

In 1906 a business man in St.
Petersburg acquired at an auction
sale a collar for which he paid $10,-
000. It had been made 120 years
earlier by a Parisian jeweler at the
order of the unfortunate Louis XVI.
Every member of the royal family
who had worn this collar perished in
the French Revolution and the man
who first purchased it fled to Brussels
and sold it in that city to get money
for his sojourn in exile. Subsequently
it changed ownership frequently, al-
ways bringing misfortune to its
POSSessor.

Finally it was sold to a Russian

prince for $20,000 and he gave it to
the dancer Tzukki. The dancer lost
her hea'th and was compelled to part
with it and it passed into the col-
lection of Linievitch. This man died
suddenly at Monte Carlo and his
heir lost the collar and everything
else he possessed in play. The man
who then purchased the collar (in
1906) lived in the greatest harmony
with his wife and family, but almost
at once developed acute mania and
ended by killing his wife.

I might add that the Form III. readers
already mentioned are very interesting
books and form a splendid introduction
to the more detailed study of history,
geography, and hygiene in Form IV.
The increase in valtie of equipment in
five years is $4500.

MISCELLANEOUS.

Under this heading I wish simply te
discuss briefly the caretaker’s work.
This is to be taken into consideration in
grading the classroom. Until a few
years ago the teachers performed the
duties of caretaker as well as their pro-
fessional duties. At present it is difficult
in some cases, toget a person who can
be relied upon to do the work of care-
taker as it should be done. I attach a
great deal of importance to having clean,
bright and attractive schoolrooms.
Children are very susceptible to the
influence of their surroundings. The
ideals they will carry with them through
life are formed in the schoolroom. I
have therefore persistently urged upon
trustees, teachers and pupils the desira-
bility and absolute necessity of having
the schoolroom kept clean and sanitary.
In one instance I refused to grade a
classroom because of lack of cleanliness,
while in a few other instances I' lowered
the grading for similar reasons. I am
pleased, however, to note a very marked
improvement in the neatness, cleanliness
and attractiveness of the majority of
schoolrooms in my inspectorate.

TEACHERS

Comfortable, attractive and well
equipped schools may be provided ; but
unless good teachers are placed in
charge, the results will be dissapointing.
Some one has calculated that the efficien-
cy of schoolwork depends upon physical
equipment to the extent of only ten ver
cent. and upon the personality of the
teacher for the other ninety per cent.
The motto I have endeavored to keep be-
fore trustees is this : ‘‘Seek first good
teachers and then all other things shall
be added unto you.”” I find that wher-
ever an enthusiastic, cultured, forceful
teacher is in charge it is very easy to se-
cure all necessary improvements in ac-
commodations and equipment.
Owing to a shortage of teachers in the
province, it has been somewhat difficult,
in the last few years to secure legally

ﬁewmbgﬁ County 4cted
wisely in advancing salaries, and thereby
have been able to secure for nearly all of
the schools competent aad qualified
teachers. In mi Il;lmbton there wege
only some six or eight tem certifi-
cate_ys asked for during lge year 1911,
whereas in several inspectorates . where
salaries are lower, a much larger number
of temporary certificates had to be grant-
ed. According to the latest report of the
Minister of Education the advance in sal-
aries of rural school teachers in 1911, in
the County of Lambton, exceeded that of
any other county in the province, As a
result we have in Lambton County a staff
of teachers equalled by few counties and
excelled by none.  The school life of the
average child consists of about seven
years, and it is very important  to the in-
dividual, the community and the state
that none of these years shall be unprofi-
table. The trustees are therefore right
in concluding that it is far more profitable
to pay a liberal salary and get good re-
turns, than to pay a smaller salary and
incur the risk of subjecting the pupils to
the enormous loss that any . school in
charge of a weak or incompetent teacher,
must sustain through misjudged and mis-
directed teaching.

During the last half of year 1911, in
East Lambton, 9 teachers held first-class
certificates, 95 second-class, 18 third-
class, 2 temporary.

PUPILS’ PROGRESS AND PROFICIENCY

During my visits to the various schools
I was pleased to note a marked improve-
ment in writing, history and geography.
The writing of the high school entrance
candidates at the 1911 examination was
the best I have seen in fifteen years. 1In
arithmetic more attention is being paid
to accuracy and neatness. . Reading in
Third and Fourth Classes is as a rule
poor. This is largely due to the fact that
many of the teachers are not good read-
ers, and therefore cannot enthuse the
pupils to become proficient in that sub-
Ject, The number of pupils successful at
the annual midsummer promotion exam-
ination indicates satisfaction in practical-
ly all of the schools.

ATTENDANCE AND CLASSIFICATION

4300 pupils were enrolled during the
year, a decrease of 84as compated with
1910, and a decrease of 851 as compared
with 1905. The percentage ofs daily at-
tendance was 65, the same as for 1910. I
still find a few cases of parents and guar-
dians violating the compulsory clause of
the school act by failing to send children
between the ages of 8 and fourteen regul-
arly to school. I am doingall I can with
the co-operation ot trustees and teachers
to prevent as far as possible any viola-
tion of this kind.

The classification of the pupils for the
vear was as follows : Primer, 951 ; First
Book, 637 ; Second Book, 710 ; Third
Book, 1036 ; Fourth Book, 882 ; 'Beyond
Fourth Book, 84. This classification

qualified teachers for all schools, Lamb-

The Education Department have now
arranged for a Junior and Semior Fifth
Class examination along the same lines
as we have been conducting the County
Fifth Class examination for the last two
or three years.

In conclusion I may say that T visited
every one of the 124 schools and de-
partments in my Inspectorate twice in
the year and in a few cases made sup-
plementary visits as well. In fact I
exceeded the number and length of
visits required by Regulations. Inspec-
tors are required to spend 120 days in
visiting schools, whereas my visits
aggregate 122 days,

Obituary

The late William Smith. of Warwick, whose
death occured January 3rd, xglg. and whose par-
ents emigrated from Dumphrieshire, Scotland,
in the year 1832, and settled on Long Island, N.
L.(.)was born there April 14th, 1833, and when a

y of nine years came to Canada with his par-
ents who seftled on lot 14, in the 4th concession
of Warwick, in 1842, where he resided with the
exception of five years when he resided in De-
troit, Mich, Mr, Smith was the eldest of a fam-
ily of three, Mrs Harrower, of Strathclzeir, Man-
jtoba, who survives him, and the late Mrs, Rae,
of Thedford. “When living in Detroit, he was
united in marriage by Rev. Dr, Milllgnn, now of
‘Toronto, Ont,, to Mary E. Sayles of that city,
who predeceased Mr, Smith on December 24th,
1884 There was born of this union, two sons
William A, on the homestead, and Allan K, of
Imperial, Sask ; Mrs, W.]J. Howden, of War-
wick, Mrs, Geo Gardiner, of Bangor, Pa,, Mrs,
George Vance, Springfield, Ohio, Mrs. George
Meikle, Kelowna, B, C., and Mrs, Robert Hume
of Arkona, As will be seen, Mr, Smith was of
the early pioneers of Warwick, and while with
the family, were hewing out the home in the
primeval forest, for Warwick at that time was a
dense wilderness, encountered all the hardships
and privations incidental to pioneer life, which
he travely overcame as worthily befits one of a
race that is fast passing, Being of a social dis-
position 1t was a pleasure to hear him relate the
many incidents of interest that had come under
his own observation during his long and event-
frrl residence in the land of his adoption, his
fireside was cheery and his hospitality was ex-
tended to friend and stranger alike, and neither
ever found the latch string pulled in. . He was
a close student of current events and took a deep
interest in the moral and social conditious of the
community in which he lived, Being a great
reader he possessed a fund of useful information
excelled by few, and was accepted as authority
on all matters relating to the early history of
this county. It was his wish, expressed many
times to the writer of this sketch, that some one
should write the history of the early days in
Warwick, and when told that none were better
able to do it than himself, would reply that such
a work would be beyond his ability, Mr, Smith
could recollect when trere was not a mile of
railway on this continent, and the fastest means
of travel on land was the mail coach making its
ten miles an hour. Thousands of inventions
from the lightning express, the ocean grey-
hound, and the wireless (clegraghy, down to the
self binder, the telephone, the bicycle, and the
automobile, haye come into existence during his
lifetime. He could claim the distinction of hav-
ing lived under four reigning crowned heads,
viz,: George III, Queen Victora,” King Edwat
VI1I, and the present King George, the Sovereign
of the Empire, In politics he was a lifelong
L.beral, and while never nspirinlg to office it
was his pleasure to be intimately acquainted
with many of the leaders on all shades of polit-
ical opinion, the late Hon, Alexander MacKenzie
being a warm personal friend. In religion he
was a Presbyterian, having along with his wor-
thy partner, the late Mrs, Smith, united with
that body when living in Detroit, under the pas-
torate of the Rev. Dr. Milligan, and when he
returned to Canada, affiliated with the Watford
church, of which he remained a consistent sup-
porter until his death, and was always found in
his place at all the services of the church, and
while he was loyal to his own church, he was nct
insensible to his duty towards his brotherman in
other denominations, It was lus privilege to en-
joy the friendship of that pioneer Methodist,
Uncle Joe Little, of whom he never wearied of
speaking in terms of highest admiration of that
grand old worthy whose name is cherished in
every household” where known, The funeral
which took place to the Watford c.metery, was
largely attended by friends and neighbors, the
services being conducted by Rev. J, C Forster,
pastor of thechurch, assisted by Rev. R. Steven-
son of the Cengregational Church, The pall
bearers were five cousins and son-in-law respect-
ively, William H,, John W. and Peter Kingston,
william McLean, Davis Hamilton, and Robert
Hume, The following lines express his last
wish :
Safely, safely gathered in,
