The velocity of the
bullets is 325 yardsa second, and the gun
is guaranteed for 25,000 rounds The
exhibition was a very interesting and in-
structive affair and Mr. Cook’s kindness
in giying the demonstration much ap-
preciated by all who witnessed it.

To a certain extent this is true of
the mania for buying on the part of
many people, especially in the rural
centres, at far-away establishments.
By persistent advertising these estab-
lishments have worked up a mighty
business, and in their dealings they
are faithful with their customers.
But in a great mary cases people
stock up a lot of unnecessary things,
and keep them because there is no
way of disposing of them, but to' use
them or wear them. In the cities
they tell us the disposition to trade
at the big departmental mail order
places is passing, and the trade. is
being spread over. The editor of The
Orillia Packet in the following des-
cribes a condition now in Toronto as
follows :

Noting the increase of prosperous-
looking, well stocked shops and stores
in many parts of Toronto, a week or
two ago, the writer remarked to a
city friend that evidently the depart-
mental houses were not having things
altogether their own way. The an-
swer was the assurance that citv
people, in a general way, are less and
less doing their buying at these large
establishments. A number of rea-
sons are given. Intimate acquaint-
ance has at last convinced buyers, ab
close quarters, that taken all round,
the ayerage prices in the department-
al stores are not lower than in the
smaller shops. The personal relation-
ship between buyer and seller
becomes more intimate in the
smaller shopsand that is a binding
quality. With years, the objection to
going.about the city carrying Eatons
or Simptons label has become empha-
sized. . Thousands of garments, all
cf a kind, mark the wearers, among
knowing people, not merely as be-
longing to the ready-to-wear - class,
but even to a cheap species of that
genus. Again, Toronto folks have
had it forced upon them, that™ it is
highly undesirable to centre trade in
two or three immense establishments,
to the depreciation of the value of
property eligible for business purposes
in all patts of the city.

What Underaraining Does

In many cases crops have been doubled
on land which was tillable before, while
the reclaimation of swamp land and pro-
duction thereon of a splendid crop is
extremely common.

Drainage opens up all the soil by re-
moving the surplus water and allowing
the air to enter the spaces previously fil-
led with water. It is through this free
entrance of air and consequence aeration
of the entire soil above the drains that the
other beneficial effects noted are brought
about. It makes the soil more friable
and less likely to cake. It assists the
necessary chemical action in the soil, It
promotes the growth of bacteria which is
necessary in order that soil materials may
be changed into plant food. Air is essen-
tial to rugged root growth development.

roots must. cling near the surface to
breathe, thet; in titnes of dry weather the
water level goes so far below them that
capillary attraction will not raise water
for their use.

On the otker hand, if the upper soil
contains free air, the roots strike deep into
the soil and the change in water level in
dry times does not affect them,

Drained soil when workable has far
more water in it than undrained soil
when in the same workable condition.
Well drained soils are more open and less
compact and therefore hold more*water
in suspension than undrained soils. They
have greater lifting powers because they
are more porous, therefore long after the
crops in undrained soils have ‘perished,
those small capillary tubes in the porus
soil supply water to their plants. Water
is the hardest known substance to heat,
and since during most of the time it is
too wet the undrammed soil has more
water in it than the drained, it follows
that it must be colder.

Evaporation of heut is checked in|
