In that case if our 
neighbors kill off all the seals on the breed­
ing grounds, seal skins are likely to become 
scarce and consequently as valuable as some 
old postage stamps.

WALLACE HOPPER,—The debate on the remedial bill dealing 
with the school problem, is now set down to 
begin on Thursday next, to be continued 
from day to day, except Mondays, until a 
vote can be taken on the second reading. 
It is now generally believed that the life­
time of the present parliament will end on 
April 25tb. So there is now but about seven 
weeks left in which to dispose of this ques 
tion and transact such other business as may 
be necessary for carrying on the government 
of the country until the new parliament can 
be summoned. It is, therefore, clearly with­
in the power of those members who oppose 
the remedial bill to prevent a vote being 
taken this session, if they wish to do so. 
They have only to talk against time and 
obstruct business for these seven weeks, 
which could very easily be done by any con­
siderable number of members, and the thing 
is done. Such a course, however, would 
call down upon the head of the obstruction­
ists the vengeance of those who are deeply 
anxious to see the bill pass, and there are 
not a great many members so situated as to 
care to take the responsibility of doing this.

During the past week rumors of a com­
promise on this question have been very 
prevalent, but at present writing nothing 
definite has been announced in regard to it. 
Sir Donald Smith has spent several days in 
Winnipeg lately using his utmost endeavors 
to effect some settlement which would render 
it unnecessary to proceed further with the 
remedial bill He is certainly the one man 
in the dominion best calculated to accomplish 
this object, as he was one of the principal 
actors in the events which brought Manitoba 
into the union, and he knows better than 
any other living man just what pledges were 
made at the time and what obligations were 
undertaken by the Canadian government of 
that day.

An amioable settlement is very greatly to 
be desired. Every patriotic citizen must 
regard with a great deal of apprehension the 
prospect of seeing all the orange and ultra- 
protestant elements of our people ranged on 
one side of this question, and a solid Roman 
Catholic phalanx on the other.

-4»—If Dr. Nansen, the daring Norwegian 
explorer, really has succeeded in reaching 
the North Pole, ae is reported, the result 
will be hailed with a great deal of satisfac­
tion, if for no other reason than because it 
will probably pat an end to those expensive 
and disastrous expeditions which men have 
been sending into the Arctic regions during 
the last few centuries. Some of the bravest 
men that ever lived have perished in the at­
tempt to reach this ignis fatuus. W bat bene­
fit the actual discovery of this point will 
prove to mankind, or what it will add to 
our stock of scientific knowledge is difficult 
to see. There are yet many fields of research 
into which man's inventive genius may be 
turned with results likely to add greatly to 
our Convenience and happiness. Within the 
last half century many and wonderful dis­
coveries and inventions have been made in 
this direction, by which the forces of nature 
have been made to do duty as the useful ser­
vants of man. But during this same period 
all the money and all the valuable lives spent 
in the attempt to reach the pole have simply 
been wasted. That is all that can be said of

Dr. Nansen left Hammerfest, Norway, in 
the summer of 1893 in a ship called the From. 
She was very strongly built of oak, 125 feet 
keel, 36 feet beam, and 17 feet depth from 
deck to keel, with triple expansion engines 
of 160 horse power, and carried provisions 
sufficient for five year». His plan was to 
steam east to the vicinity of the New Siberian 
Islands, then turn and run north as far as he 
could penetrate into the ice, and drift with 
the mass of ice across the pole, varions ex­
periences and theories leading him to believe 
thar certain currents would carry the entire 
mass of floating ice across that point. He has 
now >een gone nearly three years. Recently 
reports have been received from two points 
on the Siberian coast announcing his return, 
having accomplished the object of his voyage.

BARGAINSWater Power for Bridgetown.

1We understand that a company is being 
formed here to

electric plant in Bridgetown for street and 
domestic lighting, heat and power purposes. 
The power will be obtained from the Anna- 

lis River. A dam len feet high,—which 
will not interfere with the drainage of the 
marshes,—will be built, which will fill with 
the tides twice each day. There will be no 
shortage of water. Storage batteries will 
be used for storing power. This power will 
do away with steam engines, as they can 
supply cheaper power. The plan is to ask 
the town to guarantee the company bonds 
to the amount of say seven thousand dollars. 
As an inducement to the town the company 
will undertake to supply 40 street lamps of 
16 c. p., at say $4.00 each per year, and 
gives the town a lien on plant as security. 
A gentleman from Cape Breton, an engineer, 
is interested in the enterprise. The pond 
will be about three miles long. Thecompany, 
among other things, will build a pulp mill.

Crusade of College ^Authorities Against To-

But the physical effects are not the only 
bad results of tobacco using. It harms the 
intellectual faculties also. According to 
Prof. Fisk, of the Northwestern University, 
when a college class at Yale had been divid­
ed into four sections according to scholar­
ship it was discovered that the highest sec- 
tion was composed almost entirely of non- 
smokers and the lowest section almost en­
tirely of smokers. Such demonstrations of 
the mental and physical results of the use of 
tobacco by college undergraduates, says the 
Philadelphia Preen, justify the effort being 
made by some college authorities to check 
its use. But startling as the results of the 
investigation among young men at college 
are, it is probable that an investigation as to 
the effects of smoking on the healt h of young 
school lads would be much more startling. 
The newspapers record now and then the 
death or insanity of some boy from the use 
of cigarettes. But no account is taken of 
the stunting of the minds and bodies of the 
great mass of young lads from the same 
cause.

There are plenty of laws on the statute 
books intended to check the use of cigarettes 
among the young, but in the main they are 
inoperative. And yet it is at this period that 
the reform must begin. It would probably 
be found that in the great majority of cases 
the student who smokes acquired the habit 
before he entered the college. It is rarely 
formed later. If parents and public school 
authorities would do their duty the most 
effectual check could be put on the use of 
tobacco. The crusade of college authorities 
will doubtless give good results, but it is late. 
To be effectual the battle against the harm­
ful effects of tobacco must be begun while a 
lad is still at home and under the direct in­
fluence of his parents.

—The first thing to do when one’s clothing 
catches fire is to smother the flames with a 
blanket, a coat, or any thing made of wool. 
If a person is severely burned the clothing 
should be removed by cutting, great care 
being used not to tear off the skin.
