There is little
hope of the average farmer or farm
laborer in England rising to a place
of independence.

Assisted by Mr. H. G. Payne, the
terl;itor_v between Bear River on the
east and as far west as any infesta-
tior could be found was closely in-
spected. As a result of this inspec-
tion Mr. Kelsall reports finding apple
maggot generally distributed in the
district from Bear River to about
three miles west, of Digby on th:
main Yarmouth road. The centre of
the infestation is around. Acaciaville
where several badly infested orchards
were found. Unfortunately, the mag-
got has been discovered quite abun-
dantly im wild apple as well. The
pest was found most rprevalemt in
Bough Sweets, Gravensteins apd As-
trachans as well as the softer kiids
of wild apples. A small infestation
was found ahout a mile east of the
Bear River Bridge but none for sev-

In order that
the distribution of this pest be re-
stricted as muech as possible I am
placing Mr. Kelsall in the infested
district to give all necessary help and
warn fruit growers of the n:cessity
of active control measures. All
dropped fruit should be gathered
every four or five days and fed or
burned, not . buried. Fruit growers
should also closely inspect all wild
apple trees and see that any infested
fruit is destroyed. When in doubt
write the department here, and every
effort will be made to aid in the wor.y
If the fruit growers in the tafested
district will see to it that all wind
falls are destroyéd by cocoXing or
feeding within a few days after they
have fallea it will mean a great re-
duction in the pest for the coming
year. Next year all these orchards as
well as wild apple trees should be
carefully sprayed with lead arsenate
just after the blessoms fall and then
nbout two weeks later. These are the
two regular codling moth sprays aad
in large commercial orchards in badly
infested districts have proven success-
ful in controlling this pest. However,
full directions will be issued in the
spring dealing with the nece:=sary
control measures.

most interesting figure gne
could have seen in London during the
latter half of the eighteenth century
was that of Oliver Goldsmith, = poet,
novelist, dramatist, whose warm
Irish heart made him hosts of friends
while living, and whose genial tem-
per and unmistakable genius have
won ‘him the admxration of the world
: since.

“0f the Loundom of those days little
remains intact, but there are a few
sites that might still be recognisable
to the ‘‘Literary Clud’’ if any of
tham could return. Let us take a
walk down Fleet Street and those
busy thoroughfares about the Temple
and peep into the poorer lanes and
courts branching off therefrom, pass
in and out of the Devil and Mitre
taverns, toil up the steep flights of
steps to the garret lodgings of the
authar, ani pause for reflection where
his body rests in the Temple Church,

Go'dsmith settled in Londda tefore
he was thirty years old, and with
scarcely any _interruption, he spent
the remainder of his days there. He
went there ‘pocr, unlnown, wearing
threadbare clothing, and with but few
frienis in the world. He alied seven-
teen vears later, the best known man
of letters of his day, comfcortably
well to do, with . an income that
might have made him affluent, and
aumbering among- his friends the
mosL prominent  wits, gentlemen,
scholars, gnd authors of Enzland.
His first lodging was a garret in a
miserable court, from which he had
to climb frnom the brink of Fleet ditch
by a dizzy ladder of flagstones, called
Breakneck Steps. The court and the
ascent have long s'nce disappeared,
but old Londoners still remember
/both. Washington Irvinz, in his
““Tales of a Traveller,”’ gives a gacy

p~deserprion—oi-it -as_#udeo ed in  his
day.

As soon as he was in easier circum-
stances, somewhere about 1760, Gold-
smith emerged from this dismal
abode in Green Arbour Court and
took respectable apartments in Wine
Office Court, Fleet Street. The build-
ing still stands, “a tall, prisonlike
gtructure, looking out upon the nat-
cOW court over whose stone pave-
ments ‘‘Noll’”’ and his friends must
have often walked with their high-
heeled, buckled shoes. There was the
smell of burat coffee and stale bread
in the house; and we could imagine
a red-cheeked, tight-bodiced girl cook-
ing a supper within, just as her proto-
type might have domne for the
genial author and his associates in
those old days of the eighteenth cen-
tury. .

On the 31st of May, 1761, in this
house, Doctor -Johnson, a8 a guest at
a literary supper given by Gold-
smith, met the latter for the first
time. Who would not like to have
been one of that party? It was the
most select, socially and intellectu-
ally, of anything in Europe, for there
were Reynolds in art, Burke in ora-
¥y, the great leviathan himself, and
“(‘mld_v," and half a dozen other
famous gentlemen.

1760 to 1792 this elegant residence
,was the home of Sir Joshua ' Rey-
'nolds, the greatest painter of his age
and a fast friend of Goldsmith. . The
author often took dinner under the
hospitable roof, and he and Johnson
and all of that circle usually at-
tended the painter’s evening sociables,
Goldsmith did mot shine in com-
pany; but when the party broke up
we can fancy the three inseparables,
Goldsmith, Johnson and Boswell,
coming out together, crcssing Leices-

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THE “BIG BROTHER'' MOVEMENT

One of the most interesving endea-
vors to counteract the evils of juven-!
ile delinquency is the ‘‘Big Brotuer' |
movement, which had i13 genesis in’
the city of New York some nine years
ago. Mr. Ernest Coulter was clerk
of the Juvenile Court. He recognized
the good which it accomplished, but
he also saw that many of the poor
little chaps who came under its jur-
isdiction looked upogeits geencies and
its officers as }nerely “‘rrofessional,’’
so that in spite of their best en-
deavors their influence sometimes ap-
parently lackied the warm human ele-
ment. Mr. Coulter conceived the ilca
of becoming ‘‘chums’’ with a boy who
had been releas.d on probation, but
who was in danger of being drawn
back among. his old associates. He
visited this toy’'s bome in a fur:ly
unofficial manaier, let the lad Ekmnow
that he could return the visits
as often as bhe felt inclined, brought
him to a show now and thrn, got
him a job, and in a general manner
acted toward him as a ‘‘big brother”’
should. The ‘‘expulsive rower of a
new affection’’ had its vsual eflect.
The little fellow became 5 loyal friend
to toe man.‘and today he is a werth;
young citizen.

For a while Mr. Coulter never con-
gidered this incident in his own ex-
perience as having any general appli-
cation. At lasc when speakinz at a
meeting of the Men’s Club, of the
(entral Presbyterian Church, on the
problem presented in the person of
the naglected city boy, he told of a
little fellow in the same positicn as
the boy whom he had helped, and
asked if some one would volunteer to
be a ‘‘big brother’’ to him. The men
whom he addressed were busy men,
but to his surprise practically every
one of them—there were about fortp
—volunteered to ‘help the boy in the
manner indicated. Mr. Coulter intro-
duced one of them to the toy,
taking the names of the others,
vided each with a ‘‘little brotaer”
the occasion presented itself.

Since this incident occurred the
movement has taken root in about
forty  cities- in .the United States,
Australia and Canada. So wonder-
fully has the work grown that last
year there were no less than six hun-
dred and ninety-five business ani pro-
fessional men in the city of New York
each actively ‘‘big brothering’’ one
or more boys, in fact no less than
2,888 boys found chums among the
New York “‘big brothers’’ in that
year.

The mea who help are, as a rule,
just the busiest men in the various
cities. ank presidents, merchants
and manufacturers, lawyers, surgeons
and 'physiciens, such men form much
the larpest proportion of the ‘‘Big
Brothers.”” Some of the boys helped
are delinqueat, others are lads who
have never got into trouble, but who
might easily do so. Each is given the
individual assistance which he needs.
,0f course, the demands of real friend-
l ship are exacting, and this is espec-
| ially so when one friend is a poor,
‘1gnorant and neglected boy, and the
other a business man. But the exac-
tions are gallantly met, and the sta-

BUFFALO A DULL ANIMAL.

The buffalo is an animgl of a rather
low order of intelligence and his dull-
nss was one of the prime factors in
his phenomenally swift extermina-
tion. Beiag exc:edingly slow to
realize the existence and nature of
dangers which threatened his l.fe, h2
would often quietly stand and sce
scores and even . hundreds of his fel-
lows killed with seemingly the most
stolid indifference.

Regularly as winter came on these
animals moved to the southern part|
of their range much the same as do
certain species of birds. Upon reach-
ing their winter pasturage they scat
tered and at the end of the season !
returned norih in less !
herds. They travelled much faster |
than one would suppose from their|
ungafaly appearance, and rarely fol-
lowed any but their own well-béaten |
paths.

When free from ice, rivers as

conspicuous |

wide |
as a mile were crossed without hesi-|
tation in winter the combined w(‘ig'ntf
of the herds  often broke the ico_i
drowning numbers. {

Soft, muddy places and “shallow |
pools were sought by these animals,|
where they rolled- and wallowed until|
they hid completely covered them-|
selves with mud, which when based
in the sun formed gn effective &rmor|
against the attec:s of annoying in-|
sects. |

Scon after the vast herds of “buf-|
falo were go ruthlessly slauzhtered,
some wiser ones who had the good of |
the country and its people at hearti
began to realize the lo:s and the pos-
sibilities of a cross with these ani-|
mals and domestic cattle. |

S0 there has sprung up a n'w breed|
of animals, the cattalo, which prom-|
ises to surpass even the buflalo in
hardiness and desirability.

One of the great values of the n-w
breed is that.of & range animal, un-|
der conditions where onlinary cattle
do not thrive. Whenever there is8 a
sufficient numter of these animals it
is held that they will compete w'th
cattle on any footing and more than
hold their own in the production of
beef, to say nothing of valuable robes
and leather.

THEY ARE GOOD EATERS.

They. are characterized by great
size, be.ng h:avier than either Tace
from which they came. They are also
very hardy and have remarkable feed-
ing qualities. Their hardiness is in-
dicated by the fact that they can live
altogether in the open the year round
with no feed but grass. They herd in
droves and d» not seperate as do
domestic cattle. In winter they dig
under the snow for fool. They are
able to pasture some distan:e {rom
a stream, being able to do without!
water for as long as three davs.

The buflalo or anythinz :pertaining
to him stands out boldly aca’nst the
most picturesque background that our
countrv aflords, being associated with
the Indians, the famous earlv explor-
ers and settlers and historic spots
with such poetic and dramatic scens|
as may never again be witnessad. He
is and alwavs will be the lead nz an-
imal character in the portraying of
the early days of this country, and
for this one thing the remnant of his|
once mighty race should be carefully
preserved.
