The mont îutereeting wan from the cause at Mural, away
ut, the K itna, far heyond thoe'neunde ot the Vuyyuru
fiold, and yet a part et it. In 1884 there were ne Chris-
tians, and the place wus eccaeienally vjeited by an A mari-
can Bapttst missionary. In 1892 they were received intus
thiz associatin with a memherhip et 49. 0f theso,
Brothor Brown or bis mon baptized 32 during the year.
They are giving throe rupoos a month te tho work.

A sermon and a paper from twe et tho miesionaries,
an experience, meeting, oe et the mont interoeting tee-
turcs et the annual eesien, a meeting ut importunate
prayer for hours beseeing the Spiritea fillmng. sied a
magie lantemu exhibition womo the ethor preominont items
ut the twe deys' programme. The epeciat holptuluioses ut
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hase meetings te the local church in great ;a baptiste ie
always attended by the entire Christian assmbly. This,
with bands of precachere who go into the tewn at intervais,
irovide à public demonstration of the growth of the

Christian religion to the heathen, which teinmnt saiutary
n itsaeffecte.

HOW TO PRAY FOR MISSIONS.

At tho prenant hour the mont urgent noed of foroign
missions ie not so much of moon and muney, althougb
these are indispensable, but of those instant prayers
vwitbout the aid of whicb the muet favorable oxternal
circurnstaoces remain stertie. Ohe, cenid we be inîpelled
to pray more :net te repeat inssomatlj' the phrase, more
or leus ûmpty, «'O Cod 'biss the heathon and the
mniseinnaries," but to pray like thoe violent '* whe, no
tu epeait, wrestle with Cod, and to whomn it pleases Him
te give the victury. Let ne humble ourselves ; lut un
confues our failares in this respect, and ask of (;ad te
poeur up4a n the spirit of intercession.

One day, returnieg frin an evangelizing tour, I had
the feeling that F lied failed compietcly, and I eaid se
witb tsars to an nid friand wbe scaâ a prsying woman.
" ILei a little my fault," eho instantly rephied ; 'I onght

te bave prayed ma ch for yon. " At the beginning of mny
missionary life I received loito my houe six littie orpbaus,
boreaved in a famine. Soine menthe after cheir arrivai
I experienced a great spiritual refresbing. and lite of
thos chiidren were coiicertacd. A monte later i had
a letter from a hiackemith in Ohio, wbo said chat he bad
been irrsitibly impollsd Le as ed te restera my seul
and tu convert these chiidrsn,

Ask
especiaily that Christ may reigd oser their abole being,
for Qed connot serve Himself mightily for the conversion
,f seuls sxcept. witb îîîstrunînte ceasecrated. te Him
aithout reserve.
