“gor fNtcen centurles, the Church
wan tho solu guatdlan and deposttory
ol tho Dible; and it sbo really feared
that sacred Book, who was to pro
vent her, during that long period,
from tearing ft Into sbreds and scat-
tering it to tho winds? She could
have thrown it Into the sea, as tho
unnatural mother would throw away
ber oftspting, and who would have

been the wiser?

1IWhat has beconie of those yllions
ol onco fanious books wrilten in past
ages? They have ncatly all perizhed
But amid this wreck of anclent iiter-
ature, the Biblo stands almost a solls
tary monument tiko tho Pyramide of
Egypt a.aid tho surrounding wastcs.
That venerablc Volume has survived
the ware and rcvolutions and the
barbaric nvastons of filtcen centut-
jes. Who rescucd it from destruction?
The Catholic Church, Without her fos-
tering  care, thu New Testament
would probably bo as littlo known
to-day at “tho Book of the days of
the kinge of Isracl.”

of stcam printing, how much labor
it cost the Church to preservo and
perpetuate the Sacred  Scriptures.
Learncd mon¥s, who ate now abused
fn thelr graves by thoughtless men,
were constantly employed in copying
with the pen the Holy Dible When
one monk diod at hls post, another
400k hls place, watching Jlke a faith-
ful sentitel over tho trearure of Qod's
Word.

wThe Canon of the DNible, as we have
scen was framed in the fourth cen-
tury. In that same century, DPope
Damasus commanded & new and com-
plete translation of the Scriptures to
be made into the Latln language,
which was then the living tongue not
only of Rome and Italy, but of tho
civilized world.

11t the Popes were afrald that the
Biblo should sco light, this was a
singular way ol manilesting thelr
fear,

#The task of prepariog a new edl-
tion of the Scriptures was assigned
to St. Jerome, tho most leatned He-
brew scholar of hls time. This new
translation was disacminated’
throughouf Christendom, end on that
or

YIn the sizxth and seventh centuries,
the modern languages of Furdpe bhe-
gan to spring up like a0 rany shoots
from the Parent Latin stock. Tho
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Scriptutes, also, Loorf ad thelr
way Into these languages. The Venet-
able Boede, who lived in England  in
the clghith century, and  whose namo
Is proloundly revercnced in that couns
try, translated the Sacred Scriptures
Into Saxen, whica was then the laue
guage of England.: Ho died while dic-
tating tho last verses of St. Johw's
Qospel.

“Thomag Awundel, Archhilshop of
Canterbury, in a funcal dlscourse on
Queen Ahne, consott of Rtichard 11,
pronounced in 1394, pratses ker  lot
hee ditigence ir. reading the fous Gos-
pels. Tho Head ol the Church in
Lngland could not condemn in othcts
what ho comtucnded In tho Queen.

“Sir Thomas More afMirms that,
heforo the days of Wyclifle, there was
an Fnglish verslon of the Scriptures,
‘by guod and godly people with devo-
ti\&n‘ and soberness well and reverent.
ted.

“]¢ partial restrictions began to be
placed on the circulation of tho Bible
in Fngland fn tho Nfteenth century,
tho restrictlons were occasloned by
tho conduct of “Tycliffo and his fol-
lowers, who not only issued 2 new
translation, on which they cngrafted
their noveltles of docirine, buy also
sought to explain tho sacred text In
a scnso forefgn to the recelved Inter-
pretation of tradition.

“While laboring to diffuse the Word
ol Qod, it is tho duty, as well as the
tight of the Church, as the guardian
of faith, to sce that the falthful ate
not misled by unsound cdltions

“Printing was invented In the [f-
teenth contury, aud almost a hundred
sears later camo the Relormation I
is often triutnphantly satd, and I #1p-
pose there aro some who, cien at he
present day, ard ignorant cnough %o
belicvo the assertion, that tho first
editlon ¢t the Dlble ever published
after the invention of printing, was
tho cditlon of Mar'in Luther. The
fact is, that before Luther“put his
pen to paper, no fewer than Mly-six
ceditions of the Scriptures had ap-
peared on the continent of Furape,
not ta speak o! those printed in
Orcat Uritain, O0 thoso edltions,
twenty-one were published in  Ger-
man, one in.Spanish, four Ia French,
twepty-one in Itallan, five In Flemish
and tour in Bohemian.

“Coming down to our own {imes,
it you open any -Eaglish Cathplje
Bible, you wiil find in the preface a
letter of Pope Plus V1., in which he
strongly recommends the plous read-
Ing of the Holy Scriptures A Pope's
letter 1 the most welghty authorlty
Jn the Chureh You will also find In
Hayddck's Bible the letters of the
Bishops of the United States, in
which they express the hope that this
splendld editlon would have a wide
cizculation among thelr flocks

“Theso facts ought, 1 think, so con.
vince cvery candld mind that the
Church so far fromn belng opposed to
the reading of tho Serlpturcs, doos
all she can to cncourage thelr peru-
sal,

A gentleman  in North Carolwa’
lately inforteed mo that tho first
time te entered a Catholic book-store
he was surprised at witncssing on the
shelves an imposing array of Dibles
for sale. Up to that moment ho had
belleved the unfounded charge that
Catholics were fordbidden 1o read the
Scriptures He has sincc embraced the
Cathollc faith.

A npeech delivered  last week by
Senator Hoar, o the Patlipptas Cown-
mission, 1s prohounced the greatest
specch heard o the American Scnate
sinco Webster left #t Scnator loar
suinmed up the results of the Tae
with the Filipinos in a few scntences.
Ho satd:

You have wasted six hundred mile
l'uns of treasure. You have «acnflcald
nearly 10,000  American  lives—the
flower of our youlh. You have devas-
{ated provinces, You have slain  une
counted thousands of the people jou
desire to benefit, You kave establish-
cd rcconcentration camps. Your gene
erais are coming  home from thelr
harvest, beringing thelr sheaves with
them, i the shape of other thous-
ands of sick and wounded and insane
to drag out miserable Jives, wrecked
in body and mind. You make the Am.
erican flag fn  tho eyes ol numerous
people the cmblem of sacrilege In
Christlan churches, and of the burn-
Ing of human dwellings, and of the
horror of the water torture.

Your practical stalesmanship has
gucceeded i comverting & people,
who, three ycars ago, were ready to
kiss the hem of the garment of  the
Amerlcan, and to welcome him  as a
liberator, who thronged after your
men when they landed on those Is-
lands with bencdlction and gratitude,
into sullen and jrreconcllable encinles,
possessed of a hatred which centur-
icx cannot cradicate.

The American people, hie sald In
concluxfon, have got this one qucs-
tion to answer. They may answer it
now, they can tako ten yecars, or
twenty years, or a gencration, or a
centuty 1o think of 1t But it will
uot down.

They mus answer it In the end —
Can you laslully buy with moncy, or
get by brute force of arms, the right
to hold in subjugation an unwilling
people, and to imposc on them such
constitution as you, and mot _ they,
think best for them?

We have answeted this question a
good many times in the past. The
[athers answered It fn 1776, and
founded ‘he republic upor-their an-
swer, which has boen the corner-
stone. John Quincy Adams and James
Montoe answered it again in the Mon.
roe Doctrine, which John Quiney
Adams declared was only the doc-
trine of the consent of the governcd.
Tho Hepublican party answered ft
when it took passession of the lorees
of the Government at the beginning
of thc most brilllant peziod in  all
legistative bistory. Abraham Lincola
answered it when, on thatefatal Jour-
ney to Washington In 1861, he an-
nonnced that the doctrine of the
consent of the governed was the car-
dinal doctrine of hls poditical creed,
and declated, with prophetlc avision,
that he was ready to be assassinated
for it if nced be. You answered ft
again yourselves when you sald that
Cuba, who had no more title than
the people of tho Phliippine Istands
had to their indcpendence, of right
ought to he frce and ladependent.

1 have somelimes fancied that wo
might crect here In the capital ¢f the
country a column to American Liber-
ty which alone might rival in leight
the bheautiful and simple shalt which
we have erceted to tLe fame of the
Fatker of tho Country. I cam fancy
each peneration brnging its inscrip-
tion, which should recite s own
contribution to tho great structuro
of which the column should be tbe
symbol,

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THE CHURCH IN THEE NORTIH

A hundred years ago Belfast had
ono litilo Cathollo “'Chapel” In St.
Mary's lane Today it has a dozen
of tho fincst ccclestatical churches in
Ircland, all, with ono cxceptlon, er-
ecfed within tho last quarter of &
century. On May 16th a beautitul new
one at Ardoyno was dedicated and
added to the list, tho ceremony bo-
ing altended by His Eminence Car-
dinal Logue, and several other mcine
13 o} the Irish Eptscopacy.

Lminence strongly and properly con-

De Croke, the great Archbishop of
Cashel. was sovenly-eighl years of
age on May 19 He was born at Cal-
low, County Cork, and educated at
Charterviile, and the Irish Unliege
Paris. He was teaching rhetorie at
Carlow Collego in Paris in the follow-
lowing ycar. Subscquently, in  the
days of the Drass Band he was nne
of tho leaders in tho Tenant Right
movement, which was afterwards
hnown as the League of North and
South Pcople nowadays—and perhans
esen Mr T W Ilussell who has
made a spreial study of the questton
—hnow very liltle ol how much Jand
reform owes to the wotk of the young
Dr Croke of those days. Subsequent-
Iy Dr Croke was parish priest of
Doncrailie, and then be became Bishop
of Auckland, New Zealand  Ile be-
came Archblaop of Cashel 1n 1875,
and during the fight for land reform
in the cightics was one of the great-
est figures in Itish polities During
the troubles that (ollowed the death
of Mr. Parncll Dr. Croke remalned
silent, but ax soon as there was a
chance of Nattonal Unity he came
out in support of the Natlonal organs
Iration. No man In Ireland has been

Dr. 0’'Gorman gave his view of this
contrast in the following words:

“Wo Ancricans,'' sald Dr. 0'Gor
man to his Ingerviewer, ''have a dif-
fcrent condeption of llberty, and, 1
will add, courtesy from yours. We
beeame masters of the Phitipplres To
the new situatfon created by this
change of dominion certain -ights of
the Cathollic Church are tmplicated
Yet although having no official rela-
tlons with the Holy See, our Qover-
ment s careful to avoid rudepess and
violence in scitling by an arbitrary
act these questions for ftsell  1Is it
not reasonablo and naturat that the
Republic should invite the Holy See
1o cnter upon & commeon study of
these questions, and to sce thelr sols-
tion with a mutual goodwillt"

It is a pity that the politicians of
the French scbuol cannot take this
sane and slimple view of religious
questions .
