The fivancial report is not quite sv guod, and it lies with vur
guod people tu mako up the amount necessary fur tho wellare of this mo-t
desesving work, By thob,e we wotder if the rexpun<e to the call for
I s colitciivts . var churehies wou'd nob bo very much largor af 1t
wre made tpmedistely after the yeuwrly report 13 published. ns'ead of at
the present early Jd.t>. It seems to us that it is best 1o utiliza the public
interest which the report always creates fo: the benefit of the tinaucial wol-
fare of tho ivstitution.

Tue Horrors or Harirax.—1If woe are to judge from the publicat'on
of a fate telegrum recently printod in the Pall Mall Gazetls wo are indeed
‘Iving in a most remark ible country. Not only, sccording to this high-
handed authority, has svme cunvulsion of nature traneferred the Springfi 11
col ivries. 1o our city buta'so our methods in dealing with the supposed
winers ara severe'y criticized W loarn with interest thar convicts aro
e oyed ia working the mineral railways. and that 1300 of the fres laborers,
resonting the presence of these 1nfring-rs of tho law, orgamized u g gantic
striko, apd poisoned or otherwise injuted some dozen of the conviet-
laborers.  Asa natural consequorce Her Majesty’s fore s aro 81id to have
been calied wut, and wo presumo they are ternbly afraid of the doughty
striker gang. It is much to te @ plor. d that such harmful traxh should bo
a’lewed to appear in a reputable journal, for the gocgraphy of our Provinco
is nov yot well onough known among British readers to stamp tho lie on the
bit of scurrilous writing., Tho fow facts on which the stirtling nows was
Lased must Lavo Leen tho amicably arrapged strike at Spriagiuly, and pussibly
the rather large number of vut-of-works in Halifax. For the rest symoone's
imagivation has indeed worked wondors.

Auyosr A Miscarniage oF Justick —Many of our readers have fol-
lowed with growing interest tho daily-paper accounts of the trial of Miss
Reynulds, on the charge of furging orders fur goods. The young lady, who
was a stranger ia tho city, was endoav ing to carn an honest hivelihood as
a s amstresy, whon suddenly sho boca. 2 tha wvictim of a train of circum-
stantial evidonco noarly strong envugh to land her in Rockhead.  Tho chiof
wituess against her on the trial was a young woman who seoms to bo familiar
to the public by tho names eithor of Murphy or Sloane. She boarded for
u few days with the prisoncr, and testified that Miss Roynolds had forged
tho orders and recvived the goods, while the various dealers to whom tho
orders had boon presonted thought they had no difficulty in identifying tho
prisoner as tho would-be purchaser. Tho state of Miss R yno'ds at this
stage of the procvedings may ba imagined. Without funds, credit or friends,
ubab o to obtiin the bond fir appearnce, which was fixed at $20—a
strauger in the ey, housed within the juil, with no prespect of her tone-
ceLeo beng pr ven.  On her noxt sppearance in court the cavo took a
s.dden turn anud the stigmo of the wut .orstup of tho forgeries was romoved
from her, whi.e tho reat character of the chief witness was suddonly dis-
closud by tio prisoner’s counsel, who had successfully unravelled the mys.
terivs of a most intiicate blackmaiting case. The young snd innocent girl
is now at Lberty, and if sho now lacks for eithor wotk or friends sho will
havo reason to considor us a most inhospitable and 1ndiflerent people.
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A recent decirion in sn English assize court will be comforting to some
of our hot-tempered friecnde, The pritoncr had struck the plaiutiff a blow
in the face because the plaintif had ealled him aliar. The jury was charged
to the effect that retaliation under tho circumstances was justifiable, although,
as the judge added neively : 1 may be giving you new law based on com.
mon scnse,” The jury were of one mind in discharging the prisoner.

A rallroad journcy on the Panama line seems to be not an unmitigated
delight, .The conductor, with a pistol in his belt, demsnds a fare of 824 oo
for the trip of 44 miles. The tcenery along the road consiste of alligator
swampes, foreste, from which screaming vultures arise, and occasionsl sottie-
ments of Chinese snd negro huts. There are no statfons along the line, but
the adventurous traveller may bz literally * dropped off * if he so desites.
A proverb has grown up about the ill-fated isthmus that is direfully sugzes-
tive—‘* Open your cyes but pinch your nostrils.” An invesligation as to
the nature of the country shows that fevers, agues and malarinl diseases
abound, the death rate in the hospital heiog 76 per cent, and it is well
known that the sleepers laid down {o building the reilway meant the desth
of a corresponding number of workmen. Afier all, the ocean trip around
Svuth Amerlca would scem to be far preferable,

It 2ppears that Canada has not been the only retreat of swindling and
abscundiog ciizens of the Uotted States, Those wao reach us are chuefly
of the bank cictk ot professional sharper varietics, and sooner ot iater they
find thelr level. Mexico has of late years been the refuge of criminals
escaping justice— murderers, lynchers, and the like have crossed the border
hoe and remained 1o the hinle Republic, to the great ciscomfort of the
more cotrect iving cilizens. A formsl complaint has now been made by
Preeident Disz to the Amencan Goverament, asking that the disgraceful
immigration shall be checked by the proper authorities. The Secretary of
War for the Ubnited States has ordered more troops along the Rio Grande,
in order to protect the most travelled portions of the border, bat it is practi-
cally impossible to keep out the objectionable class in this way. It is
hoped that a diplomatic settlement of the question will be arrived at.

Dr. Douglas, the veteran Methodist leader, Is making an appeal to the
Canadlan people tv obiain better laws for the protection of the young guls
of our Dominion. At the present time every girl is protected until she
reaches the age of sixteen, and if she be a heiress there is further legislation
to prevent apy interference with her person or property until she has
attained ber twenty-first year, while for girls over sixtecn not prospectively
possessed of property, there 1s no Government guardianship. Dr. Douglas
claims justly that this is a *“shameless discrimination ” betwecn the rich
and poor of the land, and that the poor girl being, as a rule, less protected
by ber natural guardian should be doubly protected by the Government.
He asks, however, orly that the legislation which protects the helress shall
be so worded os to include the poorer clags of girls. Altkough many of us
disspprove of Dr. Douglas’ hot-headed proteste against the policy of Sir
Joho Thompson or against Roman Catholics genera'ly, yet we cannot but
thorougly sympsthize with him in his effort to securc a needed protection
for a most worthy class of young people,

Apropos of the Missing Word Compelitlon prosecution, which has bzen
interestlog the British public, an old doctrine of Dr. Oliver Wendell
Holmes 18 quoted. He says that * the turniog poiot in a boy's career is
often the momont when he finds himself {ace to face with the possibility of
gettiog a dollar in any otbher way than by squarely earping it.” The doc-
trine is a sound one, aod is well worthy of considerstion by our citizens,
who, if they peruse the advertisements in the backs of magazines, and
indulge in the guessing competitions which have been the plague of Xmas
shoppers, will realize the temptations which are omnipresent for the less
experienced members of the community—not to make money, but to hope
that they may make money by risking a trifie.  The Missing Word Compe-
tions will soon arrlve in Canada, since they have been driven out of Eng-
land, snd wo feel it to be our duty to warn our young friends to have
pothing to do with them, The suggestive request to enclose stamps for
packing, *“as fees,' should be the warniog signal to our young people,
unless they are inctined to scatter their pennies to the winds,

The short-sighted and barbarous policy of the Russian Goveroment with
regard to the persccution of the Jews is being pushed to an extreme limit.
More severe edicts against that uahappy people have seldom been enacted
even in the darkest pages of history. Every effort {s made to compel
them to give up their cherished faith, and the 20,000 who have recanted
have been, by order of ths Govercment, removed io a little village five
miles from Moscow. They arc most vigorously governed in civil ag well as
ectlesiastical matters by the priests of the Russian Orthodox Church, and
are severely puniened for any delinquencies, Over 100,000 Jews, who have
been driven from Moscow, are established at Lodz in Poland, where they
have bailt up a presperous manufacturing town, while trade in Moscow has
been demoralized by the sudden loss of the most industrious and skiliful
citizens. No Jews, except those born in Russia, are allowed to remaln in
the towns, but are driven to barren portions of the vast empire, although
the town officials are privileged to accept bribes from those who are most
upwilling to move. There are many kinds of work whieh Jewish laborers
gre not allowed to do, and stringent laws preveot the asscmbly of the perse-
cuted people in any but authorized synsgogues. It is indced deplorable
that such a state of affzirs rhould exist in this nioeteenth centuwry.

Hundreds of young mon flock to California cach year, tempted by the
glowing pictures which are painted of the prosperous state, but with tow
cxcerllons they find that there is no opening for them unless they are well
supplied with capital and can engage i manufacturing. A number of
encrgetic young fellows who recently travelled thither, have now journcyed
touthward to Guatemala, where they mean to cstablish a colony for the
purpuse of coffee cultivation, They bope to attract to their settioment
many young men who are secking for openings in life. It isindeed curious
that in a Republic of such vast sizs and resources home openings should
not bz found; and should the new colony prosper, it may lead to many
similar colonics being established, and to the desertion of their country by
many of the young aud most promising citizens, We trust that the young
men of Canada will find fitting openings without straying beyond the bounds
of the Dominion,

Fresh complications are continually arising in the sfirs of the unforta-
nate Panama Company. The public have been convinced that the Baron
de Reinach did not meet his death by means of poison, although the suspi-
clons of foul play have by no means been lulled. Two officers of the
Panama Compaay died very suddenly during the last week, remiodiog one
not a little of the theatrical custom of riddiog the stage of all unnecessary
or inconvenient characters before the curtain falls. It is thought that an
eDquisy into the cause of the two later deaths will shortly be m«dz.  Aumlel,
a celebraied detective, declared before his death that he was off:red a large
sum of money to murder Dr. Ciraelius Herz, and correspondence has beon
found which jast fizs belicf in the story. The Fija o states that s lettor-
book of the Caval Company has been found which will compromise the
characters of many leading men., The lettera in queation relate to the sale
of vutes in the Senstec and Chamber of Depuiies, and in almaat every cise
Dr. Herz is found to bs the ¢ go-between,” and not a blackmailer, as the
directors of the company w. Id faio have the public believe. It is, how-
evar, extremely doubtfal if the real inwardness of the financial methods of
the compaoy is ever knowu to the public,

General Booth's many detractors sre now sileaced by the report of the
commuttee appointed to investigate the financial management of his scheme
for reclaiming the degraded and poor of datkest Eoglind. The General has
by no means been appropriating the money given for charlt=ble work to his
private putse, but has kept an accurate account of cvery penny expended.
The expert accountants appointed to examine the books state that the
accounts are absolutely correct, and that the mouney received has been
cxpended in the most economical way. Gsperal Booth, being hampzred by
lack of mesns, has not yet carried out all the projected brauoches of his
great work, but the food depots and shelters have been established, his match
facturies are at work, the labor registration and intelligeace officss are mach
used by the cut-of-works, improved lodging houses have been built, and the
slum sisters have devoted themselves to improving the condition of the
worst parts of London. A brigads has been formed to assist discharged
prisoners by providiog omployment and temporary shelter; a travel-
liog hospital has been organizad, and the household salvage company is in
successful operation. The farm ¢ lony ot Hadleigh, with its 1600 acres,
glves employment to some three hundred labarers, but the over-sea colony
which was to relieve the farm colony has not yet been form:d. It is hoped
that during the comiog year the salvation ship may be fl sated, the inebriates
bome erected, the training school for domestic servants opened, industrial
schools and refuges provided for tho street children, and 2 poor man’s bank
opened. When we coosider the good which the doughty Genoral has
already accomplished, the doubts and cavils which he has outlived, we
caonot bat have faith in the man and his work, and we trost that the year
of 1893 will b= one in which his philanthropio work will be greatly aided.

If it be true that ¢ there is a tide in the aflsirs of men, which, taken at
the flood, leads on to fortuoe,” then there is a strong probability that the
Republic of Franc: may be overthrown if a popular claimant will but make
his appearance at the present crisis, The young Prince of the old regims,
who 1sid down his life fighting for England in the Zalu war, might have
regiined his hereditary titles and restored to his mother, the beautiful
ex-Empress Eugenie, the honors of State which she so gloried in, hsd he

sen alive at the present atate of affairs. The Hviog reprasentative of the
once powerful Bonaparte family is Prince Victor, eldest son of Jerome
Bonaparte. Although still a young man, and for the most part a stranger
to the people of his nation, yet he maintains a certain popularity. Oaly
last September he issued 2 most interesting manifesto to the Bonapartist
faclion, in which he charged his followers to take the side of the humble,
the unfortunate and the afflicted, to aid in all schemes for social ameliora-
tion, and to respect the spirit of the Great Napoleon, whose institations are
still extant in France, although his form of goverament has vanished. A
picturesque achievement or 2 witty bon-mot may at any time sweep the
cxiled Prince into popular favor. Meanwhile, the Monarchist party is strong
in numbers. The Comte de Paris has uoited the powerful factions of the
Orleanists and Legitimists, and has transferred his claims to the hand-
some and populsr Dac @’ Orleans. The ancient Royal House has always
had a lurge fullowing, and the Comte de Paris and his wife are greatly
beloved. Duriog their recent visit to the Republic hundreds flocked to
the cities favored by the semli-Ruyal presence 1o kiss the hand of the gra-
cious Comtesse. The party, politically epeaking, is well orgenized and
thoroughly united. So, after all, Ly B_lle Fraoce is not sobadly off, since
she has two legal heira to a thronc which does nst at present exist.

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LVERYDAY TRAGEDIES.

* Thoe trsgic and the motaphysicsl aro in reality inseparablo. Lst us take
a familiar illustzation,” writes Walter Blackburn Harto in the New England
Magacine, * The trasgedy of o Balaclava charge is not in the roar of artil-
lory, tho confused mass of wildly galloping horaes, thunderivg madly slong,
unbridled or riderloss, tho cries snd clash of arms, the forms upright or
swaying in the saddle, tho blare sud din, sooty clouds and the firo and smell
of gunpowder, All this makes a fine picture ; but tho tragedy lies in the
mind of cach individual ridor, who bas risked his divinity in this hidoous
insanity of wer, Too many writers seem to think that tragedy consists solely
of muzders, accidents, suicide, flood, fire, slaughtoer, and the ratilo of musk-
elry. Theso things may be eithor the accompsniments, or tho causes of
tragedy, it is truo; but tho tragedy itsolf is invarisbly in the minds of the
actors or onlookers. And there aro tho tragedies of quiet, ordinary life,
Thero is the tragedy of noblo purposes defeated. Tragedins are taking placo
every day between actors who do not move out of their chairs. Every doc-
tor's offico, every lawyer's sanclum, overy court of law,—every houss in a
large city has been at evmeo time tho ecenoof a tragedy. * All houses wherein
men have lived snd died aro baunted houses,’ A wan may live a lifo filled
' with tragedy and nover go to tho wars or got shipwrecked ; indced, he may
never leave his study, his houso or bis garden. All this is, of course, obvi-
ous ; but one would not imagine it to be 8o from a constant reading of the
riticiems on tho fiction whicl goos bebind actions and discovors souls.”

ODD BOOKS.

In somo countries, loaves of trees aro still used for books. In Ceylon,
the leaves of the talipot, 8 tree common on that island, aro used for a similsr
purpose. ‘Cho talipot-tree belongs to the Palm family. It grows to about
a hundred fect high, is straight, and has no real branches, Whon very old
the treo blossoms, and dies after ripening its fruit.  Tho trees nover bloom
but once. The leaves used for books are cut by the nitives bofore they
spread opon, and are of a palo brownish-yellow, a color thoy ratain for ages,
Tho characters are impressed upon the loaf, and aro rubbed over with char-
cual to make them show moro plainly. Tho leaves aro then strong togother
betweon covora of board, or of somo less comwmon material,

Early writers mado uso of linen or cotton fabrics, of ekins, and even of
scales of fi Lo, fur writing. F¥ur a Jong poriod papyrus was used, the books
boing made in rolls, boing about ono and a half feet wide and somotim2s
fifty feot long. Papyrus w2s a flig, or bulrueh, growing cight or ten fect
high, fousd in the msrshes of Egypt ; from its inner pith the form of paper
called papyrus was made, A most oxtraordinary papyrus was diccoverod at

Mempbhis, suppozed to bo more than 30U0 years old, It measured 100 foot
in lepgth, Itisa *funoral roll," and is preserved in tho British Musaum,

[
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Papyrus sheots wero noatly joined, attached to a stick, and rolled upon it
(whonco wo have our word ** volume,” frow tho Latin vulrrre, to roll). The
titlos wero writton on tags attached to tho stioks, or insctibed on tho outside
of tho rolls, Tho tolls were kopt in round wosden bexes sceembling tho old-
fashioned bandhoxes, and could caeily bo esrried about,

Whon tho litorsry joalousy of tho Egyptinns caused them to stop the
supply of papyrue, tho king of Pergamue, a city in Asis Minor, introduced
tho use of skeepekin in a form called fro a the placo of its invention, perga-
mona, whenco our word * parchmont " is bolioved to bo derived. Vellum,
s finor articlo made frum oslfskin, was also uscd. Many of tho books dono
on vollum in tho middle egos wero teanscribed by taonks, and often it took
yoars to comploto a singlo copy. '

Books conaisting of two or threo leaves of lead, thinly covered with wax,
on which they wruto with an iron pen or stylus, the loaves being joined by
iron ripgs or by ribbons, woro aleo usod by the ancicnts,

Books remained very ecarco and oxpensive until after tho introduotion of
papor made from linen and the invention of priuting,

When thoe first librarios wero established in Eogland books woro so raro
and valuable that thoy wero usually attached to tho sholves by irun chnins
to provent their boing etolon,

A fasbion of oxpensive bindings provailed for a long time, and great
gkill was oxhibited in bindings ornamented by ombroidery and various
stylos of needlowork, as well as in bindings studded with precious stoncs,
Queon Eiizaboth uced to carry about with her, suepended by a gulden chain
8 book eslled “Tho Goldou Manual of Prager,” bound in solid gold, Ou
oue sido was & represcntation of “The Judgaent of Solomon ;" on the vther
tho brazn serpent with the wounded Ieraclites looking at it. In the
Jewel llouso of the Tower of Loudon is a book bound in guld and snomel,
olaspoed with a ruby ; un one side is & cross of dismonds, with other dia-
monds around it; on tho othor a flawor-do-luce in diamonds, and tho arms
of Eogland, Tho book is enriched with small yubies and omeralds.

BEFORE THE DAYS OF POSTAGE-STAMPS.

Before tho use of postage-stamps various sums wero paid for the delivery
e.f letters, Tho amounts wero regulated by the distanes, and wero collected
on the delivery of the letter,

In tho oarly part of this contury tho postage on o singlo sheot of paper
was sight cents, and over forty miles the ralo was increased ; so that over
five hundred miles a singlo shoet was twonty-fivo conts. But aftor a time
thosc ratos woro gradually roduced, until in 1845 a lotter weighing not ovoer
half an ounco was fivo cents under three hundred milos, and over that dis-
tanco, ton cents.

Sir Rowland Hill, who was at the hoad of the Post-oflice Depariment of
Eoglaud at this time, introduced the uso of postage-stamps in 1840, and also
lossoned tho charges for pesiage. In 1847 tho United States sdopted the
use of tho postage-stamp, the low-priced ono being five conts,

Bat railwaye and stoamboats had now taken the placo of the old-fashion-
ed wnil-coaches and postboys ; and with tho more rapid serding of the
msils, tho choaper rates of postage, and the growing population of tho coun-
try, gradual changes and improvements took place in the post-cffico systom.
And hero wo are, in 1892, recoiving our lotters from tho Pacific coast in aix
dsys—also from England in tho samo ticie ; and a fow days or hours will
place us in direct communication with our friends and correspondents in
almost ovety part of tho courtry.—December St. Nicholas.

oniog of time is mado ontirely by tho muvement and posiuun of the sum.
which risos at 6 8 m, and sots at 6 p, m., almost to tho minule, tho year

+ round, and at noon it is vertically over hesd. Tho islanders of the South

Pacific havo no clocks, but make a curious ume marker of thete own, They
tako tho kernols from the nuts of tho candlo treo and wash and string thom
on tho rib of a palm leaf, The first or top kernel ia then lighted. All of
tho kornola sre of tho sameo size and substance, snd cach will bura a cortain
number of minutea and then sot fire to tho next one below. Tho natives tie
piecos of bark cloth at regular intorvals aloog the string to make the divisions
of time.

Among tho patives of Singar, in tho Malay Archipelago, another peca-
liar dovico is used. Two holtles are placed peck to neck, snd sand is
placed in one of them, which pours iteelf into the uiker every half hour,
when tho bottles are revorsed. Thore iaa line near by also, on wbich aro
hupg \welve rods merked with notches from onoe to twelve. A regulssly
appointed keoper attonds to tho bottles and rods and sounds the hours upon

a gong.

When ono finds an opening, and leaves the oporative class for the man-
sging claag, tho valuo of his soxrvice shows for iteolf in somo way that com-
mands recognition, Thus, in tho carly days of agriculture, farmers sond
their produce to market by 2 man who makes o business of marketing for
others, Hocan handlo tho product of ten farms, say, and hence twenty
farmors givo a living to two middlemen. After a time a man turns up that
is smart cnough to sell tho prodact of twenty farms, and obtan better prices
for the praducers by taking off a little from the commissions, and soon ho
gots all tho buginess, and bis two rivals aro obliged to rotice from the ficld,

Whoao thoy are out tho profits which wero divided by two aro takon by onn
less the small discount that ko mido to tho farmors to secure their custom,
Now, doing tho work of two, bo savea tho time and exponees on the road of
ono, and 2o, whilo thoy jns! mado s living, ho rapidly acoumulates, and
makos money fastor than tho farmers who raiso the preduco which ho only
esolls, In a fotr years ho is tho riohest man in town, and the farmers, look-
ing only at the re-ult, aro diseatisfied, snd though ho has done tho selling
for thom for loss than they could possibly havo douo it themesolves, and also
for less than sny other man hed ovor dono it for that community, thoy com-
plsin of him as an oxtortioner, or tobbor of tho poor men who hsve dono
all tho hard work, To etate it mildly, he is a non-praducor.who has caten
up tho farmera of the town,

And whst has happened to the farmers has happoened to all others. The
compatont manufacturor has como io, and by dolng s much larger businees
has rotirod sovoral incompotonts to thoe ranks ; the comnotent trader has done
tho same, tho bankor has done it, the oxpres:man hes done it, and all othors
bavo whero thero was a chance.—From Ars Businecss Prosits Tvo Large? by

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

In tho manufacture of matches tho 11dy Company controls the trade
of tho Dowinion. Their match factory, situated at Hull, in tho province of
Quebee, omploys 475 hands and turns out daily about 27,000,600 matches,
6,000 cords of wood and 100 tona of sulphur are annualiy turned into
matches by the Eddy C.mpany. This fact show the cnormous trade which
can bo developed by a manufactuser who keops up his reputation for making
a first-claes articlo for uBiversal uge, In a firo proof room in tho factory are
four machines Jor making the litile papor boxoes which hold the mstches. A
strip of paper, about thros inches wide, is fod into oach machire from a
spool. This machiue prints, cuts, pastes and forms up the little box so that
it drops down into the receiver complete, slready for filling with matchos,
Eich of theeo machines is mado up of 3,700 picces, and all wore manufac-
tured on tho promises from designs made by the mechanical superintondent
of the company, It takes threo years to build one mackioe, honco tho great
precautions against fice by having them in fite proof quarters.

COMMERCIAL.

Quiotnees hea been tho distinetive featuro of not ouly the wholesalo but
of all trado during the past week. This being customary immediately aftor
the holidays excites no comment, and probsbly merchanta will havo to per-
wit somo littlo timo lengor to Japes in patienco befure they can expeot gon-
oral business to revivo to any groat extont. Most husinezs mon, vory naturally,
tako a bright viow of tho coming yoar's trade from tho staudpuint of Now
Yoar's wook, and honco, with fow excoptions, our leading merchants aro
buoyant with glowiog prospects of trade in the futute. Thero sre, howovor,
a fow who inclino to be roticont regarding prospeots in the futute, snd who
shako their heads, implying that thoy think tho present is a timo for {skiog
io ather than for spreading sail,  On the whols, however, afior taking atock
and balsncing the accounts of 1893, tho tnajority of saen in busineas have
commencod the New Year with the greatest confidence in tho coming ssa-
son’s trade,

Tho Canadian GQrocer says:—** Tho power conferred on the Governor-
fn-Council by certuin clauses in various amendimonts to our Tariff Aet,
authorising bim to suspend tho duly on sugar and molasses indireotly
imported, has beon oxercisod, The last izsuo of the Canarla Gazette contains
tho proclamation of tho Governor-General declaring tho tanff on indirect
importations of nvgar and molasees susponded. Wo can now bring in from
tho United States on tho eamo footiag as from tho country of proiduction
oither sugar or molasses that has beon imported into that countsy. Formerly
the duty on iudirect imports of this kind debarred such trade. Tho addition
of one coent por gsllon to tho price of molasses imported into this conntry st
eccond hand of courso discriminated in favor of direct impostation fiom the
country of production. The simo effuct resulted from tho levying of five

er cent. additionsl upon the price of sugir indirectly imported. This duty
18 suspended for two yoars. It is supposed that this step is taken by the
government to romove any cauco of irritation that may arice from it on tho
othor sido of tho border, whero a good deal of ill-nature bas recontly been
expressed—notably in Presidont larrison's mesasgo—on account of dutics
that apposted to be imposed for tho purposo of sccuring our carrymgz trade
for our railway and veasel companier, Fnited States importors of sugar and
molasses ars, therefore, as freo to eoll in our markets as the producor 10 the
Weet Indies, This will not affect the price of sugar or molsse=s to tho con-
sumor. It will increase the convonience of our own refinera snd whel -salers,
and remove a canee of ill-feoling between Canada and the Umited Ststes.”

The demand of tho people for the enactwent «f a general bankiuploy
law for the whole Domiuni a is, wo aro pleesed to nete, bee ming more urgent
snd univereal, Tinder the pretont lack of system solvent concorns are moro
or less at tho morcy of a large class of traders—a class tla:, unfortupately,
is incroasing —=%o simply fail whenever it suits their convenienco, becauso
thoy know that, as a tule, they san dictato protty woell ther own terms of
eettlement, Creditors also know that, under existing lawe, if they cppose
8 soltlement for ever such gocd csu-e, it i8 only throwing good money efter
bad. for, if the insolvent pays nothing, he can snap his fingers in the faces
of his creditors and go on again as if be bad pid overy ono ono hundred
cents op the dollar. In the groat majoiity of failures the advantages aro all
on the side ¢ the ivsolvente, and the creditors havo morely to accept what-
ovor dividen the former chooss to offer. Now 1t 13 eolf-ovident that the
law of any couutry that will thus permit dobtors o lsugh at thoir credstors
nceds radical and drestic reform, The great desideratum of the present day
is a bankruptcy law that will deal directly with insolvents end reliave
creditors of the snnoyance, trouble and expense which now fall upsn thom,
but which should devolve upon the law, as 18 the cage 1n Great Batain,

Weegry Fivancian Review o Heney Crews & Co., New York,
Jan. 7.—* Tho noew year hes opened with u moro settled feoling in the finan-
cial markets than wes gererally expected. ‘Tho funds called in {rom losn
last week, to bo aveilablo for the payment of dividends and iuterest, have
tbis week been disbureod for thoso purposes, while currency has flhwed in
froely from tho ioterior ; snd thus the banks have beon enabled to better
supply tho wanis of borrowers, At tho samo time, tho recent exports of
gold—Ilargaly duo io remittances to pay January interest on our obligitions
held abroad—aro about coming to a close; which will saun help ta restore
confidenco in tho market, tho disturbance of whick h.s been a principzl cavs:
of lato in unsettling stock exchenge values,

Tho annual balancing of accounts of individualsand carporations sppeara
to bave been g rerslly unusually satisfactory 8s to results, Though the
bueiness of 1892 ras of en undemonstrative character snd cxcaptionally freo
from speculativo excitement, yet the year's aggregates shuw its volume 1o
havo been extraordinary snd its net results prabably unprec dentedly profi-
table. Tho fact that tho yoar's records of businces fsilures in tho United
States show the amount of li bilities to bave been bat litils over one-half
those of either 1891 or 1890, speaks volumes for tho concorvative and profi-
tablo character of the ycar's trade. Tnis gratifyiog result has been prioei-
pally due to tho abuodant barvest of 1891 and the fairly avorage crops of
1892. The proceeds of that period of extriordinary production have beon
employed in the liquidation of & large amount of deferrcd indobtodness,
which has infusod new life snd confidenco into every branch of business and
imparted a healthier tone to credit operations., The creditors whose claime
havo thus been settled have had to seek now investments, and their purchaacs
have becn ono principal causs of the stability of sccurities and of the case
with which wo have taken vp such an immenss amcuat of investments
returned from abroad,

It is this samo gencral cunecioasncss of financial sirength and soundness
that has caused the stiriling rosultsof tho presidential election tu bo secoived
with such unexpected calmnoss. It is also to this causo that wo must aitri-
bute the absenco of uneasiness in ko near pr.spec, ef a prosounced ctango

in tho industrisl and commeicial policy of the natien. The serming small
account that Wall etrest sttaches tu this impeuding legislation i« not due to
any want of comprehension of its impottance or of the interiuptisus to
trarlo thit it will « ceasian, but to the convietion that tha couutey 18 well
prepared to cnduro tho trisl of its strength,  Wall stroet entera tho Now
Year with this very important fact in ats faver,~thit while, e already inti-
mated, a permanent investmont has alraady been foand for tho securities
roturned from Europe, tho issues of now vblig.tivns by nilroads have bnn
in 1892 (as also fur the twa provious yoars) exceptionally lyght, 1+ is true
that considorablo amounts of ¢4 ok hiwvo been put out in cannection with thoe
incorporation of privato firms ; but these are not new orealions, but the moro
changing of tho form of already oxising onterprisca.

1t is thorafore to bo presumed that tha now oroations of corporate capital
bave, fur tho last two or threo yeats, fallon below the normal demand for
investments, and that thorefore tho floating markot supply of -couritics must
now bo of strictly mudorato dimensions. This considrration bas eontributed
towards sustaining tho markct through the trying conditions of lato mouths,
snd may reasonably bo trust+d to atlord like support duriog 1513, .

With so many roally substantial factors in f1v .r of confidanee, it is wofor-
tunato that anything should occur to weaken their Ingitimate effoct upon
Wall etrort intorests. Is i3 unnecessary ty ioqaire what truth there may
hiavo heon 1n tho rumors of s ornceitad phin for helping tho markot aud the
banks by a largs transiont issuo of United S atos bonds, for the mere pullic
mention of the matter has guashed tho suggestim. Tno 1nardent, howover,
has been a misfortune ; for both st hotne and abroad 1t will boe ron-trued as
implylng a condition of things eallng for extraordivary precantions ; and
such a auspicion does injustics to the intr.oxic strongth of the uxisticg itua-
tion and suggosts dangoer whero it doas not roally oxist.”

All intorcsted in gold nining should unite in having section 10
of the act of 1892 amonded by substiwuting magnotic for truo meridian.
Tho true weridian idea, as puinted out in the Cmitie of Dev. 30th last,
is unworkablo in practice. ]t does not apply to old districts, and 8> far tho
department have taken ndvantago of tho di-cretion given them in an amoend-
ment, and huve continued to lay out guld rnning areas in the o'd way. If
Itigation, bowever, is to Lo avoided, the act should be amended st once.

Itis now an old, old ttory, but there is nothing like continued agitation to
gain a point and o we sgain call a'tention to tho advisability of tho establish-
ment of a government sssay office. The mining men of tho Provinco are
united in their advocacy of the measuroe, and their wishes thould be regarded
by the government,

Inveryess Coan Area.—Tho Broad Cove coal areas, in Invorness Co.,
o5 yot undeveloped, avo said to bo oxtensive, and those who bhave visited
tho district bave no doubt on this puint. Tho coal 18 claimed to ba tho best
for coking purposes in Canada. A rea:on for the o rich fields remaining
idle is lack of transportation faci ities.  Anothor reason moy be that the
arens already opoued are sufficient to meet presont domands. It is oxpocted,
however, that the areas will be devoloped in the near future  Thosoe of tho
areas formerly held by the Invernees Coal & Ry. Co, now heold by one of
tho banks, have been bonded by an Americin company. The bank wan's
£60,000 for tho loases, which the Awmericans think a trifle high, as the
property has not been fully tested or prospected. There are, of course,
vther arras than those held by the bank, of probably more value too, though
tho Lolders would be willing to bo more moderato in their demands. Tneso
caal fie'ds will soon bo in connection with the euter word. A reason why
they have not been connected syoner, p:rhaps, lies in the fact that there ara
two factions in the county, ono in favor of ona route for a railwsy, and the
other in favor of a different route. It is now said the opposing interests
Lave become reconciled and that the railway will soon ho started.—T%ke
Coal Trade Jyurnal.

Honcae's Trocess For Sueutivg Siwver Leav Orcs CoSTaINING Zise.
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silver lead ores in which the galena and ste blende aro intimatdy mixed,
is attraoting a good denl of attention umong motallurgists at the preacnt tiwe
Tho process recoutly devised by Mr, H. A. Hunicko will, therefore, be of
considorablo intereet to our readers, a'tt ough time has not yet been allowed
for proving its final commercial valuo. ‘The process consists in heativg up
soparately tho ruasted oro and thoe coke toa' yut the tewperature at which
zine oxido is reduced to motallic zing by carbwnic oxide, and then charging
thin liyors of cach alternately into a cupula furnace. The lead is reduced
to tho motallic stato and raus t. g her with the silver, to the Lottum ot the
furnace. The zine is reduced to the m tallic stite and vo ati ized, and after
cecaping from tho hented mass, is rapid y exidized again by the g ses.  The
vapur thus formed is led to a condebsing chawber, where 1t is dopoeited o
zine oxido puwder. The reduction of the lcad and zine aro cffected a’must
immediately after tho iutroduction of the ore into tho cupola furnace, owing
to tho smallness « f o ch charge, aud also to the fuct that the ores have been
proviously heated to the temporature at which the ziuc oro is reduced by
cenrbouic oxide. Thus tho z ne vapors have no opportunity to clog up the
coke and provent further combustion. This process differs from the u ual
ono in the provivus heating of the ureand tuel, and in the smallness of cach
chargo Apart from more ready freeing of tho zinc and provention of
clogging, the chomical process is the same all through, and the chemical
lossos of lead and silver aro practical y the same. ‘There will, however, Lo
more heat expended in heating the two roparatoly and charging them hot,
and moio labor will boe ncecssary in charging thom often and in small
quantities. 1f the ores aro brought to the cupola furnace direct frum tho
roasting furnace, suine tXpenditure of heat wou Jd Lo saved, Lat there would
bo considerablo difliculiy in maeking the cutput of the two furnaces
correspond. Tho condensativn of the zine oxide can be carried out to ax
great a stapo of perfection as is commotcially profitab e, Mr. IHunicke
estimates that it is quite frasiblo to obtain 60 per cent of the melullic zinc
whon ores coutaining 1 por cent aro worked with.

An ohjection which may be urged ogainst the process is that it requires
& constant uniformity in the chemieal compositicn of the ores  So tur nv
such difficu’ty has arison in actual practice, as all ores cin be treated satis-
factorily. On whatever ores Mr Hunicke has worked good resulits have
been obtained, and an extra §56 or §10 per ton of o e has bren realized by
the recovered zinc oxide. No doubt the process wiit have to be adapted to
cach separato vre on which it i3 cuployed, but there is litt.o doubt of its
applicability, for it attains an ond itherto unattaned—the sepatation of
zine without fouling the coke.—Lnyineering and Mining Juurnal,

Bririsu CorLvsnia.—The fortnightly shipments of gold on the 17th of
November amounted to 5,268 cz., valued at $93,977.  Tho total output for
the year up to dutoe is 110 136 oz, valucd at §1,980,914.

From the following interview with JMr. Fielding. which appears in the
Clironicle, it will bo seen that the Goneral Assembly is called together thus
carly in the ycar to act on special business that tho Goverum-nt has to lay
beforo it. It relates to the acquisition of a majority ¢f the Capo Breton
Coal Mines by an American Syndicate, and proves that that scheme must be
well advanced.  In this case tho Governmeut aro showing commendab e zeal
in scting prompt y in a matter aflfecting the mining industry. Itisu pity that
last session they did not display the :ame spirit in legislating on the coal roy
alties. Then in defiance of tho righ sand wishes of lessees of coal arcas the
royaities on coal even under existing lesses was inereased. It was an aet of
gross inju-tice,direc Iy affecting our largest coal mining companies, and was
fought step Ly 8 ep by leading men in tho busriness, but the Government
turned a deaf car to their remot strances and passed the Act. The end is
Bot yot, as by petition ths Goveruer-General is requested to disallow the
Act, and the grounds eet out aro so strong thut there is every probability
that it will be.

Wo now hopo that the Government hass convened tho session of the
Assembly thus carly, not only to legislato on maltters sflecting the salo of
the Capo Breton mines to the American syndicate, but also to undo the
wistaken work of last session, by restoring tho royalty on coal under
existing leases to tho old rste.

We geo that the ferric sulphate becomes reduced to forrous sulph «te agaio.
This latter ab:otbs o fresh quantity of oxygen from tho air and chargos to
ferric sulphato which, in its turn, attacks additional f:rrous sulphide, and
thie proress gees on until all the maracatite is dissolved away from the vein.

Next comes tho turn of the pyrite, which, by precisely eimilar aclions
and resctions, is dissolved. Tho pysrhotite follows in liko wanner.

We now arrivo at the chalcopyrite. Tho mineral when anslyzsd shows
a composition cortespondiog to Cu, Fe, S,. What may be the precics
arrsngement of theeo molecules noue as yet koow ; but it is customary and
convenient, and, fur tho parpotc of this discusion, nct misleading, to con-
sider the siructure as a combination of one molecule of cuprous sulphide
(chalcacite) with one of ferric sulphide, thus, Cu, § Fe,S;. Hero, then,
part of the mineral consists of an iron sulphide, which, of course, is attacked
and diesolved by tho ferric sulphate left from the destruction of tho sulph-
ides proviouely di-solved.

Lte bornite (3 Cu, S. Fe, 8,) and folgerite (Ni Fo S ) aro then robbed
of their contsined iron sulphides; aud the ore in the vein is reduced to an
sgpiegation of millerite, chalcocite, galona and blende. Theze minerals, wo
have nlready seen, sro subject to attick by tho atmosphero in the order hero
given ; and we must now enquire whother they can also bs attacked by ferric
sulphate : and, if so, whether in the same or any other order.

The conclusion we arrive at is, therefore, that ferric sulphato will altack
all the remaining orea in tha fullowiog order: 1. Millarite; 2 Blende; 3.
Galens ; 4. Chalcocito ; snd as tho rosction is of the ssmo character as in
the caeo of the iron sulphides, it is ovident that in the courss of time the
whole of the ores will bo dissolved away and the gangue of ths vein will
alone romain,

Bat geasan consists of ferric hydrate in sddition to gangue, while the
vesclions abovo set forth do not show any separation of that substance. Somo
further explanction is thereforo poeded. In tho firat place, it must bz re-
membered thst after the dissppearance of the ore a cortain quantity of ferrous
sulpbate will romain, This will absorb oxygen from the air but will have
no further aupply of freo sulphuric acid or fres sulphur capable of being
converted thereinto. Accordingly, part of the forric oxide produced will be
anable to find enough sulphuric acid for the production of normal forric
sulphate. It will thereforo be partly precipitated, thus,

ing of iron pyrites.
