their competitive efforts to outdo each other in the
strength of their armaments, or other evidences of
material power.

It would then have been remarlkable if the insurance
business had been kept entirely free from this evil.
There is however less reason for undue credit in insur-
ance affairs.than perhaps in any other. A nierchant
is allowed to have goods on credit until he has had
time to realize on them and so provide neans for pay-
ment, which is quite a reasonable arrangement. The
credit given by insurance companies to their agents is,
to a very large extent, wholly different in nature to
such mercantile credits, for it is little more than a
privilege allowed to the agents to retain money which
is the property of their employers. Although we
speak of this as a ."privilege" itÉwould be more correct
ta say that they are allowed to take the liberty of hold-
ing noneys in hand which it would be far botter for
them as well as for the companies to have remitted

promptly as soon as collected. Some portion of what
they-are-repited in the accounts of companies to be
holding as balances due, they have not collected, as
some agents are very negligent in looking after the
payment of premiums. In many cases they take pro-
missory notes from persons who are insured, and have
got their employers into trouble by this system, as the
premium on every poliey issued is understood to have
been paid in cash. They also bring serions trouble
upon themselves by getting the funds belonging to
companies mixed up with their own. Many an agent
without any improper intention has fallen into tbis
habit, and so been led into spending money held on
trust, or using it for private purposes in sucb a man-
uer as to lead ta serious complications, and in the end
ta bring him into difficulty and disgrace.

When an agentiuses mohey.collected on account of
an employer for auy private object, -lie put§ hinself in
a very dangerous position. Such an act is distinctly
dishonorable however great may be the certainty ho
feels of being able to replace it when called for. The
practice of this is apt to hecome systematic, and ta
lead to men confusing the sharp line between "mine"
and "thine". Men all6wd ta get into arrears begin to
rely upon having a certain sum always on hand for
their privatp service. They pay this montb's collec-
tions out of next month's receipts, or run this for
much longer terms so as to have a balance always on
hand and always erigaged in their personal business, or
spent. This may go on for years, the balance gradu-
ally enlarging, as such balances invariably do ; then
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something happens ; a change of management 'occurs;
or suspicion -is excited ; or grave dissatisfaction arises;
and a demand is made ta settle up. Then cones diffi-
culty with the head office, and the agent who is un-
able to respond promptly to such a call is lucky if he
escapes prosecution.

The official reports of the Superintendent of Insur-
rance show that, several millions of the companies'
assets are returned as "agents' balances and bills re-
ceivable." How mucli of these amoiunts is cash actu-
ally collected and not remitted is not stated, but it is
notorious that the sum is very large. Thé amount of
fire insurance being carried on credit amounts ta many
millions, far more than is prudent for the companies
who are giving a certain assurance of indeninity in
case of loss for the mere chance of getting the
premiums. Persons who insure are very indignant if
any loss-is not paid promptly in cash, iany of these
being persons who have been in the habit of taking
long credit for the premiums. So long as a preminm
is in suspense the policy should be in suspense also,
for the contract is based upon a cash payment. As
the underwriters are organized they could do much to
put a check upon this growing evil of selling insur-
ance on credit, and compelling agents to remit

promptly whatever cash they receive.
When persons who are insured find difficulty in

paying premiums, they are either over insured,, or are
gettipg into pecuniary straits, which slould. suggest
close collections being made. In the case. of agents,
their systematic retention of cash collected is quite
enough to make it most prudent for them to be
stopped 'in a course awhich leads to trouble, and to
loss.

-AN Amsterdam cable Bays :-The firSt inscription of the 1895
Sumatra tobacco crop took place Frlday. There was lively coin-
petition, but the tobacco fetched only moderate prices. The in-
scription consisted of 10,555 bales, but.three-fourths of thie to-
bacco is sandblatt. It is light brown, lilght in weigbt but paper-
ish, dry, unripe, mixed, mottled, and shows bad colors. There
was but little tobacco at the inscription suitable. for, the Ameri-
can market. America bought only 800 bales at prices ranglug
from 150 to 300o Dptch. Better tobaccos are expected at the
subsequent insciIptions. The next will take place April 15
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MILKILNG THE SHAREHOLDERS.

Tbere are to be fou nd iii all parts of Canada as well
as in the United States persons who, in respoilse to ad-
vertiseinents in local papers, have invested in one or

more of the various scheimes thus dangled before their
eyes-traps to catch the unwary. The assets of re-
taiiers whose estates have been vound up show abun-
dant evidence of this. The heirs or. creditors of many
a business iman are not unfrequently put to no little
trouble to ascertain the value of one kind of scrip or
another, mnining- shares, dead policies, shares in de-
funet corpanies or other coneerns that had better
never have been borni, al] because newspapers are led
by a little gain to publish advertisements of schemes
which bear on their face anything but ionest recom-
mendations. Scarcely -à week passes in ,hvicih respec-
table newspapers are not pestered with proposals to
publish advertisements of some Lame 'Crek, Game
Bridge, Golden Gulch or. other mining district war-
ranted to pay enornous dividends to those wlho avail
theniselves of the golden opportuiiity thus offered.
There are degrees ofi deception even in these ventures,
the lowest being in the forin of shares not fully paid
up, or in cases vwhe-e appeals arc made to holders of
aven fully paid shares for assistance to continue the
work, to buy new plant, &c., the last named being the
more coinmon method pursued, and acting on Bassa-
nio 's exanpale-

"l iny shoaol-days wlenî I had lost one shaft,
I sthot lils fellow of the self-same flight
The self-sane way with more advised watcli
To fid the other forth, and by adventuring both
I oft found both:"

they adventured further only to find that they lost
both one and the other. Far be it from us to decry en-
terprise, but it should be undertaken, when at all, only
with capital which is one's own, not with the money
which is falling due for purchases made in the legiti-
mate business in which one is engaged.

Several American railway companies have been lat-
terly taking a leaf ont of the books of the mining ad-
venturers. The Northern Pacific, %vhich as close to our
own borders, naturally possesses most interest for Can.
adians, is the latest to assume the new role.

The Economisi of London bas a review of thé situa-
tion in respect of the Northern which. we substantially
reproduce : Since this road passed into the hands of
receiv'ers, about eiglteen nionths ago, the. task of at-
tempting the resuscitation iof the uindertaking has
proved an extrenely difficult one for the series of com-
mittees by whom the business has beau taken in hand;
for in addition to an enormous amount of nnfunded
debt, the position bas beau more than usually comupli-
cated, owing to existence of land grants and securities
directly or indirectly. based upon thei. , Various
schenies of reorganization have been put forward, one
of thin at least in the interests of the Great Northern
Company rather than of the Northern Pacifie ; but
hitherto none of the plans lias had a suflicient backing
to carry it through. Now, however, the rival com'-
mittees, have agreed upen a comprehensive arrange-
ment for settling the finances of the road and for pro-
viding the funds needed for physical improve-
ients, and this arrangemen t lias received the sanction
of Messrs. Morgan & CO., Messrs. Drexel & Co., and the
Deutsche B.ank, th last-namned institution representing
the interests of those Germatn investors upon lwhoi

large blocks of the preferred stock of the company were
" dumped" a few years agoi Thefull text of the plan
has not yet reached this side ; but the circular which.
bas been issued in reference to it, and the text of which
will be found in our advertising columns, states that it
is proposed to create the followiÙg securities

Prior lien 4 per cènt. bonds. ......... $130,000,000
General lien 3 par cent. bonds........... 60,000,000
Preferred 4 par cent. stdek.............. 75,000,000
Common stock..................... 80,000,000

$345,000,000

The prior lien and general lien bonds are to be utili-
sed in replacing seven classes of existing bonds,
amounting at the end of June last to $136,973,000, in
providing for the retirement of other bonds as they
mature, and in making provision for betterments, new
constructions, equiprments, and reserves ; the new pre-
ferred stock is to be appropriated for the conversion
and adjustment of various main line and branch line
mortgage bonds, and the defaulted iiiterest thereon,
and other purposes as provided under the plan, a sum
of $2,500,000 being set aside for reorganisation purposes
or as a treasdry asset of the new conpany; while of the
conmon stock $77,500,000 are ta be used for the pur.
poses of reorganisation, and the balance of $2,500,-
000 may b)e used for reorganisation purposes, or
may be available, as in the corresponding amount
of preferred stock, as a treasury asset of the new com-
pany. The noninal value of the existing stoek and
bond issues is,roughly, $221,000,000, so that the scheme
practically adds $124,000,000 to the already excessive
capitalisation of the undertaking. As the conpany
could not keep its head above water with the old
weight of capital, the prospect of it doing so with such
a large addition of funded obligations is not a parti-
cularly cheering one for the holders of the junior se
curities.

It is not proposed to force the conversion upon the
holders of the General First Mortgage Bonds; but it is
pointed out that the terms offered to those holders,
"while advantageous to the company, is mnanifestly to
the advantage of the bondholders soconverting." The
bondholders, it inay be added wvithout going into the
details, are asked to sacrifRce little iii the way of inter-
est, and for this sacrifice they are to be given longer-
dated bonds, vhile the capital required for putting
the road in order is to be provided from other sources.
The scheme is certainly not unkind to the First Mort-
gage bondholders, nor have the holders of the. Second
and Third Mortgages any grounds. of complaint under
the circumstance. The position of the preferred and
common stock-holders is, however, very different. The
former it is proposed to assess to the tune of $10, or 10
par cent. on the nominal value of the stock, and the
holders are ta be given in exchange for their interests
50 par cent. of preferred stock trust certifiates, en-
titled toa a non-cumulative 4 pe. cent. if and when
the carnings are available, and 50 per cent. of common
stock. Practicilly, * therefore, the deferred stock-
holdei-s, many of whom purchased at from 75 to 85 four
or five years ago, have their potential interest cnt down
fron 8 par cent. to 2 per cont., and are in addition fined
to the extent of 10 per cent. of their holdings, while
they Lose .whatever value is attachible to the land
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- PROTECTION FOR LABOR.

Bill number four of the present session at Ottawa,
which was received and read a first time on the 8th of
January and passed its third reading a few days ago,
is one of those measures which occasionally emanate
from practical aien in Parliament-those who do not
belong to either extreme in their fitness for serving the
public as they ought. .The Act referred to was framed
and introduced by Mr. r R. MeLiennan, M.P. for
Glengarry. Mr. McLennanî's long experience as a
large contractor in public works lias eminently fitted
him to deal with the question which forms the subject
of the Bill. There are few contractors, probably, who
have not, at some period or other of their lives, been
made acquàinted with the inconvenience and serious
losses suffered'by workmen on public contracts owing
to default in the paynent of wages on the part of sub-
contractors or others. The remedy seems simple
enough, and why it has not demanded public attention
before seems scarcely credible. We make. the follow-
ing extract from the Bill:

"lu case anycontractor withi Re'r Majesty,.or any sub-
coitractor in the construction of any public work let
under contract by Her Majesty, mnakes default in the
paymuent of the wages or labour done by any forenian,
workanu, laborer, or teain employed -on such work,
providing a claintherefor is filed in tie office of the
Minister.entering into such contract on behalf of Her
Majesty, not latör than three nonths after. the saie
becomes due, and satisfactory proof thereof is furnislh-
ed, ler Majesty shall becbme liable for the paynent 6f
such claim to the extent of the anount of ail mioneys
or securities in the hands of Rer Majesty for securing
the performance of the contraet a the tini of tefiling
of the said claini

grants wbich were ear-marked in théir favour. The
measure is, tlierefore, a very drastic one for the pre-
ferred stock-holders, who have unàer it the alternative,
of selling out at.about 18 or, paying up $10 per cent. ;-
but as the plan lias received the approval of a niajority
of the nortgage bondholders, wlo are masters of the
situation, the junior proprietors have probably no
option but to grin and bear their fate witlh the best
grace they can command. The assessment upon the
common stock is .fixed' at $15 per cent.; but as the
stock is quoted at about 2, the assessment is not likely
to bc responded to by existing holders,.so that the syn-
dicate with $45,000,000, which has been formed to pro-
vide the $20,000,000 or so required to place the road
upon a solvent basis, will have, in ail probability, to
find a considerable propôrtion of the $11,000,000 which
would be obtainable froni the preferred and common
stock-holders if they paid up in full. In reorganisa-
tions of the kind issues having but the remotest pros-
pect of a dividend often possess a market value as
"voting tickets": but even this element is absent from
Northern Pacific common stock, for it is proposed that
both classes of stock of the new company shall be
vested in five voting trustees, already selected for -a-
period of five years. It is to be assumed that the
scheme will pass, for the stockhlolders are powerless
but the lessoh, coming as it does as one more in a long
and dismal series, is not calculated to.impress British
investors with the desirability of interesting themselves
in the so-called secunrities of American railroads.

Her Majesty may deiand that èach contractor or.
sub-contractor shall, notilater tlian the fifteenth day
of each month, file in the office of the said .Minister, a
list s.howing the names, rate of wages, amiounts pài
and ainounts due and unpaid for wages or labour done
by any foreman, workman, labourer. or team employed
by hini during the previous month, and attested upon
the oath or statutory declaration of such contractor or.
sub-contractor, or his authorized agent.

Every contractor or sub-contracfor who, having re-
ceived such demîand, makes defauli in forwarding such
list in accorda'ce with the provisions of the next pre-
ceding section, shall incur a penalty not exceeding fifty
dollars and not.less than ten dollars, for every day dur-
ing which such default continues; and the amount ot
such penalty shall be deducted out of the moneys in
the hands of Her Majesty, deposited by or owing to
'such contractor, and shall become vested in Her Ma-
jesty.

Every company incorporated by or receiving a cash
subsidy from the parliament of Canada, shal be liable
for the payment of the wages or labour done by any
foreman, workman, labourer or team eiployed by any
contractor wvith the coin pany, or by any sub-contractor
iii the construction of the works of the. company, pro-
vided that a notice stating the claim in detail for such
wages or labour is served upon the company not later
than three months after payment is due, and that such
iotice is followved up by the commencement of a suit
in any court of competent jurisdictioni for the collec-
tion thereof, within thirty days after the service of such
notice.

The notice mentioned in the next preceding section,
and any summons, notice, order, or other process re-
quired to be served upon the company for the prose-.
cution of such suit, may be served on the president,
vice-president, secretary, managing director, su perin-.
tendent, or engineer; or any recognized officer repre-
senting the company, or by leaving it with any adult
person at the office or domicile of any of them.

lier Majesty may retain the whole or a sufficient por-
tion of any subsidy-granted to any company, until all,.
claims mentioned in the fourth section of thii Act, for
wages or labour, are fully paid or satisfied ; and in the.
event of any claim for wages or labour remaining
thirty days unpaid-after Her Majesty lias received no-,
tice thereof, Her Màjesty mnay, on sufficient proof that
such elaim is due and unpaid, pay it, and ail properw
costs and charges in connection therewith, out of such
subsidy.

Any number of persons having similar claims for
wages or labour against any company, contractor or,
sub-contractor, may consolidate their clains and insti-..
tute>a joint action for the recovery thereof."

It will be seen that ýhe several sections of the Bill
make thorough provision for dealing with cases of the
kind indicated, and there is nio doubt that it ýwill re-.
ceive the assent of Her Majesty. Mr. MeLnnan de-
serves the thanks of the vhole community for intro-
ducing this véry necessary and equitable provision and
placing it on our statute books.

THE PROVINCIAL LOAN.
The flobting of the new Provincial Loan has leen allott to

Mayor R. Wilson Smith by the Quebec Cahinet on terms, which
w-e learn can scarcely fail to meet with, general approval. The
The tender was for three millions of dollars, the balance of the
loan of ten millions authorlzed by the Legislature,
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"A. VOICE FROM A WILDEINESS."

Is it not tinie the medical faculty inventéd, or elas-
sified a new disease? They sprung "appendicitis" upon
us soie tine ago. Suppose now they gave ns "cranki-
citis," and adopted a treatment-for cutting away what-
ever it is that causes its victims to publish such
pamphlets as the one before us. The writer's mental
confusion is shown by his giving his brochure five
titles, one of which is the above caption ; another in-
dicates that he lias discovered a cure for ail the ills
that Canadian flesh is heir to. lis genius for finan-
cing is proved by offering the work for sale as follows :
" Price per dozen 5 cents, single copies 10 cents," so-
that a buyer cati get two dozen for the price charged
for a single copy! He offers himself as the Moses who
is to lead Canada out of the Egypt of debt, both
national and individual. The panacea for ail financial
ills he says is to, "Fear God and keep bis Command-
ments," a precept we seem to have heard once or twice
before, in fact once or twice every Sunday since our
Church going days began. How observing this duty
is to get us all out of debt, and to secure payment of
ail we owe as a nation. and as a people for advances on
mortgage, not to say butchers' and tailors' bills, lie ex-
plains in a manner which shows that up to his appear-
ing,-and those of the saine school, the Henry George-
ites-the meaning of Seripture had beei undiscovered.
le affirins that "borrowing fron outsiders" is a direct

violation of the command, "Thou shalt lend unto
many nations, but thou shalt not borrow." But how
lending is to be done without borrowing the writer
does not explain, nor are we told how ail nations can
keep this co.nmandinent if "many nations" borrow off
one. The inference is quite plain : we Canadians, hav-
ing broken the commandment by borrowing, must
show our fear of God by repudiating ail our debts to
"outsiders." Who these " outsiders" arc ive are not
told ; the terni is wide enough to inelude every one of
our creditors outside our homes, or offices, who would
bc indeed ' outsiders" if by refusing to pay their
claims we left thei " out in the cold." The
writer ignores another command equally divine to
the onc hequotes, whicl reads-" Let no man go be-
yond, or defraud another in any matter"-even if lie
is an outsider. " Borrowing," lie says is, " a violation
of Nature's laws." Another command he empliasizes
is, " The land shall not be sold, for the land is Mine;".
that is, the Creator's. Now. no one disputes the diviuie
owlnership of all things; it is claimed in Scripture for
"L the cattle on a thousand hills," for all, " the. silver
and the gold," for ' the Earth and the fulness thereof."
Thus ail material things are just as clearly clainmed to
be ownted by the Suprene as is the land. If then it is

vickced as te writer says it is, to buy aud sell land be-
cause it belongs to God, so also must it be equally
wicked to buy and sell cattle, corn, silver, gold, or any-
thing for which divine ownership is claiimed,.as it is for
the wiole carth, and all that man possesses. To state
this is to expose its nonsensical absurdity; if reduced to
practice nankind would sink into barbarism. Yet on
such a fantastical theory we have a sciool of ecnoniists
building up a seheme which is to do away with ail the'
financial troubles incident to modera civilizabion. We
thank Mr. Douglas of Wroxeter for sending us lin a
copy of te five-titled pamnphlet, of which one is ad-

mirably truthful itis indeed "a voice froi the wild-
eruess," the wilderness of uncultivated ideas, whose
barrenness of practical common sense and logic . is as
complete as the barrenness -of the desert of Sahara.

COLD STORAGE.
The Dominion Cold Storage Co.'s enterprise in

Montreal, to which reference has been made more than
once in Our columns, bas entered upon the second stage
of its existence, and efforts are now being made to ex-
tend the system. Mr. W. Johnson of the company,
well known to our business men, waited on the com-
mittee on agriculture this week and made a proposition
to establish cold storage warehouses in various parts of
the Dominion, if the governnment would undertake to
guarantee 4 per cent interest for ten years on the anti-
cipated outlay of $3,000,000. The idea as already
broached is to provide such cold storage accommoda-
tion as may enable holders of farm products to place
their goods on the market in practically the saine con-
dition as when produced. The stock of the company
was fairly well subscribed last fall, and should the of-
fer be accepted, the promoters and directors are pre-
pared to begin at once. It was originally intended to
erect warehouses only at Montreal and other exporting
points, but on further consideration the company de-
cided' to enter the producing districts so. that they
might be nearer the farmers. Statisties were quoted
showing the saving to egg producers, that must result.
The guarantee, it was pointed out, would not be asked
for until the buildings were erected, and the govern-
ment could exercise supervision in such a way as ta
control the issue of the stock. Most of the members
were imîpressed -with the importance of the scheme, and
after anumber of questions had been satisfactorily
answered by Mr. Johnson,- the committee decided to
recomnmend the governient to take the matter into
consideration.

Prof. Robertson, at the same meeting, outlined the
intentions of the government, with respect to provid-
ing cold storage accommodation, and dwelt upon the
success that had already attended the shipments of but-
ter to England. The policy for the coming season
wold be largely a repetition of last year's. Among
the urgent needs to which he pointed were the estab-
lishment of cold storage warehouses at Winnipeg,
Calgary, St. John, N.1B., Halifax and Charlottetown,
P.E.I. The market value of products was now largely
determined by their flavor. Cold. storage- served a
three fold purpose in keeping theflavor, lengthening the
season in which they may. be consumed, and, enabling
the producer to keep them for the most favorable mar-
ket. The cause.of the Dominion Cold Storage could
hardly have been pleaded better by their own repre-
sentative,.and the prospects are that their wishes will.
be favorably met by the governiment.

Whereas, These reports have created the impression that
the friends of a protective tariff are willing to compromise
the cause of protection by indorsing the free and unlimited
coinage of silver at a ratio of sixteen ta one, in exchange for
additeonal protection, and

Whereas, These statements are not only compronising
the integrity and patriotisn of our manufacturers as in-
dividuals, but especially se as members of the Manufacturers'
Club ; therefore be it

Resolved. That the Manufacturers' Club, speaking for its
nameibers, eipiatically denounces as false the statement
made by the friends of friee silver and echoed by those of
free trade, that our Piiladelphia manufacturers are willing
te barter with the silver Sentors for the frea coinaga of
silvar in exchange for additional protection.

Resolved, that the question of bimetallism can be par-
manently sattled only througli an international agreement,
and that the Manufacturers' Club declares its unalterable
opposition to the free coinage of silver by the United States
alone, firnly believing that such a policy would result in
disaster ai honi and -Jishonor abroad, and would only
operate ta place this country upon the basis of silver muono-
inetallisin.

Coinenting on the subject, the Record says "These de-
clarations are more outspoken than have been most of the

"State political platforms recently put forth, and their effect
"should be not only ta redeen the gond name of the manu-

facturers of Philadelphia, but te bring strenglth to the
cause of Sound Money eveiywiere."

CRUDE PETROLEUM..
Mr. R. D. Noble of Petrolia, lias beetn speculating men-

tally as to the probabilitias of the Canadian oil market dur-
ing the renainder of t1hi prasent year. He expects to see
Petrolia crude sell s higi as $3.80 par barrel, and bis rea-
soning ta produce titis reuilt is ta sav the least, extraordin-
ary. lHe refers to tlie importance of present events in Egypt,
and says that now the Italian forces have retreated fron
Kassala, the dervishes, (sic.) flushed wit Itheir victory at
Adowa will turnt ntorth and soon the British forces will ineet
theim. Thay are largoly oilicered by Frencbmnen, and a nutm-
bar of French offlcars will be slain, further straining the re-
lations batween England and France. The jealousy borne
by France and Turkey towards Grert Britain, the alliance
of Russia wiilh France, and the dissatisfaction of Garmnany
ard England at the support apparently given by Russia to
Turkey in connection with the Armnenian atrocities, will' in-
ovitatbly lead ta European war, in which Britain, Geriiany,
Austria and Italy will oppoEe Russia, Fiance -and Turkey.
The British fleet will close the Black Sea ports, and no Rus-
sian petroleuni will be allowed to leave. As the European
nitarket is now largely supplied by Russia, when the Russian
supply is cut off, the price in New York will speedily rise ta
20e per gallon, an advance of about 13e over present values.
Cantadian oil will likewise advance 13e tmaking an advanca
of $2.08 par barrel in crude, bringing it ta $3.80. The
Petrolia 4dvertiser says that this opinion may ba sanguine,
but not unattainable,

BRITISH CANADIAK TRADE.

Judging from the British Board of Trade returns, Canada's trade
with Great Britain was a good deal more, satisfactory-during
February, than in previous months, and would seemu to indicate
that the long lane of.dullness through. which our trade lias beau
passing, lias at last reached its turning. The imports into
Canada fromt Great Britain amounted to.£340,851 as against
£279,631 for the corresponding month of last year, an Increase of
about 21 par cent. For the first two monaths of the present year,
the increase amounts ta £86,616 or about 14 par cent. The ex-
ports from Canada ta Great Britain were even more satisfactory,
amounting ta £118,800, being over four and a hal£ times greater
than for February 1895, while the aggregate for the two months
of 1896 is nearly two and a hait times greater titan for the samte
period of 1895. Tle principal increases ln imports fron Great
Britain were:-wool, £1,900 ; Cotton place goods, £7,000 ; jute.
piece goods, £3,600; linen place goods, £4,000 ; woollen fabrics,
£6,000; worsted fabrics, £9,000; and carpets, £3,500. From these
figures it will be seen that a large proportion of the increase was
due ta importations of goode intended for the spring drygoods
trade, and would indicate an expectatiun of a decided expansion
in local trade as compared with a year ago. Imports of iron,
rails, &c., compared favorably wiLh 1893, while tinplates ex-
panded 100 per cent, to £L1,800. Turning ta the detailed ex-
ports fron Canada, it i sean that.the opening of the new Cana-
dian wiuter port had a good deal ta do witlî the improvement.
Live stock were shipped ta a value of £18,700 as against nil in
1895 ; wheat and wheat flour totalled over £35,000 coin-
pared with nil last year ; bains and butter were £4,300 as against
nil ; while exports of cheese were doubléd at £82,000 ; -bacon
rose from £3,400 ta £10,400; and lumber fron £1,900 ta £20,700.'
Tiiese figures are ta say the least encouraging ; and brde well
for the future. Should the proposed scheme for developing the
harbor of St. John, N.B., be carried out there will be ample
roomn for still further exp ansion.

JEWELRY CHAINS AND BEADS.

We leara from jewelry trade papers that Paris jewelers are
showing chains in great variety, but the line gold Chain, with a
single pearl every four or five inches, bas the preference. A
pretty chain of fanciful description is composed of pearîs set al-
ternately with oliv--shaped beads of duli chased gold. Somae
chnins are made of snall black agate beads, also separated at in-
tervals by single pearls. Thare is a fancy for these black agate
beads, which. are deemed becoming. Necklaces are made of
them, their sinplicity relieved by the addition of a dianond
clasp. A row of black beade, divided on eilther side by a long S
lu diamonds, makes a favorite ornament for the neck. In the
gold chains pink corat beads are sometimes substituted for
pearls. Chains are aise made of black or blue steel-a metal in
as high favor as ever-the pearls introduced as .in those of the
more precious metal; tlhey are not oaly used for watches and
eyeglasses, but chain purses and other knickknacks, suich as
pencil cases, tiny powder boxes, mirrors and charms, are sus-
pended fron them. These, however, should not he worn opanly;
it not being considered good form ta have a bunch of valuable
trinkets dangling about the person--to say nothing of the risk-
and it must be hidden either in the breast pocket of the coat or
beneath the folds of the dress.

NEW. MANAGEMENT.
Mr. à. L. DeMartigny, for several years general manager of

the Jacques.Cartier Bank in this city, bas resigned. It will be
remenberoed that Mr. Doe.artigny was joint.cashier with Mr.
W. W. L. Chipnan in La Banque du Peuple for somae months
after its suspension last year. Mr. DeMartigny continues ta 1111
his usual position on the buard of directors, and will act as notary
of the bank. Ha is succeeded by Mr.T.. Bienvenu, who bas
been assistant cashier for the past ton years, and wlo is to be
congratulated on, being chosen ta lil the vacaiey, and the direc-
tors no less in having one so, capable for the position.

Canadian cities
saine years ago, it was aise a case. of sink or swim, and. somehow
they seem.to have lad " a strange alacrity in sinking."
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RAILWAY, CONSTRUCTION.
Railway building in the United States reached tlis year a lower

point than in any of the last 20 years; lndeed, in only two years
since 1865, 80 years ago, lias sio small a mileage been built. The
U.S. records for 1895 now show only 1,782 miles of track laid, a
tremendous decline from the great year of 1887, when almost
18,000 miles were put down. ln the eight years since that time
the decrease in-construction has been great and continuous, and
this year the total built was only about 100 miles more than in
the year 1855-40 years ago.-

The new construction in general consisted of short branches
and extensions, the average for the 164 lines built being only a
little over 10 miles each.

The bottom lias beau reached, and a moderat revival of rail-
way building may be looked for says the Raiiway Age. Mater-
ials are exceedingly cheap, labor ils abundant, practicable enter-
prises are numerous and on some of them much work has been
done, business ils reviving in spite of terrible assaults from politi-
cal and speculative quarters, and the need of many localities for
greater. transportation facilities must be met. It is true that the
remarkable development of electric railway building has liad a
repressive effect upon not a few local projects ; but, for trans-
portation lines of any considerable importance the steam locomo-
tive dosa not yet recognize any competition and the building of
steam railways ils still to go on, although the, pace of -former
years may not again be equaled.

The railways of the United States on December 31, 1895, will
aggregate a little over 181,000 miles.

H EIGHTS.

Our·çeaders along the border west of
the lower level ffthe Niagara River .wll
be interested in the bll now before the
New pri State Legislature which, if it
becomes a law,.and.there is little doubt

Sof it wilîl result in the performance of one
of the éreatest engineering feats of mod-
ern timaß• It is proposed te take down
one of lhe suspension bridges now · span-
ning the Niagara chasm near Niagara,
Falls end re-erect it at another -point six
miles down the river, between Lewiston
N.Y., pnd Queenston, Ont. The bridge
which it is thus proposed- to take down
aud regIlUd has a span of 1,200 feet and
contains rnany thousands of tons cf steel.
But this wi not be the first bridge to span
the Niigara gorge at Queseton Heights
for lons years age engineering skill, was
called lato service there and a handsome
bridge arected. The w'ork of the engi-
neers Vas however, destroyed by a com-
plication of events whicb, at thse point re--
ferred to at lest, would to-day hardly be
deeme j possible te cause snch disaster.
The ruins cf the bridge bang to-day acres
the go1ge te the east of the Brock monu-
ment. T.be bridge was begun in 1849 and
thse stïittre was opened te travel on
Marchs &, 1851. The total length cf tiAn
cables ivas nearly 1,300 feet, and thse dis-
tance between the towers was over 1,000
feet. The bridge was supported by ten
cables jive of them on each side. The
weight cf the structure was nearly 900
tons. Late in Mdarchs or 'early ln April
a heavf winid storm swept thse chasm, and
thse ice'rshed down from Lake Erie ln
such qiOaititles as te form a big gorge be-
low thge bridge. Se high did the ice pile
Up tisa it surrounded the anchorages o f
thse guy', and, fearing that when tise icy
mass ,assed out it would tsar thse guys
and b g down, the former were loosen-
ed-and5 oine cf them pulled up on the
bridge. ¯Bit-this ery precautien, intend-
ed to si.ve thse bridge proved its destruc--
tion. T'he ice passed down the river, but
during tihe nice weathser whichs fellowed,
thsose in charge cf the bridge made thse
mistake of not replacing thse guys.- An-
other lá wind storm came up and it des-
troyed thse bridge. When it began te sway
back aoud forth the men saw their mis-
·take, -bant nothiing thsey could do could pre-
vent thse disaster, and the bridge proper
wvas adopt from tbe cables. Since thon no
effort to rebuild the bridge bas been made,
but 'nosv it is intended te replace thse
wreck k'y rebuilding-there thse upper sus-
pensiop bridge,which is te be taken down. It
will ho a wvork that must cf necessity com-
mand thse interest of engineers.- Thsose
whso hgped a -few years ago te lay out and
bulld å city in the vicinity will aise feel.-
some ipterest ln tise proposai.
