Ogle, but as we read on we learn that nothing
of the nature of a violent detention is implied,
the fact being that the gentleman named, in
his capacity of representative of the Gutta
Percha and Rubber Company, has been un-
able to leave at the time he had arranged for
because of press of business. The Vancouver
Council have ordered some more hose from
him, and he had also to return to Victoria,
presumably on a like errand.

TE General Freight Agent of the Chicago
and, Grand Trunk road says to all agents :-
" Your attention is again called to the import-
ance of coal dealers placing their orders early
in the season. You should see dealers and im-
press upon them the necessity of getting in
their coal at an early date. From present in-
dications we are of the opinion that the
demand for cars for this service will be greater
than usual, and unless dealers order their sup-
plies early, there will probably be considerable
disappointment and inconvenience both to
dealers and their customers.

MR. A. Pues, of St. Paul, who is largely in-
terested in the anthracite coal mines of
Canada, said :-" The mines are open again.

H. W. McNeill,
formerly General Manager of the Oregon Im-
provement Company, will have charge of the
mining, and I shall hunt up a market. These
mines are near Banff, and we expect soon to
put the anthracite coal in Seattle and other
Sound cities by direct rail transportation.
What the prics will be I cannot say now, but
probably within 812 a ton."-Coal Trade Jour-
nal.

FORTUNATELY for travellers, says the San
Francisco Grocer and Country Herchant, the
custom of "tipping " is steadily on the de.
cline in Europe, and though still practised to
a great extent, it is said less is given than
formerly, the practice having been carried to
excess in many countries, causing quite a
drain on the tourist's purse. Its lessening
popularity in Europe will undoubtedly effect a
decline of the custom in this country, where
the habit has never been so common as in the
old world. The practice never should have
been encouraged, and would not have gained
favor if employers had refused employes the
privilege of accepting tips, and had acquainted
the public of their action.

A NEW canning factory has just started
at Kingston, Kings county, N.S. It is said to
be one of the best equipped establishments of
its kind in Canada. The principal industry
of the new factory will be oondensing milk,
coffee, and cocoa, and canning blueberries,
beans, peau, tomatoes, oorn and apples. They
are already handling 4,0011 quarts of milk a
day; the larger quantity of which is supplied
by the farmers of Kingston, Melvern Square
and Aylesford. One of the serious difficulties
that had to be contended with in getting the
factory started was the scaroity of good water.
Wells were used, but the supply was insufli-

cient; at last the services of D. P. Kent, of
Amherst, were secured, and a shaft of 300 feet
bored into the solid rock, which resulted in a
splendid stream of fresh water, cooler than
49 degrees and equal to a supply of 100 gal-
lons a minute.

FUEL is likely to be higher, as the activity
in moving this autumn's crop in the States
begins to tell upon the large stocks of coal ac-
cumulated, and as freights become higher. An
advance ofi fteen cents per ton on anthracite
is announced by the mining companies of the
United States. Yesterday's Coal Trade Journal
considers that "the decision to advance prices
fiteen cents per ton is good, but an advance
of full twenty-.ive cents on certain sizes would
have had more of the effect which it is desired
to achieve. The retailer is entitled to protec-
tion on the coal he had bought and laid in
under the promise of an advancing market
being sustained by the producers." The output
of anthracite coal in the Wyoming, Lehigh and
Schuylkill regions for the seven months ended
with July last was 21,756,438 tons au oompared
with 18,676,032 tons in the same period of 1890,
an increase of about 14 per cent. The restric-
tion of output agreed upon by the companies
is said to have been well maintained. gays
the New Yorkjournal quoted: "Is has too often
been the fault that tonnage has been far in ex-
cees of requirements; this is not likely ta be
the case in the near future at least."

A FRADULENT CONCERN.

News came last week from Chicago of a
building association scheme of a dishonest
character which was unearthed there. It.
headquarters were in Chicago, but it had
members al over the country, and it is esti-
mated that the amount of money received is
1175,000 during the year and a half the asso-
ciation has been in existence. The books of
the association show that it had agents in all
the States, but the most active were in

A subecriber who sends us this account,
writes: "It is not improbable that such
schemes may be worked in this country
[Canada] ; indeed there are some concerne

operating now whose modus operandi closely
resembles that of the National."

The name of this exploded Chicago concern

was " The National Capital Savings, Building
and Loan Association of North America."
Alfred Downing, the president, and N. H. Tall-
man, the vice-president, have been arrested by
the post-office authorities on a charge of using
the mails for purposes of fraud, but the chief
swindler, Louis F. Mortimer, general man-
ager and secretary, has made his escape with
the lion's share of the money. The concern
has made a few genuine loans in various
places to induce people to inveet. It sold
shares for 50 cents each, with a payment of

$11.05 each month for 96 months, at the end
of which time a 01,000 loan would be paid fo.
There was a membership fee of $30, an ap-
praisement fee of $2, 820 and $45 for three
monthe' payment in advance, thus making
895.

THE SITUATION.

One fact brought to light in the investi-
gations at Ottawa suggests the possibility
of competition being bifurcated, one prong
menacing politics and the other commerce.
An agreement was entered into by the
New England Paper Company that one-
thef of the profits made on sale of paper to

teGovernrnent should be applied towards
the extinction of a debt due by La Presse
newspaper, though the agreement does not
appear ta have been carried into effect.
But a number of other persons selling to
Government departments made gifts to
subordinates, so that the practice looks
suspiciously like to being common.
Is it not true that American runners
dealing with the salesmen of Cana-
dian bouses, great and small, some-
times, not infrequently, offer inducements
similar to the above to the buyers for these
houses ? If this be true, to what extent
has the practice permeated the trade
of the country . The suggestion is not
pleasant to contemplate, but it comes
naturally from what has been revealed at
Ottawa.

The worst case of corruption yet revealed
is the diversion by the Quebec Government
of $100,000 of a railway subsidy to the pay-
ment of a private commission and private
debts of Ministers. When Acts are crooked,
a straight course is not likely to be taken in
carrying them out, and in this case the
money travelled by a tortuous route. Butit
was tracked to its destination, nevertheless.
The part of the subsidy to the Baie des Cha-
leurs Railway which was diverted to private
or political uses apparently formed part ofi
the proceeds of the Dominion subsidy to thej
province. Come easy, go easy. Betweenj
the money diverted and the Dominion elec-1
tions there appears to have been some con-
nection, and if so the object may reasonably1
be concluded to have been to obtain ani
increased Dominion subsidy, which Quebec1
has been foremost and persistent in demand-

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ing. She also demands that she shall be

reimbursed all subsidies she has paid to
railways which the Dominion authorities
have declared to be for the general advant
age and have brought under Federal con
trol. If the payment had been mad
instead of being resisted, we now see the
uses to which a part of it might have been
put. The theft of the $100,000 is so as

tounding that in the absence of the evi
dence, it would have been impossible to
believe the accusation. It is unprece
dented in Canadian history, even under
the corrupt rule of the French domin
ion. Surely it is the duty of the
Lieutenant Governor of the Province to
demand from lis Ministers a prompt
explanation, and if it be not satisfactory
there will be but one course for him
to take. If his signature was obtained toan
Order-in-Council for conveying this money
to its legitimate destination, when it was
intended to make an application of it alto
gether different, his own honor require
that he shall not, by acquiescence after the
fact, countenance the fraud.

Apparently the Quebec Governmen
fought the Dominion in the elections with
the subsidy received from it. And what
was so used was stolen from an appropria.
tion set apart for another purpose. The
local Government would hand over no
money to the Baie de Chaleurs Railway
till it got a company that it could work
with. It would have nothing to do with
the original company. Antipathies of this
kind might min any company, and would
be fatal if directed against an individual.
It is improbable that the Baie de Chaleurs
theft is not the only one. How can the
facts be discovered ? One suggestion is
that a commission of three judges be ap.
pointed by the Dominion Government, and
the question of jurisdiction is being hotly
contested. Such a commission was ap.
pointed in the case of the Pacific Scandal,
but to make the precedent complete, the
accused should be in a position to appoint
their own judges. That commission could
not be made a precedent, unless Dominion
Ministers were under accusation, and then
it would not be worthy of being followed.
Are there no independent means of in.
quiry ? Inquiry by a political tribunal
composed of the followers of the accused
would be a farce. A judicial tribunal, with
the power of impeachment, is still a desid-
eratum.

The British Bank of Australia has failed
with liabilities of about 64,000,000, one-half
of it owing in England. Some of the Aus.
tralian banks have been in the habit of
offering a heavy rate of interest for deposits
in England, and part of this indebtedness
may be in that form. If so, a check will be
given to the practice of depositing British
money in Australian banks, though it may
not altogether cease. It is the high rate of
interest of course that attracts the deposits,
and unless the banks make exceptionally
good earnings, the profit may not be
enough to cover the risk connected with re-
loaning. But of course other cause of fail-
ure there may have been. and it will be a
new experience if some overgrown accounts
did not contribute to the catastrophe.

lHappily Canada will not immediately
feel the effect of the treaty between Spain
and the United States affecting the trade
of Cuba and Porto Rico. There is in exist.
ence a treaty between Great Britain and
Spain which guarantees to Canadians, along
with other British subjects, the treatment

a of the most favored nation; one year's
notice of an intention to terminate the
treaty is required, and Spain has not yet
given such notice. But notice is not

- necessary if the treaty has only one year
r to run. For about one year our trade with
- Cuba will therefore go on as usual.

While many countries are suffering from
t short harvest, Canada is exceptionally

favored in this respect. According to the
Ontario Department of Agriculture, winter
wheat is expected to yield 24-4 bushels to
the acre, which is five bushels above the
average of the last nine years. Of spring
wheat there will be more to the acre than

s for several years past. The experiments
with two-rowed barley show that it does
not ripen so early by about two weeks as

t the six-eared, though it promises a larger
yield. The crop has been harvested in a

t good condition. Oats are expected to yield
37-1 bushels to the acre, and generally the
straw is clean, which will make in favor of
its feeding qualities. Rye, not now ex-
tensively grown, has suffered from drouth.
and the same is true of peas, corn, beans
and hay, the hay crop being light; peas
will on the whole turn ont well. The corn
crop did not start well, and it is too soon
to tell how it will end. Of beans but little
is grown. Root crops suffered from insuffi-
cient rain, but potatoes and turnips are
likely to be an average crop.

In spite of the scarcity, Germany still
adheres to the grain duties, hoping, it would
seem. to use them as a leverage in making
commercial treaties. This was the policy
of Mr. Blaine on the sugar duties, but the
chances of Germany succeeding are not so
good as were those of the United States.
Negotiations for a treaty with Austria are
going on, and there is some belief in
Austria that Germany will not be able to
maintain the grain duties, whether shegets
an equivalent for abandoning them or not.
The Russian ukase forbidding the exporta-
tion of rye has caused Germany to feed its
army on wheat. Wheat is more nutritious
than rye, and the fact that when it can be
procured the latter should be used to feed
the army, shows a backward state of things
in Germany. It is long since rye was
extensively used in England for bread.
The substitution of wheat for rye bread
in the barracks of Germany will croate a
desire to have the former continued. A
mixture of the two grains, used in some
countries, is said to make excellent bread.
It is difficult to believe that the Russian
ukase could have a political aim; it would
fairly bear such an interpretation if Russia
were about to rush into war, instead of
only just beginning a three years' labor in
providing a new rifle for her army. Ger-
many is more likely to profit than to suffer
from the Russian prohibition in the long
run, for necessity will whet invention, and
new means cf food supplies in some. form
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will be found. Our North-West, as its
agriculture develops, will be a powerful
factor in the supply of the deficiency for
which some European countries have to
provide.

The apparently triumphal marcb of Mr.
Howard Vincent through Canada must not
be understood as showing, on the trade
question, the deliberate opinion of the
country, though he is under some tempta-
tion to regard it as sucb, and so to repre-
sent it on his return to England. The
meetings which he held were just such
meetings as Mr. Wiman bas before now
held in favor of unrestricted reciprocity
with the United States. But the country
is neither in favor of the discrimination
urged by the United Empire League nor
that suggested by Mr. Wiman. Mr. Vincent
has been allowed to have his way, because
he did not specially run counter to any
political party, and because his movements
were not considered of sufficient import-
ance to render necessary a counter move-
ment to try their strength or demonstrate
their weakness.

GIFTS TO MEMBERS OF GOVERN-
MENT CONDEMNED.

One practical result of the enquiry into
charges of corruption in connection with
the Government departments at Ottawa, is
that henceforth gifts to Ministers will be
forbidden. The House of Commons has
declared unanimously that they must
cease. The motion made by Sir Richard
Cartwright was seconded by Sir John
Thompson, and there was not a dissentient
voice. The mover very properly stated
that he did not intend to make the issue
one of want of confidence in the Govern
ment, and in this way he secured the suc
cess of his motion. The reasons why Par
liament should declare its assent to the
propriety of the inhibition are strong

THE CONDITION OF THE LABORER.

Now that new interest in the prospects
of the working man bas been>wakened by
the Pope's encyclical letter'and its stron'g
denial of the Socialists' Ireteusioris, any
new facts or figures illustraging the gub:'
ject of the domestic conditionf the work-
ing man will be found of value. Among
other bodies, the Michigan Bureau of Labor
Statistics bas been making inquiryrespect-
ing the condition of wòking-men In that
State, and many of the results of its in-
vestigations are quite interesting.

The number of workmen tê whom ques-
tions were actually put by the Bureau was
8,838, representing several industries, but
chiefly the iron-making industry and the
manufacture of agricultural implements-
trades that are quite prominent in the
State. It was found that of this number
2,328 owned the bouses in which they
lived, and nearly half of the latter number
had no mortgages upon their dwellings. It
is odd to note that of these house-owners
the large proportion were Germans, Hol.
landers and Irishmen. The average value
of each bouse was $1,312. Sixty-nine per
cent. of al the workmen had sewing ma
chines in their bouses, 46 per cent. of ail
the workmen visited being married men.
Sixty-seven per cent. of the whole number
took newspapers an I migazines, and half of
them subscribed for daily paperd. More
than one-fifth possessed musical instra.
ments of some kind, and among them were
found 314 pianos and 700 organs. One-
fourtb of them were insured, the average
amount being $1,500 ; and forty per cent.
saved money last year. During that time
$175,470 was paid for bouses and improve-
ment of dwellings, and #329,880 in cash
was laid by.

These figures are remarkable, says the
Textile Record, which journal is disposed to
affirm that "they cannot be duplicated in
any other country on earth." It would
have been interesting to bave pushed the
inquiry a little forther, and to bave ascer-
tained how many men bave their houses
thoroughly carpeted, how many have what
are called "modern improvements " in
their dwellings; how many have children
at schooll; how many have flesh-food every
day in the week, and how many hold
positions upon school boards, in borough
councils and the like places of trust and
honor. We cannot speak for Michigan,
says the Record, but, speaking for Penusyl-
vania, we assert that the showing in these
particulars would fill most Europeans with
astonishment.

-The number of railways in the United
States which prohibit the use of liquor by
their employes is increasing. We are told
that the Lake Shore & Michigan Southern
Railway is one of the latest to adopt this rule,
baving recently issued an order very simi-
lar to that issued by others, which requires
immediste discharge of every employe who

is known to frequent saloons or to make

habitual use of intoxicating liquors. Com-

menting on such regulations, the Railway
Review says: "The only thing to be regret-

ted in this connection is that a similar rule

cannot be at once enforced on all of the

railroads of the country. Human life is too

precious to be endangere i by being placed

under the control of those who knowingly
put ' into their mouths that which steals

away their brains,' and nomanagiug officiai
of any road can on account of sentimental-
ism afford to retain such persons in his

employ. It is not too much to say that any
officiai who knowingly retains such persons
in his employ is morally, if not legally,
accessory before the fact to any loss of life
or property occasioned by the use of liquor
by such persons."

CANADIAN MUTUAL LOAN AND
INVESTMENT CO.

The first annual meeting of this company
was held in Toronto this week, and the
report distributed among the twenty share-
holders then present shows how readily
many persous grasp at the bait of big pro-
fits promised on slender or fallacious
grounds. One year ago, shortly after this
company was organized, it had issued 82
shares; since then the number has been
increased to 12,968, of which 1,866 have
been forfeited and cancelled, leaving 11,102
in force. No doubt this increase bas been
largely accomplished by trading upon the
undoubted respectability of the names of
the three trustees, who are not responsible
for the management, however. Mortgages
amounting to $33,686 have been taken by
the company for loans which are supposed
te bear interest at the rate of six per cent.,
but by the method of computation the rate
is actually almost doubled. No person, we
should think, who has really good security
to offer need pay the actual rate charged by
this company. But the chances are that
the borrowers do not know the rate
they have agreed to pay; if they did
they would not likely have come under
such an agreement. The officers of the
Canadian Mutual Loan have taken care
to get themselves appointed for four years,
an unusual and extraordinary proceeding,
and one not likely to increase confidence in
the company, however clever they may be.
We have no hesitation in expressing the

opinion that their promises of big profits
to both borrower and lender will in a few
years be proved delusive.

-It is tolerably evident from the figures
of the Illinois Bureau of Labor Statistics,
that the farmers of the Western States of
the American Union are not being crushed
under a load of calamity, as some Socialist
lecturers try to make out. The number of
acres of farm land in that State is 34,081,.
180, and of this total 7,965,566 acres, or les
than one-fourth, is mortgaged. The whole
number of mortgages on the farms of that
State is 90,889, representing $123,783,000
loaned. The annual value derived from the
area mortgaged is estimated at $72,229,000,
or about 60 per cent. of the principal of the
entire mortgage indebtedness.

DECISIONS IN COMMERCIAL LAW.

HAMILTON v. GROEsBECK.-A defect in the
condition of machinery, etc., under section 3
of the Workman's Compensation for Inju-
ries Act, means some defect with reference to

the safe operation cf the machine, and where
a workman was injured by falling against an

unguarded moving saw at a time when he was

not working at it, and in such a manner that

no reasonable guard would have prevented the

injury, it was held that he was without

remedy, and that the question whether the

want of a guard mighs be a defect or not need

not be considered. The employer's duty,

created by the Act, is merely to see that the

machine is in sncb a condition that it may be

worked with safety by a workman using rea-

sonable care and caution. There being no

evidence as to the number of persons em.

ployed on the premises in question, the court

declined to consider the questions raised as to

the construction of the Factories Act. -

PEUCHEN v. CITY MUTUAL INsURuANCE C0.-

Where the business of a partnership iu taken

over by a limited liability company formed

for that purpose, there is such a change of

interest as to invalidate insurances held by the

flrm in the absence of notification of the

change to, and ausent by, the insurance com-

pany, though the members of the partnership
hold nearly aIl the stock in the limited lia-
bility company.

IN uE CENTRAL BANK OF CANADA.-THE HOME
SAvINGs AND LoAN COMPANY's CAsz.-After a
winding-up order bas been made, it is toc late

for holders of shares, entered as snob in the

books of the bank, to escape liability by show-

ing irregularities in transfers to more or less
remote predecessors in title. A loan company
which advances money on the securities of
shares which are transferred to it and acoepted
by it in the ordinary absolute form, cannot

escape liability on the ground that it is merely
a trustee for the borrower.

GREPNWOOD v. CBooMu.-The fact of posses-
sion of certain promissory notes by one who
sets up a claim to them under an alleged
donatio mortis causa, is no corroboration of his
evidencé in an action by the executors of the
iceased to recover back the notes, especially
where for some time before his death the de-
ceased was in a helpless condition and the
claimant had free access to his papers.

LEGAL NOTES.

With respect to the negotiability of bills of

exchange, the London Economiut has the fol.

lowing : The decision of the House of Lords
in the action H. Meyer & Co., Limited, v. Jules

Duroix, Verley et Cie., to the effect that "if a
person writes across a bill tbat whioh unquali.
fied would in ordinary course import a clear

acceptance of a bill, and intends to qualify its
operation, he' must do so by plain and intelli-

gible language, and make that qualification
sufficiently part of the acceptance itself to be
intelligible in the ordinary ocurse of business,"
is one which will commend itself to the busi.
nees ocmmunity. In this particular case, one

Flipo drew a bill of exchange upon Messrs.
Meyer payable to his own order. Messrs.
Meyer stamped the bill as accepted, but struck
out the word order, and above the ordinary

stamped acceptance wrote, "In favor of M.
Delobbel Flipo only, No. 28." Flipo endorsed
the bill to Messrs. Verley, a firm of bankers,
who discounted it, and credited him with the
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amount. When, however, they presented the
bill for payment, it was dishonored, Messrs.
Meyer contending that their form of accept-
ance had rendered it non-negotiable. The
Divisional Court supported this contention,
holding that the particular form of endorse-
ment rendered the bill non-negotiable; but
that decision was reversed by the Court of
Appeal, who held that the qualification of the
acceptance was not expressed with sufficient
clearness, and now, by a majority of four to
two, the House of Lords have affirmed the
judgment of the Court of Appeal. The final
result is satisfactory, for, if the negotiability
of a bill of exchange is to be restricted, that
should be done in no ambiguous fashion, but
in a way which the ordinary business man
can readily understand.

The following remarks upon the legal status
of an I O U are, we should think from the
wording, those of one of the Scottish judges.
We find them in the North British Economist
for August : What is an I O U? is a question
of interest to not a few. Lord Young, in
Cochrane v. Russell, decided in June last,
says : "In my opinion an I O U is not a bond:
it is not a document of debt constituting a
debt per se. I think it is settled in England
(and we borrowed them from England) that
an I O U is not a document of debt, but serves
only as evidence of the amount of the debt
agreed on between the parties on an antece-
dent contract. But if the money is not paid,
then the debt must be sued on and proved.
The I O U is a most important, and, it may
be, a very conclusive piece of evidence, but the
debt itself must be sued on. That is the way
in which the law is put by Mr. Justice Byles
in bis work, and if the law is otherwise, then
an I O 1U would be tantamount to a bond,
which would stand by itself as a document of
debt, without reference to any antecedent
contract, and one consideration in support of
these views is that otherwise there would be
no lmeans of knowing what debt had been
paid when the money in the I O U was handed
over."

FINANCIAL MATTERS IN ENGLAND
AND THE STATES.

The following is from the weekly circular
issued by Henry Clewes & Co., New York, and
bears date Saturday last:-

The wheat crop now promises to surpass
both in quantity and quality the earlier esti-
mates, 580 to 600 million bushels being now
regarded as not an impossible yield. The
special importance attached to this fact is
that wheat being so largely an export crop,
this unprecedented supply of it gives us the
greater power for controlling the return of the
abnormal exports of gold for the last eight
months. If Europe should need double the
average supply of American wheat of the
last ten years, we shall be in a position to
send it. This fact cannot reasonably be
denied a favorable allowance in estimating the
probabilities of a reflux of gold tô the United
States.

It is quite possible that unfavorable features
in the condition of European finances and
commerce have been exaggerated in the com-
mon estimate. It always happens, after a
panic, that fear and apprehension unduly
sway the public mind and make the after-
effects more serious than they might or need
be. But it is well to remembe that two
panics never come in immediate succession.
Immediately after the crash, recovery sets in,
and though it may proceed slowly and amid
timidity and caution on every side, yet the

process is one of sure improvement. Extra-
ordinary as have been some of the aspects ofi
the late European panic, yet the practiced
financiers of London, Paris and Berlin know
how to gauge the magnitude and bearings of
the crisis with infallible exactness ; and it is
perhaps quite safe to say that the idea pre-
vailing on this side of the Atlantic, that those
men are trembling with apprehension at the
probability of further great commercial or
financial disasters, is a broad misconception,
and one which does not reflect favorably on
the average information of the Wall street
observer. In this connection, it is worth
while to repeat here the following pregnant
words of the Governor of the Bank of Eng-
land,-who is counted the most sagacions
among the great financiers of Europe,-as
recently uttered to a representative of the
N. Y. Herald :

"I wish to sasy emphatically that there is no
basis for the reports that a great financial dis-
aster is impending in Great Britain. It is quite
untrue that any important banking house is in
danger save one, and the affairs of that one
are now in hand. As for the chartered banks
they are all sound, so far as I know. There
have been great losses, it is true, but these
losses have been spread over large numbers of
persons, and, as a rule, the losses have been
already met and paid, leaving the losers poorer,
but still solvent. There will be a few failures
of course, but none of any importance-none
that could affect the money markets. The
result of the great losses in South America and
elsewhere has been to bring people to their
senses. Speculation has completely stopped.
The difference between the wildness of last
year and the depression of this is the differ-
ence between the convex and the concave-
where there was a hill there is now a hole.
People are poorer and wiser, that is the truth
of the matter. The talk about a coming panic
is unfounded. As I said before, the losses are
already known, and in most cases already
paid. One good result of the syndicates,
trust companies, and the like, is to divide the
losses among a multitude, and so prevent
crashes. I have been averse to making any
declaration on the situation, because of my offi-
cial position as head of the Bank of England.
But I consent because I amawareof the strong
efforts that have been made in America and
on the Continent to create a panic without any
excuse."

Mr. Lidderdale also stated, in respect to the
Baring Brothers, that "their affairs were
found to be in an entirely solvent condition, a
mere matter of getting time," and that, beyond
a special liability of £7,000,000 to the Bank of
England, " which in no way concerns the pub-
lic," the estate now owes less than half a mil-
lion pounds. The Governor further said that
" the only overshadowing danger in the recent
crisis " was the ability of Russia to draw from
forçign banks large amounts of gold, and that
issue having been met, "Russia could not
bring about a crisis even if she wished."

It seems proper to add a word as to the
prospects of our home money. We have now
-a week or two later than usual-reached the
turning point in the domestic exchanges, and
money has begun to flow westward. Although
the amount of the reserves of the New York
banks is double what it was at the same time
last year, yet that may not prevent our local
cash resources being drawn down to a point
threatening stringency. That is a matter,
however, that can only be determined by expe.
rience. It is not to be overlooked in this
connection that the active circulation of the
country bas increased some seventy millions

during the last twelve months, which, in the
absence of any increase in the trade of the
country, should pass for an element of some
importance in estimating the prospects of the
money market.

IRON AND STEEL.

Oua market reports indicate that the iron
and steel trade of Canada with Great
Britain is undergoing a marked change.
Ontario is now importing pig iron largely
from the United States where a year or two
ago she bought exclusively from Britain. Bar
iron, too, she is beginning to buy from the
Americans. Steel boiler plate tubes she still
buys from the Old Country, but the London-
derry Works in Nova Scotia manage to keep
out the cheap steels. It is worth while to
notice that the Canadian duty on bar iron is
equal to $14.56 on a gross ton of bar which
costs £5 10s. ; also that the duty on common
steel is 60 cents per 100 Ibs. There are
hardly any stocks of pig held in Montreal or
Toronto now. A large proportion of the pig
iron sold in Canada now-a-days is American
this is especially true of Ontario, which is the
nearest province to that market. Quebec still
buys from Great Britain. The American
" drummers " f rom New York and Philadelphia
and a firm representing furnaces in Buffalo,
Cincinnati and Chicago, are canvassing On-
tario cities every week. They sell pig iron in
Toronto which comes all the way from Ala-
bama, and which is probably the cheapest in
the market.

THE COFFEE CROP OF BRAZIL.

The coffee crop of Brazil for the past two
years-the crop year is assumed to close on
July 1st-has not been large compared with
that of 1888-89 or with those of 1884,
1885,1 or 1886. But the crop of 1887-88
was very small. The total receipts at Rio for
the year 1890-91 were 2,413,648 bags, or a daily
average of 6,612 bags. In 1889-90 the total re-
ceipts were 2,380,680 bags, or a daily average
of 6,522 bags. In 1888-89, a big crop year, the
total receipts were 4,180,966 bags, or a daily
average of 11,455 bags. The crop years of 1884,
1885, 1886 were also heavy ones.

(FIRE AND LIFE.)

The last issue of the Ontario Gazette con.
tains the following significant official an.
nouncement, being a copy of an Order-in-
Council, approved by the Lient.-Governor of
Ontario, on August 10th : I"Rferring to the
Order-in-Council of 18th June last, and upon
consideration of the report of the Honorable
the Provincial Secretary, dated 5th August
instant, His Honor the Lieutenant-Gov.
ernor, by and with the advice of the
Executive Council of Ontario, has been pleased
to order, and it is hereby ordered, that the
corporate powers of 'The Septennial Benevo.
lent Society ' be revoked pursuant to Section

10, Chapter 39, 53 Victoria."

The general manager of the Fire Insurance
Association, Mr. David Laurie, writes as fol-
lows to the editor of the Lighthouse:-"In your
last issue it is reported that this company is
about to be absorbed by another office. There
is not a word of truth in the report, -and 1 am
not aware of nything having occurred which
could possibly have given rise to it. There is
certainly nothing in the present condition of
the company to induce the directors to think
of adopting sncb a course. It is well known
that the fire offices generally have had a very
unfavorable experience during the first six
monthe of the current year, but I am happy
to say that our experience bas apparently been
much better than that of most of our neighbors,
and if we do ne worse in the second half of
the year we shall not have any reason to com.
plain."

A firemen's tournament is to be held ati
Victoria, B.C., on Monday, Tuesday and Wed-
nesday, September 28, 29, and 30, 1891. There
is offered the sum of #3,000, besides four valu-
able trophies, as prizes in the races to be con-
tested at the tournament. Reduced rates will
be given over all railroad and steamer line,
and tickets will be good for the entire week,
which is also fair week in that city. The
Times urges Victoria's citizens to bestir them.
selves to make the occasion interesting, and

oludes : " Let thé business men of this city

subscribe funds as liberally as bas been the case
in the past. It is worth their while as a financial
proposition ; it is their plain duty from a social
standpoint, and, finally, local pride requires
it." A meeting of the board of directors of the
Northwestern Firemen's Association was held
in Portland, Oregon, some days ago, to make
arrangements for attending this meeting.

New Westminster is considering offers for
the construction of a fire alarm system. It is
probable the Gamewell system will be chosen.

The American Casualty Insurance and
Security Company is now prepared to issue
an accident policy unlike anything heretofore
furnished. The policy provides that in the
event of the death of the insured the company
will pay a certain stated amount to the bene-
ficiary immediately upon receipt of satis-
factory proofs of loss, and will continue to pay
annually thereafter for a period of nine years
certain additional sums. For an annual
premium of 160 the policy provides for the
payment of $6,000 at once, and 82,000 annu-
ally thereafter for a period of nine years,
making a total of $24,000.

Within a month, Nelson, B.C., says the
Columbian, will have waterworks. Not an
expensive system, it is true, but one that will
provide an ample supply of water for both
domestic and fire purposes. The water will
be taken from Ward Creek, and be conducted
in 2 and 3-inch mains through the streets.

A recent issue of The Union Mutual, a
mo)nthly published by the Union Mutual Life
Insurance Company, of Portland, Me., con-
tained the following: "Among the proofs of
death received at the company's office within
the past few days were those connected with
Mr. Charles L. Basse, who for many years
was the company's manager for Montreal,
and formerly its superintendent of agencies
for Canada. Mr. Basse was a zealous and
conscientious worker, widely known and re.
spected ; his uniform courtesy and gentle.
manly bearing were attributes of general
admiration, winning for him thé esteem and
good will of all with whom he came in con-
tact."

-The Quebec Board of Trade held its quar.
terly meeting last week. The board, said the
president, had advocated in a communication
to the Government of the Dominion the abso-
lute necessity of paying a sufficient subsidy to-
wards a new trans-Atlantic mail service, to
secure for Canada at least as fast a service as
any now enjoyed by the United States via New
York, even if it had to exceed the proposed
subsidy of £100,000 a year. While noting
with pleasure the legislation introduced to can-
cel the bonds of the North Shore Railway, the
council of the board does not wish any portion
of the moneys expended on rolling stock. The
facilities for boarding ocean steamers at Grosse
Isle should, in the opinion of the council, be
improved ; also, it is contended, purse seining
in the Gulf of St. Lawrence should be pro-

bibited, and to this the Government has at
last agreed. While the Quebec Harbor Con.
missioners had declined to join the board in
securing the abolishing of hospital dues on
shipping, in Montreal the Commission had
taken an active interest in the matter of such
abolition, which had there been carried to a
successful result. In Montreal this tax had
been abolished and the duty undertaken by the
municipality, so that Montreal had the addi-
tional advantage over Quebec of being now
practically a free port.

-Among the commercial changes expected
to be brought about through the reciprocity
treaty between Spain and the United States
is that this instrument will enable the United
States to take the place of England in supply-
ing coal to Cuba. Coal is one of the articles
made free in Cuba by the treaty, both under
the transitory and permanent schedules. It
has hitherto paid a duty of 48 per long ton.
At the average price of United States coal
exports to Cuba, this was about 16 per.cent.
ad valorem. When Pennsylvania iron works
began their exports of iron ore from Cuba the
vessels at first went back in ballast. Then
they began to carry coal, and American coal is
making its way into the West Indies. With
16 per cent. advantage over English coal, and
being cheaper to produce, it would not be sur -
prising if it should beat English coal in that
market. And how will Canadian coal fare ?
Of late years our exportse of coal to the West
Indies have been but 5,000 to 10,000 tons per
annum, and in 1878 and 1881 they were 17,927
tons and 15,452 tons respectively. Canadian
exports eof oal to South America and Mexico
have amounted to only 3,000 to 5,000 tons
annually of recent years, and in the face of
the present American reciprocity policy they
are not likely to become larger.

-The London and Canadian Loan and
Agency Company, limited, declared a dividend
of four per cent. for the current half year. Its
annual meeting will be held in October.

-The weather in. Manitoba is very warm,
according to telegrams of Wednesday and
yesterday, and the crops are ripening well.
Harvesting will not be general for another
week, but meanwhile confidence in the safe
ingathering of a bountiful harvest of cereals in
Manitoba and the North-West continues to
grow.

THE COPPER MINES OF BESSHI.

We have seen in the hands of a Toronto
firm, Messrs. Musson & Morrow, a medal of
fine workmanship and Japanese design, struck
in commemoration of the 200th anniversary of
the Besshi Copper Mines in Japan. The pro-
prietor of these mines, Mr Sumitomo, evidently
an intelligent and cultivated gentleman, writes
the following account of the industry:

The Besshi M ountains, where these mines
are situated, occupy the south-western corner
of Umagori, Tyonokuini. The mountains are
npwards of four thousand feet above the level
of the sea, and their characteristic features are
steep declivities and rugged peaks on every
aide, except the north, which faces the Inland
Sea.

Copper mining at Besshi was firet begun on
the lt August in the 4th year of Genroku (two
hundred years ago), by Tomonobu, my ancestor
of the 10th generation, and Tomoyoshi, his son.
But even earlier than that date (in the year of
Teneho), Riyeman, one of my ancestors, obtain-
ed liquidation process from a Chinese named
Hakusui, and bequeathed it to his posterity.
This process has been known, since, by the
name of Nanhanhuki, and was probably thé

TORONTO MARKETS.

TORONTO, August 20th, 1891.
BOOTS AND SHoEs.-There is no change iin

the situation of this line of trade since last re-
port; orders through travellers are still not upto the mark. Factories are busy producing
fail and winter goode, to eupply the active de-
mand which is expected to begin next month
in consequence of the good crops in Ontario.

DRUGs.-Buines hae improved a little since
last report, and payments are fair. There is
not much change in prices; such leading items
as opium, morphia, and quinine are still easy.Cube berries have dropped considerably in
price; citric acid is not as firm as it was, and
tartaric acid is easier. Essential oils are veryfirm.

DRY GooDs.-The continuance of warm
weather is not facilitating travellers' efforts to
place fall and winter orders for goode, but it is
assisting sales of seasonable goode at retail.
Country merchants who can afford it are just
now off enjoying a holiday to recuperate for
fall and winter trade, or soine othere are
taking stock. It is likely that the middle of
next month will see great improvement in the
demand for fall and winter fabrics. There is
an occasional buyer in the city who has ar-
rived by orne "ide " excursion, who makes
use of the opportunity to place sorting orders,
otherwise business may be called decidedly
quiet. Payments are very fair for the season
of the year.

FLOUR AND OATMEAL.-A little more enquiry
has been experienced for flour, but prices
have not improved at this point. Manitoba
patents have been advanced 25c. per barrel
and are now quoted at $5.75 to 5.80 per bar-
rel for patent, and for strong bakers 05.50 to
5.60 per barrel is the price. Oatmeal is dull
and unchanged. Bran has again suffered a
reduction in price of about $3 per ton ; it is
now selling at $12 to 12.50, according to loca-
tion and quantity. The large quantities of
new hay coming in have lessened the demand
for bran for feed purposes very much.

GRAIN.--The wheat market is again easier; thecontinued inflow of new crop winterwhite wheat
has caused prices to recede four or five cents
per bushel. We qnote winter wheat No. 1, 95to 97c.; No. 2, 93 to 94c.; No. 3, 90 to 91c.
From the same causes spring wheat has goneback about two to three cents per bushel.
Prices are, for No. 1, now, 91 to 92c.; No. 2, 88
to 89c.; No. 3, 85 to 86c. per bushel. There is a
good export demand, Montreat paying as high
as $1, and the milling demand continues
eteady and increaing. In Manitoba hard
there is very little doing. Prices are well
maintained, owing to scarcity. The new cropis expected on the market in the course of
three to four weeks, when prices may ease off
a little. The American markets, during the
last few days, have been very feverish and
fluctuating. Prices, however, are tending up.wards and are firmer. The English markets
are more steady, are advancing in price, and
likely to sustain the increase gained for the
present. Of barley, none i offering or asked
for. Some fine samples of new crop are to
hand, but nothing in bulk. Prices are un-
changed, and may be termed nominal. Oats
have been dull and fluctuating, but are againsteady, and quoted at 35 to 37c. per bushel for
those received in good condition. Quantities
are heating in some cases. Nothing doing in
peas. Quotations nominal. No new crop tohand; old crop pretty well cleaned out. Rye
