Government would be inculcated--the other would
be for the especial purpose of raising young men for
the ministry, He also stated that the sum of £30,00
would be wanted to complete the objects of the Synod,
and we have every expectation that the voluntary
contributions ot the Presbyterian Church in Canada,
togethier with the help that might be expected from
Home, swould be more than equal to that sum, how=
ever large it might seem. Before the meeting dis-
persed £1200 were subscribed, to be paid in four
anpual ipstahments.—Montreal Transcript.

We have received a copy of a Bill which has been
introdueed into the Legislative Council of Upper Ca-
nada, for incorporating certain individuals therein
mentioned for the purpose of holding certain lands
and funds placed ar the disposal of the Presbytery of
Toronto by benevolent individuals, for the purpose
of assisting in the establishment of an Academical In-
stitution, or College, in connexion with the Church
of Scotland.  We are happy to find that such satisfac-
tory progress is made in this important matter, and
that there is now a prospect that the proposed College
will be finally established. A pubiic meeting was
held at Kingston, on Wednesday last, approving of
the institudon ; and at which the members pledged
themselves, by every means in their power, to for-
ward the views of the Synodv—>Montreal Gezelle.

SUNDAY SKATING.

It»fﬁ‘iboth surprising and lamentable to observe the
vast nymiber of the apparently respectable and intel-
ligent youths of our City, who have so little regard
for the sanectity of the Sabbath, as fo be seen in our
immediate neighbourheod, desecrating it by the prac-
tice of Skatjng. .

It is surprising, first beeavse, in general the of-
fonders are of a 8126 and appoaransa to warrantl one
in supposing that they 'have arrived at the years of
digeretion ; and seeondly, because occuring in a land
—in a City, where Christianity 1s devoutly professed,
and ably supported, where morality and virtue are
'openly maintained aud encouraged.

It is lamentable, because the_parents, masters, and
guardians of the young men of whom I speak, seem
either, to approve avo~\p'e({ly of the practice, or to
look on with an eye of indifference, thereby, I am
convinced pot unconsciously, lending their encour-
agement and sanction to a in, to put down and abolish
which they ought to exert all their various powers
and prerogatives.

The columns of a Newspaper are not the most pro-
per place to enlarge so fully on this subject asits im-
portance would admit of, I will therefore confine my-
self'to a few general remarks.

All who have power over the young, to restrain
them from eyil and incite to good, ought in my opi-
nion to impress upon their minds as a subject of para-
mount consequence, the holiness of the Lord’s Day.

« Remember the Sabbath day to keep it holy,” is
allowed by all christians to be a direct command from
the Most High; but, alas! how fearfully, how wan-
tonly, do professing christians set at naught that most
positive injunctior.

Amid education and knowledge, amid Schools and
Churches, Can it be possible that the youth of this
city are ignorant to such a degree as not to be aware,
that the Sabbath was ordained as a day of rest, and
that pleasure and unnecessary labour, are on that day
expressly forbidden? If itis possible thet so much
ignorance exists among that particular class, then
much of the blame must rest with their guardians;
but, 1f on the contrary, they being fully aware of their
iniquity, will, heedless of advice and in defiance of
command, st_ill go on in their sinful courses, then
the evil and its concomitant punishment lie at their
own doors.

Many an alarmed sinner on his death bed—many a
condemned criminal at the gallows, has dated his de-
gradation, his shame, and his misery from the firgg
Sabbath he ever desecrated. '

In conclusion, L would say to the young men of
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this city, if you would merit the approbation of your
best friends, or of all whose good opinion is worth
having, and above all if you would win that which
15 of infinitely greater value, the approval of the Al-
mighty, never desecrate the Lord’s day.

How much more would it redound to your honour
to be seen resorting to the house of God, than to be
seen spending your fleeting hours in sinning against
the Law of the Eternal Jehovah? 1 counsel and
entreat you to meditate deeply upon these things, and
amend, but if my advice to you isin vain, then go on
plunge deeper and deeper in the sea of guilt, but re-
member that for all the deeds done in the boedy, whe-
ther good or evil; God will at last bring You to. judg-
ment.

ON THE DUTY OF FAMILY WORSHIP,
Men and Brethren,
This duty is grievously neglected among the
people of our persuasion in these Provinces, and
greatly because of the omission, do ignorance, apathy,

mony and order in households. It is an exercise sin-
gularly refreshing and agreeable -to the right-minded
Christian.

There are but fwo conceivable objections that can
be urged against it, want of time, and want of gifts.
As to the former, itis a very paltry plea ; if the thing
be right, it is almest profanity to alledge that you
have not time for it. This is to rate God’s concerns
at a very low value ; this is wholly to reverse the
order which Lie bath haid down, when he says, “Seek
“ye first the Kingdom of God and his righteousness,
¢ and all these things shall be added unto you.” ' Be-
sides the oljection has no truth ; enquire of all those
who practice this duty, and you will find that it inter
feres not with their secular pursuits.  Gbserve their
way of life, and you will perceive that they go through
a greater amount of fabour, than those who flinch
from the observance. They who, follow this duty
learn from it 1o be ¥ active in business,” to « do al}
things in erder.” 1t teaches.them to avoid ail that is
idle, foolish, or unprofitable, and abstaining from
;such things, they never find that time is wanting to
them for the service of their. God. .

and irreligion prevail among us. There are some as-
sertions which we would hesitate to make, but this|
we assert without doubt, or fear of contradiction, that
religion can never reach the heart of a community,
but must continue shallow, lukewarm, and unsettled,
until it be carried home and enforced by the worship
of families. You allow the obligation ofsecret prayer,
and of the prayers of the sanctuary; Family Worship
is the intermediate mode, whieh unites the two others, |
and promotes the warmth and cfiicacy of hoth. The
worship of the closet can scarcely fail to be cold, and
the worship of the temple can hardly miss of being
dull, unless heat be imparted to both, by coals.taken
from off the household altar. Our notion ofa religi-
ous’community in a prosperous condition, pictures to
our mind a Church in the centre of the district, sur-
rounded by a multitude of lesser Churches, a great
temple for the worship of the community, in which
a large sacrifice is offered up, encompassed by many
smaller temples from which morning and evening in-
cense ascends to him who rules in the heavens. In
which district of these Provinces could we behold
this conception realised ?  Alag, applied to this eoun-
try, our idea is one almost.of pure imagination,

The practice if not enjoined is at least very clearly
implied in thie following scripture: ¢ And these
“ words, which 1 command thee this day, shall be in
“ thine heart ; and thou shalt teach them diligently
“ unto thy children, and shalt talk of themn when thoy
“sittest in thine house, and when thou walkest by the
“ way, and when thou liest down, and- when thoy
“ risest up.” 1t is mentioned by way of commendati-
on of Joshua, that he had come to the resolution that
“ as {or him and his house they would serve the Lord.”
It is stated of others, and with an eye to example,
that they worshipped God with their house. The
practice 1s in perfect barmony with the spirit of the
Scriptures. It has been in use in the Church of

Christ from the earliest period, We have ninetoen !

centuries bearing their venerable and explicit testimos
ny to the excellence of the institntion.  In that long
period it may be said, that whenever religion has been
particularly flourishing among any people, it will be
found that this practice nas prevailed among them,
and was one of the leading causes of this prosperity.
Ou the contrary, whenever any nation has presented
an aspect of coldness and ap:{thy in religious matters,
in the smne period, it will be found, among otler
causes of the eyil, that the worship of God wus not
celebrated in the families of that people.

As to the other plea, the want of gifts, it is quite as
weak. The Scripture assures us that a broken heart,
iand a contrite spirit, are the most gratifying offering
!m the Lord,—it needs.not. great talents to make such
jan-offering. . T'he mite of the widow was notonly ac-
cepted, but preferred before the rieh donations of the
ostentatious Pharisees. The short, but sincere prayer
of the penitent publican * God be merciful to me a
sinuer,” was heard and answered. The prayer which
our Lord has given us as a form and model how to
pray, is remarkable forits brevity and plainness. The
prayers which are recorded as uttered by him, are all
of them short and simple. There are probably rone
wlho are removed above absolute idiotey, but have
sufficient gifts to conduect the worship of their house-
holds. Let them commence the exercise, and by the
very same priuciple that othier acts are rendered easy.
by practice, will they be carried:forward in. this prac-
tice, acquiring new thoughts and feelings to espress
and new words wherein to clothe them., Let those
be questioned who have long observed the duty, and
they will inform you that-the main obstacles which
they bad to overcotie, woro at tho outset of their
course, in casting away the bands of sloth, indiffer.
ence and false pride, and thar, having surmounted
these, the exercise became to them progressively
more easy, more pleasant, and more essential,

We speak to you, Fathers. God has set you at-the
head of households, and appointed you to be 1n the
midst of thein as.priests and kings. Do you ful6l the
duties of your station and oftice, while you omit this
exercise 2+ When you offsred up your children in
baptisin, it was a part of your vow that yon would
pray with them, and for them.. How do you excuse
the palpable falschood whereof you are guilty, in ne-
gleeting this duty ?- You.desire that God’s blessing
should descend upon you and yours. What more
certain. method of procuring it,- than to ask it in the
sight and hearing of your family? You wish that
you should obtain reverence and respect from the
members of your household. What more direct me-
thod of obtaining it, than by demonstrating to them
that you reverence your heavenly superior? You are
auxious that good. order, barmony, industry and affee-
tion should reign in your household. How can you
more eﬂectually promote this; than by observing this
exercise, which is the root and source of’ every othep
good. work ?  You desire that the instructions of the
pulpit, should tell upon your family. How can yoy

Religious opinion in these Provinces is wanting m
solidity and depth, and among other causes of the
deficiency, We must point to the great remissness in
the article of Family Worship. The practice is agreo-
able to the spirit of the Gospel. It has the experi-
ence of all the Churches in'its fuvour. It carries the

more powerfully enforce them, than by observing so
plain and peremptory a duty ?.

Letthe practice in question be disseminated througl,
our people, and true religion will advance anong
them with a sure, rapid and glorious progress. The
amount of crime will be diminished.

It may be in the recollection of some of our readers
that, a considerable time ago, an application was re-
ceived by the Committee from a large number of the
most influential and respectable inhabitants of Ceylon,
praying for the appointinent of a- minister of the
Church of Scotland to labour in that istand, and trans-
mitting a list ef «contributions for the erection of a
place of worshipat Colombo, (See Record, February
1839.) This application was reported to the Govern-
ment, and was favourably received. A salary was
fixed for a minister at Colombo, and the Commitiee
were asked te recommend one. After various inqui-
ries, 'the ‘Committee have recently named the Rev.
John 43, Macvicar of Dundee, presently parochial as-
gistant in St. George’s Parish, Edinburgh, asan in-
‘dividual eminently fitted for that sphere of tabour, —

"The number of meeting-houses belonging to the
Bociety of Friends in the United Kingdom, at the
rresent time is 419 ; they meet in 236 of these twice
“on each Rabbath-day for Divine worship ;in 141 they
assemble cnly once en that day ; and in forty-two of
‘them that once is occasionally’ omitted.  There are
08 out of these 419 congregations destitute of any
minister, leaving only 121 supplied by ministers.

~ The Rev, Mr. Gray spoke as follows:—

Mr. President;, Ladies and Gentlemen.—I have lis-
tened with.great pleasure to the Report which has.
just been read to us, particularly that portion of it
which relates to our domestic concerns.  This, Sir is
pew to me. The rest of it isnotso. Having attend-
ed the annual meeting of the Parent Society, in May,
L of course have had the general operations of the
Society previously brought under my notice.  Still
I have had inuch” satisfaction in hearing them recus-
red to this evening. 'They comprise a variety of de-
fightful topics which will bear to be repeated again
and again, It is impossible for the Christian to re-
new his reflections upon them, without finding fresh
cause for rejoicing and thankfulness. And, indeed
Ladies and Gentlemen, [ shall have to presume upon
this being the case, while speaking upon the Resolu-
tion, which the Committee have called upon me to
move this evening. | refer to the Foreign operati-
ons of the Parent Society. These you have already
heard adverted to in the Report, and in the observa-
tions that have been made upon it. It will be ne-
cessary for me, however to touch upon them again in
order to impress them upon your memories, and to
do justice to the Resolution entrusted to me.

The Resolution speaks of two things—the sucecess

which has attended the operations of the Socicty, and |

the gratitude we owe to God for tliat success.

In reference to the first of these points, 1 fully
agree with the terms of the Resolution—The suceess
of the society hasbeen very %remarkable.” To prove
this, it might be sufficient to refer at once to the ag-
gregate statement of their receipts and distributions,
during the year. What has been the amount of their
Receipts? No less a sum than £105,000 Sterling, being
an excess of £8,000 over the previous year. And what
have their fssues amounted to? To 658,000, being
an excess of 1o less than 63,000 over the previous
year. Here, Sir is an adequate proof of their suc-
cessful operations, :

And hence we sce the propriety of the concluding
words of the resolution before us, which call upon us
while tracing the useful labours of these humble in-
struments, to offér a fervent expression of gratitude
to God. This Siy, is undoubtedly our bounden duty
upon such an oceaston, For any temporal blessing
upon ourselves or others, we, who are miserable and
fallen sinners, without any claim whatever upon the
bounty of heaven, owe our thanksgivings to the au-
thor of our happivess; how much more then for
blessings which elevate the soul to God, and make
us bappy in Eternity !

Russia.—A French paper publishes an interesting
letter, dated Bucharest, the 20th ult. The numer-
ous forces accumulated by Russia inBessarabia caused
a great agitation throughout Moldavia and Wallachia,
where noboedy doubted but that - the . Russians weuld
shortly invade those provinces. ¢ The people,” says
the writer, “tremible at the idea of the eceupation-of
their territory by the Russian army. They remember
the cruelties committed in their conntry from 1828 to
1834 by the savage hordes who . imperted there the
plague and cholera; levied as a warsubsidy 180,000,-
000f. on its inhabitants ; massacred, in~ Moldavia,
whole villages, peopled with Catholics ; and finally,
excited the abhorrence of al] classes of the population,
whonithey ruined,.ill-treated and humiliated.” The
writer contends that the!Czar s less interested in be-
coming master of Constantinople than in inflicting a
mortal blowon the Moldavo-Wallachian nation,whose
rising in arms would menace his preponderancy.
Russia anp1ue Circassians.--Fxtract of a letter
from Odessa, 4th Nov. given by the Commerce :—
« We have just received intelligence from Anapa and
Tiflis that the Circassians have completely defeated
the Russian cavalry along the whole line of the Sundja,
and on the plaius, of Alanzan, ocezsioning a loss of
3600 nen, and several superior officers of distinguish-
ed merit. Ounly a few scattered remmants saved
themselves by flying to Soukum Kale, Anapa and
other fortified places. All the posts of the Russian
cavalry were attacked nearly at the same hour by su-
perior numbers, showing that the Circassians were
well informed not only of the position, but the strength
of each post. 'The expedition was conducted by the
Circassian Chief, Szamhali, in person ; the same who
has already gained many victories over the Russians,
and whose name has become a terror to them.
