constituted committee membership will be announced shortly.
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Minister Crosbie also singled out Mr. Eyton's. predecessor
for praise, "Walter Light gave the Government unstintingly of his tlme
and sound advice during the past two years, particularly on matters'
related to the Canada/US Free Trade Agreement. His leadership of the
International Trade Advisory Committee has been recognized as
outstanding."
