It was only recently an-
“pounced that heé, with a number of
others, was interested in a syndicate
to take over the Bow Park farm from
i the Dominion Canners Company.

| It was in the latter part of May
this year that the first fire -occurred.

SMITH'S FALLS, Dec. 6.~—Smith’s
Falls town hall was packed to the
doors today when nominations took
place for the by-election in South
Lanark, rendered necessary by the
death of Hon. J. G. Haggart. Dr.
Hanna was nominated as the official
Conservative, Col. Balderson as an
Independeént .Conservative -and Arthur
Hawkes as an independent.

Dr. Hanna, the official Tominee of
the Conservitive convention, met with
a good ‘reception - when. he rose to
address the meeting. After  Dbriefly
outlining the work that the govern-
ment had accomplished. the doctor re-
verted to the great topic which is
overshadowing 'every other issue so
far raised in the preliminary cam-
paign of the election. This was the
question of the split which has divid-
ed the Conservatives of the riding into
two parties, one following Dr. Hanna
and the other swearing allegiance to
Col. Balderson. The intense feel'ng
that has been aroused by this contro-
versy was evidenced by the keen at-
tention with which the doctor was
followed as he recounted the matters
that have led up to the split.

Balderson’s Hot Denial,

Dr. Hanna declared that two of the
cabinet ministers; Hon. W.. T. Whyte
and-Dr. Reid,; had visited Perth and
brought a: paper to be signed by the
two candidates agreeing to abide by
the ‘decision "of another convention of
the Conservative Association and end
the party strife. This, Dr. Hanna
said, had been offered to Col. Balder-
Col Balderson hot-

ment, and said it was a false assertion
that one had been offered him to sign.

Assertion and counter assertion as
to the crookedness of conventions in
the past and present day between Dr.
Hanna and Col. Balderson followed.

HARBOR SCHEME TONIC

Lots of Argument and Much
Laughter Now and Then—
Many Speakcra.

No one who attended the ratepayers’
meeting in North Toronto on Satur-

day night could fairly claim to be un-1

informed on the proposed street rail-

way purchase either for or against
unless his hearing was out of order.

There were good.speakers present
for both sides and they left no ground
unexplored.

W. G. Ellis, the association’s repre-
sentative to the Toronto Improvement
Conference, gave a shoit talk on the
interim report issued by the transpor-
tation committes,” of which he is a
member. The report. which has al-
ready been published, urges the neces-
sity of the city having a monopoly of
light. heat and power distribution and
complete control of all street railway
facilities within the city’s boundaries
provided satisfactory terms can be se.
cured from the company.

A Good Thing.’ :

Ex-Ald. McCausland said that the
proposal to purchase the railway had
been a good influence in making citi-
zens take an active interest in it. His
main objection to the deal as proposed
was that it was to be consummated
in a time of financial stringency, when
bonds would have to be sold at a large
discount.

“Is there not a possibility that Mac-
kenzie & Mann may be hard up for
money?” interjected Mr. Ellis,

No.Comparison.
This started Mr. McCausland on a

long argument regarding the purchase|s

of a business that might be losing
ground financially which brought an-
other question from Mr. Ellis. as to
how . comparison could .be made be-
tween a competitive business and one
which was a monopoly, like the To-

ronto Street-Railway.

“In any case,” sald Mr. Ball. “surely
we can accept the report of a(:knov\"-
ledged specialists, McKay, Arnold ‘and
Moyes? These meén have reputations
to take care of; they cannot afford
to make mistakes. Take such a
man as Mr. Arnold, who has had
a great deal to do with Chicago’'s rail-
way system, where you travel 50 miles
by transferring, for 5 cents, surely his
opinion is worthy of our respect and
consideration.

ENJOYS SUCCESS

Five Hundred Girls Took Part
: in First Annual
Rally.

DOING USEFUL ACTS

Always on the Alert for Op-
portunities to Do Some

. Good.

Five hundred girls took part yester-
day afternoon in the first annual rally
of the Big Sistér Movement. The meet-
ing was held in the Y.W.C.A. head-
quarters on Elm stfeet. A number of
the industrial centres of Toronto were
represented, as weH as the training
schools, thie university and the Y.W.
C.A. Atter a rally service, tea was

served.

‘Miss Una Saunders, general secretary
of the Y.W.C.A., told of the success
which “big sisterhood” was achieving
wherever it was introduced, and em-
phasized the need for all girls, of every
class, to stand together for each other's
betterment.

The Big Sister Movement was in-
a at the Toronto Y.W.C.A. by
Miss Agnes Drummond at the St. Val-
eéntine social, Feb. 14, 1912. At present
there are 600 girls on the roll. The
first Sunday in every month is desig-
nated as “Big Sister Sunday” in the Y.
W.C.A. residences, when the girls in
residence are reminded of the ideals of
the movement. .

Bvery girl who enrolls as a big siste
is given a pamphlet ees which is printed
a series of suggestions for daily con-
duet. She is fsked to be-on the alert
for opportunities of doing useful acts
for other girls, and to be especially on
the leok-out for lonely and disconsolate
girle. “Be gentle, cheerful and honest
in your work” is part of the advice
which she receives. And finally she is
asked to remember that she can do all
things thru Christ who strengthens her.

In addition to a general futerest in
the welfare of her fellows, each girl is
asked to single out some other girl who
will be her “little sister,” and look to
her for counsel and help.

S8imple Organization.

Miss Saunders explained that the
organization of the Big Sisters was of
the most simple type possible, as it
was made a part of -each department
of the YW.C.A. in the form of a
“Big Sister Club.” Bach Y.W.C.A.
house in Toronto also had a Big Sister
Club. The only officers of the club
are a president and secretgry. No
treasurer is required The embers
have worked in Toronto by introduc-
ing young girle on their arrival in
the city to the club. The next jntro-
duction is to the secretary the
Y.W.C.A., and in most cases this re-
sults in the stranger soon acquiring
all the advantages of the Y. W.C.A.
with its local, Dominton and world-
wide organization.

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A pot of old-fashioned musk makes
a very pretty ornament for the win«
ter dining-room. Only those.who have
seen a full, healthy pot of this fragrant
plant in perfect bloom can appreciate
the delicate beauty of it.

The musk plant. or mimulus, be-
longs to the great family of tender
annuals. That is to say, the musk. is
more or less a greenhouse plant, But,
nevertheless, it can be grown as a
house or shady garden plant. if care
is taken to supply the proper atmos-
phere.

A rapid grower, of decidedly trailing
habitt its tender, vividy light-green
leaves are borne on fleshy stems, not
strong enough to stand upright. Look-
ing closely one will notice how simi-
lar in icomposifion are leaves and
stems.

" These leaves of the musk plant are
half-an-inch or so wide, perhaps two
inches long, with rather deeply in-
dented edges, bases wider and often
a wee bit heart-shaped, the lines tap-
ering to a graceful point. A healthy
plant send up many stems fairly thick-
ly covered with leaves, and, in a few
weeks these stems fall over the sides
of the pot. tralling a foot or more at
least. o

Some varieties of musk have the
leaves and stems covered with a fine
downy growth, almost invisible. This
downy covering serves to hold the
drops of moisture, unahsorbed on the
leaves, giving the  plant a particu-
larly lovely appedrance, as if fairy-
sprinkled with early dew-drops

The whole plant is fragrant with a
sweet pungent and very peffetrating
odor. Indeed, one good-sized pot .in
bloom sends out such an overpowering

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OVERCROWDING AND CHEAP
FARES.

It does not seem quite to have come
home to many of the people who are
claiming a place of importance in the
discussion of the rallway purchase
plan, just. why the plan was proposed.

The Republic of San Domingo is soon
to hold a nationzl election and the
opposition party is insisting that the
United States Government should see
to it that t}}e people are allowed to
vote and that their votes are counted.
The “outs” were in armed rebellion a
short time ago and laid down their
arms upon an assutance from the
American minister that the Dominican
Government would go to the people
in the near future and that the United
States would guarantee a fair elec-
tion,

It is now suggested as a compromise
that the United States officials
charged with the collection of cus-
toms dues in San Domingo, together
with other officials who' can be rushed
to the. scene of action from Porto
Rico and neighboring islands, he con-
stituted as g board to “observe” the
election. These “observers” are not
to interfere with the polling, but to
See what goes on in various parts of
the country. Upon their report it is
expected that President Wilson will
pe able to decide whether or no there
has been a real election. There is
room for satire in the willingness of
the Washington Government to pre-
serve ?he sacred right of ballot for
the blaéks of San Domingo which has
been so ruthlessly taken away from
the blacks of the southern states.

Possibly the presence of a
number ’ag;glsgh-minded citizens. in the
riding for'the purpose of “ohserving”
what goes on with a view to publicity
might serve as a deterrent. A great
deal of bribery and corruption  goes
on behind closed doors, but such a
carnival of intimidation and crooked-
ness which is often reported to be
going on by the party press on one
side or the other, could not but be
“observed” and if reported in the pub-
lic' interest by men without axes to
grind, would make that appeal to the
censoience of the country
to be sadly needed.

Time to Turn in the Fours.

Thousands of men have lost money
by holding on to things too long. This
is particularly true in real esiate, and
it is also true of the motor car.

According to Mr. A. M. Thompson,
local distributor of the Hudson Six,
the depreciation cost in an automobile
is by far the largest item of expense.

And he can
get a six with all the late improve-
ments and that will actually cost him
less for gasoline and tires than will
a four at a price that is lower than is
asked for many fours.

Peacéful Invasion by Industrial Leaders Yields
Spoils More Ygluable Than Those of War.

Commercial Victory To Be Celebrated in Unique
and Interesting Way. :

BERLIN, Ont, Dec. 6—Some two
yvears ago, a party of Canadians,
headed by D. Lorne McGibbon, of
Montreal, and T. H. Rieder and A. J.

The fourth annual Toronto Fat
Stock Show at the Union Stock Yards
Saturday afternmoon’ was easily the
most successful since the show was
incorporated four seasons ago. Cattle
of-all breeds and ages were exhibited,
entries being made from a/ll parts of
Ontario. Over eleven hundred cattle
were shown, which included two hun-
dred and thirty-four single entries and
over sixty carload lots,

The cattle shown were speciaily pre-
pared for this show, and after the

Judging is completed the cattle which
have not been already ‘sold will be
auctioned on Monday.

Many of the best:known breeders in
Eastern Ontario entered in the various
classes, with the result that the com-
petition was keen, which made it hard
for the judges to make their decisions.

The large cattle sheds were well
filled with steers and heifers of dif-
ferent breeds, ages and weight, but
despite the large number of entries,
the judging was carried on in a most
admirable manner. . No time was lost
"While one class was being judged an=
other would be waiting. to enter the
judges’ ring, and as soon as the judg-
ing was finished, one lot would. be go-
ing out one door as the others were
coming in the other.

A large crowd of interested specta-

tors.were seated on either side of the
Judging ring and crowded the long
aisles at either side.
