In fairness to self
and to my fellow citizens who have
shown thelr confidence in me. by twice
ehed:c me to represent them in the
Ontario Legislature, 1 desire the favor
of placing before your readers my side
of the controversy with Mr. Gordon

Altho I was not a candidate and up
to that time had taken fio public part
in this election, Mr. Waldron saw. fit
to publish what I considered to be a
very unfair and misleading article in
his paper, The Farmers' 8un, regard
myself and the business with which
am connected.

Editor Farmers’ Sun: I do not

You further state that the Amer-
ican Wateh Case Company, is the
only concern making watch cases
in Canada.

It is trué that I was for-
tunate enough to interest some of
my personal friends in the United
states in this business and that
some of thém are largely interest-
ed in one of the watch case com-
panles and tweo of the watoh move-
ment companies in that country—
but none of their companies have
any business connection with each
other in any way and cannot be
honestly called a “Trust” in any
sense of the word. In order to show
how absurd such a statement is, it
«is only necessary to say that there
are in the United States more than
half a dozen large watch case
companles and half a dozen watch
movement companies independent
of and competing with them 'in
their separate businesses—and that
there is neither a trust nor a com-
bine as regards watch case or watch
movement prices in that countty,

In my ignorance, perhaps, I had
imagined that I was doing good
service to my native country {(n
getting American capitalists to in-
vest over half a million of dollars
in manufacturing watch cases in
Canada, thus giving employment to
a large force of skilled Canadian
artizans and helping to make a
home market for our Canadian
farmers. If 1 am wrong in this, I
would be glad to be corrected.

You also Insinuate, altho you do
not openly make the charge, that
the American Watch Case Com-
pany has taken advantage of the
tariff to exact a liberal share of the
protective duty levied upon import-
ed watch cases. In regard to this I
am sure that both your readers and
yourself will, be glad to know that
such is not the case—on the con-
trary this company has for many
years gold their product at prices
quite as Jow as the factories of the
United States were selling theirs in
their own country. This was amply
proved under oath in the libel ac-
tion of the American Walch Case
Company v. Doll a few yedrs ago.
As a matter of fact, watch cases
are sold very much cheaper in Can-
ada to-day under a duty of 30 per
cent. than they formerly were un-
der the old 15 per cent. tariff. This
arises from the fact that when the
duty was low, we had no watch case
factories in Canada, as without tar-
iff protection it was impossible for
them to withstand the competition
of the United States makers. Un-
der these conditions the consumer
paid the whole of the 15 per cent.
duty. With the 30 per cent. tariff,
however, the Canadlan case makers
have not only been able to estab-
lish themselves, but they gradual-
ly reduced their prices, so that for
years watch cases have been sold
as cheaply in Canada as they were
in the United States. 1In fact, it is
safe to say that this company alone
has saved to the people of Canada
at least $1,000,000 on the prices of
the watch cases they have made
and sold since they commenced
business.

In conclusion. permit me to say
that even were vour statements
true, I do not think that personal
vilification such as you have in-
dulged in regarding Mr. W. K.
George and myself, is falr or hon-
cst argument in the discussion of
such a great national {ssue as the
present undoubtedly is, ”

Reciprocity with the United States
is something about which Cana-
dians can and do honestly differ and
it is both unfair and unwise to im-
pate mercenary motives to thoss
who. altho differing in opinion, are
probably just as honest and sincere
in their convictions as you
vourself.

The i{ssue is now bhefore the people,
the last and final court of appeal,
and I, for one, am content to abide
by their decision.

For
some time his anonymous communica-

and public demand finally brought
about the discovery. of his identity.
His arguments, however, are quite in-
dependent of his personality.

/He represents a body of men in Eng-
land whgshave been able to perceive
the real temdencies of international re-

ons, dr what is called world poli-
tigs. Hp makes no bones about his re-
cognition ' of* the ultimate destiny of
the present tendencies in social and
pelitical deyelopment. He points out
sitat there #re two divergent ways
plainly to hédiscerned; one is that of
growth -and¥development sufficient to
et the requirements of the twen-
tleth cqmtury; the other is that of de-
clipe and decay.
« From being the greatest empire the
world has seen until, thru neglecting
#Hé wishes and wants of the overseas
&@3minions, having slowly and by de-
grees lost them as the American states
were lost, it wiil take but a short time
¢6r Britain to become a third-rate Eu-
ropean pewer and finally to be sub-
merged  under another sphere of in-
fluence. ¥

The..Lion or the Eagle.-

Separate Existence Impossible.

“Neither she nor Australia, nor New
Zealand, nor South Africa will ever be
able to face the world to-day unallied
or unsupported, as a mere independent
nation. Without the British fleet be-
hind them, their separate existence
‘would jnot be maintdined for a twelve-
month. It is edqually absurd for them
to suggest remaining neutral when we
were waging war, because the opposite
case our remaining neutral when
an enemy attacked them is quite out
of the question; we must all give and
take.”

The disintegration of the British Em-
pire can only be avoided by a natural
acquissence in the -tendency towards

! amalgamation. which evidently so far

has dominated the world as by a na-
tural law. In what way then, he asks,
should the - confederation which ' has
operated among other nations be ap-
plied to the British peoples? Evidently,
“the perfection of alliances would be
those connecting us with our own kith
and kin. Are we to continue to ignore
their likes and dislikes, their difficul-
ties and dangers, until the time arrives
when our interests appear superficially
to be diametrically opposed to theirs?

‘“This has already happened in Can-

ada with the reciprocity treaty.
Laurier of the Last Century.

“Sir Wiifrid Laurier, who is a‘poii-
tican of the nineteenth century, be-
lieves it to be for the advantage com-
mercially of his country, but nobody in
the wide world considers it to be Yor
the benefit of the empire; and there-
fore in reality it will not prove to be
beneficial to Canada ultimately or
fundamentally.

“President Taft himself declares it
must be passed in order.to undermine
our imperial power and prevent us from
placing a band of strength like a girdle
around the earth. He is statesman en-
ough to see that we ought to do this.”

The remainder of this ¢losely reason-
ed argument consists of an examina-
tion of the methods of the money pow-
er which is now the dynamic factor in
human evolution, as the war power
formerly was. It is long since the time
of bows and arrows, and Maxims and
Dreadnoughts have taken their place,
but Maxims and Dreadnoughts them-
selves are being displaced with “even
more up-to-date and far deadlief
weapons.”’

“These weapons are resources which
are more dangerous than barbed ar-
rows or poisoned spears, and which are
so novel that they have takel us un-
awares, and stabbed us in the back be-
fore we have had time to recognize
that they are indeed evil in effect and
murderous in intention: for we have
hitherto regarded them as friends, and
have collected as. many of them as
possible.

Chief Danger in the Pocket.

“And where, it may be asked, do we
find these baneful instruments of ma-
lign animosity, these dumdum bullets
of hydra-headed capacity, these slow-
working and+ all-enveloping forces
which disturb our personal peace, de-
stroy our public equilibrium, and dis-
integrate our ‘natjional legislation?”

What are these dangers? Put your
hand IN YOUR POCKET, my friend:
IT IS THERE, in the shape of THE
ALMIGHTY DOLLAR.”

He furnishes examples cf the power
of money in its destructive application,
He shows how a prosperous factury
was wiped out of existence and absorb-
ed by the greater money power of a
rival. He instances in the second place
a greater dominance of money than of
Maxim guns, when the Japanese’ army
and navy,having annihilated the power
of Russia, met the money decree which
put an end to their vigtory, just as
surely as if a long row Maxim guns
might have done it. The Almighty Dol-
lar dictated terms of peace and Japan
had to yield.

His final examination of the power
of the new war force, fighting to the
time and temper of the third degree, as
he calls it, of the Dreadnought, is to
be found in the struggle which will to-
morrow decide the destiny of Canada,
