“It's on-ly fools as Dacks ‘osmes,” Robe
ert Ridsdale used to say; “the book-
ie's the wise man as pockets their mon-
oy."' And ne one knew ‘better what he
wag talking about than the famous
“penciler” who lived to make $285,000
:m Bt. ‘Glles’ :D?‘b:g and to drive be-

a pair o -stepping horses
past the Doncaster Inn in which, as a
young man, he had played the lowly
role of “boots’” That he ended his
days in & Newmarket hay-loft with
oanly three-halfpence i his pocket was

0| his own faitlt, and not that of the “‘pro-

ﬁudonm **!that had made & rich man of

Rikisdale’s partner, John Gully, was
a man of very different mettle, who
knew how to keep the gold that poured
into ‘hig ocoffers. A butcher and pugi-
lst in his younger days, who had seen
the inside of prison-walls, ' the "“Game
Chicken” (as he was known to fame
for his prowess with his fists) was
the "Leviathan” of the bookmaking
world long before he reached his for-
ties. Ovor one race he netted $300,000;
he cledted $185,000 when Margrave won
the Leger; he invested his riches in
broad acres and coal-mines, found a
seat at Westminster, and when he died,
at the age of sevanty-nine, left nearly
$5,000,000 behind him.

And the same story of easily-won
wealth 18 told of dozens of John Gully’'s
fellow-bookmakers, many . of whom
climbed the ladder of riches from its
lowest rungs. Joe Bland was a post-
boy when he made his first modest
book, “for silver money”; Blckham
was a stableman; Fred Swindell was,
it is said, a postman when he pocket-
ed 3500 on Charles XII. in the Liver-
pool Cup—and so on thru the long Ust
of the “wise men” who have found the
laying of odds such & profitable game.

Davies, whose colossal bookmak'ng
was the wonder of the tarf world in tns
firet half of the last century, was a
carpenter when Attila's Dérby put $500
into his purss, Bo rapld was ¥is suce
cess that within a féw years he had a
balance.of $690,000 at hig bank, and wae
winning or losing thousands of pounds
on a race as light-heartedly as Iif tha
sovereigns were pence.
