ONE CENT MORNING PAPER.
THE DISASTER AND ITS /LESSONS.

1t is a sad reflection to think that
scores, if not hundreds, of lives could
have been saved in the recent disaster
it a little ordinary precaution had been
used by the passengers and the steam-
ship company. The lesson of this dis-
aster and of many others that have oc-
curred is that everyone on board a ves-
sel of any sort should always have
avaliable on an instant's ce some
contrivance that will port him in
water should he sudd find himself
immersed. If the company, through ne-
gligence or otherwise, fail to provide
such a contrivance the passenger ought
to undertake the dirty in his own inter-
est. In the case of this particular ac-
cident, some time elapsed between the
collision and ¢he sinking of the vessel.
Furthermore, the unfortunate vietims
of the disaster while struggling in the
water were only a shont distancedrom
what proved to be a place of safety for
all who were fortunate enough ¢o reach
$. Now, it each of the passengers had
slept on an air pillow, he wounld have
had a contrivance at his hand that
would have kept him afloat and would
probably haye ensured his rescue by
the crew of the Cromartyshire. It was
only half an hour from the time the
accident occurred till the fog rose and
the Cromartyshire became visible, 1f
the passengers had been armed with life
preservers they could have easily weath-
ered the sea during this half hour. As
it is, several of those who were saved
owe their rescue to their being kept
afloat by a raft, which was crowded to
guch an extent that it would not sup-
port another person. A life preserver
is not of much service in a shipwreck
where the vietims have no haven in
sight, but it is an admirable contrivance
for enabling a person who cannot swim
to keep afiont when he is first thrown
into the water, thereby enabling him to
regain his senses and to take advantage
of any chance of saving his life that
may be ready at hand. Asa rule, pas-

senger vessels are provided with life,

preservers, but it almost fnvariably
happens that they canmot be had when
wanted. Alife preserver is of little va-
lue unless the passenger has it avail-
shle at a moment's notice, whether he
happens to be in his berth at night or
promenading the deck in day time,

Another lesson that the disaster brings
home is the crinvinality of rumning a
steamship at an immoderate speed dur-
ing a fog. This same lesson has been
taught by other/similar disasters, but it
probably has never been emphasized to
such a degree as through this most
dreadful catastrophe. Someone should
be made to pay handsomely for the crim-
inal negligence that is responsible for
thé digaster. It is, perhaps, uot the of-
ficers of the vessel who are so much at
fault as the directors who permit their
servants to take such fearful risks with
the lives of their passengers. The tra-
veling public will no doubt mercilessly
boycott the other ships of this line, and
it is only right that they should do so.
In addition to this, the iaw should inter-
vene to fix the responsibility and assign
such punishment as is commensurate
with the awfulness of the crime,

HOW MACHINERY DISPLACES LA~
BOR.

In an interesting article in the July
Forum Mr. C. Wood Davis explrins
why employment is becoming so scarce,
and why so many people are being fcreed
from the farms to the citiecs He attri-
butes the unfortunate condition of tke
working classes to the invention of ma-
chinery. Not only have machines dis-
placed great numbers of workingmen in
the past, but the same agency is at
work at present, and the future is no
more encouraging as far as labor I8
concerned. That the anticipated pro-
gressive displacement of labor by ma-
chinery is mot imaginary is apparent
from innumerable facts, among which
may be named that the setting of to-
bacco and other plants dis effected by
machines; that the seed potato is cut by
one machine and planted by another,
while the product is dug by a third;
that the “self feeder” of the threshing
machine displaces two men, while the
“blast stackers” and gasoline engines
will, when in general use, reduce the
labor of threshing 75,000,000 acres of
grain annually in the equivalent of con-
stant work for 150,000 men; that the
“two row” cultivotor will displace labor
in cultivating 110,000,000 acres of rowed
crops in the equivalent of constant em-
ployment for 130,000 men; that in ' the
pastoral regions the “hand shearer” hag
been displaced by machines making 3000
clips per minute; that Mr. Edison is,
with a handful of men, demolishing
mountains and converting them into
iron ore and building sand, while on the
Mesaba range the steam shovel now
mines and loads ore ‘which displaces
that formerly mined at an average Ja-
bor cost of one dollar per ton; that the
pneumatic atomizer enables one un-
skilled laborer to paint more freight cars
than can fifteen skilled hand workers,
while with the eight pound pneumatic
hammer the workman drives more nails,
rivets more boilers, caulks more seams
and cuts more stgne than can twenty
men with older appliances. The dist of
such recently invented labor lessening
and employment destroying devices is
endless. Mr. Davis estimates that the
farm, instead of absorbing, as hereto-
fore, one-fourth more people than the
United States imports, will pour a con-
stant stream of employment seekers
into the urban districts, unless the sur-
plus labor born upon the farm shall be
placed in a standing army.

] The Mercy of the Court.

The next case was that of Dr. John Kirk-
patrick, charged with acting in a med cal
capacity for the Munyon Company.

There were mitigating circumstances in
this ease, as Dr, Kirkpatrick had simply
d'agnosed cases for the Munyon Company,
severing his connection with them when
advised, and throwing himself on the mercy
of the court.

In pursuance with the tone of feeling .f
the council, Dr. Kirkpatrick’s name was al-
lowed to remain on the register.

His Name Expunged.
Dr. Bessey, the third member, against
whom charges were laid, was present with
counsel. . The Doctor’s shortcomings cover-
ed a number of years. He was accused of
advertising himself as the greatest OGana-
dian specialist, appearing under a name
other than his own. There were a variely
of other charges.
Despite his own representations and that
of his counsel, Mr. Foulds, on motion of
Dr. Douglas, Dr, Bessey's name also was
removed.

Prayer for Re-Instatement,

A communication was read from medi-
cal practitioners of Halton and distrit,
praying that the name of Dr. 8. A. Carier
of Halton might be restored to the roll.
The communication stated that Dr. Carter
had always maintained his innocence of the
charge, malpractice, that no ill had resn'’-

Charges Against Dr. Clark.

“The doctor was accused,
in brief, of unprofessional conduct in his
connection with the Munyon Co.

Crown-Attorney Curry gave a resume of
the evidence against Dr. Clark, who
diagnosed cases for the Munyons. His duty,
said the ecounsel was to prescribe as many
remedies as the pocket of the patient wouid
stand. He diagnosed cases( but he a .0
diagnosed the pockets. Dr. Clark did not
know the mature of the medicine he pres-
~ilbed. "lhere was a headache cure to cure
headache of every kind. Patients who couid
i} afford it were victimized, said the
counsel.

Where a patient appeared at the Munyon
office with a real disease, he would recelve
a prescription put up at 1 drag store, to
which the label of the Munyon Company
was affixed as a “personal preseription.”’
Then if cured, the Impression was that
this had Deen effected »ny (72 remedies
of the Munyon Company.

“1 contend,” said Mr. Carry, *‘that it
was Dr. Olark's duty to oither pat a stop
to what was going on, or ‘eav: the service.

Mr. Curry held the ‘‘Guide. t» Health” of
the Munyon Company up to consilerable
ridicule. ‘In his opinion, an Engi’sh case,
whereby Dr. Hamilton Hart had last his
standing througlf“connection with this com-
pany, was not as strong as tax preseut one
against Dr. Clark.

Counsel’s Plea.

Mr. Lount, in reply asked that the evi-
dence be thoroughly examined, independent
of the finding of the committee. ‘It is no
light mattér,” said he, “to take away a
man’s livelihood .as in the case of Dr.
Olark, when he has reached the age where
he is unable to devot himself to any other
method of earning a living.

Mr. Lount contended, that Dr. Clark, had
nothing whatever to do with the control of
the Munyon constitution; he had his specific
duties, but outside of them exercised no
control. There was not sufficient proof
for the report of the Investigating com-
mittee.

Considered in Committee,

The Council was then resolved Into a
committee of the whole to decide upon the
matter, and of various questions were pro
pounded.

Dr. McLaughlin then rose and stated that
the association of Dr. Clark with the Mun-
yon Co., and their methods, was clearly
proven. - The course of the Council was
clear. ” .

Dr. Willams of Ingersoll thought the re-
port of the committee should have been
clear in the matter of Dr., Clark’s com-
nection with the advertisements.

Dr. Britton and others also spoke, and
finally a_motion to concur in the decision
of the Discipline Committee was adopted.
Taken by yeas and nays, it was shown
that the will of the Council was that Dr.
COlark’s name be removed from the register
of the college of Physicians and Surgeons.

PHILIPPINE INSURGENTS GAINING,

+———.

Plquets Hold Sway Everywhere =
Rush to Be Made on Santa Mosa
ani Other Towns.

Manila, June 30, via Hong Kong, July 7.~

There is no material change In the aspect of
affairs here. The Spaniards are strongly
posted about the outskirts of the town
and along the whole length of the conduit
of the waterworks, 8 miles inland. It ts
belleved the Spaniards only hold the water-
works on sufferance, because the insurgent
piquets hold sway everywhere, and could
easlly raid and wreck the conduit. But
the Insurgents are extremely anxious to
conciliate the neutrals, and therefore re-
frain from czusing horrible privation.
The insurgents have never employed can-
non before Manila, but they are now bring-
ing up 600 guns with the Iintention of
making a simultaneous rush upon : the
Spanish entrenchments at Santa Mosa, San-
ta Ana and Malate, thus rendering the
other positions of the Spaniards Jantenable,
and by a single coup drive the Spaniards
inside the citadel with a minimom of
harm to non-combatants and property.

It is expected that it will take a week to
bring the guns along from the country.
The American troops are expected here
momentarily, and then, probably, there will
be a quick finish of the war, The Insur-
gents in the large camps are In excellent
spinit and perfectly orderly. They are de-
lighfed with a successful ruse which they
recently adopted to draw the Spanish fire.
This method is by firfng crackers In the
darkness in_the woods near the Spanish
positions. The explosion of the crackers re-
scmbles the rattle of musketry and causes
the Spaniards to open fire and waste their
ammunition. The Insurgents allege that
they had only one rifle at the capture of
CaMocan, and they say they similarly sur-
rounded Culiguignin at night, and fired
crackers and a few rifieshots while their
main force crept close to the enemy with
machetes. The Spaniards squandered thelr
ammunition and then boited.

General Monet, the Spanish commander
at Macabebe, has escaped there in a
canoe, bringing with him the family of
Captain-General Augustin.

General Monet ran the gauntlet of the
insurgent troops along the river banks,
and when challenged replied by pretending
“0 be an insurgent conveying prisoners
to Cavite. He was frequently ordered to
stop, refused to do so, was fi upon, by
sentries, was chased and rea the open
bay in a squall, He and his’ party were
starving and nearly perished.

The Spanish General alieged that he left
his troops in a strong position, but that he
wants reinforcements.

A river steamer from Bulacan todlay ran
the blockade,bringing two hundred refugees,
women and children.

The Spaniards are employing gangs of
natlyes armed with axes and machetes to
destroy the woods In the outskirts of
Manila, under Spanish overseers, with horse-
whips.

The anniversary of Queén Victoria’s coro-
nation day, June 20, was celebrated by the
British warships, who held a regatta In
Manila barbor.

Starving Santiago Refugees,

El Caney, July 6, 4 p.m., by the Asso~
clated Press despatch boat Wanda, via
Port Antonlo, Ja., July 7.—Between 12,000
and 15,000 Innocent victims of the war have
fled here in wild panic to escape the ter-
rors of the threatened bombardment of San-
tiago, and are mow confronted with star-
vation. In their helpless confusion, they
are appealing to General Shafter for suc-
cor. Most of them are foreigners, prinei-
pally French, or with an admixture of for-
elgn blood, and their interests are being
looked after by their Consuls. When they
were informed yesterday that General Téral
refused to consider the question of sur-
rendering, they swarmed out of the north
gate of the city all day, and trudged under
the blazing sun over the road, which in
many places was ankle-deep in mud. Tot-
tering old men and women were supported
by children, and mothers with babes at
their breasts struggled on towards EIl Ca-
ney, San Luis and other towns, Most «f
them came here last night, and over 5000
of them sfept in the village, which under
ordinary circumstances, hardly accommod-
ates 200 people. They were crowded to-
gether in the houses, upon the verandahs
and in the streets. At daylight, those who
had been overtaken by darkness on the
wayside, began to pour in, and at this hour
they are still arriving. -Already more than
15,000 are here. They were not allowed
to bring food with them, and those who
have money are as destitute as those with-
out it, and the rich and the poor, wWhite
and black, are huddied together, choking
the passageways between the houses, all
with gaunt despair written on their coan-
tenances,

The ignorant desire only to be fed, and
the cultured want to get away, anywhere,
anyhow, from the war which has
driven them from their once happy homes.

Pathetic sights are witnessed on all
sldes. Ladies with the stamp of birth and
education, supported by frail girls, who
hide their faces from the vulgar gaze of
others who surge about them. In the eyes
of both mothers and daughters is the
hunted look which wild animals have when
driven to bay.

Condition of American Troops,

Camp Siboney, July 6, per the Associated
Press despatch boat Dauntless, via Port
Antonfo, Ja., and Kingston, Ja., July 7, 1
a.m.—The general health of the United
States troops Is excellent, Not a case of
yellow fever Is reported, despite the fact
that Santlago de Cuba is recognized as a
great fever focus, as far as Rio Santos.
Of over a thousand wounded treated in
this divisional hospital, only two have died.
Both were buried this morning, after rell-
gious service. There have been no cases
of blood poisoning.

THE EXODUS FROM SANTIAGO.

Fifteen Thousand Refugees Leave
Santiago to Escape the
Bombardment.

The exodus was in
response to a proclamation by General Ros,
a political general in Santiago, who gave
all people desirous of leaving the city to
escape the bombardment a chance to go
between 5 o’clock and 9 o’clock this morn-
ing, The time between the issuance of
the proclamation and the perfod set for
leaving gave a small opportunity for trans-
porting household effects or any of the com-
forts of life, particularly as the Spanish
authorities had forbidden any horse or car-
riage to be taken out of the clty, as horses
are needed there for carrying water to the

men in the trenches.
Great Suffering From Thirst.

The way to Kl Caney is long, and the
weather excessively hot. As the fugitives
had no means of ecarrylng water, and, as
there is none on the road between Santiago
and El Caney, there was great suffering.
Men, women and children lay alongside
the road, wherever there was a small putch
of shade, begging passers by, particularly
soldiers with dangling cateens, for water,
which was always freely tendered,

Dr. J. B. Tuten, Jessop, Georgia, believes
shock to be a predis posing cause for the
flevelopment of consvmption. He quoted the
case of a young man whose leg was broken
Mn_an accident, and who developed con-
‘sumption, although in the best of health
previously, and with no tuberculosis in his
family.

Dr. B. Outten, chief surgeon of the
Missouri Pacific, dwelt upon the power of
the patients’ imagination and the impor-
tance of placating his mind.

A Characteristic Speech.

Sir William Hingston of Montreal, hand-
some and to all intents youthful as ever,
believed that hemorrhage had mothing to do
with shock, and hoped that the pathologist
would by means of the microscope be able
to soon draw a line between the two. As
to treatment, common sense sald the rest,
quiet and encouragement were of vast Im-
port.

Confirmeéd by the Court of Division
—Johnston, of Gas-Case Fame,
Wants More Costs. .

The Case Against the Gas Company.
Mr. J. T. Johnston, the defeated appellant

iu the case against the Constmers’ Gas

Ccmpany, has sent the following letter w0

the Mayor:

Jobn Shaw, Esq., Toronto: “

Dear Sir,—In pursuance of my agreement
with the city, I carried the case against
the Consumers’ Gas Company to the Privy
Couneil, and now enclose a copy of the
judgment therein.

The eity granted me $1250 to pay my costs
in this suit and carry the appeal to the
Privy Council, and also granted $2000 to-
wards the costs of the other side, the bal-
ance of this $2000 to be returned to the
city after paying the Gas Company’'s costs.

My costs in ‘England in carrying this case
to the Privy Council were £370 3¢ 6d, eqaal
to $1801.52. The costs taxed against the
$2000 amounted to $1243.56, leaving a bal-
arce of $756.44 in that fund.

In view of my costs having far exceeded
the amount granted me, and there being a
balance in the other fund, I ask that this
bzlance be pald to me, and request that
sou will bring the matter before the Coun-
cil, if that course is necessary. :

My ecosts were considerably inereased be-
cause. of several postponements of the hear-
ing on account of the other side not be-
ing ready, but, nevertheless, I am advised
that they are lesssthan half what the other
gide had to pay

A perusal of the enclosed judgment wil
ccnvinee you that it Is a valuable oné to
the city. It shows that the Clty of To-
ronto is the proper party to enforce the
Act of 1887 against the Gas Company, and
that the company is obliged to live up to
tkat act, which it 1s not doing. One result
of my suit was a reduction of 15 cents per
tbousand feet to consumers. Under the
circumstances, I feel that the city has had
full value for all expenditure, and think it
ounly fair that I should be relmbursad
my ofitlay in obtaining that result.”

Prison Statisties.

During the month of June there were
discharged from the Central Prison 61 pri-
soners, first convictions 43, second or more
than two convictions 18. There were 3y
Canadians, 6 English, 7 Americans, 7 Irish
and 2 others. Krom the jall there were 92
fdischarged during the month: Males 72,
females 20. Of these 20 were convicted
for the first time and 63 more than once.
There were 30 cases of drunkenness. The
“Prisoners’ Aid Assoclation assisted 27 pri-
soners as follows: From the Centrat: Pri-
pon 9, from the jail 16 and from the Mer-
pger Reformatory 2. From the Reforma-
tory there were 8 discharged, of whom 2
were from the city and 6 from the coun-
wy.

Ordinary Stamps Will Not Do.

Yesterday showed a slight falling off In
the number of letters received at the post-
office, bearing the ten cent stamp, and
consequently the carrier had an easy day.
A large percentage of ithe letters posted
bear ordinary stamps amounting to ten
cents, and the postoffice anthorities an-
nounce that unless the  leiter bears the
special ten-cent stamp It will ' not be
delivered. This notice will be glven out
tmmediately. The majority of people who
patronize the new system are chlefly busi-
ness men who require quick answers.

Dreyfus Must Remain a Prisoner.

Paris, July 7.—In the Chamber of Depu-
ties to-day, replying to an interpolation of
Count de Castelaine on the subject of Al-
fred Dreyfus, the prisoner of Devil's Is-
land, the Minister for War, M. Cavalgnae,
made an exhaustive statement, adaucing
the strongest evidence of the guilt of Dray-
fus. In so doing he read several official
documents in proof of the prisoner's gulit,
and the Chamber, by a vote of 572 to 2,
ppproved the Minister's statement, and or-
dered it to be printed and plaearded
throughout France,
