Ottawa, July 6.—(Special.)—The Fin-
ance Minister gives notice of a resolu-|
tion increasing authorized Dominioa cir-
culation from $20,000,000 to $30,000,000. |
It provides that for a circulation up
to »30,000,000, the reserve in gold and |
guaranteed debentureg shall be 25 per |
cent. of the total circulation, of which
15 per cent. shall be in gold. The|
circulation exceeding $30,200,000 shall
be covered by an equivalent in gold de-
posit,

At present the circulation eovered hy
a 2D per cent, rezerve of gold and guir-
anteed debenture i 5,000,000, all over |
which must be covered by dollar for
dollar in gold.

The total Dominion ecirculation on
May 31 was $37,912,296, against which
there was held $26,703,358 in specie
and guaranteed deberturesz,

The resclution further provides for
the payment for printing Dominion
notes out of current revenue, and auth-
orizes the government to borrow on
temporary loan suffigient to redeem any |
of Dominion notes presented
for redemption.

THE RAILWAY PROPOSALS,

The Grand nk Pacific scheme, as
announced s 1 i-officially by. the gov-
ernment, may be considered in two
ways. There is g plan for the im-
mediate relief of the situation in the
west, and there is the larger plan of a
néew transcontinental railway, giving
&n all land route from Port Simpson
to the Maritime Provinces.

In the west the settlers are coming
In so fast and the grain raising area
is being .increased so rapidly. that
more facilities are required for get-
ting the grain to the ocean. For the
Present this means, practically, get-
ting the grain to the great lakes.
When the lakes are reached the diffi-
culty is very greatly diminished, as
during the season of navigation the
fleet of grain carriers and all the
eastern railway systems are available.
It does not seem at all likely that the
Grand Trunk Pacific intends to cut
itself off from the relief afforded by
the lakes. In the literature whish
it is circulating, there are many refar-
ences to the splendid equipment,
double-tracking, terminals, etc., of its
present system in the east, and these
would have no meaning unless they

meant to use these facilities, in con- |

mection with lake vesseis, for carry-
ing at least a large share of their
western freight.

The reasonable supposition, there=
fore, is that the Grand ‘I'runk Pacific
will push forward its measures for
immediate relief; that is its prairie
sections. I'o compléte this plan for im=
mediate relief, it would be necessiry
for the government to proceed with
equal speed with a line from Winni-
peg to Lake Superior. 'This' we think
is the point where government owner-
ship ought to be applied for the Tm-
mediate relief of the west. What is
wanted is a first-class wheat road,with
low grades and easy curves, double
tracks or more, if necessary, and every
facility for rushing the grain to the
lakes. The government might either
build a line of this kind, or buy out
and improve one of the existing lines,
and allow all the raflways to use it
on equitable terms. This would not
only reiieve the congestion, but would
enable the government to control rail-
way rates at a crucial point. Further
information ought to be given to ihe
people as to the iIntentions. both of
the Grand Trunk and the government
in regard to this matter of immediate
relief, and the distribution whith the
company intends to make of its freight
when it reaches Lake Superior.

The line which the government in-
tends to build, namely, an all land
route, fom Winnipeg to Moncton,does
not fcr the present play a large part
in the question of immediate relief.
The terms on which it is to be leased
to the Grand Trunk do not indicate
that the parties are sanguine about
traffic, in the near future. For the
first five years the Grand Trunk Pa-
cific will operate the line free of ven-
tal, and for the next five “:ho Zov-
ernment will receive the net surp'us
of receipts over working expenses. Of
course it must be borne in mind that
this is a colonization raflway as well
es a grain-carrier, and that.the pro-
fits will increase as settlement grows
and ‘builds up local traffic. As to the
prospect of railways competing with
fake vessels in carrying grain, we do
not undertake to prophesy.

Mayor Urquhart Sends a Messag > to
Council re Radials. .

In regard to the running of radial rallway
cars over the company's tracks in the City
of Torontp. The agreement is on the lines
of the old radial railway agreement, but
differs from that fnasumch as it deals di- |
rectly with the Toronto Rallway Company |
instead of with the other individual corpa-
rations. The reason for ths is ecxplained
by the city's legal department by the faet
that, according to the agreement of 1891,
the Toronto Railway Company is given
exclusive rights to run sarface railw ays on
all the streets of the City of Toronto, to
the city limits, on the north, east and west,
for a period of 20 years, with a proviso for
a renewal of the franchise for 10 years,
should legislation be obtained authorizing
the extension of time.

The city by the agreement has no control
over the company as to what cars shall
run, the company having the power to run
cars of other companies should they sg de-
sire; that Is, provided connections with |
other lines are made.

It is for that purpose only that the radial |
agreement is being made with the Toronto
Company particularly.

The czar, who has always had a par-
tiality for this saint, contributed a large
sum to make the glorification a magni-
ficent spectacle, and had a gorge)us
coffin of gold and precious stones made,
while the czarina made splendid cov-
jerings for the coffin witn her own
hands, working preclous stones into
{them, !
| As soon as the czar decided to be
{present at the glorification men began
to make the roads passable and build
hotels, boarding-houses and barracks
iin the desert, while strong bodies of
troops were ordered to the place to
keep in order the crowds -expzcted.

The glorification will begin July 30
and last four days. The czar means to
arrive at Sarow Desert on the 25th,
80 as to prepare himself for the oceca-
sion by prayer and fasting. He will
be accompanied by the high court funec-
tionaries, The czarina will be attend d
by the ladies of her court. The eczar
will wear imperial robes during the cei-
emony.
