Detective Killen, who left here early 
yesterday morning, found MacDougall in 
his house in Moncton and the arrest 
quickly followed. As far as can be ascer­
tained the prisoner made no statement at 
the time.

The news that MacDougall had been ar­
rested in Moncton soon became known 
and when the train drew into tbe depot 
there was a large crowd on hand, appar­
ently from motives of curiosity to see the 
prisoner. There was no demonstration of 
any kind, however, when the detective 
stepped off the cars with his prisoner. No 
time was lost in getting him through the 
depot. Detective Killen was on the left 
side of the prisoner holding his arm. Po­
liceman Scott and "Night Detective Lucas 
were on the right, while Sergt Campbell 
with Patrolmen Joumeay and Roeg walk­
ed a little ahead.

A large crowd had gathered yesterday 
afternoon to meet the train from Point’ 
du Chebc on which it was expected De­
tective Killen and his prisoner would ar­
rive. The arrest, however, had not been 
made in time to allow the officer to get 
away from Moncton before the departure 
of the 6 o’clock train for St. John.

MacDougall Was remarkably self-pos­
sessed when he arrived at the depot here. 
To a reporter as he passed lie said that 
he considered he had a good case. 4,’or 
a time many of those gathered in the 
train shed were afraid that some violence 
might be attempted by several whose 
names had appeared in Free Speech, but 
the officers kept close to their man and 
he was taken to the coach without any 
sign of trouble.

A coach was secured at the side door to 
the depot and in this they drove to the 
central station. Detective Killen with his 
prisoner went into the guard room and 
soon after Policeman McLaren conducted 
the prisoner to the cells below. The entry 
on the book shows thè arrest was made 
between 4 and 5 o’clock, while the pris­
oner is charged with defamatory libel.

After negotiating with a number of law­
yers in the city and deferring the open­
ing of the preliminary examination for 

hour this morning the brothers 
of C. Bruce McDougall were finally un­
successful in their quest, and to accom­
modate McDougall. The eharing was fur­
ther postponed until tomorrow at ten 
o’clock to permit the defendant to obtain 
the services of a Moncton lawyer.

At ten o’clock McDougall was brought 
before Judge Ritchie, and one of the lar­
gest audiences the court room has ever 
contained. II. A. Powell, requested and

yer to represent McDougall. A number 
of lawyers were communicated with in an 
hour, but for various reasons given none 
was secured.

At eleven o’clock McDougall was ar­
raigned on the charge of criminally libel­
ling A. W. MacRae, Mayor T. H. Bul­
lock, D. Mullin, and Aid. J. H. Frink in 
Free Speech, alleged to be published, by 
him. He was not obliged to plead, and

■>1. J .Pittsburg, Aug. 20-t-The discovery of the 

secret tunnel leading out of Riverside 
Penitentiary by whifch it is believed the 
high financiers there confined intended to 
make their escape, was followed last 
Monday by a desperate fight with knives 
between two convict» whose names the 
authorities withhold.

One of the combatants was so badly in­
jured that he is expected to die, and the 
other is in a serious condition.

The cause of the duel is not known, but 
it is believed to have been a result of the 
discovery of the tunnel plot, one of the 
convicts blaming the other for the re­
velation. The seven hundred men were 
at dinner in the great dining hall, when 
suddenly the two convicts sprang from 
their chairs and clinched. The fight was 
fierce and for some time the guards could 
not interfere, because the rest of the pris­
oners seemed ready to stampede in the ex­
citement. The whole body of convicts 
was covered with riot guns before the 
fighters were pulled apart, both gravely 
wounded.

Another result of the tunnel plot dis­
covery, was the placing in irons of a num­
ber of prisoners suspected of taking part 
in it, Among these is James Boyle, the 
kidnapper of Willie Whitla.

On reaching the premises the inspector 
found himself face to.face with one of 
the worst cases of cruelty he had met in 
years. In the stable there were two hor­
ses in such a weak condition "that they 
were unable to be taken out without be­
ing assisted. Judging, by their condition 
they had not had anything to pat fop up­
wards of a week; the woodwork surround­
ing them had been eaten away in their 
efforts to satisfy their craving for food of 
some kind. It is expected that one of the 
unfoptnUate animals will have to be done 
away with as a result of this experience.

One of the horses was found to be that 
sold by a Mr. Childs to the man Duggan, 
in which transaction Mr. Childs claimed 
to have been victimized, as the Dominion 
Bank had refused to honor the cheque 
given in payment.

A warrant has been taken out by the 
society, charging aggravated cruelty.

May Be Car Shortage if Grain Comes With Rush But Assist­
ant to Vice President Thinks it Will Not Be Serious.

Montreal, Aug. T6f—There is every pros- 
pact that the western wheat crop will be 
moved out in, record time this fall, no 
matter how fast it is handed out the rail- 

said H. H. Vaughn, assistant to the

•stated that the Canadian Pacific had add­
ed vhry materially to its rolling stock.

Have Added 3,0Q0 Cars
‘ During the past twelve months,” said 

Mr. Vaughn, ‘ the Canadian Pacific has 
added some 3,000 cars to its equipment, 
or at the rate of ten for every working 
day. During the same period we have 
put into commission 100 new engines, of 
which we built fifty and bought the other 
half hundred. During the same time 25 
engines have been retired to the scrap 
heap, making a net gain for the year of 
75 locomotives. This, 
a much greater gain 
the figures, indicate* as the locomotives 
put into commission, have been of the 
largest modern type, while those retired 
were from 25 to 30 years old, and had a 
«tractive power of from a third to a half 
of the modern engines. The engines re­
tired averaged about 40 tons in weight, 
while the new locomotives go about 90, 
tons. The result of the year’s work is 
that our car eqipment has increased by 
7 per cent., with an exactly equal increase 
in locomotive power, a pçetty good record 
for a quiet year.’’

Mr. Vaughn stated that he found 
everything in the west bearing a most 
prosperous aspect. Business was good in 
every line, especially in the passenger end, 
owing to the large number of people from 
the United States who took the Canadian 
route either going to or coming from the 
Seattle Exhibition. There was everywhere 
apparent a feeling of hopefulness, which 
promised well for a record-breaking fall 
business.

Mr. Vaughn was accompanied on his 
trip by Mr. Grant Hall, superintendent 
of motive power of the western lines at 
Winnipeg; Mr. G. H. Eaton, master car 
builder of western lines, and Mr. R. W. 
Burnett, master car builder at Montreal.
