Petrograd, Oct. 20.—Premier Keren-
sky, it is announced officially, has,left
Petrograd for the fighting front.
COULD NOT USE $
ALL RUSSIAN SHIPS

Petrograd. Oct. 20—The Russian Bal-
{ic fleet in its entirety could not face
the Germans in the Gulf of Riga with-
out abandoning - the responsibility for
the defence of the Gulf of Finland, ac-
cording to Count Kapnist of the Rus-
sian admiralty.

“The Germans,” he said, “effected
la g operations on Oesel Island with
twelve transports escorted by twelve
battleships of all types, five cruisers ahd
an enormous number of auxiliaries and
thirty destroyers. It was impossible for
our entire Baltic fleet to meet the en-
emy without abandoning responsibility
for the section of the Gulf of Finland.”

The count/ cited the battle of Jut-
lend as a precedent for the impossibility
of using submarines to advantage. He
added that the Germans are using the
seme troops that took Oesel Island to
attack Dago Island, thus showing that
the Germans were carrying out their
operations with a minimum force.

Slava Sunk By Qwn Crew.

Petrograd, Oct. 19—The Slava was
unable to follow the other Russian ships
retiring northward and was sunk by her
own crew in order to bar the way to
the enemy vessels, said Marine Minister
Verdevski, just before starting today to
join the Baltic fleet.

The minister said he considered the
action of the Russian forces in going
out to meet the German fleet one of
great valor, for each German dread-
nought of the Koenig was much more
powerful than the entire Russian squad-
ron.

Attacking Fleet Strong.

Petrograd, Oct. 19—The entire third
and fourth squadrons of the German
ltffgh seas fleet and probably also the
{ifth squadron participated in the oper-
ations in_the Gulf of Riga, according to
an..official statement from the Russian
admiralty tonight. The three squadrons
comprised two-thirds of the German
fleet. Among the units was the battle
¢ruiser Moltke, of 22,685 tons and sever-
al submarines.

The Riga Fight

Petrograd, Oct. 20—The Russian
ministry of marine has issued the fol-
lowing detailed statement regarding the
naval battle of Wednesday in the Gulf
of Riga:

“On Tuesday night an enemy squad-
ron of twenty ships penetrated the Gulf
of Riga and at nine o’clock the next

morning was discovered making its way
througn the channels south of Moon

Sound. The squadron included two bat-
tleships of the Koenig type. Our de-
tachivents under Admiral Bakhiroff,’
who hoisted his flag on the cruiser Bay-|
an, accompanied by thes battleships
Grjdanin and Slava, steamed from the
eastern part of Moon Island to engage
the enemy, preceded by torpedo boat
patrols which withdrew before the en-
emy.

“At 9.80 o'clock the enemy opened
fire on our torpedo boats and our de-
tachment, issning from the channel, took
up battle formation in a radius between
the Werden and Weilan lighthouse near
Moon Island. Approaching the enemy
the cruiser Bayan was attacked unsuc-
cessfully by a hostile submarine.

“At 10.80 o'clock our detachments
engaged the enemy squadron. The fire
of the hostile dreadnoughts was direct-
ed from a distance beyond the range of
our old type vessels. At noon, in view
of the enemy’s superiority and the ap-
ing these movements the cruiser ad-
miral Bakhiroff ordered the detachment
to retire into the interior of Moon
Bound. Our ships then turned north-
ward and withdrew from the fighting.
‘The battleship Slava, the last of the line,
and which had been damaged severely
under the water line, finally sank by the
head and foundered in thé deep entrance
of Moon Sound. The remainder of the
squadron entered this channel.

Part of the enemy squadron began to
fire on the Moon sound and Werder bat-
teries and silenced them. The enemy
suffered some damage. After shelling
the batteries, the enemy entered the
southern part of Kiwast roadbed. Dur-
ing thesé movements the cruised Ad-
miral Makaroff and some gunboats and
destroyers "in inner Moon Sound pro-
tected that channel and the mouth of
Kassar Bay between the Islands of
Dago, Oesel and Moon. Some of these
ships remained throughout the night
near the coast of Oesel Island and re-
peatedly -attempted to make their way
into the eastern portion of Kassar Bay.”

The rest of the statement is a repe-
tition of the official statement issued
today in which it was announced that
two trawlers had been sunk by the Rus-
sian fire, and that two enemy torpedo
boats had sunk by striking mines in the
Dago Sound region on Thursday. It
adds, however, that a German torpedo
boat escorting the main squadron, ran
into a Russian mine and, sank.”

Petrograd, Oct. 19.—The central coun-
cil of workmen’s and soldiers’ delegates
has defeated the Bolscheviki resolution
against sending delegates to the coming
allied conference in Paris. The council
decided to send two delegates to repre-
sent the peasants and soldiers.

Montreal, Oct. 20—Charles Desjardins,

who was employed by the federal au-
thorities to obtain evidence on the dyna-
miting of the country home of Lord
holstone, was placed under arrest yes-
day at Three Rivers and brought to
Jlontreal this morning. He will face a
charge of conspiring with others to com-
init murder. The complainant in the
case is Paul Emile Lemarche, K. C.
Evidence submitted at the preliminary
trial of eight men arrested for the dyna-
miting purported to show that Des-
jardins who consorted with them, gave
one man a useless pistol and money and
promised rifles.
Desjardins appeared before Judge
Lanctot this morning, pleaded not guilty
and was liberated on bail.

Washington, Oct. 20--Unreasonable dis-
crepancies between prevailing wholesale
and retail prices on foodstuffs may be
reduced materially if consumers bring
sufficient pressure to bear. Food Admin-
istrator Hoover - intimates in an an-
nouncement of the approaching end of
the high-price period. A gradual price
decline is predicted between now and
the end of the year. Inability of the
food administration to act in the case of
retailers doing a business of less than
$100,000 a year makes it impossible to
control the great bulk of retailers.

The death of John O’Brien, of Nelson,
high sheriff of the county of Northum-
berland, occurred this morning at the
Hotel Dieu in Chatham, as a result of
injuries which he received in an automa-
bile accident on last Saturday.

At the time of the accident, Sheriff

. O’Brien and his son, Leonard, were driv-

ing in his car across the level railway
crossing near Chatham. The windshield
was obscured by sleet, and they failed
to see an approaching train, which
struck their car and flung them to the
roadside. That they escaped alive was
regarded as marvelous.

Sheriff O’Brien’s condition since then
had been regarded as encouraging, and
even last night reports were favorable.
This morning his condition became more
serious, and his death followed.

Surviving are his wife and two sons,
Leonard and Mack, both of Nelson, N.
B., where the late Mr. O’Brien carried
on a large lumber business.

For a great many years Mr. O’Brien
had occupied the office of sheriff, prob-
ably being the longest time in office of
any of the sheriffs in the province. In
politics he was a Liberal, and one of
the outstanding members of the party in
this province. He served the province
as a member of the legislature before ac-
cepting the office of sheriff for Northum-
berland. Throughout New Brunswick he
had many warm friends who will sin-
cerely regret his death.

Mr. O’Brien was a charter member
of St. John Council No. 937, Knights of
Columbus, and had retdined membership
here ever after a North Shore council
had been established.

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AIR REPRISALS.

One observer contends that the Ger-

mans will not endure another winter of |

war, and that it only needs a vigorous
invasion of German cities by Allied air-
craft to start the flame of revolution
among a people already suffering al-
most to the breaking point. The Brit-
ish government is pledged to make re-
prisals on a formidable scale in answer
to the attacks on London,’and the Lon-
don Express points out how easily it can
be done. Not long since an Italian avi-
ator and his mechanic flew from Turin
to London. The principal Turin morn-
ing paper was thus delivered in London
shortly after luncheon on the day of
its publication. The Express, comment-
ing on this notable feat, says:—

“The distance from Turin to London
is 650 English miles. From the Allied
lines in Flanders to Essen, Cologne, or
Bonn is a distance of 200 miles. From
the French. lines at Nancy the distance
to Cobleuz is 130 miles, and 160 to
Frankfori. From Belfort to Strasburg
the distance is seventy-five miles. If
Laurenti can make a flight of 650 miles,
crossing the Alps in his sweep, our air-
men can traverse the lesser distances,
not with newspapers, but with bombs,
spreading the knowledge among the
German citizens that their ‘moonlighters’
cannot raid -our towns with impudent
impunity.”

The. Express is very emphatic in its
demand for reprisals and says further:

“We demand reprisals. The people of
England demand them, not in panic or
hysteria, but as a measure of justice
and defence. We demand that the Prus-
sians shall feel what it is to be beaten
with their own weapons. We must
hit them hard; we must keep on slog-
hit them hard; we must keey on slog-
ging till the cry of ‘Kamerad! Kamehad !’
mounts to our avenging visitors in the
skies as it has so often been heard from
the concrete dug-outs. No excuses on
the part of those responsible for our
present air policy will serve. The peo-
ple’s protest cannot be stifled. There is
only one secure law against the ‘moon-
lighters'—Lex Talionis, the Law of Re-
taliation.” |

The Express points out that one re-
sult of the German raids on London has
been to equip England with an air-
service that grows daily more efficient.
In the spring the United States will
have a powerful air-fleet to reinforce
the Allies. We are told that Germany is
feverishly working to produce a suf-
ficient number of air-craft to meet the
Americans, but it is obvious she cannot
cope with the combined efforts of the
United States, England, France and
Italy. The Allies will have an immense
superiority in the air next year, and it
will hasten the end of the war. And
the sooner the people of German cities
are given a taste of their own medicine
the more anxious they will become to
rid themselves of the military autocracy
that is driving them to their doom.

Last night there was another Ger-
man air raid on the eastern and south-
eastern counties of England. It had no
military significance, and was merely
another attempt to frighten the English
people by murdering some of them.
The air-war must be carried into Ger-
many, and the sooner the better. It is
useless to parley with a tiger-nation.

UNION AND PARTIES.

Those who assert that union govern-
ment means the destruction of both
political parties are not at all practical
in their views. So long as there are
great social problems to be solved there
will be differences of opinion. In Can-
ada people differ in rclation to the tar-

iff, public ownership, and many other|

subjccts of legislation. These differ-
ences will find expression by the group-
ing together of those favoring this or
that policy. /

f it were possible to prevail upon
one party to refrain from asserting it-
self to be the only loyal and patriotic
party, there would be much less of bit-
terness in party warfare; but that ap-
pears to be too much to expect at the
present stage of Canadian development.
The “old flag” has proved a fairly good
source of partisan profit on one or two
occasions, and there is therefore a de-
gree of reluctance to abandon what is

* really a shameful misuse of patriotic

scntiment.

One benefit to be derived from union
government, even for a short period, is
the shaking loose of the grafters, and a
measure of . civil service reform. which
will to a considerable extent eliminate
the patronage evil. No party could deal
with this question as fearlessly as a
union of leaders of both parties, and we
may hope that even after union govern-
ment has given place to government by
party again the old evil conditions will
never be fully restored. Once the graft-
ers and patronage seekers get a strong
foothold good government is impossible.
We have learned that lesson to our cost
in New Brunswick, and in the wider
field of federal politics as well. Perhaps
the union government will point the way |
to better things in this respect. It h:w;

‘Mere Than 700,000 Reported

|| To Have Fallen Victims To

' Death, Suffering or Deportation

New York, Oct. 17—Not satisfied by
the slaughter of hundreds of thousands of

Armenians and Syrians, the Turk has
also turned against the Greek Chris-

fl | tians in his dominions and more than

700,000 have fallen a victim to persecu-
tion in the form of death, suffering or
deportation, it was declared here today

by Frank,W. Jackson, of this city,
chairman of the Relief Committee for
Greeks of Asia Minor. He said the

real details of these new Turkish atroci-
ties were just beginning to leak out.

“The story of the Greek deportation
is not yet generally known,” said Mr.
Jackson. “Quietly and gradually the
same treatment is being meted out to
the Greeks as to the Armenians. Al-
though closely guarded, certain echoes of
these horrors come out from time to
time.

“There were some two or three mil-
lion Greeks in Asia Minor at the out-
break of the war in 1914, subject io
Turkish rule. According to the latest
reliable and authoritative accounts some
seven to eight hundred thousand have
been deported, mainly from the coast
regions into the interior of Asia Minor.

“The Greeks of Asia Minor have al-
ways been law-abiding and perfectly
loyal to the Thurkish government. Under
Abdul Hamid they were well treated,
but his successors adopted a programme
