& London, Oct. 5—There is authoritative confirmation of the statement that the offer of the Entente
powers to Bulgaria, conditioned on her adhesion to the allies in the war, has now been withdrawn.

CERMANY MUST

Petrograd, Oct. >—Russia’s ultimatum to Bulgaria was not de-
Yivered to Premier Radoslavoff until four o’clock yesterday after-
noon. This statement was made officially here today. y

Previouis advices from Petrograd were that the Russian ultima-
tum had been delivered on Sunday, and that the 24 hour limit within

which a reply was demanded, expired yesterday. As this period did
not begin until the time of actual delivery of the ultimatum, the Bul-
garian government has until four o’clock this afternoon, (about 9.30
a. m., New York time,) in which to decide whether to adopt a policy
of strict neutrality or to side openly with Germany, Austria and Tur-

key.

The foreign office at noon today, stated that no answer had been

received from Bulgaria to the ultimatum. It is not expected by the
foreign office that an ultimatum will be presented by Russia’s allies.
 Russia did not insist upon demobilization by Bulgaria, but it is
expected that if this is done at once, Bulgaria will gradually reduce
her army to a peace footing, in case her reply is favorable to Russia.
The Russian minister at Sofia, may remain there indefinitely as

_a private citizen, owing to illness, even should diplomatic relations

be severed.

- WORK OF THE BOARD OF VALUATORS

A total increase of $14,868,056 in the assessable values of the city and
eounty of St. John has been discovered by the county board of valuators, whose
report was submitted to the municipal council at the quarterly meeting this
‘afternoon.

Of the increase the city is responsible for $11,491,896 and the county for
$2,950,660. The increase in the county, which was found chiefly in the par-
jshes which are affected by the growth of the city, was greater in proportion
to their total value than the increase within the city limits. As a result of this
condition the agsessable property in the county is now 18.67 per cent of the total
ds compared with 11.21 per cent under the old schedule and the county in the
future will thus bear that much larger proportion of the taxation of the muni-
cipality.

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“ WAR IS CANADA’S BUSINESS

It is necessary to continue to lay em-
. phasis upon the fact that the chief. busi-
ness of Canada today is tife prosecution

_ of the war. Upon the successful prose-
cution of that business the success, and
. indeed the existence of all other business
depends. All the people are not .yet
convinced of this fact. Perhaps some
do not'care to be convinced, or take for
granted that success will be'attained in
some  way without their active assist-
ance. This is a dangerous as well as a
very unpatriotic attitude. In the mother
. country the situation is regarded as so
grave that Lord Kitchener declares that
if recruits do not come he will fetch
, them. It is the business of every Cana-
dian to think war and talk war as a
distinctly, personal matter. It is not
that “they will win,” or “they will be
defeated,” but “I will win,” or “I will be
. defeated.” The Issue¢ comes home to
. every individual in Canada—in St. John
—whether he or she likes it or not. There
. §s no escape from the consequences of
the struggle now being waged. Our
. Canadian soldiers are fighting for Can-
" ads as well as for the triumph of just-
ice and righteousness in the world.

We are at war. Let us think war, and
talk war, and do our utmost to aid in
gaining the victory. That is our busi-
-mess. Every other business is subsid-
fary and must be so considered if the
formidable enemy of the Empire is to

. be subdued. Nothing short of complete
triumph will save us and the world

i fdom other wars in the not distant
future. We must see this thing through
and do it thoroughly. That is why
every young man who is fit and free to
go should don the khaki now. Months
must be spent in training and there is
no time to be lost.

THE NEED OF RECRUIT:

One of the most striking pronounce-
ments which Lord “Kitchener has made
since the war began is that quoted in the
“Times’ cables ‘of last evening, from an
address he made to labor leaders in
London.

«] know how many men I want,” he
told the labor leaders, “I know their
names and the nunbers on their doors,
and if they do not come I will fetch

‘. them. Give me the men and munitions
1 want, and T guarantee we shall have
the war in the hollow of our hands.”

There seems to be the whole story
of the British position. Just two things
—primarily essential, of course—but just
two in number—men and munitions.

The War Secretary does not mince
matters. He clearly expresses his views
as to what is needed—and none know
better than he—and he just as clearly
.and with a choice of simple wopds, which
lend to effectiveness, declares that he
must have the men. The British Isles
have done well under the British volun-
teer system, but more-men and more
men are needed. Must there be com-
pulsion? There is material for thought
in Lord Kitchener’s. words. Think them
over, eligible young men who can, and
‘who ought to be, on the roll of His Ma-
jesty’s army. |

MILITARY TRAINING.

Gov. Walsh of Massachusetts favors
compulsory military training: in schools.
He says: '

“Military education would meke the
boys better citizens and make them bet-
ter mentally and physically. The coun-
try needs a reserve force of able-bodied
trained men to come to its defense if
the occasion for defense arises.”

Commenting on the governor’s ex-
pression of views, the Bangor Commer-
cial says:—

“This is good, sensible doctrine, not
the utterance of an advocate of war, but
of a man who believes that this great
country should not for lack of proper
means of defense be left at the mercy
»f some nation inferior in power if the
power is developed- More and more
are our people recognizing the need of
defensive military preparedness and this
should be begun in the public schools.
The scholars of today are those who
will be called upon t row to defend
the country if such defense becomes
mecessary. In any event the training
given will be of value to the young men,
teaching them obedience to command
and improving them physically and
mentally. It is only the peace-at-any-
price people, and they have diminished
very rapidly in number in this country
the past year, who can find any fault
with the doctrine advanced by Governor
Walsh.”

Aside altogether from any thought of
war, military training is good for the
‘young. The present war came as a
shock to the world. It found the British
Empire unprepared so far as military
training was concerned. The lesson
should not be lost. We do not want
militarism, but we do want more of mili-
tary training for the physical develop-
ment and as a necessary safeguard for
the nation.

THE GERMAN PRESS

The people of Germeany are deceived
by their press. It gives them a very
sne-sided story of the war, and repre-
jents the allied nations as torn by dis-
wension. It discovers, for example, a
sabinet crisis in FEngland, and antici-

pates the downfall of the French cnb—.
inet as a result of grave disagreements.

It is true that knowledge i
of the recent French' and British vic-
tories in the west could not be kept from
the people, but assurance is given that
these successes are of no great impor-
tance as there are plenty of German,
reserves to i0ld the allied forces in
check. We may expect the German
press to continue its policy of mislead-
ing the people in regard to the interna-
tional situation generally until the Al-
lies have met with a good deal more
success than they have thus far gained.
It may as well be confessed that there
is a growing impatience outside of Ger-
many because the conditions which en-
gble the German press to continue its
policy of misrepresentation are not
changed by a smasaing drive, that would
carry the fighting a good deal closer to
the German border. It may mot be a
very important matter that the Ger-
mans yesterday recaptured some of the
positions previously won at heavy cost
by the British and French, but it means
that they must be won over again at
further cost, and that those who hoped
tie Allies were now able to hold each
position gained and go on to occupy new
ones were not fully justified in enter-
taining such a hope. The magnitude
of the task yet to be performed is daily
emphasized. Kitchener says: \

“Give me the men and munitions I
want, and I guarantee we shall have the
war in the hollow of our hands.”

Obviously he needs more men and
munitions, or the Germans would not
recapture trenches, or the German press
be able to go on boasting of what taeir
armies can do, and deceiving the people
as to the real feeling that exists in the
allied countries in relation to the war.
Canada must give men as well as mu-
nitions. That is the best answer to the
German policy of boasting and of mis-
representation. !

EMDEN MAY BE
FLONTEB NCE MORE

U TR

German Raidet; Which the Aus-
tralians Sank =Werth Breaking
up if Canno’f‘ﬁ Saved :

*Hhe Emden les where H. M. A. S.
Sydney’s terrific salvos drove her, hard
aground on theé reéf at the North Keel-
ing Island, says 'a Sydney paper. Her
decks are battered, her funnels droop
like broken reeds, her foremast' has dis-
appeared and her deck hamper is heaped
in a disorderly mass on her for’ard deck.
But there are good material .and vast
possibilities in this wreck of the trim
little cruiser that flitted -so = skilfully
about the Pacific in the early days of
the war, endangering shipping and mak-
ing the naval authorities and captains of
merchantmen anxious for the safety of
the trade routes. = .
The commonweaith government has
called for tenders for salvage of the Em-
den as she now exists or of her valuable
parts. To save the hulk would certain-
ly require skilful engineering.

In view of the éxtraordinary accom-
plishment of the Jépanese at Chemulpo,
when after the Russo-Japanese war they
brought to the surface two Russian
cruisers. which hag been sunk and made
thent| inito  fighting . material again, , the
salvage of the hulk of the Emden seems
to be an easy accomplishment.

Might Break Vessel Up for Metal,

"Even if decided that the Emden could
not be refloated and brought to some
port to be repaired ‘there is a sufficient
quality of metal in‘the maRe-up of the
vessel to compensate for the expense in-
curred by her salvage and to show a
profit. v

. There is, of course, in-every modern
battleship a large quantity of steel and
copper bronze and iron, and the Emden
is not an exception. In addition to the
metal within the ship, there is that most
coveted portion of a wreck, the propel-
ler. The propeller of the Emden .is
made of phosphor-bronze, and- weighs
two. tons. This melted down and sold
at the rate of so much a pound would
alone bring in a fair sum.

Probably to Singapore.

Were the Emden to be refloated she
would probably be taken to Singapore,
as that is the handiest port for repairs.
She would, of course, be useless if con-
sidered as a fighting unit during the
present war; her machinery, being of
German pattern, is out of conformity
with the general make-up of a British
ship and would need to be replaced.
This could not be done under about
twenty months in a British shipbuilding
yard. i

This would hardly dllow of her tak-
ing part as a British fighting ship in the
present war, and in any case the naval
authorities would scarcely consent, it is
thought, to the Emden’s taking up space
in a shipbuilding yard when there is so
gluch important naval building to be
one,

May Bear British Gun,

The Emden has proved herself a use-
ful type of vessel and was built for
work which would make her useful to
the commonwealth naval authorities.

She is not an old ship as ships go,
and, fitted with British engines, with

'the rents in her deck thoroughly patch-

ed and her top hamper replaced, she
would be an ideal type of vessel for
guarding troopships and merchantmen
and keeping clear our all-important trade
routes.
Her guns would need to be removed
and replaced by British guns, because
the German 4.1-inch gun, although some-
what similar to the British 4.7-inch gun,
would require an entirely new make of
ammunition, and this is not practicable.
The Emden has 10 4.1-inch guns and
while it is a difficult experiment, the
\ mounting of fewer and more powerful
‘guns may be a subject worthy of con-
sideration. o

There are any number of young law-
yvers, accountants, dentists, bank clerks,
clerks of various business houses, -en-
gineers, and men engaged in a variety
of business pursuits who are eligible for
that platoon. They are afforded an op-
portunity which may not come their
way again—an opportunity to continue
in the army those associations with
friends and comrades which’' they have
had for years in civil life.

The principle underlying the forma-
tion of these platoons for the 85th Bat-
talion is one that has been found most
practical in Great Britain in’ the forma-
tion of Kitchener's army. There it was
worked out among all classes of labor
and business. There were longshore-
men’s platoons, and in some instances
whole battalions. There were whole
battalions of miners, steel workers, and
tradesmen. The. same principles were
taken up in the athletic world, and work-
ed out in the sportsmen’s regiments, the
footballist battalions, and a score of
other walks of life. Comradeship that
would produce an esprit de corps; strik-
ingly better for the men, and productive
of, bettéer work while in training and
better results when the actual combat
is reached in Flanders.

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CANADA MAY NOW
* FLONT BIG LOMK

To Relive Britain of Part Of
Burden

FIR DOMESTIC INVESTORS

Issue of $100,000,000 or $150,
000,000 at Five Per Cent Sug-
gested to Get Moncy Out of

~ Savings Banks

Ottawa, Oct. 4—Canada, which has
up to the present been paying four and
a half per cent, interest on the advances
from Great Britain for war purposes,
will shortly have to pay five per cent.

The total advances from Great Britain
to Canada for war purposes now aggre-
gate a little over $100,000,000, and for the |
last few months £2,000,000 per month
have been advanced.. Under the arrange-?
ment made with the Imperial treasury,
at the outbreak of the war, the rate
charged by Great Britain to Canada was
41, per cent., payable half yearly. Now,
however, Great Britain has become:- a
borrower herself in the United. States
market and is paying five per cent. in-
terest. In view of the exchange situa-;
tion, any further advances to Canada,
will probably be made from this new
loan, and the rate charged tp Canada
will be, of course, the same rate which
Great Britain has to pay for the money.

It is understood, however, that Great
Britain would now prefer Canada, _if
possible, to raise money by ‘a'loan itself;
if it can be done on the same rate of
interest, thus relieving the Mother
Country to some extent of the enormous
burden of financing the war, and at the
same time taking advantage of the sit-
uation in Canada, which is now consid-
ered favorable for a domestic loan.."

With the acute stage of crop move-
ment, financing out of the way and the
banks all bulging with deposits of the
people, only drawing three per cent, it
is believed by the government' here that
a loan of $100,000,000, or perhaps $150,-
000,000 at five per cent. interest can be
successfully floated in Canada. i

This, while not relieving the treasury
to any extent of future interest charges,
would have the advantage of keeping the
interest payments in Canada, while at
the same time a safe and profitable. in-
vestment would be offered to the sur-
plus funds in Canada, for which a com-
paratively small field of safe domestic
investment is offered. -

Although Canada’s increased annual
interest charges on account’of the na-
tional debt will probably be more than
trebled at the end of the war, as com-
pared with the $12,000,000 payable an-
nually before the war broke out, the
dominion’s credit should be well able to
stand the strain. It is only three or four
years ago that the customs revenue was
jumping at the rate of about $20,000,000
per year. - .

When the war is over and normal con-
ditions are again resumed there is no
reason to fear that the revenues will not
dgiin become buoyant enough to meet
the increased debt charges out of current
revenue. The only thing that will have
to be provided for is a cessation of the
rapid increase in expenditures for do-
mestic purposes which has brought, in
the past three years, the per capita ex-
penditure of the dominion up from $12
to nearly $17. .

Prospects of Increasing Revenue.

As far as the present year's financial
statement is concerned, it is expected
that from now on there will be a con-
siderable increase in revenue, as ‘com-
pared with the corresponding war
months of the last fiscal year. Last
year; apart from war indebtedness, Can-
ada added a little over $50,000,000 to the
public debt. This year, if the expecta-
tions for increased revenue from now on
are realized, the total addition to the
public debt, apart from war, should be
approximately $40,000,000, or less.

Revenue for the first. half of the year
has increased by’ approximately - $3,000,-
000, as compared with the first half of
1918-14, The total expenditures, apart
from interest payments, have decreased
by a little over $10,000,000. This is a
net betterment of apparently $13,000,000
for the half year, but it must be borne
in mind that when interest charges on
the debt are settled up at the end of the
year, this betterment will ‘be decidedly
impaired.

The reduction in expenditures from
now on will probably be copsiderably
less, although the revenue is expected to
make a substantial gain.

It may also be noted that a part of

this reduction in expenditjire is due to -

the dropping off of some ' five or six
. millions which would be ordinarily
charged to militia expenditures, but
which are now bulked in with the war
expenditures. Taking this into consid-
eration and also the fact that the ex-

really less than $6,000,000 and could
easily have been made more.

Colonel Henry Watterson, editor of
The JLouisville CourierJournal, in &
letter \to. the Lafayette Fund, which
celebrated at the Hotel  Vanderbilt  in
New York Monday the 158th anniversary
of Lafayette’s birth, .declares America
owes Lafayette and -all Frenchmen after
him such a debt that this country should
under no circumstances! allow ‘France to
be conquered.

the Canadian troops. Many requests have
been sent to the Montreal Gazette that

a large body of troops be given to serve
as a guide in reading the news.

In this it must be borne in mind that
the ‘composition of a unit for active ser-
vice is completely different from that for
militia work in peace time, the battali-
ons being increased in size, and put on

. a war footing, that is of establishment

and drill as the British regular army.

For this work the whole force is di-
vided into a large number of units, run-
ning from a squad, which may only
mean a half dozen men under a corpor-
al to an army division, with upwards of
18,000 men under a major-general, but
the sequence throughout is continued so
that the responsibility is continued down
without a bréakfrom the Field Marshal
in charge of the forces to the last lance-
corporal.

The next gradation upwards is the

service and is divided into four platoons
commanded by subalterns. . 4

An infantry battalion on war basis is
composed of four companies of about
250 men each and with staff comprises
approximately 1,080 officers and men.
Since the war started each battalion has
been equipped with a machine gun sec-
tion of eight guns.

Continuing the organization upwards,
an infantfy brigade consists of four bat-
talions complete -under a Brigadier- Gen-
eral with headquarters staff making ap-
proximately 4,000 officers apd men.

‘The Army Division.

The really central organization -of an
army is the army division, which is the
great fighting unit of a force in modern
warfare, This is in command of a ma-
jor-general or a lieutenant-general, with
his staff, who act either as an indepen-
dent force, or under the general officer
commanding the whole forces.

The army division comprises about
12,000 officers and men, with full equip-
ment of artillery, cavalry, infantry and
other forces as follows: |

The final unit in the composition of
an army at the front is an army corps.
It may be commanded by anything from
a general to a fleld marshal, and com-

10 MAINE WOODS

Operations Beginning in Earnest—
At Least Average Cut of Pulp-
wood Expected '

' (Bangor Commercial)
With the coming of October and cool
weather, the pulp and lumbering com-
panies of eastern and northern Maine
are commencing to send large crews of
men into the camps to commence the
cutting  season in real - earnest. Of

‘course, lumber operations have been car-

ried ‘on ‘for a mont:: or two, but not
extensively, and the big work of’ the
winter \will be started during: October
and November. S

On Monday morning the trains out of
Bangor for the northern part of the state
were crowded with woodsmen, a special
car being provided for one crew. The
men were going to Kineo, Guilford, Pat-
ten and other points on the B. & A.
where they will engage in cutting pulp-
wood for the companies and also long
lumber. g

While most of the companies are re-
luctant to announce for publication the
amount of lumber they are to cut dur-
ing the season, it is currently reported
that the pulp companies will cut at least
as much as in the past, and it is pos-

sible that the amount will exceed thc
average of the last few years.

The Great Northern Paper Co. sent
several crews up river on the train, in-
cluding a large delegation for the opera-
tions at Tomhegan stream, which will
be in charge of Walking Boss Joseph
Saeehan, who will have seven camps
under his jurisdiction.

Other operations in the Moosehead
lake which have ecither been started or
will start very soon include the follow-
ing, many of which are in charge of
men from Bangor and vicinity:

At Burbank, which is located be-
tween Northeast and Northwest Carry,
Charles Carey will be in charge of op-
erations, including five camps. .

Near the Grant F: is an operation

in charge of Al McNeil, numbering eight

camps.

At Pine Stream, Bert Burr will
the walking boss over six camps, the
number of which is later to be increas-
ed to eight.

MISS ANGLIN
IN GREEK PLAYS

(Boston. Transeript).

A month ago, in the noted and often
pictured Greek Theatre of the University
of California, at, Berkeley, opposite San
Francisco, Miss ‘Margaret Anglin and a
company adorned on the masculine side
by Mr. Mellish and Mr. deCordoba, acted
three Greek tragedies, Euripides’ “Iphi-
genia in Aulis”, Ruripides” “Medes” and
Sophocles “Electra”.  For all three she
used versified - trafislations into English,
and for “Medea” in particular the vivid
version of Professor Gilbert Murray, The
settings for the choruses and the other
incidental music were written by Walter
Damrosch in austere modern rather than
in archaically Hellenic fashion, and
played under his leadership by a con-
cealed orchestra. ‘The stage was ordered
simply and in aceord with the mood and

spirit of each tragedy, by Livingston|

Platt, with a grave beauty in “Medea”
and “Electra® and with less . fortunate
decoration—as report in San Francisco
ran—in “Iphigenia”. 'There: were two
performances of: “Iphigenia”, one of
“Medea” and one of “Electra”—all four
in the artificial light of evening but under
the glowing Californian skies and in the
clear Californian’igir. In all, the audien-
ces numbered 40,000 persons.

The newspapers of San Francisco
fioweyed in rhepsedy over the plays and
acting, but!the articles that they
contain shifted into the more reticent and
less intrepid east'Tight seem more florid
than descriptive.” Perhaps, then, it is
best to rely for a' hint of the purposes
and the quality of the performances upon
a note from Mr. von Seyffertitz, Austrian
stage director, who has long dwelt and
worked in America and who shared
with Miss Anglin the burden of prepara-
tion for them. i

“No standards were provided us”, he
writes, “and these: conditions, 1 believe,
became an inspiration to Mr. Platt, Mr.
Damrosch and Miss Anglin as they cer-
tainly did to me. We sought only a
definite end in illusion and interest, let-
ting no fact-that was merely archaic
hamper us. The plays in our hands were
virgin material. They were as though
they had never been acted at all. Every-
thing not directly contributing to the
dramatic force and illusion of the tra-
gedies as they were to be viewed with
modern eyes, was discarded. We sought
to make the plays appealing to audi
of the present rather than ‘pleasing to
the .shades of dead Greeks or pedantic
students. Their inspiration was Miss
Anglin’s Medea, Iphigenia and Electra,
vital, vivid and gloriously human. If
we are chided because we have swerved
from tradition, we answer that there is
no such rebuke from our audiences; that
we are as justifiable as a composer who
writes on an ancient theme in terms of
modern music. Moreover, there are not
any traditions, anyway”.

RED CROSS NEWS IN ENGLAND

October 21 will be the anniversary of
the amalgamation of the British Red
Cross Society and the Order of St.
John for war purposes. On that day a
special appeal for Red Cross funds will
be made throughout the British Isles.

The British Red Cross has establish-
ed a prisoners of war bureau at Berne,
Switzerland. It is under the control of
Mrs. Grant Duff, wife of the British
ambassador at Berne. It has been found
that food can be sent to British pris-
oners interned in Germany, more satis-
factorily from a continental depot.

The executive of the British
Red Cross has given $5,000 in aid of
Russian prisoners of war interned in
Germany. .

Four million pennies—nearly $80,000—
fiave been raised by the British Red
Cross penny fund.

The Royal Automobile Club is rais-
ing a fund of £25,000 to purchase a con-
voy of fifty-three motor cars for use
with the Russian Red Cross. An Eng-
lish committee is also securing subscrip-
tions for a fund of £30,000 to be used
in equipping and maintaining for one
year on the Russian front a hospital of
200 beds.

Every English postoffice is now a col-
lecting depot for books and magazines
to be distributed to the soldiers and
sailors. There is no need to pay pos-
tage or to wrap and address the parcel.
By this means there has been secured a
large supply of reading material, of
