Canadian Press
MONTREAL,- Dec. 3.—An-
nouncement that a peaceful
settlement had been made on a
compromise basis, providing for
varying increases to the men,
was made -here today by the
men’s leader, S. N. Berry, senior
vice-president of the Order of
Railway Conductors, and W. J.
Babe, vice-president of the
Brotherhood of Trainmen, w.ho
have been in eonference with
railway officials here for several
days, in an endeavor to avert
a possible strike of the men, if
a safisfactory arrangement was
not arrivedat. The men de-
manded six per cent. increase to
bring them up to the shnd.ard
rates then existent in the United
su\tvehlnilneet.l; h ot been syc-
i ey have n
ing all they want,

S. N. Berry stated that the men
considered acceptance of the
railway’s offer, though below
what they hoped for, far prefer-
able to proceeding to extreme
méeasures and plunging the coun-
try into a strike.

The settlement follows elev-
enth hour negotiations between
the men’s leaders and the exe-
cutives of the railways, E. W.
Beatty, president of the Canad-
jan Pacific Railway, :.md Sir
Henry Thornton, preud.ent of
the Canadian National Railways.

The re-opening of negotia-
tions followed mediatory meas-
ures taken by the Dominion gov-

eynment.

In answer to this
question, Chief Justice Hunter
found that when the act was
framed by the provincial legisla-
ture, no question of solids was con-
sidered, and ruled that the alleged
offence did not come under the act.

NATIONAL SPIRIT

N ]s address before the Canadian Club of
Saint John on Wednesday, Rev. Doctor Kerr
set forth some of the difficulties in the way of the
development of a national spirit in Capada. The
same subject was discussegd before the Board of
Trade of Calgary recently by Mr. Graham Spry
. of Ottawa, Secretary of the Association of Cana-
dian Clubs. 7These Clubs were necessary, he said,
to make known the points of view of one section
of Canada to the other, so that sectional or par-
tisan feelink might not over-ride national feeling,
and make a  unified national policy impossible.
Mr. Spry said there are four great problems
which. must be reckoned with in the endeavor to
create a real national spirit. These four problems
“are thus stated:
“There was, first, the endeavor by peoples
from distant homelands to found upon far-flung,

widely varied and separated territories, a system |

of government for all those territories and to build
despite the disintegrating influences of
:m.gmphy. There was, second, he said, the prob-
lem of maintaining this nation upon the bagsis of
equality and toleration between the two principal
' saces who had opened up the country. Third,
there was the endeavor to retain this nation as
part of a wider unity, the British commonwealth,
and to work with other British nations, in meet-
ing problems that werc common to the whole
Y.npire. Finally, there was the problem of pre-
cerving the Canadian nation, not only politically,
but culturally, from the inevitably strong influences
of the friendly American neighbor.”
"To solve these problems, Mr. Spry contended
it was better that Canadians should be organized
ns Canadians rather than as spokesman for this

a nation

or that particular interest.

the Canadian Club.

The mbst enthusiastic member of a Canadian \
‘lub will hardly contend that these Clubs have |
saught the vision of what they might accomplish :

in the development of a national spirit. So far
;s the Maritime Provinces are concerned there
. are. of course, good reasons for some lack of in-
fcrest in the Canadian Club movement. During
‘ the past sixty years our people have been much
more conscious of being British subjects than of
being contented Canadians.

THE LEAGUE OF NATIONS

TIIE old conception of a treaty between Powers

was a commitment to make war whenever
the other contracting party or parties did so.
Later there cvolved an idea of purely defensive
treaties and ententes, binding the signatories to
go to war only in the event of aggression on the
part of outsiders. These treaties implied the
maintenance of armed forces, of strength sufficient
to meet treaty obligations. At the conclusion of
the Great War the League of Nations, springing
from the Treaty of Versailles, called on its sig-
natories to combine to prevent wars rather than
t¢ make war, and struck at the old conception
of balancing power.
peace implies preparedness for war, the IL.eague
f Nations has set itself the task of reducing
armaments. The original Treaty of Versailles
did not really make provision for a lasting peace,
except through its creation of the League of
Nations, which was intended to amplify and con-
tinue the work of world pacification.

The League is no more perfect than is any
other human contrivance. It may tend to idealism,
but its aim and object is idealistic; it may be
sentimental, but sentiment is a great force and
must not be confused with sentimentality; it may
indulge in academic discussion, but out of theories
all practice evolves; it may sometimes leap ahead
of civilization and sometimes lag behind. That
is only to acknowledge it is not perfect, not to
snggest that its aim is other than the nearest to
perfection in an imperfect world. And the League
is laboring under difficulties. One mighty force,
Russia, is strongly antagonistic; and another, the
United States, declines to commit itself to the
final arbitrament.

When Bolshevism has run its course—and its
course to date has been extraordinarily parallel
to that of the French Revolution, except that it
seeks to proselytize and is able to attempt this
by reason of world communications not available
to Robespierre—and Russia settles down to re-
construction; and when the United States is able
to think in terms of world-politics, it is safe to
predict a bright and useful future for the League
of Nations. Meanwhile it forges ahead.

ONDON, November 18, 1926—For the first time
in its history Cambridge University is called
upon to house over 6,000 residents. The numbers
of men up at Cambridge has increased out of all
knowledge during the past two years. Today I
met a Cambridge man- who offered an explanation.
“It is simply a result of the tremendous mistake
the University of Oxford made six years ago when
it admitted women. The real effect of that mis-
take is just making itself felt. The other Univer-
sity being over-run with a crowd of blue stock-
ings, naturally the men are turning to Cambridge.”
It seems at best an argument which is hardly
gallant. Yet it gives one pause. The number of
men up at Oxford has not been increasing to any
extent.

Are the facts then as
ungallant as my friend’s. argument?

STEAMER GROUNDS

Canadian Press Despatch.

SYDNEY, Dec. 3—up 1w noon to-
day tugs sent to her assistance had
been unable tor refloat the British
steamer Hindustan, 7,500 tons, which
dragged her anchors and went ashore
at Westmount in Sydney harbor ear-
ly this morning.

A stiff northeast breeze all day dev-
eloped into a strong gale at nightfall.

sorts of preparations are offered
with the claims that they repair and
rejuvenate the eve and the eyesight,
that they make the eye more brilliant
and attractive, or that they make it |
unnecessary to wear glasses.

There is not the slightest, evidence as |
to the actual virtue of any such prep- |
aration offered directly to the public, |
or any reason for believing that the eye
needs daily treatment with any kind of
eye water.

FIND READY SALE.

Charlatans and patent medicine sales-
men, realizing that the eye is an inter-
esting organ and that the slightest dis-
turbance of sight is likely to produce !
fear, find that the sale of such prepara- |
tions usually is easy. |

The most common disturbance of the
eye,is the entrance into it of a cinder,
eycfash, or a grain of dust.

An eye’ with a foreign body should
not be carelessly rubbed or treated.

The person may gently pull the upper
lid over the lower lid once or twice
This will serve to cause a flow of tears
and perhaps to carry the foreign body
to the lower lid and thus to the corne:
of the eye, where it will be washed out,

LOOKING UNDER" LID.

A person who is competent may
after washing the hands thoroughly,
pull down the lower lid and look on
the surface tor a foreign body.

If this is not seen, and if he under-
stands’how the thing is done, he may
then turn back the upper lid, at the
same time asking the patient to look
downward. If the foreign body is seen
on the upper lid, it may be removed by
a clean wisp of cotton or gauze.

If a foreign substance is so deeply
embedded in the tissues that it is not
easily removable, someone should bLe
consulted who has had full experience
in the removal of foreign bodies and
who will not make the condition worse
by arritation and by the introduction
of dangerous pus-forming bacteria.

LOSES FINGERS IN
DYNAMITE BLAST

A. Carey, Yarmouth, Hurled
Several Feet by Explosion— -
Eye is Affected

ARMOUTH, Dec. 2—Adelbert
Carey, milk venyor of Over-
ton, three miles from this town,
is a patient in the Yarmouth
Clinic Infirmary suffering from
serioys injuries which he suffer-
ed yesterday afternoon, due to
an unexpected explosion of dyna-
mite being used for blasting
rocks in his fields, when he In-
spected the charge to see why

It had not detonated.

Mr. Carey with his hired man was
in one of his fields, which he is
clearing of rocks, and had placed a
charge of dynamite in a large bould-
er, leaving it hurriedly and going to
a safe distance to aweit the blast.

I.hlS
is also true of many other periods
during the week, but the Saturday pe-
riod is one that is baffling to the last
degree. We are using every avalla})le
inch of space in our building outside
the dormitory and the probl’cm seems
fo be growing every day. I"he asso-
ciation is increasingly becoming more
of a community centre and has been
the meecting place of a large number
of organizations all the time.

“The last six weeks we have be?n
promoting a very excellent public
speaking course which enrolled 62 men,
and had an average attendance of al-
most 50. We had to take two of th'c
boys’ rooms every Thursday for this
purpose. This meant the closing of
the boys’ billiard tables because if they
were operating, no person taking the
course would hear. At the other end
of the boys’ department the Other
Y’s Club Supper was being held and
all the space left for the boys was the
small room in which the boys’ depart-
ment office is located.

«On Friday evening last 105 boys
were in the department at a social; 58
members of the Saint John Ski Club
were in the reading room; 35 young
men were at gym; the billiard room
held a meeting of the City Basket Ball
League and the bowling alley had two
teams in the house league bowling.

«Saturday morning 16 Bible study
groups were in every available corner
of the building. As high as 81 boys
have been on the gym floor at one
time. Locker room space is com-
pletely overtaxed, resulting in the loss
of clothes. Last Saturday two boys
lost a boot each, another a hat. 169
boys were in attendance at the gym
that morning. Our business men’s
class has taken on renewed life and on
Monday evening last 20 men were in
attendance. This number for a class is
all right, but when they play volley
ball it is impossible.

LACK OF SHIPS IS
DETERRING BUSINESS

' Tribute Paid to Work of R.
G. Betancourt, Cuban
Consul Here

HAT development of trade
between Canada and Cubs
was dependent only on a propei
agreement between the twc
countries and the providing of
adequate transportation facili-
ties between the ports of Canada
and Cuba, was the opinion ex-
pressed this morning by B. M.
HIl, president of Lewis Connors
& Sons, Ltd., and director of
Connors Brothers, Ltd., who has
just returned from a trip to Cu-
ban cities in the interests of
these firms.
Mr. Hill spent a week in Havana, a
week in Santiago and a week at sev-
eral of the interior towns.

ANXIOUS FOR TRADE

Mr. Hill said: “I found the busi-
ness men of Cuba very anxious to do
business with Canada and discovered
the business men and government of-
ficials had a very high opinion of Ca-
nadian business men and . business
methods. I received much assistance
from the heads of the state depart-
ments in my mission and found a won-
derful opportunity for Canada to ex-
tend its trade with Cuba. The only
thing that is holding back extension
of the trade between the two coun-
tries is transportation facilities.

“Connors Bros., Ltd. have been do-
ing business with ‘Cuba in the last
six months, and in the last two months
they have had to turn down large or-
ders for immediate delivery because
of lack of shipping to carry the goods
from our part to Havana.

“I feel sure our trade and commerce
would do well to negotiate a trade
agreement with Cuba and to use their
best efforts to have an adequate
steamship service established between
the two countries.

“At the present time the transpor-
tation facilities to the interior are poor
but the present government, which is
a very progressive one, is constructing
a main trunk, hard service, concrete
foundation road the entire length of
the Island, a distance of 650 miles,
with lateral roads leading to the im-
portant interior and seaport towns.
This road will be completed in about
two years and is bound to aid in de-
veloping the agricultural and mining
industry and largely increase the im-
port and export business of the coun-
try. With good transportation facili-
ties' Canada can get a share of this
added business.

TRIBUTE TO CONSUL

“Much of the success of the trip I
attribute to the letters of introduction
given by R. G. Betancourt, the Cuban
council here. Mr. Betancourt has done
a wonderful amount of work to im-
press on the Cuban Government the
great possibilities of trade with Can-
ada and it is largely due to his efforts
that the Cubans are so much interest-
ed in New Brunswick, especially in
Saint John. I believe our Board of

CONTINUE TO GAIN

MONTREAL, Dec. 2—A study of oper-
ating results secured by raillways of
Canada during the present year as car-
ried out by the Dominion Bureau of
Statistics, throws even a clearer light
on the favorable conditions of today
than is provided by records of the in-
dividual companies. The gross for Sep-
tember was a new high for that month,

and the gross for the nine months up to
Sept. 30 occupied a similar place, for at
$344 843,425 these earnings were $33,-

{302,317 ahead of last year for the same
| period, and $17,416,219 above the gross

for 1923, which up to the present had
held the record.

With all this large increase it is sig-
nificant of present-day conditions and
the keen competition of the motor car
that passenger traffic is actually less
for September than one year ago, the
total comparing as $7,579,586 to $7,622,-
752 in revenue, while the actual num-
ber of passengers carried was 3,272,086
as against 3,468,325 last year. The num-
ber of tons carried, however, showed an
increase from 10,144,050 to 10,914,909.
Kxpress business showed an _increase
from $1,803,745 to $1,996,943. It is in-
teresting to note that the increased
freight business resulted in an increase
in the number of employes, from 161,981
to 169,335.

QUEBEC RLY. PAYS
INTEREST ARREARS

Disbursement on Income Bonds
Comes as Surprise to
Montreal

MONTREAL, Dec. 3—A payment of
arrears in interest on bonds that will
probably come as a surprise to the
Street has been arranged in connection
with Quebec Railway, Light, Heat &
Power Company 5% income bonds. Fin-
ancial Counsel learns that provision has
been made for the payment on the first
of March, 1927, of interest covering two
years between December 1, 1924, and
December 1, 1926, This will amount to
10%, and as the amount of bonds re-
ported as outstanding at the last state-
ment was $3,307,200, an amount of $330,-
720 would be required for this purpose.
An initial payment of 2% % was made
on the income bonds on March 1, 1925,
covering the six months ended Decem-
ber 1, 1924.

BONDS EXCHANGED

When Shawinigan interests took over
the Quebec Railway, Light, Heat
Power Company in 1923, and the com-
mon stock of the company was eX-
changed for Quebec Power common, on
a basis of four shares of Quebec Rail-
way for one share of Quebec Power,
an offer was made to holders of the 5%
income bonds, due in 1951, to exchange
these for $27 cash or 30% in Quebec
Power stock. Those who accepted the
latter offer have a security now that a
few days ago touched $200 per share, so
that the 30% portion of this would be
equivalent to $60 today. The bonds
themselves have gradually been appreci-
ating in price until they are consider-
ably above this figure. The payment of
the two years of interest suggests that
the operations of the old Quebec Rail-
way Company have been brought up to
a position that shows this interest
charge as earned.

Demand From Strong Interests
Centres Chiefly in Common
Shares

MONTREAL, Dec. 3—A rather inter-
esting feature of the recent sirong mar-
ket for the preferred and common
shares of Canada Steamship Lines, Lim-
ited, has been buying which is said to
have emanated from London. Accord-
ing to a number of houses around the
Street who have been dealing in the
stock for overseas account, the demand
has come from strong interests and has
centred chiefly in the common shares,
although the preferred has been in de-
mand, as well as the voting trust-cer-
tificates, although in a smaller way.
While no particular reason for the Lon-
don buying is brought forward, it is
stated that it is at least an indication
of the renewed attention which the
British investment market is giving
Canadian securities, an attention which
has recently been noticeable in several
other directions.

Morning Stock Letter

NEW YORK, Dec. 3—The character
of buying yesterday in many leading
stocks was excellent, and we think
stocks will go higher in the near
future. Of course, the way this market
works means that there is a good chance
of fair reactions quite frequently. We
would not be surprised if some profit-
taking developed this afternoon and_
carried through perhaps until Monday:

We also look for higher
prices in CRY and HUP.

The 7% per cent. wage increase for
railroad workers on the eastern roads,
announced yesterday, we belleve has
been a factor that held railroad stockg
back and with it out of the way, we
expect improvement in the high grade
dividend payers. The real future of the
market, though, is the enormous
strength in the specialties like Allied
Chemical, WKM., Air Reduction, lnvtA
Harvester, Case Threshing and PSU.,
all of which we have recommended as
purchases one time or another in the
last several weeks. We thing most of
them are still good for higher prices.
