W. L. Rogers, U. S. Naval 
Veteran, Defends Wars 

of Agression.

WITHIN 100 YEARS

Says Country Will Go to 
War When Population 

is 200,000,000.

Williams town, Mass., Aug. 11—In 
the first frank defense of war in­
cluding war of aggression as well 
as defensive war that any speaker 
at the Institute of Politics has made 
in the four years of its existence, 
|tear Admiral W. L. Rodgers, retired, 
declared that the United States 
should arm itself to defend its new 
immigration policy now and to seize 
territory from other nations in the 
future with which to accommodate 
its growing population.

Admiral Rodgers. predicted that 
the United States would go to war,
“if there is any manhood left in the 
American people," when Its popula­
tion reached 200,000,000, "in order 
to keep our place in the world, pro­
tect our population, and to give it a 
place to go at the expense of other 
nations."

Predicts War For U. S.
Williams town, Mass., Aug. 11.—(By 

United Press).—Drafters of proposed 
disarmament were warned by Admirai 
Rogers, at the Institute of Politics Sat­
urday not to allow themselves to be 
carried too far.

“I believe there are, Admiral Rogers 
warned, great and powerful nations 
who regard successful war as a means 
of getting what, they want although 
too expensive a means for frequent 
use.”

“I do not suppose that the U. S. will 
ever desire to make war against any cr 
country before our contiaental popula­
tion passes two hundred million, but 
after that, if there remains any man­
hood in our mixed race of descendants, 
they will assuredly do so to keep their 
place in the world.”

Admiral Rogers later reiterated and 
amplified his prediction that the next 
generation would see the U. S. in a 
war of aggression.”

The Admiral said he had not ad­
vocated but predicted a war of aggres­
sion by Americans two or three gener­
ations from now.

“No one can foresee just how that 
re-alignment of the driving forces of 
the world will take place, but I feel 
sure that peace is no nearer the next 
generation, or the next, than it has been 
to previous generations.

“The nations of the world must con- 
tin lie to compete for a place upon 
which to stand, and we can only afford 
to be generous to others when we are 
not in want ourselves.”
Says War This Century

This time will come before the end 
of the present century, according to 
Professor Henry Pratt Fairchild of 
New York University, leader of the 
round-table on “population and re­
lated problems.”

Admiral Rodgers quoted Professor 
Fairchild, who said the other day that 
if America’s population continued to 
increase at the present rate, it would 
aqual the present population of China 
at the end of the century. The present 
population of the United States is lin,- 
000,000 and that of China is 400,000,000.

MEETING NEARS END

Details of, Ruhr Evacuation 
Remain For Consideration 

of Delegates.

London, Aug. 11—The al« 
lied and German expects at* 
tached to the international re­
paration conference have reach­
ed a full agreement on the 
Dawes programme, it was an­
nounced this noon. They re­
mained in session until three 
o’cîccL this morning to arrive at 
an ierstanding on reparation 
payments in kind, on which the 
Germans held out until the re­
sults of Premier Herriot's Paris 
mission became known.

The French Premier's return 
with his cabinet’s approval ol 
his Ruhr evacuation policy in 
his pocket, put new life and • 
hope into the negotiators, and 
Pritish observers believe the 
conference will end by Thurs­
day.

London, Aug. 11—Premier Herrtott 
returned to the International Confer-i 
ence today with mandate from his 
country to make the best bargain 
he could in exchange for military 
evacuation of the Ruhr.

Herriot’s flying trip to Paris Sat­
urday resulted in unanimous action 
by the French cabinet council ap­
proving the Premier's report of 
progress at London and authorizing 
him to consent to evacuation in ex­
change for reparation concession.

Prime Minister MacDonald Im­
mediately called a conference of the 
"Big Fourteen” and it was expected 
that the conferees would spend sev­
eral days threshing out details of 
military evacuation.

After that the conference proper 
should finish up its initial agree 
ments by next week end.

London, August 11—Belief that tha

Europe has long been hoping will soon 
be forthcoming is expressed in con­
sequence of the French cabinet’s ap< 
proval of Premier Herriot’s attitude 
toward the problems still in abeyance 
at the International Conference on 
reparation.

Rebuttal Witnesses.

Dr. Krohn is scheduled to be the 
first rebuttal witness called by the 
state’s attorney. He is expected to tes­
tify that Leopold and Loeb are sane, 
that they are free from any mitigating 
psychosis. A report by Dr. James 
Wiley Hall, neuro-psychiatrist, for the 
defence, made public yesterday, de­
scribed the slayers as “psychopathic 
inferiors.”

The report is thought to be the basis 
of Clarence S. Darrow’s defence built 
on “Teddy Bear’s Dream and Phan­
tasies,” a lessened—but not lost—re­
sponsibility.

In it Dr. Hall declared that in a 
few years, if the boys live, they will 
become completely irresponsible.

Dr. Hall quotes at length from a 
book entiled “Insanity and the law” 
written by Dr. Krohn and Dr. Singer, 
alienists for the state in this trial. The 
book describes as psyschopathic in­
feriors types of persons that correspond 
to Leopold and Loeb.

The report is said also to be the ex­
planation of why the defence counsel 
had the slayers plead guilty. The de­
fence theory of a split personality, 
“Teddy Bears and Phantasies,” is the 
same as that evolved by the State’s 
alienists in their book classifying per­
sons of the Leopold-I-oeb type as 
“psychopathic inferiors.”

London, Aug. 11.—Tomorrow will be 
another fateful day in Ireland’s history. 
Future peace is largely dependent upon 
Premier Cosgrave’s speech to be deliv­
ered in the Dail. The constitutional­
ists are fervently hoping that the 
President will respond generously to 
Sir James Craig’s friendly gesture ill 
Saturday’s statement, when he offered 
to meet Cosgrave again for further dis­
cussion of their difficulties.

It is tuily recognized, however, that 
any disposition on the part of the 
Cabinet to accept mere rectification of 
the Ulster boundary would probably 
lead to the immediate downfall of the 
ministry, especially in view of the sud­
den ultimatum from the Labor Party 
demanding reconstruction of the Free 
State constitution.

BOY GANGS IN CHICAGO.
Working under a grant from the 

Laura Spelman Rockefeller Memorial 
at the University of Chicago, an In- 
vestigator has become acquainted with ) 
more than 500 boy gangs in Chicago, 
less than half of the 1,200 gangs that 
he found actually to exist, having a 
membership of some 60,000 boys and 
men, of ages from seven to thirty 
years. This is part of the data he has 
collected in the department of social 
service at the University in preparing 
a book that is expected to be unique 
in the field of sociology.

To make an exhaustive study of the 
situation, the young Investigator lived, 
ate, and played with many of the 
gangsters, young and old. Much of his 
material is concerned with actual case 
studies of the groups, in which he has 
tabulated information gleaned from 

boys themselves concerning their 
relation to the city at large. Many of 
his visits were made to the Chicago 
and Cook County School for Boys; 
and other material was gathered from 
playgrounds, settlement houses, truant 
officers, the )«olice, the Y. M. C. A. 
railroad guards, and the juvenile court

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All Canada mourns the loss of Hon. 
Frank B. Carvell, chairman of the 
Board of Railway Commissioners, who 
died suddenly at his Carleton County 
home at Woodstock on Saturday after­
noon. Hon. Mr. Carvell had arrived 
from Ottawa about noon and during 
the afternoon had gone for a walk 
about his farm and had given some in­
structions to the men who were work­
ing. Just before leaving he said to 
members of the household that he 
woùld be back at 5 o’clock and when 
he did not arrive they became uneasy 
and started to look for him. The body 
was found on the ground. Medical aid 
was summoned in the hope that he 
was unconscious but the physician. Dr. 
N. P. Grant, pronounced him dead and 
stated that death had been practically 
instantaneous. He gave the cause of 
death as embolism.
Bom In Carleton County.

Frank Broadstreet Carvell was born 
at Bloomfield, Carleton county, Aug. 
11, 1862, son of A. Bishop and Mar­
garet (Lindsay) Carvell He is sur­
vived by his wife, one brother, Robert 
Carvell, of Lakeville, and two sisters, 
Miss Elisabeth, who is in Europe with 
the teachers’ party, and Miss Bertha, 
of Boston. Mr. Carvell has been sorely 
afflicted during the last few years. 
His only child, Mrs. (Dr.) A. M. 
Fisher, passed away about a year ago. 
Her husband; a promising young phy­
sician, gave up his life on the battle­
fields of France shortly after his mar­
riage. Within a year his brother, 
Councillor Harry P. Carvell, of Lake­
ville, died In a Boston hospital, where 
he went for treatment, and another 
brother, Louis Carvell, died very sud­
denly in Boston, where he resided. The 
funeral will be held Tuesday at 2.30

Enters Publie Life. |
In early life Mr. Carvell taught 

school, taking up the study of law also 
and solely through his own deter­
mined efforts he was graduated with 
honors from Boston University In 
1890. In his law practice he was very 
successful His first venture into the 
public field was an election to the

i Municipal Council. In 1899 he 
elected to the House of Assembly for 
Carleton county with H. H. McCain 
and C. L. Smith as colleagues. In 1900 
he resigned to contest the county for 
Ottawa, but was defeated. He was 
elected in 1904, 1908 and 1911 and In 
1917 by acclamation when he joined 
the Union Government as Minister of 
Public Works. In 1918 he was ap­
pointed Chairman of the Board of 
Railway Commissioners, which office 
he held at the time of his death.
A. Hard Fighter.

the best type of citizenship. His fear­
lessness made him the champion of 
many worthy causes which would have 
remained unknown except for the life 
he breathed into them. He was a 
fighter, first, last and all the time. He 
was always a hard worker and a far- 
seeing man. He was intensely human 
and even his most determined adver­
saries gave him credit for being honest 
and square in his convictions. Many 
reforms bear the stamp of his efforts. 
His position was won by ability and 
constant application.
Enters Union Government.

As a member of the Federal House 
of Commons, Mr. Carvell was noted 
for his aggressiveness and 
speeches. The opening of the 
found him as a strong supporter of 
Sir Wilfrid Laurier, leader of the Op­
position, but Mr. Carvell was unable 
to support his leader on the great 
Issue. Finally, at the invitation of Sir 
Robert Borden, he entered the Union 
Government as
Works, in October, 1917, subsequently 
being elected for his old constituency 
of Victorla-Carleton, at the general 
election of 1917. Mr. Carvell, at the 
time he crossed the floor of the House 
of Commons, made it clear that his 
step was taken for the period of the 
war and demobilization only. On 
Aug. 1, 1919 he resigned his portfolio, 
and on the same day was appointed 
chief of the Board of Railway Com­
missioners, the position he held until 
his death.
Interested In His Farm.

Mr. Carvell found his pleasure and 
relaxation in the operation of a 400 acre 
farm at Woodstock, N. B. This farm 
he had stocked with pure bred cattle. 
When opportunity afforded, he spent 
week-ends and holidays on this farm 
in which he was much interested. In 
his early days he was a member of the 
Tenth Field Battery of Artillery, but 
retired in 1906, retaining the rank of 
Major. It will be remembered that 
he was one of Canada's representa­
tives at the Coronation of King George. 
In religion, Mr. Carvell was a Metho­
dist. While in Ottawa he attended 
Dominion Methodist church.

Within 18 months there have been 
five bereavements in the Carvell fam­
ily, including Frank Carvell’s only 
daughter and two brothers. It is un­
derstood that the only surviving near 
relative is his widow.

With the death of Mr. Carvell there 
passes one of the few remaining repre- 

i sentatives of the old guard of New 
Brunswick public men. His close as­
sociation with Sir Wilfrid Laurier, the 
prominent part which he played dur- 

! ing the period when the Liberal chief- 
XI I tain was in opposition and finally the 

stand which he took on the conscrip­
tion issue marked him as one of tlie 
outstanding statesmen of his time.

Mr. Carvell was a man of great 
physique and endurance, but to -inti­
mate friends within the last year or 
tow he had intimated that he suffered 
a little from heart trouble. When he 
left Ottawa on Friday last, however, 
he was apparently In good health.
Funeral.

The funeral will take place on Tues­
day. S. J. McLean, assistant chief com­
missioner of the Railway Board, who 
will be acting chief pro tern, returns 
to Ottawa tonight from the country.

Certain 
fruits, such as peaches, pears, cher­
ries, rhubarb, strawberries and 
blackberries absolutely refused to 
turn into jelly.

The arrangement has 
proved mutually satisfactory in a good 
many instances. The Immigrant is 
fairly well assured of steady work, and 
makes more at day wages than he 
could by hiring by the month. The 
farmer on the other hand finds it very 
convenient to have a man handy ripon 
whom he can count. The laborer’s ex­
penses- are very low as he has no 
rent to pay and can get a good deal 
of his living out of the garden. There 
are more vacant houses in the country 
than is generally realized and I be­
lieve this plan is capable of wide ap­
plication.”

That a greater trade could be work­

ed up between Canada and Porto Rico 
is the conviction of Antonio Luciano, 
representative of F. Carrera & Bros., 
of San Juan, who arrived here from 
Toronto yesterday. Mr. Luciano ar­
rived in New York last Monday and 
went direct to Toronto. His visit to 
St. John Is chiefly in connection with 
fish and more particularly codfish, of 
which a great deal Is consume* in 
Porto Rico every year. 1

More coffee and tobacco and oranges 
could be Imported direct from Potto 
Rico into Canada while Canada could 
supply Porto Rico with paper, wrap­
ping, newsprint and all other varieties, 
he was sure. He established a valuable 
connection with a paper concern in To­
ronto while there.

Codfish is, with the banana, the prin­
cipal diet of the poorer people of Porto 
Rico. The majority of these work 
either on coffe farms or sugar planta­
tions. Those on the coffee farms are 
paid 60 cents a day. In addition to this 
they have a free house, with the privi­
lege of raising hogs, poultry and goats 
and are supplied by the owner of (he 
coffee farm with all the bananas thej 
can eat. Still more than this they have 
a plot of ground about an acre in size 
on which they can raise whatever they 
please.
On Sugar Plantation.

The sugar plantation man, however, 
works for a dollar a day and does 
not enjoy any of the privileges of the 
coffee man. When all is said and done 
neither has a great deal of money to 
spend but what he has is spent for cod­
fish. The richer class eats the cod 
more sparingly but never a week passes 
but at least one course of the fish has 
been served.

Mr. Luciano’s firm alone Imported 
10,000 casks of codfish, each cask weigh­
ing 448 pounds, last year. Other firms 
on the Island import more than does 
his.

MCGILL STUDENTS' SOLD FOR TAXES
were

Three thousand one hundred and 
forty-two acres of wild land In the 
Parish of Dumfries, the property of 
N. Mark Mills, of St. Stephen, 
sold for taxes by the Municipality of 
York County in Fredericton on Satur­
day, says the Gleaner to Aid. D. W. 
Olts for $700, the highest bid received 
and which was equivalent to 23 cents 
an acre.

This property, the largest of several 
sold to satisfy unpaid taxes, was ac­
quired from the municipality a few 
years ago but was sold for the purpose 
of satisfying a total claim of $247.60. 
The property contains some 500 
of good woodland lots, the remainder 
having been burned over. The annual 
tax upon the property amounts to ap­
proximately $20 and it was estimated 
tbu.t in twenty years’ time it should 
have a minimum valuation of at least 
$5,000 in view of the timber stands.

Pending an anticipated settlement of 
the $800 claim against the Canadian 
Antimony Company’s property at I.akc 
George, its sale was postponed until 
October 4. Announcement of the post­
ponement was made by Sheriff J. B. 
Hawthorn, who conducted the sales. In 
the case of the Wilmot Miller property 
in the Parish of Southampton, the 
amount of the claim having been paid, 
it was withdrawn from sale.

The sale of the Henry Graham es­
tate property in the Parish of Prince 
William was protested by G. T. Feeney 
on behalf of his client, George Dona­
hue, occupant of the property, on the 
ground that to date there were no 
county taxes due against it. The sale 
was made under protest to (T'orles 
Anderson, of McAdam, who bid $540 

4or the 180 acres at Lake George Set­
tlement. Donahue’s claim Is said to be 
based on his rights as a squatter. 
Taxes and costs against the property 
amounted to $248.57.

In the case of the Daniel Sullivan 
estate, two separate lots each contain­
ing 50 acres were sold to James Daley, 
of Cork, for $675, the claim amorint' 
Ing to $236.03. One of the lots sold is 
located at Cork and the other near 
Garden Creek in the Parish of Man- 
ners-Sutton.

Attired In their robes of 
office with the principal officers of the 
city bearing all their insignia of office 
this was probably the most spectacular 
feature of the Week with the exception 
of the opening day. When the Lord 
Chancellor and His Majesty's judges 
arrived In their robes the trumpeters of 
the city Sounded a fanfare and be­
fore each speech at the banquet two 
trumpeters placed 
Mayor sounded a call and were ans­
wered by two others in a distant part 
of the room.

Fraternal Spirit.
Friday evening saw a reception by 

the Lord Chancellor at the Palace of 
Westminster and the great crowd again 
invaded Westminster Hall. They passed 
through the House of Lords, saw the 
throne, inspected the woolsack and saw 
the memorable paintings by which the 
inherent democracy of the British peo­
ple emphasizes the fact that whenever 
conflict occurs it will triumphantly sur­
vive.

Outside of the great Parliament 
House stands the statue of Oliver 
Cromwell, while over against the hall 
the great embodiment in bronze of 
Abraham Lincoln brings its message 
and Its inspiration from the newer 
worid.

To the strains of music and amid 
the babel of thousands of voices the 
great gathering came to Its close and 
another link had been successfully 
forged in those chains of sentiment 
which bind the great nations of the 
old world and the new in fraternal 
concord.

acceptable in the sight of God. Canon 
Armstrong took for his text: 
Kingdom of God is not in word but in 
power.” Canon Armstrong said that, 
to St. Paul, the keynote of Christianity 
was power and not words. This, the 
speaker remarked, had been the distin­
guishing characteristic of religion as it 
showed itself in the history of the 
human race.

“P*ul,” said the speaker, “always 
considered himself a1 soldier. He loved 
to think of the power of Christ. It 
was from Christ that the apostle drew 
all his strength. ‘I can do all things 
through Him who strenghened me,’ was 
he exultant shout which came from his 
lips as lie passed from city to city and 
from country to country.”

The speaker then pointed to the ex­
ample set by Joseph, in the midst 
of seductive temptations which ap­
pealed to all the intensity and ambi­
tion of youth and not to passions flick­
ered out, drew back in the conscious 
possession of power: ‘How can I do 
this great wrong and sin against God?’

“Come down to New Testament 
times,” the speaker said. “See how the 
phraseology of the New Testament 
teems with this word power, how 
Christ u^pd and claimed it. Note the 
texts in which the word occurs—For 
with power commanded He the unclean 
spirits and they came out of them. 
The power of the Lord was present to 
heal them. They were all amazed at 
the power of God. But that ye may 
know' that the Son of Man hath power 
on earth to forgive sins—And He turn­
ed and said to the sick of the palsy 
‘Take up thy bed and go until thine 
house. Then theyjlorined God who 
had given such power unto men-’”

Canon Armstrong said that doing the 
will of God was the difficulty.

“Do not let us meet temptation with 
concession and compromise,” Canon 
Armstrong concluded, “when it comes 
to us let us not dally with it and then 
cry: ‘Well, iNan’t struggle any more, 
have it your own way.’ Make the. spirit 
triumph over your body. Keep your 
temper before your children ; show 
honorable dealing before your clerks. 
Let power fairly emanate from your 
lives so that they who do not care for 
the Bible and will not read it, may see 
In your lives a commentary dn it, 
which will lead them to it. Is this too 
great a demand P Think of those Words 
of Paul T can do all things through 
Christ who enableth, who empowered 
me.’ And don’t forget the alternative. 
‘Apart from Me ye can do nothing’i 
absolutely nothing. Let us go bravely, 
victoriously into all places whither He 
will Himself come. All power is His 
and He gives to us the power to be­
come the sons of God. Take it my 
friend, take it.”
