Telephone Company’s Case
at Inquiry is About
Closed

TODAY'S EVIDENGE

Halifax Man Estimates Value of
St. John Exchange—J. M. Rob-
inson Speaks of Stock Issue He
Handled—Commission Ask for
Information

Three witnesses were examined this morn-
ing in the telephone inquiry before the
Public Utilies commission. J. H. Win-
field, of Halifax, Otty J. Fraser and J.
M. Robinson. The former was questioned
at length regarding details on which he
based his estimate of $105 to $115 a station
as the value of the St. John exchange.
Mr. Fraser submitted statemenis as to
telephones and stock certificates, that had
DLeen asked for previously and Mr. Rob-
inson told of handling an issue of $220,-
000 worth of telephone stock in 1908.

Counsel for the telephone vompany in-
timated that they had about closed their
case, though much would depend on a con-
sultation with H. P. Robinson, of the dir-
ectorate, who had been absent from the
city but was to return to day. It is prob-
able that as soon as the case for the com-
pany is closed, the hearing will be ad-
journed for several weeks before argu-
ment is heard.

Yesterday Afternoon

At the afternoon session vesterday, T.
H. Estabrooks, who was president of -the
Central Telephone Company, previous to
the merger, testified regarding the business
of the Central Company and reviewed the
events leading up to the merger. He de-
clared that no stock had been improperly
issued and so far as he knew Hon. A. G.
Blair had not owned one share of stock
in the company. He considered that tele-
phones were a luxury and that people
should pay for them as such.

, James Henry Winfield, of Halifax, presi-
dent of the Nova Scotia Telephone Com-
panies, was examined as an expert. He
said he thought that the rate of $45 for
a business ‘phone and $30 for a house
’phone was a reasonable charge.
thought the St. John rates were too low.

Commission Asks for Statement

At the opening of the session this morn-|

.ing Col. Vince, chairman, asked that the
commission be furnished with a statement
of the capital account, total receipts of
stock and bonds up to the time of the
merger and thereafter up to the end of
1910 and also the total expenditures on
capital account for the same periods. He
asked also for a statement of the item
of $84,000 stock issued in January, 1909,
and how it was expended. .

Counsel for the telephone company
agreed to furnish the information.

Mr. Otty asked for information on a
number of points—the present value of
plant outside of St. John, the value of
trunk lines and exchanges, the number
of house ’phones, desk ’phones and. busi-
ness 'phones in St. John. This also was
agreed to.

Jas. H. Winfield, of Halifax, was again
called to the stand. He was questioned
by Mr. Otty regarding the operation of
meters for registering the number of calls
on the ’phones in exchanges. His cross-
examination, was continued by Mr., Pow-
ell.

CAPTAIN IN
CITY TODAY

Master of the Harold Mc-

ture of Less of Schooner in
Terrific Storm

His vessel pounded to picces on a coral
reef off the coast of Florida, and himself
and crew having battled for their lives,
Captain W. B. Belyea of -the wrecked
schooner Harold J. McCarthy, arrived here
last night.

John man, but now a resident of Calais,
tells of a hard experience in which one of
t!m erew was drowned.

The schooner was bound from Cuba to
Brunswick, Georgia, to load hard pine, and
was blown in on a reef off Palm Beach
and abandoned. To a Times reporter Cap-
tain Belyea said that it was a terrific
storm, one of the worst in years. While
the vessel was off a small island about
twelve miles from Palm Beach the dis-
aster occurred. Some distance out from
the island is a coral reef known and dread-
ed by vessels, and with a gale of wind
McCarthy was driven before it to her
doom. ]

Captain Belyea says that it was not long
before he realized his danger and as he
saw his fine vessel being carried toward
the graveyard of many vessels, he let go
both anchors in a desperate chance that
they might avail something, but with a
fearful crunching the big vessel was forced
on the outer reef where she bounded for
a brief time before she was carried clear
over it to a more jagged reef, and was
thrown on her beam ends.

With huge seas breaking over her,. an
attempt was made to lower the boats. As
the first was gotten away Bernard Boilsen,
a German sailor, got into it, but a giant
wave crushed the boat against the side of
the schooner and the unfortunate man
was drowned. The second boat broke away
after it was cleared from the davits, and
it went ashore on the little island.

It was 9 o'clock in the morning when
the schooner went on, and from that till
2 o'clock in the afternoon they battled for
their-Tives on board the doomed vessel.
For a time they took refuge in the rig-
ging, then they would have to get to some
part of the vessel, and they changed posi-
tions frequently,

Natives on the island picked wup  the
boat, which had washed high and dry on
the north side of the island, where it was
sheltered. From the vessel they could see
the natives around the small boat. At last
a rope was fastened to a small keg and
sent ashore. The end of the line was fast-
ened to the boat:and it was hauled to the
schooner and the captain and crew went
| ashore in it. The people on the island,
who are half-breed fishermen, took them

HOW THE HOSPITAL
MATTER NOW STANDS

Interest has been manifested in the
outcome of the move instituted by city
physicians to have the “open door” princi-
ple applied to the General Public Hospi-
tal. The matter was debated before a
committee in the legislature yesterday and
the result was that the commissioners of
the institution were advised to deal with
the case rather than to have an act pas-
sed that would positively govern their
position in the matter.

There are at present nine commissioners.

Two are appointed by the city; three by
the county and the government has the
|n‘ght to appoint any number, but at pres-
{ent has a representation of four members.
There is a provincial grant of $3,800; the
city is assessed $30,500 for maintenance
and the county is assessed about $7,000.
i At the hearing in Fredericton it was
| suggested to the commissioners of the
hospital that they make a satisfactory ar-
rangement about the matter, and it was
decided not at present to pass legislation
to permit a private -patient to have his
own physician attend him in the hospi-
tal.

The commissioners were requested by
the house committee to make these regu-
lations, and it was reported to the men
‘sl:ppnrting the legislation sought, that if
| the commissioners declined to make the
JIreg.;u]ationf:. they could return to the legis-
| lature at the next session and the matter
{ would then be taken into consideration,
| as the legislature had authority to deal
{ with it on the ground that the hospital

| ture makes an annual grant and they had

RAILWAY EMPLOYES
MORE THAN 1,600,000

figure§ for United Statesin 1910
' Show Increase in Business

(Canadian Press)

Chicago, April 6—The seventh annual
report of the bureau of railway news
and statistics, contains the folowing in-
formation: For the fiscal year transporta-
tion 'revenues amounted to $2,897,266,000;
operating expenses to $1,847,189,000, taxes
to $104,144,076, and income from operation
, $801,542,879.

An analysis of the business, according
to the report, shows that, instead of
the railways paying $405,131,650 in divi-
dends as stated in Commissioner Lane’s
rate decision, only $166,828,874 could have
been paid out of the transportation rev-
enues, the difference  being paid out of
the income from other sources, such as
interest and dividends received from other
railways, ;

There were operated 337,532 miles of
track of which 227,525 miles were main
line roads. This was an increase of 4,
250 miles for 1910. On June 30, 1910,
there were 1,684,238 empldyes on all the
roads, receiving for the year $1,137,016,508
or 42 per cent. of the gross earnings. The
average daily pay increased during the
past five years from $2.07 to 2.29.

During the year the railways carried
1,760,103,000 tons of freight, an average
of 146 miles a ton, far in excess’ of the
figures for 1909. Stress is laid on the few
accidents on railways during the year.

In addition to in-
creasing the price for rooms the proprie-
tors have decided to increase the price of
certain drinks. In the case of champagne,
the increase is $3 a case. This will mean
an additional charge of 25 cents on every
bottle of champagne consumed in Toronto.

THREE MILLION

PEOPLE IN
CHINA STARVE

Fearful Tale From Relief Fund
Chairman Comes to Seattle
—Horrors Rarely Paralleled

Seattle, Wn., April 6—(Canadian Press)
—Three million persons are starving in
Northern Anhwei and Northern Kiangsu,
according {o a letter written by John G.
Ferguson, chairmap of the Central China
Famine Relief Fund Executive committee
to the Shanghai Mercury. Copies of the
paper were received here today.

Mr. Ferguson says:—“At least one mil-
lion persons are starving in Kiangsu. In
addition to this district in Kiangsu, there
is the large plain to the west which ex-
tends into Anwhei province, and in which
it is estimated there are two million per-
sons starving. The horrors of the pres-
ent situation have rarely been paralleled
even in this land.

POWDER MAGAZINE
EXPLODES; NANAIMO,
B. C. GETS SHOCK

Victoria, B. (., April 6—(Canadian
Press)—The powder magazine on Protec-
tion Island, Nanaimo, exploded at mid-
night.

He
was returning when the explosion occurred
and he was thrown forty feet, sustaining
injuries which will probably result fatally.

NEGRO GIRLS FROM
GUADELOUPE FOR
MONTREAL SERVANTS

New York, April 6—(Canadian Press)—
Sixty negro girls from the island of Gua-
deloupe of the French West Indies arrived
here yesterday -on their way to Montreal
to be servants in French Canadian famil-
ies. A recent despatch from Point A.
Pitre stated that a Canadian employment
agent had obtained these girls there with
a promise of $5 a month as wages.

CAMORRA TRIAL AGAIN
BREAKS UP IN DISORDER

{Canadian Press)

Viterbo, Italy, April 6—The trial of the
Camorra band again broke up in disorder
today after dramatic testimony, interspers-
ed with sobs, from Ciro Yitozzi, the priest
who weepingly pleaded that he had cele-
brated masses for the repose of the soul
of the murdered King Humbert.

It was Vitozzi who secured the release
of Erricone whose proper name is Enrico
Alfano, Ciro Alfano, Ibelli and Rapi when
they were first arrested charged with com-
plicity in the murder of Gennaro Cuoccolo
and his wife, “The Beautiful Sorrentino.”

' TFredericton, N. B., April 6—The govern-
{ ment peopie now believe that their idol of
la few vears ago has feet of clay. This
| year they have declared that the auditor
| general’s report is misleading, though hith-
erto they always assured the people that
every one of the government’s reports
was to be rvelied upon to its last figure
and its last letter.

This morning in the public accounts
Chairman Pinder found fault
with the auditor because he c¢laimed the
report of 1910 was misleading in the mat-
ter of the Havelock village culvert. In
connection with this Havelock business
another medical doctor was discovered as
a bridge inspector, Dr. B. S. Thorne. Hon.
Mr. Robinson pointed ont that it is havd-
ly to be expected that doctor will be
competent to inspect concrete work such
as was done on this culvert.

Fredericton, April 5—Rapid progress was
made with supply today in the legislature.

This evening when the items for roads
and bridges were under consideration,
Premier Hazen made the important state-
ment that the government did not concur
in the recémmendation of the auditor-gen-
eral that the appropriations for roads and
bridges in each county should be separate.
He gave as his reason, they were so close-
ly connected that this could not be done
with advantage.

The law committee met this evening to
consider the St. John hospital bill, and
decided not to recommend the bill; but ad-
vised that as the municipality bore much
of the expense of the hospital, that the
matter be referred to it.

Apart from supply there was nothing of
interest before the house while in session,
bui the lobbies and committee rooms were
crowded with lobbyists, principally from
St. John, in connection with the hospital
bill and dental act. An agreement was
reached by the dentists to increase the reg-
istration fee to $35.

Perhaps the most important bill intro-
| duced by the government was that of Sur-
veyor-General Grimmer at an early hour
this morning, with regard to the cutting of
pulpwood on crown lands, making it neces-
sary to manufacture it in Canada either
into pulp or paper. This bill follows a
resolution passed by the house last year
to that effect, and is in line with a similar

resolution passed by the Liberal conven-
tion in Northumberland in November,
1908, when John P. Burchill was nomin-

The witness said the charge of $30 for
a residence ’phone in Halifax, was for a
radius of a mile from the office. The
former rate for ’phones in Halifax was
$40 for business and ‘$25 for residence
’phones. The present rates were, $45
and $30.

Mr. Powell asked if the auditor had not
protested at the time of the increase that
no increase was warranted and the wit-
ness said he could not remember. There
had been a number of differences of opin-
ion between the company and the auditor.
He did not consider the auditor competent
to judge as to the need of the increase.
The avitness declined to admit that he was
a promoter of telephone companies.

The witness was re-examined by Mr.
Teed as to the cost of materials, ete., and
his approximation of the value of the
plant of the N. B. Telephone Co. He
would guess that long distance lines in
New Brunswick were  worth about $500,-
000. He roughly estimated the value of
the St. John telephone plant at $105 to
. $115 a station. In smaller cities or towns
the value per station would be less. In
Halifax, for ‘phones outside of a mile rad-
ius, there was a charge of $3 for each
| one-fifth of a mile beyond that radius,
while in 8t. John, the rate was $4 for
each one-quarter of a mile. It was not
possible to arrive at the cost of installing
a telephone system by ‘adding together the
cost of the physical parts. He thought
there would be a matter of 25 per cent
of loss for waste, etc., that should be
added to the cost of installation. .

Mr. Powell again cross-examined the
witness on the pdints raised by Mr.
Teed. ;

Mr. Powell offered in evidence a state-
ment prepared by Otty J. Fraser, account-
ant of the company, showing that there
were 2,605 ’phones in St. John at the
time of the merger, in April 30, 1907.

Mr. Fraser was questioned by counsel
as to a number of other matters he had
been asked to report on.

J. M. Robinson Called

J. M. Robinson, deader in stocks and
bonds, was called and in answer to Mr.
Baxter, testified that in 1908 he had
handled a block of $220,000 of telephone
stock. He said he had used to some ex-
tent a canvas to buyers that by the' act
of 1907, the company could pay 8 per
cent. on its stock without interference.
This canvas had not been made publicly
in any printed matter, but only in some
cases, privately.

To the commissioners, the witness said,
he had acted on his own. initiative in

7| using this canvas and not as a result of

an agreement with officers of the com-
pany.

To Mr. Powell he said that, while there
was no direct agreement, the legislation
had been brought to his attention by the
company and it was understood that he
would use the canvass only privately.

Mr. Winfield was recalled and examined
on some minor points by Mr. Teed,

Mr. Barnhill submitted in evidence,
copies of the annual reports of the com-
pany for the years 1907-08, 190809 and
1909-10.

Mr. Teed suggested an adjournment un-
til the afternoon, to allow counsel for the
company to consult with H. P. Robinson
who had been called from the city but
was expected home on the Montreal train.
The consultation with Mr. Robinson would
determine whether or not they would close
their case at this time or call other wit-
| nesses.

iWants More Information
Mr. Powell asked for some information

from Mr. Marshall, superintendent of con-
struction of the company, consisting of
the streets in St. John on.which telephone
lines were operated and the cost of ma-
terials entering into the installation of a
telephone system. He thought this could
be done in about two hours.

Counsel for the telephone company ob-
jected on the ground that a statement
could not be prepared in so short‘'a time
and .they wanted correct and careful fig-
ures or none at all.

Mr. Powell said if the company did not
want to call Mr. Marshall, he would ask
the commission to call him, as he wished
to show that the estimate of $400,000 as
the value of the St. John plant submitted
by H. P. Robinson, was grossly excessive.

CIVIC EMPLOYES AND COMMISSION

Many months ago the Common Council
“decided” that .heads of departments
should have complete authority dver em-
ployes and should hire and discharge ac-
cording to their own judgment.and be
held responsible for results. But, as a
matter of fact, some of the aldermen con-
tinually pursue heads of departments and
urge them to appoint this man or that.

In regard to the ferry, the public works,
and some others, the heads have been al-
most completely at the mercy of the more
active aldermen for years. This works
against efficiency and fair play. It pre-
vents promotion by merit, and introduces
and perpetuates favoritism, log-rolling, and
all the worst influences of petty patronage
and aldermanic “pull.”

The employes are not independent of
the aldermen, because the heads of de-
partments are under the thumbs of the al-
dermen. And the worst feature of it is
that some of the more objectionable alder-
men are the most active in interfering
with heads of departments and in their
insistence that these heads shall do as they
wish. . While, perhaps, no alderman goes
to a head of department and-orders him
to do a certain thing, the aldermanic wish
is often made clear in other ways, and un-
less the department head is a man of un-
ccmmon force and independence the alder-

man has his way.

The name of the late Dr. A. W. Mac-
Rae -has been brought into - the --discus-
sion Of commission. As a matter of fact|
the late Alderman MacRae, who did much
good work in the council in spite of some
bitter opposition from certain would-be
civie bosses of his time, was the first man
to talk about elective commission for St.
John. He sent away to Houston and toj|
Galveston, and later to Des Moines, amli
secured copies of their commission chart-|
ers, and made a close study of the whole
question in the light of the information
then available. He frequently expressed
himself as favorable to commission. i

The present system is one under which |
the citizens cannot hold any one man re-
sponsible for the conduct of a department.
Under the commission form of government
the public would hold each commissioner |
responsible for the work over which he
bad direction. Tt would be much easier
to secure justice and fairplay from five|
men than from seventeen. Delay would be
avoided too, for instead of a monthly meet-
ing, following the roundabout committee |
system at present in vogue, there would
be frequent meetings of the commissioners
and business would be done with despatch
and wholly in the public eye.

Civie employes who do their work and
who are desirous of seeing progressive and
fair methods introduced, would receive
much better treatment under commission
than they receive now under seventeen
aldermen. . Opponents of commission, who
have begun to fear that there will be a
change for the better, have been spread-
ing all sorts of reports among civic em-
ployes for the purpose: of prejudicing the
commission cause. These reports will not
stand the light of day. FEach commis-
sioner is responsible to his four fellow-
commissioners in the first place, and to
the public in the second place; and any
commissioner, or all of them, must trans-
act business in the most public way. If|
their methods proved objectionable Hneylw
would not long remain in office. Commis-
sion is not for any one class, but for all
classes. It represents the square deal in
civie administration.

IN PARLIAMENT

Ottawa, April"§i—The commons today
got back to the réciprocity debate after an
interlude of two jeeks devoted principally
to the passing of supply.
