cANADA GAINS.

Canada has been lucky in s@curing
some . free immigration publicity of a

_}valuable character at the hands of the

Dnited States government. This has
been. rather a matter ‘of luck, for it
has; been: done by Washington inad-
ve&fently.;_,.}{;cently the United States
Department of Agriculture, in publish-
ing the results of some of its investi-
gations, made known widely the fact
that land is cheaper in Canada than in

per acre is much better, and that the
Canadian wheat farmer has additighal
advantages. While our Western farmers
are sometimes disposed to question
these ‘statements, they ‘are true, and
undoubtedly they have had a consider-
able effect in causing an increased
movement of Ameri¢an farmers into
the Prairie” Provinces:

This movement receives a warm wel-
come at the hapds of the Manitoba
Free  Press, which, while it values
selected immigrants from Europe, points
out that the American farmers are
usually well-to-do, that they bring
money into the country, and set to
work under conditions with which they
are entirely familiar, “For immediate
results,” says the Free Press, “the
American farmer completély vutranks
all. other immigrants.
‘p’lhce' he has nothing to learn; ie
merely édapts his experience acquired
on farms in the Western or North-
western ' states. He invariably has
money—sometimes a good deal of
money; and he is reasonably capable
of looking after it. He knows land
and building values; he biuys with
knowledge and in keeping with plans
he has formulated; and once he has
made his purchase he gets busy pro-
ducing on the largest scale possible. He
does not need help or supervision; he is
an mndividualist who attends strictly to
a. business in which he is proficient.
It is no reflection upon desirable immi-
grants from over the ocean to say that
the American farmers become real pro-
ducers of wealth years before they do.”

“Forewarned’’

(Bystander in Toronto Globe.)

On the eve of the centenary of the
birth of Thomas D’Arcy McGee, which
will be celebrated by a notable dinner
at Ottawa on Monday night, a Petrolea
reader, Mr. J. M. Moxrris, sends a copy
of a remarkable poem written by that
eminent figure in Canadian public life.
It is called “Forewarned,” and is a
record of his own fear that he would
have an early death. That death came
in 1868 at the age of 48, at the hand
of an assassin, as he was entering his
home after a late session of the House
of Commons, where he had delivered
a powerful speech in the interests of
national unity.

- “I have read the-article in The Globe
on ‘D’Arcy McGee’s Evolution’ with
miich interest,” writes Mr. Morris.

“My father was a great admirer of
McGee and followed his career closely,
sp that his name had become a house-
hold word with us. Immediately after
his assassination a poém entitled ‘Fore-
warned,” written by T. D..McGee, ap-
peared in the newspapers. The copy in
my possession was clipped from The
Merrickville Chronicle or. from The
Carleton Placé Herald of that date and
pasted in the old family scrapbook.”

The poem comprises twelve stanzas,
and I quote the first three and the last
three, as forwarded by Mr. Morris:
In the time of my boyhood ¥ had a

strange feeling

“That I was to die in the noon of

my day;

Not quietly into the silent grave
: stealing,

But turn, like a blasted oak, sudden

away.

Saint John Hebrews Have In-|
teresting Observance of Pales-
tine' University Start.

‘The - Hebrew community in Saint

John last night held a fitting celebra-
tion of the opening of the Hebrew
University in Palestine when the largest
audience that ever assembled in the
local synagogue vestry packed that hall.
Mayor Potts was among the speakers.
The hall was artistically decorated in
the national colors of England and
Judaea. As Cantor O. Mandelblatt,
garbed in ceremonial robes entered the
hall, chanting a prayer of thanksgiving,
a drop curtain with true reproduction
of the University was lowered to view.
Eli Boyaner, chairman, extended s
welcome to all and introduced Mayor
Potts, who was enthusiastically re-
ceived. The Mayor spoke of the great
part Jews had played in the upbuilding
of civilization and of the interest al-
ways manifested in British . politics.

A feature of the programme was a
spirited debate “Resolved that Pales-
tine should be rebuilt by public owner-
ship rather than by private enterprise.”
The affirmative upheld by Ben Guss
and Miss L. Levine, was given the de-
cision over the negative, upheld by A.
