The Moderator here left the chair, which was taken by Mr. Urc, 
the former Moderator.

Mr. W. Heron, a party interested in the Ashbum and Utica 
case, was heard very briefly.

It was moved, in further amendment, by Mr. McLaren, seconded 
Snii amendment, by Mr. Proudfoot, as follows : Approve the diligence of the Com­

mittee, and adopt the recommendations of the Report, except in 
so far as the elders of the Session of Ashbum and Utica

A second 
vote was taken, between the amendment of Mr. McLaren and the 
original motion of Mr. Scott, when the motion was carried ; and 
the yeas and nays being called thereon, it was affirmed by a large 
majority, and the Synod did and do decide in terms of the said 
motion, That the Synod approve of the diligence of the Commit­
tee, that the Report now read be received and adopted, and that 
the Synod declare in terms of the deliverance recommended in the 
Report, of the tenor following :

Ksport oiCjtn. Deliverance for the adoption of Synod : The Synod finding, from 

the Report of their Committee, that, in the year 1861, the Synod 
of Chicago (O. S.) had vindicated Mr. Chiniquy from accusations 
then brought against him ; and that nothing had emerged, in sub­
séquent proceedings, that might not be accounted for by feelings 
■of parties in the case, and nothing on account of which they should 
withhold their paternal recognition of Mr. Chiniquy ; agree that, 
considering the interests of religion involved, they receive Mr. 
Uhiniquy as a minister, ho disclaiming that in any of his proceed­
ings he designed any disrespect to the Presbytery of Chicago ;
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under the spiritual°ncM-e8of 0the8pLmhSSt°n °f the Church. 
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appears from the Report of the Committee that Mr. Chiniquy is 
under sentence of deposition, for contumacy, by the Presbytery 
of Chicago (O. S.), and having good reason to believe that a 
statement of the grounds of said deposition is about to be pub­
lished by that Presbytery, the Synod, out of respect to that 
reverend body, whose kindness and courtesy to their delegates 
they fully appreciate, agree, for the present, to delay final action 
in this matter.

They would, in the meanwhile, respectfully recommend their 
Revôrend Brother to bring his case, by memorial, before the 
recognized Courts of the Presbyterian Church of the United 
States (0. S.)

They would further commit the whole matter to the Presbytery 
of London, with assessors, instructing them, if they see their way 
clear, to take a temporary supervision of the stations at St. Ann’s 
and Kankakee, that they may by them be brought before the next 
meeting of Synod in due form, it being fully understood that no 
pecuniary responsibility involving the Synod be assumed without 
the Synod’s sanction.

They would at the same time express their continued interest 
in this most hopeful field of Missionary labour, and their earnest 
desire that circumstances will emerge to admit of Mr. Chiniquy 
and his people receiving speedily the formal recognition of this 
Church.

It was moved, in further amendment, by Mr. Topp, seconded 
4th Amendment, by Mr. D. Inglis, as follows : The Synod, whilst sympathising 

with the Rev. C. Chiniquy in the circumstances in which he is 
placed, being under sentence of deposition for alleged contumacy,

Your Commi ttee call attention to the circumstance, that many of our churches 
are only partially filled on the Lord’s day ; there being, from the comparison 
oi the Keturns, at least ten thousand unoccupied sittings throughout 
vanous churches. Though pastoral visitation be in general attended to by 
Ministers, yet, considering the empty state of many houses of God, a great 
work is in this way open to our other office-bearers and communicants In 

nUmbcrs °[ non-church-going people throughout the land, a

«T0? Committee, before leaving this branch of the subject, have to remark,
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From the evils incident to an unpropitious season, the Christian Church is 
usually the greatest sufferer, and Ministers feel with most force the poverty 
and other unhappy consequences that result from a meagre harvest. Consi­
dering, then, the partial failure of last year’s crops, your Committee anticipated 
a large deficiency in the Stipend Fund, and they regret to find that their anti­
cipations have been unhappily realized. The tabular abstract exhibits arrears 
as due to 83 Ministers, or considerably more than one-third of those who have 
reported ; and they have good ground for believing that the Returns present 
the most favorable view of the case. Could your Committee get within the 
veil of the bare facts and figures, they would witness a niggardliness and 
grasping covetousness on the part of some of our people, that are absolutely 
appalling ; and a patient, suffering and self-denying spirit on the part of our 
Ministers, that may be regarded as heroic. When the rise in the price of all 
articles of merchandise, and the arduous, life-shortening labors of the pastors 
of our Zion are conjoined with the facts, that two-thirds of them are receiving 
incomes less than the minimum stipend of $600 per annum, and that not a few 

striving to live (or rather to starve) on less than $400, it is high time that 
some of our influential laymen were bestirring themselves in behalf of the 
worst paid, the most laborious, and the most self-denying of any class through­
out the land.

The amount which has been thus inconsiderately kept back from God’s 
servants, exceeds $16,000, or exactly one-seventh of the entire Stipend Fund 
reported ; while it is believed that a full statement from the congregations 
which have sent no report, would augment it to upwards of $20,000.

For the purpose of removing this painful state of matters, your Committee 
suggest the more faithful and frequent dealing with non-paying congregations, 

the part of Presbyteries. It is to be feared that, amid the pressure of 
business of a less worldly and more spiritual character, the temporal claims 
and necessities of God’s servants are cast into the shade by our Church Courts. 
As it is also evident that our people are very imperfectly educated in the duty, 
and not fully alive to the privilege of giving, your Committee seek to impress 
on this Court the advisability of indoctrinating our members in the principles, 
and of urging them to the practice of a higher Christian liberality, by means 
of a Pastoral Letter, read at a stated time from each of the pulpits of our 
Church.

So many elements have to be taken into account in estimating the average 
stipend of our Ministers, that only an approximation can be obtained. Without 
indicating the process, your Committee would fix upon $520 as the most pro­
bable sum.

The average contribution of each communicant for the Stipend Fund may be 
stated at $3 15.

Owing to the pecuniary state of the country, the disbursements for congre­
gational purposes have reached barely one-half of those of last year. M hen 
the financial condition of the Province is taken into account, the various 
Synodical schemes may be regarded as in a prosperous state. The College 
Fund, as might have been expected, is rapidly recovering from the pressure to 
which it was subjected by the Building scheme on the one hand, and the 
Widows’ and Orphans’ Fund of the late United Presbyterian Church on the 
other, though it is not by any means so liberally supported as its importance 
and intrinsic merits demand. Were it as generously sustained as the Home 
Mission, or were a contribution of less than 20c. obtained each year from our

IL—The State of the Funds.
The Treasnrcr’s Account shows an increase of income for the present 

over that of the past year, to the extent of $1,111 14 ; the total amount 
received in 1861-2 being ^3,628 82, while the amount this year is $4,739 90. 
This difference is no doubt mainly due to the special effort made in the 
former of these years, in aid of the Building Fund. It will be observed 
that the income this year, though considerably in advance of that of the 
last, is still inadequate to meet the necessary expenditure, and that the 
balance previously existing against the Ordinary Fund will be further increased. 
The deficit for this year, added to the previous arrears, makes a total of

while thinking it a point of too great importance to be lost sight of, they cannot, 
under existing circumstances, recommend its immediate adoption by the Synod. 
While alluding to the matter, the Committee may be permitted to express their 
satisfaction that provision was made by the Senate, during the past session of 
Knox College, for the efficient teaching of the classics within the institution ; 
and to recommend, not only the continuance of the arrangement in the mean­
time, but also the appropriation by the Board of Management of a small sum 
in connection therewith, in the event of the students’ fees failing to afford a 
suitable remuneration to the person employed in giving the instruction.

Farther, the Committee unanimously and strongly recommend the appoint­
ment by the Synod of a Board of Examiners, who shall be empowered to sub­
ject to a uniform examination, at the beginning of each session, all candidates 
for entrance to the College, with the view of determining whether their attain­
ments would justify their entrance, and if so, at what point in the curriculum. 
Also, that this Board should, at the same time, take on examination, on certain 
prescribed subjects, the students of each successive year, with the view of 
deciding whether they arc entitled to pass into a higher stage in the course of 
study. The Committee would propose that students passing a regular course 
in the University and taking a Degree, should be exempted from examination 
by the Board until the period of entering on the theological course.

With the view of adjusting the relation of Presbyteries to the Board, the 
Committee would propose that no student be taken on examination by it for 
entrance to the College, without having been first examined by the Presbytery 
in which he resides as to his moral and religious qualifications for the work of 
the ministry—and if deemed desirable, as to his literary attainments as well— 
and thereafter duly attested ; and that the Presbytery’s attestation should be 
necessary, not only for entrants, but at each successive year of the course.

The Committee trust that the Synod will see its way clear to give the pro­
posed change a trial. It will secure uniformity of standard, and a more 
thorough examination than is always and perhaps often possible, where the 
time of Presbyteries is so much engaged with attention to the mission stations 
within their bounds, and work of a similar kind, while it might be expected to 
supply a stimulus to effort on the part of the students, which could hardly be 
looked for from a plan like that now in operation, according to which, the 
examination is divided over a number of Presbyteries with only a few students 
in each. The proposal is not a new one in the Presbyterian Church. It has 
been long in operation in the Presbyterian Church of Ireland. It was adopted 
several years ago by the Free Church of Scotland, after the fullest considera­
tion. It will be apparent to all, that if such a Board is required in countries 
where the whole students pass through a regular University course, it must be 
much more imperatively demanded in the present circumstances of the Canada 
Presbyterian Church.
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REPORT OF COMMITTEE ON SEVENTH CLAUSE OF ACT OF 
PARLIAMENT, ANENT THE UNION OF THE CHURCHES.

The Committee appointed to consider the Seventh Clause of the Act of 
Parliament, anent the Union of the United Presbyterian Church in Canada 
and the Presbyterian Church of Canada, beg to report :
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DRAFT OF AN ACT FOR TIIE CONSTITUTION OF A GENERAL 
ASSEMBLY, AND DISTRICT SYNODS, REMITTED TO PRES­

BYTERIES AND SESSIONS, BY TIIE SYNOD.
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Whereas it is of importance for the welfare and good government of the 
Church, that a General Assembly and certain District Synods should forthwith 
be instituted in the Canada Presbyterian Church :

Be it therefore resolved and enacted, by and with the consent of Presbyteries, 
in terms of the Barrier Act, viz. :

I. —That, in the year------, there shall be constituted a Supreme Court of
this Church, instead of the present Synod, which shall be styled and entitled 
the General Assembly of the Canada Presbyterian Church, and which shall 
possess and enjoy all the powers, privileges and immunities which at present 
belong to the Synod of the said Church.

II. —The General Assembly shall consist of one-half of the whole number 
of the Ministers on the Roll of the several Presbyteries, with an equal number 
of representative Elders, or of such other proportion as may at any time be 
lawfully determined on ; and said members shall be appointed in the manner 
following, viz. :

1. At an ordinary meeting of Presbytery, held at least sixty days before 
the t eeting of the General Assembly, one half of the proportional number of 
Minis* irs which any Presbytery may have to send shall be appointed by elec­
tion ; .he other half by rotation, beginning at the top of the Presbytery Roll, 
and jO on in succession from year to year. The Elders shall be appointed by 
e) ction from the Roll of the Presbytery, provided always that it shall be 
’awful to appoint one fifth part of the number from the acting Elders of any of 
the congregations of the Church.

2. The Presbytery shall forthwith grant to the Ministers and Elders thus 
elected and appointed, Commissions in due form, attested by their Clerk, which 
Commissions said members shall forward to the Clerk of the General Assembly 
at least eight days before its meeting ; and said Clerk shall from such Commis­
sions prepare an interim Roll, to be called at the opening of said Assembly, and 
which, being amended and corrected if necessary, shall be confirmed as the 
Roll of the General Assembly.

8. If uneven numbers should occur in the Rolls of Presbyteries, then they 
shall in every such case make an equitable adjustment of the representation 
thereto, subject always to the review of the Assembly.

III. —The General Assembly shall meet at Toronto, C. W., on such day and 
in such place as may on adjournment be determined by the present Synod; 
and the Moderator shall be nominated and appointed in the same manner as 
the Moderator of the Synod has heretofore been, or as may otherwise be 
hereafter determined.

IV. —There shall be constituted three District Synods, immediately subor­
dinate to the General Assembly, but having superior and appellate juris­
diction over the Presbyteries, Sessions and Congregations within their respec­
tive bounds ; and which shall possess and enjoy all such other subordinate 
powers and privileges as may from time to time be granted them by the 
General Assembly. There shall also be the right of appeal, reference, petition 
and overture from and to said Synods ; and they shall be styled and constituted 
as follows, viz. :
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82 APPENDIX.

6. That the place and date of each meeting of Presbytery be put on the mar­
gin, at the head of the page.

V. That all sums of money be given in words, as well as in figures.
8. That no unnecessary vacant space be left between the minutes of sederunts.

8
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OVERTURE ON CERTAIN STANDING ORDERS.

Whereas, by the present method of voting on resolutions, confusion arises 
and time is lost ; and whereas it is desirable to have some regulations by which 
discussion may be closed and any matter—which a majority of the Synod may 
be unwilling, for the present, to consider—laid aside ; it is humbly and respect­
fully overtured by the undersigned, that the “ Standing Orders ” anent the 
“ Conducting of Business ” bo sent down to Presbyteries, that the same may 
be amended by the adoption of the following

1. That sections' 10 and 11 be repealed.
2. That each n. otion shall be put to the House, and voted upon by itself, 

beginning with the last amendment, and the first resolution that obtains à 
a majority shall be declared carried, and the remaining ones, if any, lost. In 
voting, whether by a show of hands, or by calling the roll, the question shall 
be “aye" or “no."

_ 3. That the previous question may be moved, and when moved no further 
discussion shall be allowed until it shall have been decided. The previous ques­
tion shall be, whether the vote on the resolution or resolutions before the 
House be now taken. Should it be carried, the vote shall be immediately 
taken, but should it be lost, the discussion may proceed.

4. That it shall be competent for any two members to move that the matter 
before the Synod be laid on the table. When this motion is made, no further 
discussion shall be allowed, until it is decided by a vote of the House. Should 
it be decided in the negative, the discussion may proceed; but if in the affirm­
ative, the matter shall not again be taken up, except by a resolution to this 
effect carried by a majority.

OVERTURE ANENT PRINTING OF PAPERS IN CAUSES.

Whereas it is of importance for the right consideration and adjudication of 
causes coming before the Synod, that the facts stated and pleas urged should 
be fully and distinctly understood ; and whereas it is difficult for members to 
obtain this distinct understanding from merely hearing the papers read by the 
Clerk ; it is hereby humbly overtured by the undersigned, that it be ordered, 
That all papers in causes coming before the Synod be printed by the parties 
bringing such causes, and put into the hands of members at least a day before 
these causes are brought before the Court ; and that in the cases of parties who 
may be unable to bear the expense of such printing, the Committee of Rills and 
Overtures be empowered to have the papers printed at the expense of the Synod,

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MISSIONS TO THE INDIANS.
In connexion with the mission to Red River, the payment, at least, of the 

first instalment of an old debt due by the Presbyterianism of Canada, to the 
“ Poor Indian” was Contemplated. It was not expected that, during the first 
year, almost any thing would be done in the way of direct effort, but, that such 
information would be gathered as might furnish the basis for future action. 
In the carrying out of this, Messrs. Black and Nisbet have done all that could 
be reasonably expected. They have brought under our notice, two fields 
possessing peculiar features of adaptation for Missionary work among the 
Aborigines. It will not be necessary to enlarge on these fields now, as our 
much esteemed brother, Mr. Nisbet, has kindly volunteered to visit us at his 

expense, and to make a personal representation of their claims.
BRITISH COLUMBIA.

Our beloved brother continues to labour at New Westminster with much 
fidelity and devotedness, During the Spring, Summer, and Fall of last year, he 
preached forenoon and evening every Sabbath and taught a Sabbath school in 
the afternoon. Since the middle of November, he has conducted an additional 
service at the Royal Engineers’ camp every Sabbath at 3 o’clock, Mrs. Jamieson 
taking efficient charge of the Sabbath school.

The average attendance during the Winter has been—forenoon 90, afternoon 
25, evening 50 ; Sabbath school children in attendance, 20 ; Prayer meeting every 
Thursday, average attendance 8, of whom 5 have led in prayer. The Sacra­
ment of the Lord’s Supper was dispensed on Feb. 8, being the first Presbyterian 
Communion in British Columbia. Fifteen names were placed on the roll, 10 
males and 6 females, six for the first time, 2 have been received by certificate 
since ;—a little flock indeed, gathered out of the lands, and representing every 
branch of the great Presbyterian family. It was a day much to be remem­
bered, and led the minds of some to revert to those “ footsteps of the flock," 
amid scenes of hallowed reminiscences, by which they were wont to “goforth,” 
and those “ shepherd’s tents ” far away, around which they were accustomed 
to “ feed.” Mr. Jamieson has baptized nine children, attended five funerals, 
and celebrated one marriage, the first marriage by any minister, except Church 
of England, on the soil of British Columbia.

The people of New Westminster have expended $1,346 on the Manse, which 
is comfortable and commodious, on a site beautiful and commanding, with an 
excellent garden attached. By the efforts of your missionary $1,300 more 
have been subscribed for the new church, over and' above the $300 donated 
by the committee. As the lots set apart for a Presbyterian church, at the 
laying out of the town, were not considered sufficiently central, a most eligible 
site has been purchased for $100, worth three times that amount. The church 
will, in all probability, be fit for occupancy by this time. The Sabbath col­
lections have amounted to $290. The fact that within the year upwards of three 
thousand dollars have been collected or subscribed by a people, comparatively 
few and feeble, and surrounded by many difficulties and temptations, speaks well 
for their liberality, and-for the hold which our missionary has obtained of 
their hearts and hands. As there was no school in the Town, Mr. Jamieson 
felt it to be his duty, in July last, at the urgent request of several respectable 
families, to devote a portion of his time to the work of education. He thus

that whoever was sent should be placed under our supervision. Two letters 
have been received from Dr. Bonar, the Convener of that Committee cor- 
dially reciprocating our friendly overtures, and intimating that a special effort 
was about being made to raise the requisite funds, and that the Committee

Your Committee further entered into correspondence with the United 
Presbyterian Church in Scotland, and the Presbyterian Church of Ireland. 
*7 “lro,lt rep Y was received from the latter, but a very friendly notice was 
taken of our communication in their Mimonary Herald, and enough said 
by the respected convener of their Colonial Committee to show that our Hiber­
nian sister is fully alive to the claims of the Far West.

A long and interesting letter has been received from Dr. Somerville. 
Missionary Agent of the United Presbyterian Church, a portion of which 
has appeared in the Record. The decision of their Committee with reference 
to our appeal was to the effect that “ the growing claims of the Missions which 
your request"^ *>lcdged to 8UPPort> Put it out of their power to comply with

PRESBYTERIAN CHURCH OF THE LOWER PROVINCES.
Your Committee have enjoyed pleasant fraternal correspondence with the 

Presbyterian Church in the Lower Provinces. Our Synod’s grant of $500 for 
their New Hebrides Mission (equal to the support of one Missionary for a 
year,) was gratefully acknowledged. J

In this connexion, we would notice that we are favoured with the presence 
of Mr. James D. Cordon, a Missionary elect of the Nova Scotian Church, who 
wiH soon set sail in the Children’s Ship for his far distant field of 
labour. Mr. Gordon is brother to the late lamented Rev. George Gordon 
the second Martyr of Erromanga. It is true Christian heroism in him thus 
readily to volunteer for the post yet wet with the blood of a beloved brother 
and sister. He has been enabled to say “ None of these things move me, 
neither count I my life dear unto myself.” As he goes bound in spirit to that 
field of blood we will follow him with our prayers, that he may be hid in the 
f tli P °-y “°Vab| and am'd those coral gems which sparkle in the bosom

“ Where every pronpect pleases,
And only man I» vile,”

he may have great doors and effectual opened for him though there be many 
adversaries.

ONE VOLUNTEER.
Your Committee have pleasure in reporting that one of the most promising of 

our students, who has just completed his curriculum, has offered his service! 
for the Foreign Mission Field wherever the Committee may choose to send him. 
We would that there were more such, and that when they do thus respond to 
the call of Christ and the Church “ whom shall I send and who will go for us," 

and the call of the perishing “ come over and help us,” by saying, “ Here 
am I, send me ”—our people, by an increased liberality, would place us in a 
position to avail ourselves of such voluntary consecration.
