Boots,■AUDI® LEARNS TO SWIM.The scheme of harbor improvement 
which we described yesterday for the 
construction of wharves between Reed’s 
Point and the I* C. R. Pier, at Long 
wharf and at Sand Point may have seqm- 
ed to some of our readers too extensive 
but if St. John is to be the winter port of 
Canada nothing less will answer our re­
quirements "and gve sufficient facilities. 
These improvements in round numbers 
will cost one million dollars, and tfyey 
will give accommodation to ten steair 
ships of large size. If St. John is 
to become a great port, as 
we all hope and believe will be the case, 
this addition to our wharf accomodation 
will be none too great. Take the grain 
trade for instance. If grain can be 
brought over the Short Line from the 
North West for shipment at this port, 
considering that the surplus wheat crop 
of Manitoba ia‘8,000,000 bushels this year, 
and may in a good year rise to 20,000,0(10, 
it is not unreasonable to expect that 
5,000,000 bushels of it will be coming to 
St John in the course of the winter, that 
is to say from December 1st to April 30th. 
To cam' to this port 500,060,000 bushels 
of grain 7,500 cars will be required and to 
convey it to Europe one hundred 
steamships will be needed, each steam­
ship having a carrying capacity, of 
1,500 tons. Now if a steamship of this 
character had to lie ten working days 
in this port in order to get discharged 
and loaded, to ship 5,000,000 bushels of 
grain, during the 112 working days be­
tween the beginning of September and the 
end of April would demand the presence 
in this port constantly, of nine ocean 
steamships which is very near the limit 
of our capacity after the improvements 
are made. Of course the West In­
dia trade and the increased lumber trade 
by the L C. R. would add still far­
ther to the requirements of our 
port in respect to wharf accomodation, 
so that although a million dollars may 
appear a large sum to expend on our 
harbor it will be found to be none to 
great for our needs. Moreover the Com­
mon Council. in any scheme of harbor 
improvement which they have in band 
must be careful to conserve the interests 
of all three sections of the city in such a 
manner that all may feel the benefidal 
influence of the work of barber improve­
ment.

Every man who has eyes to see and 
an intellect to understand knows that 
unbelief is widespread in the Christian 
world today, This unbelief is not mere­
ly among'those who have ceased to go to 
church at all, but it exists among 
regular attendants at the church, 
yes, even among church members, 
and even the pulpit is not wholly 
free from it Christian union would be 
one of the strongest influences to counter­
act this growing tendency towards scepti­
cism, but Christian Union is something 
that will not be easily attained. Bishop 
Courtenay thinks th at the church of 
England occupies a favorable central 
position to draw to itself the 
Roman Catholic church on the 
one side and other protestant denomina­
tions on the other,and certainly a church 
which is broad enough to retain in its 
communion the ritualist and the low 
churchman has peculiar advantages for 
receiving and assimilating members of 
other denominations. At the same time 
while the voices of men are in favor of 
Christian union their acts are too often 
opposed to it So long as churches persist 
in maintaining a wall of dogma about 
them they will continue to lose members 
whose minds are not to he fettered by 
rules of belief laid down by other men 
hundreds of years ago.

It was only the other day that we saw 
a schism from the Free Will Baptist 
church by some ministers and members 
who believed in sinless perfection; and 
the holding of the same belief caused a 
number of the Presbyterians in the 
church at Galt to be denied access to the 
communion table. Events like these are 
not in the direction of Christian union; 
yet wc welcome Bishop Courtney’s 
sermon as a word in season, an indication

An Indianapolis Physician Tells How Fatal 
Disease Lurks In Milk and Canned Meats. 
A Record of the Cases of Poisoning by 
Ice Cream.

Week.sat 1889 SUMMER ARRANGEMENT. 1889.HENDERSON“I was much interested in the account 

of a city dispensary physician’s recent 
experience at a house where four women 
and one girl were poisoned by a quart of 
milk,” said Dr. W. B. Clarke, “and if 
the general public will divest its mind of 
any lingering suspicion it may entertain 
that our handling of that case, or cases 
of similar character, Is of the sensational 
order rather than for the public good, 
much benefit may accrue by thus attrac­
ting attention to th^ peculiar danger at 
times attending the indigestion of certain 
articles of food, more especially meat, 
milk and ice cream.”

“What is the peculiar danger to which 
you refer?” asked the reporter.

“Poisoning by ptomaines. The term 
puzzles you, does it? To explain, I will 
say that the word ptomain comes from 
the word ptoma, a cadaver, or dead body, 
and ptomaines are cadaveric alkaloids, 
the results of putrefaction, and are very 
poisonous. They were discovered by 
Armand Gautier about 1870, and soon 
after by Selmi, an Italian. In 1888 Gau­
tier contributed a remar 
cation to ti 
cine, show 
etantly being formedJn life—that these 
by-products of normal vital action come 
through a putrefactive rather than a 
combustive process, and that their non­
elimination or non-oxidation by the 
bowels, kidneyfi, lungs and skin is the 

of many diseases.
“These poisonous substances are now 

known to infest many articles of food, 
and of late the patient investigators who 
use the microscope a great deal have about 

to the conclusion that they are 
started by bacteria. Bacteria may be 
called a minute fungus, or parasite, in­
visible to the naked eye, and which flour­
ish only in animal matter, feeding pref­
erably on the albuminous portion, and 
each substance may be said to have its 

particular breed of bacteria. They 
increase with amazing rapidity in any 
substance in which they get a start, es­
pecially in high temperatures. We read 
of an ice cream or milk poisoning, and 
the newspaper’s wind up always is to the 
effect that some verdigris, acetate, lac­
tate or other mineral poison had been 
generated in manufacture or in transit, 
when the real trouble probably was a dis­
eased article. In this way your article 
above referred to closed as follows: ‘It 
was the most peculiar case I ever heard 
of,’ said the doctor, ‘and the sufferings of 
the women were terrible. I can only 
conceive of one cause for their condition. 
The milk they purchased must have been 
kept in a very unclean can, causing the 
name to become impregnated with lactate 
of tin, a powerful poison.’ I hope I may 
not be considered captious in suggesting 
that ptomaines were the cause of this 
sickness. That admirable actress, 
laide Neilson, our finest Joliet, When in 
good health drank one glass of milk, and, 
after suffering terribly, died in two hours. 
That glass of milk might have been able 
to knock out the great John L. Sullivan 
in one round just as easily. The fact is 
that many sudden illnesses and unex­
plained deaths, while in perfect health, 
if such a paradox can be avowed, that 
come like lightning out of the clear sky, 

by the best authorities assigned 
to this secret enemy, this where the 
number of the organisms are infinite and 
powerful—to say nothing of lingering 
illnesses caused by them when few and 
weak.”

“Are there poisonous ptomaic para­
sites found in other foods in general 
use?"

“Often in canned meats. July 14, 
1884,1 had occasion in one of the city 
papers to point out that danger, the lat­
ter being brought out by the report of a 
suit for damages instituted by a man 
who had had his family poisoned by 
canned meat. The meat may have been 
perfectly good when opened, but the 
poison develop^very soon after letting 
air into it.

“There is a very important bearing 
the proper understanding of this subject 
has upon the rearing of Infants. Every 
one knows that thousands of them die 
in our large cities every summer because 
of impure, diseased or unsuitable milk. 
Indeed it is one of the problems of the 
age how to tear a bottle fed infant in a 
large city. They are so sensitive and 
susceptible that milk which might not 
harm a grown person, or even a large 
child, may be poison to them. But 
revenons a noe moutons, or rather to 
our ice cream.”

“Then you assert that there is death 
in ice cream?"

“Most assuredly there is unless the 
most scrupulous care is taken in the 
selection of fresh and pure ingredients, 
and the use of clean utensils and recep­
tacles. The peculiar poison indigenous 
to ice cream, as every tyro may not 
know, is called tyrotoxicon, and it should 
be well known, as it has been isolated 
and administered to animals and its 
effects noted. Its effects have been pretty 
well studied at picnics, church festivals, 
weddings and miscellanequs gatherings. 
Here are some of the principal results 
during two months, as Ween from a 
compilation made by The Chicago Inter 
Ocean. This compilation may be seen 
by any one, and it may be considered ad­
visable to introduce such testimony, that 
milk or ice cream venders may not rest 
too secure in the belief that this matter 
is ‘all cry and no wolf.’ As a partial 
ice cream death record for two months 
of 1888, there Is May 80, Woodstock, 
Conn., church festival; 808 sick,*78 died. 
June 4, Coming, N. Y., Bagley family 
six, ice cream at supper, all died. Ju 
17, Cadillac, Mich., Ken-Livingston 
wedding, 43 partakers, 83 died. July 4, 
deaths reported in the United States, 77. 
July 14, Cairo, Ills., church festival, 27 
died. July 80, Antrim, Vt., Sunday 
school picnic, 48 two dish consumers 
died; 17 one dish consumers wished they 
had. ’’—Indianapolis Sun.
