but on the-eentrary enjoys every mo-
ment of his tours.

After a delightful visit to Victoria
he left with his party this afternoon
for Vancouver.

Times representative, the high com-
missioner gave no unmistakable evi-
dence that he had richly enjoyed his
visit.” “Victoria,” he said, *is such'a
delightful city I spent a most enjoy-
able afternoon at the garden party at
Government House .yesterday.

The development of the west has
struck His Lordship as wonderful. He
referred to his visit in 1885 to Vancou-
ver when theér Jast splke was driven in
the C. P, R. “Why the development in
that city is like the work of faries,” he
said. “It was then only a hamlet, It is
difficult to believe that such a splen-
did city can have been built in that
time.

“With Victoria it is somewhat differ-
ent. It is an older city. There has been
a wonderful development here also.
Your streets, however, are not what
they should -be.

His interviewer suggested as an ex-
cuse that the city was in thé midst of

putting in a new distribution system }-

for water supply to meet the rapidly
increasing, population, and that this
accounted in a large measure for the
streets ‘being somewhat worse than
they shou ldbe.

Lord Strathcona.showed at once his
intense interest in -the affairs of the
city by inquiring at once, “Where do
you get your water now?”

On being informed as to the water
situation he expressed the hope that
there should be a very adequate supply
secured, “That is of great importance.

The streets should be put in good shape !

also. These are matters that a' city
cannot naglect, They are of the utmost
importance.”

On the question of a university, the
high commissioner expressed the hope
that a strong university should be es-
tablished on the coast. He entertains
the view that on thsi coast in Canada
there -should be developed educational
institutions that would make it the
Oxford and Cambridge. The coast has
ideal conditions for a university he
acknowledges. His [Lordship showed
that he had fully considered the whole
question of higher education on the
coast and realized the need, He said

he noticed that there was a_difference .

of opinipn between Victoria and Van-
couver as to the question of a site, It
would be unfortunate he thought if
there should be any clashing between
the cities to the disadvantage of the
university. There should be only one
university, and it should be made a
strong one. In connection with a uni-
versity such as would be established, 'a
strong medical school should be estab-
lished. In connection with it should be
a clinic hospital, so that the students
might get the very best advantages,

On the question of Imperial defence,
Lord Strathcona should be able to
speak with some authority. He has
himself shown that he is prepared to
make sacrifices in favor of the main-
tenance of the Imperial principle, for
during the South African campaign he,
at his own expense, provided for a
regiment for service. Speaking of the
move made by the Dominion govern-
ment in undertaking to take a share
scheme, he
said:

“1 feel that Canada, and British Co-
lumbia as a part of it, will do its part
and will do it well.”” His Lordship said
that ip 'the past it had fallen upon the
people of the British Isles to bear the
whole expense of defence. It had been
felt that the scattered parts bf the
Empire must now bear their part. Can-
ada, he said, would, he felt sure, do
her part, and do it well.

The question
‘he Pacific seemed to him to be a ne-
cessity. The fisheries 'of the coast
were of such importance -that there
seemed to him to be necessity for pro-
tection. . He did not mean this in the
sense of a war-like movement. It
would be a patrol necessary to protect
to Canada this important branch of
industry. L

To the Right Honorable Lord Strath-
cona and Mount Royal, Barog of
the United Kingdom of Great Bri-
tain and Iretand, G.C.M.G., High
Commissioner for Canada:

My Lord,—Representing the Board
of Trade and the commercial com-
munity of this city, we ~desire to ex-
press our gratification in . welcoming
You once more to the ancient capital
of the Hudson’s Bay Company on this
coast, where for so long it represented
the power and the justice of the British
Crown.

When in the course of time the gov-
erning powers were restored to the

An important. deal of great magni-
tude was completed in this city this
morning, when. the Sidney Lumber
Mills, the property of the Saanich
Lumber Compahy, and the Paclfic
Coast Lumber Mills of Vancouver
passed to the ownership of Lhe Cana-
dian Northern Lumber Comipanry, Lim-

ited.

Thz new move is really an 2anlarge-
ment of the work carried on by ihe
Saanich Lumber Company, of wlich
Messrs. Mike Carlin and J. G. Biilings
are the principals. The new company,
which is capitalized at half a millivn
dollars, will include the two genciemén
named, -together with S, C. Jacksen
and E, J. Lane, both of Seattle, anqd D.
J. O’Brien, of Vancouver.

The Sidney mills have a ten-hour
daily capacity of forty thousand feet
a day, and as they are now ruuning
day and night, are turning out doublel
that amount every twenty-four hours.
The Pacific Coast Mills have a’capa--
city of one Hundred and fifty theusand
every ten hours. These two mills have
limits of sixty thousand or seventy
thousand acres.

The Pacific Coast Mills were owned
by Messrs. Buscombe, Ceperley, Helli-
well and Martin of Vancouver, and a
very large sum is Involved in the

LORD STRATHCONA
ON CITY’S CHARMS

“No Place,” He says, “Better
. Situated for Educational
Facilities.”

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

“It gives me great pleasure to see
the  progress which Victoria is
making. It is one of the most de-
.sirable spots ' im—the world. In-
deed, I cannot conceive a more de-
sirable‘place of residence.

‘“Victoria should be a great centre
of education. The ' surroundings
here are ideal for youth. Indeed, I
know of no place which is better
situated as a vantage ground for
the establishment of educational
facilities.”

In the above words Yord Strathcona
in his speech at the Empress hotel ves-
terday afternoon emphasized once
more the unique advantages this city
possess as the seat of learning for the
province, and -added his ‘opinion to
that of another great statesman, Hon.
dJames Bryce, who has already given
his unqualified opinion that the seat of
the provincial university should be in
Victoria, the provincial capital.
Coupled with this, Hon. Mr Bryce, it
will be remembered, mentioned cer-
tain other conditions which might have
specifically referred to Victoria, so
closely' do they correspond to the con-
ditions obtaining here.

‘“The balance of advantage,” he
said, “seems to me to lie with a site in
the country, but within easy reach,
say about ‘an hour’s railway ride, or
pérhaps:less, of a considerable city,
The conditions for health are genera:-
ly better in the country where there
is more fresh air and more space for
recreation-grounds as well as for the
erection of buildings with plenty of
room around them. It is well for the
students to have the opportunity of
getting to enjoy Nature, and well also
not' . to have their minds distracted
from their studies by* the amusements
which a great city offers. The profes-
sors can,-as a rule, live in a more
simple and: inexpensive way, when they
are not expected, or tempted, to emu-
late the costly habits of a great city.

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NORTH POLE DISCOVERED BY DR. COOK
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MEXICO SCENE OF
ANOTHER FLOOD

SEVERAL VILLAGES HAVE
BEEN SWEPT AWAY

Number of Towns Inundated
and Serious Loss of Life
is Feared.

Matamoras, Mexico, Sept. 1.—The
flood waters of a score of smaller
streams to-day is pouring into the Rio
Grande, causing the river to overflow
its banks and to reach the highest
stage ever known in its history. Al-
though the flood has not yet reached
its crest, already several towns and
hamlets have been washed away and
the property loss will run into the
thousands. Thousands of acres of cul-
tivated land are inundated and this
will further swell the damage. The
San Juan valley is entirely under
water.

Harlingen and San Benito ‘are sub-
merged, and it is feared that a number
of persons have lost their lives. Mon-
cedes, in the same state, also has suf-
fered heavily.

The villages:-of Camarage, Zacate
and Cosoa have been completely swept
away. The 1loss of lives in these
towns will not be heavy as the people
received warning in time to flee to
points of safety.

The Rio Grande valley is completely
inundated for miles and scores have
undoubtedly lost. their lives in _the
seething waters. - So great is the over-
flow that in some places the Rio
Grande is 30 miles wide.

Hundreds of head of cattle have been
carried away down the stream and the
river is filled with the debris of hun-
dreds of wrecked homes.

The American levees that protected
the irrigation systems have been swept
away, and it will require the expendi-
ture of thousands of dollars to repair
the loss. No relief is in sight.

BUSY PATCHING

NEGOTIATIONS BETWEEN
JAPAN AND CHINA

Agreement Covering Manchuria
Questions Will Be Signed
Soon.

Pekin, Sept. 1.—China and Japan
have concluded their negotiations on
the general! Manpchurian questions that
have been in dispute for some time.

The two countries soon' will sign an
agreement under which China agrees
not to construct the Sinmintun-Faku-
men railroad without consulting Japan:

Japan agrees, first, to. recognize
Chinese sovereignty in the Chien Tao
district; second, that the terminus of
the Sinmintun railroad be moved to the
city of Mukden, and third, the amount
of the indemnities to be determined
later.

ONTARIO’S PARLIAMENT
BUILDINGS BURNING

Fire Breaks Out in West Wing
—Efforts to Save Import-
ant Documents.

Toronto, Ont., Sept. 1.—At 12.45 to-
day the greatest excitement reigns at
parliament buildings in Queen’s Park,
where fire was discovered in the west
wing of the building.

Within two minutes messengers were
at hose duty, several streams were
played on the burning section when
the firemen arrived, and they are mak-
ing efforts to confine the fire to the
section in which it starfed. The roof
of the west wing has burned sufficient-
ly to cdve in at places, and glass
broken from skylights litters the cor-
ridors.

The messengers and porters whose
duty it is to make periodical tests of
the fire-fighting appliances, performed
that task this morning from the ob-
servatory in front of the buildings.

Night” and “To the Top of the C
tinent.” The latter is a recithtioh
his expedition to Mount McKinley
Alaska.

When Peary made his unsuccessful
try for the North Pole in 1891-2, Cook
was the surgeon of 'the exploring party,
and there he gained an extensive
knowledge of the northland.

He was born in Sullivan county, N.
Y., on June 10th, 1865, and, like his
father, studied medicine. He received
his degree of the M.D. at the Univer-
sity of New York in 1890, and two
years later was married.

For his exploration of the frozen re-
gions and his writings he hag re-

ceived mumerous decorutions from dif
ferent governments, among whic
“The Order of Leopold,” a Belgiun
decoration. The Royal Geographical
Society awarded him a silver meda
and the Royal Society of Belgium pre-
sented him with a gold medal in honor
of his scientific contributions, follow-
ing the Belgian Antarctic expedition of
1897, when a dash was made to reach
the South Pole. He is the president
of the Explorers’ Club of New York

Dr. Cook’s expedition left Halifax
N. 8., in May, 1907, to make the dash
to’ the goal that has spelled an un-
timely death for so many brave men,
and the last word received from him
was dated March 17th, 1908, forty miles
above Cape Thomas Hubbard, the
highest point of land in the North
Polar sea. Twilight was just begin-
ning and he expected to reach the Pole
and return to Etah, the base of sup-
plies, in the following September,

The entire absence of advices from
the party for more than a year led to
the gravest fears regarding its safety,
and in April of this year steps to form
a relief expedition were taken.

It was the purpose of Cook to travel
with all speed during the long Arctic
night, so that he would be in the best
possible - position to make the run
across to the Pole. Cook is a man of
indomitable courage and iron consti-
tution, who recognizes no obstacle
but his friends believed that he had
miscalculated the time of his return,
and that he had run short of provis-
ions,

The explorer made his dash for the
Pole over a new route. He planned to
march across Elsmere Land, keeping
north by Nansen strait and then strike
out into the Polar sea for the Pole.

CANADIAN NAVY] FORWARD AGAIN

COMMANDER CRAWFORD’S:
VIEWS ON SUBJECT

Advocates a Training School
Which Would Be Useful
in Other Ways.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

It is one thing to build warships, but
it is another thing to man them. Can-
ada has decided, so far as can be gath-
ered from the dispatches, to borrow
two cruisers from the British govern-
ment and to ccmmence the work of
building others. She will need men,
but-where they are to come from it is
rather difficult to conceive. Command-
Crawford, in charge of His Ma-
jesty's naval forces on this coast, in
discussing this matter, stated that
what was needed in this country was
to develop a seafaring population. No
navy could be built up of landlubbers.
Seamen were required to fill the posi-
tions. A cult or race accustomed to
the seca, with a love for the sea, but
having a knowledge of the sea was a
necessity if a navy was to amount to
anytZiing.

The English, French and Dutch have
proved themselves the best sailors in
the world. Each of these countries
has a large seaboard, and a large part
of the population makes its living from
fishing or in the mercantile marine, In
(Canada things are different. The ac-
cessible seaboard is hmall and that
part not highly developed, at any rate
on this coast, Captain Crawford sug-
gests that the development of fisheries
of the province will be a forward step
in this matter of providing men for the
navy. The fisheries are undoubtedly
rich, and when developed, a large num-
ber of men will be employed who will
be hardy seafarers. '

Another way of developing the love
for the sea is to develop the country
adjoining the sea. Vancouwver Island
is practically all adjoining the sea. The
development of it would mean much in
the right direction. The building of
railways, the elearing of the land, the
opening of the mines, the general set-
tling of the island, all would, tend to
develop a race of people with a love
for and sympathy with the sea, and
would be one of the best movements
in the direction of providing men for
the navy,

With shipyards at Esqguimalt, and
with a large population on the island
to draw from, Canada could expect to
develop a navy on this coast which
would be of real value to the country.
They have.done this to some exteits in
the east in the Maritime provinces, but
even yei much remains to be done,

The above suggestions made by Com-
mander Crawford have been all indi-
rect. He further suggests that some-
thing of a more direct nature. should
be done. A naval and military school
shoutd be established on this coast
where the pupils would be all cadets,
not necessarily to follow the sea-life
in after years, but to prepare them
for it if necessary. This school should
be under the charge of the department
of education, and would. be free except
for the imposition of some nominal
fees. The discipline would have to be
of a military character and the pupils
would, in order to preserve the best
diseipline, have to be in residence all
the time. When these pupils were
ready to leave, inducements could be
offered them to enter the navy, and
they would be prepared to undertake
the work, already trained to the kind
of discipline that would be required
of them. \ X

The school would be of a technical
character,” such as develops the best
2ll round. men. Navigation, engineer-
ing, and all the subjects which would
be desirable in entering a sea life would
be taught.

The location of the school would, of
course, be within easy reach of the en-
gineering and other works, where the
practical side of the! work would be
taught.No place would offer so many
opportunities for this as Esquimalt,
where the new shipyards would be
available for the practical engineering
course. This school would be for both
men- and cfficers, for in this country
there could be no hard and fast divid-
ing line between the two. In ‘that way
the navy will aiffer very materialiy
from that in England.

Picture Esquimalt with shipbuilding
yards, factories, a large merchant ma-
rine, and- a-fine technical school for the
training of seamen, and there are the
conditions for the building up of a navy
which will be of some use in helping
to defend the Empire in time of war.

Captain Crawford is  enthusiastic
when speaking of the things which
might be and which ought to be. He is
not a dreamer for he takes things as
they are and shows how these might be
improved. He believes in the navy as
the one foree on which the Empire
must depend in her need; and he sees
how useless it is to have a show navy.

“There can be no mnavy without
men,”” is his motto, and here in British
Columbia there are no men such as
would be of use in a navy. They have
to be developed,

DOMINION GOVERNMENT
IS TAKING ACTION

Asks City to Surrender Re-
versionary Rights So as to
Expedite Settlement.

Once again has the Songhees Reserve
question “bobbed up serenely from be-
low”—possibly because of jealousy at
the large amount of attention being
given its rival for civic notoriety, the
water problem, which, like the poor, is
always with us. The reserve dquestion
came before the city council Monday
evening in the following communication
from Frank Pedley of the Indian de-
partment:

Ottawa, Alugust 23rd, 1909.

Dear Sir:—This department is in receipt
of a certified copy of an order in council
of the government of the province of
British Columbia, dated June 3rd, 1909,
dealing with the Songhees Indian reserve
at Victoria, B. C., in which, among other
things, it is stated as follows: )

“That by an order in council approved

| January 24th, 1967, an adreement between

the corporation of the city of Victoria
and the government of British Columbia
was approved, whereby, in consideration
of certain covenants, the government of
British Columbia agreed to grant and
surrender to the corporation of the city
of Victoria all and every the reversionary
interest and all other right, title, interest
claim and demand of-the gqvernment of
the province of British Columbia in, to and
out of two parcels of land embraced in
said Songhees reserve, namely, the
twenty-five acres, more or less, lying to
the north of the Esquimalt road, for park
and school purposes only, and eighteen
acres, more or less, lying to the south of
the Esquimalt & Nanaimo Railway for
terminal railroad and wharfage purposes.
to be used in aid of existing as well as
other railroad companies seeking access
to the city of Victoria,” and consenting
to the Department of Indian Affairs dis-
posing of the balance of the reserve upon
the terms and conditions in said order
of the 3rd day of June mentioned.

While this department has not conceded
and does not concede that the ‘pgovince of
British Columbia has any reversionary
interest in this reserve, yet, inasmuch as
the province has set up a claim to such
reversion this department has considered
it advisable in negotiating with the In-
dians - for a surrender of the reserve to
make provisional arrangements regarding
this' claim until such time as it would be
finally disposed of.

When negotiations were had with the
Indians in the year 1906 an arrangement
was reached by this department ‘with the
provincial government whereby its Trever-
sionary  claim was either withdrawn or
postponed for the time heing, so that the
Department of Indian “Affairs could ap-
proach the Indians with a perfectly free
hand. It is thought that it wil be im-
possible to negotiate successfully with
the Songhees Indians for the surrender
of their reserve unless this department is
placed in a position similar to that which
it occupied in 1906, and I therefore write
to ask you if you will' be good enough to
have the necessary action taken to trans-
fer to this department the reversionary
interest in the two parcels of land above
mentioned as assigned to yofi by the pro-
vincial government by order in councii of
the 24th January, 1907.

Deputy Superintendent General of Indian
Affairs.

Ald. Fullerton thought that the let-
ler, which was a very important one,
should be handed to the city solicitor
and the city barrister for report.

mended that the Manitoba government

offer a bonus for extermination of rats,
and the other was in regard to the-dis-
appearance of salmon in British Co-
lumbia, the federal authorities being
asked to appoint a committee of in-
vestigation.

Prof. Shipley, head of the zoological
department, moved the former reso-
lution. He thought that the invasion
of the province by rats was a matter
of the gravest importance to the wheat
industry. If allowed to spread they
would destroy 25 per cent. of the yield
annually. Most determined steps
should be taken to exterminate these
pests, which have made their appear-
ance from the south.

As for the salmon, the scientists
feared that a few years would see their
complete disappearance unless steps
were taken at once, and, to prevent it
a commission should start work imme-
diately.

The association has decided that in
future a large proportion of its income

BURNED TO DEATH

PERISH IN FIRE IN
NEW YORK ORPHANAGE

Hundreds of Little Ones Saved
by Bravery of

New York, Aug. 31.—The bodies of
seven young children, burned beyond
tht possibility of recognition; were found
in the ruins of the St. Malachis Home
for children at. Roekaway Park to-day.
Firemen are working in the charred
ruins of the home looking for other
bodies.

The ‘discovery that. a ‘holocaust had
occurred came as a shock to-day as
ithe police last night reperted that all
children ‘had escaped from the blazing
home.

Hundreds of little ones were saved
from death by the bravery of the sis-
ters of the orphanage and the guick re-
sponse of the children to a fire drill
call.

It is not known how the seven. who
were Killég became .separated from
their companions. The bodies were
found huddeld together in a mass room
on the second floor of the . building and
apparently the children were clinging
to each other when death came,

Nearly 1,000 children were in the
home, which was a _ wooden structure
occupying an-entire block a®d facing
the Atlantic ocean, . The children’s ages
range from two years to 12.

The fire started in the engine room of
the hom@ at 7 o'clock-last. night, The
children had just retired 'and the- sis-
ters were at their devotions,

‘When the flames spread rapidly a fire
drill was sounded. Scores of spectators,
attracted by the blaze, cheered as the
12-year-olds appeared, carrying little
children and babies. As soon as the
children were in the street, a roll was
called and all were reported safe. It

SPECIAL MEETING |
ON SOOKE LAKE

CITY COUNCIL PASSES
MAYOR’S RESOLUTION |

Will Get Expert Data Before
Preparing Necessary
Sy-Law.

The city council will hold a special
meeting to deal with the question of
how best to proceed towards securing
Sooke Lake as an additional source of
water supply. All the aldermen were
agreed, when the matter came before
them Monday, that the city had
now no other alternative but to go to
Sooke, but the matter was of such im-
portance that a special meeting of
the council should be held to deal
with it, in the meantime all reports of
engineers bearing on Sooke will be ob-
tained and copies of the same supplied
the aldermen for theiy information.

The resolution presented by mayor
Hall Monday evening read as follows.

“Where as, the Water Loan Guaran-
tee By-law to authorize the expropria-
tion of the undertaking of the Esqui-
malt Water Works Co. and the raising

of the necessary funds_to pay the pur-
chase or the expropriation price and
the cost of conducting the water into
the city, was submitted to the electors
for their assent, on the 26th inst., but
failed 'to receive a majority vote:

‘““And whereas, the need for increase
in the water supply of the city is ur-
gent:

“Therefore, be it resolved that the
city solicitor be instructed to prepare
a by-law to provide for the raising of
the necessary monies to bring the
water into the city from Sooke lake
for submission to the electors at an
early date.” ‘

Explanatory of the resolution his
worship said, he felt it incumbent upon
the council to get the matter before the
ratepayers at the earljest possible
date, It would take some time to collect
all the data necessary for the prepara-
tion of the by-law and the council
might feel it necessary to have a
special meeting. If so he was agreeable.

Ald. Bishop asked if any other en-
gineer besides Adams had reported on
the cost of gding to Sooke,

His Worship replied that Mr. Ash-
croft -had for the provincial govern-
ment submitted a voluminous report.

Ald. Henderson briefly outlined his
position on the Sooke Lake proposition.
He as in.accord with his worship as to
the necessity of no time being lost in
the matter, but all the facts would have
to be séctired before the bylaw could be
prepared, He would move for a special
' meeting of the council to take up the
question and this was seconded by Ald.
Fullerton. e

Ald, Stewart, said he had been in
favor of Goldstream, but as the by-law
had been defeated he had no other
course to follow than to go to Sooke
at the earliest possible date,

mate cost of ‘the work could be ar-
rived at.

by-law.

This claim was made in the form of an
application to the arbitrator to hear and
consider their claim as a claim within the
purview of the act initiating the Victoria
West arbitration proceedings. The arbi=
trator has been separately advised by
Messrs. Yates & Jay, who communicated
to the company’s solicitors that they con-
tended the arbitrator has no jurisdiction
to entertain the claim, and for some time
the matter rested there.

CLASH AT TRADES
UNION CONGRESS

Delegeie Inforrs  Gompers.

That His Opinions Are :
Not Needed.

(Timeos Leased Wire.)

Paris, Aug. 3l.—Samuel Gompers,
president of the American Federation
of Labor, was the dramatic centre of
the first days session of the sixth In-
ternational Trades TUnion Congress,
when several European delegates bit-
terly denounced what they claimed to
be the equivocal attitude of the Ameri-
can Federation with reference to join-
ing the international movement,

Mr, Gowmpers, in reply, insisted that
the problems and policies of American
trades unionism were so intermingled
with American traditions and ideas
that Americans could ill-spare the time
to encounter the influence of Europe-
an leaders where the trades- unionism
tendencies were temperamentally dif-
ferent.

Nevertheless, as an evidence that the
United States was anxious for inter-
national co-operation, Mr. Gompers
introduced a proposal favoring world
wide organization which would ‘de-
fend the rights and interests of all and
create international fraternity and soli-
darity.”

The clash came over the questign of
the exact status of Mr. Gompers and
the federation in the conference. Mr.
Gomper’s statement was received ecold-
ly. Several delegates jumped to their
feet to protest. Hueber, an Austrian
delegate vehemently characterized Mr.
Gompers explanation as mockery.

“We thank you for your opinions,”
he said, pointedly, “but we do not need
them, Your policies may not permit you
to come to us, but one day, American
workmen, you will realize that your
policies are erronecous and you will see
the necessity of joining the internation-
a] confederation.”

Mr. Gompers, stinging under the re-
buke, arose to reply.

“I regret,” he exclaimed, ‘“that you
have misconstructed my remarks as
an attack upon European trades union-
ism. I repeat, we sincerely desire in-
ternational federation, but only so far
as it preserves the American concep-
tion of wunionism, If Europe does not
want us_it will te unfortunate, Never-
theless, we will continue to do every-
thing possible to attain the goal for
which the human race in sgruggling—
international fraternity and unity.”

Hueber retorted that it was seven
years since the Americans began talk-
ing about joining the international con-
federation and it was about time a de-
cision was reached.

M. Lein, the international seeretary,
reviewed the controversy with the
statement that Gompers was only a
guest.

ITALIAN FACTION
WAR IN WASHINGTON

Two Attempted Murders Re-
ported—~Further Trouble
Feared

Walla Walla,, Wash., Aug. 31.—What
is said by Frank Yuse, leader of the
local Italian colony, to be a continua-
tion of the old world war between the
north and south factions of Italy, has
broken out here, and two attempted
murders have been reported. Yuse says
that trouble is feared by the authori-
ties and steps are being taken to pre-
vent another outbreak,

Firing from ambush, unknown assail-
ants tried to murder Antonio Juretti
and John Darino, Italian gardeners, a
mile west of this city. A double bar-
relled shot-gun was discharged at short
range, but the shot was fine and spread
so that the men were not fatally in-
jured. The injured men togéther with
others had been at a shack two miles
from home, belonging to Peter Pierce,
where all_were drinking. The meeting
ended in a free-for-all fight and the
men went home afoot. %

Two men were crossing a field near
a stream, when the shots rang out
from the bushes and both fell. Hear-
ing the shots and the cries for help,
Tony Lacatti, their employer, rushed
to their aid and sent the men to a
hospital. Each had about 30 shots in
their shoulders. No definite clue to the
would-be murderers has been secured.

The sécond trouble reported was the
assault of Vito Paravati, who claims
that three countrymen, brothers, as-
saulted him, beat him and shot him.
He escaped by falling just as the first
bullet was fired. His condition was
serious when rescued by other Ital-
ians,

WHEAT CUTTING,

Now_ Well Under Way on Prairies—
Prospects Improve,

Winnipeg, Aug. 31.—Fears of frost
on Saturday night were dissipated with
a change of the wind into the east,
and though the thermometer dipped
to freezing at severa]l points, such as
Broadview, Minnedosa and Edmonton,
no damage was done to the standing
crop. The east wind continued Sunday
night, and temperatures are decidedly
higher, but it will be an anxious period
until the full moon is passed.

Land and its' fertile ‘plains ‘were the
exclusive possession of Gentlemen Ad-
venturers, tribes of roving red men and
bands of wild buffalo. If the world had
not passed from the romantic to the
prosaic, the career of Lord Strathcona
might be described as romantic in the
highest degree. He has been in turn
pioneer, business man, member of Par-
liament and High Commissioner to
Great Britain. And while his services
have been of inestimable value to Can-
ada, it cannot be said that Canada has
not in turn used him well. His Lord-
ship has accumulated great wealth in
a way alike honorable to himself and
complimentary to the country.

Dealing with Lord Strathcona's
career and the events in Canada which
have marked its progress, the Toronto
Globe of Thursday last says:

“It is now nearly sixty years since
Lord Strathcona went from Labrador
to the West as a member of the staff
of the Hudson’s Bay Company. Among

It is satisfactory to note that

Vague
statements as to the probable cost of
the undertaking and the manner in
which it might be carried out have not
tended to dissipate this confusion of
mind and vagueness of thought. For
example, engineers say the idea of the
construction of a pipe Tine over ‘the
roundabout route is not tenable, The
initial cost and the expense of main-
tenance would be too heavy for a city
of the population of Victoria. ' People
who are not engineers talk of an open
ditch as the most feasible plan. Others
say siphon the water over the moun-
tains, as has been done¢ in other parts
of the world. Experts contend that
tunneling the  Sooke Mountains is the
thing to do from a practical and tech-
nical point of view. In this case in a
multitude of counsellors we have noth-
ing but confusion of mind: Whether
there is a possibility of all ‘the -data
being put in a form that will admit of
popular assimilation is a question. The
experience of the past is not cheering.
But definite information upon  .one
point is essential. The cost of the un-
dertaking must be made. clear before
the ratepayers can be asked to accept

 it.

But there is no question that
the intrepid adventurer is entitled to
all the honor and glory and whatever
else of a more substantial character
may follow his wonderful feat of en-
dyrance and undaunted courage. He is
the more to be congratulated because
of the fact that he went about the un-
dertaking so unostentatiously. There
was no bragging about what he was
going to do, no advertising of the man-
ner in which he purposed doing it. The
doctor formulated a plan of his own,
in which neither balloons nor flying
machines formed a part. He was not
accompanied by a retinue of assist-
ants, guides and purveyors. So little
did he advertise his expedition that it
is doubtful whether more than a few
hundred people in the whole world
knew that he was in the Arctic regions.

should relinquish their grasp on a
great quantity of it they did so. In
fact he thought they had shown won-
derful forbearance and moderation in
that respect. Therefore, while the
president of the Board of Trade natur-
ally asked them to improve their civic
property in Victoria they should not
forget the matters he mentioned,

Continuing, and dealing specifically
with the requests mfde, His Lordship
said these matters were primarily in
the hands of Mr, Chipman, who had
their entire confidence and who had
given the company great satisfaction
in his work in Canada. The directors
were simply trustees for the share-
holders, and naturally must consider
their interests first, but he assured
them that when these matters came
before them he felt they would not be
illiberal, 'and that they would deal
with these requests in a manner which
would give satisfaction to the people
of Victoria and be in the interests of
the whole of Canada.

United States Navy Department Names
Board -to Select Site.

Washington, D. C,,
navy department has appointed a
board of which Commander Marbury
Johnston is senijor member, to select a
site somewhere on the Pacific coast for
a small arms target range that will

FIND GOLD IN THE
HOPPER OF DREDGE

Employees on Fruhling Spend
Evenings Working Sand
Taken From Fraser.

New Westminster, Sept. 1.—A mild
form of gold fever has smitten the
crew of the Fruhling dredge, and every
evening they may be found with pans
obtaining gold from the residue in the
hoppers of the dredge.

One of the men got the idea in his
head that the small quantity of sand
left at the bottom of the hoppers af-
ter the day’s work should contain gold
if any existed in the river. According-
ly one evening the experiment was
tried and there, sure enough, were a
few colors. Now the men are prepar-
ing to exercise themselves in earnest
and endeavor to add a little more to
their daily wages by panning gold.

“Of course,” said one of the men, “it
would not pay to depend on it for a
living, but there is little to do in the
evenings and it al] helps.”

But there are other things besides
gold that find their way into the hop-
pers of the big dredge. It makes a
pretty good fish trap and many are the
varieties that are taken from the ‘thick
mass of sand and water.  Salmon dur-
ing the run were plentiful and dogfish
and even flounders have beep drawn
up. A boulder of rock weighing 300
pounds was drawn part way into the
big pipe, but stuck in an elbow, stop-
ping the dredge until removed.

The TFruhling has returned to the
Sandheads after taking aboard coal
and supplies, and from now on the
work of cutting the new channel will
go ahead in earnest.

NECESSARY TO COPE
WITH GROWING BUSINESS

Putting in Many Improvements
at Victoria West
Yards.

Reflecting mainly the growth and ex-
pansion of the city of Victoria and in-
cidentally the progress throughout the

rovince generally is the fact that con-
siderable improvements and extensions
are now being undertaken by the B. C.
Pottery Company, Ltd., in their plant;
Tictoria West, at a total expenditure of
approximately $30,000.

The chief. improvements which are
being made include the erection of
four gdditional 30-foot kilns and smoke
stack. One of these new kilns has al-
ready been completed and work on a
second is to be undertaken immediate-
1y.

Other recent
plant which have
stalled consist of a new sewer pipe
press, manufactured by the Captain
Rice Company, of Acton, Illinois, a 19-
foot drying pan; 28-foot wet pans, The
company has also recently cempleted
two large drying sheds and a machinery
shed.

All these improvements have been
undertaken so as to enable the company
to cope with its rapidly-increasing bus-
iness, consequent on the demand for
sewer pipe in the various growing
cities throughout the province, In Van-
couver and Victoria especially a great
quantity of street improvement work is
in progress and the company has been
kept especially busy filling orders. From
Ladysmith and many points on the
mainlandg also have come large orders,
sufficient to keep the plant busy for
many months to come.

The augmented plant has necessi-
tated the erection of another huge
bouiler, so as to get the necessary in-
crease of power.

The staff at the works has largely
been increased of late and the com-
pany has now in its employ no less
than 45 men, all white men. None bhut
white labor is employed, and conse-
quently the industry is one which is
contributing very materially to the up-
building of Victoria.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 2.—Five thous-
ang dollars worth of jewelry has been
recovered by divers from the wrecked
steamer Ohio, which lies submerged in
Carter Bay, where she was beached by
Capt. Johnson, according to a wireless
dispatch received here from the
steamer Humboldt, which is en route
from Skagway to Seattle.

The work of the divers, according
to the dispatch, is being delayed and
hampered by mud driven into the hull
of the steamer by the current of a
creek emptying into the bay nearby.
No bodies have been found yet, and the
divers report so much mud in and
around the hull that it has been im-
possible to determine the extent of the
damage done by the rock on which the
Ohio struck.

San Antonio, Texas, Sept, 2.—Giant
funeral pyres are bining to-day in
Monterey, Mexico, where the govern-
ment’'s order that the flood victims be
cremated is being carried out.

Only 1.500 victims have been buried
vp to date, while the complete death
list is to-day estimated at over 10,000
Hundreds of bodies left by the flood
have been found on the ‘lagoons below
the city.

Americans who formerly lived at
Monterey are flocking to this city by
the score. They declare that the dain-
age done by the flood has been under
Hundreds of people who
have not been included in the death
list are among the missing, and it is
almost certain that they met death in
the flood. Some of the Ameéricans who
have arrived here place the tota] list
of casualties as high as 15,000. ThHous-
ands of people are homeless, but the
work of caring fAr these is well or-
ganized, and the suffering is less
acute than it has been at any time
since the flood.

AND CREW OF OHIO

Investigation Into Wreek of
Nome Liner Continued at
Seattls.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 2.—All the wit-
nesses called before the investigating
committee which is taking testimony in
the wreck of the steamer Ohio yesterday |
agreed in commending the work of Cap-
tain Johnson and the crew of the ill-fated
craft.

In the opinion of F. H. Stewart, vice-
president of the Alaska Trust Company,
who was a passenger on the Ohlo, no
lives should have been lost. There was a
surplus of life preservers, .he said, and all
of the lifeboats were lowered and filled
without a hitch. While excitement pre-
vailed all over the ship, it was not in the
nature of a panic, and the admirable
work of the captain and crew served to
quiet the excitement. There was plenty
of time for everyone to have been saved,
Stewart said.

Samuel Bradshaw, freight clerk, testi-
fied that he saw Eccles, the wireless
operator, at his instrument, and then
saw him come out of the room, close the
door and walk toward a life raft on the
starboard side ‘about the time that the
vessel ran aground in Carter’s Bay. It was
so dark, he 'said, that he could not recog-
nize anyone more than 10.feet away. He
jumped into the water shortly before the
Ohio sank.

COOK PLANTS FLAG
AT THE NORTH POLE

“Fake observations without ultimate
detection are practically impossible.
Mathematicians and scientists have
means of checking any observation
made in any section of the world. They
could discover deception. Cook’s re-
cords will be all the proof that is ne-
cessary.”
Praises Explorer.

New York, Sept. 2.—The happiest
man in New York to-day is John R.
Bradley, who financed the exploration
expedition' of Dr. Frederick A. Cook, of
Brooklyn, which resulted in the stars
and stripes being planted at the North
Pole.

“If the news be true,” said Bradley
this morning, “and it must be true, Dr.
Cook has accomplished the most won-
derful thing ever attempted by any
man. Just imagine any man with
courage enough to make a dash for the
pole, accomplish his object, unassisted
by any other white man and then re-
turn alive and well. I tell you it's the
most wonderful achievement in_  the
history of this generation, or any other
generation for that matter. I never
entertained the slightest doubt but that
Dr. Cook would return, as I had abso-
lute confidence in his courage, deter-
mination and will power. So when
some friends of Dr., Cook tried to fin-
ance a relief expedition recently I re-
fused to subscribe to the fund as I be-
lieved that it might interfere with the
plans of Cook.

“Naturally, I am pleased with Dr.
Cook’s great discovery, and I believe
that when he returns to his native soil
that the American people will give him
the greatest welcome ever accorded to
any American.”

Taft Pleased.

Beverly, Mass., Sept. 2.—President
Taft is immensely - pleased at the
achievement of Dr. Fredérick A. Cook,
in planting the stars and stripes upon
the North Pole.

As soon as the president receives of-

ficial notification of the discovery he
will send a special message of con-
gratulation to the great explorer.
- Mr. Taft declined to make any for-
mal statement to-day but did not en-
deavor to conceal his pleasure ‘over the
news.

It is expected that the American
government will take steps to honor
properly the man who has gained for
this nation the glory that has been
sought by all countries for centuries,
but it is certain that no step will be
taken until the discovery is confirmed
and is officially recorded.

Sir D. Johnstone Interviewed,

Winnipeg, Man., Sept. 2.—What
proofs would Cook be able to bring
back with him to substantiate his
claim to discovery, of the pole. In other
words, will he have any evidence »f
positive character to thrust in the
teeth of doubting Thomases. This ques-
tion was submitted to a number of dis-
tinguished scientists. They all agreed
that the only evidence Cook would have
would be his astronomical nates. And
could not these be ‘‘faked’”? Yes, they
could, perhaps for a brief space just
as De Rougenont faked some highly
interesting notes, but his pretensions
soon fel] to pieces. So would Cook’s
if they were not genuine, but a good
deal of confidence 1is expressed by
visiting scientists in the bona fides of
the American explorer and if he pro-
duces astronomical notes, as he no
doubt will do, his good faith could not
reasonably be challenged.

Col. Sir Duncan Johnstone, president
of the peographical section of the Brit-
ish Association, did not know of Dr.
Cook’s expedition, but said that it
would be easy to prove if the pole had
really been reached by studying the ob-
servations made. It would be quite
impossible for observations to be faked
so as to deceive a scientist supposing
for one moment that anyone would at-
tempt to do such a thing, which Sir
Duncan did not. He confessed great
interest in the report and said that of
course the achievement was ome of
the greatest in the history of explor-
ation if it was really a fact.

Prof. Sir Joseph Larmeor, D, 8, C.,
secretary of the royal society, said the
only way the explorer has of detecting
when he has reached the pole, is by
making astronomical observation and
determining his latitude. Sir Joseph
said it would be impossible for it to
be proved that a man had not been to
the pole if he said he had and de-
parted in the right direction and re-
turned from right direction. Nansen,
for instance, if he had se desired,
could have said he attained the pole,

“I admit I was foolish enough to
make an exaggerated estimate of my
power of covering distance in a solitary
mountain ramble, and had consequent-
ly to find by way unaided down a trail-
less, precipitous mountain in the dark.
Fortunately the influence of the lucky
star under which I was born did not
desert me, and I reached the shore all
right. Next time I am overtaken by
a similar miscalculation I shall find, if
I can, a leve] place and wait till morn-
ing, so you see that I have learnt some-
thi_'ng by my little adventure which has
grown into somewhat extravagant di-
mensions under the swmpathetic and
fostering influence of the press,

that Imperial sentiment which recog-
nizes that the hope of the Empire lies
in the closer union of its cpmponent
parts was no surprise to me,

Canada’s Responsibilities.

“The great destiny which lies before
Canada, as an integral portion of the
British Empire, namely, that of becor!.\-
ing possibly the controlling factor in
the Empire of self-governing nations,
is sufficient to arouse the enthusiasm,
and to fire the imagination of all wh.o
are not afraid to assume the responsi-
bility of greatness. It is only cowards
and cravens who shrink from such a
destiny, and I am satisfled that none
such are to be found in Victoria.

“We are living in a history-making
epoch,”” ‘he continued. The problems
of drawing closer the outlying parts of
the Empire was engaging attention now
to a degree never known before. There
had in the last few years been several
important Imperial conferences in
London. There had been the Colonial
conference in 1907. And then a resolu-
tion had been brought forward for the
All-Red Route, aiming at linking up
the tfansportation systems of the Em-
pire under one flag. In this Lord
Strathcona, his ‘‘juvenile friend,” had
been the leading spirit. They had him
(Lord Strathcana) with them to-day,
a wonderful old man. Talking to him
a few minutes previously. His Excel-
lency explained, Lord Strathcona, in
reply to a query, said that he was suf-
féring from a little cold but otherwise
was all right. They would all be glad
to welcome this “grand old man of the
Empire,” and hope that he would soon
recover. No man knew more of the
history—he might say the anclent his-
tory—of this country, with -whose
growth' and development his lordship
had been so intimately connected.

Again, there had been the reduction
of postal rate rates, which now made
it possible, so he understood, for a Bri-
tish. Columbian to have his London
Times delivered to him as cheaply at
his door here as in his residence in
London itself,

The press conference had been one of
the most notable gatherings in the
history of the Empire. As a result of
the deliberations of this distinguished
body who had assembled at London
there had been secured a reduction of
cable rates on the Pacific and he hoped
that before long there would be a sim-
ilar reduction on the Atlantic,

Since 1907 also a new transcontinent-
al railway enterprise in Canada had
done much for the consolidation of the
Canadian provinces. There had, in-
deed, been a general movement
throughout the widely scattered domin-
ions for the binding together of all
parts of the Empire. Al] parts of Can-
ada were day by day drawing closer
and the same could be said of the scat-
tered dominions,

Defence of Empire.

The latest Imperial gathering had
been the Defence conference, attended
by delegates from all the colonies. He
had not been officially informed of what
had been the result of the deliberations
of that body, nor had he read the news-
paper reports very closely, but he was
under the impression that the people
of the United Kingdom had in effect
informed the people of the colonies:
“We will form a ring around you and
maintain the supremacy of the seas,
while you have time to grow strong;
and you on your part may build fleets
of your own, so lay the foundation of
your naval strength, so that you may
whenever the hour of need arises rally
around us for the defence of the Em-
pire.” (Cheers.)

His Excellency confessed that he
liked to be scared sometimes. In fact,
he would go so far as to say that he
believed a periodical scare was a good
thing for the British people. There
ought to be a scare, say, once in every
three or four years. (Laughter.) It
had a good effect. It always evoked
such a splendid response from every
part of the Empire. (Cheers.) New
Zealand, by the offer 'of a Dreadnought,
had sent a thrill throughout the Em-
pire, and Canada was showing a dis-
position to do her full part in the grand
scheme of Imperial defence. It appear-
ed to be the opinion at the Imperial
Defence conference in London that for
Australia and Canada to contribute
money for the building of Dread-
noughts was merely a sop—not a pol-
icy. What was the mesage of England
to those great colonies? ‘“While we
keep a ring fence around you, heavily
taxed and overburdened as we are, we
shall find the money to maintain the
supremacy of the seas while you grow
strong and do your utmost to lay the
foundation of a powerful navy, and
then you will be in a position to rally
to our assistance when the small pop-
ulation of England shall have found
the burden of maintaining a great fleet
too heavy.” (Cheers.)

Manning the Navy,

But the question would arise, partic-
ularly in respect to Canada, where will
you get the men to man the ships?
Well, in reply to that he would ask,
where did the militia men come from?
The answer was, from the old
Motherland; and they made fineg citi-
zens of@anada when they left the ser-
vice. The same policy might be fol-
lowed in regard to the manning of a
Canadian fleet, but he would offer a
suggestion which might help to solve
the problem.

He had recently taken a delightful
trip through the splendid fiords along
the coast of British Columbia—fiords
whieh Lord Dufferin had aptly describ-
ed as being able to accommodate a
large battleship as well as the smallest
Lanoe—~—and he had been tremendously
imPréssed with the marvellous wealth
of the undeveloped fishery resources of
the province. His Excellency had, he
sald, spent all his lfe on a herring
coast and he was in a position to ap-
preciate and realize the immense value
to the country of the wealth of the
sea and the coast line. He cited as
an "Mlustration of what might be ac-
complished in the direction of the de-
veloping the fisheries of the coast the
fact that last season no less than 21,-
000 tons of herring had been shipped
from Nanaimo to the Orlent, aggre-
gating when one considers the expenses
attaching to the packing, curing and
shipping of the fish, an expenditure of
no less than half a million dollars. This
was for one order alone. His Execel-
lency having lived on a herring coast
and having watched year after year
“the brown sails” going out to sea, he
was sure that what they do do at
Nanaimo could be done at a dozen
points along the coast of British Col-
umbia, if but the fishing industry were
organized on a practical and syste-
magic basis. Organization was neces-
sary to secwre the best results. In the

halibut, salmon, cod and flounders, His
Exceliency ventured to say, the prev-
ince had an asset greater than all the
gold and copper to be found in the
Yukon. (Cheers.) He said this, he
explained, although he was tremend-
ously impressed during his recent visit
to Dawson with the great minteral re-
sources of that district. The fisheries
were of priceless value and he would
rejoice to know that they were deter-
mined to” develop them with the em-
ployment of men of British blood. (Re-
newed cheers,) From the time of the
commencement of history it had been
shown that the fisheries of a country
was the mother of maritime and com-
mercia] greatness. (Cheers.) Charles
the Fifth of the Netherlands had rais-
ed a monument to an obscure person,
whose only claim for fame was the
fact that -he had devised a simple
method for curing and barrelling her-
ring. This astute monarch realized
that the man who did so much for the
chief asset ¢f the country was worthy
of all honor{ es he was contributing to
the wealth of the country more than
any other person.

Development of North.

His Excellency next told of his wvisit
to a point north of Swanson Bay,
where a fishing concern had received an
order for 5,000 tons of red cod and
flounders, also for the Orient. Soon
Prince Rupert would be the centre of a
flourishing fishing Industry, and he
hoped with the opening of transconti-
nenta] railway and the use of refriger-
ating cars it would be possible for him
to have his morning breakfast from
fish taken in Hecate straits.

A 'visit to the pulp. works at Swan-
son Bay was next mentioned by His
Excellency. The pulp resources of the
country constituted a great asset. The
British company which was operating
at Swanson Bay was, he believed, com-
mencing work this month. He hoped
that they were the first of other Brit-
ish capitalists to engage in similar en-
terprises in this great province, as he
was sure that given proper manage-
ment they would reap rich dividends.
An interesting thing which he learned
while visiting at Swanson Bay was the
fact that the company has already re-
ceived an order for 5,000 tons of pulp
io be shipped to Japan; and this seem-
ed to indicate to His Excellency how
great a market existed in the Orient
for the products of British Columbia.
He was now satisfied that he was right
when he declared on the occasion of a
former visit that a trade of enormous
magnitude could be worked up with
the Orient if Canada could induce her
representatives to take such diplomatic
measures as would ensure the continu-
ance of the “open door” for Canadian
commerce,

His Excellency. said he must before
concluding thank Mr. McBride for his
generosity as premier of British Co-
lumbia for aiding the Quebec Dbattle-
fields’ celebration plan. He could ae-
sure Premier McBride that this action
on the part of a distant province of the
Dominion had done more perhaps than
he was aware'of in drawing the west
and the east more closely together. He
was sure it was the desire of British
Columiba and”" Premier McBride to
share in . the..prosperity .of Eastern
Canada, as it ‘'was the 'desire of the
east to share the prosperity of the
west; and he 'might say that perhaps
there may be another opportunity
shortly for British Columbia to go on
record as a .generous, whole-hearted
province when the century of ‘peace on
the continent of America is celebrated
—commemorating the war of 1812. Had
it ‘not been forithat historic contest, in
which the people of Ontario and Que-
bec had played such a prominent part,

‘| British Columbia, and, indeed, western

Canada, might-not have been given the
obportunity they have had to work out
their magnificent destiny. In this con-
templated celebration of the war of 1812
Canadians could appeal to their friends
across the . border and thus' the two
peoples would increase their love and
affection for each other.

His Excellency complimented Premier
McBride on the excellent work which
was being done in the Old Country to
advertise the province. The fruit ex-
hibits of the province had béen particu-
larly fine, and in this connection His
Excellency referred in complimentary
terms to the lecturing work done by
Hon. J. H. Turner. and Mr. R. M. Pal-
mer, Mr. Turner had the other day
given him an opportunity of viewing
an excellent cinematographic exhibition
of pictures which had been sent over
by the government, and he was simply
delighted, The pictures were interesting
to everybody, not only to the school
children, for whom they were especial-
ly intended, but for adults of all
classes, A number of prominent peo-
ple had been with His Excellency on
the occasion of the private exhibition
and they were equally delighted; and
he was certain that as a result of this
form of advertisement alone a great
amount of good would result to the
province. He hoped that ultimately
the government would see its way
clear to establishing agricultural col-
leges in British Columbia. Such form
of education was a vital necessity for
the young mien of such a province, He
knew of no training more beneficial to
the »ising generation, and he would
hepe that when he next visited British
Columbia Premier McBride or his suc-
cessor would be able to inform him that
it had been decided to establish agri-
cultural colleges.

Desirable Immigration.

His Excellency. next referred to the
necessity using every endeavor for
securing immigrants of British blood.
It was true that a great many desir-
able settlers were coming from the
United States, and in this connection it
might be mentioned that most of the
latter had British blood in their veins.
His Excellency said he was profound-
ly impressed with the necessity for
more people in the country when he
went all along the great stretches of
coast ‘line and saw the land teeming
with natural wealth of all descriptions,
but lying practically undeveloped. He
recalled in this connection, having had
a conversation a short time ago with
General Boooth of the Salvation Army,
and the wvenerable gentleman had al-
most tears in his eyes as he complain-
ed of the apathy of the government in
his immigration schemes. He had great
sympathy for the general, who more
than any other man had assisted in
sending to Canada a stream of fertil-
izing humanity. His Excellency's ex-
periences of the work of the army in
connection with immigration to Can-
ada was that an overwhelming per-
centage of the mey sent out made de-
sirable citizens, and that only a small

portion were what might be deemed
failures. (Appiause.)

Concluding, His Excellency-.said he
might term the weakness of Canada
to-day to the fact that the people did
not realize their full duty to the state.
(Applause.) If the people did not rea-
lize this duty and perform it, each one
would be faithless and disloyal to the
interest of their country and-:the em-
pire, and the sovereign, They would in
the hour of trial have to give way to
other countries and other people with
a greater soul. (Tremendous cheering.)

Premier McBride.

Premier McBride, In moving a vote of
thanks to His Excellency, said he was
satisfied that not only every one in the
room, but every one throughout the
province, was delighted to again have
the distinguished earl with them.
When the news that his present visit
was to be a purely unofficial one there
had been profound regret amongst the
people who had in the past profited by
his uplifting and inspiring addresses.
His Excellency he termed a high type
of citizen, a statesman of great ex-
perience and renown, and withal a
man of kindly heart. The occasion was
a doubly happy one, in that that they
had with them that day another dis-
tinguished statesman and Empire
builder in the person of Lord Strath-
cona. (Cheers.) The premier paid a
tribute to the notable achievements of
the venerable lord, especially in con-
nection with the work of building the
C. P, R.,, which had meant so much
for the dévelopment and progress of
British Columbia, and assured him
that he enjoyed the esteem and affec-
tion of everybody in British Colum-
bia.

Bishop Perrin seconded the vote of
thanks, and His Excellency rising
declared ‘that he had already said
enough, and would ask his young friend
Lord Strathcona to extend his thanks
for the same, 3

Lord Strathcona,

Tremendous cheéring followed His Ex-
cellency’s request for a speech from
Lord Strathcona, and the latter was
compelled to remain seated for some
minutes until the applause had died
away.

On rising it was seen that His Lord-
ship was not in vigorous health.  His
voice in his opening remarks was low,
but it soon grew stronger, and those
close to him were able to catch every
word.

His Lordship explained that his sole
object in being present was to do honor
to his dear friend Earl Grey, who had
so kindly extended him an invitation
to do so, and he thanked Lieut.-Gover-
nor Dunsmuir for hls great kindness
in placing his fine yacht at his dis-
posal so that he might arrive here in
time to attend the banquet. But he
was hardly prepared for a speech, Had
he -wished .to deliver an address he
would have chosen a time when he was
more free from hoarseness. It gave him
gerat pleasure, however, to be present
and assist in doing honor to Earl Grey,
who, he said, was deserving of every
honor that could possibly be heaped
on him, both as a statesman and a
public man, They were indeed fortun-
ate in having him.amongst them, All
previous governors-general had been
held in high esteem in Canada, and
this was the case in regard to His Ex-
cellency, He did not feel that he need
enlarge on the good work Earl Grey
had done and was doing for Canada.

Referring to British Columbia, His
Lordship said he noted evidences of
progress on every hand. This was par-
ticularly ' the case in .respect to the
beautiful city of Victoria, which he
termed one of the most beautiful spots
in the whole world, He could conceive
of no place” better situated as a place
for residence, and he pleaded for the
establishment of the finest educational
facilities, so that people could come
here with an assurance that their boys
and their girls would get proper train-
ing.

His Excellency had told them of their
great inheritance, and he hoped they
would appreciate their duty to the
country and-the empire. British Co-
lumbia would not be looked to in vain
to take great strides towards the de-
velopment of the country, for from a
blackened forest of twenty years ago
had risen a great city on the shores of
Burrard Inlet, which he was told to-
day numbered 100,000 people—a . city
which would do credit to any part of
the empire, Victoria had marked pro-
gress also. He closed by thanking His
Excellency very much for having in-
vited him to be present, for the oppor-
tunity to speak and for patience with
which those present had listened, and
resumed his seat amidst tumultuous
applause.

The national anthem was sung, three
rousing cheers given separately for His
Excellency and Lord Strathcona, and
the proceedings terminated.

CUSTOMS REVENUE
ON INCREASE

Increased Trade Swells Cof-
fers of Govern-
ment.

Another slight increase in the customs
returns shqws that trade is gradually im-
proving. Compared with last month the
increase in duty is about a thousand dol-
lars, but there is also an increase in the
revenue from Chinese. For August the
returns are: Duty, $95,707.92; Chinese, $65,-
594; and other revenues, $13.10; making a
total of $161,315.02. .

Last month the returns were: Duty, $94,-
788.25; Chinese, $51,082; and other revenues,
$117.03. The total revenues for the same
month of last year were $126,385.15.

VISITS VANCOUVER! -

CORDIAL WELCOME TO
HIGH COMMISSIONER |

Has Unbounded Faith in the
Future of the Do-
minion.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Vancouver, Aug, 31.—A memorable
welcome was accorded Lord Strath-
cona, the high commissioner of Can-
ada, upon his arrival in Vancouver this
morning. On the platform were Mayor
Douglas and members of the council
and of the board of trade, the pipers
,qlayed and the high school cadets sal-
Uted with fixed bayonets as his lordship
stepped from his private car. People
lined the streets to watch the proces-
sion to the Hotel Vancouver, where,
speaking from the steps of the hotel,
Lord Strathcona declared.that he had
always had faith in this country as well
as in the whole of the Dominion but he
was surprised beyond expression at
what he saw. If they could measure
the future by the past, this city would
have within a comparatively short timg
a population of half a million people.

In his address on behalf of the citi-
zens Mayor Douglas said his lordship’s
name was a synonym throughout the
length and breadth of the land for
goodness and greatness, for power and
influence, rightly and generously em-
ployed.

Lord Strathcona was accompanied
by Sir Edward Clouston, of ‘the Bank
of Montreal, Chief Commissioner Chip-
man, of the Hudson Bay Company, his
lordship’s granddaughter, Miss Howard, |
and his grandson, Donald Howard.

PRESIDENT TAFT WILL
TAKE DRASTIC ACTION

Is Now Dealing With Public
Lands and Conservation
Questions.

Washington, D. C., Aug. 31.—Official
Washington is in a buzz of excitement
following the news that President Taft
has decided to accept the resignation of
Ormsby McHarg, assistant secretary of
commerce and labor, and that Secretary
Barringer of the interior department,
has left Seattle on his way here on
‘temergency business.”

“The two pieces of news are connect-
ed by those on the inside of adminis-
tration affairs with the war that has
beeén golng on in the west this sum-
mdr against .ihe -everturnigg of the
Roosevelt - ‘policies by some of the
minor officials of the Taft administra-
tion. i
The announcement that McHarg is
soon to quit Washington is taken to
mean that President Taft has decided
to take drastic action in the case and
Roosevelt men here are elated because
they say it means the beginning of a
general clean-up of a number of men
who were put in office at the beginnlng
of the Taft administration by Post-
master-General Hitchcock, who man-
aged the Taft campaign and distributed
the federal patronage.

The resignation of McHarg is regard-
ed as especially significant, because it
was McHarg who announced some time
ago that Secretary of Commerce and
Labor Nagel would conduct a ‘“house
clearning’” in his department. This was
followed by the announcement that
Secretary Ballinger would also do a
little “house cleaning” in the interior
department. :

“House cleaning’” in both cases was
well known to have meant that Nagel
and Ballinger would get rid of all the
men in their departments who had heen
connected with the Roosevelt adminis-
tration. Neither cabinet officer got very
far, however, because the big issue in
the interior department, involving the
water power trust in Montana and the
coal land cases in Alaska, came up im-
mediately after Ballinger left Wash-
ington on his trip west.

Taft, says those closest to him, is a
man who does only one thing at a time.
Now that he has finuished the tariff
he has taken up the public lands ques-
tions and the conservation movement,
and the Roosevelt men in Washington
say that when Taft has finished with
it he will be found on the right side,
and there will be several places in his
official staff to be filled.

The officials at the interior depart-
ment, and at the general land office,
refused absolutely to make any state-
ment as to the reason for Ballinger's
hurried trip to Washington. It 18
known positively, however, that he is
éoming to prepare the final draft of
the' explanation his department is
making to President Taft in regard to
the Alaska coal cases,

RIGHTS IN PARK.

Bowling Club Will Be Asked to Make
Situation Clear.

At Monday’s meeting of the City
Council a letter was received from H.
D. Helmcken, K.C., asking for infor-
mation as to when complaints agalnst
the Bowling Club being given privi-
leges at Beacon HIill Park had been
referred to the city barrister, and what
was the reply of the latter, if any.

The city clerk explained that the
matter had been referred to the parks’
board, but that no reply had been re-
ceived from that body,

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WHEAT DISCUSSED
BY SCIENTISTS

Papers of Interest to West Read
Before British Asso-
' ciation.

Winnipeg, Aug. 31.—Three sections of
the British Association, chemistry, ag-
riculture and botany, have combined
their forces to discuss scientific pro-
blems of supreme importance to the
wheat industry. It was a remarkable
gathering, as seldom has there been
such an-‘assembly of wheat experts as
‘were seen yesterday at Alexandra
school. There were men present from
Canada, the United States, Great Brit-
ain and Germany, all of whom have
made a life study of wheat. The papers
were all of a practical character, and
the value of the meeting to the west
can hardly be estimated. There were a
large number of local grain men and
agriculturists present, Hon. R. R. Rob-
lin being an interested visitor,

Canadians were given a large part
of the programme, and read some of
the ‘best papers. Prof. Zavtiz, of
Guelph agriculture college, read a
paper on “The Influence of Good Seed,”
which was particularly interesting and
valuable. Another paper full of timely
hints was that on “Comparative study
in baking qualities of flour.”

For the milling man and grain man
the most interest centered in the paper
of A. E. Humphries, one of the largest,
if not the largest English miller, and
president of the British Millers’ Asso-
ciation. He said the British public de-
manded a flour that will make a large
shapely loaf of good color. 'Manitoba
hard wheat was the wheat that pro-
vided flour of this character. He dealt
at length on the question of strength,
and thought that much remained to
be done by the chemists in correlating
chemical qualities and baking quali-
ties.

Prof. Hardy, who was deputized by
Cambridge TUniversity to investigate
the question of the strength of wheat,
said that discussions on wheat
strength always reminded him of a
hunt for the Holy Grail, but as a mat-
ter of fact wheat strength was made
up of a large number of qualities and
what they were in search of was not
the Holy Grail, but an array of arch-
angels.

Papers on the ore deposits of Can-
ada occupied most of the time of the
geographical section. The speakers
dealt with the subject rather with a
view to giving information to the visit-
ors than' with any idea of adding any-
thing new to the knowledge already
possessed. Prof."W., G. Miller, provin-
cial geologist of Ontario, spoke on gold,
silver and nickel. J. B. Tyrrell spoke
of placer mining, and Prof. T. L.
Walker dealt with rare metals. Prof.
Miller said that it*was only during re-
cent years that mining in Canada had
become important. In the central part
of theiDominion the people had been

educated in” the belief that the coun-

try was essentially agricultural, and
mining- industry ' was neglected. The
sucecessful . development of Sundbury
and the discovery at the end of 1903 of
the far-famed Cobalt district had
created different conditions, and min-
ing was now getting its fair share of
attention. The province of Ontario
has two mining schools, and liberal ap-
propriations are made by the legisla-
ture for geological and other work done
to advance the mining industry,

It is stated that a Japanese syndicate
will make an offer for the purchase of
the canneries on the lower Fraser.

Another gambling raid was success-
fully carried out by Chief Harris and
his force. Ten Chinese were captured
and fined.

The first Hindu fishing crew appeared
on the Fraser during the sockeye run.

THE FUTURE OF
PRINCE RUPERT

Gi T. P. OFFICIALS
ARE OPTIMISTIC

Speeches at Banquet Given to
Party While in
North.

At the banquet tendered the G. T. P.
barty at Prince Rupert last week, Sir
Charles Rivers-Wilson and Charles M.
Hays made important statements rela-
tive to the company’s attitude toward
the new city,

Sir Charles Rivers-Wilson said that
for years it had been his earnest desire
to-see Prince Rupert, and to ascertain
and judge for himself the real position
of affairs here. He had been anxious
to find out personally the truth or the
inaccuracy of the many reports which
had reached him respecting the Pacific
terminus. The desire to see Prince
Rupert had been gratified. and in the
twelve hours already spent in the city
he had seen enough to warrant him in
declaring that the most encouraging
reports which had reached him had
been amply justified. (Applause.)
rant him in declaring that the most
encouraging reports which had reach-
ed him had been amply justified. (Ap-
plause.) »

“Prince Rupert,” continued Sir
Charles, is spokén of as an infant. city.
An infant city it is, but it must be evi-
dent to the meanest observer that it
contains within itself the elements of
a very rapid and a very great growth.

Although an infant city at the present

time, it will reach vigorous manhood
much earlier than perhaps some of you
suppose. Let me remind you of some
of the advantages possessed by Prince
Rupert, and of what is coming to those
two corporations, the Grand Trunk and
the Grand Trunk Pacific railways. I
will say that any man makes a mis-
take when he presumes that Prince
Rupert has not always been, and will
continue to be, the favorite child of
the Grand Trunk and the Grand Trunk
'Pacific railways. Let me say that no
other city on the Pacific coast will be
its rival in the affactions of these two
corporations. \

“I see many things in the near future.
I foresee that Prince Rupert will be a
busy hive, teeming with business. I
see warehouses and docks crowded
with product. I see great merchant
fleets in this harbor—ships that will
connect your city with the other cit-
ies of the coast and ships that will
carry your trade to the Far East, Fur-
ther than this, I see the control of this
city under a sagacious, honest and
clean-handed municipality. I see a
large city, a city of splendid homes,
parks and play-grounds. I cannot ex-
pect .to see the consummation of all of
these things. I have lived long, and
my life has not been altogether unin-
teresting. I can lpok back on many
occurrences, and I should like to say
that to recall having had some share

in the conception of such a city as |

Prince Rupert is destined to be, will
be very dear to me.” (Applause.)

Charles M. Hays, president of the G.
T. P., in his speech said:

‘““We aré going to reach Prince Rupert
by a grade that will be unequalled by
the grade of any other railway in Am-
erica, and when we get here we will
reach a harbor absolutely second to
none. (Cheers.) I am met with the
question, ‘“What are y6u going to do
for the boys?’ or in other words, ‘what
is the G. T. P. going to do for Prince
Rupert? Sir Charles Rivers-Wilson
has said that it is needelss for you to
be apprehensive over the report about
terminals at Vancouver and Seattle.
I wish to say that you need not worry,
or bécome apprehensive in the slight-
est. You can rest assured that the G.
T. P. will not be in Vancouver as soon
as it is in Prince Rupert. Your fears
can Le allayed on that score. I need
only draw to your attention the gnany
miles of mountains between the G. T.
P, and Vancouver, and again empha-
gize the fact that it is toward Prince
Rupert that the G. T. P. is building.
To reach here is our primary object.

“And now, what are we going to do
for Prince Rupert? You have before
you some example of what we have al-
ready done. The expenditures already
made has been something very un-
usual. No railway company has ever
before spent $200,000 for the reception
of its inhabitants, and this I feel has
been recognized not only by the prices
brought at the Vancouver sale, but by
the advances made at subsequent sales.
What will the G. T. P, do for Prince
Rupert? In the first place, there are
many outlying districts which, from a
trade point of view, belong to you, We
are going to reach those districts and
put you in direct touch with them.
There are large deposits of coal near
you, which we propose to develop, and
place here at prices which will give you
cheaper coal. When I was in London,
the Grimsby fisheries were described
to me. In this.connection I wish to say
that we will do much for the local fish-
eries, which are among the richest in
the world. There are deposits of cop-
per, silver and, I believe, gold, within
easy distance of you; and ‘that a
smelter will be established here goes
without saying. You will get the ben-
efit of all these matters. There will be
a necessity here for docks for war and
other vessels., There will be a grading
dock, and this is but one of the har-
bor projects under consideration. As
for feeders, 4 have but tp. look at
the map to'see that .there is projected
a line te the Yukon.”

Mr., Hays assured his hearers that
the G« Ty P. would ever be ready to
co-operate in _any reasonable matter
with the*wcitizens, for the common up-
building of Prince Rupert. ‘““We believe
in Prince Rupert,” he said in conclu-
sion. ‘‘Rivals refér to the rainfall here,
but rain has'nothing whatever to do
with the matter of easy grades and
magnificestt harbor. As a matter of
fact, we-shall all be so busy that we
won’t care whether it rains’ or not.”

E, J. Chamberlin, general manager of
the company, in the course of his
speech, said.:*“Have patience, and we
will soon break through the moun-
tains. When that dav . comes jt will

see the start of a city .that even the
most sanguine to-day scarce col-
templates.”

AFTERMATH OF THE
TALLY-HO ACCIDENT

Counsel for Steve White Writes
Council, Holding City
Liable.

Rumors have been afloat for some
days past to the effect that those who
were injured in the regrettable tally-
ho accident the other day had deter-
mined to seek damages for the injur-
ies they had sustained. It is said that
they had laid the matter before the
United States consul in this city, and
that actions would, in the first in-
stance, be taken against Stephen
White, the owner of the tally-ho, and
that the latter would, in turn, hold the
city liable for damages.

That responsibility for the accident
will be tested in the c¢ourts was made
clear by the receipt by the City Coun-
cil of the following letter from Frank
Higgins on Monday, which, without
debate, was referred to the city bar-
rister and the city solicitor -for re-
port:

Victoria, B. C., August 30th, 1909.
His Worship the Mayor and Board of
Aldermen of the Corporation of the
City of Victoria:

Sirs:—Mr. Stephen White has instructed
me to notify you of the damages sustain-
ed by him and the injuries occasioned to
certain passengers who were being driven
in my client’s tally-ho along Dallas road
on the 27th inst. My client states that
when the tally-ho was passing near Mary
street that part of the roadway, which
had been through the negligence of the
corporation’s workmen - partly repaired,
gave way beneath the tally-ho, the pas-
sengers were thrown with violence from
their seats and some seriously injured,
and the vehicle badly damaged. No notice
of any kind was given to the driver of
the tally-ho of the dangerous condition
of the roadway. My client desires me to
point out to you that he contends that the
corporation of the city of Victoria is sole-
ly. responsible for this unfortunate inci-
dent, and that the corporation is liable to
make good the damages that have been
sustained by the passengers and himself,

RICH STRIKE OF
QUARTZ IN CARIBOO

Vein at Head of;Canadian and
Grouse Creek is Eight Feet
Wide.

Ashcroft, Aug. 30.—A special dispatch
to the Journal from Barkerville says:
What looks to be one of the richest
discoveries ever made in Cariboo in
the line of quartz has recently been
unearthed by Messrs, Armstrong and
Arnold, two quartz men who have been
for the past two months prospecting
in this district. The vein in question
is situated at the head of Grouse and
Canadian creeks, and being almost on
the divide between Grouse and Antler
creeks, Although the work done so far
is insufficient to determine the extent
of this ledge, yet it appears to be about
fifty feet in width. The discoverers
brought into town a few days ago sev-
eral ounces of gold, which they ham-
mered out. Although the discovery
had been made several weeks ago, it
is only recently that they -have made
it known, and from the amount of
work done they estimate that there is
about eight feet of this ledge will go
$500 per ton; the balance of a much
iower grade. This discovery has caus-
ed considerable excitement.in Barker-
ville, and many of the old timers who
haven’t had their quartz instinets
aroused since the fall of ’68, are begin-
ning to recall many incidents of these
early times, but say that there has
been nothing ever found in the past to
equal the present discovery,

He goes back to London with an ex-
cellent fund of information to be used
in inducing immigration here.

The office which Mr. Gray holds is
one only recently opened by the C. P.
R. With headquarters in London he
has agencies in all parts of the United
Kingdom and in various centres in
Northern Europe. The object is to give
information to intending immigrants to
Canada. While settlement of the land
is aimed at largely, the department :s
also prepared to give assistance in var-
ious other lines which will mean the in-
troduction of capita] into this country.
As an instance of what is being dons,
Mr. Gray says a representation of one
of the largest lumber dealing firms in
the midlands is now on his way to
this coast to look into the question of
investing in timber. Inquiries are re-
ceived from all lines of manufacturing
as well as farming and the department
has to be prepared to give, the most
exact information.

On the tour of the island Duncans
was visited and then by motor the
party proceeded to Nanaimo, then to
Alberni and from there as far as the
Comox. valley. The points visited
showed Mr., Gray conditions superior
even to what he had expected, Near
mining centres like Nanaimo and Lady-
smith he was struck by the splendid
market afforded for the produce of tha
soil. The opportunities for gardeners
and horticulturists near such places
were of the very best he thought. He
has no doubt but what many will be
indiiced to come here to live. The val-
leys visited struck him as affording ex-
cellent investment for the man of
means in the Old Land who. desired to
live on the land. The climatic condi-
tions, the_beautiful scenery, good fish-
ing and hunting together with the pro-
mise of rich returns for his labor all
would be strong inducements,

Mr, Gray will' strongly recommend
Vancouver Island as a place for set-
flement on his return.

Many,
he says, in the Old Land have a strong
preference for British Columbia rather
than the prairies.

ANOTHER MILL TO BE
BUILT AT KAMLOOPS

Will Be Erected at Cost of $50,-
000—Capacity 75,000
Feet.

Kamloops, Aug. 30.—The -erection of
a large saw mill and the enlargement
of the existing mills is evidence that
the lumber industry in this district is
experiencing an era of growth and ex-
pansion., It is only a short time ago
that the mills of the Arrow Lakes
Lumber Company were considerably
increased, but the Thompson River
Lumber Company has found the vol-
ume of business increasing so that
they too have had to build a new mill.
The new buildings are now well under
way and they will be completed in a
few weeks’ time. They will be 200 feet
long by 56 feet wide and will have a
capacity of 25,000 feet per day with a
100-horse-power plant. The present
plant has a capacity of only 10,000 feet
per day having only 22 horse-power
engines. Nineteen men are employed
at present, but in the new mill there
will be nearly thirty employees.

But still another mill will come to
Kamloops and it will be located along
the waterfront a short distance east of
the Thompson River Lumber Company:.
The company which will build has been
operating at Cranbrook, but their lim-
its in that district ha®e been exhausted.
One of the promoters, W. C. McKenzie,
has been in Kamloops for several days
making preliminary arrangements. His
company will erect a large mill with a
capacity of 75,000 feet. It will employ
sixty men and the outlay will repre-
sent nearly $50,000, The construction
of the new mill will be undertaken
within a few days and it will cater
largely to the export trade.

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BERESFORD ON
BRITISH NAVY

MUST BE STRONG
TO PRESERVE PEACE

Admiral Declares a Bold Con-
structive Policy Is
Needed.

Toronto, Aug. 3l—Lord Charles
Beresford, in the full uniform of a
British admiral, opened the national
exhibition to-day. An audience of 2,-
000 people gathered to greet his arrival.
In replying to the address of welcome
of President Gooderham, Lord Charles
said in part as follows:

“There can be no doubt that in the
past the British navy has had a para-
mount inifuence in keeping the peace
of the world, and if that navy remains
efficient and sufficient the peace may
be maintained, not only to the benefit
of this empire but also to the benefit
of the whole universe, peace being the
greatest interest that any nation can
possess. There is no insurance for
peace equal to a strong navy. What is
wanted is a bold constructive policy,
broad in its basis, imperial in its ob-
ject. The time for talking Is over, the
time for action has begun. There mus:
be carefully compiled a concise and
practical plan for defeating the
enemy’s fleets if war should unfortun-
ately be forced on us. A complete
scheme should prevent war and secure
peace,

“The question of the safety of the
Empire should be put beyond any pos-
sible doubt. Our supremacy at sea has
been threatened in language which is
unmistakeable. In the near future that
threat may become a reality. It is our
business, as an empire, to see that
our present position is not jeopardized
in any way. If the result of the London
conference produces an imperial organ-
ization for war in which the whole em-
pire takes part it should preserve our
supremacy intact. The latent resources
of the empire have mnot been called
upon as yet to join an organization
which to be effective must be based on
broad national and imperial lines to-
tally devoid of personal, party or sel-
fish motives—an Imperial defence
founded on the principle of five nations,
one Union Jack, one army and one
throne.

“We have arrived at the crisis in our
history as an empire. We aim at no
agressive action of ihcrease of terri-
tory, nor do we hold threats to other
nations. We wish to keep clear of all
international disputes. We wish to con-
solidate the empire for the purpose of
mutual advantage and defence. We are
determined to hold our own, and let all
know that our unassailable supremacy
shal) be kept. Instead of a British
navy to maintain that supremacy as in
the past, the other four nations have
offered to come in and share some of
the ~burden, standing shoulder to
shoulder, Britons all, to hold what we
have. Union is strength; closer union
means greater strength.

“If the British Empire is\to remain
it must maintain naval superiority,
that is undoubted. The heart of the
Empire is absolutely dependent on the
punctual and sure delivery of the
water-borne food and raw material
supplied by its arteries—the trade
routes. A successful attack on the
trade routes would paralize the trade
tof the Dominion as well as that of
Great Britain. It therefore becomes a
matter of life or death to the British
Empire to remain supreme at sea.

“Any attempt to wrest that super-
jority from us will be met by a steady
and determined effort on our part to
defend what we hold. Marpitime neces-
sities are very different from maritime
ambitions. Command of the sea is a
necessity for our existence as an em-
pire. No other nations are dependent
upon water-borne food and raw ma-
terial for their existence,.

“They can produce food for their peo-
ple in their own fields and raw ma-
terial necessary for manufacture is in
most cases to be found in their own or
adjoining countries.

‘“The tendency of late has been to
gain complete naval supremacy in the
North Sea. No doubt that would pro-
tect the heart of the empire—the Brit-
ish Isles—from invasion, but complete
naval supremacy on all the seas can
alone secure the continuance of the
British Empire as a whole, It is that
fact that has lately been realized by
Britons throughout the world, There is
no necessity to aver that Canadians are
foyal to the crown; they have proved
this loyalty many times in past by
their fighting or preparing to fight on
hehalf of the British Empire on ques-
tions of an Imperial nature, in which
it may fairly be said that Canada had
really no interest. ‘I believe that the
Canadian nation will always fight to
keep Canada in the Empire, and stand
true to that Imperial sentiment.”

RUSHING RELIEF
fTO MEXICAN CITY

Timely Aid For People Who
Have Been Made Home-
less by Flood.

(By Louis F. Correa, Staff Corres-
pondent of the United Press.)

Monterey, Mexico, Aug., 31.—Optim-
ism is the keynote in Monterey to-
day. That the flood, sweeping away a
portion of the business section, will
have a beneficial effect ultimately, is
undoubted. Several villages were dam=-
aged, but the optimists declare that
the water will benefit the farmers,
rendering the fields more suitable for
sowing wheat.

Timely aid has been received from
the vice-president, and Ambassador
Thompson of the United States, and
the private citizens of Mexico City,
who hastened to the aid of the city
with provisions and money. The re-
habilitation of Monterey is looked up-
on as a matter of course. The de-
stroyed buildings will be replaced by
modern structures.

The poorer classes suffered most in
the flood.

The residents of this stricken city
are taking steps to aid the sufferers
and prevent a repetition of the scenes
at Guanajuato after the flood seven
years ago, when there was much un-
necessary suffering on account of the
slowness of the government in dis-
tributing the relief funds, There were
a great many funerals to-day.

BLOODSHED MARKS
COSTA RICAN ELECTION |

Civil War Follows Fighting Be-
tween Supporters of
Candidates.

New Orleans, Aug, 31.—The bloodiest
civil war in the history of Costa Rica
is raging this afternoon, according to
private dispatches just received here
from ‘Port Limon.

According to the dispatches, the fight-
ing has been brought about by the
riots between the supporters of Jiminez
and Rafael Inglesais, presidential can-
didates. The trouble was also aug-
mented by the capturing of a filibus-
tering expedition near the Nicaragua
boider.

Jiminez is alleged to be the puppet
of President Zelaya, of Nicaragua, who
‘s credited with being the author of the
proposed scheme to consolidate all cen-
tral American republics under one
head. He adso0 is charged with assem-
bling 4,000 of his followers at San Jose,
and to have issued an edict to the ef-
fect that any attempt to count him out |
of the presidential race in the proposed |
conselidation woutd result in a b]oodyf
war. |

The government party insists that the ‘
captured filibusterers are being backed
by Zelaya who is revorted to be work-
ing hard to secure the election of Jim-
inez.

Although very few details are given
in the dispatches from Port Limon, it
is feared that scores already have been
killed. Roth factions appear to have an
abundance of firearms and ammunition,
and it is feared that much loss of life
will result before the civil war can be
suppressed.

The balloting was finished to-day,
and it is belleved that Don Ricardo
Jimihez has been elected president.

MANY PERISH IN
WRECK OF STEAMER

Vessel Strikes Reef on Isle of
Pines—Bodies of Ten
Sailors Found.

Havana, Aug. 31.—The steamer Nic-
holas, which left here August 21st with
a crew of 26 men and two passengers,
was found a total wreck on a reef of
the Isle of Pines to-day,

The indications are that all of the
crew and passengers perished when the
steamer went to pieces on the reef.

The discovery of the wreck was fol-
lowed by finding ten bodies of the
crew which had been washed upon the

beach.

ARTICLES SATISFACTORY

Pugilist Ratifies Action Taken
By Manager

San Francisco, Cal., Aug. 3l.—Rati-
fication of the action of Sam Berger in
signing tentative articles with Jack
Johnson in Chicago several weeks ago
is the substance of a cablegram re-
ceived to-day by Berger from Jim Jef-
fries who is at present in Germany.

He said
that following the ™Plymouth inter-
view with Jeffries, he wrote him a
long explanatory letter, to which
to-day’s cablegram was the reply.
Berger continued:

“The big fellow will return within
six weeks, and I hope by that time to
have arranged with some club to han-
dle the fight, Now that I have Jeffries’
assurance I can go ahead gnd consider
offers from promoters.

“Jommson probably knows what he is
doing when he arranges fights, but in
case he is defeated I would cancel any
match with Jeffries. That excuse will

KOSMOS LINER IS
~  DISCHARGING CARGO

Steamer Was at Acapulco at
the Time of the
Earthquake.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

Five hundred tons of nitrate of soda
is being discharged from the Kosmos
liner Assuan, Capt. R, Paessler, at the
outer “dock. The steamer came here
from Hamburg by way of South Am-
erica and Mexico, calling also at San
Francisco. She left most of her Eu-
ropean cargo . at South American
points, picked wup nitrate of soda at
Chili, and at Salina Cruz took 2,500
tons of cargo that had arrived over the
Tehuantepec railway, leaving 2,080
tons at San Francisco and carrying
the other five hundred tons to Seattle.

Prospects For Next Season Are
Very Bright—Current
Charter Rates.

The only grain charter of the week
is that of the British steamer Janeta
to loag wheat at Portland or Tacoma
for the. United Kingdom, says the Com-
mercial News of San Francisco. This
makes the fourth tramp steamer fixed
for grain this season, 'all being taken
at 30s. The other three are the Taun-
ton, Walkure and Ear] of Douglas.

The British steamer Cape Finisterre,
which is due at the Bremerton Navy
Yard, Puget Sound, with coal from
Norfolk within the next
has been chartered on time at £1,050
per month to freight coal from Comox,
B. C., to Guaymas.

Owing to the low freights from the
River Platte, steamers are leaving Ar-
gentine ports in ballast. Among the
number is the British steamer Earl of
Douglas, which is reported coming in
ballast to the North Pacific to take a
grain charter. For the same reason
the British steamer Amberton, well
known here, left Bahia Blanca in bal-
last for Newcastle. At the latter port
she will load coal for San Francisco,
with the expectation of securing a
cargo on this coast. Freights
from the Platte are said to average
only about 7s, the usual rates being
from 15s to 16s.

Liverpool mail advices report nitrate
rates a little firmer at 19s 6d to 20s.
South Australia to United KXingdom,
wheat, has been done at 21s 3d, option
of South Africa 17s 6d; owners are gen-
erally holding out for an advance in
the Australian grain rates. Newcastle,
N. S. W., to San Francisco, steam, has
been done at 14s. .

Coal from Comox to Guaymas has
been done on time charter at £1,050.

Steamship companies engaged in the
transatlantic trade report that the out-
look - for general -freight traffic is
steadily improving, and it is expected
that the latter half of the year will
be much more active than the first
has been. The advance in American
trade as a whole is felt to a-great ex-
tent by the shipping firms, and ships
outward and inward are far better
filled than they have been for some
time past.

This improvement will not 'in all
cases bring the lines to a paying
basis for the year 1909, because the
meager results of operations of the
first six months will offset the advan-
tage gained in the latter half, and it
is probable that the yeéar will be a
time of neither gain nor loss, the good
half being balanced by the bad.

FINAL ESTIMATE
OF WHEAT YIELD

Placed at 118,109,000 Bushels
for Western Canada—Sask-
atchewan’s Advance.

Winnipeg, Sept. 1.—Monday- night
was full moon and incidentally it was
the coldest night of this season in
Winnipeg. Thé mercury dropped to
34, white frost covering the ground, but
the most tender garden stuff does not
appear to be affected. What is a good
deal more to the point, so far as can
be learned, no frost occurred through
the prairie west with the single excep-
tion of Pierson, Man., where four de-
grees were recorded. Quite 76 per cent.
of the spring wheat is now beyond
damage from anything, but very heavy
frosts, say eight to ten degrees, and
ocats, being hardier, are not affected,
even though pretty green by light
frost.

The Free Press yesterday issued its
annual final estimate, which of recent
yeare has nicked well with actual
threshers’ returns. This gives a gen-
eral wheat average for Manitoba of 15
bushels per acre, or 38,130,000 bushels
for the province; for Saskatghewan, 19
bushels average, totalling 70,130,000; for
Alberta, winter wheat, average 29
bushels, total 2,349,000; and Alberta
spring wheat, average 25 bushels, total
7,500,000. This gives a grand total of
118,109,000 bushels of wheat for West-
ern Canada, and is probably a little
on the conservative side, allowance be-
ing made for possible frost damage,

A noteworthy feature is that while
the total wheat yleld is twenty-five to
thirty million bushels in excess of any
previous year, this increase is almost
entirely due to Saskatchewan, which
province by increased acreage and
high average yield for the first time he-
comes the dominating factor, robbing
the old province of Manitoba of its
lead.

Other cereal estimates are as fol-
lows: Manitoba, oats, 43,798,752 bush-
els; barley, 18,000,000 bushels. Saskat-
chewan, oats, 87,600,000 bushels; bar-
ley, 6.900,000. Alberta, oats, 32,600,000;
barley, 5,642,000,

To-day Victoria is entertaining:one
of the most remarkable men of the
times in the person of Lord Strathcona,
High Commissioner of Canada in Lon-
don. Famous all over the British Em-
pire for what he has done and contin-
ues to do in the cause of Empire, Lord
Strathcona started life poor.

The story of his life reads, like a ro-
mance. .In 1838, when Van Buren was
president of the United States, when
Victoria of England had held the throne
but a year, he came into the life of
Canada. At that time he was 18 years
of age. He was born in Scotland of
Highland parents, and came to the new
country to seek fortune.

For nearly thirty years he labored in
the service of the Hudson’s Bay Com-
pany. After ten years of it in the
Labrador wilderness, the record finds
him promoted from the trader’s voca-
tion to be an agent of the company on
the bleak coast of Labrador. Little of
hope there was in that.

Soon he gained the reputation of a
trader who, no matter ho% bad the
season, might always- be relied upon
to show a balance on the right side of
the ledger; and he advanced steadily
from one, post to another, until; in 1868,
the greatest prize, save one; the comi-
pany could give him fell to his lot, and
he was appointed chief executive of-
flcer in Canada, becoming governor-
genera] of the company in 1889.

Nearly fifty years of age, already
possessed of an ample fortune, Donald
Smith after thirty years .of unremitting
toil might well have looked - forward
to spending the rest of his days in
ease,- But in‘ reality ‘his career was
just beginning. For the successful
man of business was ripe for develop-
ment into the business statesman, such
as Cecik Rhodes was.

It was as a special government com-
missioner to- enquire ‘intp the causes
of the Red River rebellion; and, if pos-
sible, to adjust the difficulfies, that he
first came into prominence in Cana-
dian public life. The ability and pru-
dence manifested in the = discharge of
the mission were -so. effeetive in the

i perial

it was essential to the west, and

worked as such a man ean work. The
railway was built, a bond of steel that
has helped to make.the Dominion one
of national importance.

In 1886 came ‘Mr, Smith’s first im-
honor, He was created a
Knight of St. Michael and St. George,
and ten years later -he received a
Knight Grand Cross in the same order.
In 1897 he was raised to the peerage as
Lord Strathcona and Mount Royal
During these years he attained to so
many positions of financial trust that
it would take an index to Keep track
of them., During the closing months
of the Conservative administration
early in 1896 he was appointed Cana-
dian high commissioner in London, The
appointment is a political one, but
when Sir Wilfrid Laurier came into
power shortly afterwards in the same
year, Lord Strathcona still retained of«
fice as if nothing had happened. He
has since held this office,

Lord Strathcona will long be remem-
bered as a philanthropist. Of his pri-

tell, and ‘that is himself. As his great
public endowments hayve had, so far as
he could make them, a private chare
acter there can be no record of those
relatively small gifts whereby he has
gladdened many hearts and lightened
much suffering. These are subjects
upon which not even his intimate
friends can speak to Lord Strathcona;
he will put them aside, courteously al-
ways and with that odd mixture of
urbanity and firmness that is the char-
acteristic of his manner.

But there are several of his gifts that
cannot be easily concealed and will, be
remembrances of him so long as the
city ‘'of Montreal shall remain upon her
foundations. Jointly with Lord Mount-
Stephen he set apart one million dol-
lars to erect a free hospital in Montreal
to commemorate the jubilee of Queen
Victoria in 1887. Later, when the
building had been erected on the side
of the mountain they gave equally in
the sum of $800,000 to endow the insti-
tution. There can be no finer site for
an hospital in the world. It overlooks
the whole city and the valley of the
St. Lawrence. This hospital, the Royal
Victoria, as it is called, is one of the
best equipped’ institutions on this con-
tinent.

Vietoria city has a monument to his
beneficence in the Strathcona ward of
the Royal Jubilee hospital.

He has given probably several mil-
lion dollars toward, the cause of edu-
cation in Canadd. Most of this has
gone to McGill university of Montreal.
The foundation of the Royal Victoria
college for.the higher education of wo~
men is bne of the most  popular and
useful:bequests to this - university.

Onacof the marked features of Lord
Strathcona’s character is his loyalty to
every one and everything appertaining
to the Hudson’s Bay Company. If you

want- to see him, --brighten, mention
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gsettlement of these troubles that the
opinion was widespread in the west
that the offices ‘of Donald Smith, if
given scope at an earlier date would
have prevented the uprising. '
Hitherto known to a comparatively
limited sphere, the Hudson Bay Com-
pany officer, while retaining his posi-
tion as chief commissioner, now in
1870 stepped into the arena of poli-
tics at a most important point in the
history of the west. In thé following
year he represented Winnipeg™ in’ the
first legislature of the new province
and only the men of western' Canada,
can realize all the west has since owed
to thiss man, He was fifty’ years old
then and brought the cumulative ex-
perience and strength of many years
to his new duties,

The powers of statesmanship, which
have won the encomiums of able men
on both sides of the ocean, were at
once apparent in him, training in the
guidance of men and choice of pol-
icy having been already received in
the services of the company. His ad-
vent into federal politics marked a
fuller realization in legislative circles
of the possibilities of the vast region
lying between the “Grand Portage”
and the 'Pacific, and of Canada's duty
to strengthen her position as an integ-
ral Dominion.

Provision for a  transcontinental
railway, which he perceived to be a ne-
cessity, was urged upon parliament by
Mr. Smith, as well as Sir John Mac-
donald and Sir Charles Tupper. Here
the tenacity and self-reliant courage
that had marked hig life from youth
was again apparent. ®pposition _to
a railway scheme that struck many
as quite disproportionate, was tre-

WHEAT PROVES
ATTRACTIVE SUBJECT

Again Discussed by Experts at
Meetings of British
Association.

Winnipeg, Sept. 1.—Wheat received
attention in nearly every section - of
the British Association yesterday. The
engineering department had two pa-
pers on the subject, and no papers
were followed with more interest. Sir
William - White, president of the sec-
tion, was particularly interested and
continually fired questions at the
speakers. One paper was by G. Har-
court, deputy minister of agriculture,
of Alberta, and the other by W. B.
Lanigan, of the C.P.R.

The paper by Mr. Harcourt dealt
with the development of the grain in-
dustry in Western Canada, and its fu-
ture possibilities. He traced in_ detail
the history of grain growing .in the
West and followed this with some in-
teresting predictions as to the future.
Of the country which is known.he
placed the area capable of producing
grain at 220,000,000 acres. The total
area in crop last year was 11,257,870
acres, producing a total crop of 240,-
000,000. This was not the end. There
was a great northern country, the
Mackenzie Basin, which was capable
of producing grain. To all of this must
be added the result of what sciepce
and experiment will bring in the way
of earlier and more suitable varieties
of grain.

Prof. Somercille, of Oxford Univer-
sity, followed with a masterly resume
of the world’s outlook for timber sup-
plies, and he found the prospect to be
not a reassuring one. A. Knechtel, of
the Dominion forest service, then read
a carefully prepared paper by R. H.
Campbell, the Dominion forester, up-
on Canada's timber resources, which
was well received and followed by an
animated discussion,

The itinerary of the trip through the
West hag now been settled and prac-
tically all of the members will go
through to the coast.

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RUSSIAN COUNTESS
- SECURES DAUGHTER

Czar Orders Father to Hand
Over Child to Her
Mother.

Chicago, Sept. 1.—That the long arm
of the Little Father of All the Russias
was largely instrumental in restoring
to the Countess Gizycki, formerly Miss
Eleanor 'Patterson of Chicago, her
three-year-old daughter Felicia, alleged
to have been kidnapped by the Count
Gizycki, {s apparent from the facts that
have just become public,

The search for the titled daughter of
the American heiress after she disap-
peared a year ago, led all over the
civilized world, and was ended recently
in the Count’s own land, Russia. The
details of the arrangement by which he
was compelled to. relinquish the little
girl were not made public at that time
and were the subject of much conjec-
ture and excited discussion in court
circles on the tontinent. According to
J, Medill Patterson of Chicago, cousin
of the Countess, the child was restored
only after the announcement of an im-
perial command. Patterson said:

““The case was exceptional insofar as
it came under the jurisdiction of no
regular Russian tribunal.

‘“The Emperor of Russia deigned to
intervene, and by imperia] command to
restore the child to the Countess’ pos-
session. Through the imperial chan-
cery of requestsy,. an order was issued
that she be protected in its possession
in Russia or abroad so far as lay in
the power of the Russian diplomatic
representatives.”

The separation of the Countess and
her husband, which was followed by
the kidnapping of the child from the
Countess’ apartments in London a year
ago, caused a distinct sensation in half
a dozen capitals. It was rumored that
the Patterson millions, with their pe-
culiar prestige, were largely instru-
mental in quieting the demands of the
noble father of little Felicia.

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PROF. MACOUN'S
GREAT WORK

FAMOUS SCIENTIST
IS VISITING CITY

He Will Remain Here Until
British Association Dele-
gates Arrive.

A man is as old as he feels. Some
men are old at sixty while others are
young at eighty. Professor. Macoun
is young at eighty, or will be next
yvear, for he is now but three-score and
nineteen years of age, ten years
younger than Lord Stmsathcona. He is
still able to climb mountains, take
long tramps through the woods, dredge
For crustaceans or dig for clams. He
enjoys life to the full, but is never
satisfied unless engaged in his life
work.

This week Professor Macoun is
Bpending in Victoria. He is getting in
touch with some of the local field
workers in the line of botany, zoology,
and other branches of natural science.
He will be here when the members of
the British Association come to the
coast next week, and he will meet his
chief, Hon. William Templeman, before
he leaves for the East, carrying his
thousands of specimens which he has
vollected during the summer. These
specimens will be used to stock the
new museum which is being built at
Ottawa, and in readiness for which
thousands of birds and animals have
Rlready been collected.

John Macoun, M.A., F.R.Sc., one of
the original twenty chosen by the
Marquis of Lorne to form the Can-
adian branch of the Royal Society,
nas been identified with the develop-
ment of Western Canada since the year
{872, when he first crossed the plains
with Sir Sandford Fleming at the time
he looked eover the surveys for the
original Canadian Pacific railway.
With Sir Sandford he travelled from
Port Arthur to Edmonton, from which
place he was sent on a branch expedi-
tion to explore the Peace River pass.
The pass was found and left behind
them in the latter part of October, and
after considerable hardship and days
and nights of weary travelling reached
Victoria December 12th. Since that
time the professor has made many
trips to the capital of British Colum-
bia, and to other parts of Western
Canada. In 1875 he came to Victoria
by way of San Francisco, and returned
by way of the Peace River pass, down
that river to Lake Athdbasca and
mpeross the plains to Winnipeg, return-
Ing East by way of St. Pauls, to Belle-
Ville,

In 1877 his report of the ‘country
was published, and a third Western
‘rip was organized in 1879, when ten
parties were sent to examine the
prairie country. Professor Macoun had
tharge of the most southerly of these,
and when he returned he reported that
the land which had before been re-
ported W®seless was not bad land. Be-

fore that time the maps showed 30,000

square miles of Canada as being part
of the Great.American desert. The
reports of the other parties were given
to "um, and from these he wrote the
railway report of 1879-80.

A change of government taking place
Professor Macoun was again sent out
by Colonel Denis, under the govern-
ment of Sir John Macdonald, to in-
vestigate the so-called bad lands of
Manitoba and Saskatchewan. Other
travellers who had preceded him re-
ported that all the prairie country was
barren. This the professor contra-
dicted and showed that a country
which could carry millions of b#ffalo,
glk and other animals could not pos-
gibly be barren, especially when the
grass on the whole of it was higher
than his knees. There were no bad
lands on the prairies was his report,
but he found it difficult to make the
authorities believe it.

In 1879 Professor Macoun wag per-
manently attached to the government
service, and since 1881 he has been on
the geological staff. After his appoint-
ment his first duty was to work up the
plants of the Dominion. The result of
the work was published in two volumes
of 1,200 pages. While this was under
preparation notes were being accumu-
jated on the birds and mammals of the
country. A catalogue with notes on
the birds of Canada was then pub-
lished, giving information as to their
nesting habits and distribution. This
has been out of print or some time
past, and a second edition with addi-
tional notes is now in the press and
will be publish-@ in the near futnre.

The notes fo- * book on-the mam-
mals of Canad« is all ready for publi-
cation, and the professor says that if
he is unable to see it published the
work will be continued by his son, who
is also a worker along the same line.

Professor Macoun has given a good
deal of attention to Vancouver Island
veventiy. Last year he collected speci-
meng of the woods and 1,000 species of
plants. TUnder his direction, C. F.
Young, the biological assistant, also
made a collection of crabs and starfish
at the biologicai station at Departure
Bay.

At Ucluelet this year an enormous
amount of work has been done and
material collected. Fifty species of
small fishes had been taken, all of
which provide food for the larger fish,
and which themselves live on crusta-
ceans and minute creatures. Other col-
Jections include 150 seaweeds, 600 plants
and 30,000 shells.

The professor says he hopes the
work will be continued, and the breed-
ing grounds and fishing banks thor-
oughly explored in order that the work
may be of real value from a commer-
otal and economic point of view, It is
necessary to understand the food of
the edible fish, the enemies, the con-
ditions of life, and all the’life history
in order that the best means of ex-
ploiting and protecting them may be
found.

In his work on the coast the head of
the department has had valuable as-
sistance from his co-werkers, C. F.
‘Young, biological assistant, and Wil-
liam Spreadborough, fleld assistant,
both of whom have been engaged in
#imilar work for many years,

CONSERVATION OF
WATER POWER

Speaker at Congress Praises
Work of Roosevelt and
Pinchott.

Seattle, Wash., Aug. 27.—Jos. N. Teal
of Portland, Ore., delivered the keynote
address at the opening of the National
Conservation Congress yesterday, in
which he praised Chief of Forestry
Pinchot, and outlined the so-called
Roosevelt conservation policies. He
spoke in part as follows.

“Conservation means that the wel-
fare of the people as a whole should
be considered rather than the enrich-
ment of the few. The people are
awakening and the battle is now on
for the preservation of the rights of
the public to the public wealth.”

Teal urged that it is morally wrong
for congress or any state legislature
to grant rights to the public domain
in perpetuity because the present gen-
eration, he said, has no right to legis-
late for future ones which have their
own problems to work out and their
own lives to live.

“When any attempt is made to cor-
rect evils resulting from this miscon-
ception of power, or misconduct of our
representatives, straightway there is
drafted into service the time-serving
and ancient defender of every wrong,
our well-known friend, ‘vested rights.’
No matter what the basis of this right,
whether the bloody sword of the con-
queror or the grafting aldermanic hero
of a Broadway steal, ‘vested rights’ is
there claiming protection for ‘vested
interests.’

“A striking illustration of what I
mean is the policy of granting water
powers in perpetuity, If to-day it were
proposed in this state to grant under a
blanket law all of its water powers
to one man, or 'to one corporation, pub-
lic opinion would. drive dishonored
from the state, every participant in
the act. Yet, as a matter of fact,
every legislature in every state of the
union excepting the state or Oregon,
can to-day grant to one man and to
his heirs and assigns forever every
water power over which the state has
jurisdiction. Morever, investigations
have disclosed that it is a fact that
there exists to-day a scheme by which
unless restrained in some way, sub-
stantially all of the water powers of
this country will be concentrated in the
hands of a few men. Such a monopoly
as this, if it should come to its full
fruition, will overshadow all others in
importance and power,

“It is a matter of fact that ex-Pres-
ident Roosevelt regards the inaugura-
tion of the conservation movement as
the greatest act of his administration.
To inaugurate it requires a Roosevelt;
to' continue ‘it will take men inspired
by the same unselfish devotion to the
public good,

“Fortunately we have as a leader one
who for years past has stood steadfast
and true in the interests of the people
—one who in season and out of season
has never faltered, but has ever upheld
the banner of conservation, one who
above all others, is responsible for this
great movement and who, in my judg-
ment, represents the high type of Am-
erican citizenship. I refer to Gifford
Pinchot.”

Teal quoted from President Taft's
speech at the conference of governors
at Washington, D, C., last December,
in which Mr. Taft praised Mr. Pinchot
and declared himself for conservation
and from letters and speeches of Mr.
Taft sinee he has been in the White
House,

“Those enjoying special . privileges
and who wish to secure more are loud-
est in their outcries and most persist-
ent in their opposition,” he declared,
‘“and those who stand for the public
rights must gird on their armor and be
up and doing.”

Shooting Follows Quarrel Re-
garding a Drink of
Wine.

GREATLY IMPROVED

Work on the Annieville Bar
Proves Success—Dredge
in Operation.

”

New Westminster, Aug. 26.—The An-
nieville bar, the most dangerous spot
for large shipping on the river, has
been conquered, and in the future the
largest of ocean-going vessels will be
able to pass without thought of danger.

Last year the Dominion government

ilt a large wing dam on ‘the south
side” of the river, on the recommenda-
tion of Resident Engineer G. A. Keef-
ér. The high water proved to be
too strong for the dam and carried
part of it away. But it did its work
before collapsing, and the remaining
part is apparently sufficient to con-
tinue the work. Soundings taken last
week showed that there was over 21
feet of water in the channel at this
point in all but one place, where for
a very short distance there were only
19 feet. The soundings were taken at
extreme low tide and are exceedingly
satisfactory to the engineer,

Seen regarding the work of this
and the other dams, Mr, Keefer stated
that all had done the work expected
of them and that only the one had
been damaged. This was.due to the
filling of the dam having been too
fine. It was possible that the dam
was built too long in the first place,
and it would be left at the present
length long enough to determine
whether this was the case or not. If
it had to be built out again, the work
would be made solid enough *o stand
any assault of the river,

Profiting by the experience gained
in the recent freshet, the c¢ngineering
staff is strengthening the outey ends
of the dams on Lulu and Annacis isl-
ands. The snag boat Sampson is en-
gaged on the work and is filling in
between the rows of piles with heavy
logs and tree trunks.

Engineer Keefer expressed ‘he con-
between that there would be no more
trouble with the Annieville bar in the
future.

The snag boat Sampson is at work
at the mouth of the river, taking
soundings in connection with the an-
nual government survey.

OF RESOURCES

AMERICAN PEOPLE

ALIVE TO NECESSITY

British Columbia Delegates Re-
turn From Seattle Greatly
Pleased.

Hon. F. J. Fulton and’' A, C. Flumer-
felt, of the provincial timber and fores-
try commission, and L. H. Solly, land
agent of the E. & N. Railway Co., have
returned from Seattle, where they were
attending the sessions of the first Na-
tional Conservation Congress. The
commissioners were there by invitation
of the Washington Conservation Asso-
ciation, organizers of the congress and
all felt that the time was well spent.

In addition to meeting Gifford Pin-
chot, chief forester of the United States
and chairman of the joint committee
on conservation as between the states
and the nation, the commissioners met
a number of gentlemen closely connect-
ed with thé work of preserving the for=
ests in the neighboring wunion. Mr.
Pinchot  very courteously placed him-
self at the disposition of the commis-
sioners on Friday afternoon and gave
them a deal of useful information in
regard to the methods of forest pro-
tection and re-afforesting practiced by
the bureau of which he is the head.

The congress, which took organized
form as. a national body before ad-
journing on Saturday, was the outcome
of a feeling which has been. growing
for some ‘years that both the federal
and state legislatures have been prodi-
gal of the nation’s national assets and
that these are being used wastefully
by many of the corporations into whose
hands they have come. Numerous
state conservation associations have
been organized and now the national
association will add the weight of -its
influence to the movement for conser-
vation, not only of the national re-
sources but of human life and health.
Many well-known men addressed the
congress, among them Mr, Pinchot,
secretary Ballinger of Seattle, head of
the department of the interior; Dr.
Geo. C. Pardee, former governor of
California; Federal Judge C. H. Hans-
ford, and Judge Thomas Burke, Seat-
tle; John Barrett, director of the In-
ternational Bureau of American Re-
publics; Joseph H. Teal, chairman of
the Oregon Conservation Commission;
Prof. Louis G. Carpenter, of Colorado;
Prof. C, E. Condra, of Nebraska; Ber-
nard N. Baker, of Maryland, who was
elected president of the national asso-
ciation; and Francis J. Heney, the San
Francisco lawyer and prosecutor of
grafters. & 5

British. Columbia ‘was represented
among thé speakers by Hon. Mr. Fulion
and Mr, Solly¥.” The actual business of
the congress began with a series of
five-minute talks on what conservation
was doing in particular states. The
chief commissioner of lands and works
told what Britfsh Columbia has done
to conserve its water and what it is
now doing to save its immense forests
and conserve them for future genera-
tions as well-as the present. At a sub-
sequent session Mr, Solly spoke on fire
protection. e

The Pinchot-Ballinger controversy
was not resumed at this congress, al-
though it was in the home city of the
secretary of the interior, perhaps be-
cause at Spokane and Denver both the
friends of Mr. Pinchot won out. At
Seattle a telegram was redd from
President Taft pledging himself to con-
servation, Secretary Ballinger said the
message voiced his own sentiments and
the congress passed a resolution by an
overwhelming xpajority calling for the
protection of water rights. Mr, Pin-
chot, who threughout the meetings was
given a most flattering reception every
time he rose to speak, predicted that
tnere will be a hot fight at the next
session of congress over the question
of safeguarding what water rights are
left. N

SCIENTISTS READ
PAPERS AT CONVENTION

Sir Duncan Johnston Reviews
Results of Exploration
During Year.

Winnipeg, Aug. -27.—The majority of
the papers read at the opening sessions
of the sections of the British '‘Associa-
tion Congr§ss yesterday were neces-
sarily technical, but others, such as Dr.
Robert Bell’s paper on the Hudson Bay
route, were of popular as well as scen-
tific interest. The properties of radium
were discussed by Prof. J. H. Poynt-
ing, in the mathematical and physical
science section.

The president of the mathematical
section, Prof. E. Rutherford, late of
McGill University, and now of the
University of Cambridge, in his open-
ing remarks outlined the modern
proofs of the molecular theory, and
gave some of the remarkable results
arrived at in atomatic measurements.

The president ot the geographical
section, Sir Duncan Johnston, in his
address reviewed the principal results
of exploration during the past year
including the journey of Lieut. Shack-
leton into the Antarctic circie, and al-
so discussed questions of policy with
regard to surveying and reproduction
of maps, giving the practice of sev-
eral countries and making recom-
mendations.

Prof. S. J. Chapman, in his inaugural
as chairman of section “F,” to which
subjects relating to economid science
and statistics are referred, dealt with
the question of wages and leisure of
workmen,

At the conclusion, a vote of thanks
was moved. by Dr. Bonar, who re-
marked that if factories were going to
run several shifts a day it would mean
that they would be running all day.
and he did not like the idea. He was
in accord 'with Dr. Chapman in his
leaning towards a shorter working day
and the provision of more leisure.

The opening paper of the engineer-
ing section was by Sir John Thorny-
croft, on hydroplanes, or skimmers, In
which was pointed out the develor-
ments which have taken place and the
experiments which are being carried
on towards the finding of suitable mod-
els for high speeds.

ARGUMENT HEARD IN
BOUNDARY TAX CASE

S

B. C. Copper Company Appeals
Against Assessment by
Government.

Greenwood, Sept. 1. — A provin-
cial government assessment case -in
which the government seeks to col-
lect some $32,000 in back taxes and
which involved some points of more
than usual interest, was heard here
before by C. R. Hamilton, K. C., of
Rossland, acting as judge of the court
of revision. This was the appeal of the
B. C. Copper Company against an as-
sessment of $800,000 for income for
the years 1901 to 1907. Four.per cent.
on this or $32,000, is the amount of
taxes that is involved. After hearing
the evidence and addresses of counsel
Mr. Hamilton reserved judgment.

The company has always made its
return of the two per cent. tax on the
output of the Mother Lode mine which
it operates, but has never paid any-
thing on account of income from its
smelter or its profits on custom ore,
etc. Finally John Kirkup, assessor, of
Rossland, placed an assessment of
$800,000 on the company for income
during the years 1901 to 1907. If this
assessment is sustained the company
will be liable for taxes to the amount
already mentioned.

The company at once appealed
against the assessment and the case
came before Mr. Hamilton, J. A. Mac-
donald, K.C., of Rossland, and I. H.
Hallett of Greenwood, appeared for the
company, and R, S, Lennie of Nelson
for the assessor. After some argument
as to whether taxes should be levied
on gross or net income, the taking of
evidence was commenced, the question
being left for settlement later. The
witnesses for the company were all of-
ficials, W. H. Wilson, accountant; J.
S. Eggleton, of New York, secretary,
and J. E. McAllister, general manager.
For the government the witnesses
were John Kirkup, assessor of Rossland |
and W. J. Goepel of Nelson, provincial
inspector of public offices. Mr, Kirkup
merely gave evidence as to the making
of the assessment, while Mr, Goepel
produced an eloborate statement to
show that the amount fixed by the as-
sesscr, approximately $800,000, as the
company’s income for the years in
question was correct,

In his argument Mr. Macdonald again
raised the question as to whether the
company should be assessed on its gross
or its net income, the latter being the
figures shown by the profit and loss
account in its book. These are much
less than the gross income for whieh
the company was assessed by Mr.
Kirkup. Mr. Lenie addressed the court
in support of the assessor's figures,
after which Mr. Hamilton announced
that he would reserve judgment on the
whole question of the appeal.

BRIGHT OUTLOOK FOR
BIG BEND COUNTRY

Mineral Deposits of the District
Still Practically Un-
touched.

Nelson, Sept. 1. — G, C. Taylor, of
Phoenix, who has made several trips
into the Big Bend country during the
summer, says that while the district is
yet somewhat hampered by the lack of
transportation facilities he sees a great
future before it.

*“The mineral deposits of the Big
Bend country,” said Mr, Taylor, .“are
still practically- untouched, but there
is every prospect of a revival of the
activity of the early sixties taking
place in the very near future. There
is a considerable amount of hydraulic
mining going on there just now, and
everything points to a rapid develop-
ment throughout that section of Koot~
enay.”

Mr. Taylor is operating the Mont-
gomery group of claims on Downie
creek and the McGregor group on Le-
forma. creek, both of which he says are
making splendid showings as the re=«
sult of development work during the
summer by the staff of men he has
at work, The former is a copper prop-
erty situated 45 miles north of Revel-
stoke, while the later is only 20 miles
distant. The ore of the McGregor
group is silver lead.

“The timber areas of that country,”
continued Mr. Taylor, *“are unsur=
passed anywhere and stretch for 50 or
60 miles to the. north of Revelstoke.
The timber is all under license and
some is being cut. The Big Bend
Lumber Company has several camps
throughout that district, the farthest
north of which is that at the junction
of- Downie creek and the Columbia
river. They are taking out a good
quantity of timber which is being
brought down the Columbia river to
their mill at Revelstoke.”

WILL RUSH WORK
AT PRINCE RUPERT

Grand Trunk Pacific Yards
Will Be Extended Im-
mediately.

The extension of the city yards wil}
be built' immediately; so E. J. Chame«
berlin informed the Prince Rupert Op=
timist. From the present saw mill, &
distance of about two miles or so, grad<
ing will be rushed with all dispatch,
and it is expected it will be finished
by spring. This track will be for the
convenience of the government wharf
and the owners of the waterfront
leases.

“I am afraid that we can’t lay steel
beyond the limits of Kaien Island this
fall,” said Mr, Chamberlin. “It looks
as though the bridge over Zanardi
rapids will hold us back. However, we
will start just as, soon as possible in
the spring, and should be up to Copper
river by midsummer,

“We can’t do any building until the
terminal grading is' complete. The
shops will go on the back side of the
*grading, and of course that will be the
last to be finished, which will be some
time before spring I hope. It is too
early yet to speak about a station and
offices.”

He came from Van-
couver by the yacht Dolaura, which

TRADE OF JAPAN

CAPTAINS- OF INDUSTRY
VISITING UNITED STATES

m— —one

Tour Will Include All Import-
ant Cities on Pacific
Coast.

Seattle, Wash., Sept. 1.—Forty-six
representatives of the highest commer-
cial interests of the Japanese Empire,
who have been designated by  their
government as honorary commission-
ers, arrived in Seattle to-day from
Yokohama on the Great Northern
Steamship Company’s liner Minnesota.
Headed by Baron Shibusawa, presi-
dent of the First Bank of Japan, as
chairman, the party includes a repre-
sentation from the largest trade in-
stitutions of the Orient.

After a four days’ stay in Seattle
they will leave for a tour of American
cities, including all the important Pa-
cific coast points, to continue eighty-
four days, for the purpose of estab-
lishing closer trade relations between
the two countries. In addition to the
forty-six delegates, the Japanese party
includes the wives of four members and
the secretaries to Baron and Baroness
Shibusawa.

Of the aspirations of himself and as-
sociates for the success of the trade
movement now well launched, Baron
Shibusawa to-day said:

“We come with the slogan, ‘know
each other’ as paramount. Pleasant
weather from the hour of our depar-
ture seems an omen of success. I do
not believe that there exists in the
family of nations two more friendly
than the United Satates and Japan.

“Our people believe fully-thdt where
trade relations are big enough a con-
dition of substantial friendliness has
been established, ' where no* army or
navy is needed to maintain peace.
Trade means peace, and to enlarge ‘our
commercial relations on' this “basis’is
the important aim of this party.” '

The Winnebago, which stranded at
Point Arena, Cal., while on a coasting
voyage, and became a total loss, was
insured for $100,000, about  $70,000 of
which was placed in Lendon.

Premiums for 1909 amount to but $1,-
250,000, and in seven months the losses
have already reached more than - $800,-
000.
