o ho functions of the personal representative of a deceased person to pay 
the debts of the deceased, but it Is no part of the design of our Order to pay 
snob debts ; that which Odd Fellowship bestows is for the comfort of a bre 
her and his family, and to relieve and administer to their personal and 

present needs. If we pay the personal representative, he must use the money 
as he does the other funds of the estate. He will have no right to withheld 
it from creditors and devote It to the family.
