A Californis Freacher on wu{e.

San Francisco Alta: At the Episcopal
Charch in Riverside, March 25, the Rev.
B. W. R. Taylor preached a sermon
which has been the cause of much dis-
cussion in that thriving town. That
part of the sermon which has been most
commented on is as follows:

‘‘But even high license fails to remove

are some thoughtful men who tell us that
our legislation is entirely wrong; that we
should discrimiaate between the kinds
of liguor against which we legislate, since
different kinds of liquor contain different
quantities of alcohol, some being directly
injurions and others distinctly beneficial.
Aund the arguments they bring forward
cannot be overlooked. They have a solid
mass of facts and statistios which neither
prohibition nor high license can show.
Their argament, in & nut shell, is this:
Increase the tax on %vhilkoy, brandy, rum
and ardent spirits, and lessen the tax on
light wines, ale and beer. This will
cheapen the lighter kinde of liquor and
make dearer the articles containing the
greatest percentage of alcohol. They say
that nine out of ten men would prefer to
pay five cents for a glass of claret or ange-
lica than 25 cents for a glass of whiskey,
and 1t would not do them one-tenth as
much harm, There is a good deal more
reasoniong in this than appears at first sight,
and it is a matter to be well thought over.,
The advocates of this system point to Eng-
land, where brandy, and rum, and gin and
whiskey are cheap and wine is dear, as
the most drunken nation on the face of the
earth; and to France and Germany, Spain
and Italy, where the reverse is the case,
as the most temperaie. If California, by
the manufacture of a pure, light wine,
should drive the beastly whiskey business
out of the country, don’t you think the
United States would be far better off mor-
ally, physically, socially and financially.

*‘I don’t believe the Almighty gave us
the golden graiu of our harvest fields for
the purpose of making whiskey any more
thao He gave us the sugar cane for mak-
iog rum.

New Men and Money.

The London Timber Trades Jour-
. nal appears to have been acquiring a
, very erroneous idea of Canadian
sentiment in reference to the desira-
| bility of an iuflux of American capi-
tal and American trade generally.
Discussing the proposed bill to place
lumber on the free list in the United
States that paper says :—
“Canadians may pretend what
they like, but we question very much
if t{oy would not welcome with open
arms the new men and money which
directly the Bill passed would hasten
to bestow themselves upon her.”

- We may remark that there are no
Cansdians, save the monopolist man-
facturers and the addle-heads in the
employ of the government, who are
not anxions to welcome new men
and money to develop the resources
of the country, and if there is any
growth of the annexation sentiment
i Canada, it is almost entirely due
to the fact that the people . fear they
will never be permitted to enjoy the
free trade relations with the United
States, which are so vital to their
irterests, save throngh political
union. Thereis not more thah one
man out of every hundred in Canada
who makes any pretence whatever of
not desiring:the freest commercial
intercourse with all countries, and
particularly with the United States,
which they recognise as their natural
market. Our London friends in the
timber trade 'should not allow them-
selves to .be misled by Canadian
cranks.

A Judlcial Outrage.

We have, heretofore, refrained
trom \expreaing any decided opinion
in rpference to the course of the Su-
preme Court of New Brunswick in
jts pursuit of Mr. Hawke, editor of
the Moncton Transcripé,for contempt,
because, however wrong the proceed-
ings might appear, we recognised the

| duty of refraining from comment,

while the matter was pending before

| that body. Now that the Court has

passed a sentence, the severity of
which 1ndicates that its temper has
outrun its dignity, it seems fitting to
say that public sentiment, in this
part of the provinoe, at4east; is with

| the defendant, and the respect here-

tofore entertained for the Bench of
the province has not been “increased
by the proceedings, from first to last.

The language employed by Mr.
Hawke in reference to the Court,
was, no doubt, pointed, and calculat-
ed to lower it in_ppblic esteem, and
it constituted contempt, but the pro-
vocation was undeniably great, and,
we think it would have been better
for al] gopierned, in view of all the
tacts sdrrounding the cage, had it
been allowed to pass - without official
notice., It may be that the circum-
stances were not fully knownto those
who initiated the proceedings. If,
however, they were, it is not easy to
understand what the prosecutors
hoped to gain by taking steps which
they must have known would lead to
their widest publicity—the procla-
mation of a condition of things which
could have no other result than
showing that those, at least, in whose
action the cause of offence origin-
ated had,—in the face of positive
warning and by their own subse-
quent admissions—caused a failure
of justice, and been guilty of conduct
upon the bench which constituted
the gravest contempt of court and
created & feeling of humiliation in all
who desire to see the dignity of the
judiciary maintained on the lines of
its honored traditions. This, how-
ever, was a question of policy, and
the mistake of setting the law in
motion against Mr, Hawke was
“‘made. All the proceedings taken
thereafter may have been correct in
law, but they do not commend them-
selves to the public mind as being
consistent with nineteenth century
ideas of justice, No reasonable man
can be found to object to even the
lowest court in the land exercising
the fullest powers and /most sum-
mary processes in protecting itself
against any interference with its

{ prooeedings, its order or the freest
| operation of all the functions by

which its conclusions are to be reach-
ed. But when any court has de-
cided a public matter, it ought not
to bearmed with all the power and
machinery of the law to ‘administer
the punishment of criminals to those
who question the justice, honesty or
legality of its decisions. The public
have been taught to believe that the
processes and power of the Star
Chamber are amongst the things of
the past and that British justice has
long since made it impossible for any
man—from the country justice to
the highest judicial officer of the
Crowu—to sit a8 judge of a case in
which he is an intereated party, but
let it now be known thas this helief
is only a fiction and that one of the
most important safeguards by which
justice to and theliberty of British
subjects have been supposed to be
secured is not recognised by the
Supreme Court of New Brunswick.
That court seems to assume that if
any of its members choosc to ontrage
law, defeat the ends of justice, and
otherwise cause public contempt for
their judicial charaeter, it is justified
in muzzling those who comment on
their conduct, by seizing and throw_
ing them into jail like felons and in-
posing finee on them which i has
reason to believe they are not in a
position to pay. If this is the law

S—

of the land, it is disgraceful that it |
should, be 5o, and our Supreme Court
would have acted the wiser pars: had
it hesitated before putting it’ in
motion. :

We may be asked what we would
have the Court do, when we admit
that Mr. Hawke went further in his
criticisms than we think he ought tor
have done? Mr. Hawke's statements
undoubtedly fyrnished ground for
libel proceedings. Had /similar
statements been made in reférence to
a minister of the Gospel or ‘a mer-
chant, neither would or could be
permitted to constitute himself a
court and jury and punish the of.
fender, but would have to take such
proceedings as would make it neces-
gary tor both parties to be heard be-
fore a disinterested judge and jury.
It was open to the judges in this
case to take that course, but they
must have feared a disinterested in-
vestigation and, therefore, resolved
to try the case for themselves.
Having reached this determination
it was to be expected that they
would realise the fact that the public
would watch them narrowly and
public judgraent criticise their one-
sided proceedings closely. It is
therefore not & matter of wonder
that the severity of the sentence
passed upon Mr. Hawko has alien-
ated whatever there was of sentiment
in their favor, Had they imprison.
ed him for a few hours, or even a
week, it would have been assumed

hat having made the mistake of

undertaking a disagreeable task, they
could not recede and were obliged to
punish the offender; and they wduld
have retained some sympathy if the
punishment had been only nominal,
They may assert that the sentence is
the lightest they could impose and
that they are not actuated by a feel
ing beaeath the dignity of a court,
but public opinion will not view it
in that way, and public judgment
declares that the power exercised by
our Supreme Court in this case is
one that ought not to be in their
hands, because it is against the fan-
damental principles that underlie the
administration of justice and have
been understood to guard the liberty
of the subject.

The XElectoral Lists.

The people of Canada do not appear
to realise a!l that is involved in the
Gov t'y proposition to have the
electoral lists printed at Ottawa.
The cost willlnot be lessened by the
change, although there is a pretence
set up that it will, while the early date
at which the work will commence, and
which is necéssary to the centralising
proocess, will practically lead to the dis-
franchisement of many who should
vote. Moreover, it is well known to
those who have had experience in such
wnatters that such lists can only be
properly printed in the districts for
which they are prepavei; aud that it is
very necessary, in order that the great-
est accuracy should be attained, that
printers and revisorsshould have easy
communication with each other. The
fact grows more and more apparent
that the lawis a miserable - failure in
every respect, that it is as unnecessary
as it is cumbersome and expeusive, an
infringement on the rights of the dif-
ferent provinces and another of the
many violations of the unders tandines
with which Confederation was accepted.

Sir Richard Cartwiight said that the
finance minister had read his financial
statemeunts carefully and well, but towards
the close of his speech the old Adam seem-
ed to return, and the house heard a little
of the old time misreprasentation and dis-
tortion of fact. (Cheers.) He rediculed
8ir Charles Tupper’s statement that Liber-:
als had no fixed policy and referred to the
present government’s Jim Crow policy
with respeot to the Northwest railway
mouopoly, the fisheries rights of the
dominion and the standing offer of recipro-
city. And the minister, who was more
responsible than any other man for fasten-
ing the railway monopoly on the North-
west, had now the andacity to claim the
credit for the prospective prosperity that
was likely to come to our Northwest set-
tlers from the release of that monopoly.
(Cheers.) Last year the house and coun-
try were told that if the Northwest mono-
poly was awept away, the interests of the
country would be sacrificed, but he had to
yield to the threats of violence what was
refused to reason and justice. (Cheers.)

] He showed how the policy of unrestricted

 reciprocity had been misrepresented by
8ir Charles Tapper, who soaght to make
the Americans believe that under uare
stricted reciprocity Canada would be made
a channel for smiiggling British goods into
the United States, but no Canadian Liber-
al had ever proposed any such . thing, and
the proposition advanced by the Liberals
had been approved by Secretary Bayard,
Mr. Butterworth and uther leading Ameri-
cans.

In the house of commons, thisafternoon,
SirCharles Tupper made his budget speech,
from 3.30 until nearly six o'clock. The
speech was much shorter than- #susl and
exceedingly tame. The first hodt he spent
in resding financial statements which had
been prepared, itis said, by George
Johnson. He estimated that the total
revenue for last year was $35,754,908, an
exocess of $455,000 over the estimate of
last year. He gave some details as to
articles npon which duties had been col-
lected, laying stress upon the fact that the
imports of coal had largely beet increased.
The revenue from sugar duties increased
by $800,000 last year, and the déties upon
wool by $600,000, He estimated that the
revenne for the currentyear wonlid be $36,
000,000, and the expenditpre‘would be
$37,000,000. Still he hoped tha§ the de-
ficit would not be so large as now’appeared
probable. Asto thenext fiscal year, 1888-
89, he leatimated that the total revenue
would be $36,900,000, but he whs unable
now to give a close estimate of expénditire,
asno provision was yet made’for mail
subsidies and steamship ‘subveéntions.
With respect to the public ddbg Je said
the government had borrowed £1,000,000
sterling in Kngland as a temporgry loan,
Since May the country had experisnced
financisl stringency and three bgnks had
ceased to transact business, There had
been a bad crop in Ontario and there had

Hon, Mr. Chapleau introduced a bill to
amend the franchise act, explaining that
it was proposed to suspend the revision of
voters’ lists for this year and to provide
for the printing of lists by the government
in Ottawa.

Hon. Mr. Laurier said the bringing of
all lists to Ottawa to be printed would
lead to endless confusion. He urged that
the whole act shonld be wiped out and
provincial lists used at dominion elections.

Messrs. Mills and Charlton took a simil.
ar view, the latter pointing out that in no
English speaking country in the world did
the government affogate to itself the right
to prepare electoral lists.

Mr. Davies yrged that the government
should adopt manhood suffrage and the
principle of one man one vote, and do
away with their fancy franchise.

Hon. Mr. Jones said that the policy of
suspending the revision of electoral lists
practically disfranchised a large number
of men who were qualified to vote in coun-
ties where by-clections were being held.
This was a cowardly attempt on the part
of the gbvernment to stifle public opinion.

Hon Mr, Chapleau admitted that the
cost of the franchise act was too large,
but it would be reduced.

Mr. Weldon (St. John) argued that lists
from all parts of the duminion could never
be made correct if printed at Ottawa, A
gross injustice was being done to many
people who were disfranchised through
the suspension of this act. He insthnced
the case of a local member for Westmor.
land, a man of wealth, whose name was
left off the dominion lists and wae still off,
So far as New Brunswick was concerned,
the people there were satisfied with the
manoer in which lists had been prepared
by municipal officers.

Mr. Weldon (Albert) said thaj the local
member referred to had voted against him
at the last election. (Laughter.)

Hon. Mr. Mills pointed out that as Mr.
Chapleau said, it would take 10 months
to print electoral lists, some lists would
be printed nearly a year before others.

Mr. Marshall moved his resolution in
favor of the establishment of mutual
trade relations with Great Britain,
stating that his object was to bring to
the attention of the house the necessity
of procuring closer trade relations with
the mother country. He denied thut
his resolution had any reference to im-
perial federation, but was prompted by
a desire to secure advantages for Can-
adian products in British markets. He
did not propose to allow the matter to
rest until the gavernment of this coun
try took some action to secure closer
trade relations with England.

My, McOarthy said that though
uot prepared to admit that the nation-
al pulicy was a failure, or that the ex-
isting fiyeumaion was due to it, he con-
sidered thatit would be in the interest
of the farmers to have advantages in
the markets of the British empire as
against foreign nations.

tric light system here, occurred last even-

ing, resulting in the instantaneous death

of Albert Webber, Webber had been in

the employ of she electric company about

three months as & carboner, but on Sat-

urday night and last night was acting as

roundeman, About 7,30 o’clock he start-

ed with Agricola street, The lawmp at

the corner of Agricola and May streets

being out he procesded thither. On

reaching the spot he stood speaking for a

moment with two young men named

Rafter and Murray, who were sitting on

Mr. Andrew Downs’ doorstep, immedi-

ately in front of the lamp, and then

climbed the post, the young men watch-

iog him.
