THE MISIRG LiNK
FOUND_f\_TLAS

A French Scisntist and Ex-
plorer Discovers a Race
of Savages with Well-
Developed  Tails,

His Remarkable Report to
the French Geograph-
ical Society.

Discovered in the Tracklsss Wilds
the Indo-Chinese Peninsula, where
Whits Men had never Set

Feot  Before.

Science has told us that Man is
the descendent of the Ape. Secience
has established the chain that leads
from the lowest form of monkey to
the human being. The scientist
has stated his proposition, has
produced his proofs, has argued his
theory and proved his ecase to the
scientific mind.

" But—ONE LINK IN THIS
CHAIN HAS ALWAYS BEEN
MISSING, which to the popular
mind has raised doubt,

That link is the connecting link
between * the lowest order of Man
and the highest order of Ape. The
scientist has searched in vain for
this missing link — (his Alan-
Monkey who completes théichain:
At last he has been found ! ™
Tl;é missing link has heen dis-
covgred !

Science hasbeen sustained and
its patient labors rewarded.

The long - searched - for Man-
Monkey is no longer missing from
the chain. The steps of the evolu-
tion of Man are complete.
STUPEFIED AT THE DISCOVERY.

When M. d’Enjoy, the scientist
and explorer and representative of
the French Geographical Society,
beheld shis lung-sought scientific
treasure and gazed fovthe first
time upon this Man-Monkey he
wtites in his report :
“This discovery stupefied me!
I approached him, and to -be cer-
tain that I was not the plaything
of an illusion, I felt with my hand
his tail (‘lappendice caudal’) I
satistied myself in this way that
she - vertebral calumn of the Moi
(barbarian) was prolonged beyond
the body by three or four vertebra
so as to form a little tail like that
of a faun.”
More remarkable still was
evidence found of a race of men
who had tails several feet long.
Not monksys, bat men, human
beings whoss language could be
understood by the French explorer.
WHERE THE DISCOVERY WAS MADE.
Cochin China, where the re-
warkable discovery was wade, or
Aunam, occupies the greater part
of the eastern portion of the Indo-
Chinese peninsula. Tc lies in 10-23
north lat., and 102-109 east long,,
having an area 0£°200,000 square
miles. A mountain range of con-
siderable hcigh: runs through the
country paral.el to the coast. The
climate is extremely variable, aud
changes of temperatmre and
weather are very sudden. The
countay of the Bois has heen little
explored, thuugh certain of the
inhabitant: dwelling near the
Annam b.rder have become partly
civilized by ' contact with Anna-
mires and Chinese.
In the month of May M. d'En-
joy lefv Bicn-Hoa, where he had
an official residence, on an expedi-
tion to this country. Not knowing
what strange adventures he might
meer  with on the way, he went
tully prepared for trouble. He
was accowpanied by a nuwmber of
Annamite coolies, selected with an
especial view to their courage und
strength. The listle -party was
tollowed by carts drawn by oxen.
M., d’Einjoy took the vnly avail-
able road to the Mois couutry, that
leading-frown bien-ioa to 1ri-An.
The roads in the north of Cochin
{ China, are not very good at their
best, and the one winch M.
&’injoy and his party were fore-
ed to traverse was even worse
than the average, as it was
then oniy in course of construction.
For viles at a time tue tracks that
had been made by other - venicles
would be obliterated, and the carts
were forced to cut their own ruvs
threcugh the sofc clay. In some
places the coolits were obliged to
stop and clear away the bramblejs
that blocked their path. But it
was much worse When they quitted
the road entirely, f0r then they had
literally to cut their way with
axes as through a forest,

examined some of the poisca in a
bamboo box.

Wichout this poison the Mois
would be almost at the werey of
the wild beasts that infest their
territory. It is their only resource
for the chase, for the insirnificant
arrows, spears and other weapons
which they are skilled enough to
manufacture wonld be of little
avail, without the aid of the poison,
against elephants, tigers and large
serpents.

The tribes of Mois among which
M. ’Enjoy found himself at the
time were half savage. The name
Moi itself is an Annamite word,
equivalent to “barbarian” The
entire race of Mois is divided into
tribes, each governing itsclf, though
differing widely- among themselves
n tegreesof savagery. The tail-
less men were the most degraded
of all. :

The various tribes of these half-
civilized Mois are divided into
knights, nobles, “actives’ invin-
citles and “civilized spirits.” At
lest, these are the names that have
been assigned as translations of the
Moi words deseribing  ditforent
clans, though they should, perhaps,
have a somewhat modified signifi-
cation. The best known tribes are
the Stiengs and the Chans, which
inhabit the forests neighboring the
Cochin China possessions.

A RACE OF SAVAGES.
“It .will be an error,” says M,
d'Enjoy, in pointing out the differ-
ences between the savages in this
district and the animal-like crea-
tures whom hLe subsequently dis-
covered, “to suppose that all the
pepulation is as savage ov barbar-
ous as the monkeymen. (n truth,
the people of these cantons are very
dull in their minds, and their
manners are primitive. They have
a brown skin, of a deep tint, and
the usual aquiline nose of the Mois.
But their eyes, as with the Chirese,
are shaped like almonds and their
cheekbones are prominent. This
shows +that the Annamite blood
flows in their veins. They are
mongrel, if I may use the expres-
sion. Moreover, these particular
tribes did net [ ossess tails.
“In the dry season,” continues
M. d’Enjoy, “the Annamites live in |
a boat on the Dong-Nau (region of
the stag)and sail up that stream,
which has its source tn the country
of these partly civilized Mois. Red
cotton umbrellas, necklaces of glass
beads, woollen garments, and, above
all, bottles, broken pots and old
pitchers, constitute the stock of
these adventurers. Capable of
accomplishing any evil_ trick in
trade, the -Annamite merchants
derive a considerable profit from
their varied merchandise, The
Mois generally pay in resin, wood,
gum or ivory.” '
So long as the trading is fairly
conducted there is nothing to fear ;
but if there is cheating, and it is
detected, the savages take a bloody
revenge. One day M. d’Enjoy was
called upon to try two Mois who
had been concerned . in the murder
of four Annamites. The Mois were
nowerful men, with leng hair and
beards and nails like talons, and
their ankle bones stood out like the
spurs of a cock. They wore a red
cord around the waist and bracelets
made of rattan.
THEIR LANGUAGE.

Their hair was disordered and
hung down on their' shoulders.
M. d’Enjoy had much difficulty in
tinding a native who understood
their diafect, but he did not regret
his efforts when he was eventually
able to appreciate the singularivy
of their character. Being invited,
according to the Orientsl custom,
to salute the mandaria who interro-
gated them, the Mois responded,
growling, that a man should never
prostrate himself before another
wan. They admitted the charge
against them without hesitation,
nor could they be made to under-
stand that they had done anything
wrong.

“A man that kills,” they said,
‘may kill because he kills.” When
told that they would be locked up,
to begin with, ‘they clapped their
ands and replied :

“We were never so happy. No
chiet could dream of a finer house
than tne prison, and only to stay
there for the rest of our lives we
are ready to kill anybody for you !”
Such were the savages 1n the
territory which he visited in quitt-
ing Tri-An. They were intcrest-
ing, but not nearly so much so as
those whom he met soon after.

car its own independent electric light
plant. The electric generator and a
storage battery are placed under the
floor of the car, taking up no useful
space. The dynamo is driven by a belt
from a polly oo the car axile, and is so
acranged that a train speed of 15 or 20
miles an hour gives suflicient current to
light the car while any increzse beyond
this and the small surplus necessary to
charge the storage battery is prevented
by the slipping of the belt. As the
train apeed falls below that required to
enable the dynamo to feed the lamps, an
autowmatic switch turns on the current eof
the storage battery. The variation in
the intensity of the light supplied is
said to be surprisingly small, the dynamo
and switch sre so0 carefully protected
from dust as to suffer little wear and to
need little attention, and the extra
load on the locomotive does not exceed
4 horse power per car. The cost is estimat-
ed at aboot $250 for each car. A con-
siderable number of Eaglish railways are
already lighting single cars and trains by
this eystem, and the simplicity and
effectiveness of the method give promise
of great future success.

A suggestion of Prof. Cieveland Abbe
is that some anthority should be establish-
ed for testing important farmy machinery,
such as reapers, mowers, windmills and
pumps.

: HOW IT OCCURRED.

Abnu( & year ago an anonymous letter
was sent to the Governor-General from
Montreal, in substance charging Sir
Adolphe Caron with having accepted
money from certain Montreal men who
had been interestel in getting a bill
through parliament in the session of 1894.
The anonymous writer made his charge
quiet explicit as to names and deeds.
His Excellency sent for Sir Mackenzie
Bowell, showed him the letter and asked
for an explanation. Sir Mackenzie said
he would jcvestigate il. .He at once
sent for Sir Adolphe, and the-Postmaster-
General was able to clear himse'f of the
charge, both to the satisfaction of his
leader and Lord Aberdeen. The anony-
mous letter was given to Sir Adolphe
Caron, who determined to find outand
locate his traducer. He showed it toa
friend and they were both struck with the
resemblance the anonymous letter bore
ta the haudwriting of a cabinet colleague
of the Postmaster-(feneral. - The col-
league had been in Montreal when the
letter was posted. Sir Adolphe was
dumb-founded. He got other letters of
the suspocted minister, and his suspicion
was strengthened. Finally the anonymous
letter was submitted to. the highest ex-
perts in America, and their report con-
firmed the suspicion of the Postmaster-
Gereral.

LIKELY TO RESIGN.
This was several months ago,and although
highly incensed at the conduct of his col-
league, Sir Adolphe Caron kept quiet
until 3 short while sgo, when a second
anonymoug letter was received by His
Excellency reiterating the charges of
boodling against Sir Adolphe. = This
letter was dated at Montreal, but was
mailed at Smith’s Falls. Lord Aberdeen
again turned the latter over to the
Premier and the Premier to Sir Adolphe
Caron. Again the experts were called
in, and agaln their report was that
without a doubt, the writing was the
same as the wnting of the colleague
already suspected. This colleague had,
it ig s3id, heen at Smith's Fally when
the letter was posted. Then Sir Adolphe
got mad and determined to make a
charge against Dr. Montague, of seeking

THE OPENING OF PARLIAMENT.

The sixth session of the seventh
Parliament of the Dominion of Canada
was opened by His Excellency Lord
Aberdeen, on Thursday, the second
instant, with all the usual ceremonies
and with all the customary adjuncts of a
large crowd outside the House of Parlia-
ment and a brilliant gathering on the
floer of the Senate Chamber and in the
galleries. Thisis, in two respects, the
most peculiar session ever held in Ottawa.
It is the first time that there has been six
sessions of the same parliament ; and it is
also the first time that Parliament has
been summoned for the dispatch of
business and then adjourned for nearly a
week without having done any business
at all beyond the formal opening. The
reason for this latter peculiarity is that
when the Government decided during
last session not to introduce any remedial
legislation but to promise that if the
negotiations which it was then expected
might be opened with Mr. Greenway on
the Manitoba School question failed, a
special session of Parliament would be

alled to deal with the school question
“the first Thursday in January” was
fixed as the latest date for such meeting of
Parliament. It was then expected and
hoped that Mr. Greenway would reply to
the Order in Council of 27th July in such
time that the Dominion Parliament might
be summoned for a Fall session ; but Mr.
Greenway so delayed his answer that the
Dominion Government was forced to take
the full limit of the time it had allowed
itself. Accordingly, Parliaineut was sum-
mened for Thursday, the 2nd of January ;
but as the House never sits on Saturday,
except occasionally at the end of a session,
and as the 6th January is_the feast of the
Epiphany and a statutory holiday, an
arrangement was come to with Mr.
Laurier that no bu iness should be pro-
ceeded with until Tuesday, 7th January,
and that after the Speech from the
Throne was read an adjournment should
be taken to that date. This was done
and a majority of the 50 or 60 members
who were present at the opening went
home again.

THE SPEECH FROM THE THRONE.

The speech from the Throne is of the
usnal colorness nature and beyond a
recital of what is already known to have
occurred in the Manitoba School case and
a promise that a remedial measure will he
witroduced, it contains little of interest
with the exception of the two statements ;
that the commissioners appointed by
Great Britain and the United States for
the purpose of delimiting the boundry
between Alaska and Canada have conclud-
ed their labors and have signed a juint
paper for presentation to .their respective
Governments ; and that the attention of
Patliament Wil be asked to measures in-
tanded to provide for the better arming
of the militia and the strengthening of
Canadian defences,

EXPERIMBENTAL FARM MEETINGS.

Part of the programme laid down by
Dr. Montague when he tcok office was to
have the officers of the experimental farm
address various farmers’ meetings through-
out the Dominion.

The Eatomologist and
Botanist, Mr. J. Fletcher, will address
mestings at Campbellford, Jan. 8th and
10th; Cornwall, Jan. 14th, 15th and I§ch:
The Chemist, Mr. F. T. Shutt, will
speak at Campbellford, Jan. 8th, 9th,
10th, and at Cornwall, Jan. 14th, 15th
and 16th.

COL. POWELL TO RETIRE. .

TheJournal to-night gives gurreancy to
a rumor that has been floating about
periodically for several years, to the effect
that’ Adjutant-General Powell is tu be
superanuuated and sncceeded by Lt. Col.
Aylmer, assistant adjutant-general, whose
place will be taken by Major Bliss. 1t is
probable that there may be some truth in
the rumor, salthough similiar rumors huve
been started from time to time, and
proved to be incorrect. It must be rem-
embered that the oolonel has been
adjutant-general for 30 years, that he is
coneiderably more than 60 years of age,
and although he is  strong, hala and
heatty, it is reasonabls to suppose tkat
his connection with the force canuot con-
tinue for much longer, and that if any
reconstruction of the Military De patment
isin contemplation, it is quite possible
that the onlonel may retire after an un-
usually long and honorable servics.

RE-ARMING THE FORCE.

Col. Lake, Qnartermaster General, sailed
from New ¥ork aud it is underatood that his'
visit is connected with the proposed re-arm-
ing of the militia referred to ia the spesch
from the throne. In this conaection, 1t may
be mentioned that it is understqod {hat all
the hattgries of field artilery in Canada will
be iucreased from four-gun to six gun bat.
teries. It is said that the muzzle-loading
rifled guns will be retained, as breach-load.
ing field guos are oot considered syitable
for Canads, byt it is probable yhay a new
styls of 12 pound gun, somswhat longer in
the barrel but uo greater in weight than the
guo now in use, will be substituted for the
present nine-pounder. The re-arming of
the force has been urged on the Govern.
ment by the active militia anytime this ten
years or more sod while the recent ¢‘war
scare” will, no doubg, get credit in some
quarters for causing thisaction at present,
there is reason to believe that Hon. M.
Dickey bad decided to urge the re-arming of
the force with the Lee-Metford rifle and the
purchase of a considerable number this year
before Mr. Oleveland wrote his now celebraf
ted message ou the Venezuela question at
all:

UNION WITH NEWFOUNDLAND.

Sir William Whitewsy had a long inter-

The political atmosphere is in such a con
dition that it is almost a furegone couclusion
that SirCharles Tupper will take the helm of
affairs and will have formed » new miaistry
before another week has passed. Sir Muc-
kenzie Bowell bad a lang confervnce. with
Sir Charles Tupper to-dsy snd this evening,
and althoogh Bowell had not yet resigned 1t
18 more thao likely that he will do so0 as
soon as he has had an opportunity of con-
sulting his party friends in caucus next
Tuesday or Wednesday. This state o1
affairs was pushed upon him last night by
his being tendered the resiguation of seveo
of his ministers, namely Foster, Tupper,
Haggart, Montague, Ives, Dickey and V\’)ood
As yet the premier has not decided what
course he will pursue but it seems as if his
resignation was inevitable, Sir Caarle.
Tupper, senior, is quite willing to uader-
take the task ot namiug & new minwtry.
The reasons assigoed ministers for
resignation are partly peisonal and partly
because Sir Mackenzie has not been able to
fill the vacant portfolio from Quebec. It is
generally conceeled, even if there should be
a change, that it will make no chaoge 10 the
governmeut's policy in regard to the Manito-
ba school question. Sir Charles Tupper, sr.,
as premier would have to adhere to the
course wapped ouat by his predecessors, A
modified remedial bill wou!d doubtless be

1 passed by parlianieat, and to that bill, it 1s

suygested, there will be attached a clause
rendering it inoperative, say uqgtil Jaouary
lst 1897, or July 1st of the safme year, by
which time Mr. Greenway will have had
abundaot opportunity ' of remedying the
grievaoces of which the Catholics of Mani-
toba complain. Duriog the interval of time
before the bill could come into operarion,
the general elegtious would have taken
place, and if the conservative parcy is again
retyrued to power, asif seems more than
probable, Mr. Gréenwaf would find it to
his advautage to tackle the achool question
himself rather than deprive his province of
the power to legislate on educational affairs.

Strong sym-
pathy is expressed amongst conservatives
sad slthough it - is admitted that he is a
weak man, still it is felt that he has been
treated in an nomanly and uofair manoer
by those of his coll who 17
supported him up to the opening of the
house and then knifed him at the moment
when it seemed impossible for him to with-
stand attack.

Members have been flocking here last
night aod this moroiug and when honse met
this afternoon more than two thirds of the
seats were occupied. All the bolters were
in their places and so were all the ministers
Caron acted as leader of the government
aad read statement which merely said that
since house adjourned, Thursday, seven
ministers had resigned'and the government
found itself in such a position it was forced
to ask for adjournment to twenty-tirst inst,

Laurier opposed so loug an adjournment
and refased to ullow motion te be put so it
atood. as ' notice until Thursday. Foster
read statement from the seven dissenting
mivisters in which they say there 18 no dis-
agreement between ourselves and the prem-
ier upon any question of public policy, trade
or constitutional, with regard to which
action has been already taken or in respest
to which an attitude has been assnmed by
the government under the preseat premier,
After deolaring at some length their counfi-
dence in the liberal conservative party and
ita ability to sweep th- coun ry at the next
general election 1f led 5y the ve#t men, the
statement gives as, the reason for the
resignations that tl}o‘ministera found them-
selves face to facé with parliament having
a government with its numbers incomplete
and with no- assurance that the .present
premier could satisfactorily complets it, and
concluded with the assurance that they are
not actuated by any feeling of personal
dislike ar personal ambition but in the
interest of the party.

Osrtwright characterizad the action of the
ministers as entirely unprecedented. It was
& most extragrdinary state of things indeed,
when seven ministais of the Crown would
take the step of handing in their resignations
between the time of presenting the Govanjor
General's apeech and th: address thergaa a
scant pigee of gourtesy to parliament and an
insult to the governor. If they bad enmter-
tained such ideas as wmust have existed it
was nothing shart of frand on the conatry
to agt as they did,

Ia the senats to-night Bowell made a
similar statement to that made by Caron
in the house and supplemeated it by a few
remarks io which he showed how deeply he
felt imputation »f incompetency put oo him
by Foster and took occssion to renew his
pledge of last year to introduce remedial
legi lation if hs remsined leader of the
goverament,

Scatt, leader of the opposition, severely
oriticiged the conduct of the ministers and
said it was evident that it meavt an intes.
tion to oppose remadial legislation,

Senate then adjourned until to-morrow.

The political situation at mid-night may be
sammed up as this:-~That Bowell is making
a strong attempt to fill places of ‘minsters
who have resigned either with or without
the assistance of Sir Chae. Tupper, who msy
take premiership with Bowell in the minie<
try and leader io the senate, It is not
believed that Bqwell oan reconstruct the
ministry, although he is receiving a great

dea! of symathy, but Tapper could easily |
form s strong oabinet either with or without |
Rowell in it, Forty eight hours will prob.
ably decide what will be done. "

Stratton withdrew to accept his present
offices. Mr. Phair continued practice
alone until ten or twelve years ago, when
he retired and accepted the office of Fishcry
Commissioner for New Brunswick, which
office he held at the time of his death.
There was no man in New Brunswick more
familiar with provincial fisheries than Mr.
Phair. He will be greatly missed by the
many fishermen who annually visit the
province. Decveased was assistant clerk of
the Legislative Council for 27 years and
chief clerk from the time of the deéath of
tfie late George Botsford until the abolition
‘of the Council, since which time he has
received a retiring allowance trom the
government. Mr. Phair wasalso for two
years City Clerk of Fredericton. His death
was caused by diabetes, with which he was
sezed about ten days ago.

To the Editor of the Advance :

DEAR SIR :—Haviag been urged by many
to make public an explanation of the differ-
ence Letween Rev, Mr, Steel and myseif,
which has led to his withdraws] from the
time honcred union services of the week of
prayer, and on account ot his own recent
explanation, I yield to the solicitations, and
m ke publ.c the case from my standpoint.
I do so with great reluctance, feeling that ail
the gossip, and writing are giving too mach
prom.nence to my poor little addpess, aud
what is far worse are tending towards
irritation and anything'but christisn feeliog
in the community. And this I deplore
greatly, more especially at this season.

Sefore the meeting, now so notorious, held
in St. Luke’s church, on the 5th. Dec, last,
the Ensiga of the Salvation Army, Mr, Tilly

-
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came to me askiiig if I wounld give them an
address, in .St. Luke’s church, at their
meetiog. Rev. Mr. Steel had kindly loan.
ed them the church, and had expressed his
piessure that I should be asked to speak.
I did not wish to be understuod as opposed
to any woik that was for the benefit of my
fellowmen, and for the honor of Chriat,
thoagh I could not agree with the methods
which might be used, or even with all the
doctrines taught. So I resdily consented to
go. At the same time I felt 1t was but due
to the members of the Army, aud to as
many others as might hear me, to tell them
why €0 maoy ministers assumed an attitude
of appareunt hostility to the Army. Thiok-
iug the matter over, it occurred to me, that
the way to do this mgost profitably for the
cause of religion, andiwith the least offence
to ary, would be to give a brief sketch of
charch” history from the time when the
church was one in name, down to
sent, bringing out into relicf, particularly

that wkich was the canse or many ministers
leaving the Army so ceverely alone. This
was my purpose, this was my aim, this was

the line I persistently followed. And when

the demand of this purpose, and histeric

accuracy required me to say semething not

altogether pleasant, I distinctly siated that

I was not maki..g an attack on any church,

but was speaking ae an historian.

It was not “with the Methodist charch I
had to do, except as the parent of the
Salvation Army, and so far responsible to
an extent for 1te spirit and character. My
referenee to it in"my address however was
brief, mainly citing the saying of John
Wesley, that the whole world was his
parish, and giving two interpretations of
it. If it meant that his sympathies wWere
no§ to.be denied’ to any in distress, nor his
efforts to,do good to be confined to a
parrow locality, it was noble and. christian-
like, but if by it was to be conveyed the
idea that be disregarded the christian efforts
of others, it was unneighborly and un-
christian I added, unfortunately many of
those who took up the work he began,
have acted upon this second “interpretation.
Then I went oun to say tnat the Salvation
Army had developed from the plans of
Gen. Booth who was a minister of the
Methodist church, and many of thoee
taking up his work, salso had too littie
regard for parish boundaries. But, I added,
let us hope this is all past, - and that we
underatand one another, and that we shali
wark together more’ harmoniously in the
future for the advancement of the Kingdom
of our divine Lord.

Mr. Steel misunderstood my aim, and
consérued my speech as an attack upon
him and the Methodist church, This I
denied. I had no quarrel with Rev. Mr.
Steel, and I understood that the matter was
settled. I was, thercfore, somewhat sur-
prised ‘to find that he declined to associate
with us io the union prayer meetings. And
I am still more surprised to ticd him doing
in a very finished and refined way, the
very thing he repudiates with such iadig-
nation. He dpes not try to draw from other
churches. As an honest man he seeks to
sustain neighboring ministers, and observes
strict'y the proprieties due to neighboring
congregations. And then when all are in
wonder at his strange position not assaciat-
ing with the othersin the union meetings
and when everyone has talked it over.that
it is dus to Mr. McCoy’s objectionable
speech, he publishes in the paper an adver
t'sement to attract all the carious out of
the other churches iunto his own at: the
evening service. !

¢8t, Luke’s Church.—The puwtir will
make in the evening aervice to-morrow, a
statement concerning the uaion services of
the week,”

Now, why did he not make his statement
through the columns of the paper? It was
of as much pablic interest as his attitude
toward the union services. But if he did
that, the curioua crowd would be satisfied”
by the paper, and would mnot be attracted
inty his church. This seems to me to prove
that he is not above doing what so many of
his brethern do, andit venfies my
statement. :

I never stated that the Methodist church
was a proselytizing .church., I said, that
many of those who took wup the work John
Wes'ey began, disregarded par:sh bouadries.
I veyer sard that the Preshyterian church
roganded the Methodist church as a prosely-
tizing church, The Presoyterian church
has not, so far as I kuow, pliced herself on
record in that coonection, Au effort was
made by DPresbyterians aad Methodists to
not interfers with one another in the work-
ing of mission fields, and committees were
appointed to arrange plins, bat these failed.
I did not may that the Chareh of Eaglaod
“retained some or (many) of the errors of
Popery.” I was speaking of the conserva-
tism of Luther, and the features of the
Lutheran church when a remark somewhat
similar to that was made. Ot the Episcopal
ehurch, I said that shé took the bible as her
standard, retained the Episcop.l form of
government, but transferred tae headship of
the church from tha pops, " or bishop of
Rome, to the sovereign of the realm.

I have aimed at the truti, and if the
truth has hurt the brethren, I am very
sorry ; but uatil I am showa to bs in error,
I retract nothing.

Hoping that this will make plaiu the
whole difficulty, and that we shali be able
to set aside all unfairness and ill-feeling,
and pass way from the wrongs of the
past.

Burning of the Oassidy Mill at
Vanconvor

The many Miramicbi frzendl of Mr. Geo.
Cassidy, formerly of Chatham and now of
Vancouver, B. C., are sorry to hear of the
loss by fire of the extensive saw, shingle
and plamiog mills of the firm of which he
is the head. The Vancouver News-Adver-
tiser issued on Christmas Day says :—

*‘About 6.30 W'clock las: eveniog the
rirging of the firg-bells and the continuous
biowing of a whietle brought the Fire
Departmeut and a large part pf the popu-
lation to one of the most disastrous fires
that Vancouver has seen for years. The
cooflayration started io the engine room of
Cassidy’s saw-mill, which is situated on

% the north side of False Creek, just west

of Cambie street. It was caused by the
explosion of alamp, aud the. burning oil
fullivg on the already sibarated floor of
the engine-room, started a fire which very
quickly filled the room, and there being
a strong westerly wind, almost amounting
to a gale, blowing at the time, the flames
quickly spread, and in a few moments the
entire building was ablaze and seudiug up
great masses of flames high into the air.
The fire soon spread to the adjoining dry-
kilo, rtacks and yard, but by hard fighting
ou the part of the Fire Deparcment, the
office and a couple of adjoining sheds, one
dry-kila and a noulding rack were saved,

““About 7 o'clock the ery went up that
Spicer’s dry-kiin, which stands about 150
fees east of the burned miil, had caught
fire. The firemen fought desperately with
the flames in this bu.ling, buyy in spite of
their effurts thoy gradually gained headway,
till 'at 9 o'clock the kilu also was & total
wreck.

“‘About this time thc jute works across
the strect caught fire, but fortunately the
blaze was exunguished before it had gained
much headway. Tne roof and west wall,
however, were badiy scorched and the
damage will probably amount to about
$1.200.

*“When the place was visited at midnight,
the engines were atill puffiog away, and

several streams of water were yet being

poured oo the black and smoking ruios,
The only fire visible, however, was in a
few small lumber piles on the watei’s edye
and scattered spots of glowing embsrs
amongst the ruins.

“The buildiugs burnt were : Belongivg
to George Cassidy & Co:, Ltd., buildiog
consisting of saw mill and factory, three
dry-kilns and two moulding racks ; Spicer's
large dry kiln, a small wooden cottage
between the two mills, and ths roof and
west wall of the jute works. The total
loss is roughly essimated at about $30,000
to $50,000, but it was impossible to get
anything definite last night. All, or neatly
all, the buildings destroyed had more or
less insurance,¥but the exact amounts counld
not be learned.

““The cottage destroyed was the residence
of Mr. Isaac Broderick, an employee in
Syicer’s mill. All the furniture and heuse-
hold goods were burnt, and Mr. Broderick’s
wife and child narrowly escaped with their
lives,”

There is no callng inthe world
which is pursned by the many wherz the
increment of earning is so great if the living
of the farmer is considered, and, of course,
it ouglit to be.

The Duty of cur Business Men.

The manager of *‘Printers’ Ink” says the
home printer ought to get the work of the
howe merchant, lawyer, manufacturer and
home business people generally, provided
he has the facilities to do it as well as it
ought to be done.

oumber of people and generally pays them
good wages, in cash, and his working force
is large or small in proportion as he is
favored with the work in his line required
by his fellow citizens, If the latter,” how-
ever, prefer tosend their money away to
pay the employees of concerns in other
places, it is clear that the prianting establish-
ment in their own locality must suffer, and
they, by that much, weaken the latter and
eventually canee those who might be
employed at home and thus help to circalate
money among the business people, to go
away and aesiet in building up other com-
munities, whose businesss men realise the
benefits to themselves of encouraging fiome
concerns rather than sending their money
abroad to encourage the husiness of those
in whom they have no interest. It would
be just about as consistent for people to
procure their family groceries, clothing and
other household requisites from dealers in
outside towns, as for business men to ignore
their Jocal printing office aud order their
printing elsewhcre when they require work
in that line,

It will be observed that ‘‘Printers Ink”
puts inthe proviso that the local printers
have ‘‘the facilities for doiag the work as
well as it ought to be done, Aad that ix
just where the ADVANCE establishment has
a* swrong hold.

It may be as well to state here
that the theory of evolation is
generally accepted the world over
by thoughtful men. To deny the
theory that physical maun is the per-
fect product of long ages of de-
velopment from inferior creatures,
would be to deny the simplest
logical de:ductions, backed up by
overpowering evidence. From the
formless, bloodless jellyfish, floating
about apparently helplessand with-
out purpose, to the most peifect
specimen of manhood, iashioned
after “the image of God,” the inde-
fatigable, greedy’ scientists have
established a conuecting chain,
very, very long, to be sure, but of
strength that cannot be broken.
The finishing link to this chain has
been provided by Mr. d’Enjoy.

ENOWN TO SCIENCE.

The evidence which he has
secured in the Man with a Tail is,
however, merely correbora.ive.
Science has long ago assured itself
that such a creature must either be
in existence now, or must have
existed in the past. It wasin
somewhat the same way that
astronomers discovered the remote
planet Neptune. Nobody had ever

And so scientists have agreed
that man must once have had a
tail. It is not necessary that this
!:sil should be of any use to the
individual possessing it during the
final period of his change from one
. Daur-
ing the process of evolution many
organs first become useless, and
then begin to grow smaller and

- | smaller, until finally they disappear

altogether. Natural history fur-
nishes us with thousands of in-
stances of this kind. If you rip off
the ekin of a boa-constrictor you

e

will find a series of perfectly formed,
but useless legs and feet, crouched
close under the belly. These rudi-
mentory organs show hbeyond a
question that the boa-censtrictor
once walked, and that, owing to a
change in its environment, it
acquired creeping habits, and its
legs were no longer used. In most
snakes the legs have completely
diaappeared, but here, for some
reason, they were used for-a longer
period.
EVIDENCES OF EVOLUTION.

Another instance is provided by
the splint bones of the horse’s foot.
As is abundantly proved by fossils,
these splint bones are the remnants
of toes, formerly well developed
and functional in the horse family,
but which have become useless,
and consequently reduced. There
were five toes originally, just as on
the human fout. Two have com-
pletely disappeared, two remain
as rudimentary -splint bones, while
the fifth is developed and is useful.
The rudimentary teeth in’ the
whale, which never pierce the jaw
80 as to become in the slighest
degree serviceable ; the gill slits in
the embryo chicken, the half-
formed pistils found in stamanate
flowers, the gill slits in the side of
the neck of the human embryo,
like those of the fish, the inammae
on the male breast—all these are
singular instances of rudimentary
organs. They exist, but that is
all. “Their occupation’s gone.”

The tail of man was also at one
time useful, no doubt, in climbing
trees and for seizing objects in the
same way that a monkey employs
his prehensible tail. In the de-
velepement froin the condition of
the most advanced ape to that of
the lowest savage the tail began
to lose its importance, and hence
to become reduced, to finally di. -
appear. In the case of the strange
creature found by M. d’Enjoy the
tail is no longer of any service; and
exists in & rudimentary state,
exactly like the useless legs of the
boa conmstrictor- In a thousand
years, perhaps, the tails of these
savages will have become so re-
duced in size that they will no
longer be visible, and at that time’
the evolution from “monkey to
man” may be said to have been
completed. At present we have
these-curious creatures of the forest
to remind us that the human race
has not been yet entirely weaned
from an extraordinarily close re-
semblance to the monkey. Indeed,
it is not necessary to scour “the
forests of India in order to prove
that man once had a tail. Instances
are frequently met with among
civilized races in which the spine
has attained an abnorm@] fength.
No two individuals are exactly
alike in respect to the proportion-
ate lengths of their vertebral
columns. This added length of
the spine (the “coccyx of the
human skeleton,” the scientists call
it) represents the tails of othe:
mammals,
