.WORK DOGS OF THE NORTH.

Great Value of_'.l':ese Animals in
That Cold Country.

The Klondike excitement caused a
great demand for dogs capable of
drawing sleds, and many dogs of
civilized breeds were taken there by
newcomers. But to me, writes Tap-
pan Adney in Our Animal Friends,
the ideal dog of the north will al-
ways be the dog whose breed has
been for generations accustomed to
the cold and the hard work and the
hunger that must at some time fall
to the lot of the dog, although he
may be owned by the best and kind-
est of masters.

Often I pitied the poor ‘“‘outside’’
dog, ravelling along awkwardly
with head down, as if ashamed of
the drudgery of dragging loads, and
contrasted his Dbearing with the
jauntiness and sturdy self-reliance
of the thick-haired,
pointed eared, sharp-muzzled, wolf-
eyed fellow who trotted along with
his head erect, neither knowing nor
wanting anything better than just
the life he was leading.

Capable of working for days with-
out a mouthful of foad, he may not
shirk his labor, yet he knows how
to economize his strength. Perhaps
in a team of dogs half may be out-
side, the rest ‘‘inside’’ dogs ; at a
stop the civilized dog stands, wait-
ing ; the native dropss upon the
snow and curls up for a sleep. This
is the key-note to the essential dif-
ferences etween the civilized and
the nativé dog—the onc depends on
his master, the other takes care of
himself.

The busy time of the northern dog
is from snow-fall to spring, and
then every dog must work. since he
can easily draw more than a man
would find it convenient to haul. On
a trial where men must break the
way on snewshoes, one hundred to
one hundred and fifty pounds per dog
is the rule. 'Good teams often make

sixty miles a day for 'ten successive

ays, as between Dawson and Skag-
way. The ordinary, gait of a dog
not over-loaded compels the driver
to follow at a pace between a walk
and a trot.

Under provocation the dog-driver’s
tongue goes faster than this ; but
the dog does not mind, and on the
whole he is not abused. The driver,
rough as he may uppear, does not
club his animals, and seldom uses a
whip. He shakes the refractory dog
‘“‘by the scruff of the neck,”” or
pounds his hairy sides with a big
mijttened fist ; but these things do
not hurt much.

The wisest drivers pat.the
talk to him, try to.explain. If,
after repeated endeavors, the dog
‘*knows’’ but continues to sulk, the
driger administers chastisement—
one, too, that he will remember. I
have talked much with professional
freighters about this. They ‘‘baste’’
a sulky dog only when they have to,
and they assured me that there was
no surer or quicker way to spoil a
dog for driving than to yell, threat-
en or whip him when he is only con-
fused.

Feathers can be cleaned by placing
one at a time, coiled, into a half-
gallon glass jar. Pour in a quart ofl
gasoline, screw on the top and|
shake gently back and forth about
a dozeg times. Take out the feath-
er, shake well and put in an airy
place to dispel the smell of gaso-
line. If not clean enough after the
first bath give it a second. This
process will not take the curl out of
a feather.

France Bears, the Heaviest
Russia the Lightest.

With a population of 57,000,000
inhabitants, Germany now fur-
nishes an annual contingent of 540,-
000 soldiers, which must be redue
ed to 413,000 after deducting the
exempt from service, according to
the latest figures given in an article
in the Courier des Etats Unis.

sufficient to bring up the present
effective force to 495,000, The men
serve with the colors only the re-
qujred time to gain instruction. The
length of service in the line is two
years for the infantry, three years
in the cavalry and one year in the
train.

In Russia, where compulsory ser-
vice has been in existence for the
last thirty years, the men are oblig-
ed to serve Live years in the regular
army, thirteen years in the reserve
and five years in the Opoltchenie.
which is the same as the reserve bf
the French territorial army. With
a population of 182,000,000 Russia
furnishes annually 980,000 con-
scripts, of whom about 860,000 arc
good for service. Under these cir-
cumstances the Government can well
afford to be generous in the mattor
of exemptions. Their number
amounts to 400,000, so that the
real number of men in the regular
service was 308,000 in 1901 and
318,000 in 1902.

In Austria the annual contingent
is 470,000, but the exemptions re-
duce it to 417,000. The length of
the regular service js two and a half
years.

In Italy, where the annual con-
tingent is 815,000, only 205,000 ar¢
found to be good for service, which
varies from two and a half to three
years. t

As to exemption from military
service, in Austria they amount to
50 per cent.; in Germany to 87 per
cent.; in Italy to 27 per cent.; in
France to 21 per cent.; and in Rus-
sia to 19 per cent. The number of
men ingorporated in the armies of
France“is 78 per cent.; in Germany
51 per cent.; in Austria 40 per cent.;
in Italy 83 per cent., and ih Rus-
sin 29 per .cent. The unfit for ser-
vice are, in France, 21 per cent.; in
Fermany 37 per cent.; in Austria 50
per cent.; in Italy 27 per cent., and
in Russia 19 per cent.

Out of every thousand men from
the ages of 21 to 60 there are in
service in France 58.4; in Germany
48; in Russia 43; in Austria 84,
and in Italy 80. In case of war
these figures are increased in Cer-
many to 139; in Austria to 96; in
France to 171; in Italy to 107, and
in Russia to 81.

These figures show that France, in
proportion to population, bears the
heaviest military burden and Russia
the lightest. .

CARE OF THE FEET.

Ways By Which Aching Feet May
Be Alleviated.

Those who sufier habituwally from
tired and aching feet may be glad to
know that there are many ways in
which this condition of things may
be alleviated. Reference is not now
made to the more serious trolbles,
such as flat feet, or to corns or
bunions. It is perfectly obvious why
these pests should cause pain and
trouble, and whenever they occur
they should at once receive profes-
sional treatment. These words are
for those people who say, ‘“There is
nothing the matter with my feet; I
have not a corn, and yet 1 am in
agony if I try to use my feet much.”

This conditign of things may be
brought \about in several ways. It

{may be caused by a gouty condition

of the system, and in such a case all
wine or beer drinking should be
stopped; the diet $hould be simple
and even frugal for a time, and sev-
eral doses of hicarbonate of sodium
may be taken—as much as an after-
dinner coflee spoonful in water.

Sometimes aching feet mean that
the weight of the body is too much
for a naturally slender foot and
ankle; and then a shoe should be
chosen with a view to the more com-
plete support of these members. It
need not be said that rubbers should
never be worn a moment longer than
is necessary, and' never in the house,
as they check ventilation.

Lord Lister, while surgeon to tha'
Glasgow Royal Infirmary, was deep-
ly saddened by the large proportion
of deaths due to the wounds after
surgical operations. . The discovery
of the use of anaesthetics’had at the
|time enormously increased the num-
ber of operations, and the large pro-
{portion which resulted in death was
jan appalling fact, which pressed
heavily on the mind of Lister, and
he set himself to comhat the evil.
At first he directed h:, eflorts to-
wards rendering the surroundings of
the, patients salubrious, being con-
{vinced that danger lay not in the
operation per se, but in the poison-
ing of the wound by bacteria, those
troublesome little disease germs,
which, thanks to Pasteur, doctors
were learning to understand. Lis-
ter insisted on

SCRUPULOUS CLEANLINESS

operating became a medical joke.

By 1867, after some years of pa~
tient investigation and experiment,
he was able to announce to the
world the method of the antiseptic
treatment of wounds which 'had
made his name famous. ‘‘The appli-
ances which I first used,’”’ says Lord
Lister, ‘““were both rudle and need-
lessly complicated. The years that
have since passed have witngssed
great improvements in both re-
spects, of the various materials
which have been employed by my-
self and others, and their modes of
application. I say nothing except
to express my belief as a matter of
long experience that cerbolic acid
is still the best agent at our dis~
posal for purifying the skin around
the wound. Even our ecarliest and
ruder methods of carrying out the
antiseptic principal soon produced a
wonderfui change in my surgical
ward in the Glasgow Infirmary,
which from being one of the most
unhealthy in the Kingdom, became
the

while other wards, separated from
mine only by a pussage a few feet
broad, where former modes of treat-
ment for a while continued, ret.aln-I
ed their former insalubrity.’”” The
exact method of the nntiseptic'
treatment can be studied in Lord
Lister’s works, but in brief he em-|
ployed carbolic acid as a disinfect- |
ant to destroy the bacteria which‘
caused the inflammation and suppur-,
ation in the wound. At first he
sprayed the surrounding atmosphere
of the  patient with carbolic acid
while the operation and dressing
took place, but later abandonea this
us being non-essential, and confined
himself to the disinfection of the
wound and of the surgical instru-!
ments, bandages, dressings, the
hands of the operators, and in short'
everything which came into direct
contact with the wound; by which |
means the healing was almost as-'
sured. The result of the discovery '
was to give a great ‘impetus to sur- |
gery, for the operator was reason-
ably assured that he could heal the
wounds which he made, and opera-
tions could in consequence be per-|
formed on the internal organs which
dare not before have been attempted.

A WHOLESALE EXECUTION

THIRTY-SIX CFIINESE BEEEAD
ED IN ONE AFTERNOON.

A Naval Surgeon Says the Sever«
ed Heads Live After De-
capitation.

Does decapitation cause instam-
taneous death ? Dr. Oliver D, Nor-
ton declares that it does not, and
his conclusions are ‘based on
sonal observation gained as a
ness of nearly fifty executions.

Dr. Norton has been around the
world several times. He has seen
much service jn the Philippines, and
when the allied forces marched to
the relief of Pekin he accompanied
them. It was on this expedition
that he gathered .the - data that
forms the basis of his declaratio)
that the death of a man beheaded
not instantaneous. At Canton he
witnessed the execution of thirty-
six Chihese in one afternoon, ' and
studied the gruesome spectacle from
& purely scientific standpoint. In
telling about the spectacle Dr. Nor-
ton said i~

It was on a Sunday afternoon 'in
last November that the wholesale
execution took place. I was stand-
ing outside a pottery where the
official execution ground is situated,
when there were loud shouts and a
crowd of Chinese came running up.
The thirty-six condemned men fol-
lowed in litters carried by coolles.
The ‘men’s elbows were drawn back
and pinioned; their hands were
bound together and heavy irons
were on their legs. The litters were
turned over and their occupants
spilled out. on®Rhe ground.’ Seven
came in the first batch, and these
were forced to kneel in the street
and wait nearly ten minutes for the
arrival of the others. Piracy and
murder were the crimes for which
the majority of the men were to we
killed.

When the others arrived they too
were made to kneel, the party being
arranged in a long line, two and
three abreast. A tag was attached
to ‘each man’s pigtail and 'a similar
tag was fastened to the blouse.
This was for the purpose of identifi-
cation and to insure the burying of
each head with the body to which
it belonged. A stick stuck out ol
the collar of eath man’s blouse and
to this was attached a paper con-
taining ad account of the

CRIMINAL AND HIS CRIME.

The men showed no signs of being
under the influence of opium dnd
were apparently unconcerned.

A high officlal, with a red um-
brellay came out to see that justice
was done, and a guard of fifteen soi-
to prevent any at-
tempt at a rescue. Many of the
condemned men exchanged farewells
with friends in the crowd of on-
lookers, but there were no signs of
grief or collapse on the part of any
one.

Two  executioners performed the
entire thirty-six decapitations. The
headsmen were armed with heavy
two-handled swords. They did their
work cleanly and rapidly, and in all
but three cases the heads fell at, a
single stroke. There was no pause
on the part of the executioners, and
each seemed to be aunxious to outdo
the other by performing the greater
number of decapitations. Befove
each stroke the headsman rose on
his toes and delivered the blow with
all his force. His assistants _fol-
lowed him and when the bodies did
not fall they pushea them over.

Their = executioners began their
work at the front of the line, and
those behind saw their companions
accept the fate that was to be theirs
in a fow moments. There was no
flinching, however, and not a man
fainted or showed any symptoms of
being about to do so.

A remarkable feature of the oc-
casion was the demeanor of the
spectators. As the sword fell on
the first victim there was a wild out-
burst of cheering, and this was re-
peated after each stroke. I asked a
Chinese the reason for this demon-
stration, and he said that it was
to make the doomed men brave.

As each head was severed g stream
of blood spouted from two to three
feet in the air, and by the time the
last man had been beheaded _ t
bodies lay in a lake of red.

Dr. Norton’s observations on the
results of  decapitation have created
a sensation in the medical world. As
each head fell the doctor watched
closely, and was strongly impressed
with the idea that death was not
instantaneous, but ‘it came al-
most immediately after the strok
accompanying & syncope. He fixes
the period of consciousness after de-
capitation at about five seconds.
Continuing his story he said :

‘‘As the heads fell T examined
them closely. There would be a
swift upward movement of the eyes,
an expression ol surprise would
come over, the face, as if the vieim
were wondering

WHAT HAD HIT HIM ;

the lips would move as il in an at-
tempt to speak, and then the face
would turn pale, and a faint, which
speedily gave way to deéath, would
follosw. Many ‘of the faces showed
looks of intelligence at the instant
the head fell, but this, of course,
was only for a second.

*‘In a number of cases a decided
elort to swallozv was shown, and
repeated several times. In some
instances there was a pronounced
ellort to speak, judging from the ex-
pressions and movements of the
lips. This was not a convulsive
movement, but a most deliberate and
expressive one. The men were not
in the act of speaking when the blow
fell. In other cases there was a
natural movement of the eyes, as if
looking, and an opening and closing
of the lids occurred.

“There was no convulsive move-
ments in any of the bodies or legs,
the heads alone showed signs of life.
Close cxamination of the facial ex-
pression impressed me with the idea
that it was the face of a person in
syncope, and the eyes, eyelids, lips,
color and general expression were
those of a person who was about
going into a deep faint.”’

'The Ottawa press telegrapher must
be very much interested at times over
the avidity with which most of the
newspapers accept and publish his pro-
ductions, no matter how absurd they
may be, His ioterest must be the
greater, of course, when he sends forth
sn ingpired invention, in observing its
reception and treatment by the differ-
ent classes of papers, and 1t is, doubt-
less, a source of amusement to him
when be finds many editors, of whom
greater wisdom might be expected,
seriously receiving whutever he chooses
to give shem, accepting it for publica-
tion with thanks and withoat analysis,
and paying for the imposition practiced
upon them.

If there is any Ottawa telegraphic
matter which newspaper men should
rveceive with particnlar caution, it is
that which may have a bhearing on
elections actually or supposedly pend-
ing, and especially when it takes the
interview form; for, as a rale, it merely
gives the mind or wish of the inter-

Canada’s Great Financial Showing.

Ot:awa, Nov. 7,—The financial condi-
tion of the Domiuion for the four months
of the current year ended with Ogctober
shows a net improvement over the
same period last year of more than
$4,000,000. This is taking borh ordinary
and capital expenditure iuto sccount.
For the four months the balance of
revenue over the ordinary expenditare is
$9,500 000, or tuking the capital outlay
o accuunt, $6.500.000.

For October alone the showing is also
most favorable. The revenve keeps on
growing, but the outiay is comparatively
less than a couple of years agn. The
completion of the canal improvements is
respousible for this to some extent.
Other large woiks the government under-
took are compl=ted so that if the receipts
continue to gro# there wil doubtless be
this year the largest net surplus on record.

Iu October alone the revenue was $5.-
767,365, an increase of $799 395 over the
corresponding month of 1901. Toe ex
penditure was $3 477,868, a decrease of
874 617. The capital expenditure was
$1,413,237, an increase of $302 925.

A SURPLUS OF REVENUE SHOWN FOR THE
FIR-T TIME ON RECORD.

Ottawa, Nov. 4. —For the first time in
the history of the Caiuadian Post-office
that important branch of the public ser-
vice has shown a surplus of revenue. In

it was $586,639 ; in 1898 it was $47,602 ;
in 1899, 1t was $398.917 ; 0 1900, it was
$461,661 ; n 1901, it was $416,183, and
last year, in spite of the reduced rates we
are enjoying on domestic letters, and on
matter for the United Kingdom, and
most of her colonies, there was a surplus
of $5,109.

the privacy of a door that could be closed.

We understand that the committee was
most courteously received by the chaiiman,

He said that this conclasion was made '
irresistable by the recsnt decision of the
House of Lords’ 1aling on the question of the
Queen vs. Keyn, in which s msjority of the
judges 10 Eogland had decided that the
courts uf Eoglaud hed no juriediction over
waters suirounding Great Britain, s distaove
of three miles from the cosst. That dectsion
probably influraced Sir John Maodonald in
his opinion 1u taking the course he did in
respuct to the appropristion of the award,.
but Dr. Pugsley pointed vut that the Honse
of Lords 10 July last had reversed that
decision, and further that the imperial
parlisment, two years after the question
against Keya came up, decided to puss sn
sct declaring that decision was not and never
bad been the law of Eagland.

The effect of the act of parlisment snd
the recent decisions of the House of Lords
was to make it clear beyond sny possibility
of doubt that the land covered by water
within three miles of the cosst and waters |
thereof were as much a part of the territory
of the provinces as any other portion of the
counatry, and the fisheries within that dis-
tance of the shore were as much the property
of the province as the remainder of the
crown lands,

The Attorney General eaid that the gov-
eroment of Now Brunswick was so satistied
with its poeition that it would welcome a
reference to the question in the supreme |
coart, snd wonid be as well satisfied to
hsve this course taken se to bave the matter 1
sottled withoat any reference. If the law !
had been settled in 1878 ae it is mow by
ressou of the E iglish decisions, Sir John
Maocdonald would never have advised parlia-
ment to have appropristed the money as it
did, bat would have handed it over to the
provinces, Mr, Pagsley said that the
amount of movey involved, so far as Now
Brunswick was goocerned, was about
$2,000,000.

Formerly prizes were given for
animals four years old, but lately this
hns been cut down to thiee and n;lder,
aud no prizes aregiven for cows. The
result is that they get fewer of the
‘‘.atlow” animals which' used to be seen
there : yet they still give awards in some
cases to animals which would not be
sought for by a butcher,

The Smithfield jndges are breeders, and
the lessons leurned by farmers from the
judgment have to be picked up without
tae benefit of any explanation of reasuus
from the judges. Farmers are supposed
to learn from the shuw that certwn types
of aniwals can be made to put on flesh at
a ceriain rate, weight for age.

There is also & slaaghter clsss which
the judges view and rank slive and after-
wards when killed. The secretary says
that the average resnlt is that the same
animals are ranked first both alive and
dead, but there are exceptions and some
dissatisfaction iu consequence. In this
clnes one julge 1s uxuxlly a farmer and
the other a butcher ; these have similiar
ideas for the block test., Heifers must be
killed if they take a prize, this being a
meat show, and not a general or agricul-
tural show,

E luc tional meetings are all but un-
kuown, At Curlisle there were demon-
st atious of dairying procerses, but no
word of expanation seemed to be g ven,
Guelph leads them all for act ve energetic,
inte'ligent education, for in  Britain the
facmer suems to be considered highly
homored 1 being allowed to exhibit, and
they letshim pick up some crumbs of
information if he can.

Boa:
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CLOVER FOR HOGS.

One of the grasses that will prove
beneficial and profitable to every
farmer who can grow it is clover. 1t
is not only an excellent food for
swine for both health and growth,
but it is a land feeder and fertilizer.
But few farmers understand the ad-
vantages that come from growing
clover, outside of its feeding value.
The productiveness of the farm can
be maintained or improved by the
growing of clover. Every {farmer
should exert. himself to provide
fields of clover. It is not only a
good hog feed, but it is equally as
good for sheep and cattle, and the
very best you hnave for young|
calves. A good many farmers have |

used clover hay ior feeding hogs in |

winter season, running it through a
cutter and mixing it info a thick
slop as a balancer of the ration and
distender of the stomach, preventing
compacting of the concentrated
feeds. The advantages of clover as a
food are that they give the pigs
that succulence that is so desirable
to provide the smooth coat and
rapid growth that comes from feed-
ing it. It is a balancer of the: ra-
tion of grain, which cheapens the
feed and lessens the cost of pro-
ducing pork. It is not only good for
the feed value, but because of the
advantages of combining it with
a grain ration which enables more to
be gotten from the grain than other-
wise would. Besides. the growth and
gain that comes from feeding it, it
is the fact that it is highly relished
by the swine and productive of bet-
ter health. 1t keeps the bowels in
good order, prevents constipation,
and is, therefore, a very valuable
hog feed.

SHEEP.

The sheep is one of the greatest
aids in building up worn-out lands.

Ninety-five per vcent. of the fer-
tilizing matter of the food consumed
by the sheep is returned to the soil.

Sheep will eat brush and weeds
when they can get no better rough-
age, and when they acquire this
habit they persist and do well.

Much wool is now imported to the
United States, the home product not
being sufficient to meet the demand ;
there is also a good and increasing
demand for mutton. In England
sheep are fed to profit on land
worth $400 per acre.

Wheat middlings fed with the fall
pasture is a Waluable ration for the
breeding ewes. The ewes should be
kept strong and thrifty at this sea-
son of the year, and wheat mid-
dlings are rich in ash and proteids,
which are the food slufis necessary.

PIGS.

The pigs that grow are the
that pay.

If skim-milk be fed to pigs that
run to grass, one hundred pounds
will make one-third more increase in
weight than when fed to pigs not
on grass.

If the pigs root out, dig a trench
one foot deep beside the fence and
tack poultry net to the posts. Their
sensitive noses will avoid it.

A good trough for little pigs may
be made of a long narrow and shal-
low box of any kind. The first feed
of wet bran will make it milk tight.

Don’t keep ’em in a narrow, nasty |
pen.

Next to grass nothing grows pigs
so fast with skim-milk as corn-
meal.

The squealer isn’t the best feeder. |
Don’t raise this type.

At ruling prices the breeding up of
choice droves should be given a
great impetus.

Notice if the English and American
full Berkshires crossed, are not
among the quietest and most pro-
fitable stock.

Keep the sow for a breeder until
she becomes awkward and too
heavy if she produces good litters.

Pick up early fall pigs and winter
them in warm pens on skim-milk and
oil meal. Dress and rsell in the
carliest spring at about 125 to 150
pounds, before prices drop too far.

Ring the pigs that are in the
orchard. Then protect the tree
trunks if they manifest a disposi-
tion to peel them.

A high-bred sire ought to enrich a
town $1,000 if used right.

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FEEDING MEAT.

When feeding meat to hens do not
use the fatty parts. The object of
feeding meat to hens is to supply
them with nitrogen or albumen and
not fat, as the grains contain all the
fat and starch they require and in a
cheap form. If the fat is fed it does
not assist in any way to provide
madterial for eggs, but rather retards
than assists laying. The cheap por-
tions of beef, such as the neck, are
better for fowls than the choicest fat
and lean steaks.

Blood meal is excellent for fowls
and can be easily fed by mixing it
with their soft food.

The ordinary ground meat, meat
scraps, contains both fat and lean
and sells for about three cents per
pound, but as the meat is subjected
to heavy pressure at a high tempera~
ture, most of the fat is removed
The meat meal of commerce is inade
at fertilizer factories and consists
chiefly of lean meat and a little
bone ground fine. 'The fat is all re-
moved in the rendering tanks and
used for other purposes. The blood
meal is made at the great packing
houses. ¥

A REMARRABLE CAREER

D%ATK REVEALS AN 'OFFI-
CER’S DOUBLE LIFE.

Came to Light by Accident—Col.
Plant Was Known as Ed-
mund Hall.

From the west of England there
comes a strange story of the double
life lived by a man without suspicion
for more than 19 years, his neigh-
bors, and even his-own son, being
ignorant of it till his sudden death
revealed the truth. Nineteen years
ago there came to live in a house
‘called the Old Grange, in the small
Dorsetshire village of Oborne, Ed-
mund Hall, an accountant by pro-
fession. He lived at Oborne with
his wife and family for 19 years,
during which period they gained the
respect of the whole neighborheod.

Mr. Hall was a great bee fancier.
On Monday, September 1, he drove
with his iittle son to a neighboring
farm in the village of Templecombe,
where he took some hives of bees. Af-
terward he went to a farm house,
and while taking tea with the wife
of the farmer, he suddenly fell dead
of heart disease.

An inguest was held on the fol-
lowing day. It was attended by
his eldest son, who testified that he
had knowledge that his fa-
ther was suffering from that
ailment. The sympathy of the
neighborhood about the country was
widoiy expressed for the dead man's
wife and family. No suspicions were
aroused, although some surprise was
expressed at the news that Mr. Hall
would be buried . on the following
Saturday at Bristol, instead of in
Oborne churchyard, where a son, 17}
vears of age, who died in 1901, gnd
a son 16 years old, who died in
1902, lie buried.

AN IMPOSING FUNERAL,

On Saturday the streets of Bristoi
were thronged with thousands of
people anxious. to see the funeral,
which was the finest military epec-
tacle the populace had seen since
the late Queen Victoria visited the
place in 1897. Eight colonels acted
as pall-bearers. They were tollow-
ed by a brilliant cortege of officers
and troops half o mile long, and
also by the Lord Mayor’s state
coach, high sherifls in carriages,
etc. Thus this distinguished resi-
dent of Bristol was laid in the ceme-
tery of the town beside his wife,
who died in 1900, and to whom he

lwas married in 18665.

Plant’s career, from his boyhood,
with the exception of his 19 years
he lived at Oborne as Hall, is well
known. He had lived at Bristol
since 1861. According to Who's
Who, he was lieutenant-colonel .and
colonel commanding of the Second
Gloster Volunteers, R. E. (the Bris-
tol Engineers). Ie passed through
all the grades from sapper to col-
onel commanding. e was decorat~
ed for services in connection with
the battalion, and raised the Clif-
ton College Cadet Corps, which won
the Ashburton Shield on three occa-
sions and the Cadet trophy twice.

Not until his death was the iden-
tity of their father revealed to his
children at Oborne. *“‘Mrs. Hall”
knew, and but for the clumsy work

| of his legal advisers when they noti-

the
death, the secret would
never have been revealed. The men-
ition of Templecombe gave the clue,
'however, and resulted in the expos-
ure. The colonel’s absences at Bris-
tol or Oborne, ‘‘on business,’’ never
aroused the slightest suspicion.
