STYLES IN MUFFS.
Sl Rl

SWhen the muff first came to us from
¥rance in the days of Charles IX,
black was decreed by the king to be
the badge of the common . people, and
the court followers were restricted to
the colors.

Muffs have gone through more styles
than it would seem possible to invent
for such a simple article of conveni-
ence. They have been long and nar-
row, and again large and round. One
of the most curious styles was that of
Y.ouis XIV. called the ‘‘chiens mau-
chons,” because they were made to
convey little dogs in.

The muff when first introduced was
the exclusive property of the nobili-
ty. These muffs were very small, and
consisted of a single piece of velvet,
brocade,. or silk-lined with fur and the
openings fastened with rich jewels.
Such arrangements came in during the
early part of the seventeenth century,
but in the previous century the ladies
frequently carried a piece of rich fur,
which they used either as a muff only

with cold weather, but in the old days

it was a regular part of a woman's
dress, and was carried at all times,

RUSSIAN ICONS.

Every Russian soldier carries an icon
or sacred picture about with him on
his person as an amulet against the
bullets of the enemy, and every gener-
al departing for the front is ceremoni-
ously presented with one which has
been solemnly blessed by a Russo-
Greeck priest or bishop.

FOR ST. JOHN.

Temperance People May Bring
It Into Force.

Dissapointed at the

Refusal to Grant Reforms a

Campain Will Be Begun.

The temperance people have not y
set a date for a meeting to consider the
reply of the Tweedie government to the
petition which they presented in March
last, but the Star has reason to believe
that the date for such a meeting will
be fixed in the immediate future. The
officers of the Sons of Temperance have
been studying the government’s reply
for some days past and it is their in-
tention to give the public a statement
of how far the government met their
requests for reform in the liquor law.

A leadjng official of the Sons of Tem-
perance’ in speaking to the Star this
morning outlined in brief what the
temperance people asked for and point-
ed out to what extent the government
offered a co-operat ‘e hand.

First of all the temperance people
asked for provincial prohibition, but, of
course, as they expected, the govern-
ment refused absolutely to countenance
such a proposition. As an alternative
the temperance people asked that the
office of liquor license commissioner
be made elective, and not as at pres-
ent an office of government appoint-
ment. This the government unquali-
fiedly refused to concede.

As a third proposition the temperance
people asked that a person intending
to open a barroom in any district be
first compelled to secure the signatures
of the majority of the ratepayers of that
district. This the government also
refused.

Among the other principal reforms
asked by the temperance people was a
change in the hours during which jiquor
saloons can be open. The present hours
are from six o’clock in the morning till
ten at night, except on Saturday, when
the ciosing hour is seven o’clock. The
temperance people asked that the hours
be from seven o’clock in the morning
till seven at night on all week days.
The government offered to advance the
opening hour from six to seven, but re-
fused to change the closing hour, this

/| in =ffect evading the object which the

temperance people had in view. The
temperance people thought that by clos-
ing the saloons at seven o’clock every
night they would put it beyond the
power of wage-earning men to waste
their money at such places.

Most of the minor reforms asked by
the temperance people were refused
outright, among them the proposal that
saloons be compelled to remove their
screens from their windows. The tem-
perance people admit, however, that the
government made a number of minor
concessions,

The government suggested that the
temperance people take steps to bring
into force in St. John the Canada Tem-
perance Act. The temperance people
had made up their minds to do some-
thing like this, in the event of the
government refusing their requests for
reform, and so there is every probabil-
ity that the attempt will be made in the
not distant future to bring the act into
force. 'The attempt was ma’e some
years ago and lost just by a few votes.
A Dplebiscite of the people, of course,
has to be taken, and this means ex-
pensive preparation and campaigning.

KUROPATKIN ATTACKING:
GREAT BATTLE IS RAGING.

Russians in Hecavy Force Assault
Japanese Positions-—General En-
gagement On--Jap Guuboat
Stnk With Over 200 Men. .

TOKIO, Oct. 11.—(4 p. m.)—It is re-
ported that the Russians have cross-
ed the Hun river in heavy force and
are aggressively attacking the Japan-
ese forces, which were moving nhorth-
ward. A general engagement is sald
te be in progress.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 11.—Gen.
Kuropatkin has telegraphed to the em-
peror that the Russian vanguard is
now in contact with the Japanese who
are within gunshot. The scouts are
skirmishing along the entire line.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 11, 12.45 p.
m.—A period of anxiety is ahead. The
Russian public have been warned that
now the tables are turned and the Rus-
sian army is advancing, they cannot
expect news which might reveal Gen-
eral Kuropatkin's plans to the Japan-
ese, and the people will have to be
content with meagre information con-
cerning what has aetually happened
until the expected battle is in full
swing. The same reticence character-
ized the Japanese offensive. With the
curtain down on the war game many
wild rumors may be expected. While
the general staff intimates that Kuro-
patkin is advancing cautiously and en-
trenching as he goes, most of the mi-
litary critics are of the opinion that
his greatest chance of success is a
quick smash at the Japanese position
north of Taitse River, which would
drive the Japanese in confusion back
on the river before they had a chance
to prepare for their withdrawal. As
Kuropatkin’s order for the day was
not given out until seven days after
the advance began, it would not be
surprising if heavy fighting was alrea~
dy in progress. Indeed, the latest
newspaper despatches say that an ar-
tillery duel lasted throughout Sunday
on the centre and right flank and that
the Japanese are retiring rapidly be-
fore the Russian advance. The state-
ment that Kuropatkin is moving on
each side of the river in order to have
an easy line of communication, would
indicate his intention to make a front-
al attack with a possible turning movs-
ment from the west, where the ground
is open, but there the river bars the
way and no decisive victory is seem-
ingly possible unless he can reach the
Japanese line of communications be-
low Liao Yang.

A military expert writes: “It is dif-
ficult to say when Field" Marshal Oy-
ama will accept battle. Perhaps he
will resist the advance at various po-
sitions mnorth of the Taitse river and
then defend the river. But, according
to the latest unofficial reports, our
troops are advancing along the whole

line and the cavalry is even across the
Taitse river.”

A special despatch from Che Foo
says that two correspondents that
reached Port Arthur were expelled
Sept. 28th because they had not proper
authorization.

JAP WARSHIP SUNK.

TOKIO, Oct. 11, 3 p. m. — The Ja-
panese gunboat Heyen struck a mine
in Pigeon Bay, west of Port Arthur,
Sept. 18 and sank. Only four of her
crew were rescued.

The naval registers available do not
mention a Japanese gunboat named
Heyen, but they contain the name of a
Japanese coast vessel, the Hei Yen,
which may bé the warship destroyed.

The Hei Yen is of 2,076 tons and was

built in 1890.
Japanese from the Chinese during the

.war between China and Japan. Her
armament consists of one 10.2 Krupp |
gun, two 5.9 inch guns, six small rapid

fire guns$ and two torpedo tubes. The
Hei Yen carries a crew of 250 officers
and men.

ANOTHER ATTACKS FAILS.

CHBE FO00O, Oct. 11.—(Noon)—Japan-
ese who left Dalney, October 10th say,
that a detachment of Japanese attack-
ed on October 9th a small position in
the hills near Fort Itseshan. The
Japanese crossed a moat which the
rain had filled in sampans. The Rus-
sians offered a slight resistance at
first, but later the Japarese were com-
pelled to abandon the position under &
scourging of artillery fire, re-crossed
the moat and retired to their trenches.
Two free lance correspondents who
succeeded in entering Port Arthur will
be deported on the first opportunity,
according to official information. They
carried consular identification papers,
which Gen. Stoessel declaréd to be in-
sufficient.

SOCIETY TO TREAT
CONSUMPTIVES FREE.
SO S
Tent Colony for Tuberculosis Patients
Has Been Istablished at

Ottawa, Il

S R

CHICAGO, 1, GQct. 10.—A \Waly
against consumption through the es-
tablishment of state sanitariums in the
open air—tent colonies—has been be-
gun by the State Medieal Society. The
disease is curable in this climate, tub-
erculosis experts of the society declare,
and one of these tent colonies has al-
ready been established .at Ottawa,
where patients wil be treated free of
cost. This is the first step in a cam-
paign of education and medical prac-
tice that is expected to decrease the
ravages of this disease, which causes
more deaths in Illinois annually than
any two other ailments, according to
the Board of Health. -

“It is apprehended,” says a letter is-
sued by Dr. J. W. Pettit, chairman of
the committee on tuberculosis of the
society, ‘“‘that the greatest obstacle we
will encounter in obtaining an appro-
priation for ‘'state sanitaria will be the
difficulty in convincing the public in
general and legislators in particular
that tuberculosis can be cured, in this
climate. The belief that certain attri-
butes of the atmosphere, such as
rarity, dryness, equable temperature,
etc., are necessary has become go firin-
ly established that it need not be sur-
prising if we find it difficult to convert
the sceptical to a contrary belief.”

Nevertheless the society has set
about demonstrating that the disease
is curable here and expects to prove
it beyond contradiction by a showing
of the result obtained at Ottawa.

This sanitarium is the first for the
treatment of consumption established
in the Mississippi Valley. It has been
found that fresh eir and full oppor-
tunities for the exercise of the lungs
are the primal necessities for the treat-
ment of the disease, and the patients
will live in tents, after the manner of
those in similar institutions in Color-
ado and Arizona, where consumption
has beén treated with success.

The sanitarium in Ottawa is under
direct charge of the society. 'The only
charge is cost of maintenance, which
is estimated at about $10 per week for
each patient ‘at the high standard
which will be maintained.

The service will be equal t{o that of
a first class hospital. Professional
nurses, skilled in the care of tubercul-
osis patients, will be at hand. in addi-
tion to a large staf’ of physicians.

“Our ultimate aim is the prevention
of this disease,” says Dr. Pettit’'s let-
ter. “To attain this end it will be
necessarys to educate the people,
through the agency of newspapers,
pubilc lectures at Chautauqua assem-
blies, teachers’ {institutes, camp meet-
ings, university and school ¢onven-
tions, etc. :It is also necessary to care
for the poor who can neither care for
themselves nor protect the public from
contagion. This makes the establish-
ment of state sanitaria necessary.”

1t is probable that the legislature will
be asked at its next session to appro-
priate funds to establish other sani-
taria for this purpose.

TIIE USE OF OIL FOR SHIP FUEL.

Naval Experts Discuss the Risks and
Their Remedies.
L NONES

LLONDON, Oct. 7.-—The oil fuel fire
on the destroyer Spiteful marks an im-
portant period in the coal versus oil
controversy. Naval and fuel experts
are forming and criticising theories on
the subject.

An official inquiry into the occur-
ence will be held, and the immediate
future of oil fuel on ships will proba-
bly depend considerably upon the re-
sults of that investigation.

“Such a fire,” said an engineer cap-
tain, “is one of those perils we have
all along been afraid of in conmnection
with the use of oil fuel.

“Whatever precautions you may take
it Is impossibl: to raise the flash point
high enough to leave a reliable mar-
gin of safety from the contiguity ‘of
the hot engine and boiler rooms.

“If a shell comes into a coal bunk-
er it finds very solid resistance. Not
only is this protection abolished by
the substitution of petroleum, but the
menace of a.violent prloslon would
be introduced.

“Wken one of the German XKaiser
class of battleships, all of thich are
fitted with supplemental oil fuel, was
running her trials the other day she
pierced her bilge plating.

“She made water faster than the
It reach-
ed the fuel tanks and floated out the
contents, and the result was that a
sea of fuel came brimming to the level
of the furnace doors, and the fires
were only doused in time to save a
pretty conflagration.”

Mr. Benjamin, of the Shell Trans-
port Company, considers that oil fuel
is safer than coal.

“Before a fire can occur with the oil
fuel,” he said, “it must come into ac-
tual contact with flame. Every possi-
ble precaution is used to prevent such
a contingency, but, as the present
case shows, accjdents will happen. I
maintain that with proper care no
such occurrence should be possible.”

Mr. Benjamin admitted that when
an oil fire does break out at sea it is
a serious matter. On shore oil fires
can be extinguished with sand er
ecarth, but to throw water on burning
oil increases the evil.. The only way
of dealing with it is by the use of jets
of steam under high pressure.

HANLON BEATEN BY MoCOVERN

PHILADELPHIA, Oct. ‘10.—In a
whirlwind fight that was scheduled to
go six rounds at Industrial Hall to-
night, Terry McGovern had Eddie
Hanlon so badly beaten that the po-
lice stopped the contest in the fourth
round. The former champion was
then raining blows on the prostrate
form of Hanlon, who was hanging on
the ropes.

The contest was a terrific one. Up
to the fourth round McGovern had a
shade the better of it. In the fourth
Hanlon semy & left hook hard on the
chin, and m‘fomer champion went
down for the count, and to many of
the spectators it looked as though Mc-
Govern was out of it. Hanlon, how-
ever, threw discretion to the wind and
tried to put in a finishing blow. He
fought so recklessly, however, that it
proved his downfall, McGovern going
at him so viciously that almost before
the spectators realized it he had the
Californian helpless. ¢

In the first round each man slugged
wth both hands, during which Mec-
Govern hooked his left to the neck
and sent In two uppercuts, making
Hanlon break ground. McGovern up-
percut Hanlon with a right and then
hooked a hard left to the Californian’s
chin. McGovern followed this up with
a right and left sSwing to the head,
and Hanlon retaliated by putting four
straight lefts to McGovern’s face and
a right swing to the head as the bell
rang.

MecGovern started off with a rush in
the second. He sent a left to the face,
a left and right uppercut to the jaw
and a right and left swing to the body,
but as he delivered the last blow, he
caught a swinging right hook on the
chin. Hanlon followed this up with
two lefts to the face and a hard right
swing to the chin. McGovery got in
two hard right uppercuts to the chin
and received a left hook on the jaw
in return.

Both men took things easier at the
opening of the third round. McGov-
ern landed three hard swings on the
jaw, but Hanlon fought him back, and
made Terry flinch. Another rapid ex-
change was followed by Hanlon giv-
ing McGovern a severe left upppercut
to the chin which staggered him. Mc-
Govern instantly recovered and sent
left and right to the fact and repeat-
ed the punches. They exchanged
right swings to the jaw as the bell
rang. McGovern came to the centre
of the ring in the fourth round appear-
ing a little weak. Terry swung his
left and right to the jaw and then
Hanlon floored McGovern with a left
swing to the chin. McGovern took
the count of nine. He clinched when
he got on his feet and was nearly
out. He made a quick recovery,
however, and rained blowg on Hanlon
and soon had him on the ropes. The
Californian went down from the ef-
fects of right and left swings to the
jaw and as soon as he got up Terry
put him on the ropes, where he ham-
mered him into almost a helpless con-
dition: Hanlon's hands were down and
he was helpless. A terrific right arm
swing put him in a prostrate condi-
tion on the ropes and all but out when
the police interfered and stopped the
contest. i

She began to have spells
of sleep lasting for months, from
which she was aroused, only to re-
lapse into longer periods of uncon-
sciousness.

Finally, in 1886, she fell into a sleep
which twas not broken until a few
months ago, when she again awoke in
the full possession of her senses. She
remembered distinctly facts which
happened before her sleep, and asked
all about her brothers and sisters as
if she had been asleep only one night.
She was, however, too feeble to raise
herself, and had to learn again like a
child how to walk. She has improved
greatly since, and is again able to do
light work.

Her case is exciting great interest in
the medical.world, and is being made
the subject of a special investigation
by Dr. Paul Farez, professor at the
School of Psychological Studies.

WOODS1T'OCK, N. B, Oct. 10.— The
conservative convention held this af-
ternoon to nominate a candidate for
the commons Wwas an unqualified suc-

cess as to numbers present, enthusi-
asm, and general result. It wdd a
wet and drizzly rain that prevailed,
but notwithstanding this the Opera
Houze was filled with representatives
from .11 sections of the county.

J. I\. W. Winslow was elected per-
manent chairman of the party, and
Geo.

trade within the Empire and adequate
protection for our own industries. The
resolution, seconded by H. T. Scholey,
wag unanimowusly carried.

Next came a resolution proposed by
B. F. Smith, M. P. P, seconded by
ex-Warden Crikhite; favoring the con-
struction of the new trans-continental
railway as & rorward ypeasure. /

J. C. Hartley moved a resolution
pledging the gupport of the convention
to k. L. Borden, which was seconded
by Richard® Wheeler of Florenceville,
and unanimously carried, the entire
audience rising and giving three
cheers and a tiger for Mr. Borden.
A. B. Connall then moved that the
meeting now proceed to nominate, a
candidate in copen convention. ‘

L. R. Harding seconded the motion, !
which was carrfed. |

J. K. Flemming, M. P. P, ascended
the platform and in a bright speech
proposed the name of Frederick Hard-
fng Hale. 'This brought forth a great |
burst of applause. J. T. A. Dibblee
seconded the nomination and amid the |
cheering of those present Mr. Hale '
*came to the front. Again and again
he was cheerea as he started to speak.
He said it was wuseless for him to a.t—i
tempt to find words to express his *
pleasure’ in Imeeting so many of his:
friends. He expressed surprise to
find so many people out on this occa-
‘gion. He had just returned from the
Pacific coast with the intention of
helping to elect a candidate. He did .
not expect to accept ‘this nomination
himself, but having the interest of the |
province at heart, and knowing that |
they had a leader worthy of their sup-‘
port, he would accept the nomination. '
(Applause.)

The news he had to bring from the
Pacific coast, from the Territories, ;
from Manitoba and from Ontarie was
of the very best. So far as he could
understand, unless the present party
were able to 'buy the dominion, there
was no doubt the conservatives would
be returned after this election. As to
Mr. Borden, he would say to those who
not met him, that no man could stand
beside him today in Canadian public
life as a truthful, upright, honest, just
man. )

He was proud of the large attendance
bhere today. It was not necessary to
pack a convention for him. It was the
third time_ he had apeared before them
as a candidate the fourth time in all.
He had first gone to Ottawa as an in-
dependent liberal.

GREAT BATTLE
IN A FEW DAYS.

Kuropatkin is Advancing on
the Enemy.

Liao Yang May be the Scene of
Another Terrific Conflict
Before Long.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 10.—The
rumor of the existence of a secret
understanding between Russia and
Germany covering the war in the far
east has again been revived. Accord-
ing to the latest version Germany gives
certain guarantees to Emperor Nich-
olas regarding the German frontier,

which will enable Russia to withdraw
troops from the big garrison maintain-
ed in Russian Poland and dispatch
them to the far east, besides agreeing
to support Russia in the peace negoti-
ations at the end of the war. Ger-
many’s compensation, in addition to
the concessions made in the commer-
cial treaties already negotiated, is to
be the support of Russia in the attempt
to incorporate the Netherlands. in the
German sconfederation in the event of
the death of Queen Wilhelmina with-
out a direct heir.

Diplomatic circles are discussing the
story with interest. While it is ciassed
in the same category as other similar
stories by most of the diplomats, it
finds more credence in quarters not
particularly noted for friendliness
either to Russia or Germany, it being
even asserted that the recent visit of
the Grand Duke Vladimir to Berlin,
ostensibly to consult a specialist, in
reality was to confer with Emperor
William in person on this subject.
Nothing confirmatory of the report is
obtainable in responsible government
circles, where the story is dismissed as
being the invention of enemies of both
countries.

CHEFO0O, Oct. 10, 11 p. m.—The Rus-
sian agent here announces authori-
tatively that there has been no fight-
ing of importance at Port Arthur since
the last big assault on . the fortress
(from Sept. 19 to Sept. 28).

On the night of October 5th the Jap-
anese landed a force from Tache Bay
and the Russians retired in face of su-
perior numbers. The next day, how-
ever, the Japanese were driven out by
an artillery fire, one gun which they
had mounted being destroyed.

The Japanese engage in bombard-
ments for three or four hours daily.

The publication of the Novo Krai in
its original form has been resumed.

A despatch from Chefoo, Sept. 18th,
said that the Nevo Krai, the Port Ar-
thur newspaper, had been suppressed
for one jmonth for having published
matter considered to be detrimental to
Russian interests.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 10.— After
the farewell review of the Baltic fleet
at Reval today, by Emperor Nicholas,
the squadron sailed -for Libau, from
whence, it is declared, it will within
a few days weigh anchor of the long
voyage to the Pacific.

While General Kuropatkin has con-
tinued to advance his entire front
against the armies of Field Marshal
Oyama, he has not met with any for-
midable opposition. However, the ex-
pectation is that a battle of magni-
tude mrust be fought within a few
days. It is believed that the Japan-
ese will make a stand at Liao Yang.
Several positions east of that place
have been abandoned by the Jpanese.
At St. Petersburg it is surmised that
Field Marshal 'Oyama’s forces have
been weakened by the despatch of
troops to aid General Nogi in reduc-
ing Port Arthur, and that this condi-
tion has afforded General Kuropatkin
an opportunity to recover ground lost
during the month of August.

ST. PETERSBURG, Oct. 11, 216 a.
m.—A battle upon which the fate of
this year’'s campaign in Manchuria
depends, seems only a few days ahead.
Advices from the front ar meagre.
All that is positively known officially
is that General Kuropatkin has cast
the die at last, about-faced his army,
and is marching resolutely against the
enemy, as if resolved to do or die.

According to unofficial reports, Field
Marshal Oyama, at the first sign of
General Kuropatkin taking the “offen-
sive, began drawing in his line and
concentrating upon positions north of
Liao Yang. According to the latest
reports, which are contained in a des-
patch to the Associated Press from
Mukden, dated at 6 o’clock tonight,
the Japanese outposts are being driven
in all along the line.

The strategy of the forward move-
ment will be concealed, as were the
preparations for the advance, so that
all surmises as to where General Kuro-
patkir. intends to strike are mere
guesswork. It is not clear whether
General Kuropatkin contemplates a

‘blow on the left, centre or right of the

Japanese army, but the fact that stress
is laid upon the capture of Bentsia-
putze, which opens the road and fords
to Benzipu, 20 miles east of Liao Yang,
where General Kuroki crossed, and
that Cossacks are already reported in
the neigaborhood of the stream, might
foreshadow an exact reversal of the
battle of Liao Yang, this time the
Russian commander flanking and turn-
ing Liao Yang with his left as Field
Marshal Oyama did with his right.
Little light has been thrown upon the
considerations  which led General
Kuropatkin suddeny to assume the of-
fensive, but no word is heard at the
war office intimating that the course
savors ol rashness. Officers of the
general staff, while not underestimat-
ing the heavy task and severe sacri-
fices that are involved in assuming the
offensive, neverthc ~ss, express abso-
lute confidence that General Kuropat-
kin has found a weak point in the
Japanese armor. Different explana-
tions abound as to the reason for mak-
ing the forward movement at this time.
The advance is attributed to a realiza-
tion by General Kuropatkin of the dif-
ficulty the Japanese have encountered
in making ¢ 1 their losses at Lia
Yang and replenishing their sup-
plies and ammunition, or possibly
the withdrawing of a portion of the
Japanese troops to reinforce General
Nogi in a desperate effort to end the
siege of Port Arthur. Whatever the
explanation, it is apparent from the
hasty manner in which the Japanese
withdraw before the first hsow of Rus-
sian strength that their recent osten-
tatious preparations for an advance
were largely bluff. The best opinion

\

here is that the impending batttle is
likely to develop with startling rapid-
ity.

It is-reported that the Japanese have
abandoned Sinachian, Siametze and
Mechoulin, position east of Liao Yang.

Considerable stress is laid upon the
moral effect on the Chinese that may
be expected from General Kuropat-
kin’s adyancing without being ‘com-
pelled to abandon the sacred city of
Mukden, it being remembered that the
Japanese failed to reach the city of
imperial tombs during the Chino-
Japanese war.

GOVERNMENT’S LATESI,

Have Promised to Bulld a Chicken
Coop At Vancouver.

OTTAWA, Oct. 10.—Every pretext
known to the government is being
used for the purpose of bribing the
electorate to vote for the liberal can-
didates. Probably the funniest of the
governmental devices is that which
has developed in Vancouver. It has
just been discovered that the Gateway
city to the Pacific would make a
splendid location for a . chicken fat-
tening station. Accordingly at the
request of Mr. MacPherson, late mem-
ber for Burrard, S. Elford of the
poultry division of the department of
agriculture, has been hustled to Van-
couver to select a site for the proposed
station.- Blford has evidently learn-
ed his lesson well, as he has caused
to be announced that a chicken rear-
ing and breeding station will be estab-
lished in Vancouver next spring, 8o
that farmers of Vancouver may be
given an object lesson and provided
with valuable information. Many be-
nighted westerners were of the opin-
fon that Vancouver was a flourishing
seaport, but clearly in MacPherson’s
view, it is a rural community. It will
be in order now for other places in
Canada to ask General Fisher for a
chicken fattening station.

MONCTON, Oct. 10.—Mrs. James Mc-

FRANCE TO INVEST
MONEY IN CANADA.

Financial Institutions of France Are
Turning from Russia to
the Dominion.

m——

OTTAWA, Ont., Oct. 10. — Public
confidence in France having been dis-
turbed by the religious troubles which
are agitating the republic, there is a

likelihood of large investments of
French capital in Canada, according te
a representative of one of the leading
banking institutions of Paris who is
in Ottawa. Although Canada has at-
tracted mucn outside capital in recent
years, little of .it has come from
France.

“I have brought some Canadian rail-
way securities for my clients at home
and a good deal of Hudson Bay paper,”
sajd the banker. “I am here now on
investing business. The fact is that
there is a good deal of French money
available for investment at the present
time. A good many Russian securi-
ties have been bought in the past, but
the appetite of the French people for
these securities has been pretty well
satisfled.

“It is not so much on account of the
Russian reverses in the war in the
last as the indications that Germany
and Russia are drawing together that
has produced a feeling of uneasiness
and distrust in France. After all the
money we have invested in Russia it
would be a sérious thing for France
if she should be replaced in the Rus-
sian alliance by Germany:’

“The principal cause, however, for
the demand for new outside securities
has been the aetion of the authorities
at home ir enforcing the societies act.
In attacking the religious organiza-
tions and confiscating property the
government has not stopped at the
property owned by the church, but
has confiscated what has really been
private property loaned by owners to
the church for its use. This is dis-
couraging domestic Investments ' and
driving capital out of the country,
where there are now millions on de-
posit at one per cent. interest. and at
some c~ases at no interest at all. Much
French money will come to Canada,
which has a great future before it.
Many Parisian banks are now looking
to Canada as a fleld for investment.”

OTTAWA, Oct. 10.—The burden of

Addressed by the Archbishop of
. Canterbury—Overflow Meeting
+ ~d in St. Paul’s Church.

BOSTON, Oct. 10.—The Archbishop
of Canterbury and bishops represent-
ing various parts of the world, ad-
dressed a great missionary mass meet-
ing in Tremont Temple tonight. The
attendance was so large that it was

L necessary to hold an overflow meeting
in St. Paul's Church, at which most
of the addresses weres repeated. The
addresses of the archbishop was pro-
bably the last that he will make in
public during his stay in America, as
he is making preparations to leave
this city on Thursday morning, in or-
der to sail from New York on the fol-
lowing day.

The archbishop had a busy day,
speaking at three functions. He was
presented with a loving cup at Bishop
William - Lawrence’s residence by St.
Stephén’s Church of Xast Liverpool,
Ohio, many of whose members are of
English birth or descent, and he re-
plied to the committee which made the
presentation in a short address. He
Evangelical Alli-
ance, on organization of evangelical
churches, at noon, in Park street
church (Congregational). The Eng-
lish primate met the members of the
' Bpiscopalian Club at an informal re-
ception held at the University Club
late in the afternoon.

The only important business trans-
acted by the convention today was the
adoption of a resolution naming Rich-
mond, Vt.,, as the place for the next
triennial convention in 1907. The house
of deputies in executive session, voted
to confirm the election of Rev, Ed.
‘W. Osborne, of Boston, superior of the
American branch of the Society of
Mission Priests of St. John the Evan-
gelist, as bishop coadjutor of Spring-
field, Ills. Father Osborne is the third
priest from among the Cowley Fathers
to be chosen a bishop in the American
Church.

The Archbishop of Canterbury made
his last public appearance and utter-
ance on his present visit tonight at the
greatest missionary meeting ever held
in the history of the Episcopal church
in this country. Tremotn Temple, the
largest church building in the city, and
St. Paul’s church, a block away, were
both crowded to overflowing, and thou-
sands were unable to gain admission
to either church. No building in the
city could have accommodated the peo-
ple who wanted to hear and see the
primate of all England, and the bishops
of Japan, China, the Philippines and of
Cape Palmas, South Africa. The com-
bined surpliced choirs of the Boston
diocese led the singing at Tremont
Temple. Bishop William Lawrence of
Massachusetts presided, while the
same speakers addressed both audi-
ence,

Right Rev. John McKim, D. D,
bihop of Tokio, Japan, spoke on “The
eastern crisis and the church’s oppor-
tunity.” In speaking of the country,
the bishop said Japan was occidental
ifn her ideas and that religious and
civil liberty had been lately guaranteed
under the constitution; ihat in her
dealings with other peoples she had
not deceived, wronged or depressed,
but while there had been an advance-
ment in intellectual and material
things, there had been no advance in
moral and religious thirigs.

Rt. Rev, Samuel D. Fqrguson, D, D,,
bishop of Palmas, republic of Liberia,
gave an interesting account of the work
among the negroes.

Rt. Rev. Frederick R. Graves, D. D.,
bishop of Shanghai, China, had for his
subject ‘““The yellow peril;' our golden
opportunity.”

The bishop declared that those liv-
ing on the other side of the world
knew of no such thing- as “yellow
peril,” and after returning to this coun-
try, with its magnificent political, com-
mercial and social organization, the
““yellow peril” became a bugaboo and
an absurdity.

“The peril,” he said, ‘““is all the other
way. 'The people of China are asking,
‘What is Europe and the United States
going to do with us? ”

He said the world was about to wit-
ness the opening up of the whole con-
tinent of Asia, which he declared to be
the meaning of the conflict and stir in
the east. He urged the duty of the
church to seize the opportunity and
carry the beneficient gospel of Christ
to them.

“What the American church can do
in the Philippines” was the topic of an

D. D., Bishop of the Philippines.

“The Ametican church is in the Phil-
ippines,” sald Bishop Brent, “to give
her, confribution in rounding out the
kingdom of God.”

The problem, he said, was an ex-
tremely difficult and delicate one.

The vast audience rose when the
Archbishop of Canterbury was intro-
duced by Bishop Lawrence, who said
this was the primate’s last public ap-
pearance at this visit.

Dr. Davidson said that the question
of missions was the biggest subjcet
that can be to any people who think
at all. Alluding to the Philippines and
the war in the Far East, he said that
roadways have been made in these
last days, and that people’s hearts and
minds were filled with the big issues,
not of imperialism, so called, but of
the interlacing and interknowledge of
the interests of the peoples of the
earth. Without any thought of the re-
ligious life, said he, the Philippines
came to you, carrying with it an an-
swerableness to God in religious things
and a call for making the Gospel a
reality.

The archbishop spoke feelingly of the
great gathering, the impression of
which would strengthen him for his
work. Nothing tn his Mfe, he said, had
given him greater pleasure than this
visit to America.

The vast audicnce then stood and
sang Stand Up for Jesus, after which
the benediction was pronounced by

Extract From a Letter in Which He
Discussed Scottish Church
Affairs.

Dr. John Davidson, formerly of ‘the
U. N. B.,, who is now undergoing treat-
ment in a sanitarium in Scotland, dis-
cusses the Scottish church case as fol-
lows in a recent letter to a friend here:

“I have felt silence irksome these
Jast six weeks since the great church
case began. You can’t discuss spiritual
independence on your fingers, and I
have wanted very much to discuss it.
Scottish church history has always
been on;e_(of my side issues, and.I have
written a great deal on some of its
topics. This church case sums up all
the interest of that history and is en-
grossing all the attention of the Scot-
tish public. The parliamentary solu-
tion of this monstrous situation is
gradually emerging as the only pos-
sible solution. From a Scottish point
of view the law of the lords about
trusts is said to be doubtful, and from
the point of view of history to decide
a case by documents only and not by
reféerence to the whole teaching of his-
tory is ridiculous. As a matter of fact
the free church did change and for the
better, and in the narrow technica:
views was justly deprived of its pro-
perty. But that a church should be de-
prived of its property because it forms
a union, which from every point of
~view, economic, social and religious, is
monstrous, and public opinion will not
tolerate the disorganization which is
threatened., I have more sympathy
with the poor ignorant Highland rem-
nant than perhaps most educated peo-
ple, but they are not bearing success
as well as adversity. The division has
an obvious bearing on the question of
church union in Canada.”’—Fredericton
Herald.

Advance Agent Gives His Story of

The other members were willing to
play and my wife was on hand and all
had made up for the performance. It
got noised around that Mr. Drew was
not going to let the performance take
place and after some few minutes of
excitement Mr. Drew did announce
there would be no show, and Mr. Smith
accordingly informed the audience.
