Reports from Russian sources give a
more hopeful view of the situation of
Gen. Kuropatkin’s army. That com-
mander has re-occupied and holds the

town of Shakhe, the possession of
which for several days was first with
one and then . the other contending

wing, for the safety of which there
‘had been much anxiety, are no later
than the night of October 13. It had
been fighting for two days for posses-
‘sfon of Tumin and Saitchoun passes,
fmportant strategic points, but up to
the sending of the last despatch, the
Japanese were still in possession of the
passes. In order that this eolumn
may be able to rejoin. the main Rus-
sian army, it is necessary that Gen.
Kuropatkin should hold the bridges
over the Hun river and the position he
now occupies on the Shakhe river.
There is no indication that the end of
the great battle is at hand. Estimates
of the losses show a wide divergence,
but are as a rule lower than those
given in Sunday’s despatches.

Headquarters of the Russian Flank-
ing~Column on the Leff, Oct. 14, by
caurier cia Mukden, Oct. 17..—The or-
der came to advance at midnight, but
the Japanese themselves attacked at
ten o’clock. They fought stubbornly,
but were driven back: The ‘Russians
followed up the advantage and occu-
pied the pass. There was still one
height at the left of the pass which
had not been taken and-at dawn the
Russians were again forced to retire,
as, the Japanese batteries commanded
the ground the Russians had so hardly
won.

The next day the Russjans again ad-
vanced, assaulting the main pass. Dur-

Gontrol the Liquor Traffic ?-—-Pro-
vincial Synod Says the
Saloon Must Go.

Shall the liquor trade o, ¢his coun-
try be under the control of the govern-
‘ment?

This question came up in the provin-
cial synod yesterday afternon upon &
motion by the Rev. Mr, Ingles, which
was in the following form:

“That in the opinion of this house
the best system for the control of the
liquor traffic is government ownership,
with the right of local option, especial-
1y in the neighborhood of large cities

traffic. They had at present strict gov-
ernment control and a strict licensing

government carrying on the liquor
business in the city of St. John, for he
thought strong influence . would be
brought to bear on them to enlarge the
nummber of saloons, which was at pre-
sent limited by law. He went on to
denounce the unrestricted sale of pat-
ent medicines and drinks containing
alcohol, and moved as an amendment,
¥That this synod, deploring the evils
resulting from the use of intoxicants,
again urge most earnhestly upon the
clergy and laity the importance of
\.studying and promoting all means of
temperance reform, and the value of
the Church of England Temperance
Society is one means towards the same,
and further respectfully urges the pro-
per authorities to take such steps as
may tend to lessening and removal of
existing evils, and promises its hearty
support to all measures of this kind.”

. E. J. B. Pense seconded the motion.
The original resolutién he considered
largely a mistaken one. It pressed for
local option. They had in Ontario a
local option law, and no township or
town of that city had taken advantage
of it. At caucus meetings in connec-
tion with the elections the guestion of
government ownership came up for
consideration and they wer eimmedi-
ately met by the difficulty that the
party that was behind prohibition was
against state ownership, because it
Wwould make them as citizens co-part«
ners in the trade. Besides the condi-
tions in Canada were different from
what they were in Norway and Sweden
under the Gothenberg system, and af-
ter the way that liquor sellers had
been denounced, the government could
not get a high class of men to under-
take the sale. He advocated instead
the greater restriction of the liguor
traffic. A great deal had been said
about the increased sale of liquor, but
he attributed it to the shorter hours
that men worked and their higher
wages, not to any increase in the num-
‘ber of drinkers.

F. E. Hodgins objected to the synod
making any declaration on the subject
in a concrete form or pinning their
faith to any particular form of dealing
with the question of restricting the sale
of drink. He did not think they had
any particular mandate from the
Church of England on the subject to
say whether the restriction should take
the form of government ownership or
local option, and he obj2cted to the
proposed resolution because it was
‘touching the political side of the ques-
tion. There were great objections to
giving the dominion and provincial
governments a greater interest in the
rliquor traffic than they had at present.

The Rev. Canon Bland thought that
the resolution should be followed up by
some definite action, and the Rev. J.
P. Lewis thought it was too weak in
its terms.

Dr, C. F. Wiggins gave some illus-
trations of the failure of prohibition
in Prince Edward Island. Prohibition
did not prohibit. The principle was
wrong and was debasing to our man-
hood. Replying later to some criti-
cisms of Judge Hanington, Dr. Wig-
gins said the type of manhood that
could use God’s gifts was & higher type
than one that through bodily or other
‘weakness was unable to use them.

The Rev. G. O. Troop and the Rev.
Dyson Hague continued the discussion.

The Hon. 8. H. Blake suggested that
it would be well if the synod could
agree upon a resolution of a practical
character. He favored the lessening
of the number of licenses, which wotlld
be a lessening of the number of places
of temptation.

The prolocutor suggested, as it was
the hour for adjournment, that the
‘movers and- seconders of the motion
and amendments should meet and en-
deavor to come to an agreement on a
Joint resolution, and this was at once
agreed to.

The temperance question was again
debated this forenoon in the provincial
synod. There had been a conference
last evening, but complete agreement
was not reached by all the parties in
regard to the precise terms in which
the synod should express its will upon
the vital question.

For instance, the Hon. S. H, Blake
brought in a resolution deploring the
effects of the drifik traffic, looking to
the established agency of the church,
in the temperance society of the same,
for the doing of good work, and de-
manding the abolition of the salooon,
as at present operated all over Can-
ada, and the restriction of other
licenses granted in the Dominion,

On the other hand, W. 8. Jarvis of-
fered an amendment, which, while
agreeing In the main with the resolu-
tion of Mr. Blake, omitted all specific
referenoce to the saloon as a concrete
fact, and suggested the willingness of
the synod to co-operate in any mea~
sure having for their object the miti-
gation of the drink evil.

Spekaing to the amendment, Mr.
Jarvis said that the course which one
province in the Dominion might care
to pursue in regard to this matter
might not be the best course for all
the provinces to pursue. The saloon
evil might be acute in Ontario; it
might need to be specially mentioned;
on the other hand, in the other prov-
inces that might not need to be so
strongly emphasized. Bishop Potter,
in New York, endorsed the saloon un-
der new and better auspices. Perhaps
the synod did not agree with that ac-
tion—(No, no)—but, at any rate, would
any member dare to call in question
the sincerity of the bishop's motives ?
(No, no.) Again, Earl Grey, who was
to be our next governor general, had
been the head of a movement in Eng-
land which desired to mitigate the
evils of drink, not by 'abolishing it,
making it subservient to decent mo-
tives. Suppose, then, this synod men-
tioned the saloon, and asked for its
abolition in the concrete, might not
that embarrass our incoming governor
general, for one thing ? Mr, Jarvis
wanted to make it clear that all were
agreed as to the evil of the ligquor
traffic; the only question was as to
that of method.

A BORT OF DISEASE.

Caused by Hoakwarms, Is Prevalent in
18and Pine Regions of South.
WASHINGTON, Oct. 12.—Dr. Charles.
‘Wardell Stiles, chief of ths division of
zoology in the publie health and mar-
ine hospital service, whq 4 year ago at-
tracted general attention by declaring

laziness, will soon make another report
on the same subject, the inteérvening
year having been devo’tbd," to further
research. \

He is firmly convinced that the hook-
worm is fully as dangerous 43 malaria.
It kills, saps life and energy, loses the,
time of workmen, plays havoc with thed
domestic affairs of a household, and at
the same time 18 little understood by
the medical profession,

“Sufferers from hookworm,” Dr.
Stiles says, “show many symptoms,not
all alike by any means.  The face of a
confirmed sufferer. has an anxious,
stupid expression, and is sometimes
bloatéd. The pupils of the eyes are fre-
quently dilated, and the eyes are dull,
dry and tsually of a chalky white.
Sometimes there is a stupid, fish-like
stare, that is hard to describe, very
similar to that noticed in cases of ex-
treme alcoholic intoxication.

“A perverted and general ravenous
appetite is one of the symptoms of the
disease. Patients are especially fond of
pickles. I have seen boys and girls in
advanced stages of the disease greedily
devour entire bottles of pickles. Oth-
ers want salt or lemons, or to ghew
coffee or drink large quantities of cof-
fee without sugar or milk. The disease
was often encountered in South Carol-
ina, Georgla, and other southern states.

‘“The importance of the disease in a
farming section may be judged when I
say that I found many ecases on one
‘farm’ The loss in wages and laboring
capacity is large under the circum-
stances. On a farm employing 100
hands in an infecfed district it is not
an exaggeration to say that these hun-
dred people cannot do the work of 80
average hands in a healthy region.
The economic conditions are many, not
considering the disconsolate homes and
humanity.

The disease is carried by the poor
whites of the sand and pine regions of
the south into the cotton mills, but does
not spread much in the mills. It nev-
ertheless causes a considerable amount
of anaemia among the operatives,

MAN HAS NOT SLEPT
IN TWENTY YEARS.

Strange Case of Jacob Casterling Is a
Puzzle to the Physicians of Passaic.

NEW YORK, Oct. 14—~Jacob Caster-
line, sixty-seven years old, employed
a8 a laborer by a Passalc (N. J.) water
company, says he has not slept for
twenty years. Casterline’s neighbors
bear witness to his wakefulness: He
says that although he has consulted
physicians here and elsewhere no one
has been able to relieve him.

Casterline was born in Holland and
came to this country with his parents
when he was about sixteen years old.
The Casterline family settled in Pater-
son. Jacob was a hard worker, and, to-
gether with hi€ brother, obtained em-
ployment{ at loading barges on tLhe
Hackensack River. Here the two
worked for a. number of years.

“About a year before I quit that
work,” sald Casterline,” I worked the
entire summer—in fact, well on to the
winter—with but little sleep. ‘With
my brother, I toflad night and day,
but as I was young and strong I did
wot mind the strain. My wife was ill
and doctor’s bills were high. I wasnot
earning a bank president’s salary at
the time and I could not easily meet
these bills. My work and my troubles
began to tell on me. Each night I
would toss about for an hour or more,
unable to go to sleep. I am a man who
thinks much, and as I lay awake I
would think of the bills I had to meet
and the hard way that lay before me.
My condition graduslly grew worse,
and when I neared my forty-seventh
year, I learned for the first time what
it iz to lie awake for the entire night.”

Since that time, Casterline says, he
has never slept, even for the slightest
period. He goes to bed, but lies awake
thinking. Although somewhat :ested
thinking.  Although somewhat rested
as comfortable as when he could sleep.
Each morning he has a violent head-
ache and feels i{ll. He dresses as
quickly as possible and goes out into
the open air. When he has inhaled a
few breaths of fresh air the headache
and 4ull feeling depart and he is ready
for breakfast. Local physicians “who
have examined Casterline are puzzled

by his case.

RUSSIA SENDING MORE MEN.,

NEW YORK, Oct. 16.—A London spec-
ial to the Times says that the London
Times' Russian correspondents say that
military activity is everywhere notice-
able in Southern Russia. Every effort
is being made to send off the regiments
of the eighth army corps with the min-
imum of delay. The military transport
authorities estimate that the carrying
capacity of the Siberian railway during
the next six months will be 35,000 men
and the’ necessary stores per month.
On that basis Russia will be able by
April 1 to detrain in Manchuria the: last
contingents of 150,000 men from Euro-
pean Russia, or 200,000 men if the trans-
port of general supplies could be tem-
porarily reduced.

In the méantime the railway system
of Southern Russia is disorganized by
the diversion for war traffic of loco-
motives and cars so that only about 150
grain laden cars are now delivered
daily at Odessa, whereas the grain traf-
fic ought to be in full swing.

all vessels of less than 100 tons. Of this
total 326 vessel of 479,081 tons were
steamers, and 369, of 300,728 tons, were
salling vessels. As regards steamers
the present return exceeds the average
of the previous ten years by 33 vessels
and 93,671 tons; as regards sailing ves-
seis it is below the average by 148 ves-
sels of 56,631 tons.

During the year 1903 the
losses of steamers belong to the chief
maritime countries of Europe, to the
British colonies, and to the United
States of America amount only to 1.80
per cent. of she number owned, while
the losses of sailing vessels reach 4.46
per cent.

BEST IN YEARS.

Apart from questions of navigation,
it is no doubt the cases of abandon-
ment, foundered and missing vessels
which afford most ‘scope of investiga-
tion and conjecture as to whether the
ultimate causes.of loss weremunavold-
able. As regards vessels owned in the
United Kingdom, it.is satisfactory to
observe that the number of casualties
comprised in these classes in the pre-
sent return, viz., 29, is the lowest re-
cord during the 13 years for which
these wreck statistics have been com-
piled by Lloyd’s Register.

The government press ha.s exhausted
every means within their-power to
persuade the people of Canada that
the issue between the government and
Lord Dundonald had to do with the
introduction of militaryism into Can-
ada upon a scale equal to that which
prevails in European countries. They
have endeavored to show that Lord
Dundonald was arrogating to: himself
powers which were subversive of re-
sponsible government. .They pretend
that he endeavored to make himself a
military director in Canada—to over-
ride not only the views of the minis-
ter of militia, but to force upon the
government a policy which its mem-
bers were opposed to and which would
be inimical to the interests of Cana-
dians. .

This presentation of the case be-
tween Lord Dundonald and the gov-
ernment is deliberate misrepresenta-
tion. The issue raised by the Earl
was of an altogether different charac-
ter. He proved that the minister of
agricuiture had interfered in the mak-
ing of appointments to a cavalry re-
giment from purely political motives.
In other words, that the government
applied partizan principles in officer-
ing the militia. They  used the militia
force to reward their political friends
for political services. Lord Dundon-
ald, whose reputation was at stake in
the character of the Canadian militia,
resented such conduct and for that he
was dismissed.

It will be remembered that upon the
floor of the house of commons,-Hon.
Sidney Fisher at first denied that he
had acted from partisan motives, but
when pressed by the leader of the op-
position, he admitted that the reason
Dr. Pickle’s name was scratched from
the list of officers of the proposed re-
giment, was that he was an ardent
conservative. That is the admission
of the minister of agriculture himself,
who was responsible for the difficulty
between Lord Dundonald and the gov-
ernment, so that when the liberal press
endeavors to make a new issue to con-
vince the people of Canada that Lord
Dundonald was unwarrantably inter-
fering with the prerogativas of gov-
ernment, it @assumes a position that
the facts do not support, and is con-
victed before the people of deliberate
misrepresentation.

The point that the electors should
keep before them is that the issue be-
tween Lord Dundonald and the gov-
ernment was whether officers should
be appointed to the militia because of
their political value or because of their
military fitness. Lord Dundonald was
driven out of Canada because he in-
sisted upon keeping the militia, force
of the Dominion freed from partisan-
ship and political inﬂuen(ie.

o

Argument was heard In the case of
J. B. Snowball & Co. of Chatham V.
Giovanni Vjdossovich, captain of the
bark Beechdale.

Dr. Stockton for the defendant claim-
ed demurrage from Sept. 80th to Oct.
6th. The vessel should have been load-
ed by Sept. 29th, when the 18 lay days
expired., Though some of the days
were rainy, yet in the absence of an
exception for ‘‘weather working days”
the work should have been carried on.
In default demurrage must be paid.
Authorities were cited to show that
when the charterers own the loading
berth and keep other vessels loading
there, to the exclusion of another ves-
sel which is ready to load, the char-
terers must bear the loss occasioned
by the congestion. In this case the
Beeehdale was ready to load Sept. Sth,
but could @ot get to her loading berth
because plaintiff company had the
Prosperino and other .vessels' there;
therefore plaintiff was in: default.

Further, the Beechdale had {been ac-
cepted by the plaintiff company as
ready to load, because they suppHed
a part cargo of lumber while thé bark
was at the ballast wha#f and before
she moved into her loading berth. This
would waive the point that the bark
was not ready when the captain served
notice that he was ready to load. H.
H. McLean, contra.

In opening, Mr. McLean congratu-
lated the court on the speech with
which this case is being determined,
the whole matter taking about six
days from the time the dispute’ ardse.
The charter party, he contended, said
that lay days were to commence when
the vessel came to a “proper clear
loading berth” and served notice that
it was ready to load. In this case
there was no ‘clear” loading berth,
as the plaintiff company had another
vessel, the Prosperino, loading at their
wharf when ' the - Beechdale arrived.
The Beechdale therefore had to wait.
With regard to :the notice, the evi-
dence showed that the Beechdale was
not ready when the notice wis served,
as the ballast had to «be levelled and
the ship cleaned. This notice was not
waived by a delivery of part cargo,
because the lumber was supplied at
the defendant’s special request to
stiffen the vessel so that she might
safely be moved to her loading berth;
it was furnished as ballast.

Judgment is reserved.

REV. H. M. SPIKE DEAD.

Rev. Henry M. Spike died at his re-
sidence, 43 St. Paul street, Friday
morning. The deceased clergyman
was eighty-three years of age, and
was well known and very highly re-
spected in the city. For twenty-two
yvears he was in charge of the parish of
Musquash, and since his resignation
eight years ago had divided his time
between St. Jude’s, Carleton, and the
Mission church, Paradise row. Rev.
Mr. Spike was a native of Nova Scotia.
His wife died twenty. years ago, leav-
ing two sons and four daughters.
They are: Charles Spike, now in the
Klondike, and Wm.. Spike of Andover.
Two of the daughters, Charlotte .and
Harriet, resided. with their father.
Mrs. Barr lives in Virginia, and the
other, Mrs. Joshua Knight of Garden
street. The funeral will be held at
Musquash. A special grain will con-
vey the remains and those who will
attend the funeral.

Mr. Smith in the course of
his address stated that the late con-
servative government at Ottawa
passed an order in council terminat-
ing the payment of mail subsidies to
ships sailing from Portland, He also
asserted that the present government
on taking office did not carry out this
policy, but continued for another
winter the subsidies to the Allan boats
end the Portland service,

These statements are said to have
béen flatly contradicted by Mr. Car-
vell, who declared positively that no
order in council such as described had
been passed by the conservatives, and
also stated that the present govern-
ment had not continued the Portland
service.

Both statements of Mr Smith were
absolutely correct. ° Consequently Mr.
Carvell was distinctly wrong in both
contradictions.

The conservative government in the
autumn of 1895 subsidized the Beaver
line ships. That was an experiment.
It worked so well that before the sea-
eon was over the government decided
to end the Portland mail subsidies for-
ever. The Allan contracts had term-
fnated a few years and the
eervice was carried on by arrange-
ment made from year to year. ' The
last arrangement made by the con-
servatives was signed in September,
1895, and expired with the close of St.
Lawrence navigation in the autumn of
1386,

In February, 1896, some ten months
before this arrangement expired, the
government passed the order declar-
ing that it should be the last one. It
was there ordered that at the close of
the existing arrangement subsidies
thereafter be paid only to ships sail-
ing to ports in Canada.

The order itself will be found In
Hansard of 1896, second session, page
2,601, It is in the usual form, bears
date February 21, 1896, and reads:

“On a report dated 29th January,
1898, stating that he hag had under con-

slderation a memorial from the board
of trade of the maritime provinces,
composed of the several boards of the
province of New Brunswick, Nova Sco-
tia and Prince Edward Island, to his
excellency the governor general, call-
ing attention to the fact that for some
years past, after the close of naviga-
tion on the St. Lawrence, through Can-
adian freight, carried on steamers sub-
sidized by the Canadian government,
after malls have been landed at a
through port, has been landed and
ehipped at a foreign port to the detri-
ment of the maritime provinces, and
asking that this matter be taken into
serious consideration, and that in fu-
ture subsidies be granted to steamers
sajling between port or ports in the
United Kingdom and port or ports in
Canada. only.

““The minister submits that he is of
opinion that the view taken by the
board of trade is the correct one, and
that the time has arrived when there
are sufficient freights to and from Can-
adian ports to fully warrant the gov-
ernment to withhold subsidies to ves-
s€ls sailing from, or landing at, any

\Eoreign port on this continent, and it
‘would be for the interests of Canada
were subsidized steamers required to
sall to and from Canadian ports direct,
not to effect existing contracts,

before,

“The minister recommends that a
copy of this minute, if approved, be
communicated in the usual mmanner to
the secretary of the board of t.rade Ain
the maritime provinces.

“The committee submith the
for your excellency's approval

It will be seen that the minister in
charge decided upon this policy in

January, or within two months after
the Beaver line service was established.
At the time the order was passed this
minister, the late Hon.-Mr. Ives, made
the announcement in the house in the
course of a discussion Introduced by
Mr. Hazen. He said:

“The government has just laid down
as its policy that after the termination
of the existing contracts no subsidy
will be given to any line of steamers
that touches at any other than a Can-
adian port on this side of the ocean.
That is the settled policy of the gov-
ernment, and we " trust that the de-
clared policy, coupled with the proof of
what has been done by the city of St.
John, will lead to a very large increase
of business for Canadian ports during
the winter season.”

It hardly needs to be said that the
present government reversed this pol-
icy by renewing the arrangement with
the Allan line, whereby ships with
Canadian subsidies continued to go to
Portland through the winter of 1896-97.
If Mr. Carvell does not know this he
should apologize to the people of Carle-
ton county for his ignorance. The ex-
cuse given by Mr, Fielding to the house
was that the Allans ought to have
longer notice than from February to
December. It was a poor excuse, for
the company had annual arrangements
only, and there was mnothing in the
agreement calling for any notice,

The ministers now in office were
eventually forced to carry.out the pol-
icy of their predecessors as to steam-
ships, but in their railway policy they
made returns a thousand fold to their
roz-tunatdl beneficiaries, the Grand
Trunk company and the por$ of Port-
larnd.
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NORTHUMBERLAND,

Both parties in Northumberland have
selected candidates. For the fourth
time Mr. James Robinson leads the
conservative party in a federal con-
test. He has always had large ma~
jorities, and was five hundred ahead
on the last occasion. There is no rea-
son to suppose that Mr. Robinson is
weaker or his opponents stronger thai
four years ago. Mr. Robinson is on such
good terms with men of both parties
that occasionally some superficial per-
son starts a story that he will not
fight the liberal government any more.
It is not his habit to contradict these
rumors. He simply goes to Ottawa
and votes against the government pol-
icy, as his election pledges and his
own convictions require him to do.
When election time comes he is on
hand ready to defend his course and
frank in his declaration that if elect-
ed he will do the same thing over
again. So far as can be learned a
large majority of the people of North-
umberland are in sympathy with the
party to which Mr. Robinson belongs,
and with the principles for which he
stands.

Holding these views
strongest grounds for
Robinson, since his personal and
Business relations he has everything
to commend him. Whatever disputes
and rivalries may be found in the
other camp, it was shown yesterday
that Mr. Robinson has no competitor
in his own ranks.

On other occasions the Sun has
spoken well of Mr. Loggie, as all peo-
ple do. He is an excellent represent-
ative of the county in the legislature
g.nd in his varied business activities.
Nevertheless it is a matter of regret
that he has received this nomination.
For reasons that were stated by Mr.
Hazen in the St. John convention, and
which have been appreciated by Mr.
Loggie’s coileagues in other counties it
was highly desirable that no break
should be made in the opposition dele-
gation at Fredericton., That Mr. Log-
gie felt this was shown in the com-
munication which led Mr. Hazen to in-

form the St. John convention that he
did not expect Mr. Loggie to be a can-
didate for Ottawa. It is not yet two
years since Mr. Loggie was elected to
the local house and he was capable
of making himself so useful there un-
der the present circumstances, that he
will find it difficult to justify an
abandonment of that undertaking and
a request to the electors to send him
to another parliament.

If any member of the local oppo-
sition would be excusable for glving
up his work at Fredericton and seek-
ing election to Ottawa, it would be Mr.
John Morrissy. Mr. Morrissy was
the candidate four years ago. He is
in that sense the leader of his federal
party, and huas fought its battles on
many occasions. One would rather
have expected the choice to fall upon
him., It déame near doing so, as he
was only two votes below his suc-
cessful competitor. A report is in cir-
culation which may explain the short-
age of ballots for Mr. Morrissy. It
will be remembered that a few days
ago the car of the minister of rail-
ways remained in Northumberland
long enough for Mr. Emmerson to
hold a meeting of leading liberals in
the constituency. The minister ad-
vised these chiefs to get together and
organize for the contest, promising to
recognize the candidate who should
be chosen. But he is also reported to
have said that he did not consider Mr.
Morrison to be so strong a candidate
as others who might be named. The
Newcastle convention seems to have
given effect to the minister’'s disfavor.

However that may be, it is a matter
for congratulation that Mr. Morrissy
remains in public life. Mr. Loggie
would have dene much better to keep
up the contest for good government in
Fredericton than to be defeated in the
attempt to induce his county to sup-
port bad government at Ottawa.

The real question is whether this
great' railway in this province and
elsewhere shall be. owned by the peo-
ple 4r by the Grand Trunk company.

When Mr. McKeown gets ready to

answer the speech of ‘“the man him-{

self” he will seé that while Mr. Blair
was not convinced of the necessity, of
another railway through this province,
he particularly and impressively
pointed out, that if the line were found
to be necessary, it was important to
make it a government line,

Mr. Borden favors the shortening of
the government route from Montreal
to the sea wherever it is found that
this can' be done. But he holds that
if business is to be taken from the ex-
isting line it should not be given to
a company-owned competing route.
Both statesmen see the abSurdity of
spending tens of millions to extend the
Interolonial to Montreal and equip it
in the mokt expensive way for through
business, then building a shorter line
between the same points to put the
Intercolonial out of business, and
handing this shorter road over to the
very company which of all others has
done the most to injure the Intercol-
onial. 5

This transfer of business is what Sir
Wilfrid himself predicts. Mr. Borden
and Mr. Blair take a somewhat differ-
ent view. They say that the Grand
Trunk has a road from the Grand
Trunk Pacific several hundred miles
shorter still to its own port of Port-
land.

The way to make the short line
through this province do business is
to build it for the government, and
retain government control of the route
all the way to the western wheat flelds.
Then the traffic cannot be diverted to
foreign ports. Then if it takes a
shorter route than the present North
Shore curve it will still be the people’s
line.

A PROOF OF INSINCERITY.

The government party in St. John
has adopted a platform mostly bor-
rowed from the conservatives. It
seems that the party is now in favor
of national ports, and of preferential
trade. Having borrowed this much
from the opposition party at Ottawa,
Mr. McKeown and Mr. O’Brien, with
the help of the attorney general, have
borrowed from the local opposition a
New Brunswick Southern programme.

At the last session George Clarke,
one of the Charlotte county members,
moved a resolution pointing out tkat
the N. B. Southern railway had im-
portant local and foreign connections,
and as part of the Intercolonial would
open up to the government systems
important and productive territory,
and that the transfer would benefit
not only the people along the line but
a large part of the population of the
province. The substantive part of the
resolution said:

““Therefore resolved by this house that
as it would be greatly to the benefit
of the Maritime Provinces, particularly
of the portion of country traversed by
the said New Brunswick Southern
railway, as well as of advantage to
the Intercolonial railway and in the
interest of the people of New Bruns-
wick, this house would respectfully
urge the federal government to ac-
quire the New Brunswick Southern
railway, provided that it can be se-
cured at a fair and reasonable price,
and to operate the same as part of
the Intercolonial system.”

The leader of the government op-
posed this resolution. He asked the
house to pass an amendment stating
that

“It is not expedient for. this house
at the present time to express any
opinion as to the advisability or other-
wise of the Dominion government ac-
quiring branch railways.”

¥very supporter of the provincial
government in the house with the ex-
ception of Hon. Mr. Hill voted for the
amendment. Among the twenty-eight
were Attorney General Pugsley, with
his colleagues in the ministry, Messrs.
Tweedie, Labillois, Farris and
Sweeney, Mr. George Robertson of St.
John, Dr. Ruddick, and Mr. King of
Sussex.

Every member of the opposition
voted against the amendment by which
the motion was side-tracked. The
voters in the negative were Hon. Mr.
Hil, Messrs. Hazen, Flemming,
Smith, Grimmer, Clarke, Morrissy,
Glasier, Loggie. Hartt and Morrison.

The amendment did not mean that
the provincial government had consti-
tutional reasons for refusing to express
an opinion concernng a matter of fed-
eral policy. That js proved by the fact
that only a short time before the same
ministers had supported a resolution
urging the dominion government to
take over the Canada Eastern. There
was no question of principle involved,
only a determination to head off the
proposition.

We may judge by this of the sin-
cerity of Dr. Pugeley, Mr. George
Robertson and the Berryman’s Hall
party of this election.

POLITICS AND THE COMMISSION-
ERS.

Mr. Wade, the chairman of the
transcontinental construction commis-
sion, was perhaps the most active pro-
moter of the railway deal in the house
of commonsy after the premier and the
minister of jusiice. The character of
his campaign in the house was such
that members suspected him of a
stronger and more personal interest
than that of a representation of the
people. That was the reason Mr.
Wade had occasion to deny in the
most emphatic way that he had any
intention of accepting a place on the
construction commission. Mr, Wade
was most positive in his declaration
that he had no promise of appoint-
ment, and had no intimation that he
would be offered an appointment. He
was equally strong in the statement
that he expected to be the candidate
of his party in Annapolis. )

That was only a few months ago.

Well, Mr. Wade is here. He is not
a candidate for Annapolis, He is

chairman of the commission for the
construction of the eastern section of

the transcontinental railway., His sal-
ary is a little larger than that of the
minister of railways. As omé of the
government organs states, he and his
fellow commissioners with their wives [*
are “travelling in a luxuriouSly fitted
up private car.”

Though the four commissioners
now visiting this province have been
placed in charge of the construction
of the railway from Winnipeg to
Moncton not one of them is or ever
has been a railway man, except that
Mr. Wade as solicitor was once re-
ceiver of a line between Middleton
and Lunenburg, and thus became for
a time the manager of that little road.
That 1is his apprenticeship. The
others are about to serve theirs,

But they are not dmateurs in poli-
tics. Commissioner Wade is a politi-
~al manager of great skill and of
considerable experience. Another com-
missioner appears somewhat conspicu-
ousily in the affidavit wherein Pritch-
ett confebSses and explaing the ballot
box manipulation in Brockville and
other constituencies. @~ Whether this

affidavit was true or false would have
been better known if the Brockville
and West Huron investigation had
not been choked off, but‘it stands to-
day as part of the record. It is at
least safe to say that the commission-
ers were down to a few months ago
expert, enthusiastic and rather practi-
cal politicians.

It will re-
member that Mr. Emmerson declared
in the house that he knew every foot
of the country in the direct line be-
tween Grand Falls and Chipman, and
assured parliament that it was admir-
able suited for the route of the trans-
continental railway.

Among the strong and worthy men
who have represented Kent county at
Ottawa Hon. P. A. Landry and Mr.
George V. McInerney may be men-
tioned here. Both of these representa-
tives reflected lustre on the constitu-
ency, making it conspicuous and im-
portant. Judge Landry has been .pro-
moted to another sphere of usefulness
and dignity. Mr. McInerney has again
been asked to contest the county of
his birth. That is an honor the more
remarkable, as it was evidently un-
sought, and has gone to him without
any sort of prearrangement.

Yet there i3 no one who deserves this
nomination better. Mr. McInerney was
defeated in 1900 by a combination of
canvasses, an exceedingly large finan-
cial appropriation, and the utmost pos-
sible use of raillway and other patron-
age. But even then he'polled a splen-
did vote throughout the county. In
his previous contest Mr. McInerney
had a majority of more than five hun-
dred against the same candidate. Dur-
ing his eight years of service at Otta-
wa Mr. McInerney held a position in
the very front rank of parliamentary
debates.

Full particulars of Saturday’s con-
vention have not been received, but it
may be taken for granted that if Mr.
McInerney has undertaken the
contest in Kent he will make
it a strong one. The county is
properly liberal conservative,. and
if the sentiment of the people is
adequately expressed an opponent of
the present government will represent
Kent. The Sun happens to know that
Mr. McInerney would be more than
willing to give his influence and to as-
sist in the campaign a conservativa
candidate of the Acadian race. But
in the convention ‘by which he was
selected the French speaking delegates
must have been in a large majority,
and the choice was unanimous.

Before this convention there were
two candidates in the field, both sup-
porters of the government. Mr. Le-
Blanc, who sat in the last parliament,
is said to have lost a good many
friends by his remarkable use of the
patronage at his disposal, and as he
has not taken much interest in larger
questions politics has been concentrat-
ed on the small ones. His liberal com-
petitor, Mr. Hebert, developed a good
deal of strength in the last provincial
election and in the municipal contests
in which he has been engaged. As be-
¥ween him and Mr. Le Blanc it is hard
to say which is the stronger. But if
the people of Kent desire to make
themselves felt at Ottawa they cannot
:do better than to repeat the proceeding
of 1892 and 1896.

In the general election of 1896 Mani-
toba elected four conservatives, one
liberal, and the Ilate Dalton Mec-
Carthy. The latter resigned the Bran-
don seat for which Mr, Sifton was re-
turned in the by-election. The one lib-
eral was Mr. R. L. Richardson of Lis-
gar, then and now editor of the Winni-
peg Tribune.' At that time, and dur-
ing many years of oppositiqn, the Tri-
pune was the journal which upheld the
liberal cause throughout the west, and
Mr. Richardson went to Ottawa be-
lieving that the time had come when
the party could do the things which
had been promised, He gave the gov-
ernmant strong support until the
Yukon railway deal proved too much
for him.

Britain and the States, there were
84,834 miles of road owned by private
corporations, and 146,813 owned by the
state. Of b2 countries, 42 have public-
owned railways and-but ten have pri-
vate, 21 have public railways only and
hine rely on private railways, Bel-
gium owns 2,512 miles of her railways,
and usually makes from ten to fifteen
millions a year net out of their opera-
tion. Germany owns her own rail-
ways, makes a hundred and eighty
millions a year out of them, and car-
ries 60 per cent of the people for a
quarter of a cent a mile. Russia owns
most of her railways, and is paying off
the national debt with the net earn-
ings, which, in 1897-8-9, averaged $74,-
000,000. Rates are so low as being be-
yond the criticism of the miser. The
Australian colonies pay interest at
three and a half per cent on all their
railways, which are very low. And so
it was all along the line. ‘Whilst pub-
lic ownership is making immense
strides all over the world, and coun-
tries are freeing themselves, here in
Canada were were about to shackle
ourselves for a whole century. Would
the people stand for it ? The speaker
believed they would not.”

MR. ROBINSON IS SAFE,

Though the Fredericton Gleaner is
a warm: supporter of the government
it has not not much hope of the de-
feat of Mr. James Robinson in North-
umberland. The Gleaner says:

“Mr. Loggie’s acceptance of the lib-
eral nomination will make a vacancy
in the representation of Northumber-
land in the provincial legislature. Mr.
Loggie will go into the fight with all
the energy he possesses, but the party
organization will be somewhat handi-
capped by the apparent dissension in
the ranks, the evidence of which lies
in the action of Mr., Morrissy and his
friends at the convention.

THE CAMPAIGN IN GLOUCESTER.

s

The nomination of Mr. Narcisse
Landry in Gloucester and his pro-
spective support by influential ele-
ments of the population, both French
and English, brings that county into
the fighting line., The election of Mr.
Turgeon was accepted as a foregone
conclusion four years ago. There will
be no such concession in this cam-
paign. He has against him a cam-
paigner at least as good as himself.
Mr. Turgeon is not without ability,
but he has made a good many mis-
takes not only in his handling of fed-
eral patronage, but in his interference
with the provincial elections. Two
years ago Mr. Turgeon made the local
fight his own. He selected three can~
didates, .and waged a war of exter-
mination against the provincial repre-
sentgtives of the previous term. There

!was no political reason for this action,

as the men whom he tried to destroy
were all supporters of the provincial
government of which Mr. Turgeon
professed to be a friend. The result
of his interference was the defeat of
the candidates whom he supported.
though all of them were probably de-
serving men, who were undoubtedly
injured more than they were assisted
by Mr. Turgeon’s intervention. It will
be admitted that the complete failure
of the enterprise did not speak well
for Mr. Turgeon’s prestige.

BOSTON, Mass., Oct., 15.—Mate Jud-
son $Stackhouse and two sailors were

washed ashore at the Peaked Hill bar
life station today from the wreck of
the three-masted schooner Elwood
Burton.

Capt. Lee Woodman Willlams and
the other three sailors were drowned
when the schooner was pounded to
pieces on the outer edge of the inner
bar at Peaked Hill.

The Burton, bound from St. John, N.
B., for New York with a cargo of laths,
was blown on to the inner bar in a ter-
rific storm. The wind was blowing 53
miles an hour from the northeast. The
schooner struck at eieven o’clock at
night.

The Peaked Hill bar makes one of
the most dangerous spots on the Cape
Ced coast. It is known as the “Ocean
Graveyard’” among the government life
savers. The men on the Burton had
no chance to give signals of distress.
By the time the patrol from Peaked
Bill bar life station sighted the wreck
it had been reduced to a bare hull,
fast pounding to pieces.

The captain and crew it was later
found had tried to save themselves on
pleces of wreckage. Three were
washed in shore far enough for the life
savers to rush into the surf and pull
them to safety. The captain and three
sailors were drowned in the flerce
waves rolling between the shore and
the inner bar.

The schooner Elwood Burton left St.
John on Tuesday, Oct. 11th, with a
cargo of 1,826,800 laths, shipped by
Stetson, Cutler Co. Her crew, besides
her captain, was as follows:

ST. ANDREWS, Oct. 14—A' most
regrettable accident occurred at the

Johnson Cove bridge, parish of 8t.
Croix, on the highway between St.
Andrews and St. Stephen, on Wednes-
day night, by which the enterprising
firm of W. F. Kennedy & Co., livery
stable men, lost one valuable horse
and had another seriouly crippled, be-
sides a double seated carriage practi-
cally - destroyed, involving a loss to
the firm estimated at five hundred
dollars, as well as the serious wound-
ing of their driver, Herbert Ross,
whose escape from instant death was
miraculous. The accident ocurred thus
wise: On Wednesday afternoon driver
Ross started for St. Stephen, with W.
C. H. Grimmer and another gentleman
as passengers. The journey, as it was
made in daylight, was accomplished
without any untoward accident. On
the return trip, between nine and ten
o’clock p. m., it is supposed that Ross
reached the vicinity of the Johnson
Cove bridge, carried away four weeks
ago by a freshet.
the night, represented by those who
were out of doors as pitch dark, the
driver failed to catch the turnout to
the temporary roadway established
since the washout of the bridge, drove
down the very steep descent of road
leading thereto, and the horses went
through ' the only defence erected to
prevent travellers driving into the_z
gulf caused by the washout, some 25
feet deep. The driver was thrown out,
his chin bone and jaws broken into
several pieces. He recovered con-
sciousness three hours later. He cried
out for help and attracted the atten-
tion of Hiram Greenlow, who lived
near by, who assisted the wounded
man to his house. Mr. Greenlow
drove into St.” Andrews, four miles,
and called Dr. J. A. Wade and others.
The patient was sent to the Chipman
hospital, St. Stephen. A carriage from
Malloy’s stable was secured, and the
patient, accompanied by B. F. De-
Wolfe and F. Kennedy, was taken to
the hospital. A surgical operation was
performed and a number of broken
pieces of bone removed. At last re-
ports Ross was resting easily, and t_he
doctor thought he had received no in-
ternal injury.

It is now up to Mr. Labillois to
state why steps were mnot at once
taken to safeguard the public from
sugh accidents. The proper officer in
St. Croix is said to have promptly re-

rted to the department the carry-
?:g away of the bridg}&. Why then
should nearly a sacrifice of life and de-
struction of private valuable property
be required to take place before re-
pairs were made so as to make the
occurrence of such accidents impos-
sible? The public demands an an-
swer.

GaptainSWas a St. John Man and Had His

Wife and Ghildren

With Him—No One

Left to Tell the Tale.
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CHATHAM, Mass,, Oct. 14.—A small
part of the forward section of the hull
and a slant(ng foremast stood as mute
reminders tonight of the ocean tragedy
enacted here last night when the thrée-
masted schooner Wentworth of Monc-
ton, N. B., struck on Chatham bar dqur-
ing a raging northerly gale, and. all on
board perished in the ‘terrific seas.
With the exception of the loss of the
steamer Portland in November, 1898,
the wreck of the Wentworth is the
most appalling disaster that has oc-
curred on the Cape Cod coast during
the last decade.

Of the twelve persons who were on
board the stranded vessel not one
reached the shore alive, although two
bodies were snatched from the surf

this morning, one of them that of al

woman, believed to be the wife of the

captain. With her three children she
was accompanying her husband on a'!

trip from Hillsboro, N. B., to Newark,
N. J.

The loss of the Wentworth was par-
ticularly distressing, inasmuch as those

Cod life savers from the Old Harbor

and Orleans stations were unable to '

launch their surf boats, as no craft
could have lived ten seconds in the

fearful surges that charged up on the

sandy beach. The hardy turf men
dragged their boats and surf guns by

hand through the soft, shifting sands.

and made almost superhuman efforts to
assist those on board the doomed ves-
sel.

which lay npt much more than 300
vards from shore. There was one an-
swering pull, and the life savers
thought they heard a voice above the
roar of the surf‘crying ‘‘All right,” but
beyond this there was no further sign
of life on board the craft.

Not receiving another pull on the
shot line the life savers thought it had
landed, and more lines were shot out
to the vessel. Today when wreckage
came -ashore it was discovered that the
first line had been made fast to the
wheel of the schooner, and it is be-
lieved that a heavy sea swept over the
vessel just as 'the line was fastened
and that all the men on deck were
washed overboard. It is also believed
that those who sought safety in the
rigging climbed the main and mizzen
masts, both of which fell early in the
morning, while the life savers were
hoping against hope that the schooner
might hold together until the sea mod-
erated sufficiently to permit the launch-
ing of the life boats.

The Wentworth was bound from
Hillsboro, N. B., to. Newark, N. J,
with a cargo of plaster rock. On board
were the captain, his wife and three
children, and a crew of seven men as
follows:

There are few
finer schooners afloat, he said, than
those of the Gypsum flest, “I re-
member som.e seven or eight Yyears
ago being shown a cliff about two
hundred feet high near the head of the
bay, which, although ardly perpendi-
cular, was thought to be too steep for
any human being to climb. But one
foggy afternoon, almost white with
fear, a man did climb it. That man
was Capt. Francis of the schooner
Wentworth. She had gone ashore a
short distance away. <Capt. Francis,
who was a deep water man, was run-
ning up the bay in thick fog before a
strong southwest breeze with every
sail set.

Captain Perventseff, who was severe-
ly wounded in Manchuria, in the course
of an interview with a French jour-
nalist, told the following dramatic
story of the execution of a Japanese
spy:

“It was during our unhappy retreat
from Telissu, two Cossacks, pushing
before them a dwarf, arrived at Ria-
binin, and came up to us, saying, ‘Here
is a Japa.nese.‘\ The being we had be-
fore us was a'little doll, ugly, with a
clean-shaven face, and dressed like a
Chinaman. As time pressed, he was
at once tried by court-martial, and as
papers proving conclusively that he
was a spy were found on him he was
sentenced to be hanged. During all
this time the little spy, his lips curled
in a scornful smile, said, in excellent
Russian, ‘I do not deny it. No, ho.

The Knifing of Major Mer-
ritt by Sir F. Borden.

Story of Deception—An Attempt to
Make Political Patronage Out of
An Imperial Appointment

- -

The Canadian Military Gazefte of
Tuesday contains the following con-
nected account of the government's
course in respect to. Major Merritt's
proposed third contingent :

“Major Merritt cabled from France
to his colonel to apply to the Canadian
government to endorse his offer to
raise a regiment of Canadian horse for
service in South Africa., Lieut. Col.
Clarence Denison forwarded this cable
to the minister of militia, recommend-
ing Major Merritt’s application strong-
ly. In the reply of the minster of
militia, which will be taken by all who
read it as practically an endorsation
of Major Merritt's offer. He says:
“All I can say now is that I see no ob-
jection to accepting Major Merritt's
offer should the war office think well
of it

“On receiving this Lieut, Col. Clar-
ence Denison cabled to Major Merritt
in the following words: ‘Borden
favors should war office accept.’ This
was forwarded to the war office, who
believed it,and at once arranged de-
tails wtih Major Merritt as he hap-
pened to be on the spot in.London on
his way to Canada. The formal re-
quest was then sent to the Canadian
government with a statement of all
details.

‘“Then. came the duplicitiy and
treachery. The minister of militia pre-
pared a report to the privy council,
which stated that Major Merritt, be-
ing an officer of the Canadian militia,
should have made his offer through the
minister of militia, ignoring totally
Major Merritt’s cablea application
which was made through his colonel
in the regular way, but which Col.
Denison sent straight to the minister,
as it was not a regimental or militia
matter and there was urgent need of
haste. Then the minister goes on to
say that if the imperial govemnment
desired to raise an additional force in
Canada he ‘would be glad to advise as
to the selection of an officer with the
experience and qualifications that are
required.’

~“A certifled copy of this was sent to
the colonial office to be forwarded to
the. war office.
that when this arrived in the war
office the officifls there, believing that
a cabinet minister would at least be
truthful, would at once come to the
conclusion that both Lieut. Col. Deni-
son and Major Merritt had  deceived
them, and had stated what was not
true, viz.,, that an application had been
made to the minister, who expressed
his approval of Major Merritt for the
command. This was a blackhanded
blow of the meanest kind. Sometimes,
however, a kind Providence interferes,
and by an accidental mistake a copy
of the minutes of council shown to the
major general commanding got into
the usual channel of correspondence,
and, as will be seen, went from the
minister of militia to the general offi-
cer commanding, from the adjutant-
general to the D. O. C. of the district,
from him to Lieut. Col. Clarence Deni-
son and from him to Major Merritt.
Then Lieut. Col. Denison saw the un-
derhand work that was being done,
and we hear that to put himself
straight with the war office he caused
notarial copies of the cablegram of
his and Major Merritt’s to him, his
letter to Dr. Borden and of Dr, Bor-
den's letter to him, all to be sent di-
rect to the war office, in order to prave
that any duplicity or deceit in the
matter was not due either to him or
Major Merritt.

Major Merritt’s reply to the minister
appears in the correspondence, and it
is said that when the minister discov-
ered that the minutes had been sent by
mistake to the D. O. C., a confidential
order was {ssued to erase all reference
to it from the records of the district
office. The truth of this rumor might
be proved either by an application for
the papers in the house of commons,
or by the production of the recdords in
the district office in Toronto.

“It is intolerable that the affairs of
a department which is supposed to
deal mainly with ‘officers and gentle-
men' should be conducted upon such
untruthful lines. This is almost alto-
gether due - to the natural inability of
the minister of militia to act in a
straight manner. He is in so many
ways such a discredit both to the mi-
litia and to the government, that it
is difficult to understand how his col-
leagues can submit .to be associated so
closely with one whose conduct they
cannot possibly in their hearts en-
dorse.”

HARD TO EXPLAIN.

OTTAWA, Oct, 14.—~Local liberals are
In a blue funk over an attack made
upon Ald. Champagne, one of the con-
Bervative candidates, by Le Temps, the
French daily, because the alderman
took part in the farewell demonstra-
tion to Lord Dundonald. Hon. Mr.
‘Belcourt, who is said to be one of the
stockholders in Le Temps newspaper,
hastens to repudiate the action of that
paper. He deelares that he could not
take any part in the Dundonald demon-
stration by reason of the fact that as
speaker of the house of commons he
was debarred from expressing an opin-
fon on a subject of such keen political
controversy. He denies that Le Temps
is his personal organ.

EARTHQUAKE IN HONOLULU,

That Did Such Awful Damage
On the Norph Shore.

Friday, October 7th, was the seventy-
nineth anniversary of the great Mira-
michi fire. fhe appended quaint ac-
count of the' conflagration appears on
a sheet of paper 7 x 9 inches, that was
fssued Oct. 11th, 1825. 'This little sheet
is supposed to be the only one of its
kind now in existence.

FIRE AND HURRICANE,

On, the night of the 7th inst., this
place exhibited one of the most ter-
rific scenes that a general conflagra-
tion is capable of producing. .

The climate for two days previous
was so intensely close and warm, but
all doubt was removed as to some
great fire existing in the woods, and
on the approach of the night of the
seventh it commenced its sad devast-
ation.

The wind blew a violent hurricane
from the northwest, and brought with
it from Douglastown, Newcastle and
the surrounding country, such im-
mense clouds of flames and ashes, that
dt became extremely difficult to retain
any position or to breathe at Chatham.
The appearance of the heavens was
awful, representing as far as the eye
was capable of extending, but one un-
varying body of flames; the effect was
frightfully increased from the appal-
ling roar of the fire through the coun-
try in all quarters, the air blowing
with such violence as to occasion the
air to resound with one incessant
thunder.

Among the vesels in the river .a
number were cast on shore, three of
which, namely, the ships Cuncord and
Canada, together with the brig Jane,
were consumed, others were fortunate-
ly extinguished after the fire had at-
tacked them,

At Douglastown scarcely any kind of
property escaped the ravage of the
fire, which swept to the surface every-
thing coming in contact with it, in-
cluding the extensive mercantile es-
tablishments of Messrs.’ Gilmour, Ran-
Kin & Co., Wililam Abrams & Co., to-
gether with their vessel then on the
stocks, as also all the property of
numerous others, leaving but time for
the unfortunate inhabitants to fly to
the shore, and there, by means of
boats, canoes, rafts of timber, timber
logs, or any article however ill calcu-
lated for the purpose, endeavor to es-
cape from the drealful scenes to reach
the town of Chatham, numbers of men,
women and children perishing in the
attempt.

The town of Newcastle with all the
surrounding  settlements, became &
total waste, excepting about fourteen
buildings; among those which were
laid in ashes were the court house,
church, barracks, jail, and for miles
pthrough all parts of the interior of the
country where mercantile, farmer and
timber business were carried on to . a
great extent, the greatest ravages and
desolation took place.

From the magnitude of the fire, and
the dreadful violence of the winds, it
is almost impossible to form an ac-
curate idea of the extent of the loss
of lives or property.

Th2 remote settlements from the en-
trance of the river to the extreme of
it present to the eye the dreadful havoc
of this calamitous event, particularly
those of the North-West Branch, the
Baltibog and Nappan, some of which
have scarcely a place of habitation left;
and the lives that were lost are innu-
merable; the shores at almost every
change of wind exhibiting dreadful
Spectacles of the burnt and drowned.

In some parts of the country the cat-
tle have all been destroyed or suffered
greatly, and the very soil in many
places has been parched and burnt up
and no article of provisions to speak
of has been rescued from the flames,
either at Newcastle, where almost ev-
ery important mercantile establish-
ment perished, or at Douglastown,

The hurricane: raged with such
dreadful violence that larse hodies of
timber, on fire, as also erees from the
forest, and parts of the flaming houses
and stores were carried to the rivers
with amazing velocity, to such an ex-
tent, and affecting the water in such
& manner as to. occasion large quanti-
ties of salmon and other fish to'resort
to the land, hundreds of which were
scattered on the shores of the North
and South-West branches.

Chatham at present contains about
five hundred of the unfortunate suffer-
ers who have resorted to it for relief,
and are experiencing some partial as-
sistance, and almost every hour brings
with it numbers from the back settle-
meits, burnt, wounded or in the most
abject state of distress, and it ig re-
ported nearly two hundred bodies have
been actually discovered.

At this scene the heart sickens to see
the widows, widowers and orphans that
are without clothing, homes or the
means of sustenance, and it is impos-
sible at this early period to say how
many hundreds have been added to the
dead, or have survived to know that a
father, mother, sister or brother has
been devoured by the flames or per-
ished by the wave, not only from th
circumstance of numerous families in
the back settlements not yet being
heard of, but also from the want of
information regarding the fate of large
lumbering parties in the interior of the
woads, who it is feared have fallen vic-
tims to the flames.

In a situation, therefore, of such un<
paralleled distress and ' calamity, it is
hoped the hand of humannty wil] be
extended to relieve the peculiar guf-
ferings of our fellow creatures, and
administer a balm to the torn feeMngs
and wants of those who have in this
most distressing manner been deprived
of their dearest and best, and cast on
the humanity of the world perfect beg-

gars.

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MONTREAL, Oct, 16.—The conserv-
ative demonstration yesterday after-
noon 'and evening was among the larg-
est of the kind yet seen in Montreal.

From the time of starting un-
til it reached the Monument National
at 8.30 it was a triumph,

all way through. There were ten brass
bands.

The McGill and Laval students were
in evidence to the number of some
hundreds, and citizens of various divi-
sions of Montreal turned out in force.

Canada Atlantic Deal Increased the
Gampaign Fund by Helf
a Million.

NEW YORK, Oct. 16.—An envoy of
the liberal government in search of
campaign funds in the United States
left New York this morning, accom-
panying Wm. F. Sheehan, chairman of
the democratic state committee. Their
destination was Esopus,. New York.
Artived there they entered into con-
sultation with Judge Parker, the demo-
cratic candidate for the presidency of
the United States. Et is understood
that the reciprocity campaign now:be-
ing engfleered by capitalists in New
England was discussed in its various
phases. The representative of the
Ottawa administration pointed out that
in the event of the return of the lib-
eral conservatives to power all idea of
reciprocity with the TUnited States
must be abandoned, as the liberal con-
servatives were bound to the poliey of
Chamberlain, in favor of mutual pre-
ferential trade relations between the
different parts of the British empire,
which they claim would afford the best
market for Canadian wheat, cheese,
eggs and other farm products. On the
other hand, if the liberal administra-
tion was sustained a renewed impulse
would be given in that direction. Hav-
ing discussed these propositions fully
the proposal was laid before Judge
Parker and Mr. Sheehan that they
enlist financial aid for the fight™ in
Canada. The point raised by the
Americans was that in the event of a
democratic defeat, which was consid-
ered as not impossible, the - money
would be wasted. As against this the
further argument was advanced by the
Canadians that a victory for the lib-
eral conservative party in Canzada
would put an end to all hopes on the
part of the New England capitalists of
obtaining the much desired reciprocity.
After the matter had been threshed out
in all its details it is understood that
the Canadian envoy was informed that
no financial assistance would be forth-
coming from the other side of the line.
The Canadian who accompanied Mr.
Sheeshan to Esopus is commissioned to
raise the compaign funds for the Lau-
rier administration. It is stated by
several people who met him here that
through his instrumentaiity five hun-
dred thousand dollars was procured in
connection with the Canada -Atlantic
deal by which the road became the
property of the Grand Trunk railway.
In the event of a denial of the state-
ments made herein by the liberal press
in Canada, it is possible to publish this
man’s name and give in detail the ef-
forts he has made in Montreal and
other cities to raise funds for the lib-
eral administration.
