Belmont Park, N. Y., Oct. 29.— 
Claude Grahame-Whhe, flying for the 
Royal Aero Club of the United King­
dom. lifted the Gordon-Bennett inter­
national speed trophy from the cus­
tody of America today, in the fastest 
time ever covered /or the full distance 
of 100 kilometers, 62.14 miles, around 
a five kilometer course. His average 
speed was a fraction better than 61 
miles an hour and his fastest lap was 
2 minutes, 66.77 seconds, but the cap­
tain of the French team, Alfred Le­
blanc, flying in a similar machine, an 
100 horsepower Blériot monoplane, 
was making each lap on an average of 
20 seconds faster than Oraharoe- 
Whlte and would have won. the cup it

His first lap was a new world’s re­
cord in itself for live kilometers, 2 
minutes, 45.63 seconda.? but he subse­

looking up Col. Roosevelt’s labor rec­
ord. One of the most striking Inci­
dents in which the former president 
clashed with union labor was recalled 
yesterday. When the bookbinders' 
union demanded that William A. Mil­
ler be removed from his position as 
assistant foreman of the government 
printing office at Washington, after 
having been reinstated by order of 
the president, the latter lçid down the 
following rule: “There is no objection 
to the employes of the government 
printing office constituting themselves 
into a body if they so desire, but no 
rules or regulations oV that union can 
be permitted to ride over the laws of 
the United States which it is my duty 
to enforce." Miller had been expelled 
from the union and appealed to the 
civil service commission, which sus­
tained him. When the publie printer 
did not reinstate- Miller. President 
Roosevelt fltftly ordered that Mr. Mil- 

reinstated.
On the same day Col. Roosevelt had 

written to the secretary of commerce 
approving of the decision of the coal 
strike commission that no person 
should be discriminated against on ac­
count of the non-membership In a 
union organization. The action of Pre­
sident Roosevelt brought on a stcrni 
in labor circles and there was talk of 
a strike, but Secretary Cortelyou step­
ped into the breach and shifted the 
responsibility from President Roose­
velt to Public Printer Palmer. The of­
ficers of the bookbinders union at­
tempted to secure an interview with 
the civil service commission and ask 
leave to file a copy of the charge 
against Miller, but the commission 
referred everything to Public Print­
er Palmer and added that any per­
son who went out on strike would 
be /orced to take a new civil service 
examination before being taken back. 
This threat sufficed 
strike.

New York, Oct. 30—Three aviators 
flew from Belmont Park, lxmg Island, 
this afternoon, circled the Statue of 
Liberty in aeroplanes, swept back 
through the upper air without mishap, 
and alighted chilled, but exultant.

John B. Moisant. flying for America, 
covered the estimated 36 miles course 
in 34 minutes, 38:84 seconds; Grahame 
White, of England, was second in 35.- 
31.30 and Count DeLesseps of France 
was third in 41:56.25. None however, 
wins the 110,000 prize for the flight 
offered by Thomas F. Ryan, for the 
rules prescribe that the "contestants 
can start any time between 2.45 ji. m. 
and 3.30 p. m.” any day of the Inter­
national aviatloik meet.

Hardly had the bomb announcing 
the Statue of Liberty flight exploded 
In mid-air when up from the field scur­
ried DeLesseps In his fifty horse pow­
er Blériot. Gracefully he arose with 
the motor droning perfect attunement, 
circled across the starting line, and as 
though to make sure that his machine 
was in ship shape for the flight of 36 
miles across heath, meadow and town 
and bay. flew out the course and then 
pointed its prow upward and west, and 
wt=nt sailing majestically over the 
grand stand. Nothing daunted by the 
jump the Frenchman had got on him. 
Grahame White in less than a minute 
was in the air in a Blériot of 100 horse 
power. There was no preliminary 
skirmishing on his part. Once past 
the starting pylon, tbi? Englishman was 
off on his Journey and. figuratively 
speaking, at the heels of DeLesseps. 
Grahame White’s machine appeared to 
be the faster of the two.

One Thousand Feet In Air.
Passing the grand stand at an ele­

vation of about one thousand feet, botli 
aviators headed above the railroad 
tracks which took them over Jamaica 
Plain and across the town of Jamaica. 
Here they were sailing at an eleva­
tion of about 3,000 feet, with the Eng­
lishman still chasing the Frenchman, 
half a mile astern. Every vantage 
point was filled with awe-inspiring 
spectators; automobiles cloggied the 
thoroughfares and the motor men stop­
ped their cars In order that they and 
their passengers might witness tine 
duel in the air.

The sky was cloudless and the two 
flying monoplanes silhouetted against 
the blue sky made a beautiful picture. 
So far up were they that the whirring 
of the motors was scarcely audible. 
On over Jamaica still following the 
railroad as a guide for their flight, De- 
Lesseps and Grahame White held their 
course into Brooklyn—the city of 
homes and of churches, with their 
great spires piercing the air. The 
aviators never faltered but kept up 
their express train speed despite the 
biting cold.

Grahame-White was still gaining on 
DeLesseps but the Frenchman was 
first out across the bay and around 
the statue about 1000 feet above the 
big black balloon that had marked 
the course. The crowds along the 
Brooklyn water front, on Governor's 
Isiamd and along the battery, shouted 
and waved hands and handkerchiefs.

Paris, Oct. 30—Amidst an impres­
sive hush, which contrasted strangely 
with yesterday's unprecedented pas 
sion and tumult, in the chamber of 
deputies.

Montreal, Oct. 30.—Word has been 
received here that the steamship In* 
drani of the Donaldson Line, well 
known in the Canadian trade and a 
frequent visitor to Montreal and St. 
John, has reached Rothesay Dock in 
the Clyde ten days overdue from St. 
John, N. B., after the most exciting 
voyage in her history.

The Indrani loaded 1,600 standards 
of deals at St. John and. when about 
one and a half days steaming from the 
Irish coast, ran into a fierce equinoc­
tial gale.

Montreal. Oct. 30.—Charles D. Shel­

ton. the blind pool operator, has been 
located a/ter three weeks' chase. He 
is now under surveillance by officers 
in the employ of the provincial author­
ities. He Is in the Island of Bermuda. 
The warrant for his apprehension has 
been prepared by Judge (’hoquette 
and an officer will be sent to Bermuda 
to arrange about the return of the 
fugitive. He will be brought back to 
Montreal to stand trial. As Bermuda 
Is a British possession he will be 
brought back under the fugitive of­
fenders act which is somewhat simil­
ar to the procedure necessary in ex­
tradition from a foreign country. Ho 
is charged with theft.

Since his departure from Montreal 
various detective agencies have en­
deavored to locate him. Until the fact 
was assured the authorities were un­
communicative. On Saturday Crown 
Prosecutor LaFortune stated that 
there was no longer amy doubt that 
the man had been found. He stated 
that an cfficer armed with a warrant 
would proceed at once to bring back 
the much wanted man. The capture 
had been made by the Pinkerton de­
tective agency. The Crown prosecu­
tor who has also been active in the 
search announced that the man was 
located, and that Instructions were 
now being prepared by the attorney 
general.

No details have been overlooked 
to prevent any escape through a tech­
nicality and the authorities now feel 
assured that he will soon be back in 
Montreal in the company of aa officer.

Meanwhile Moisant was tuning up 

his newly-bought Blériot, preparatory 
to making a start. At first its motors 
did not sing true, but finally they be­
came- attuned and he shot up In the 
air. around the starting pylon and 
was off from the grand-stand, steering 
by the compass for Bedlolse, on which 
stands -the statue of Liberty.

expenditure of between $40,000.000 
and $50.000.000 to do tills and con­
struct the docks and also a dry dock. 
We have the statement of the minis­
ter of public works that this work is 
to be done. Of cours 
some time to do it. 
cannot be effected until the Quebec 
bridge is finished, because there is no 
way of getting across the St. Law­
rence river below Montreal, 
dredging work, however, will be com­
menced at an early date, the condi­
tion of the harbor bottom having 
been ascertained, and found satisfac­
tory.

The tops of the sleeves have no 
gathers this season. If sleeve when 
finished is fuller than the armhole af­
ter allowing one inch for easing, 
shrink fullness away by placing little 
puckers without creasing, and press 
with hot iron, on wrong side. If It is 
too narrow, stretch and draw mater­
ial gently until necessary width.

In pressing seams of coat, see that 
the garment lies flat on table, or it 
is apt to show creases.

Line coat as directed on envelope, 
and exercise care In basting to keep 
It easy, holding loosely in fitting it 
to garment to prevent drawing of 
coat. Tack lining of sleeve in sever­
al places and your coat is finished

In making skirt, baste all seams 
.down from top. Fold Inverted plaits 
in exact line of perforations, and 
that those in back come In proper 
place. When sewing up darts on the 
inside portions, remember instructions 

Iaiven In underwear lesson. Skirt 
1 should fit closely across the hips. 
When stitching permanent seams, al­
so sew them one way. otherwise vour 
skirt is apt to sag. Press seams front 
waist line down, and when per 
ently stitched bind them with 
which comes for that purpose.

OBITUARY

Charles A. Peck, K. C.

0 ^Charles A. Peck, K. C., of Albert, 
N. B., one of the most prominent men 
of that section and one of the best 
known men in New Brunswick, died 
about eight a. m. on Saturday at 
his home, Hopewell Hill. About a year 
ago he was stricken 
and has been gradually sinking since

years of age, was one of the oldest 
and best known lawyers in the prov­
ince, an influential man in politics 
and one who has held many offices 
of trust. He tilled an important place 
In the life of the community in which 
he lived and enjoyed the goodwill and 
respect of all.

Mr. Peck was a son of Elisha Peck. 
Jr., and was born on August 12. 184V. 
at the old Peck homestead on Hope 
well Hill, where he always resided. 
His grandfather was Kllsha Pack. sr.. 
one of the earliest Loyalist settlers, 
who secured from the British govern­
ment an extensive grant of land In 
Albert county. The deceased received 
his earlier education at the Grammar 
School of Albert county and after­
wards studied In the Baptist instltu 
tiou at Fredericton, N. H He studied 
law In Dorcheste 
late Sir Albert J. 
and was admitted as an attorney *n 
1861 and as a barrister in 186.'i He 
was for fh.- years a partner of Di­
late Hon. Bliss Hotsford. their office 
being located in Moncton. From 18U7 
to I87v Mr. Peck represented Albert 
county in the XeA Brunswick Legis­
lature.

Dominion Fruit Inspector Says 

Setback to Nova Scotia Crop 
May Prove Valuable Lesson 
to Farmers.

Tuesday MorningThree causes for the failure of the 
Nova Scotia apple crop are given by 
G. H. Vroem. af Halifax, Dominion 
fruit inspector for the sister province. 
Speaking to The Standard last night 
he said they were tl) the excessive 
dryness last year when a heavy crop 
was borne, depleting the vitality of 
the trees; (2) the mild winter and 
early spring which forced the growth 
of llie buds, and (3) the heavy frost 
on April 28 when the thermometer re­
gistered 12 degrees cf frost.

The fact that the frost is responsi­
ble for much of the damage, he 
pointed out, was shown by the fact 
that on the higher levels where it 
would be less felt, a crop almoc* up 
to the normal' has been produced. 
From Torbrook to Falmouth the crop 
is good, but In Annapolis county and 
In the western end of Kings county 
the crop will not amount to one- 
eighth of the usual quantity.

The outlock for next year Is remark­
ably good however. On bis trip Mr. 
Vrôom found the trees covered wlih 
buds which. If they come to maturity 
next summer, will yield a crop far 
above the average.

The loss cf this year's crop. Mr. 
Vrooni believes, will not be an unmiti­
gated disaster if it helps to convince 
the farmers of the advantage of mixed 
farming. There is too great a tendency 
on the part of the farmers, be says, 
to depend entirely on the apples. This 
is all right, perhaps, in a gcod year, 
but a poor crop leaves them in a 
very serious position.
