since shows that the people ot Canada are even stronger 
to their opposition tp Reciprocity today than thefy tears a 
year ago.

Sir Wilfrid's speech on the address was not a great 
effort, or the effort of a great man. His criticism of the 
Government of the Speech from the Throne itself was 
weak—even childish. It lacked In both suggestion and 
force, and was chiefly notable for ita fault-finding spirit 
throughout. The Government had done nothing right 
and the only thing that pleased Sir Wilfrid was that the 
mover of the address had made a kindly reference to the 
late Sir Richard Cartwright. In closing his speech Sir 
Wilfrid discussed the Macdonald and Richelieu elections 
and ended by moving an amendment to the effect that 
there were practices In these elections c&luclated "to 
terrorize and corrupt electors, which were connived at 
by your Ministers, which deserve the censure of the 
House."

The only evidence that there was anything out of the 
usual in the elections referred to Is based on newspaper 
statements, and partizan newspaper at that. There has 
been no official enquiry held to ascertain whether these 
charges have any basis iu fact or not. It Is strongly 
asserted by newspapers on the other side of politics that 
the statements are groundless and untrue, and that the 
charge of corrupt practices lies at the door of Sir Wil­
frid's own supporters Instead of where he would place It.

The Leader of the Opposition, who Is an old cam­
paigner and parliamentarian, knows that he has broken
all the rules of parliamentary usage in bringing such 
charges against the Ministry on such evidence as he was 
able to produce. Such tactics are unworthy of notice 
and, although referred to by Mr. Borden In his reply to 
the Leader of the Opposition, it cannot be said that he 
regarded them seriously. Sir Wilfrid and his supporters 
have opened a door which they may find difficult to close 
In bringing up a matter of this character in the way in 
which it has been done and backed by not a tittle of 
evidence. It is evident that Sir Wilfrid's powers are 
waning and that the opposition he has met with In his 
own little family is having a serious influence on the 
Liberal leader which will further lessen his influence in 
the country.

MR. CARNEGIE AND EX-PRESIDENTS.

The offer of Andrew Carnegie to supply the funds to 
provide an annual pension of $25,000 to ex-Presideuts of 
the United States has caused many uncharitable things To 
be said of the Laird of Sklbo which will make his ears 
tingle. The way in which his enormous fortune was 
created, the very questionable financing of many of the 
corporations Mr. Carnegie has been connected with, and 
other incidents in hie career, have been freely discussed 
in the press of the United States. Without exception his 
scheme to render the future of ex-Presidents secure from 
financial strain is condemned. The concensus of opinion 
is that the citizen of the United States who becomes its 
chief magistrate should be in a position to so act while iu 
office that his views would uot be influenced by financial 
considerations future or present. The salary of the 
President of the United States was ridiculously small, 
but has been increased recently, and it is felt that during 
the four years of office at least a portion of the salary 
might be saved by the President. While this fact is
alluded to it does not form any large part in the discus-

The Springfield Republican, which is Independent
in its views on all important questions, condemns Mr. 
Carnegie for his interference in things which concern the 
nation, rather than a private individual, and then goes on 
to say "But when Mr. Carnegie began placing public edu­
cational institutions on the list of his private pension 
agency, that is to say, State universities and State agri­
cultural colleges and the like, he passed beyond proper 
bounds. Yet none of those institutions, and none of the 
State Governments having control of them, refused this 
form of subsidy; indeed, all of them seemed eager to be 
given a place in the Carnegie sunshine. It was humili­
ating, yet a fact. The effect upon Mr. Carnegie was un­
doubtedly demoralizing. His philanthropy became more 
and more meddlesome, until he has now ventured to as­
sume the perfectly stunning public function of pension­
ing ex-Presldents of the United States. We cannot help 
feeling that he is not very much to blame, insufferable as 
his present project undoubtedly is. He has been encour­
aged by the attitude of the States to go the limit, and the 
placing of the ex-Presidents of the wealthiest nation on 
earth iu his list of persons receiving his 'retiring allow­
ances’ is the delightful result.”

WOMAN SUFFRAGE IN THE UNITED STATES.

It is interesting to note the comments of the United 
States press concerning the recent victory for woman 
suffrage in four States of the Union. It Is clear that con­
siderable significance is attached to the result achieved. 
There are comparatively few criticisms of the suffragists 
offered, the majority emphasize the Importance of the 
movement and look for It to extend throughout the Re­
public. Some of these comments, which have been 
collected by the Ottawa Citizen, are worth quoting:

The New York Evening Journal: "A country that 
was ashamed to keep the vote from a million black 
men should be ashamed by this time to keep the vote 
from sixteen million white women."

The Cleveland Leader: "Woman suffrage is not 
going to divide homes, set the sexes at war with each 
other or In any other way annul the laws of nature 
or turn the world upside down.”

The New York Evening Post: "The entrance of 
women into the national housekeepping has Justified 
Itself in our country as in Norway, Finland, New Zea­
land, Australia and even in China.”

The New York Globe: “The most momentous
aspect of the election was not the election of a Presi­
dent, but the great change effected in these four 
States. Its influence will endure long after the 
Wilson Administration has taken its place in history."

The Boston Herald: "The decision of most far- 
reachlng importance was not the election of Wilson, 
but the adoption of four States of a woman suffrage 
amendment to the constitution. The common sense 
thing for the country to do Is to recognise woman 
suffrage as decreed by the spirit of the age, whether 
wisely or not, and to adjust itself accordingly.”

The Washington Post: "The American woman Is 
winning her way by virtue 6f sane and orderly meth­
ods.”

Mrs. Q. P. Matthew, president of 
the Ladles’ Asoeclation of the Natur­
al History Society, was the lecturer 
on Wednesday afternoon. Her subject 
was Humperdinck's Modern Opera 
Koenlngsklnder, or Royal Children, 
which Mrs. Matthew saw produced 
last week In New York and which has 
been described as the greatest of 
modern operas. There was a large au­
dience and all were delighted with 
Mrs. Matthew’s explanation of this 
famous opera.

She was assisted by Miss Alice Da, 
vidson who played the various motifs 
and the overtures to the three acts 
and many of the most important 
scenes, thus giving all a splendid idea 
of the music.

Mrs. Matthew after briefly explain­
ing that Humperdinck, who was born 
in 1864 and is still living and working 
hard, like Wagner, founded his operas 
on the German folklore, said there 
was reason to hope that he may yet 
give the world other wonderful 
operas. The word Koenlngsklnder 
means royal children and the opera is 
founded on the story of the goose girl 
who lived in a witch's hut in the wood 
and was wooed by a' king's son.

The first scene was the hut in the 
wood and showed the goose girl mak­
ing a cake at the witch's orders. On 
this she cast a spell that whoever ate 
the half of it should die. The king's 
son on his wanderings in search of 
happiness meets the goose girl and 
falls in love but Jhe witch’s spells 
keep her from going with him. 
reaches the city and engages os 
swineherd with the innkeeper.

The whole populace

Mrs. Matthew’s story of the play, 
the music of Miss Davidson, and the 
pictures that were shown at the close 
combined to give a general Idea of 
the wonderful production.

At the close a vote of thanlts, mov­
ed by Mrs. John Scaly and seconded 
by Mrs. E. S. Fisher, was tendered td 
Mrs. Matthews by Mrs. John H. Thom­
son, who was in the chair. The dif­
ferent speakers expressed the great 
pleasure Mrs. Matthew’s explanation 
of the opera had given them.

Matthew and Miss Louise Knight will 
give a. similar exposition of Humper­
dinck’s equally famous opera.

I The funeral of John T. Brush, the 
millionaire president of the New York 
National League baseball team, will 
be held in Indianapolis tomorrow 
afternoon.

President Brush took ill in New 
York during the world’s series games 
the first of last month and died on 
Wednesday, while being rushed on a 
special car to California in a desperate 
effort to better the magnate’s health.

John T. Brush was born In Clinton 
county, N. Y., 65 years ago. He was 
left an orphan at the age of 4 and un 
til he was 12 years old lived with his 
step-uncle on a farm in that place. 
He then obtained a job In a country 
store where he worked a few years, 
going later to Utica, N. Y„ as partner 
in a small clothing store. Later he 
opened stores In Troy and Lockport, 
N. Y., and Indianapolis.

While in the last named city he be­
came Interested In baseball and, in 
1886, organized and became one of the 
larger stockholders of the Indianapolis 
baseball club. In 1889, when the Cin­
cinnati baseball club deserted the 
American Association and entered 
the National league, he became the 
moving spirit in the new member of 
the elder organization.

But Brush had wider ambitions, and 
when in 1902, opportunity to buy out 
Freedman's New York interests came 
Brush jumped at the chance. He took 
a team that had been a hopeless sec­
ond division proposition for years and 
in the third year of Ills ownership 
by his policy of liberality, secured a 
pennant winner, and the next season 
followed with a world’s championship.

York

first move was to induce John McGraw, 
then piloting an unsuccessful Ameri­
can league club in Baltimore, to jump 
back to the National league. McGraw 
brought with him McGlnnity. Bresna 
ban, McGann and several other play­
ers who served as the nucleus of the 
pennant winning team of 1904.

Brush, from the time McGraw took 
hold of the club, never interfered with 
his manager, and the wisdom of his 
policy is shown by the fact that the 
club has won four pennants and never 
finished worse than third in the past 
ten years.

Brush had been a sufferer from loco­
motor ataxia for many years, in 1910 
he was critically ill, but after spend 
ing the winter in Texas he came back 
to New York much improved and took 
up his business affairs again.

He told of the ear 
coining down the grade and describ­
ed the stopping at a point above that 
where the stop usually was made, and 
of the car starting up the grade again 
and afterwards seeing the deceased 
under the wheels of. the car.

Coroner—“Have you any Idea how- 
lie came to be under the car?” •

time as deceased.

At the time of the accident Nagle 
was unhitching, the cable and had no 
opportunity ' to get out of the way 
when the car started up the grade.
