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BRITISH GOVT. SAYS U.S

PROTEST UNSUSTAINABLE

IReply to Complaint Against Blockade of Neu-
tral Ports Justifies Britain's Course as
Within International Law.

HANGED CONDITIONS IN WARFARE DEMAND
NEW APPLICATION OF LEGAL PRINCIPLES

Britain Will Continue Her Policy, but Will
Make Every Possible Effort to Avoid Em-

barrassing Neutrals.

Washington, Aug. 3.—Great Britain's
treplies to the latest American repre-
sentations againet interferences with
meutral commerce reject entirely the
contention that the orders-in-council
are illegal, and justify the British
course as being wholly within interna-
tional law.

Great Britain’s reply, embodied in
iwo motes, one supplementsl, was made
Public here tonight and {n London sim-
ultaneously by agreement between the
two governments. With the notes was
made public also the correspondence
over the American steamer Neches,
seized by the British while en moute
from Rotterdam to the United States
with goods of German origin. All the
correspondence aggregates seven thou-
sand words. *

Changed conditions of warfare, the
British note contends, require a new
application of the principles of inter-
mational law. The advent of the sub-
marine, the airship and the alleged
atrocities by German troops in Bel-
glum are cited as justification for the
exercise of extreme measures. ‘The
blockade is justified on the contention
that the universally recognized funda-
mental principle of a bloekade is that
a belligerent is entitled to cut off “by
effective means the sea-borne com-
merce of his enemy.”

Will Try to Prevent Embarrassment to
Neutrals,

The note reiterates that Great Brit-
in will continue to apply the orders
omplained of, although not without

every effort to avold embarrassment
to metrals, and observes that the Am-
erican statistics show that any loss in
trade with Germany and Austria has
been more than overdalanced by the
increase of other indystrial activities
due to the war.

In the general reply to the Ameri-
can representations against the orders-
Sir Edward Grey, the For-
elgn Minister, addressing Ambassador
Page, begins by expressing the hope
that he may be able to convince the
edministration in Washington “that
the measures we have announced are
not only reasonable and necessary in
themselves, but 'constitute no more
than an adaptation of the old princi
ples to peculiar circumstances with
which we are confronted.”

now puts forward it that if a bellige-
rent is 86 circumstanced that his com-
merce can pass through adjacent neu-
tral ports as éasily as through ports
in his own terfitory, his opponent has
no right to interfere and must restrict
his measure of blockade in such a
manner as to leave such avenues of
commerce still open to his adversary.
This is a contention which His Majes-
ty's government feel unable to ac-
cept, and which seems to them umsus-
tainable either in point of law or upon
principles of internationsl equity.
“They are unable to admit thst a
belligerent violates any
al law by ap-
plying & blockade in such a way as to
cut of the enémy's commerce with
foreign countries through neutral
ports, if the circumstances render such
an application of the pripciples of
blockade the only means of making it
effective. The government of the
United States, indeed, intimates its
readiness to take into account ‘the
great changes which have occurred
in the conditions and means of naval
warfare since the rules hitherto gov-
erning legal blockade were formulat-
ed, and recognizes that the form of
close blockade, with its cordon of
ships in the immediate offing of the
blockaded ports, is no longer practi-
cable in the face of an enemy possess-
ing the means and opportunity to
make an effective defense by the use
of ‘submarines, mines and aircraft.’
“The only question then, which can
arise, in regard to the measures re-
sorted to for the purpose of carrying
out a hlockndo‘ upon these extended
lines is, whether, to use Your Excel-
lency’'s words, they ‘conform to the
spirit and’ principles of the essence of
the ruleg of war,’ and we shall be con-
tent to apply this test to the actiop
which we have taken, in so far as it
has necessitated interferemce with
neutral commerce.”

Civil War Blockade

Sir Edward Grey then refers to the
American Civil War blockade of 3,000
miles of coast with a small number of
vessels, and recalls how the the Unit-
ed States finally took recourse to
blockading “neighboring neutral terri-
tory which afforded convenient cen-
tres from which contraband could be
introduced into Confederate territory,
and from which blockade running
could be facilitated.

“Your Excellency will no doubt re-
member,” wrote Sir Edward, “how, in
order to meet this new difficulty, the
old principles relating to contraband
were developed, and the doctrines of
continuous voyage was applied and
enforced, under which goods destined
for the enémy territory were inter-
cepted before they reached the neu-
tral ports from which they were to
be re-exported.

“The difficulties which imposed up-
on the United States the necessity of
re-shaping some of the old rules are
somewhat akin to those with which |
the Allies are now faced in dealing|

with the trade of their enemy. Adja-
cent to Germany are various neutral
countries which afford her convenient
opportunities for carrying on her trade
with foreign countries. Her own ter-
ritories are covered by a network of
railways and waterways, whick enable
her e to pass as conveniently
through ports in such neutral coun-
tries as through her own. A blockade
limitéd to enemy ports would, leave
open routés by which every kind of
German commerce could pass, almost
as easily as through the ports in her
own territory.

WAR CONTRACTS
INQUIRY SITTING
AT MONCTON

Witnesses Tell of Sales of
Horses and Prices Received
—Some Sold Befow Cost,

Moncton, N: B., Aug. 3—The David-
son commission enquiring into the
purchase of war horses by Major S. B.
Anderson, held Kslmng here this af-
ternoon and tomorrow will sit at Dor-
chester. A number of citizens from
whom horses were purchased by
Major Arderson gave evidence but
nothing of importance was brought
out.

The witnesses included the follow-
ing: W. H. Estano, I. C. R. traffic au-
ditor, who testified to 196 horses be-
ing shipped to Valcartier by Major
Anderson last autumn; Tilley Ryan,
who 80ld one horse for $200, for which
hé pald $185 a few months previous-
ly; W. A. McWilliam sold one for $200
and horse cost him $210. H. H. War
man sold two for $485, one which
cost him a few days previous to the
sale, $250. He considered he made
no money out of the sale.

Good driving horses he said were
worth from $200 to $300 here.

J. McD. Cooke sold one horse to
Major Anderson, but Dr. Doyle, the
veterinary, would not pass it on ac-
count of its height. The animal was
taken by Major Anderson on condi-
tion it passed at Valcartier. Mr.
Cooke eventually received a cheque
for $175, price agreed upon.

W. D. Allanach sold one for $225
which cost him $229, nine months be.
fore.

Witness was caterer for the 19th
Field Battery and for feeding horses
while here, he was paid by Major An-
derson’s personal check, amounting
in all to nearly $1,500.

Counsel T pson remarked that
the government procedure in this
case would have been for Major An-
derson to send the vouchers to Otta-
wa and the government issue the
checks.

C. F. Gross sold Major Anderson
ten horses for and realized
a profit of about $12 on a horse

L. B. Read sold six horses for
$1,350, one pair alone being valued by
him at $600. The horses were sold
out of his livery stable and he did not
consider he made any profit in the
transaction. He sold at the figure he
did because he did not want to winter
thé horses.

London, Augfl 3—The stubborn res
sistance which the Russiang are offers
ing to the Austro-Germans, and the
slowness with which the forces of tha
invaders have been able to move dury
ing the last few days, has led to .the
belief in some gquarters that the Gers
man supply of ammunition is begin«
ning to feel thé effect of the protracte
ed struggle, and that Russia may yet
save the Polish capital.

Previous experience with German
tactics, however, has been that a tem-
porary slowing down was followed
soon by greater efforts, and when
Field Marsital Von Mackensen has
concluded his present operations in
the southeast Field Marshal Von Hine
denburg, it is expected, will renew
his heavy blows on the Narew front.

For the moment, therefore, the
greatest interest attaches to the
southeast where, according to to-
night'ss Berlin official/ report, the Ger-
mansg have extended their bridge-
head positions south of Warsaw; the
Austrians have gained a decisive suc-
cess to the west of Ivangorod, and
Von Mackensen, after meeting with
considerable resistance, has broken
the Russian line east of Leczns and
north of Cholm.

Battle Along British Front In Flan-
ders, Holland Papers Say

Similar successes have been gained
by the Germans i Courland and ih
the direction of Lomza. To the minds
of many miltary men the Courland
operations which: Gen. Von Buelow
is directing are fraught with the
greatest danger to the Russians, as a
big victory for the Germans in this
region would enable them to move
across the railways which feed the
Russian armies. Further west they
are already near Poniewesch, which
is the junction of two branches of the
Vilna-Petrograd railway.

There has been considerable fight-
ing in the western zone, in Artois, the
Argonne and Alsace, but ag usual the
claims of the French and German
general staffs conflict, both asserting
that the fighting favored their troops.
Unofficial reports from Holland say
that a big battle has been in prog-
ress along the British front in Flan-
ders since Saturday, but there is nq
onfirmation of this.

General Sir Ian Hamilton, commate
der of the Allied fotrces in the Dar-
danelles, records a successful attack
by the Australians and New Zealand-
ers on the Turkish trenches, which
has placed them in possession of thae
crest of a hill near their lines. These
colonial troops hold positions along
the western side of the Gallipoli pe-
ninsula, and thus prevent the Turks
from sending all their forces against
the Anglo-French army, which holds

the tip of the peninsula.

Paris, July 31.—A year of war finds
“France as fit to continue the struggle
to the end and confident of the out-
come,” says Count Adrien Lannes de
Montebello in a review of ‘the first
twelve months of hostilities given to
The Associated Press. Count de Mon-
tebello, a recognized authority on mil-
itary affairs, was one of the strongest
advocates of the three-year military
service law, and its co-author with the
former premier, Louis Barthou. He
was formerly deputy from Rheims and
vice-president of the Committee on
Military Affairs of the Chamber of
Deputies. His grandfather wes Mar
shal Lannes, at whose death on the
battlefield of Essling Napoleon is said
to have 'wept.

His review of the war follows:
“France was mot expecting war, and
her preparations therefore were less
complete thap those of her adversaries
who, knowing their intentions, had ac-
cumulated an immense supply of fight-
ing material and disposed of their
troops in such & manner as to strike
the most powerful blow of which they
were capable.

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' FROM HOME ARRIVES

Hours of Hunger and Thirst Forgotten by Sol-
dier Boys on the Firing Line When Postman
Reaches Them— Friends at Home Carinot
Realize How Eagerly Men Devour Every
Word of Home Gossip.

(8peclal Staff Correspondent)
France, July 20.
“Funny thing about the men:in the
trenches; they'd sooner get a letter
from home than a square meal after
days of starvation.”
It was a Canadian soldier speaking.
He had a leg badly cut up by scraps
of shell casing, but he was amazingly
cheerful. The British soldiér is amaz-
ing; sorely wounded he is as cheerful
as a cricket, except when mentally
affected. And the wounded Canadian
is even more amazing than the Brit-
ish

“At Ypres we lived on bully beef
for five days, and little enough of that.
We were short of water, too; only
could take a mouthful after our sump-
tuous meal, and wet our burning ton-
gues once between meals. Generally
they fed us pretty well, but at Ypres
after we were practically cut off, they
couldn’t get the grub up to us. The
Germang were everywhere, and they
were pouring shells Into the commu-
nication trenches as thick as black
flies. Sections coming up with sup-
plies were unable to reach us. A
dozeny of ours would go off in the
night, intending to bring back ammu-
nition and grub; but mostly they
never came back.

“At the end of the fifth day we were
feeling pretty desperate. Every beg-
gar had been sharpening his bayonet
with pleces of stone for three days.
Well, I went out with a dozen or more
to look for food: We got out all
right, and loaded up with boxes of
biscpit, water and cartridges. Then
they gave us the mail to take in, a
bag of letters and a huge bag of
newspapers. When we got in the fire

e zone we soon dropped .the bag of
mewspapers. At one point in the road
the Germans were flinging shrapnel
every few minutes. As luck would
bave it we arrived there at the same
Jgime as a German shell. It got some

“If you've never been up the line,
you can’t understand what a letter
means to the lads in the trenches. If
e man had a hundred V. C.’s he'd give
them all for a letter from home. And
generally the people at home start
their letters by writing they have no
news to tell you, and generally the
contents of the “letter bear out the
preface. Lord, if the people at home
¥new what a letter meant to the men
fn the trenches, they'd put some in-
telligence and energy into the writing
of a letter; that is if they are worth
fighting for. What kind of a letter do
we want? First of all we want some-
thing in the letter, telling us the news
of the war. Usually we only know
what {8 happening on a front of a few
yards—a few hundred yards at any
rate. Taking the war as a whole, it
might be going on in the moon for all
‘we hear about it fgr weeks at a
stretch. Sometimes a paper comes up
into the trenches—perhaps a week or
tyo weeks old. Sometimes you might
say it is almost cut up into para-
graphs—so eager are the men to read
it In many cases it is soon so grub-
by and dirty that you carn’t read it.
Then you go into billets, rummage
round for a newspaper, and probably
find one you read a month before, ad-
vertisements and all.

Ottawa, Aug. 3.—The Dominion Jus-
tice Department is at a loss to under-
stand a Seattle despatch this morning
to the effect that several hundred far-
wmers of German birth who were ex-
pelled from Canada or fled from this_
country to escape internment, are now
at Seattle and tat 1,000 of them plan
to establish a farm colony on the other
side of the border.

“We have expelled no German far-
mers unless perhaps an oocasional one
with a jail record who would be classe
ed as an ‘“undesirable citizen,” was
the statement made at the Justice De»
partment this morning. “Quite pos-
sibly some have fled to escape intern.
ment, but not many. As a matter of
fact very few German farmers have
been interned at all. Some have been
warned and then sent back to their
farms and most of them are too busy
with the harvest to raise much trouble,
On the whole the German farmer of
the west has been well behaved.”

Russia's Sound Strategy

(From the Fall River Evening News.)
But give the Russians time and they
will come out victorious. Time is on
their side. Valuable as is Warsaw,
which has not yet fallen, the loss of
all Poland for a time would be of little
moment to the vast Russian empire.
It is now Germany's time. But the
Russian turn will come again. The
German military machine has reached
the height of its power. It is now
likely to deteriorate under the wear
and tear of war, from lack of the ne-
cessary human material to repair the
losses. On the other hand, Russia has
far more men than she can use. The
majority of those available cannot yet
come into the fight from lack of arms
and ammunition. Her first line is fa-
tally inferior to the Austro-German
forces in machine guns, heavy artillery
and ammunition. The Germans block-
ade her in the Baltic. The ice has
blocked her White Sea ports. The
Dardanelleg are as yet denied her. She
has no rail connection with the out-
side world except over her Trans-Si-
berian line. At Vladivostok, the east-
ern terminus of that line, there are
vast stores of the things she needs.
But the one line of rail is inadequate
to bring her supplies fast enough to
meet her perishing need. Meanwhile
additional cargoes are coming in daily.

Charged with attempt to
murder--Evidence of sev-
everal witnesses takbn,

Myer Gordon, a Hegbrew meat and
grooery dealer at 666 Main street, was
before the police court yesterday
morning and afternoon, charged by
Frank Garson, another Hebrew, with
attempt to murder. Daniel Mullin, K.
C., appeared for the prosecution and
B. L. Gerow for the defendant. After
hearing considerable evidence the
magistrate decided that although there
was not a strong presumption of guilt
he was obliged to commit the defen-
dant to trial at the next sitting of the
Circuit Court in September.

The complainant gave evidence that
he was in Gordon's store on Saturday
night. Gordon is appointed to serve
the members of one congregation or
soclety with meat and the complainant
said he went there to purchase meat.
Ther$ were others in the store. Among
the number was Mrs. Haynes, who did
not belong to the same congregation as
Garson and the latter remarked that
Mrs. Haynes, who was a stranger, was
receiving good meat, while members
of the congregation had to take the
bones. Gordon resented the remark,
shook his fist in Garson's face and
then picked up a meat axe in Bdth
hands, % it over his shoulder and
said to son: “I'll kill you dead.”
Samuel: Lavigne caught hold of Gor-
don's arm, while Gordon's brether
caught hold of Garson and rushefl him
out of the store.

Samue! Lavigne, called for the pro-
secution, testified that Gordon took of-
fence at the remarks made by Garson
concerning the meat, that he shook his
fist in Garson's face, and took hold of
the meat axe in the other hand. He
then told about catching hold of pri-
soner's arm and of Gordon’s brother
putting Garson out of the store.

For the defence Israel Gordon, broth-
er of the defendant, denied that the
axe was raised to strike Garson, or
that the remark “I'll kill you dead,”
was used. The defendant was angry
but made no threats. Witness told of
ejecting Garson from the store.

Mrs. Annie Budovitch and Mrs. Han-
nah Weitzman were called and testi-
fied that they were in the store Satur-
day night. They did uot hear Gordon
threaten Garson, they saw Garson be-
ing ejected from the store but did
not hear any of the conversation be-
tween the two men. The witnessas
claimed to know little or nothing about
the affair although they were there
at the time.

The defendant was admitted to bail,
himself for three hundred dollars, and
three securities of one hundred each,
the bondsmen being Henry J. Garson,
Bernard Amdur and Myer Weitzman.

Nils Erickson and John Sjystrom,
two S8wedes, were before the police
magistrate yesterday morning and
afternoons charged with enticing John
Williamson, a sailor, to desert from
the Norwegian bark Sydanes lying at
the I. C. R. terminal.
