The United
States had nod then entered the war
and the problems of peace had not
yet been dreamed of. He knew that
throughout 1916 and the early part of
1817 Colonél Roosevelt spoke and
wrote. of the dangers of “watchful
waiting” and unpreparedness, telling
the American people that President
‘Wilson’s policy of peace and letter
writing was “moral mush.” More
than any other man Colonel Roosevely
was ingtrumental in forcing the presi-
dent to abandon the policy of “toa
proud to fight” and compelling him
to enter mpon @ policy of prepared-
ress. To this end Colonel Roosevelt
wrote and published his book entitled
“Fear God and Take Your Own Part.”
In this stirring volume President Wil-
son or any of his audience at San
Diego might learn of Colonel Roose-
velt'§ real opinion of a league of na-
tions such as “this” covenant pro-
vides. Hére are a few passages from
Colonel Roosevelt's book:

Do they mean that a court contala-
ing judges from Asiatic and European
powers shall say whether or not we
have the right to decide what emi-
grants shall come to our shores?

It is mere gong-beating, it is mers
sounding of tom-toms and rattles, for
our people to get together in confer-
ence and declars for universal peace
and announce that they wish a world
league by which they will agreé to
arbitrate everything and enforce the
result at arms.

The United States has not a friend
in the world. Uncle Sam’s only friend
ic Uncle Sam.

In December, 1918, Mr. Rooseveit
wrote:

If the League of Nations is buiit
on a document as high sounding and
as meaningless as the speech in
which Mr, Wilson laid down his four-
teen points it will simply add one
more scrap to the diplomatic waste
basket. * * * Let us absolutely rc-
fuse to abolish nationalism * * ¢ anj)
insist upon a sound and intense de-
velopment of the broadest spirih of
American nationalism.

On January 3, 1919, Mr. Roosevelt
dictated an article for the Kansas
City Star in which he said:

The trouble with Mr. Wilson's ut-
terances * * * is that they are still
in the stage of rhetoric, precisely
like the fourteen points. * * * No-
body knows what Mr, Wilson really
means by them, and so all talk of
adopting them as a basis of peace or
a league is nonsense. * * * ot
each nation reserve to itself and for
its own decision, and let it cleariy
set forth, questions which are non-
justifiable. * * * Finally, make it
perfectly clear that we (o mot intend
to take a position of an international
meddlesome party. * * *. Moreover,
the American people do not intend to
sive up the Monroe Doctrine.

On January 4, 1919, Mr. Roosevelt's
last message to the American people
was read at a public gathering in
New York., In this message he said:

“There ‘must be no sagging back
in the dight for Americanism.” ,

As Senator Johnson said in his
Minneapolis speech on Saturday:

“How strange and weird and un-
natural it seems for Mr. Wilson io
quote Colonel Roosevelt. They have
ever been the antithesis of each
other.”

A discriminating public will quickly
pronounce President Wilson's appceal
to the words of Colonel Roosevelt in
1914 a desperate effort to bolster up
a losing cause. If additional evidence
of the condition of “the cause” is de-
sired, it is found in the wail of sup-
porters of the covenant for funds to
fight for the ratification of & "docu-
ment which President Wilson told his
fcilow peacemakers at Paris repre-
sented the “demand” of the American
people.

The Fourth Day of the Steel
. Strike Was Without Mater-
ial Influence on the Stock

Market.

New York, N. Y., Sept. 26—Ths
fourth day of the steel strike was
without material influence on the steck
market, aside from frequent pauses of
the ticker and confusing price
changes, which indicated a keener in-
terest in the outcome of the labor con-
troversy.

Traders seemed unable to arrive at
any fixed conclusion from the divers
claims of the opposing factions, buu
the comparative steadiness of steeis
and related issues denoted substantial
Bupport at concessions.

Specialties dominated tul session,
however, particularly issues which
pools evidently regarded with bullish
favor. These iucluded food and rubber
shares, the latter mostly of the motor
sabsidiary group, in which gains from
two to three points were made. Oiis
and Tobaccos were eclipsed for a time,
but the American Tobacco became
the foremost feature of the later dea:-
ings at an extreme advance of ten
points to 303, its top quetation in six
years, while Liggett and Myers and
Lorillard Tobaccos, which are named
with American in a proposed consoli-
dation or merger, gained almost as
much.

BRITAIN SECURING
CONTROL OF MOST
OF OIL SUPPLIES

London, _Sept. 25,— Recently E.
Maekay BEdgar head of the firm of
Sperling & Co., expressed confident
views on the ability of Great Britian
to hold her own against Amenican
competition in an article in Sperling's
journal, entitled * The Answer to
Mr. Vanderlip.” In a further article
in the same journal, Mr. Edgar makes
an equally optimistic deliverance om
the future of the world's supply of
petroleum, which he is convinced lies
in British and not Amenican hands
at present. Mr, Edgar says it seems
impossible to overthrow Amenica’s
predominance im the oil industry, but
just as America, although thirty or
forty years ago the great timber pro-
ducing country, is now in the grip of
timber famine, so he is convinced,
first, that she is rapldly running thr-
ough her stores of domestic oil, and
is obliged to look abroad for reserves,
4nd, secondly, that these reserves are
owned or controlled by British Cap
ital

‘More oil,” says Mr. Bdgar, “has
probably run to waste in the United
States than has ever reached the re-
finers. Improvidence, carelessness, a
blind gambling spirit, have marked
all except the most recemt phases of
the industry. The great oil fields of
the United States are exhausted, and
it is not believed that the new ones
which are being proved will yield
a-nyt?ling like the old prodigal pro-
qucu0n.

Women Took Matter up

Every Woman Should See That Her Name is on the
Voters' List Before October 5 — Local

Among Other Business at

Meeting Yesterday—House Canvass Suggested.

All women in New Brunswick, who
have reached the age of 21 years, are
British subjects, ana have lived here
for six months, have the privilege of
voting on provincial matters but they
must register. In order to register
women may obtain the necessary
forms from H. A. Porter, Prince Wil
liam street, Commissioner Jones at
City Hall or Commissioner Fisher at
City Hall. After the cards have been
filled in with the necessary informa-
tion they must be signeq in the pres-
ence of a justice of the peace, Then
any one of the revisors will receive
them. .

It is expected —that registration
booths - will be opened in different
parts of the city. In the meantime,
however, every woman ghould see
that her name i8s placed on the voters'
lists before October 5.

.The question of registration has
nothing whatever to Ho with taxa-
tion. Women have the right to vote
on all matters connected with pro-
vincial affairs and the selection of
members for the local house.
