"Much was made of the fact that 
there was found by Commissioner 
Murdock on the desk in my private 
office, a letter sent to me by the soli­
citor of the Crescent Creamery Com­
pany, enclosing a copy of his draft 
factum In the stated case pending 
before the Supreme Court. The seqd- 
ing of the letter was mere thoughtless 
impertieence. The receipt was as 
much a surprise to me as to anyone 
else. I had never suggested such a 
thing, and. in fact, had previously ex 
pressly forbidden that the factum be 
shown to me. I deny emphatically the 
imputation that I advised in the case. 
At this point let me say that my ex­
perience has been that, until tribunals 
of this nataure have been supported 
in their jurisdiction by judgments of 
our Supreme Courts, they are not apt 
to receive the desired respect from 
the classes affectqd. It was particu- 
larly so In the case of radical enact- 
ment such as that administered by the 
Board of Commerce.

Judicial Viewpoint.

"As a lawyer, who had had to study 
these jurisdictional questions. I had 
doubts as to the validity of certain 
material provisions, and 1 felt that, 
until these were cleared away, our 
board was at a disadvantage. I was 
not the first to raise the question. It 
has been mooted, I find, long before 
ft occurred to me. I was proceeding 
judicially, and I acknowledge that I 
hesitated at making orders limiting 
prices toy restricting profits (practical 
ly to a certain extent «^expropriating) 
until it was certain that we were in 
all points justified in so doing. It was 
this consideration, and this alone, 
that led to the suggestion of getting 
the legal question disposed of.

e The correspondence closed with a 
message from Judge Robson to Sir 
George Foster sent from Edmonton on 
March 6, and one from Mr. Hugg to 
Sir George, sent from Winnipeg the 
day following.

TURNBULL OF SPRINGHILL WON 
THE OLYMPIC MARATHON TRIAL

Large Crowd at East End Grounds Watched Runner Finish 
Strong in Fifteen Mile Event—Alf Rogers of Halifax 
Second—Field Sports Were Well Contested — Many 
Close Finishes.

The field day of sports on the East 
Knd Grounds, Saturday, was an un­
qualified success. A perfect day, a 
large field of high-clad a entrants and 
judges, most of whom had been star 
athletes in their day and knew the 
game, all combined to make It so, in 
spite of counter attractions. As large 
a crowd as ever turned out for sports 
in the city In the old days was pres­
ent, and, Judging by the comments 
passed, they were extremely pleased 
with the sports.

The feature event on the day's card 
was the 16-mlle run, which also was an 
Olympic Maraathon trial. There were 
four starters in this event, all from 
Nova Scotia. It was won by Norman 
Turnbull, wearing the colors of the 
Springhill Athletic Club. Turnbull, 
who was a well-known long distance 
runner a few years ago, had dropped 
out of the game for a while, but he 
sure staged a good come-back Satur 
day. He is one of those long dis­
tance men who, while not exception­
ally fast, can keep a steady pace for 
hours. He did not show much signs 
of exhaustion at the finish, sprinting 
as he came to the tape Ho was 
given a great hand by - the crowd, 
whose best wishes will accompany 
him when he goes to Hamilton next 
month to represent the Maritime Pro­
vinces at the finals. Alf Rogers, who 
lias also been in the game for years 
and has won many long-disfance 
races, finished second after leading 
the field about two-thirds of the race. 
Ho had trouble with his legs ana 
talked most of the distance from the 
Three-Mile House home. Rogers was 
also given an ovation by the crowd as 
he appeared on the track.

The race began out beyond Quis- 
pomsis. approximately fourteen miles 
from the city. Four runners faced 
Mayor Schofield, the starter: Jimmie 
Martin, Alf Rogers, A1 Harrison and 
Norman Turnbull. They got the word 
D go about 2.45 o’clock Rogers took 
the lead and maintained it as far as 
the Three-Mile House. Martin dropped 
out early in the race Harrison 
dropped out about the eighth mile. At 
that time he was running a good sec­
ond to Rogers. Both lie and Martin 
said that it was their off-day. From 
this point on, Turnbull, who had been 
running last, steadily gained on 
Rogers. Rogers turned Rothesay Cor­
ner at 3.33, Turnbull at 3.35. Turnbull 
caught Rogers at the Three-Mile 
House. Rogers stopped running short­
ly afterwards, complaining of trouble 
with his legs. The heat was Intense 
and had its effect on the Tarvla road, 
which made the running very hard. 
Turnbull was running at a good steady 
pace at this time, and the gruelling 
race did not seem to affect him much. 
As he entered the track at 4.21 o'clock 
it was the signal for prolonged cheer 
ing, and the crowd was not unstinted 
in giving credit to this test of man’s 
endurance. Turnbull did not show* ap­
preciable signs of exhaustion and 
sprinted the last hundred home to 
the accompaniment of cheers and 
tooting of hdTns. His time for the race 
wa*s 1 hour, 45 min. and 50 sec. Rogers 
entered the course about fifteen min 
utes after, and he also received his 
meed of applause. His time for the 
race was 2 hours, 2 minutes and 10 
seconds.

Camera men were present and 
filmed the runners at different points 
along the road. They snapped Turn- 
bull as he sprinted home. The run­
ners were not bothered by automn 
biles on the road. The drivers all 
showed the proper spirit and gave 
the men a clear path. The spirit that 
the auto owners manifested is greatly 
appreciated by tin* officials.

Track and Field Evente.
The track and field events proved 

very Interesting. and while no 
records were broken, some possible 
material was uncovered. The out 
standing feature was the showing oi 
Miller, of Sussex, He Is a natural- 
born athlete, and Is probably the best 
possibility for the jumps that has been 
uncovered In the Maritime Provinces 
since the days of "Doc" MacDonald. 
With proper coaching he will give a 
good account of himself at the trials 
at Charlottetown.

Probably the one that the crowd 
wanted to see most was Jimmy Mu tee. 
the Truro Indian He came here well 
heralded, and he lived up to all the 
good things that have been said about 
him. He is a beautiful piece of run 
ning machinery, and—not detracting 
any from Ernie Sterling’s great ef­
fort—won the mile with ease. Ernie, 
the idol ef St. John is years gone by, 
run a good race, but was no't- fast 
enough for the Indian.

The sprints wore all well contested 
and, considering the track, very good 
time was made Coster, the Dalhousio 
crack, won both the 220 and the 440 
Crease, the Rothesay star, gave him a 
good race in the quarter. The hun­
dred was a pretty race, with four lin­
ing up before the starter for the final. 
Coster, Bridges and Margetts were all 
put back two yards for false starts, and 
allowing for this the time made, 11 
seconds flat, is mighty good.

"rights” of the respective govern­
ments, and particularly the French 
Government, may bo, the well-known 
French thesis of how Germany shall 
pay |g down simply because It Is not 
workable at the present hour. In Aus­
tria there Is no longer any question 
of politics or strategy. It Is merely a 
question of whether the residents of 
Vienna will kill each other next win­
ter for food.

Take Turkey. A few of us tried to 
signal from San Remo that, the treaty 
with Turkey, then being solemnly and 
"luarmonlously" decided upon, would 
not work. At Boulogne It has been 
more evident that no extraneous pow­
er or group of powers now has the 
means of putting the forces In the 
Held necessary to pacify Turkey or 
obliterate her nationality. Therefore, 
a solution of the Turkish question will 
have to be reached by negotiations 
with the Turgidh Nationaliste, who to- 
day rep.'Bsent the strongest force In 
the country. The Venlzelos-Lloyd 
George pourparleurs on the subject 
only represented olevernees on Tioth 
sides. Lloyd George won the point of 
permitting Greece to take on the job 
of executing the treaty at the Greeks' 
own request, while Greece now Is in 
a position to demand 
munitions and supplies, for which she 
undoubtedly hopes to pay. 
other hand, she may not be able to 
carry her plans to success, In which 
rafle she will be far more likely to 
owe. Whether Great Britain will then 
be willing to rush to her defense re­
mains a mystery.

Italy's Hostility Growing.

Finally consider Italy. Gtoliittl, re­
turned lto power, despite what the 
Entente press may say, Is sure proof 
that Italy Is following n 
course. French officialdom 
this former friend of Germany made 
his peace with the Quai d’Orsay be­
fore he attempted to sit In NTittl's 
stead.
Italy officially belongs to the Entente, 
and bides her time, while her citizens, 
especially those In northern Italy, 
where disorder reigns, talk openly of 
the next war not being against the 
Central Empires. All this Is the cal­
lous but mayhap unpopular truth.

The Boulogne scheme—or was it 
concocted at Hythe?—cheerfully to 
pass the buck to America on the ques­
tion of German indemnities, naturally 
brings the American role again Into 
the limelight. America, with even 
less representation at Boulogne than 
at S«tn Remo—aside from her battal­
ion of press representatives—must 
naturally hear opinions about herself 
without bettiig able to take official cog- 
nizance. With belated realization that 
America would not forget England's 
debts, while England let off France 
until the hoped for day when Germany 
decides to come across—all this re­
sulting In old "new measures" to force 
this part of the Versailles treaty- 
one prominent member of the confer 
ence was heard thus to summarize the 
situation :

“Economic Triumph" for U. S.

"France has wen a military victory 
of which she naturally may rest very 
proud. England has won a diplomatic 
victory with which likewise she is 
very satisfied, while America has won 
an economic triumph on top of which 
she evidently Intends to sit tight."

So France now admits the English 
thesis, based on reason—insular but 
none the less just—and thus because 
Great Britain was forced to give way! 
to the American thesis which may be 
even more Insular. Yet it does seem 
strange if It, too, may not have some 
reason and justice at It* base.

Wheth­
er these advantages will be counter­
balanced eventually by higher wageg 
which may be paid to American sea­
men as the result of the agitation now 
In progress In labor circles in the 
hlted States is a matter upon which 
o reliable forecast can be made. 

Americans Call for Preference.
"It Is Impossible to study the Am­

erican Press without being struck by 
the character of the movement which 
Is now in progress to prevail upon 
Congress to place American shipping 
upon a preferential basis so far as 
American trade Is concerned, 
decision to insist upon vessels belong­
ing to the Shipping Board being class­
ified by the American Bureau instead 
of by Lloyd's Register is only one of 
many incidents pointing In the same 
direction.

In I860, 5,354,000 tons of ship­
ping were under the American flag, 
and of this nearly one-half was en­
gaged in foreign trade. At that time 
over two-thirds of the Imports and ex­
ports of the United States were car- 
ried In American ships.

last evening was Rev. F. A. Fish, tor 
many years a minister In the Metho­
dist denomination. Mr, Fish Is Grand 
Chaplain of the Loyal Orange Lodge 
pf British North America.

The subject of the sermon was an­
nounced as "Religion, Cltlsenshlp and 
Loyalty, or Protestantism and what It 
Means to Canada." The text was tak 
en from Golatlane 5: 1, "Stand fast in 
the liberty wherewith Christ hath 
made us free and be not entangled 
again with the yoke of bondage."

Religion, Citizenship and loyalty, the 
preacher said, make up a trinity of 
requisites. Religion Is not bigotry In 
any church, and for himself and his 
association they wished to arouse no 
feeling of antagonism to their fellow 
citizens of any church. ‘In his address 
ho would have to explain the differ­
ence of Ideals which exist between 
Protestantism and the Church of 
Romo. Religion is love, and if any 
government attempted to Interfere 
with the rights of the Church of Rome 
the Orange Association would be the 
first to say, "Hands off,” From King 
William tho Third the Roman Catholic 
received equal rights which the Act of 
Tolerance gave to every British sub­
ject, It Is the charter of liberty and 
the Roman Catholic has just as much 
right to celebrate on July twelfth as 
those of tho Protestant faith. Love 
is not bigotry but respecting the 
rights of another.

The preacher went on to 
utterances of Rev. 
published in the Western Watchman 
of St. Louis, and the words of the 
Pope to an American delegation at 
Rome, 
said M
man and the New York Churchman, 
Mr. Fish quoted from the address de­
livered by Bishop Fallon in Boston, 
which he said was printed in the Lon 
don, Ontario paper regarding the 
spread of the Church of Rome over 
the North American continent.

Mr. Fish made a feeliqg reference 
to the unhappy land of his birth, 
speaking of seeing the troops of tho 
men of Ulster marshaled for war 
against that of Germany which had 
expected them to turn against the flag 
of their fathers, the flag of the" Brit­
ish Empire. He told how the follow­
ers of Luther and of John Knox had 
fought and sacrificed for religious free­
dom, and spoke of the Pilgrim Fath­
ers who left lands and wealth for free­
dom to worship God.

The history of France and her 
severance from the Vatican was refer­
red to, also the ex-Kaiser's interview' 
with the Pope at Rome.

He stated that the L. O. L. have 
recently raised a fund of $100,000 for 
their work, and urged all his hearers 
to support Protestant Orphan homes 
wherever founded. The Roman Cath­
olic church, he said, does a wonder 
ful work for children, both In their 
own and for ours, and we must have 
homes of our own to look after our 
Protestant orphans. "Build a dozen, 
you will be able to fill them all," he 
said earnestly. In Ontario a large 
orphan’s home Is being built in which 
the children will be brought up in the 
Protestanat faith and to be loyal to 
their country and to King George.

The sermon ended with an eloquent 
explanation of their three subjects and 
the necessity of standing firmly by all 
three, Loyalty to God. the universal 
Father of alf; to the country for 
which the boys sacrificed so much 
overseas, and to the king, both on 
earth, and above all to the Heavenly 
King who suffered death upon the 
Cross for mankind.
