Chignecto Canal—Annexation.
To the Editor of the Tribune.

Sir: The money set apart for Chignec.
to Canal by the late Goverument, and at
that time defeated in its object by mem-
bers of the’present Government, then in
theif'place it“the House of Commons,
remains yet a dead letter. Although no-
minally set down in the estimates by the
present rulers, pothing is being done.
Why does the Goveérnment still find ex
cuses for delaying the work?

If they.are-not satisfled with the sur-
veys already completed and think that a
better site~would likély be" found by a'
survey- of ithe Dorchester and Shediac
route (and we-are léd to belleve from
good authority that such is the fact),
why then do they not ordet.such survey
at once? ‘Or do they think their time
better employed in negotiating a ship
canal from River 8t. Lawrence to Lake
Champlain for the aecommodation of
foreigners?

There appears a_ hanging to the Bay
Verte and Au Lac route, and it may be
the right one, but it is a shabby compli-
ment the ‘Goverpment are paying New
Brunswick .engineers and others (who
have been on all the routes, and all de-
clare for Dorchester and Shediac) to ig-
nore their opinions, and build on the re-
port of strange surveyors (however
competent), who have only been on the
one route, and that one selected by un-
professional men.

But we need not be surprised at any
remarkable developments ere long. Wild
experiments’ and unheard of projects
seem to engross the minds of .Messrs.
Mackenzie & Co. Their seeking a reci-
procity treaty with the United States at
all is selfishly appealing to foreigners for
what has once been contemptuously re-
fused us. Such a treaty, too, the terms
of -which are disapproved by our people.
denounced by our Boards of Trade, an
whiel is one-sidéd in almost every feature
of its provisions, shows a disregard of
public interest and opinions, and disap-
points in the highest degrec our people’s
loyal-aspirations and hopes. They com-
promise our national dignity, and weakly
or designedly yield to the grasping pre-
tensions of the United States our just
rights.

The Treaty they would fix upon us
gives foreigners a highway through oor
country by our ship canals (a thing un
known of in histery), and binds us to ex-
pend some ten millions of dollars to put
them in better repair. And what Jdo the
United States offer in return? Nothing
but a promise that.they will try to get
the consent of New York State (for the
General Government has no power) to
let-us pass through their little boat canals,
which by the way we will not want at all
after we have built the ship canal to Lake
Champlain, for that will monopolize all
the carrying from the great lakes through
United States territory to the ocean. But
the ‘State of New York ‘alone has the
power to shut this way to the ocean from
the Dominion and may at any time for all
the United States have o say about it.
In that case, ‘State rights may demand a
bonus from us, or caus€ our ships to be
heavily tolled, and move than likely will
do so. -

But what right has the Government at
Ottawa to pledge the respousibility of
the Dominion for ourentirecanal system,
to get in return State pledges only that
are subject to the caprices of localities,
bound by no-national honor, and respon-
sible to no higher power? Why is the
disposing ot the .canals of the different
Provinces not ‘made subject to a vote of
the different Legislatures, and so deal on
equal terms? The Treaty carries a con-
fession of inferiority upon the face of it,
derogatory to our Dominiggand humili-
ating to its subjects, say ugthing of our
squandered rights, and a sense of insecu-
rity arising from a suspicion of inability
and incompetency, if not of more dan-
gerous influences at work in the councils
of the nation.

The very remarkable views of, and the
course being pursued by the Cabinet at
Ottawa, in the matter of this treaty—the
Pacific Railroad, the Tariff, the Chignec-
to canal, &c., and the apparent disregard
of public opinion, would call in question
even the loyalty of our men in power,
were it possible that a British statesman
could so far forget what he owes to his
country as to banter it to a foreign
power,

Annexation is, hewever, the political
creed of many of the old Autis. They
prophesied that desolation and ruin must
follow the Union of the Colonies, and a
policy that would foster a Union with
the States would, perhaps, be acceptable
%) most of the few persons who denounc-
ed Confederation in such loud and noisy
oratory, and are now galling under dis-
appointment. to flnd it a success beyond
the hopes of its mostjsanguine advocates.
Some of those false prophets are now at
the head of affairs, and altbough they
may not be exactly planning disruption
are but little disposed to build vp a na-
tion in a way they have repeatedly pro-
claimed is an impossibility, No ruin
that conld befsll us could equal that of a
Union with the United States, overbur-
dened as.they are with their motley, un-
manageable millions and enoruious. na-
tional debt. The Dominion cannot view
the situation withoutalarm, and although
but few could look on Annexation with
the least degree of allowance, yet a pe-
riod of misrule and playing into the
hands of United States, whether by de-

sign or incompetency,might do a misehief ;

The Maritime Provinces in.a particular
anner have need of vigilance, to sce
that their rights are not frittercd away
through the Jnfluciice of local eubals and
forcign intesference, _.Fhe Boards of
Trdde of ‘Qucbec, Néw Brunswick, and
even Ontario have declared the Chiguecto
Canal a necessary addition to.-efir canal
system, and half a million of dollars were
set, apart by the late Government to com-
mence the work, yet nothing is pelng
done, not-even to locate -it, while wild

schemes for other and new canals (which .

are proscribed alike, by the press, the
Boards of Trade and the people) “are
gravely discuesel by our Cabinet Minis-
ters at Oitawa.

It is worthy of notice that Nova Scotia
rulers have exhibited strong annexation
proclivities in the past, and strange to
gay, now an opposition to the Chignecto
canal. These facts are sigoificant and
may have a meaning not yet on the sor-
face. Ifno progress, in the interest of
annexation, is the watchword, the sooner
the people see the situation the better.

The Pacific Railroad, altbough incor-:

porated in the terms of the Union, and
the Dominion pledged for its construc-
tion, we are told cannot go on as agreed,
if at all.
